The fact of a
Territorial unit having volunteered
for service abroad and being, by this
arrangement, full up with men who
can give their entire time to the ser-
vice, does not imply that such units
will be employed abroad until they
reach a standard of efficlency which
would enable them to do credit to the
British army.

Russians Rout Five Army Corps and Capture
Over 150 Pieces of Artillery—Enemy Fell
Back in Great Disorder Pursued By Victors—
10,000 Austrians Dead and Many Wounded
on Battle-Field at Jedar—Russla Meets With
a Defeat.

Petrograd, (St. Petersburg), Sept. 2—The following official com-
munication was issued by the Russian war office tonight: -

“After a battle lasting seven days the Russian army seized heavi-
ly fortified positions around Lemberg, about ten or twelve miles from
the town. The Russian troops then advanced towards the principal
forts.

“After a battle yesterday which was fiercely contested, the Aus-
trians were obliged to retreat in disorder, abandoning heavy and light
guns, parks of artillery, and field kitchens.

“Our advance guard and cavalry pursued the enemy, who suffer-
ed enormous losses in killed, wounded and prisoners.

“The Austrian army operating in the neighborhood of Lemberg
wag composed of the third, eleventh and twelfth corps and part of the

seventh and fourteen corps. This army appears to have been com.
pletely defeated.

“During the pursuit by the Russian troops the Austrians, whe
beat a retreat from Guila Lipa, were forced to abandon an additional
thirty-one guns. Our troops are moving over roads encumbered with
parks of artiilery and convoys loaded with provisions of various kinds.

“The total number of guns captured by the Russians around Lem-
berg amount to 150.”

The above despatch was sent direct from St. Petersburg by the
8t. Petersburg Telegraph Agency, the semi-official Russian news agen-
cy, and is the first despatch received in New York direct from the
Russian capital since the declaration of war,

AUSTRIANS LEFT 10,000 DEAD ON BATTLEFIELD AT JEDAR

Nish, Servia, via London, Sept. 2—An official statement issued to-
day gives new and fuller details of the battle of Jedar. The Austrian
force, it says, was composed of 200,000 men and held a favorable po-
sition. By its retreat it admitted defeat. The Austrians left on the
field of battle 10,000 dead and more than 2,000 wounded.

“Altogether,” continues the statement, “forty thousand of the en-
emy were placed hors de combat.

Agreement, under Negotiation
for Past Four Years, Gives
States Control Over Waters
of Colon and Ancon Har-
bors,

Panama, Sept, 2—An important
treaty bp the terms of which the
United States gains control of the
waters of the harbors of Colon and
Ancon, together with certain other
valuable rights, w igned here to-
day by Wm, Jennings Price. the Am-
erican minister, and Ernesto T. Le-
fevre, Panaman secretary of foreign
relations.

The new convention has been under
negotiations for the last four years.
Early last year the negotiations were
broken off by Panami because it then
seemed impossible to bring the two
governments into accord.

The instrument replaces what has
peen known as the Davis azreement
of June 15, 1904, in which the bound-
aries of the canal zone were tenta-
tively fixed with the understanding
that a future formal treaty would
fix the delimitation permanently. It
also amplifies the Panama Canal
treaty of November 18, 1903, under
which the' canal zome was acquired
from Panama.

The treaty will mow be sent to
Washington and Panama senates for
ratification.

CAPTURED BY A
~ BRITISH CRUISER?

Reported that the Kron-
prinz Wilhelm has been
taken on Atlantic — Has
eluded British fleet for
weeks,

New York, Sept. 2.—Sir Courtenay
Bennett, British consul general in this
city, announced this afternoon that he
had been informed by a trustworthy
friend that the North German Lloyd
steamer Kronprinz Wilhelm had been
captured in nearby waters by the
British flotilla of cruisers and taken,
a war prize, to Bermuda. His informa-
tion, he said, had not been coufirmed,
but he thought it true.

The Kronprinz Wilhelm sailed from
New York, with darkened lights and
all the coal she could get aboard, on
the pight of August 3, a day or so be-
fore the declaration of war between
Germany and Great Britain. She has
not yet been reported as arriving at
ary port. The impression prevailed at
the time of her departure that her
wission was to furnish coal to Germau
cruigers in the North Atlantic.

The British cruiser Suffolk, coaling
at Halifax ten days or so later, re-
ported she had sighted the Kronprinz
Wilhelm transferring coal in mid-
ocean to the German cruiser Karsruhe
a day or two previous. The Suffolk

rprised tte two vessels, her officers
said, and both the steamer and the
German cruiser fled. The suffolk pur-
sued - the cruiser and the Kronprinz
Wilhelm was soon lost to view. From
that day to this, the whereabouts of
the Kronprinz Wilhelm hdve been un-
reported.

Germany, with her stout insistence
on having her “place in the sun,” no
matter who must be crowded out of
it, has seemed to Americans to per-
sonify the commerical despotism that
they have fought long and finally bea-
ten at home.

werp exploit that the Zeppelin dirig-
ibles take as their motto “We work
while you sleap; women and children
first.” That would be fitting.
Experts are of the opinion that the
German dirigible balloons will find
their chief usefulness in fighting the
epemy'’s alr scouts, a work they seem
more fitted for than anything else in
time of war. They are, according to
some observers, not as dangerous as
In the air they present an
imposing appearance, but there are
limitations to their performanees.

The typical Zeppelin consists of «
long cylindershaped framework of
steel and aluminum, about 600 feet in
length and from 60 to 80 in diameter.
+| The framework is covered with tough,
‘weatherproof canvas, that sometimes
wire woven into it. Inside are
nine spherical gasbags, each separat-
ed from the other by partitions. Any-
one of these balloonets, it is calculat-
ed, may be pierced without the others
being effected. Inside of each bag is a
smaller one filled with air and connec-
ting through a tube and valve with
the atmosphere. This device is in-
tended to keep the pressure of gas al-
ways at the same point, so as to avoid
strains upon the texture of the enve-
lope by rapid expansion or contrac-
tion Underneath the framework a
long car is swung. This contains four
sets of engines, which operate two
propellors and two tractors. These
engines can drive the dirigible at the
rate of 40 miles or so an hour. Be
tween the engine spaces there is a
lcrg, narrow cabin with room for the
crew, passengers and other necessar-
ies.

The partment consists of a few
swall rapid-fire or machine guns and
bomb-dropping devices. The under
.| side of the car is armored at the vul-
nerable points with Krupp steel suf-
ficiently strong to resist rifle bullets.
These Zeppelins, it will be geen, are
formidable enough craft, but they have
, | their limitations. The weight they
,| may carry is very limited and they are
no match for guns mounted on the sol-
id earth, or even on the warships on
the surface of the ocean. With respect
to accuracy the story is the same. A
Zeppelin may assume a position at a
great height and discharge missiles at
the foe beneath, but in such circum-
stances the aim must be wretched. If
she descends low enough to move
slowly and take careful aim with her
necessarily small guns she immedi-
ately offers herself as a great target
for the more powerful and numerous
guns beneath. An object 600 feet long
floating overhead is a comparatively
easy mark for a good gunner. One
shot well placed brings the whole fra-
glle mass tumbling to the ground. This
menace of the skies, therefore, is by
no means as dangerous as it looks. In
the present war these dirigibles hava
done very little, apparently, outside
of scouting. The aeroplanes of the al-
llied forces probably are too much for
them. There may be more such at
tacks in the night as the Antwerp one,
but it seems safe to predict that the
German Zeppelin fleet will not be par-
ticularly aggressive in the war.

Animals — His Experiences in Russia Particularly Thri

Reported sick and worn out by the
terrific strain of six months’' work in
half-civilized and unhygienic Asia,
Dr. C. C. Young. once Russian, then
American, and again a Russian citi-
zen, is reported to be ini Norway seek-
ing passage to America by the first
available steamer, The result of his
work was & herd of twenty-one Kara-
kule sheep for the doctor’s new com-
pany in Prince Edward Island. These
were shipped from Luban, Russia, on
July 29th by Dr. Young personally.

The swift events of war immediate-
ly followed. Germany declared it on
August 1st at noon, before the steam-
ship Dwinst, which carried the_ sheep.
was through the Skagerrack. The
steamer stole with blanketed lights
and snaky paths safely to America
and Dr. Young escaped service with
the Czar by a journay through Finland
across the Gulf of Bothania. Even
before he was out of Russia the port
from which his precious sheep sailed
was left a mass of ruins by the Ger-
mAans.

During this twenmty years
there was a slow but steady accumu-
lation of capital, and the supply final-
ly became so large that our railroads
were able to sell on a 8 per cent.
basis,
Some authorities have declared in
an ofthand way that this European
war will set the worlds’ development
back twentyfive years. Since this
inconceivable war has happened, one
feel very reluctant about making
forecasts; but {f the past is any guide
to the future, then we should witness
a period of feverish activity in some
branches of trade, perhaps a year or
less of rampant overspeculation, and
then the aftermath of liquidation, de.
pression, biting economy. and finally
slow readjustment and recuperation.

unless foreign supply is
resumed.

New York, Sept. 1.—Dearth of dye-
|stuffs may cause the closing of many
textile mills in this country within
the next sixty days unless the foreign
supply is r d or arra t
are made for the manufacture of dyes
in the United States on an adequate
scale.
The National Aniline and Chemical
Company is preparing plans for a
$2,000,000 addition to its plant in Buf-
falo. and the steps which it will take
in that direction depend largely upon
what it hears from consumers.
The present tariff enables the Ger-
mans to undersell the American man-
ufacturers in many varieties of dyes,
Manufacturing chemists of Germany
make certain synthetic drugs and
pharmakeuticals under patents and
trademarks from which they derive
& large profit, which more than makes
up for the low prices at whch they
have been selling dyes derived from
the same base—coal tar.
A veritable famine in dyestuffs is
imminent, according to Hermam A.
Metz, well known importer of chemi-
cals, in an interview in the current
number of the American Druggist.
“It is only a question of sixty
days,” declares Mr, Metz, “unless we
get dyestuffs from the plants of Ger-
many when one-half of the cotton,
wool and silk mills of this country
will be shut down, and that means
that half a million persons in these
industries alone, without considering
those in the clothing and other trades
dependent upon them.”
Inquiries in the cotton trade sus-
tained Mr. Metz's view. Few of the
mills have any large amount on hand.
The air is full of projects for the
starting of dye factories, but one of
the chief obstacles lies in the tariff,
the question being what will the con-
sumer do when the German manufac-
turer is able again to get into the
market?
A, D. Juilliard, of A. D. Juilliard &
Co., commission merchants, has issued
a circular as chairman of the Execu-
tive Committee of the American Pro-
tective Tariff League, asking for in-
formation as to any articles of use
in agriculture. manufacturing or mm-
ing for which the United States is
dependent upon any foreign country.
“We shall take up every article
thus reported,” says the circular,
investigate the possibility of success-
ful production and unge upon Ameri-
cans the desirability .of such changes
in our existing tariff system as shal]
create new industrigs.”
I. F. Stone, the president of the
National Anilice & Chemical Com-
pany, of No. 100 William street, esti-
mated that of the dyes used in this
country fully eighty per cent. were
made In Germany. Coal tar, from
which aniline dyes are derived, is ob-
tained as a waste product in the
market of gas both in England and
Germany. This gas process is not
used in this country,

ATHLETICS FOR
PACIFIC GAMES

New York, Sept. 2.—~The withdraw-
als from the Olympic games at the
Panama-Pacific International Exposi-
tion on account of the war will be
more than compensated for by the
announcement just made by James E.
Sullivan, director of athletics, that
more than 500 Oriental athletes, who
will participate in the Far Eastern
Olympic games in October have agreed
to come to San Franeisco in 1915.
Besides these athletes, who have
never participated in a big inter
national series and whose skill with
the javelin and on the cinder path
is said to equal their Western broth-
ers, Director Sullivan anndances that
additional entries have cdme from
Denmark, Norway, Sweden, the Canal
Zone, Cuba, and Australia.
Mr. Sullivan received a letter from
the director of games in Shanghai,
China, in which he pointed out that
the records made by Oriental athletes
are very close to the best marks
made in the Olympic games in Stock-
holm. These athletes are principally
Japanese and Chinese collegians, who
have had the benefit of American
tutors, and who have taken to the
American pastimes with a spirit which
the Shanghai authority says will
force the American athletes to out-
do their best marks to win from the
Orientals.
In the number of athletes from the
East are also representatives from
Siam, Java, and the Straits Settle-
ments, besides a group of 60 school
boys from the public schools of the
Philippine Islands, who have enter-
€d the list open to school boy activi-
ties.
Besides these additions, Mr. Sullivan

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Late Yesterday After-
noon—Brown Must Leave
Conntry at Once.

The trials of the cases of the King
vs. Percy Warren, Bedford L. Hines,
William Brown. Willlam Chambers,
William Bdmanson, Willlam Day and
Thomas Shannon, charged with riot-
ing during the recent street railway
strike, was continued in the County
Court yesterday morning. The crown
case was closed and a large number
of witnesses were examined for the
defence, including all the defendants
except Brown, Day and Shannon,
‘When the court resumed at half past
two Harry Preatau testified for War.
ren. Four of the accused, Kdmund
Chambers, Halnes and Warren took
the stand in their’own defence at the
morning session,

Counsel for the accused briefly ad-
dressed the jury. Geo. H. V. Belyea.
who appeared for Shannon, declared
emphatically that the St. John Rail-
way Company were behind the prose-
cution and that an arrangement or
a bargain had been made between
the company and the strikers that the
latter would not be prosecuted. This
latter remark brought forth a hot
rejoinder from J. A, Barry, one of the
counsel for amother prisoner that
Mr. Belyea's statement was not true.

After each of the counsel for the
accused had addressed the jury Re-
corder Baxter, K. C., closed for the
prosecution.

He denied that it was a street rail-
way prosecution, and termed Mr. Bel-
yea's insinuation as unfair, unwarrant-
ed and nasty. He referred to the
efforts of himself and Mr. Barry in
peacefully terminating the strike and
denied that any arrangement or bar-
gain between the company and the
men that the latter were not to be
prosecuted ever existed.

Mr. Baxter said that Mr, McInerney
appeared on behalf of the Attorney
General, and he appeared as Re-
corder under instructions from the
Recorder observed that all citizens
of St. Johm were interested in main-
taini the good name of the city.
He then took up each case individu-
ally and favored the acquital of
Chambers and Hines. The other
prisoners should be given the benefit
of the doubt if the jury thought any
existed,

At 4.15 His Honor commenced his
charge. He prefaced his remarks by
thanking the Recorder for his plain
and straightforward explanation of
the law. His Honor said that he
subscribed to every statement made
by Mr. Baxter.

His Honor then took up each case
and briefly outlined the evidence.

At 4.35 the jury retired and at 6.15

Their verdict later gave freedom
to all the prisoners with the excep-
tion of Brown and Shannon.

Brown, who is an American, was
ordered to leave the country, while
Shannon was remanded for sentence.
