Why Ministers Expelled. '

Petrograd, Nov. 23, via London, Nov.
24.—Russia officially announces the 
loss of tye dreadnought Imperatrltsa 
Maria A statement issued tonight 
reads:

“The Russian dreadnought Impera- 
tritsa Maria has been sunk by an in­
ternal explosion. Two hundred of the 
crew are missing."

Early in November a report was In 
circulation that the Imperatrltsa Maria 
bad gone to the bottom and that near­
ly all of her crew had perished. Later, 
on Nov. 11, Berlin reported by wire­
less that a Bulgarian headquarters des­
patch announced that a fireman of the 
battleship had reached the Bulgarian 
coast and confirmed the destruction of 
the dreadnought, whl8h It was stated 
had been sunk by a mine near Sullna 
or Feedossia Island, at the mouth of 
the Danube.

The ImperatMtsa Maria was a new 
dreadnought. She was launched in 
1914 and displaced 22,500 tons. Her 
officers and crew numbered about 1,000 
men. *

On October 20 fire broke out in the 
forward magazine of the Imperatrltsa 
Marla. An Internal explosion followed 'C 
Immediately, and the fire spread rap­
idly and reached the petrol tanks.

Shortly after seven o’clock, how­
ever .the vessel sank. The greater 
part of the crew were saved. An offi­
cer and two first class sub-officers and 
149 sailors are miseing. Sixty-four df 
the crew have since died from the ef­
fects of burn».

“We have at last arrived to Salonika 
the ancient city of Macedonia, where 
Paul preached once to the people 
then went to Athene and wrote letters 
to them from there. Read your Bible, 
Paul's letters to the Theeaalonlana, 
and you will gefc what I’m trying to 
tell you.

“Well, this sure is a quaint odd 
place, lit has a charm ell its own. Moun­
tains all around ua; wonderful scen­
ery. Our hospital is about, four miles 
from the town. Ambulance to take us 
in any time we want to go. I’ve only 
been in once. 1 am on night duly and 
have no ambition to get up early to go. 
However, l‘m going am Wednesday as 
several of us are invited to tea on a 
submarine which Is in the harbor. My 
first experience on a Sub and I km 
quite excited about It.

"The only way to see this country is 
to ride, and so I'm going to ride. 1 
told the captain who is going to take 
me that he had better tie me on the 
horee or he will see me going over Its 
head before we get home again. Ac­
tive service is not so bad after all. 
The hospital is all under canvas but 
the nurses live in huts. It’s a great 
experience and I would not have mass­
ed this for a good deal.

“Our trip out here was delightful, 
we were twelve days on that great big 
hospital ehlip the Britannic, which Is 
said to be a sister ship to the Titanic, 
and the largest afloat Our trip out 
here was broken by a three days stop 
at Naples to coal. How we did enjov 
it; we went ashore every day, but had 
to he hack at six p. m. I’ve heen 
wanting to see the Bay of Naples for 
years and it certainly is a sight wortn 
seeing. It1» the colorings that makes 
Naples so beautiful. The town itself 
to horribly dirty. One day we drove 
away up to & hotel, ‘Bujolimis,' on a 
hill to tea, and had the most wonderful 
view of the town. The blue 'bay, white 
houses and red tile roofs, and a few 
green trees standing out alone, here 
and there, make a picture not soon for­
gotten, to say nothing of the wonder­
ful Vesuvius to the distance, with Pom­
peii lying at her feet. We were to 
have visited Pompeii, but it was out of 
hounds, (as they say in the army), In 
other ward® It was under quarantine 
for some disease or cither, so we miss­
ed to I wae terribly disappointed as 1 
did want to see it so badly. Maybe 1 
will get a chance on our way back.

“We are rather hoping to get to 
Egypt this winter. Sounds like a 
Cook's tour doesn’t it? Butt It is active 
service and we never know where we 
wtSM be sent next, and that is why 
I do not want lettere sernft out here, 
but to 86 Strand, London, care of the 
Matron in Chief, and «he office there 
will see that they are forwarded to 
wherever 1 hapipen to be, and there Is 
no telling where that will be.

‘T will tell you all about Salonika 
when I get acquainted with it and get 
cm speaking terms with some of the 
Jew®, Greeks, Turks, and a few other 
nationalities one woes walking about 
the streets in their various costume®, 
some wonderful and terrible. I am 
sure I shall be fascinated with it all.
1 'will get some postcards of the place 
and people if possible.

When All Boulogne Bowed in Tribute of Sorrow to the 
Gallant Allied Dead.r the

To the Editor of The Blunder*:

Btiy—I wish it hud been the privl- 
lege of the good people of 8t. John to 
here ehured with Hue experience of 
lent Thureduy, 2nd Nov., the duy fol­
lowing All Saint*’ Duy.

My brother "PwihV Cupt. Pugeley, 
end I were detailed to represent the 
8rd Canadian Stationary Hospital at 
the special memorial to the Allied 
dead who lay In Boulogne cemetery. 
We arrived fifteen minutes before the 
ceremony began and found the very 
air charged with sympathy 
pathy for the British deaid which 
came from hearts that had tasted sor­
row to Its depths. Nearly the whole 
concourse of people was In mourning, 
French people of all classes, who had 
lost father, husband, brother or 
friends. Racial barriers were down 
and one felt the great human brother­
hood. The very quiet, subdued' expec­
tancy, of beholding and sharing in 
Boulogne's tribute to her heroic de­
liverers, seemed to bind all spirits In 
an harmonious whole.

Promptly at eleven a.in. the pro­
cession entered the gates of the cem­
etery. First came the band, playing 
that matchless funeral march of 
Chopin's, In hushed tones. The very 
music Itself seemedi to apologise for 
venturing to share our sorrows. Next 
came French soldiers bearing several 
huge floral wreaths and stands, some 
twenty-one feet In circumference. 
These were laid around a large mound 
of earth, erected and decorated with 
Allied flags for this occasion. French 
soldiers stood on guard with fixed 
bayonets and bowed heads.

The procession coming to Its place, 
passed through a company of Brltleih 
soldiers with arms presented. It was 
led by the mayor of the city, the 
mayoress by his side, and a noted 
French retired general. After them 
came many Others of all ranks, both

English and French, and at the rear, 
veterans of 1870 and of the. present 
war. Breasts glltterbd with many 
medals, denoting duty done and valor 
recognised by a grateful country.

The mayor In a quiet manner read 
an address, reviewing the late sue- 
ceeeee of the war, and* left It to the 
general (who next spoke) to pay the 
tribute to the heroic dead.

Whether it was the effect of the 
condition of mind of those present or 
the fact that I wa* hearing the el» 
queues of love and esteem in a new 
tongue, 1 knew not, but this man of 
war simply held one's mind and soul, 
and as I listened to his warm, gener­
ous highly-merited eulogy of the diead, 
and his simple setting forth of the 
Justice of our cause, I felt myself car­
ried forward to the time when this 
simple, true-hearted French) people 
will enjoy once more their land In 
peace, as a land which, please God, 
shall no more nourish the infldel, but 
reverent worshippers of the true God, 
who through the outpoured blood of 
their eons and ours commingled, gave 
back to France this land of plenty and 
of beauty. Never again can we think 
of France as a foreign land. Thous­
ands of our dead lying In Its bosom 
is surely a pledge of a cloee and nev­
er-ending alliance. At the end of the 
addreee, there rang out the clear notes 
of the bugle sounding the “Last Post" 
That almost sacred sound of sorrow 
and yet of hope, bidding us listen and 
wait for the trump of angel, not of 

, which shall bid the dead' arise 
sorrow flee away. The end had 

come, ! turned and looked around on 
the thousands of crosses marking 
where our boys are laid, some very 
near and dear to many in Bt. John, 
and as I left them there, I rejoiced 
that It was given to me and to their 
loved ones at home to believe in the 
resurrection of the dead.

The Returned Soldiers' Commission 
were Indeed fortunate In securing the 
Bank of Montreal building as a dis­
charge depot. The building situated 
as It Is, a short distance only from the 
depot and ferry wharf, Is an Ideal lo­
cation for the use which It will be 
put to. The final touches were added 
to the Interior yesterday, when elec­
tricians connected up the wiring sys­
tem. Bedding and kitchen utensils 
were placed In the building yesterday 
In preparation for the arrival of a 
number of returned men within the 
next few days.

On the first floor the officers will 
occupy rooms. The offices of the pro­
vincial commission. Dr. Walker. Cap­
tain Bruce, who le In charge of the 
depot and Charles Robinson, secretary 
of the Returned Soldiers in New 
Brunswick, will also be on the first 
floor.

There will be In all approximately 
100 beds In the dormitories, which are 
on the first and third floors. The 
largest dormitory will contain 40 bed*, 
while the other two will provide room 
for thirty each. The orderly room will 
also be on the first floor. A special 
telephone has been Installed for the 
use of the N. C. O.'s and men, as there 
will be many long distance calls from 
the friend* of the soldiers arriving.

On the second floor will be the 
kitchen and mess room, a recreation 
room and the sergeant's mess. The 
cooking will be done by the use of 
a gas range. There Is also on this 
floor a splendid lavatory with &H con­
veniences. The inmates will also have 
the privilege of the use of the show­
er baths of which there are three.

The recreation room commands a 
grand view of the harbor, being in 
the front corner of#the building. It Is 
the Intention of the officials to have 
a piano, gramdphone, and If It can be 
secured a pool table for the use of 
the men.

The third Aoor will be occupied for 
the most part as a reserve room in 
case there should be a large number 
to arrive.

The rooms are all nicely lighted 
and ventilated and every detail has 
been attended to.

It Is the Intention of the O. C. to 
employ returned soldiers unless a posi­
tion occurs for which a returned man 
cannot be found. The cook and oookee 
are both returned men, so also are the 
orderlies.

The discharge depot will be used 
by the military authorities as a place 
for the men arriving back from the 

Perrault, front to rest up before proceeding to 
their homes In case they should be 
suffei lng from slight ailments. The 
depot will probably be used for the 
first time on Monday for the twenty- 
three men that are expected in the 
city.

Mayor Hayes returned yesterday 
from his visit to Boston where he was 
the guest of the Boston Canadian 
Club at their annual dinner on No­
vember 20. The principal speakers 
were Dr. Hugh Cabot and Lieut.-Col. 
Guthrie. The mayor said trikt Dr. 
Cabot, who Is one of the foremost 
surgeons in America, and who Is the 
head of the Harvard unit which Is 
doing such noble work In the hospi­
tals In France, made a splendid ad­
dress In the course of which he prais­
ed very highly the hospital arrange­
ments of the British army. He also 
dealt with the work of the German 
spy system and stated that In nearly 
every Instance they had over-reached 
themselves and their campaign of 
frtghtfulness had had Just the opposite 
effect to what had been Intended. He 
referred to the Zeppelin raids and 
said it hpd been reported that these 
had not had any effect but this was 
wrong; they had had an enormous ef­
fect, but not the kind the Germans 
could get any comfort from, for every 
Zeppelin raid had resulted In thous­
ands Joining the colors, and Instead 
of Intimidating the people quite the 
opposite was true.

It was a splendid address, well de­
livered, and one which paid tribute 
to the work of the Allies in their task 
of defending the cause of right and 
Justice agnlnst military oppression.

Col. Guthrie made a good lmprea 
sion on the 250 men who were gath­
ered together to keep green the mem­
ory of the land of their birth.

The mayor 
hear "Billy" Sunday while there and 
was deeply Impressed by the speaker 
and the message which he has for the 
people. The big tabernacle is crowd-- 
cd to the doors long before the time 
of sen lee and thousands are turned 
away every night.

One thing which Impressed him 
very strongly was the wonderful or­
ganisation and the way In which the 
crowds were handled. One Instance 
he quoted was the way In which the 
collections are taken ; the building 
holds about 16,000 people and it only 
takes about three minutes to take the 
offering at any service.

The people of Boston seemed to be 
stirred very deeply by the message 
which the evanfeltst had, and the 
churches were looking for big in­
creases as a result of Ms mission.

as the New Brunswick Potato Ex­
change, which has forced Hhe price of 
this article of food up to f, figure far 
beyond wlhat it should be. They claim 
that this is not a co-operative society 
as it only consists of half a dozen of 
the larger dealers of eastern Canada, 
and was formed! for the sole purpose 
of obtaining a larger price for pota­
toes, and charge that the combine of­
fered bigger prices to the individual 
farmers than the Independent buyers 
were able to do and so enhanced the 
price.

A great deal of discussion is being 
heard today in regard to the increas­
ing cost of the necessities of life, and 
while the situation is not nearly so 
bad as many would have the people 
believe, still the cost of the prime 
necessities of life have with one or 
two exceptions advanced to where 
the poorer classes are finding it a 
problem to get along, i^id the grocers, 
particularly those who cater to this 
class of trade, are finding it increas­
ingly difficult to do business.

The claim is made In some quarters 
that titre increase is largely due to the 
operation of combines formed to keep 
up the prices, and make undue profits 
out of the unusual conditions which 
prevail at the present time. Some 
claim that thq cold storage plants of 
the Dominion are filled to overflowing, 
and if the stocks stored in these plants 
were released for immediate con­
sumption prices would take a drop.
