M. A., of Chilliwack, B. C.

It was reported to Presbytery by

The call carried with it a guaran­
teed stipend of $2,200, one month's 
vacation annually, and also a gener­
ous allowance towards moving ex­
penses should Mr. Fraser accept.

The Presbytery sustained the call 
as a regular Gospel call, but granted 
further time to the congregation for 
the complete corculation of the call 
among its members, many of whom 
are at present at their summer homes 
and could not be reached in the short 
time since the meeting at which the 
call was issued.

Yesterday was the hottest day for from the north, which proved most 

July in local history for the past thirty welcome, 
years, and was the hottest day for any 
month in 17 yeare. This was the 
statement of D. L. Hutchinson, the 
government director at the Meteoro­
logical Observatory on Douglas Ave.

At four o’clock yesterday afternoon 
the thermometer reached its highest 
point when it registered 86.2. At nine 
o’clock In the morning it registered 62, 
and then it began to climb higher and 
higher. After noon the mercury rose 
quickly. At- three o’clock in the after­
noon it had reached a point at about 
83, and then Jumped up slightly over 
three points in the hour, reaching the 
maximum of 86.2 at four o’clock. There 
It hovered for a time, and then gradu­
ally dropped, but none too quickly for 
comfort, for as stated by Director 
Hutchinson, it registered 66 at nine 
o’clock. The hottest July day previous 
to yesterday was in 1887, when the 
thermometer registered 88.9.

Passengers arriving on the Boston 
express at noon, reported that the heat 
was very intense through Maine and 
that the people were suffering greatly 
In the inland towns and villages.

It Is a terrific heat wave which held 
practically the entire northeastern 
section of the United States, and the 
blistering temperatures extend from 
the Rockies to the Atlantic coast.

It proved the hottest wave that 
struck Boston In five years when the 
mercury reached 98.:» on Monday. 
There were two deaths and twenty 
people prostrated fn that city. At 
midnight Monday the thermometer 
registered 87, and the coolest part of 
the day was at six o’clock In the morn­
ing when the mercury showed 73. 
Yesterday proved almost as hot with 
very little signs of a let up.

Last Night Here.

Last night was one of the finest of 
the season in St. John, there was not 
a cloud in the sky. and a full moon 
was beaming down on a warm city. At 
midnight the thermometer at Barnes 
and Company’s door registered 70. 
Many persons enjoyed sitting out In 
the squares until a late hour. The 
prospects are that the city will have 
another hot spell today.

The weather In Boston was exces- 
Ehily warm and oppressive. While 
St John had a temperature in the 
seventies most of the time this week, 
it was 103 degrees on the United 
States government kiosk on Boston 
Common. The hot wave in Boston Is 
probably the most intense In five 
years. Five years ago the govern­
ment temperature on the federal 
building. Boston, went to 104 in the 
shade, which would correspond to a 
kiosk temperature of about 108 or 
109. At that time scores died of the 
heat and hundreds were prostrated.

Many Prostrations.

In Boston yesterday two deaths 
were reported and a score of prostra­
tions occurred. In New York the 
temperature went to 95 and stayed 
there three hours in the afternoon. 
The day was the hottest of the sea­
son, and there was great suffering, 
especially among the poorer classes 
of the east side, where the firemen 
were called out to flush down the 
streets.

Philadelphia reported a government 
temperature of 97 degrees in the 
shade, exceeding all heat records tor 
two years. Chicago sweltered under 
a broiling sun and a mercury up to 98 
degrees. The heat wave is general 
all over the northern states and Can­
ada. In Toronto the mercury rose to 
98. and London, Ontario, and other 
places were within one point of the 
Queen city's temperature.

The weather bureaus of both coun­
tries look for no decided relief before 
the end of the week .except a tem­
porary cooling from thunderstorms, 
which have been numerous in New 
England, Quebec province and else-

Explosive and provision shares were 
firm features, and Brasilian issues fur­
ther advanced with exchange. Rub­
ber, oil and shipping stocks eased off.

The low priced American securities 
were occasionally bought, but others 
were neglected. Money waa in better 
demand and discount rates steady.

Financial conditions are governed 
by the consideration that Russian sit­
uation Involves a longer estimate of 
the war situation. While stocks con­
tinue firm, this view is expressed In 
the fact that while the 4% per cent, 
war loan is quoted at 95, the five per 
cent. loan Is 94% and the four per 
cent, loan 102%.

John this winter provided the people 
would buy as usual and not wait un­
til the cold weather was here before 
putting in their winter’s supply.

Speaking about the possibility of 
lower prices this merchant said he did 
not see any relief In sight The only 

1 way in which lower prices could be 
obtained was either by a reduction in 
the freight or cheaper coal. Cheaper 
coal was hardly a possibility and 
even If the offer of Hon. J. D. Hazen 
were accepted and the vessels offered 
carried the coal at a lower freight, 
the extra cost of lightering and con­
sequent breakage due to the extra 
handling making more slack, would 
make the cost about the same.

This merchant was Inclined to think 
that the most serious aspect of pres­
ent conditions was the fact that the 
citizens had stopped buying coal and 
the merchants would soon have the 
available storage capacity full and 
have to stop bringing In any more un­
til the market opened up again. If a 
normal business were being done now 
they could keep bringing In supplies 
and there need be no serious shortage 
at the time, but If everybody waited 
until winter was here there would 
not be enough coal on hand to meet 
the demand and it would in all prob­
ability be impossible to get It fast 
enough to supply the needs of the 
city.
