PATRIOTIC MEETING

St. George’s Society Continues Centennial Celebration—Ad-
dress and Jewel Presented by St. Andrew’s Organization
—Large Gathering Heard Admirable Addresses.

With enthusiasm in plenty, with two
excellent orators, Hon. Geo. E. Foster and
J. D: Hazen, M. P. P., with a good in-
cidental programmme and the best of good
feeling abroad, the patriotic meeting held
by St. George's Society in the York
Theatre Monday night, as the second item
of their centennial celebration, could not
be otherwise than successful. There was
a very large audience present.

Handsome Decorations.

The interior of the York Theatre was
decorated in a manner that could not be
mistaken as tokening other than a meet-
ing where the displaying of patriotism

was an object. To the employes of Man-

chester, Robertson & Allison is due the
credit for the taste and propriety shown
in this decoration. Bordering the ceil-
ing, hung around the gallery and desz2ud-
ing from the two large chandeliers in the
ceiling to the corners of the gallary were
strings .of . streamers. At . intervals ar-
ound the front of the gallery groups of
British ensigns  hung in majestic folds,
while everywhere among .the masses of
color, one caught glimpses of the bright
tints of the Union Jack. In the cenfer
and front of the stage the beautiful ban-
ner of the society was hanging, while fromn
the top of the stage and caught up at the
sides ,drooped, . curtainlike, two huge
flags, the Union Jack, and on a white
background the red cross of St. Geotge.
On the wall to the right and left of the
stage were two shields of St. George winch,
on a smaller scale, were used also in decor-
ating around the front of the gallery, to-
jgether with other shields, ¥yvergieens
tastefully placed added much to the culor
effect, which was truly praiseworiiy-

J.'D. Hazen's Address.

J. D. Hazen said 100 years in the his-
tory of a young country was a long time.
Yet the history of this province practically
commenced with the arrival of the U. E.
Loyalists little more than 100 years ago.
Before that time there was a :ettlement
at Maugerville and also one at St. John,
but the true growth of the province dates
from that memorable 18th day of May,
1783, when 3,000 men driven out of their
homes in the United States landed at St.
John and proceeded to hew for themselves
a home out of the primeval wilderness.
Hé read selections from a history of Brit-
ish North America written by the late
(alvin Hatheway and printed in St. John

| from the press of Chubb & Sears, showing

what hardships the Loyalists had to under-
such hardships
had little time for intellectual pursuits
but when conditions improved somewhat
the spirit again showed itself, culminating
in 1802 with the . orgamization of St.
(George’s Society, which has been a patent
factor in Canadian life ever since. ‘Lhe
torch of loyalty lighted by the Loyalists
in 1783 burned as freely now as ever and
although great changes had taken place
in Canada since that time the -changes

. were.such as to bind our land closer to

the homeland. When Queen Victoria as-
cended the throne, the revolutionary
gpirit was at such a stage that the throne
was regarded as the pallid shadow of a
day which had fled. Victoria’s rule made
the throne the passionate devotion of the
British people. The St. George’s: Society
had witnessed this. It had witnessed the
confederation of Canada, of Australia and
would in a few years see the confederation
of South Africa. It had lived to see Can-
adian soldiers go to South Africa and fight
side by side with the flower of the British
army. And all to defend the flag which,
as it floats to the heavens, is symbolical of
all that is best in'true religious, social and
constitutional liberty. The story of Paarde-
berg had been written and told and when
the story of Hart’s River, where Cana-
dians under Lieut. Bruce Carruthers, held
their ground until alls.were killed or
wounded came to be written it would be
found to compare favorably with the Spar-
tans under Leonidas, who held the pass
at Thermopylae. When this is written it
will make a bright page of British history.
(When in June next XKing KEdward is
crowned with imposing ceremony it will
be the greatest pageant the world has
ever seen becaunse the king will be sur-
rounded not only by the crowned heads
of Europe and the gorgeously arrayed
diplomatic service but by men from all
the colonies of that greater Britain across
the seas which his noble mother did so
much to present to the empire. He will
realize that in these colonies lies the
greatest \strength Yf the empje over
which all pray that Edward VII may
long be spared to reign. (Great ap-
plause.)

TROUBLE WITH IMMIGRANTS

HALIFAX SAYS A BAD LOT WILL LAND
AT ST. JOHN.

Norwegians and Swedes Who Are Going to
Work for Clergue at the Soo Made Things
Lively---Sunday's Fatality-—=Troopship in
Port. e

Halifax, N. 8., April 21—(Special)—
Steamer Manchester Shipper, under char-
ter to the Franco-Canadian line, and
which arrived here this morning from
Antwerp, had nearly 800 passengers. She
had 384, mostly Italians, to land here, and
about 300 tons of cargo. She also had
about 400 immigrants and considerable
cargo for St. John. The St. John bound
passengers” are Norwegians and Swedes,
all men, and bound for the Clergue works
at Sault Ste Marie. They are one of the
worst lot ever brought here. They were
supposed, to have remained on board, but
all came ashore and the majority became
intoxicated and made things lively about
Water street. The captain of the Shipper
is not anxious to take them farther, as
‘he had conmsiderable trouble with them

on the passage. The second day out from
Antwerp they requested him to put back
and land them.

Ca.se of Trouble Over Smuggling to Engage
Woodstock Magistrate.

Woodstock, W. B., April 21—(Special)—
Wm. Kelly, of Debec, charged with as-
saulting Customs Officer Frank Burns last
week, was arrested at his home and
brought to Woodstock last. night and
placed in the county jail. Deputy Sheriff
Martin Lawless, of Houlton, is here try-
ing to secure extradition papers. The
prisoner will be brought before Police
Magistrate Dibblee tomorrow. J,C. Hart-
ley will represent the state of Maine and
K¥rank B. Carvell the prisoner. Different
stories are told of the assault. It appears
that Mr. Burns came from Fort Fairfield
to Debec disguised as a pedlar with a view
of stopping the smuggling of potatoes
across the lines. While Kelly was near
the boundary line with a load of potatoes
at 3 o’clock in the morning his team was
stopped by Burns. It is claimed that
Burns drew his revolver, fired one shot
which passed through Kelly’s mouth, the
bullet afterwards being extracted by Dr.
Hand from the back of the ear. The sec-
ond shot slightly injured Kelly in the
groin. The bullet hit a belt and glanced
off. Kelly retaliated by hitting Burns
with a sled stake, breaking his arm and
several ribs. Kelly then drove home and
Burng succeeded in crawling to a Mr, Ter-
rell’s residence, whence he was driven to
Houlton.

THEY LOST MANY MEN.

Government Loss Not So Heavy as
Was Inflicted Upon the Attacking
Body -- Believed Tovn is ‘Being
Bombarded, and Insurgents Will
Be Dislodged: '

Washington, April 19—The navy idepart-
ment has received the following cable-
gram from Commander McCrea, of the
gunboat Machias, dated Colon, April 19:

“Bocas Del Toro, Colombia,
rendered- No injury to American citizens
or interests. Making arrangements to
withdraw forces this evening. Will sail
fore Aspinwal Sunday.”

Colon, Colombia, April 19.—The expedi-
tion under Gen. Gomez, the military gov-
ernor of Colon, which left here yesterday
on the government gunboat General Pin-
zon for Boscas Del Toro, was due at
Bolas at about 8 o’clock this morning. The
expedition comprised 700 men with four
guns.

A German steamer from Bocas, which
has just arrived here, brings news that
the Liberals effected a landing in open
boats and barges mear Bocas at 6 o’clock
Thursday evening, when fighting began.
The Liberal troops outnumbered the gov-
ernment force, which was forced to sur-
render the town yesterday morning.

CUBAN RECIPROCITY.

—

Republican and Democrats Uaite and Over-
rule the Chair.

RIS,

Washington, April 18.—The Democrats
and the Republican insurgents rode rough-
shod over the house leaders today when
the voting began on the Cuban reciprocity
bill. They overthrew the ruling of the
chair in committee of the whole on the
question of the germaneness of an amend-
ment to remove the differential from re-
fined sugar during the existence of the
reciprocity agreement provided for in the
bill. The vote to overrule the decision
of the chair, made by Mr. Sherman, of
New York, was 171 to 130, Republicans to
the number of 37 joining with ‘a solid
Democratic vote to accomplish this result.
Having won this preliminary - victory the
amendment was adopted in committee,
164-111 and later jn the house, 199-105.

On this occasion 64 Republicans voted
with the Democrats for the amendment.
The bill then was passed by an over-
awhelming majority, 247-52.

The bill as passed authorizes the presi-
dent, after the orgamzatien of an inde-
pendent government in Cuba and the en-
actment of immigration, exclusion and
contract labor laws, to negotiate a reci-
procal trade agreement with Cuba, by
which in return for equivalent concession
the United States will grant a reduction
of 20 per cent from the Dingley rates on
goods coming into the United States from
Cuba, agreement to continue until Dee. 1,
1903. During the existence of such agree-
ment the duty on refined sugars and all
sugars, above number 16 Dutch standard,
is to be 1.825 per pound.

Negro Women's Clubs.

Knoxville, Tenn., April 18—The Ten-
nessee Federation of Woman’s Clubs to-
day defeated a resolution to instruct its
delegates tc vote against the admission of
negro women’s clubs into the general fed-
eration at the Los Angeles convention.

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SUMMER  SEIENCE  SCHOOL

A PLEASANT SESSION AT ST, STEPHEN
PROMISED. '

Much to Entertain Visitors at Meeting Soon
to Be Held --- Good Opportunities for
Nature Study--Hospitable People to Wel-
come the Many Expected. :

St. Stephen, April 16—On July 22nd of
his year, the 16th session of the Summer
School of Science for the Attlantic provinces
of Canada will begin here. Thig will be
the most memorable gathering ever held
on ‘the St. Oroix. The sessions will con-
tinue 16 days. During their visit, citizens
will have an opportunity of proving to
the strangers that it 1s mot an idle boast
which visitors heretofore have proclaimed,
viz: “No place in Canada can be found
such hospitable entertainers as the resi-
dents of St. Stephen.”

In 1887 this school met at Woliville, N
8., with an attendance of 41. Tt has yearly
increased until last year at Lumenburg
there were 372, so that it is safe to- esti-
mate an attendance this session of 500, for
the great benefits to be derived are becom~
ing more manifest to all having theinter-
ests of education at heart, and as well for
the ‘inducements offered for attendance
here, not only socially but particularly the
scientific and historical .knowledge to be
gained along the beautiful St. Croix. 8t.
Stephen is at the head of navigation on
the river. ‘The town is about two miles
in length and the centre of a street divides
it from the enterprising town of Mill-
town. On the opposite side of the river
is Calais, in the state of Maine. In
everything but government the three
towns are virtually one. They have:a
population of about 12,000 afd are con-
nected by steel and wooden bridges crossed
by an electric railway, from the cars of
which the visitors can view the principal
streets and buildings of the three towns,
keeping in sight of the beautiful 8t. Croix,
with ifs factories and saw mills in full
swing. Besides this there are many fine
walks and drives on the American and
Canadian sides.

First in -importance is the Royal ceme-
tery of St. Stephen, where can be found
the magnificent old pines, the envy of all
strangers, and pronounced by Lord and
Lady Minto and their party last year as
being very like the entrance of some fine
English park. Another fine drive is Kings-
wood, the private property of Hon. G. F.
and H. . Hill, with a driveway of two
miles through wood land, open to the pub-
lie. . Then, excursions can be had by boat
to Robbinston, Me.; St. Andrews, N. B.,
that fine Canadian summer resort, and
further on the so-called “Sardine City,”
Eastport, Me. This is a most delightful
sail and affords charming river views. ‘A
moonlight sail from St. Andrews is mag-
nificent. The bay at that place, accoru:ng
to many tourists, fully equals the noted
Bay of Naples. Eight miles below St.
Stephen is St. Croix Island, from ‘which
the river takes its name. This was the
residence of DeMonts and his brave com-
pany in the summer and autumn of
1604, as well as the terrible win-
ter that followed. Here, and at selected
spots along the mainland, 16 years betore
the landing of the mpilgrims, they first
stirred the soil of New France and intro-
duced the cultivated plants of Kurope.
One of these early experimental gardens
was on the present sight of St. Stephen.
For field study, especally to the botanist,
St. Stephen and the surrounding country
offers many- attractions. The St. Croix
valley is the meeting place of the charac-

teristic flora of New England with that|

of continental Acadia, this With its great
diversity of soil and water conditions,
brings together a greater variety of plant
forms, perhaps, than can be found upon
equal area elsewhere in our territory. The
same surface features influence ‘the ani-
mal life of the region, while they supply
points of interest also in the study of sur-
face - ology. With James Vwvoom, one of
the wvicepresidents as well as lJecturer on
botany, as their guide, this branch of
study will be found very interesting, as
Mr. Vroom is conversant with every inter-
esting foot of land in this vicinity. The
mineralogist, also, will find a profitable
field for study. The nickle deposits within
two miles of the town are expected, in
the near future, to be next in importance
to Sudbury, Ont. Many other mineral de-
posits can also be examined, the latest be-
ing molybdenum, claimed to have been
discovered in the vicinity of Calais, so that
the excursions thig year will be of excep-
tional interest.

There are also many places of historical
interest, as well as of great matural beauty.
What will be of great interest to the
citizens, as well as the students, will be the
fact that the evening lectures will be ad-
dressed by such well known men as Pros.
Ramsay Wright, Toronto University; Dr.
Fletch®r, Ottawa; Prof. Ganong, Smith
College, Northampton, Mass.; Pros. An-
drews, Mount Allison University, Sack-
ville, N. B.; Inspector Carter, St. John;
Hon. W. W. Stetson, superintendent of
education, Augusta, Me.; Inspector Me-
Uormick, Charlottetown, P. E. I, and
James Vroom, St. Stephen.

Incorporation of the Canada Eastern Railway Company Wil
Be Asked--Mr. Charlton Wants Export Duty on Nickel

Ottawa, April. 18—(Special) —When the
house met today Mr. Charlton presented,
on the motion to go into supply, the con-
dition of the nickel industry in Canada.
He said that there was now under fot-
mation in the United States a nickel com-
pany with bonds of $12,000,600 which was
associated with the steel industry with
$1,000,000,000 and  which was in-
tended to  coatrol the
of the world. Lhe question
was, whether Canada should permit
this. The United States imposed an im-
port duty on refined mickel but admitted
the matte free. He did not see why Can-
ada could not refine its own nickel in-
stead of exporting the ore.

His parents are prostrated. His mother has gone into convulsions. This is the
fifth suicide in this county inside of ome year.

The
others were more so than he. He made
a little speech when his turn came.

But
when Mr. Sage had departed several things
nwera said that no newspaper would print.

In summer, Mr. and Mrs. Sage go to
their home at Lawrence, L. I, near Far
Rockaway. It faces seaward and has a
Jawn. The neighbors do not recall a sum
mer when Mr. Sage permitted the lawn
to e mowed. He never misses a day from
his office in the city during the summer.
When he lives in the city he travels on
the Sixth avenue elevated Toad. He has a
head of thick gray-streaked hair which he
tosses about as he would a lot of hay;
and he shaves himself. He has no beard.

Twelve years ago he cultivated aa imita-

tion of Horace Greeley whiskers, but for
some reason he mowed them, and since
thens he has remained unshaven. His
eyes are grey and listless, but their sight
is unfailing.

Every now and then some newspaper
contains the information that Mrs. Sage
has made a liberal contribution to some
school or charity. Mrs. Sage hag her own
income and does as she pleases with it,
but people who know Mr. Sage insist that
Mzrs.

Mr. Sage began life as a farmer boy.
He was born in Oneida county, New
York, and as a boy attended the county
school and did chores. His brother took
him to Troy and made him errand boy in
his grocery store and he became the best
grocery clerk in Troy.

Mr. Sage was once a politician, and a
successful one. When he ran for office
he worked as hard for votes as he ever
did for dollars, and he always got elected.
He ‘was elected an alderman in Troy in
1841 and was re-clected each year until
1848; then he was treasurer of Rensselaer
county for seven years. He then went to
congress and served two terms, from 1853
to 1857. A man who can remember Sage,
the politician, has said of him: slq was
not much on epeech making, but he was
powerful when it came to hand shaking.”
When he quit congress he came to New
York and started in selling “privileges”
in Wall street, and made money very
rapidly. He early became interested in
several western railroads, and for 12 years
was either president or vice-president of
the Milwaukee and St. Paul.

The Twenty Cent Pieces.

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BARRACKS BLOWN TO
PECES, MARY HLE

Between One and Two Hundred
Officers and Soldiers Lose Lives
In Explosion.

R

Managua, Nicaragua April 20—A severe
explosion occurred here the might of April
16. A large, two story barracks, situated
near the lake front and in the centre of
the city, was blown to fragments. Be-
tween 100 and 200 officers and soldiers are
reported to have been killed and many
soldiers and other persons are reported to
have been injured. A large number of
houses mear the barracks, including the
National hotel, the Central telegraph sta-
tion and the National palace, were dam-
aged or wrecked. President Zelaya was
absent at Masaya at the time of the ex-
plosion, but he hurriedly ‘returned to
Managua on horseback. He has published
a statement in which he attributes the
disaster to the work of conspirators. He
says that tons of dynamite, in addition to
a quantity of powder, were stored in the
barracks. The actual causes which led to
the explosion have not yet been deter-
mined.

After the first explosion, the police noti- |

fied the terrified people temporarily to
leave the city, as it was thought the burn-
ing building still contained dynamite.
Large numbers of people consequently fled
to the suburbs. The first explosion was
followed by several minor detonations,
supposed to have been caused by the ex-
plosion of packages of gunpowder.

The people who fled from the city are
returning today (Sunday). The fragments
of the numerous dead are being buried.

The present lowest estimate of the
damage caused by the explosion in houses,
furniture, cannon and war materials is
5,000,000, pesos.

JURY'S VERDICT WAS
DEATH B HIS DWR HAND.

Further Particulars of the Strange
Carleton County Suicide Case.

Centreville, Carleton Co., April 19—
Further particulars relative to the death
of Amber Crouse, at Charleston, Carle-
ton county, las wge‘k, have reached here.

It appears that the search party found
his body on his father's fatm three days
after his disappearance, about 40 rods
from the house. He had procured a
spade and dug a hole in a hill-side and
banked clay avound it. At the upper end
of the hole he placed several large rocks
and banked clay upon them. Then get-
ting in the hole he covered, as well as he
could, the lower portion of his body, and
then loosened the rocks at the head and
they, with the clay, caved in on him.

London, April 19.——The Speaker devotes
a long article to the probable effect of the
Rhodes scholarships on Oxford University.
It thinks it safe to ignore the influence
of the Germans and colonials, saying the
former will naturally gravitate towards a
Teutonic clique but it will be too small
to materially affect 'the settled 'life and
traditions of ‘Oxford. The Ccolonials, of
whom there are many already at Oxford,
show no tendency to impress themselves
on the life of the college, as distinet from
the students of the United Kingdom. It
is in the American invasion that the
Speaker anticipates the greatest changes.

Arguing on these premises, the writer
concludes that 100 young Americgn sfu-
dents, “glorying in their mnatjonality,”
will be a potent factor in pressing their
personality lon the staid, old university,
with the natural result that an organized
American society, college calls, class but-
tons and the young American spirit gen-
erally will sharply accentuate the exist-
ing differences between Oxford and Cam-
bridge. s

Statistics of Fatalities in Train Wrecks in
Three Months.

Washington, April 18.—The inter-state
commerce commission has issued a bul-
letin showing for the three months ended
Sept. 30, 1901, a grand total of 725 killed
and 2,622 injured in train accidents of al!
kinds in the United States. The total
number of train collisions was 1,247 and
derailments 1,002, causing damage aggre-
gating $1,842,224 to cars, engines and rond-
ways, 8xclusive of damage to merchandise.

Manila, April 20—The United States
army transport Buford left here today' for
San Francisco.

PLANS T0 CLOSE THE
STRATS OF BELE L

Ten Mile Breakwater Suggested--
Would Give Semi-Tropical Cli-
mate,

New York, April 19-—A Quebec de-
spatch to the Sun says a notable engin-
eering project is being discussed there.
It is proposed to close the Straits of Belle
Isle, between Newfoundland and Labra-
dor, by building a breakwater across it
at the marrowest part, where the channel
is 10 miles wide and 180 feet deep-

The benefits expected are that the
shores of Quebec, Anticosti, Cape Breton,
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island
would become veritable gardens in which
semi-tropical fruits and vegetables would
flourish, and that the part of Labrador
west of the causeway would have a cli-
mate as salubrious as that of France,
being in about the same latitude.

The theory has the weight of practical
experience largely on its side. The argu-
ment is that Belle Isle strait is the chan-
nel or doorway from the north by which
icebergs, floes and the frigid waters from
Greenland and the Arctic ocean find their
way to the Gulf of St. Lawrence, chilling
its area, causing fogs, cold, damp and late
springs, and generally imparting to. the
region a semi-Arctic aspect.

As conditions now are, with . this sea-
way open, the ice begins to drift toward
the end of November, and the navigation
of the gulf is then extremely difficult, if
not impossible, until the following May.
If this channel were closed it is main-
tained that little ice would be formed in
the gulf during the winter, for then the
frozen plains and chilly waters from the
north would be forced out into the At-
alntic ocean ‘and along the east coast. of
Newfoundland. i

THE MARIE CELESTE

Capt. Orr, of Rexton, Has a Sword
from the Vessel of Mystery.

An interesting local story has come to
light in connection with what was one of
the most mysterious sea tragedies of the
past ‘30 years, the disappearance of the
crew and passengers of the American
brig Marie Celeste, the story of which
was published in the Daily Telegraph on
April 12 last. hrough the publication
of the story the sequel has come to light.

Capt. George Orr, of Rexton, Kent
county, is one of the best known sea-
faring men in the province. For years he
sailed to various ports of the world in
deep sea vessels. The Marie Celeste trag-
edy, however, he unreservedly pronounc-
es as the most mysterious case he ever
heard of.

Capt. Orr read The Telegraph article
and was deeply interested by it, inasmuch
as he has in his possession a sword which
was taken from the Marie Celeste when
that vessel was boarded by the sailors
who found her abandoned.

According to the story as published
in The Telegraph,: the Marie Celeste, an
American brig, of between 300 and 400
tons, sailed from New York on Novem-
ber 7, 1872, for Genoa, with a cargo of
aleohol. Two days before, the Dei Gra-
tia, a Nova Scotian ship with Captain
Morchouse in command and a man named
Devon as mate sailed from the same port
for the same destination. The captain
of the Marie Celeste was Albert G. Rich-
ardson and he and Captain Morehouse
were friends. When the Dei Gratia ar-
rived in the vicinity of Santa Anna the
most southern of the Azores Islands, she
sighted the Marie Celeste. Some sailors
were sent aboard and while the ship was
found perfectly intact there was no trace
of passengers or crew. Mate Devon and
two sailors were put aboard to navigate
the find to
claims had been paid, Devon went to New
York and on his next voyage YTaptain
Orr sailed with him. It was Devon who

presented to Captain -Ore the - sword
which was taken from the deck of the
Marie Celeste and which the Rexton cap-
tain now holds as a highly prized relic.
The sword was said to have been a trick
weapon and was, according to rumor, or-
iginally given to "Captain Richardson, of
the ill-fated Marie Celeste by a juggler.
Capt. Orr showed the sword to a St.
John man who was in Rexton last week
and from him The Telegraph reporter
obtained a description of it. -It is about
18 inches long with a flat blade about
1} inches in width. The hilt is of the
basket variety. As far as the weapon
being a trick sword there is nothing about
it to. distinguish it from the ordinary.
The blade, Captain Orr says, was original-
ly longer, but several inches have been
nroken off and a new point was accord-
ingly made.

Tn reference to the Marie Celeste trag-
edy, Captain Orr thinks that the date
was 1875 instead of 1872:

Captain Orr is a well-known and es-
teemed resident of Rexton and at pres-
ent is engaged in the coasting trade. His
possession of the weapon which may have
played a most important part in the
tragic mystery, has aroused interest in
the story.

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T0_PREVERT TUBERCULOSIS

MEANS BY WHICH INFECTION MAY BE
AVOIDED.

Measures to Lessen Danger of the Disease
--Arrangement of Patient’s Room--Pre-
cautions to Be Taken by Nurses, and
With Linen and Clothing.

(Contributed by the Canadian Associa-
tion for the Prevention of Tuberculosis-)
What can be done to protect .ourselves

from the small particles of saliva con-

taining bacilli, thrown out by the con-
sumptive during dry cou@, loud speak-
ing or sneezing? There is real danger
from this source of infection only when
one remains a considerable length of time
very mnear the tuberculous patient While_
he coughs or speaks. At a distance of
three or four feet the danger practxca.]]y
ceases. The relatively few bacilli which
are expelled with the saliva during the
dry cough, sneezing, or Joud speaking, are
probably never thrown farther than three
feet, and fall rapidly to the ground.
But even the lesser danger which may
arise from the bacilli having fallen to the
floor with the particles of saliva must be
prevented. They must not be allowed to
accumulate and so be blown up with the
dust into the air. Therefore the floor of
the room of a tuberculous patient should
never have any fixed carpet; and even
the wooden floor should never be swept
with a broom, but should be frequently
wiped up with a wet cloth or with crude
oil. Dusty furniture should be cleaned
in the same way. Plush, velvet. or cloth-
covered furniture, heayy curtains or other
fancy decorations, which might serve as
dust-catchers, should not be allowed in

| the room of a tuberculous patient. Lea-

ther-covered, rattan, and plain wooden
furniture are certainly the best, and the
curtains should always be of a washable
material. Fancy .curtains of cloth, velour,
or silk, which accumulate dust and. keep
the air and sun out of the rooms, should
be discarded. . :

If at all possible, ‘every patient should
have his own room, but he should always
have his own bed . For a well person to
sleep in a bed very close to a tuberculous
patient is almost as dangerous as to sleep
together in one bed.

Friends, rélatives and nurses should not
remain very near the patient longer than
necessary, and the tuberculous invalid
should be urged always to hold a hand-
kerchief before his mouth and nose while
coughing or sneezing. He should further-
more be advised to carry two handker-
chiefs with him always: .one to hold be-
fore this mouth and to wipe it with after
having expectorated; the other to wuse
only to wipe his mose. By being careful
with the use of his handkerchiefs, the
danger -of infecting his mose and bron-
chial ‘tubes will be materially lessened.

All dirty linen (sheets, pillow-cases, un-
derwear, napkins, - handkerchiefs, ete.)
used by the consumptive, should not be
handled: more than necessary, but should
be placediin water as soon' as ‘possible af-
ter the removal from bed or body. It-is
better to wash these articles separately,
and only after having been thoroughly
boiled should they be put with the com-
mon - lanndry. Wherever it is not pos-
sible to : carry out these precautionary
measures in their entirety,” one should
strive to follow them as far as it is in
one’s power. ;

Flock of Hens. “

At a recent farmers’ institute at
Avoca, N.Y., Mrs. Fillmore Billings,
a farm woman, read the following
paper on how she cared for her
fowls and the profit she realized from
them the past year &

“I have had some experience with
poultry, as I have had the care of a
flock of hens for the last twenty
years, with good success. We keep
about 200 hens. I raise from 100
to 200 chickens every year, hatching
and raising them with hens. My
way of caring for the chickens is
this : I do not feed them anything
until they are twenty-four or thirty-
six hours old and then feed them
bread soaked in water for about &
week, After that I bake cornmeal
in a johnnycake and soak that and
feed five times a ddy until they are
about five weeks old. Then I feed
wheat screeninﬁs or whole wheat, al-
ways giving them plenty of fresh
water or sweet milk to drink. In
caring for them in that way the loss
from sickness is very small. Some-
times the crows or hawks will catch
some of them.

“My way of caring for the hens is:
In the winter I feed a warm feed
every morning of bran with some
meat feed mixed with it, either des-
jccated fish or boiled beef and bene,
using seven parts of bran to one of
the meat feed, mixed with hot water.
and fed while warm. At noon feed
corn or wheat, and if they need
more feed corn again at night. Al-
ways have a box with crushed oyster
shells where they can get them when
they want them, and 'given them all
the fresh water they want. Two or
three times a week I feed some vege-
table food, cabbage or apples, it we
have them, or potato parings. We
Keep 'our hens shiit in in the winter,
utiless it is very warm. ', Don't for-
get that you must have a warm, dry
place for them. !

“In the summer they run where
they please, with the exception of
the garden. They are fed every day
of the year all they will eat.

«Fere is what we did with our
hens last year: Jan. 1, 1901, we
had 200 White XLeghorn hens and
eleven Plymouth Rocks for sitters.
We sold 1,506 dozen of eggs, which
brought $298.87. We have sold
seventeen roosters for $7.30, which
makes the sales amount to $306.17.
The eggs used in the family are
eighty-four .dozen. Calling them
worth 18 cents a dozen makes them
worth $12.12. You will see that
the eggs . sold brought almost 20
cents a dozen, only lacKing .a frac-
tion of a cent. The chickens used
for meat are fifty at 30 cents gach.
This is the lowest price that we have
sold any for ; it makes them worth
$15. Jan., 1, 1902, we have the
number of fowls that we had Jan.
1, 1901, and ninety-five extra pullets
worth 50 cents each, which is $47.50,
and twenty-four. extra roosters worth
40. cents each, which is §9.60, which,
by ‘adding what we have sold and
used and the extra fowls, is $893.389.
The cost of feed for the year 1s
$159.78, a profit . of $233.66. It
they had more room, they would
have done better. I have had them
do better than this. I shall con-
tinue in the poultry business as long
as they do as well as they have the
past year.’’ ; 0

Fertilizers Affect Seed Germination,

The department of agriculture has
had many inquiries concerning the ef-
fect of commercial fertilizers on gar-
den and farm seeds. A number of
tests were inaugurated, and as a re-
sult it was shown that in many
cases, if not in most, the applica-
tion of fertilizers directly in the
row at planting time is detrimental.
1t secms that the injury is caused-by
aflecting the sprout .after it has
passed through the sced coat. Muri-
ate of potash and nitrate of soda in
strengths of 1 per cent, or more are
very detrimental to the germination
of the seed whether applied directly
or mixed with the soil used as a
covering.

Fertilizers composed of phosphoric
acid or lime are much less injurious
than the above and, if not used in
excess, may prove harmless. Com-
mercial fertilizers should not ' be
brought into direct contact with the
seed or the soil in which the seed
was planted. Ie¢ is highly im-
probable that any of them, if appli-
ed in the usual way on top of the
ground, actually favor germination,

Science on Apple Scab.

The parasitic fungus usually called
apple scab does not winter, as has
been supposed, on the twigs of the
tree, and therefore it cannot be kill~
ed by spraying before the buds open.
This is a very important matter in
practical orchard management, for
success hinges upon its destruction
and is dependent upon a knowledge
of its life history. For best results
the first application of the fungicide,
usually bordeaux mixture, should be
made just after the leaf buds open.—
Illinois University, Department of

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How to make cheese on the farm ig
told by Mrs, Frank Norton in the St.
Iouis Globe-Democrat. She says: I
use my night and morning’s milk and
stir all together till well mixed, pour
into boiler on the stove and heat slow-
ly till the thermometer stands at 90
degrees, stirring it often to prevent
georching. Now pour it off into your
tub or churn if you have it. If you
have about twelve gallons of milk, it
will take one rennet tablet to make it.
If less, take less of the tablet in pro-
portion as one tablet makes 100 pounds
of milk.

Dissolve the rennet in about two ta-
blespoonfuls of warm water. When
the milk has cooled to 85 degrees, stir
in the dissolved rennet. Stir constant-
1y till thoroughly mixed. In about
three minutes you will see the milk is
changing to checse. Cease stirring now
and cover up for about fifteen min-
utes. A higher temperatpre than 85
Jdegrees hastens the process, but wastes.
the butter fat aund makes the curd
touvgh.

Handle curd very gently till it is sol-
id, as rough or quick treatment causcs
escape of butter fat and impoveérishes
the cheese. Now lift the cloth and find
the whole mass coagulated. Take a
long knife and cut clear across from
side to side anl clear to the bottom
with long, slow, sweeping strokes. Let
gtand a few minutes and dip off all
\teed whey with saucer or skimimer.
Cross, cut as before, leaving curd in
inch 'squares. . Dip off whey again.
Again cut curd and dip whey. It col-
lects very rapidly, and tbe tub can be
tilted so as to drain off, or if churn is
used tilt it and put a saucer inside to
prévent curd from blocqu?; the pas-
sage after pulling out the cLurn plug.

Let it drain this way, cutting occa-
sionally as before till the curd is quite
solid and squeaks when moved. Salt to
taste and chop fine with chopping
knife. Lay a square of muslin in your
hoop (pail or peck measure). The mus-
lih should be dipped and wrung out of
hot twater. Pour in the ‘chopped curd.
Bring corners of muslin up and pin
over top of curd. Never ‘mind if hoop is
ever so full. It will sink down; Set to
drip on top of pail or pan. [Put light
weights on at first. I use my two flat-
irons that have the patent handle.

Let it now stand this way for four
bours. Take out and change muslin
and turn cheese;. return to the hoop.
add more weight and repeat this till
cheese only makes the cloth damp. I
usually change cloth and turn cheese
about twice a day. Thirty-six hours is
sufficient time for a small sized cheese
to press. Now ‘take from hoop, cut
cheesecloth to fit around cheese large
enough to lap on both ends of cheese.
Cut twe pieces to fit ends. Now smear
all over with good salt butter. Put your
cheesecloth smoothly on and paste
down smooth with butter to keep out
cheese fly. Put cheese in cool, dry, airy
place and rub and turn every day to
keep off mold. If butter dries in, put on
a little more. :

I have a silo which has been in use
for eight years and has always kept
corn silage in gocd shape, says F. W.
Wilson in National Stockman. The
foundation was certainly no bother to
me. It was made as follows: I started
on a clay bottom, having first scooped
out the top soil. leaving the inside
basin shaped. Then I put In ten good
sized white oak posts, putting them in
the ground over three feet and leaving
the top. stick out three feet. On this
‘oundation I put an eight inch sill, spik-
ing it firmly to posts. Then I took my
2 by 8 twenty fcot white oak studding
and mortised them in the sill. The
frame was S by 121 feet on the in-
side, with square corners. I nailed
rough boards on inside of studding and
on these put heavy tar roofing paper.
1t cost $1.25 per square.) Then I fin-
ished the inside with hard pine flooring
and weatherboarded the outside, as the
silo was built outside of the barn.

A few days ago | examined the posts
and studding and found them as sound
as the day they were put in, but owing
to a tenant leaving some rotten silage
in the silo all summer | had to put in
a new lining for three feet up from the
floor. The silage rotted on account of
rats getting in and working on the bot-
tom some, which I will remedy now by
putting cement in the bottom.

Silage For Dry Covws,

Silage and hay will make a good
growing and maintenance feed for
young stock and dry cows, but will not
suffice for cows from which one ex-
pects any considerable amount of milk,
gays Hoard's Dairymau. One reason
for this is that such feed is very bulky,
and the cow cannot eat enough of it to
supply the necessary nutriment for
bodily maintenance and furnish solids
for milk. A further reason is that a
ration composed exclusively of silage
and hay does not contain enough pro-
tein. Therefore if the cows are giving
considerable milk they should have
some concentrated feed fairly rich in
protein, such as bran, gluten feed, glu-
ten meal, brewers’ grain, cottonseed
meal, ete.

For the young stock and dry cows
feed from five to ten pounds of hay and
all the silage they will eat or converse.

in the temperate and frigid zones. His
mission is to supply mohair for the
manufacturer of delicate fabrics and to
clear the brush from off large and
small tracts of land extending more or
less from Maine to California.

For actual money invested. I.believe
a windbreak is one of the cheapest and
most practical buildings the stock feed-
er can have, says C. P. Reynolds of.
Michigan in Farm and Home. -Several
years ago we disposed of an old log
house. Finding the roof in very good
condition, I determined to use what
was necessary of the roofing and suffl-
clent lumber from the ceiling to make
a windbreak. An open shed is the
result, and it stands today after near-
1y a score of years of practical serve
jce. The building if 48 by ‘10 feet.
The posts at the rear are about T feet
high and npearly 10 in front. Plates
were laid over the tops of both sets of
posts, and the roof, which was put on
in four sections, was placed on top of
these and spiked. The rear was sided
up, also the ends. It makes & most de-
cided difference in the warmth of:the
yard during rainy and windy weather.

In summer I have known cattle to
come all the way from the back of the
pasture in order to stand in its shade.
During stormy weather in spring or
fall it is generally well filled with cat-
tle protecting themselves from the ele-’
ments. One can scarcely appreciate the
difference that such a pretection isto &
yard. The shed covers nearly all of
one side of the barnyard. Several years
ago, before our silo was put in, corn
stover was hauled and placed in a Tong
continuous stack on a second side,
which was an additional protection to
the yard during stormy weather. A
great many farmers could profitably,
follow the windbreak stacking and se-
cure protection to stock in the yard
during a greater portion of the winter,

Rations For Fattening Steers.

The following combinations of feeds
will be used in the steer feeding ex-
periments at the Oklahoma experl-
ment station the coming winter. The
amounts in each ration are computed
per day for a steer weighing 1,000
pounds.

Ration 1.—Cottonseed, 12 pounds;
cottonseed meal, 8 pounds; wheat
straw, 10 pounds; prairie hay, 4
pounds; cost, 15% cents.

Ration 2.—Wheat chop, 1114 pounds;
cottonseed meal, 3% pounds; wheat
straw, 10 pounds; prairie hay, L]
pounds; cost, 20 3-5 cents.

Ration 8.—Cottonseed, 12 pounds;
wheat chop, 6 pounds; wheat straw,
10 pounds; prairie hay, 4 pounds; costy
17%; cents.

Ration 4. — Cottonseed meal, 10
pounds; wheat straw, 20 pounds (one-
half of this to be cut and mixed with
the meal); cost, 17 cents.

Ration 5.—Cottonseed, 13 poundsj
wheat ‘straw, 10 pounds; prairie bays
4 pounds; cost, 12% cents. 4

Fattening Cattle. :

Fattening stock may be fed quite
often, but should at no time be fed
more than they will eat up clean, says
Kansas Farmer. In nearly all cases
the more rapidly animals are finished
and fattened the greater the profit,
Better results will be secured if all the
young stock are fed separate from the
old animals.

Best Condition For Breeders,

It is a mistake to keep ‘breeding anie
mals excessively fat, Excessive fate
ness is only profitable in animals in-
tended for the butcher. All others

‘While there’ ig " therefore - considerible
room for pride that in the good old loyal-

shamrock a wee mite dearer than ‘the rose
to. rejoice on :their being component con-
stituents of the empire over which the
cross of St. George floats in proud de-
fiance to all' the rest of creation.

And there are many reasons why the
event should be an imperial occasion, for
besides being a public holiday for cen-
turies in England, it is the - day upon
which Shakespeare, the greatest represen-
tative of the language, was born and up-
bn which he also died. Toward the close
of a war which has done so much to
cement more closely the various sections
of the empire, the celebration of St.
George’s Day is likewise peculiarly appro-
priate, for St. George was the soldier
@int. Under his banner our Indian Em-
pire was founded and.the American col-
anies established. Out of the white and
red banner grew the Un‘on Jack by the
inclusion of the Scotch and Irish sym-
bols, and the flag under which we live
today is surely deserving of all the sen-
timenta]l endorsement can cvoke.
Nothing that stimulates healthy
ment should be regarded as trivial, and if
our St. John society can by ils present
celebration add to the pride of the flag
which should be the patriotic acelaim of
every British citizen, it' will have accom:

EHTRESATS

THE AMERICAN VIEW OF IT.

There is no doubt that the possibility
of_ British imperial discrimination being
established agaimst trade not under the
flag is a fearsome thing to the American
leaders of public opinion. Of late the
New York press have been evincing par-
ticular anxiety in favor of reciprocity
with Canada, under the evident impression
that if imperialism should take any more

positive stand than that already attained

it would seriously menace the trade that
the United States already enjoys with
this country. It is therefore a natural
sequence that those papers should view
the mew imperial budget in the same light
and assert unhesitatingly that it looks
disastrous for American trade connection
with England. The expressions of the
papers of the leading American cities are
in fact almost umanimously critical of the
budget exactly in this view and, whether
aggressive or not, predict the probable
development of practical discrimination
within the empire as a consequence. The
New York Times asserts that but little
stimulus need be required to render Can-
ada and Australia capable of supplying all
the British demand for grain, and quates
statistics of production and consumption
in support of that assertion. The New
York Evening Post says that the budget:

“ijs a part of his scheme for imperial
federation. But if Sir Michael consents
to differential duties in favor of the col-
onies, he abandons free trade outright. He
throws down the bars to every claimant
for protection. * * * The progress of
this parliamentary battle will be watched
in other parts of the world with interest
as intense as any part of the Boer war
from its beginuing to the present time.”

The New York Commercial Advertiser
gays in part:

“Ag soon as the Canadian government
recognized once for all that we were in-
different to reciprocity, they set about
cultivating the British market and made
their preferential tariff. . They will get
little encouragement from the grain and
flour duties proposed yesterday in the im-
perial House of Commons unless these are
accepted as preparation for a colonial
preference. It would promote the chief
object of the conference of colonial pre-
mmiers to meet in London next Jume if
Mr. Chamberlain could point to a begin-
ning made in the exclusion of foreign
grain. Nothing but that, in fact, would
convince the colonies that they will witi-
mately get a preference in the British
market.”

The New York Journal of Commerce
takes possibly a less pronounced view of
the trend of events, but in the same line,
and says: ,

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach’s duty on wheat

and flour is very small and the necessity
of getting more revenue is very great, but
the Bnglish protectionists will feel that
they have won a decided victory, and that
the thin edge of the wedge having en-
tered, it will be comparatively easy to
drive it farther. The duty on wheat is
double the registration tax of a shilling
a quarter which remained long after prac-
tical free trade was the avowed policy
of the kingdom, and Sir Michael says the
elimination of this trifling impost did not
reduce the price of food and restoring a
higher one would oot increase it.
" The drift of the whole fenor of the
American press on the matter is indeed,
whether veiled in its expression or mot,
that the United States may be the loser
through the outcome and development of
the British tariff now incepted.

CREMATION.

The cremation in Montreal on Friday
'ast of the body of such a prominent man
as ex-Semator Ogilvie in the crematory
that had been presented to the Mount
Royal Cemetery by Sir W. C. MacDonald,
seems to certainly indicate that cremation
has been begun in Canada’s leading city
under distinguished auspices. This is the
first crematory to be opéned in Canada
and it will be interesting to watch whether
the practice of this disposal of "the dead
may grow in consequence- Certainly the
Montreal people have struck a nice idea
in having their crematory in a cemetery
and if it could be carried into effect in
completeness a cemetery would stand to
lose a great deal of the unattractiveness
which it now posscsses to those who can-
not but regard such a spot as the resting
place of coftined bones and grinning skele-
tons and similar unpleasant things which
the aspect of a graveyard so frequently
inspires. :

If instead of such things a cemetery im-
plied a garden containing only the beau-

tiful in vegetation and the ashes of our.

departed .friends, its attractiveness would
surely be enhanced. That is the senti-
ment which the Montreal crematory peo-
ple are seeking to cultivate and for which
purpose they recently issued quite an ex-
tensive pamphlet presenting a history of
cremation and arguments * in “its favor
Prejudice, they say, founded mainly upon
the practice of centuries in the disposal of
the bodies of the dead, is rapidly vanish-
ing before the ever-zaining realization of
the Dbenefits and advantages of cremation
as carried on in accordance with accepted
scientific principles- Religion has no real
standing in the question. Burial was not
an outcome of the teachings of Christian-
ity and has no stronger claim for reten-
tion than the methods of transportation
of bygone days. Cremation was practiced
by the primitive Aryans, who consigned
the bodies of the dead to the flames in
the belief that by such means alone could
the body be transformed into a spirit.
The ancient inhabitants of Britain, France
and Scandinavia thus also disposed of
their dead until the ninth century and at
one time all the great nations of the
world, excepting on'y the Kgyptians, Per-
sians and Chinese, practiced cremation
either wholly or in par‘g.'

“Phe modern practice of cremation is
however far more beautiful and scientific
than in ancient times and of late years
the sentiment in its favor has been stead-

ily gaining ground. Since 1885 crematories

and Manchester, England, and Glasgew,
Scotland. There were 300 cremations at
the municipal crematorium in Paris in
1900, and ‘several crematories are in oper-
ation now also in Germany, Denmark,
Sweden and Switzerland. In the United
States in 1884 there were but two crema-
tories and 16 cremations; in 1900 there
were 24 crematories and 2,414 cremations,
A calm consideration of all the circum-
stances of the subject therefore does not
tend to inspiré ome with repugnance to
it; rather the contrary.

ALWAYS READY.

The departure from this city Monday

of some seventy-five more of our stalwart
young men who have volunteered to join
the fourth Canadian contingent for the
empire’s gervice in South Africa, marks
with additional emphasis the spirit of loy-
alty which pervades our citizens and the
fact that we are eminent among the in-
domitable people who have inherited the
true characteristics of the Angloaxon
race.
Would it make any difference to the
people of New Brunswick if the war were
growing fiercer instead of evidently peter-
ing out? The only difference would be a
greater rush to volunteer for service and
greater enthusiasm among the populace to
cheer the boys who represent us. It is
the same old  enthusiasm that character-
ized the famous 104th regiment in the war
of 1812, gathering one thousand strong at
Fredericton and traversing ‘the wilderness
to Quebec in the month of March, there-
after taking most notable part in the de-
fence of their country. It is the same old
enthusiasm that has welcomed with warm-
est affection every representative of our
embire’s royalty and regarded as entirely
obliterating all lines of creed or party
every public movement which made iteelf
apparent for the good of the empire, cost
what it might. It is the same old en-
thusiasin which leads the mothers, wives
and sweethearts of the men to cheer for
the old flag ‘with a fervency that means
their willingness to endure privation, even
sacrifice of their best and dearest, if need
be, in eagerness only that New Brunewick-
ers shall ever .maintain unsullied the stan-
dard of their faithfulness to patriotic duty,
ready to dare and do when duty calls.
It’s in the blood, you know, and when
you scratch a New Brunswicker let any
foe of Britain and of Canada look out for
inevitable consequencea.

It is not unnatural therefore that the
lion and bulldog currents in our veins
should need but little stirring to evince
their characteristics. ' Nor is it at all
necessary to do more at any time than
make the invitation in order to abun-
dantly fill our quota of soldiers ready to
fight the battles of the empire even seven
thousand miles away. It might be re-
garded by some as rather a marvellous
thing that such spontaneity of service
should exist in any country similarly situ-
ated, and doubtless to many another coun-
try this spectacle of eagerly volunteering
in all the provinces of Canada for South
African service has seemed a marvel. In
European nations where military service
is compulsory, the spectacle is beyond
comprehension. And certainly not only
bhave our New Brunswick volunteers
proved themselves leaders in stimulating
the rest of Canada and the colonies else-
where to noble deeds, but have marked
themselves in every emergency as the
most reliable of those who maintain the
traditions of the flag, the equals of any
on the field and the superiors of the ma-
jority.

It is no small thing for the men of our
little province to have earned for them-
selves such distinction as heroes and such
words of commendation as have come to
them from the greatest generals of modern
times. They have not only won distinc-
tion for themselves, but for Canada and
for their province. They have shown the
world that -the country which can pro-
duce such men must be indeed a splendid
land. They have opened the eyes of Eng-
land to the supreme value of Canada as
a part of the empire; they have taught
all England’s possible foes that the em-
pire and not little England alone is what
their enemy would mean, and besides ad-
vertising the fact that Canada at a call
could readily raise an army of fifty or a
hundred thousand men, the best of sol-
diers, they have advertised our Canada
as a land most desirable in peace, blest
with the institutions of self-government
that make for greatest freedom, vigor,
contentment and prosperity, a land in
which the best of all the world might be
proud to aspire for citizenship. Such are
our fathers’ sons and such their char-
acter that in all modesty and yet in pride
one may stand up today and cheer once
more because of power to say “I'm a New
Brunswicker.”

THE IMMIGRATION QUESTION.

The restrictions which the United States
authonities impose upon the immigration
into that country frequently result in a
number of settlers which the American
officials decide to be unsuitable for their
citizenship being dumped back on Canada,
throngh which they. happen to have passed
in their transit from the old world to the
United States. The question naturally
arises whether an immigrant decided as
unsuitable by the American authorities
should be accepted by Canada for citizen-
ship? Should jve not be at least as care-
ful of lowering the status of our popula-
tion as are our neighbors to the south?
And then the secondary question comes
to one, why could not the expense of a
double patrolling of the perts and boun-
dary line of Canada be done away with

have been erecled in Woking, Liverpool ; by the simple expedient of the authorities

of heth countries uniting in a cemsmaon de-
sision as to what disqualifications should
prevent the aceeptance of immigrants by
either country?

The United States ® government main-
tains an expensive system of patrol to
prevent the entrance from Canada of dis-
eased foreign immigrants into their coun-
try, and while their system of prevention
seems successful in many cases, yet it ap-
pears impossible that very many cases
should mot escape detection. When the
undesirable immigrant is detected in mak-
ing the entry he is often left in Canada.
We take it that persons afflicted with
contagious diseases are mo more desired
by Canada than by the American republic.
Surely a decision can be arrived at by the
medical officers of both governments which
will define these diseases and prevent the
use of Canada as the dumping ground for
foreign immigrants rejected by the United
States. Such a course would be mutually
advantageous, saving much expenditure to
both governments, and, what is of greater
importance, eliminating from our borders
en undesirable class of immigration. It
is worthy of serious consideration by both
countries.

THE KILLING OF “.YELLOW JACK."

The discovery said to have been made
in Cuba by the United States medical
authorities that yellow fever can only be
tranamitted by the bite .of an infected
mosquito, seems to be one of the most
important scientific discoveries of modern
times, if all that is said about it be true.
It is stated by Dr. Alvah H. Doty, who
for the past eight years has been health
officer of the port of New York and who
has made a special study of yellow fever,
that he is now entirely satisfied the disease
is mot contagions except through the
mosquito infection, that five days is the
limit of incubation and that therefore he
will strongly recommend a relaxation of
quarantine regulations in regard to the
matter. He believes that after a vessel
has been five days out from a yellow-fever
port she should be able to land passengera
and cargo at any, other port without
danger of infecting people at that port.
The mosquitoes at New York, it is said,
are totally different from the yellow-fever
species, and- there is no record there of
any secondary cases of the fever. If this
be correct it will certainly be a great Te-
lief to commence with yellow-fever ports,
which, through the quarantine regulations,
has  hitherto been mhaterially restricted.
«Yellow Jack” has killed his thousands,
and it will be a great thing now if he has
been trailed to his lair.

If he
has not this depth he is not strong enoufh
to make the best citizen.

The electric wires between: various parts
of the empire, in their ceaseless bringing
of good will too and fro have done as
much as any one thing to make the senti-
ment for the flag as broad a thing as it
is today and so these saints also have
their parts to play. It is a pride to be
an Englishman but what makes it so. 1t
is a passport to a condition of civil and
social liberty which was never equaled
until this day. In ancient days to be a
Roman citizen was considered a good
thing but how small was Rome at her
best beside the British empire of today.
We have a right to be proud of our em-
pire,

More than 1900 years ago the Picts
and Scots came out from far away in the
mystic past and on this anvil Roman,
Saxon, Dane and Norman beat for century
after century until there arose a consoli-
dated mation which for years has been
in the vanguard of civilization, liberty
and justice at the head of the world.
Never since this nation was welded to-
gether has foreign foe set.foot on that
domain but many eruptions have issued
out and in France, Ilanders and all
battle fields achieved a reputation on
which there is no stain; deny it who can.
Coming up along the line of English his-
tory we find the outpouring broods of
Britain planting broadcast on every side
that flag, a flag under which justice is
found in such plenty as to be symbolical
with British liberty, law and institutions.
Well has it been said that no slave’s
chain clanks bemeath the British fHag.
Wherever that flag is planted freedom
tules as a dove with white wings, and
henighted man begins to see liberty, true

liberty, from bemeath his former oppres-
sion.

What nation shows such a long line of
nation builders as those great Englismen,
Irishmen and Scotchmen who settled
down among. alien populations and, ere
the breath of life left their bodies, they
left behind a country, a nation inculcated
with the spirit of British liberty. Take
Egypt, what a splendid triumph that
country is for any pation. What sagacity
has made out of that country an empire
within an empire where the poorest
fellahleen can lift his head as-proudly as
any there.

The other day in Matoppo, was laid
away the last of the nation builders who

has succumbed to death after a brilliant”

but short career of empire building. Poor
Rhodes. We may not live to see it bub
eventually there will be a highway of pro-
gress from the Cape to Cairo with Brit-
ish flags and British sentinels dotting it
on its path from south to north.

In colonization, Britain has the proud-
est record of any nation. Others have col-
onies but what a difference.there is be-
tween British colonies and those others.
Today they speak of the over seas empire
linked with the is'and empire. And what
glorious nations are these colonies. Is
there any variety of climate they do not
possess? Is there any resource not - con-
tained within the borders of. some of
them? From the luscious fruit. of the
tropics to the grain of the colder regions
all are found in British dominions. Is
there anything that the over seas empires
does not possess and when we come to
think of this vast equipment of force the
best of us must stand agape- A military
system is strong because of its munitions
of war. Its strength lies in the accumu-
lation of these. The civil system is strong
because of the accumulations of years of
civilization. Standing as we are at the
opening of the 20th century with eivili-
zation pressing us forward what progress.
is not possible in the next 50 or 100 years
and if the over seas Britain has now but
a small proportion of the island’s wealth
and population, give us 50 years to go and
what becomes—we will then be able to
turn our eyes islandwards and say:
Mother ever benign and kind your chil-
dren are able to enjoin you to take your
rest; you have nurtured us, you have rear-
ed us; now we're grown we’ll protect the
emipire.

What a thrilling shock to all the na-
tions of the old world when, on Kruger's
sullen, ill-timed and insolent manifesto a
growl of indignation arose from over the
seas showing as it did that those arousing
the mother must deal with sturdy sons.
He made bold to say that the very dis-
position of old Europe toward Britain has
been tempered and annealed by the atti-
tude of the colonies. But enough of the
retrospect. By the fires of the past we
must warm our vigor for the future.

We have outgrown many things in our
growth and progress and one of these is
that old Downing street rule which is
past and gone forever; we have outgrown
the colonial status. We stand today where
every citizen of the empire should stop
his wabbling and decide what his future
course will be. We have passed that per-
jod where there was a fear of disintegra-
tion in Canada- For a time.two forces
were at work, the cohesive force which
drew us to the empire and the centrifugal
force which threatened to rend us. Now,
however, that bogie also has gone and
there is no further fear that the thought
of possible disintegration will ever return.
We no longer fear absorption into. some
greater meighboring body. There was a
time when the prophets of manifest des-
tiny were wont to say that we -would
eventually gravitate toward the TUnited
States and become part of it. Then there
were the men who lounged on the line

o »

fence of the 49th degree and, looking into
the garden on the other side, desired what
they saw there, longed for the flesh pots
of that later Egypt. Now these men have
ceased and are standing for the integrity
of the empire. I

Wihat has taken the place of these cries?
Imperialism has succeeded them, the
transformation of the spirit which enriches
the empire -and gives it greatness. We
look forward to pages of hisfory embel-
lished with greater namies and greater
deeds than any which have gone. Of
course when there is any great foree
abroad gathering power there are in its
wake the men with moulds, the men who
know just how the desired end may be
achieved, just how the spirit of imiper-
ialism may be diverted and brought into
the proper channels. They proffer their
own little narrow moulds and say, “Run
it into this.”” There have always been
men with moulds in all things. They have
been found in the church and in the school
and he was not sure but they are still
there. “Lord preserve us from the men
with moulds.”

This imperialism is too loving, oo vital
to be run in moulds. All we want is that
it shall be run in noble ideals and splen-
did accomplishments. This empire is just
as strong and able to stand in proportion
to the way it can make its force felt. The
problem now before us is how best to pro-
vide protection for the empire over the
seas On this there is a difference of opin-
ion. One man says he favors Canada de-
fending herself but objects to her going
out to Britain’s wars. This view is abound-
ingly selfish and superlatively foolish; sel-
fish because he is willing 1o sit in Can-
ada, take aid and give none, and foolish
because the strength of one part is as the
strength of all and the Canadian soldier
who went to Africa and struck a blow
for African homes struck just as firm a
blow for his own homes and institutions.

Others say we should be independent,
but what more independence could we
have than what we've got. King Ed-
ward’s power can make the proudest na-
tion quake but it cannot touch a hair
of the head of the weakest child in Can-
ada. Yet we know that every British bat-
tleship and every British gun is for the
defence of the meanest Canadian subject.
Independence has its cost and its respon-
sibilities.

The speaker represented (Canada in the
ﬁ§hgrles matter between :Canada and the
pr!:ed States and he knew that ‘the do-
minion would have had no standing but
for the empire back of . her.

1}1 this world about the best way to be
safe is to be so powertul as to compel op-
ponents to let you alone so, consequently,
the best plan for empire protection is for
all to join and let it be clearly understood
that whqever attacks British homes any-
where must count upon the opposition of
British subjects everywhere, and as the
years roll round we shall still celebrate
the memory of the patron saint of Eng-
land and the high ideals of Britain. What
man can cast the horoscope of the future
of Britain 50 years from today? When
we think of the accomplishments of the
present day, what man can tell the status
of the countries in 100 years? Men may
be born, live their brief span and die, but
the empire properly based may last
through ages: What will Canada, India,
Australia, Africa be when they get ma-
tured growth? We will not be here to
see but we can contribute to the grand
result now in order that we may be as-
sured that the glorious banner flowing
over us may be in the future as in the
past a synonym of the widest liberiy, the
most splendid progress that the world has
ever been blessed with.

THE DRY DOCK PROJKCT,

Montreal Men Endorse Plans for
St. John and Sign Petition to
Parliament.

Jobn H. Thomson, who, with George
Robertson, M. P. P.; went to Montreal
and Ottawa in the interests of the dry
dock scheme, returned home on Saturday.
In conversation with The Telegraph he
said what had been achieved on' the trip
was sdtisfactory to him. In Montreal they
interviewed all the shipping merchaats
with a petition endorsing the dock for pre-
sentation to the government. Everyone
to whom this petition was presented not
only signed it willingly but were unani-
mous in the emphatic opicxion that a dock
such as the company proposes to build is
essential to the proper commercial de-
velopment of St. John as a winter port.

¥Montrealers,” said Mr. Thomson,
“think very kindly of St. John and are
very anxious to see a dry dock established
here. A dock, they claim, would be a
benefit mot only to St. John but to the
large and growing trade between Canada
and England.”

Mr. Thomson then’ accompanied Mr.
‘Robertson to Ottawa, where the petition
was to have been presented to the govern-
ment on Saturday morning, for which
time a meeting of the cabinet had Deen
called. The petition practically endorses
the company’s request for a subsidy.

Dr. Morris’ Report on the Smallpox.

Saturday, Dr. Thos. Morris reported to
the board of health on the smallpox cases
he attended. He said that, of 73 patients
attended by him during the whole term
of their dllness, 17 died, 13 from -confluent
smallpox, three infants from variola and
one adult from variola, complicated with
septicaemia due to miscarriage. There
were two recoveries from confluent small-
pox. From the 23rd day of October, 1901,
until February 24th, 1902, there were 71
patieats treated at home, during at least
a portion of their illness, for an aggregate
period of 1,165 days, or an average of 16
days to each patient. The longest period
of treatment for any one patient who re-
covered was 75 days (the patient treated
for that length of time was suttering from
other complications), and the shortest was
17 days.

On the 4th day of December, 1901, there
were 30 patients being treated at their
homes.

In connection avith the cases treated at
home, there was a free use of carbolic
acid in solution of one to 20 by those wno
were attending upon patients. All excreta
was disinfected with a solution of one to
10 crude carbolic. On diagnosis of cases
all persons in the respective houses were
immediately vaccinated and the patient
isolated. On recovery of the patieat the
house was at once disinfected, the paper
being removed from the walls of all rooms,
the ceilings and walls and floors washed
with a solution of one to 3500 bi-chloride of
mercury. In case of death the corpse was
immediately wrapped in a sheet saturated
with a solution of one to 500 bi-chloride of
mercury and placed in an hermetically
sealed coffin and buried at once, no reia-
tives being allowed to attend the funeral.
_ Formaldehyde was wsed freely in disin-
fecting. The bedding and bed clothes of
patients after recovery or death were re-
moved and burnt.

The inmated of all houses were required
to take a bath and to have their hair,
beard or moustache, as the case might be,

washed in a solution of one to 60 carbolic.

‘The governor General in Council in virtue
of the provisions of Section 16 of Chap
95 of the Revised Statutes of ‘Canada, is
pleased to arder that the following regula-
tion for the protection of fish against the
use of dynamite shall be, and the same is
hereby made and established: -

1. It shall be unlawful for any person or
persons to procure or have in possession, on
doard of any boat or vessel, or elsewhere
within Canada, any dynamite or other ex-
plosive material with the intention of using
or attempting to use ,or allowing or permit-
ting the same to be used, or attempting to
be used for the purpose of catching or kill-
ing any kind of fish, shell-fish or marine ani-

mal.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person or
persons to put or place or have upon or in
any boat or vessel engaged or employed,
or intended to be engaged or employed in
gesg;x}g, any dynamite or other explosive ma-

3. In case any such dynamite or other ex-
plosive shall be found or proved to be, or
to have been in or upon any such boat or
vessel, the master and the owner thereof
shall each be liable for the penalty provided
for breach of the last preceding megulation,
as well as any other person or persons who
may have put or placed such dynamite or
other explosive upon or in the said boat
or vessel, or had the same in possession

therein. .

Supreme Court of Néw Brunswick.

"SPRING GLEANING.

Extract from « My Experiences of Spring Cleanings, Past
" and Present.”

By MRS. GEORGE

Dften I think of the beautiful town

That is seated by the sea ;

Often in thought go up and down

The pleasant streets’of that dear old
- town

And my youth comes back to me.

But so surely as I indulge in those
long, long thoughts of my youth,
with all its happiness, with all its
freedom from care, with all its mani-
fold pleasures, and its few pains,
there arises in my mind’s eye the
vivid picture of one very great
misery, which used to befall me
Yyearly within the precincts “of the
beautiful town that is seated by the
gsea.”

Mr. Clarke came from Milliord,
Conn., and landed in 8t. John in May,
1786, in company with Mr. z}ndrews. He
was seat to-Gagetowa as migsionary. In
June, 1787, Mr. Clarke went back tc the
States to bring his wife-and family, -con-
sisting of 11 -ehildren, His mission com-
prised the whole of Queens county. After
having been -rector of Gagetown for 27
years o sad event took place—the rectory
took fire and was destroyed. Mr. Clarke’s
eldest daughter, a Miss Mary Hubbard
and a grandson of Mr. Clarke perished
¥ the flames. This had such. an effect
upon the mind of Mr. Clarke that he re-
signed and was appointed to St. Stephen’s.

He took eharge of the mission at St.
Stephen in 1811 He was rector for 13
years- and died in 1824 in his-87th year.
He was buried in the old burial groand
on King street, where his monument can
still be seea.

Theé first entry in the baptismal rezister
by -Mr. Clarke is in January, 1815. The
haptism s that of  Martha D., daughter
of Thomas and Mary Marshall, of St.
Stephien, - At. the end of the register, in

The first entry in the marriage register
is ‘the marriage of Andrew McAdam to
Agnes Fraser, on the 5th December, 1811.
The first burial recorded is that of John
Blacklin, March 28, 1812.

In 1815 at a vestry meeting held on Oct.
98 an offer made by Robert Pagan of a
lot of land upon which to build a church
was considered and accepted. This is the
ground upon which the present church
stands. The deed of the land bears date
July 31, 1818. At the same meeting it
was also stated that the house of assembly
had promised a grant towards building a
church. It was alsosagreed to ask for
tenders for building the foundation of the
church, the size of the building to be
34xd5. .

From the records it would appear that
the church cost £937 2s. 2d., which
amount was provided for as follows: St.
Stephen churchmen = £95, St. Andrew's
churchmen £104, provincial government
£300, S. P. G. £111 2s. 2d., sale of pews
£227.

Tn 1821 the Rev. Skeffington Thomson
came from Ireland to assist Mr. Clarke in
his work. ' In December, 1824, the 8. P.
G. wrote the church wardens that they
had appointed Dr. Thomson as missionary
to succeed Mr. Clarke.

Dr. Thomson was inducted into the rec-
tory of St. Stephea on March 17, 1826, by
the Rev. Dr. Alley, rector of St. An-
drew’s, -in the presence of Samuel Ab-
bot and James McBride.

Up to the year 1845 the province of
New Brunswick was included in the dio-
cese of Nova Scotia, as in fact at one time
was the whole of lower Canada, the Bishop
of Nova Scotia being the first colonial
bishop of the Church of England. The
first bishop was Dr. Chas. Inglis, from
1787 until 1816. He was succeeded by the
Right Rev. Robt. Stance, from 1816 to
1824. He was followed by the Right rev.
John Inglis in 1825." The first. visit of a
bishop to St. Stephen was in July, 1826.

A vestry meeting was held on July 2,
1826, at which there were present 1D
Thomson, Joseph N: Clarke and-Dr. Levi
Weston wardens, and Peter. McDiarmid,,
James Tait, William Porter, Robert Lind-
say and Samuel Abbot vestrymen. On the
aftermoon of Thursday, July 27, 1826, the
Tord Bishop- of ‘Nova Seotia arrived in
the parish of St. Stephen. Addresses were
presented to him and .on Friday, July 28,
his lordshop proceeded to the church, ac-
cuompanied by the Ven. Archdeacon Best,
Archdeacon of New Brunswick, the Rev.
Dr. Alley, Rector of St. -Andrews and the
Rev. Dr. Thomson. The consecration of
the church then took. . place, morning
prayer said by Dr. Thomson aad a serman
preached by the bishop. The rite of con-
firmation was administered to 24 candi-
daltes. This service ended, the: bizhop
proceeded to the burial ground, which was
consecrated in due form. :

The next visit of the bishop was an
August 28, 1835. On Saturday, August 29,
his lordship consecrated the chapels which
had beea built in Upper and Lower Mill-
town. The former was built in 18323 on
land given by Gilman King, Henry Rich-
ards donating £1,000 towards the build-
ing. This chapel cost about £450. The
chapel in Lower Milltown was built in
1834. The burial grounds at Upper and
Lower- Milltown were consecrated on the
game day as the churches.

In 1845 the diocese of Fredericton was
set apart from Nova Scotia and the Right
Rev. John Medley. appointed the first
bishop. + Bishop Medley ‘made his first
visit to the parish-of St. Stephen in 1846.

Dr. Thomson was rector of the parish
for 42 years.  His mission included the
present parishes of St. David, St. Patrick
and St. James. He was assisted from time
to “time by six curates. On the death of
Dr., Fhomson, March 30th, 1867, the Rev.
BEdward Medley was chosen to succeeed
him.

Tn 1861, the church erected in 1818 was
burned. The present church was begun
in 1863 and finished in 1864. It svas con-
gecrated by the bishop of Fredericton on
the fastival of St. Michael and All Angels,
1864. In 1870 a misunderstanding oceurred
in the congregation, which resulted in.a
division of the parish and the erection of
Trinity church. The Rev. Edward Medley
resigned in 1872 and went to live in Eng-
land, where he is at present in charge of

a s R

He was succeeded by the Rev. Joseph
Rushton, who resigned in 1883, Mr.
Rushton, now Dr. Rushton, filled an im-
portant position in New York as assist-
ant minister at Zion church. - Mr. Rush-
ton was succeeded by the Rev. Tnheodﬁ‘e
E. Dowling, at one time curate under Dr.
Thomson. Mr. Dowling, who resigned in
the summer of 1888 on account of - the
illness of Mrs. Dowling, had associated
with him as curate Rev. C. B. Kenrick,
and the Rev. C. T. Easton. After his
resignation, Mr. Dowling returned to Eng-
land, where Mrs. Dowling died. On the
resignation of Mr. Dowling, the Reyv. O.
S. Newnham (the present rector) . was
elected rector in 1883, and was inducted
on the festival of St. Michael and; All
Angels.

The first sexton mentioned was Andrew
Chadwick, in 1884. At a vestry meeting
‘held in 1827, £3 was voted toward the
support of the music in the church for
one year.

Soon after the opening of the new
church in 1818, holy vessels for the com-
munion were procured. These were bought
in Boston by Joseph Porter, for the cor-
poration. In 1868 the present beautiful
set was procured to take the place of the
older ones. The chalice was given by
Rev. Edward Medley, the paten by Mirs.
P. M. Abbot and the money for the rest
of the set was raised by the congregation.

The present officers of the church are:
E. G. Vroom and $. J. Topping, wardens;
C. N. Vroom, W. C. H. Grimmer, James
McCullough, S. A. MecBride, John Black,
G. S. Topping and F. A. Bolz, vestrymen.

Mrs. Thomas McCann.

Moncton, N. B., April 18—(Special)—
