Declare 100 Square Miles Should Be
_the Limit for Any Concern—Want
- Survey of Crown ' Lands—Premier
Afraid He Cannot Please All of the
~ Interested Parties.

ber operators of the North Shore presented
their claims for consideration to the gov-
ernment this evening  in the assembly
chamber, P, A. Guthrie, of Fredericton,
made ‘the chief argument in favor of the
aesociation and the principal points of his
argument are contained in the following
memorial which he read:

Small Operators’ Resolution.

“The memorial of the N. B. Lumber-
men’s * Protective Association showeth:

“Whergas, , the . existing leases of the
lomber lands in the province will expire
in the near future, and it is currently re-
ported that the government intends to
deal with the ‘quektion of renewing them
at the ‘present session of the legislature;
L and

“Whereas, at a meeting of some 'of the
larger ‘operafors’ in . the province held at
Fredericton recently resolutions were pass-
ed calling on the govenment to extend the
present leases ' in perpetuity, and repre-
lsenting that with regard to new and re-
tiewed leases the elaims of vested rights
should be protected; and

“Whereas, there are quite a number of
operators who have a large amount of
capital invested in mills and plant but
who have little or no timber limits to sup-
ply their mills. . That on the Miramichi
alone there are eighteen of these operators
whose mills and plants are  valued at
$338,000, and..whose limits extend ‘to 213
miles only, ‘while on the other hand there
are eight other operators whose mills and
plants are valued at $386,000, who. hdve
2,306 miles of lumber lands; and

“Whereas, with the exception of the 213

ators, the 2,306 miles held by the ofher
operators comprise. practically the whole
of the lumber lands in the district of the
chi; and . fo renew the. existing

sasés in perpetuity in aeeordance with the
request of the meeting, held at' Frederic-
ton recently will result in the shutting out.
for all time of the smaller operators from
ever acquiring any additional territory;
and i

“Whereas, apart, from the facf that the
tnteresla of the smaller operators demand
hat a more equitable distribution of the
lumber lands shou]d be made when  the
present leases ‘expire, it is not in the in-
terests of the province that a virtual mon-
opoly of these lands should be created as
will be the case if the’ present leases are
extended ‘in perpetuity;

“The memorialists therefore desire re-
spectfully to draw the - attention of the
executive gpvernment . to . the following
points and to ask for sueh points the
executive’s favorable considération:

What They Ask,

“That no future license should cover a
greater area than 100 square miles, and
that no person or firm or combination of
persons or firms should be allowed to hold
limite exceeding that total area.

“That at the,expiration of the present
leases all the limitg included in them should

Jrevert to the government and that a sur

vey of whole of the lumber lands ‘in the
province: should be made prior to such
expiration which ghall ghow not only their
exact’ locality but theiprecise nature and
estimated value of thé Ilumber standing
thereon.

“That fifty per cent of such limits should
be reserved for the holders ‘of the present
licenses, twenty:five per cent for mill own-
ers and other licensees whose “holdings at
present do not exceed fifty miles, and the
remlumng twenty-five per cent be put up
for sale in the open market to the free
competition of persons who at present hold
no limitas, ]

“That only by these means can ‘the
smaller operators who have invested their
capital to the extent of $338,000 in mills
on the Miramichi be saved losing the bene-
fit of the same.

“And your memorialists will ever pray,
efe.

Speakers’ Contentions,

Fair play for the small operator was the
main ‘argument of Messrs. Flett, Young;
Murdock, Maloney and Rev. Father Mur-
dock.  None ‘of the speakers made any
special plea against the large operators but
contended against the areas giyen to them
as being too large. There should be a
more equal ' division, These small’ oper-
ators employed more ‘men ‘and had but
$50,000 less capital invested than the big
fellows. -

Rev.' Father Murdock, while diselaiming
against being asked to contribute to thel.
argument, pleaded earnestly for = eyven-
handed justice to the small, operator. The
waste, he said, was enormous. There were.
millions of feet of lumber:left in the woods
every year, left there as fuel for destruc.
tive fires. Thos. W. Flett made a forcible
presentation of the case and said the small
operator: would be squeezed out if the
Ila_tge holdings' were not ‘divided as asked
for in 'the ~memorial.

Tuberculosis Sufferers of
Many Types Given the Se-
rum—Average Time About
Five Minutes to Each—
German Physician at Ot-
tawa Today. ;

MontrealMarch 11—Dr. Frederick Fran<
¢is Friedmann, the Berlin physician, whase
freatment  for tuberculosis has drawn
upon him' the éyes of medical scientista
and the general public the world over, to-
day demonstrated hig method on ﬁftymx
patients at the Royal Edward Institute in
the pr of a rep tative gathering
of physicians.

The most distinctive feature of the de-
monetration waes the fact that Dr. Fied-
mann treated so large a proportion of the
ninety-odd cases presented to him by Dr.
8. Harding and his colleaguss of the medic-

al'board of the institute. The: patients s
Presented were selected from a list of sev-
eral hundred who “applied personally . or
through their phyelcmna for treatment and
the medical board in making their . selec-
tion were guided by ‘4 desire to secure
cages typical of every class and every stage
of the disease, with the exception that
tases o advanced ag'to be. hopeless were
Tejected. -

The number, fifty-six; is by far the larg-

est ‘ever inoculated in one ‘day or in one
city by Dr. Friedmann outside of Berlin,
only twenty-eight cases in-all receiving the
virug in the United States.
.. Dr. Friedmann reached Montreal yester-
day morning at 8 o’clock, cofing direct
from New York. He was met at Bonaven-
ture Station by Lieut. Colonel Burland,
president of the Royal Edward Insltute,
who extended the invitation,which brought
the German physician to Montreal, and
Prof. George Adami, who bore Lieut. Col.
Burland’s invitation to New York. After.
breakfast with Lieut Col. Burland, Dr.
Friedmann accompanied Dr. Adami to the
McGill College Laboratories where he pre-
pared the serum which he later used im
treatments.

Treatment Was Short.

At the aepecial request of the fifth yeas
students of MecGill Medical: College, a de-
monstration had been arranged for their
benefit at noon,and practically every mem-
ber of the class was in attendanee. DN
Friedmann arrived promptly at 12 o’clock
and after the preliminary procedure of pre-
paring the selected patients had been car«
ried out Dr. Friedmann began his opeeas
tions at 1225 and "concluded 'a few minutes
after 1 o’clock, seven patients having been
treated at an average rate of omne every
five minutes.

Dr. Friedmann was Lieut. Col. Burland’s
guest. at luncheon at'the Mount 'Royal
Club, the other guests including Dr. Fried-
mann’s assistants, Dr. Benjamin and hie
secretary, Charles De Vidal-Hundt; Lieut.
Colonel Burland, Dr. J. P. Decarte, presi-
dent of the Societe Medicale; Dr. Adai,
professor. of patheology ‘McGill; Dr: La-
chapple, dean of " the medical faculty,
Laval; Dr' D. P. Evans, president of the
Medical-Chirurgical Society; Df. H. A. La-
Fleur, vice-president of the: College : of
Physiciane and Surgeons; Dr. Carl Lang,
German consul, and Dr. Delany, of Que-
bee. The main demonstration of the day
was started at 2:30 and continued until 6
o’clock, by which hour forty-nine more pa-
tients had been treated, making fifty-dix
in ‘all

Dr. Friedmann’s anethods were followed
with the closest attention by the fifty or .
more physicians present ‘and his- rapid
diagnosis of the cases presented and his
professional technique’ were the subjects of
comment by many of the medical men
‘who witnessed his"work.

Dr. Friedman left at 8 ‘0’clock for Og-
tawa where he will tomorrow attend the
convention of the Canadian Asdsociation
for the: Prevention ' of Tuberculosis.  The
doctor’s future plans are uncertain, but it
is probable . that he will give a demon-
stration of his treatment at Toronto om
Thureday. He will then return to New
York.
