(probably Protem) have arrived here.
They will be forwarded to Portland en
rotte fof England.

The bark Tangier, Cringle, master,from
Peiisacold for Liverpool, was abandoned
at sea on the 19th inst.,waterlogged. All
hands were saved and reached Bruns-
wick, Ga., 25th, in schooner Agnes,Capt.
Hodgdon. The T. registered- 966 tons,
was built at Bathurst, N. B, in 1861, and
owned in Liverpool.

The schooner Nellie J. Dimmore, from
Windsor, N. B., for Alexandria; was
aground bn the 25th inst., on the flats
neatr Fort Foot, Potomac River.
