German Resistance Between Soissons and Rheims Is

.ondon, July 25.—On the western front of the Soissons-Rheims
salient the Allied forces have advanced to an average depth o
three miles on a twelve-mile front during the past two days.

There were no new developments thig morning in the battle
area, according to advices from the field of the fighting received

.in London up to noon. The situation was considered quite satis-
factory for the Allies,

The reports show that the German high command has thus
far engaged 64 divisions in the battle, representative of groups of
the German armies from Flanders to Alsace, These 64 divisions
are nearly a third of the available German army.

: The coneclusion is drawn that the enemy is being hard put to
it for reserves, although Crown Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria, on
the northern front still has plenty of reserve divisions.

London, July 25.—Nine divisiong of reserves from the army
of Crown Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria and a division from the
eastern end of the line have been rushed to the aid of the German
crown prince between Soissons and Rheims, but, says Reuter’s
correspondent with the American forces in France, the Germans
may well hesitate to push more troops into the already crowded
salient, seeing the difficulty they have of feeding those already

there. !
RESISTANCE WEAKENED,

German resisfance on the southern sectors of the salient has

been reduced to a mere shell, it is added, and the enemy doubtlessly
ig concentrating efforts on keeping open the northern outlets of the
salint. The Allied drive toward Oulchy-le-Chateau not only
threatens the enemy communications with Fere-en-Tardenois, but
it is a serious threat for the German troops around Epieds, whose

line of retreat would pass through Fere.

Washington, July 24.—Wages of rail-
road shopmen were increased to sixty-
eight cents an hour today by Director-
General McAdoo, with proportionate
advances for sdssistants and miscel-
laheous classes. in mechanical depart-
ments. The new rates, which are re-

troactive to last January 1, are from
five to thirteen cents an hour higher
than wages paid these men in most
shops under the general wage advance
allowed two months ago by the director-
general, but are somewhat less than the
labor organizations sought.

Vancouver, B. C.,, July 25.—Van-
couver mail carriers refuse to accept
the reported settlement arrived at be-
tween the Government and their rep-
resentative, Alex. McMordie, and will
continue the strike. :

Last night the Union of Letter Car-
riers received from Mr, McMordie a
wire advising the men to go back to
work and giving the basis of settle-
ment. Officials of the union, however,
say that to accept such a settlement
would be tantamount to defeat and that
they intend pressing for the appoint-
ment of a board of conciliation, as pro-
vided for in the industrial disputes act.

The railway mail clerks have been
called out, finishing their duties as
they arrive at Vancouver on the in-
coming trains.

SHIP LOSSES N
PAST 3 MONTHS
ARE AWAY DOWN

Total World Tonnage Sunk
in June Only 275,629
Gross Tons.

London, July 24—(Via Reuter’'s Ot-
tawa Agency).—Conclusive proof of the
diminution of the U-boat menace is af-
forded by the admiralty’s latest state-
ment of losses in merchant tonnage.

This reveals that the total losses of
the world’s merchant ships for the
month of June were 275,629 gross tons,
comprising 161,062 British, 114,567 allied
and neutral.

These figures show a month’s drop in
world’s sinkings of 81,905 tons, as com-
pared with May, 37,786 compared with
April, and 125,834 compared with March
of this year. Compared with June of
last year, the drop is 437,092 tons.

Purely British drops are 64,627 com-
pared with May, 67,005 compared with
April and 63,604 compared with March
of this year, and 271,333 compared with
June of last year.

The losses in world’s tonnage, includ-
ing Marine risk, are lower for the month
of June, 1918, than for any month since
September, 1916.

Comparing monthly periods, the losses
for the three months ending with June
are lower than for any quarter since
the third quarter of 1916.

Sailings exceed the high level of re-
cent months, The total sailings for the
quarter ending June 30 amounted to
7,430,386 tons, being considerably higher
than in the two preceding quarters.

least for a short time. Mr. Rowell
will in all probability accompany him.
In the present state of the western
batilefront, as well as for other but
less grave causes, it will be of great
value to the Government here to have
Sir Robert Borden and Mr. Rowell in
constant attendance at the supreme
war council.

It is also reported that French forces have advanced on another
part of the Aisne-Marne salient and that the armies of the German
erown prince have been placed in a position out of which extri-
cation seems to be impossible.

GERMANS RETREATING NORTH.

With the American Army on the Marne Front, July 1:30
p.m.—Franco-American troops this morning advanced their lines
north of the Marne River more steadily. The Germans continued
their retreating movement to-the northward.

The French and Americans also made gains on other parts of
the front. The Germans viciously resisted in a majority of cases.

BRITISH SUCCESS AT VIGNY
NOW THREATENS FISMES

London, July 25—(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Ageuncy).—The latest
war communique shows that Gen. Foch is methodically continuing'
to close the pincers which are gripping the Germans between thei
Aisne and the Marne. The capture of Armentieres increases the
envelopment of Ouchy-le-Chateau, and the capture of Brecy brings

To the last sown oats

the rains have done a lot of good.”

There are places,”
he said, ‘“‘where there is a bumper crop.

SENT TO DEPARTMENT
Request For Increased Con-
tract Price Forwarded.
BLAMING CONTRACTS

Government Side of Story Is
- That Work: Is Let by Tender,
Therefore Those to. Blame.

Rural mail ocarriers throughout the |
Dominion have repeatedly brought to
the attention of the Government, the
inadequacy of the remuneration re-
ceived for the services they render.
Members of the House while in session
have as frequently urged upon the Gov-
ernment the merits of the claims set up.
The very great advance in the cost of
living, and the increase of maintenance
and upkeep of horses, wagons and other
conveyances used ig the distribution of
rural mail, nggessarily impose hard-
ships on rural mail carriers, still further
aggravated by reason of the keen com-
petition amongst tenderers for the ser-
vice at prices much below that which
would give reasonable compensation un-
der normal circumstances let alone war-
time conditions. It has often been a
surprise even to the postoffice depart-
ment that men would offer their time
and services at the ridiculously low
prices.at which persons have in the past
tendered for this service. There are
many casés where men have actually
tendered below twenty-five dollars per
mile per year, and in a few cases even
lower than this, thus a man would
travel carrying and distributing mail
over a route covering twenty-five miles
312 days in each year, covering a total
mileage of 7,800 miles, for a sum of
$625, or at a rate of $2 per day. Out of
this he has horse feed, veterinary ser-
vices, horseshoeing, repairs and upkeep
of conveyances. It will thus be seen
that very little could remain by way of

compensation ‘for his personal services. {

The Government points out and properly
so, that these contracts are let by
tender, that men 'so employed are not
pant of the civil service, that the act
putting in operation the rural mail ser-
vice provided that contracts for the ser-
vice must be let to the lowest tenderer,
and if men in their anxiety to obtain
these contracts offer to perform the ser-
vice at a price which does not give ade-
quate compengation, the fault lies with
the contractor, and not with the Gov-
ernment; further, these contracts being
so awarded, the Government has no
power to amend contracts once awarded,
but the department has expressed its
willingness “to cancel any rural mail
route contract where the contractor
finds under changed conditions he is not
sufficiently paid, and will call for new,
tenders for the performance of the
work, in which case the old contractor
may obtain a new contract at an in-
creased price provided his tender is the
lowest.

Rural mail carriers of the county of
Middtesex, to the number of 50, have
sent the following petition to °S. F.
Glass, to be presented to the depart-
ment, and Mr. Glass has forwarded it
to the postmaster-general, expressing
the hope that some way may be found
to give fair consideration to the very
reasonable claims of rural! mail carriers.

“We trust your department will see
its way clear to give us this grant, as
our present contract is wholly inade-
quate to meet present conditions.

DESTRUCTION NOW

Chairman of Gardening Asso-
ciation Advises Use of a
Simple Remedy To Beat
Out Sucking Insects.

More reports are coming into the city
today, from the farmers of the sur-
rounding district as well as from many
citizens, telling of the further destruc-
tiveness of the fly which is haunting the
potato plants, The insects, or. aphids,
as it is called, is reported to be eating
holes in the leaves.and to be working
on the under side. It not only eats holes
in the leaves, but sucks the juice from
them, which causes the plant to turn
yellow and later to wither and die.
Considerable damage is reported to have
been inflicted in the war gardens
throughout the city, and the ones af-
fected most are the gardens on the cor-
ner of Regent and Maitland streets.

In conversation with Ald. S. R. Man-
ness, chairman of the Vacant Land Gar-
dening Association, The Advertiser was
told that the best and most satisfactory
way as well as the most ecnomical way
of getting rid of these insects was to
spray them with a quantity of building
lime. Ald. Manness said that this pre-
scription he had obtained from a reliable
source, and it was done by taking a
quantity of ordimary building lime and
slacking it. After this is done make
the solution thin enough to go through
a spray and then spray the plants. The
spray should be equipped with an angle
nozzle, which will enable the solution to
get on the under side of the leaf.

The Cobbler variety of potatoes seem
to be the ones which are being.affected
by the insect, as the Green Mountain,
Gold Finders and other varieties are
not being affected by it at all, he says.
Ald. Manness says that everyone should
inspect their plants and if the insect can
be seen they should get after it immedi-
ately with the above solution. This so-
lutien is about the only one that will
have any effect on the flies.

Aphids or plant lice are minute, pear-
I shaped, soft-bodied insects that may be
{found on almost every kind of plant,
usually in dense colonies clustered thick-
ly on the terminal twigs and buds, on
the underside of leaves, on stems and
other parts, and even underground on
roots. Wherever situated they are oc-
cupied in the same manner—sucking out
the life-juices of the plant and multiply-
ing their own numbers by constant re-
production of living young all through
the summer. There are a great variety
of species, most of them varying shades
of green in color, some are shining
black, others bright red; some again are
covered with waxy fllaments resembling
threads of cotton wool, and others with
a dusting of a mealy substance com-
posed of the same material. Singly they
are insignificant creatures, but occurring
as they do in. enormous numbers and
multiplying with amazing rapidity, they
are able to seriously injure and often
to destroy the vegetation they attack.
Fortunately they are devoured by many
predaceous insects, such as Ladybird
beetles and their larvae, and those of
the Lace-winged and Syrphus flies and
other creatures; washed off and drowned
by heavy rains, and reduced in numbers
by internal parasites; otherwise they
would in time destroy all vegetable life.
Ants are usually to be found prowling
about the colonies; they do not eat the
aphids, as might be suspected, but are
attracted by the sweet ‘‘honey-dew
that exudes from them, and take them
under their special protection.

In gardening operations nature’s
checks are not sufficient, but require to
be supplemented with artificlal reme-
dies such as kerosene emulsion, strong
washes of soap-suds or tobacco decoc-
tion. In greenhouses they can be kept
in control by burning the commercial
preparation of tobacco. !

Soap washes are made by dissolving
one pound of whale-oil soap in four gal-
lons of warm water for black or brown
aphids, and one pound in six gallons for
green. aphids. Common laundry soap
will answer, using a larger proportion.

l What the Pests Are.

Examina.tign of Insects Sent
In For Inspection Basis of
Their Opinion.

Expert opinion has been secured on
the two different types of fly sent to
The Advertiser by J. H. Morden of II-
derton, and which, according to Hlor-
den’s letter, were the cause of the
heavy loss to cattle in that district.

One of the specimens, a beetle-like
looking insect, was sent to I. Caesar,
provincial entomologist at Guelph, by
X . Higgins, assistant agricultural
representative of Middlesex County.
‘'his has been identified by Mr. Caesar
as an ‘“‘assassin bug,” which might, he
says, acu..entally puncture a cow's
hide, but would not intentionally harm
cattle.

The second specimen was sent to
Prof. John Dearness, principal of the
London Normal School, and was iden-
tified by this expert as the dreaded
heel fly. His statement follows:

The bee-like specimeny received from
Mr. Morden, Ilderton, “iis an example
of the heel-fly. Farmers can easily
recognize it by the bands of dull yellow
and dark brown hairs. It is one of the
large family of bot-flies, the Dbest
known of which is the gad-fly of the
horse.

The bot-flies are equally interesting
to the scientist and the stockman.
Every observant owner of horses is
familiar with the horse-bot or gad-
fly, whose eggs are laid on the horse’s
legs, and these adhering hatch out
and are transferred as living larvae lo
the horse’s mouth, and thence to the
stomach, where they are nourished as
bots or grubs, until they are ready to
pass oc by the intestine and pupate in
the ground.

The cattle bot-fly is more pépularly
known as the heel-fly. It similarly
reaches the animal's mouth by licking
over the eggs, but is supposed to mi-
grate from the gullet, and make its
way to the skin, where it causes an
ulcer, known as a warble. At the
Union Stock Yards, Chicago, the pro-
portion of ‘“‘grubby hides’” during what
is called the grubby season, was more
than 50 per cent. The entailed loss is
very considerable, for $1 a piece was
deducted for ‘‘grubbiness’” in a hide.
G. 'W. Holstein in the Entomological
News states that in Pennsylvania the
cattle do not exhibit fright when vis-
ited by the bot-fly, but that in Texas
he has seen them become frantic—
with head erect and tail arched, they
would wildly rush across the fields,

and if water were accessible plunge
into it. The cause of this terror is un-
explained, because the fly can neither

bite nor sting. This heel-fly or bot-
fly could be exterminated in a season
if every cattle owner in the courtry
would take the trouble in the late win-
ter or early spring to explore the backs
of the animals and squeeze out or
poison with mercurial ointment or ccal-
oil every warble. The ulcerous lumps
they produce can easily be felt.

The sheep bot-fly is another spzacies
that deposits its eggs in the nose of.
the sheep. The larvae burrow their
way to the sheep's brain, and wnen
numerous cause its death.

Several other animals are afflicted
by their own peculiar species of bots,
but those of the horse, cow and sheep
are thc ones of greatest economic in-
terest.

Provincial Expert’s Verdict.

Mr. Caesar’s letter to Mr. Higgins fol-
lows:

Dear Mr. Higgins,—The insect which
was supposed to be attacking cat*‘'e in
the London district is one of the assas-
sin bugs. It is just possible that ecca-
sionally one of these, happening to be
on the back of a cow and resting there,
will if hurt in any way puncture the
cow and give an ugly wound, but they
do not intentionally attack cattle.

I am inclined to think if your cat-

tle up there are worried by an insect it
must be one of the gad flies, which are
great pests of cattle, and will cause
them to become frantic and gallop over
the fields in terror, the fly chasing them
and trying to lay its eggs in their back
or any part of their body.
The only remedy we know of at pres-
ent is in the spring of the year to get
rid of as many as possible of the warbles
or maggots in the back by squeezing
them out in April or May and destroy-
ing them. The warbles are white mag-
gots which make conspicuous swellings
along the back. There is a hole in con-
nection with each of these and when
the maggot is nearly mature it can be
squeezed out and killed. When it is
smaller it would be more difficult to
squeeze.

ALLIED SHIP FIRES AT
U. S. SUB IN MISTAKE

American  Underseas Craft Slightly
Damaged, But None of Crew Injured.

Washington, July 25.—An American
submarine of the latest design has been
fired upon by an Allied armed ship off
the northeast ‘coast. The submarine
was only slightly damaged, and a naval
tug is towing it to port. No one aboard
the submarine was injured.

Reports to the navy department to-
day said the  submarine, which was
cruising submerged, suddenly appeared
near the Allied ship and the Ilatter
opened fire.

The scene of the attack was not far
distant from the waters in which a
German submarine recently appeared,
and when the American submersible
came to the surface the captain of the
AW7d ship assumed that it was an
enemry vessel preparing to attack him.
Only one shot hit the submarine, which
quickly made known its identity swhen
the Allied ship bégan to fire. The shell
struck on the deck near the conning

London, July 24.—A strike of muni-
tion workers began at Birmingham at 6
o’clock this evening, the hour the day

The aggregate membership of the
twelve societies affiliated with the joint
committee of the engineering trades
unions is about 65,000, including 5,000
women.

Officials of the -joint committees say
they have no reason to doubt that all
the workers will be loyal to the resolu-
tion to stop work.

A number of discharged soldiers who
are union members inquired of the
officials of the Federation of Discharg-
ed Sailors and Soldiers regarding their
position. They were advised not to cease
work under any conditions, owing to
the serious consequences which would
ensue to the men in the trenches.

At Lincoln, where the strike was to
become effective tonight unless the
embargo was withdrawn, the workers
agreed to remain at their posts pend-
ing a decision of the national confer-
ence tomorrow.

Executive Not Satisfied.

The executive committee of the Lon-
district of the engineering trades, com-
prising’ seven unions, including the

Amalgamated Engineers, tonight passed
a resolution stating that, notwithstand-
Ing the Government’s explanation, the
executive committee was not satisfied
with the necessity of the embargo, and
would call meetings to consider the
situation. ¥

The Lewisham branch of the Feder-
ation of Discharged Sailors and Sol-
diers passed a resolution pledging
themselv to work in munitions fac-
tories,” even if a strike was called, and
to stay at work until the strikers are;

duced to join trades unions.
on for this objection by the Chief Con-
stables’ Association 'is based - om-. the
fear that the police could not fulfill
their obligations to the municipality,
in certain events, if they were affi-
liated with trades unions.

“The force of this contention is gen-
erally recognized,” says-one Peterboro
paper. ‘‘The policeman’s first duty fis
to the public, and it is demanded that
there should be no conflicting obliga-
tion that might arise out of member-
ship in a tradg¢ union.

SHUN EXTENSION OF
“UNION” PRINCIPAL

Refuse to Extend It to
Western Legislatures.

PREPARING FOR FIGHT

Rogers and Other Magnates
Are After Norris Govern-
ment’s Scalp.”

[Special to The Advertiser.]
OTTAWA, July 24.—Interesting politi-~
cal developments in the west are fore-
casted from certain recent events, news
of which is leaking out at the capital.
It would appear that recently a private
conference was held at Winnipesg, to
which the press was not invited.

At that conference Conservatives and
Ligrerals who had supported “Union” at
the election were present, and the pro-
posal was made that union governments
be formed in the western provinces, and
that politics should cease. It was pro-
posed, for instance, that certain promi-
nent Conservatives be incorporated in
the various provincial cabinets, and that
elections during the war should be
eschewed.

Fine for the Tories.
All of .the -four western Legislatures
are at present dominated by Liberal
majorities. Therefore, Conservatives
present at the conference were entirely
in accord with this ‘‘high and patri-
otic’’ proposal. But Liberals present
would have none of it. They plainly
declared that they saw no future for
the present Union in Ottawa, ‘once the
war cries had passed. . They declared
frankly that they had supported it
purely and simply for the carrying on
of the war, but that they did not in-
tend to abate one jot of their economic
demands, and they could not see how
such demands would be granted by the
present Union, and they saw no reason
why the system should be extended to
the provincial governments.

Girding Their Loins.
As a consequence, it is stated, the
two parties are again preparing to
organize. It is sald that Hon. Robert
Rogers is organizing a straight Tory
group as distinet from uniom; that the
Winnipeg Telegram is to be resurrected
and that first and foremost an attempt
is to be made to defeat the Norris, Gov-
ernment in Manitoba. The new paper,
it is sald, is to have strong backing
from a group of capitalists who see
in, the present Union .a menace to
stability and .who.are opposed to the
principle of government ownership and

Allies Are Engaged in Colossal
Task of Burying Enemy
" Fallen.

ENORMOUS BOOTY TAKEN

New White Crosses Replace
Markings Where Joffre’s
1914 Heroes Fell.

WITH THE FRENCH ARMIES, July
24.—There is a scene south of the River
Marne today which, once photographed
on the human mind, can never be driven
1 it. It is a battlefield from which |
more than 50,000 Germans, finding their |
safety menaced by Foch's strategy and |
the victorious Allied advance above‘
them, retreated swiftly two days ago to |
the north bank of the river.

Stiffened corpses lying there, carrion
horse flesh, debris of wagons and cannon
and a mass of soldiers’ equipment, and
munitions scattered over miles of sur-
face torn and tortured by powerful ex-
plosives, give a picture of war in terrible
reality.

Golden Flelds Blotched.

But the scene is not uniformly like
this. The terrain is punctuated oc-
casionally by yellow wheat flelds, which
seem to heal somewhat the wounded
countryside, though close inspection re-
veals in them blackened patches of shell
holes or something worse. 3

Occasionally red-roofed villages ap-
pear, nestling in  the valleys. of this
country, just south of the famous river.
Close inspection shows they are now
empty shells, having been looted sys-
tematically by the advancing Germans
and torn by both Allied and enemy
explosives.

Your correspondent, passing over this
country today, found Franco-American
soldiers ‘beginning their first attempts
to put it in order.

Burial a Colossal Task.

The burial of horses and men is pro-
ceeding here and there, but the task
is colossal. Already white crosses are
being erected over the graves of those
who fell, to take their places beside the
graves of some of Joffre’s immortals
of 1914, for the war has now passed
ovet this ground for the second time in
four years.

But most of the losses are German,
because the Germans were doing the
advancing.

In many places I saw the extreme
southern limit of the German line,
where the Franco-Americans stopped
them. Bodies lay around in hollow
trenches they had dusg. These trenches
were blasted from the ground occasion-
ally, by Allied shells.

& sammies Game to the End.

Once nearer the river several Ameri-
can graves, over which metal helmets
were hanging atop the crosses, told a
little story of their own.

‘A small party of them were sur-

rounded and refused to surrender.
Turning their faces southward they
fought their way out. The few sur-

vivors arriving reported the incident to
the French colonel. The swaying battle
had drifted the main force of Americans
where the survivors were unable to
find them.

RAILWAY WAGE RATE
GIVES INCREASE AS
IN UNITED STATES

Men‘ Paid Same in Two Coun-
tries Get Same Advance.

FACTS FOR THE WORKERS

McAdoo Award Applies in
Canada, Increases Since
19156 Being Deducted.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

MONTREAL, July 24, —According to
the proposed settlement of the rail-
waymen’'s wage scale. an engineer re-
ceiving $4.50 per day in Canada will
receive $5.01 under the McAdoo award,
just as an American engineer receiv-
ing $4.50 per day in the United States
received $5.01 under the award.

Some misconception appears to exist
with regard to the railroad wage scale
introduced by Director-General of
United States Ralilroads McAdoo, which
in modified form has been offered by
the Canadian Railway War Board to
the federated trades of the mechanical
and car departments of Canadian rail-
ways, who are asking increases.

Does Not Meet All Demands.

The McAdoo schedule, which is now
in effect in the United States, does
not represent all that the employees
wish, but it is recognized by them as
an attempt to meet their demands,
and, on the basis that “half a loaf is
better than no bread,”’ it was accepted.
Some of the classes concerned made
objections, but the general opinion is
that the scheme is a workable one,
and that with certain adjustments,
which can be made later on, it will
prove satisfactory.
The main principle of the MecAdoo
schedule is to raise wages for those
on whom the cost of living presses
hardest, and the schedule at large is
to meet the American rail-
road situation in a reasonable and
adequate manner for all classes em-

greatest increases be made to those
receiving the smallest wages, while the
smallest increases are given to the
highest salaried employees who, the
report takes for granted, willing
to share the burden imposed by the
gar on all citizens in a similar posi-
on.

THOSE ‘WHO have read the lesson.of the war

‘ tends to let loose the baser tendencies of man-
| kind it is also true that it stimulates that which
{ i8 best as well. Could we predict with certainty
 whet conditions after the war would be we would
i set our every step to realize the best and sup-
| press the base. Not knowing the future the duty
i i8 not less of shaping the means at hand to bring
' about such conditions as may tend to the greatest
i happiness of a world that by the time peace comes
' will be racked in soul and body,
£ After all, whatever we would desire to pre-
vail when peace again comes will only be realized
. by our own effort. War of itself does not allevi-
i ate evils or bring improvements; it is rather the
conscious effort of men and women who see the
opportunity to bring about the change and seeing
the opportunity embrace it. It would be worth a
good deal to know just how much conscious effort
1g being put forth in this country at the present
time to realize in the days to come that which
seems best. . 1t is sometimes said that the present
task is the thing, the future will take care of it-
self. Let no one make the mistake of thinking
that the future will take care of itself. Anyone
who readg history with a sense of values knows
that when the future has been left to take care of
itself the future has turned out dark and dis-
heartening. :
They aren’t letting the future take care of
itself in Great Britain. It is doubtful if there is
-any allied nation that is taking such account of
the morrow as Great Britain, and this fact is-be-
ing taken note of in the United States already
where businessmen are discovering that .the old
England of pre-war times has gone, that in its
place has come a new business rival that will have
even larger place in the world’s markets than did
the old. But not in business alone is England
preparing for the morrew.
education, When England makes such radieal
changes as are proposed bysthe Government of
the day one may well say that four years of war
have changed ideas in this part of English life.
In war time control of industry, with all that may
mean after peace comes; in the housing of her
workers, in the development of her agriculture,
in the status of women, in the plans for the link-
ing up of all the British dominions and even for
something yet larger that shall include all na-
tions determined to maintain the peace of the
world, these are but a few of the phases of after-
var thought in Great Britain today.
Reconstruction is a good word, and this is a
time for thinking in terms of reconstruction.
Canada needs a lot of thought of that kind, direct-
ed to specific. ends, and there ig neither individual
nor organization that hasn’t a part in it. Are
we going to be content with old blots on our
society, on our eduecational systems, our living
conditions and our relations of man to man?

What are they thinking about
that they allow their young daughters
deliberately to flirt with danger and do
what they can to break down the gen-
tleman's code which we are $0 anxious
that our young men shall observe? Life
must have taught these parents some
lessons that their daughters have not
learned. Are they insensible to them?
|1 Or have they no idea—and this is prob-
ably closer to the truth—where their
daughters are, or what they are doing?
“We trust the boys,” they say. That is
a very comfortable theory, but have
we the right to place all the respon-
sibility on the boy? Shall there be no
division of the load? Shall we say to the
boy ‘““Thou shalt not forget,”” and not
to the girl “Thou shalt not tempt”? We
decry the unfairness of the double
moral standard that absolyes the man
and penalizes the woman. But is it any
fairer to expect our boys to hold fast
to their standards when every artifice
is used by these girls to brezsk down
those standards?

There are sad hours ahead for thous-
ands of hames in this country, if parents

permit the present unlicensed actions of
their daughters with regard to our boys
in uniform. It will avail us little if
we win in war abroad only to lose in
morals at home. Blame belongs squarely
on those of the parents who are crim-
inally permitting this unwise freedom
where ordinary -precaution should be
observed. It is perfectly right that our
girls should have *Tie opportunity to sat-
isfy their desire to see and meet the
boys in uniform. The boy in uniform,
tpo, wants to meet girls, and he should.
If there is ever a time when we have &
right to ask of a man that he shall be
a gentleman, it is when he puts on the
uniform of his country. For then he
immediately represents not only his own
standards, but those of his nation, But
it remains, nevertheless, a deplorable
fact that a time of war generally
means a laxity of moral standards. A
boy, or man, suddenly finds himself
separated from home influences; he
becomes lonesome; and times of great
mental and physical depression come to
him. To the upstanding man all condi-
tions are alike: a gentleman is a gen-~
tleman always. But that is an ideal
not reached by all.

We have been fearfully lax in this
country about the freedom that we give
our girls, We might as well get it into
our heads that these are days fraught
with the gravest natural dangers for
thousands of our young girls, and the
sooner their parents awake to this in-
disputable fact, the better it will be, not
only for our country, our boys and our
girls, but
ents and our domestic protection. The
proper parental caution now will save
after-regrets and the keenest lamenta-
tions that can come to thousands
homes, An ounce of prevention now is
worth pounds of cure, not forgetting
that there are some things which cannot
be cured!

Fred Browne, who won the Tecumseh
silverware, ascribes his victory to the
sensational play o his rink members.

They met Laing's Windsor rink in the
last event and were knocked out of
the second series by A. Jury of Buffalo,
who, by the way, is a former Londoner.
Heaman's great exhibition against J. S.
McDougall in the third round of the
first event stamped himself and his
combination of bowlers as Jjust about
the best to be seen on the L. R. C
greens this season.

In taking the Labatt mug this season
McDougall has performed a feat which
no other bowler in Ontario can boast of.
He has now won the cup on three oc-
casions, thereby making bowling history
not only for Ontario but for Canada. In
his last game yjth Snelgrove he was
opposed by illiam Turnbull, who
assisted McDougall in winning the
Scotch doubles at the Thistle tourna-
ment held here recently.

THE GAME IN DETAIL.

Hand-clapping was never so marked
as during the game between Snelgrove
and McDougall in the finals for the
Labatt silverware. Although Snelgrove
was beaten, the quality of bowling
which he displayed brought forth the
cheers of the crowd. Snelgrove's ex-
hibition was of a more even variety
than that of McDougall. The winning
aggregation specialized in the sensa-
tional. W. J. Ashplant was consistently
good for the trophy snatchers, while the
remainder of the rink appeared to be
fond of the spectacular mode of playing.
