Optimism Abounds.
There abounds in all departments

Commissioner Hessel of the Housing 
Commission pointed out that the 
money inves ed in these lots we uld 
have to be returned to the provincial 
housing body, it having been advanc­
ed by them, but any profit could be 
used to reduce the city’s loss. Sell- 
i g the lots at $10 a foot would re 
duce the city’s loss by $14,000.

Erected at High Costs.
Chairman Hessel, at the opening 

of the meeting, stated that the 
houses in question were erected at 
a time when costs were at the peak. 

I Prices have now fallen and the pro­
posal was to cut the prices and get 1 
ihe houses sold.

Chairman Childs of the Finance 
Committee asked why 36 houses were 
built when there was no buyer for 
them?

Ald. Watkinson replied that they| 
would have been sold had prices re­
mained up.

Brussels, Jan. 20.—M. Deveze, min­
ister of war, talking today to the Anglo- 
Belgian agreement, expressed the hope 
that it soon would be made a tripart­
ite agreement by taking in France.

Concerning doubts that recently have 
been circulated in Belgium, with re­
gard to the efficacy of British inter- 
vention on behalf of Belgium, the min­
ister declared history had shown that 
Great Britain when she made engage­
ments kept them, using all the force 
at her command.

As the allowance is only given in 
cases where the children are actually 
living with the mother, it became the 
duty of the mothers’ pension board 
to cut off the allowance when the 
mother was removed to the Sanator­
ium.

T. D. McCullough, secretary of the 
local branch of the Social Service, 
through which the mothers’ pension 
act is administered in the city, stated 
that while the mother herself would 
not draw the allowance, it would be 
paid out for the care of the children 
just, the same. The children, how­
ever, would have to be put in charge 
of some one who would be responsible 
for them. The allowance would be 
either paid over to such person or 
handled by the local organization.

“The children most certainly would 
be cared for," said the secretary. 
Major T. S. Murphy, who is a mem- 
ber of the commission which directs 
the affairs of the mothers’ allowance 
act, said that several similar cases 
had come to their notice, and in 
every case the children had been well 
looked after. If a case arises which 
the commission cannot settle, it is 
submitted to the governor-general for 
settlement. The act is for the chil­
dren, and while some cases may need 
special attention, it is the opinion 
of Major Murphy that everything 
possible is being done by the com­
mission for the cases that come to 
their notice.

A Man’s Wages.
P. HERE are several wage adjust- 
1ments taking place in various 

parts of the country, and it is na- 
tural that there should be disputes 
about these.

Many a man got his first taste of 
high wages when the war was on. 
There were plenty of people who, 
prior to that time, had not been 
malting over $12 to $15 per week at 
the best inside of a few months 
they were making, in many cases, 
from two to four times that amount.

The result is easy to trace. The 
standard of living increased at once, 
and the whole family had a taste 
of things that had never been pos- 
sible before.

When war work was over, all that 
remained In thousands of homes, 
was the memory of the high wages. 
The increased amount had been used 
up In increasing the standard of 
living. When lower wages were 
offered a man had the backing of 
his home, in many cases, in his 
efforts to resist the movement to­
ward s lowered wage.

A correspondent In a Toronto 
paper, writing of his own experience 
in the matter of wages says, of a 
proposed 30 cents an hour wage in 
that city: "Now, I am a married 
man and am getting $10.30 per week. 
There are just my wife and myself. 
I am not living. I am only existing 
on that. How would you like to 
work for 30 cents an hour and keep 
a wife and three or four kiddies, pay 
rent, coal, gascand car fare to work, 
not to say anything about clothes?"

Nothing can contribute more rap­
idly to the lowering of resistance 
than extremely high temperature 
and poor ventilation.

The modern, artificial system of 
ventilation so widely used in larger 
school buildings frequently fails to 
fall under the true definition of ven- 
tilation. Most of these systems de- 
mand that no one open a window 
and let in some real fresh air.

Tests have been made again and 
again which conclusively prove that 
children enjoy better health and 
make greater progress when they| 
have open window ventilation.

Vendors of these ventilating sys- 
terns claim that such systems keep 
the rooms warm. This is true. In 
most cases they keep the rooms too 
warm. The temperature of a room 
should never exceed 68 degrees 
Fahrenheit. Growth is not stimulat­
ed by heat. Inhabitants of temperate 
zone always have led the world ini 
every field of progress.

There are firms 
in London and elsewhere today that 
find their greatest problem in trying 
to get their products down to the 
point where their former customers 
can come into the markets and do 
business on a satisfactory basis.

That is the situation as Canadian 
business men have to face it. They 
can pay wages if they get a per­
formance in return that will enable 
them to meet competition and go 
ahead.

Then, there is another important 
factor that enters Into the consider­
ation of this question, viz., the pur­
chasing power of the dollar. If a 
man has been making $30 a week, 
and found one day that his pay had 
been cut to $20, it would make very 
little difference to him if. when he 
came to spend his money he found 
that things he had to buy had come 
down in ratio of 30 to 20. The 
dollar is not a fixed unit. It is sim- 
ply a purchasing power, going up 
and down according to the markets 
of the world. The desirable situa- 
tion would come when we could get 
simultaneous action between lower­
ed wages and lowered living costs. 
No doubt these two follow each other 
to some extent, but it is in a rather 
awkward and aimless fashion, and 
one that fails to satisfy the man 
whose wages have been reduced.

It is highly desirable that the 
standard of living should be main­
tained on as high a level as possible. 
A man who is making a decent wage 
is a better worker and a better 
citizen than the man who is getting 
just enough to be eternally running 
behind In his household expenses.

Good service calls for good money, 
and the reverse must also go with it 
—good money calls for good service.

Want Investors Safe.
Invitations for the next annual meet­

ing were extended by the chamber of 
commerce of St. Thomas and Brant­
ford.

The first resolution was presented by 
the London Chamber of Commerce, and 
advocated that the provincial govern­
ment be urged to pass legislation to 
protect investors from being led into 
putting money into “wildcat” schemes 
and unproductive securities. The resolu­
tion was introduced by B. McArthur, 
who, in an able address, put forward 
the reasons for the resolution. He said 
it had been found in London and 
vicinity that many people were being 
pursuaded to buy securities that were 
worthless, and he urged that a "blue 
sky" law of some kind should be 
adopted. He quoted figures to show 
that in some of the states of the other 
side of the border, the blue sky laws 
were operating splendidly.

O. E. Flemming, K.C., of Windsor, put 
forward the case for the Border Cities. 
He said he was heartily in accord with 
the London resolution, hut that he be­
lieved that the Dominion government 
should be asked to call a conference with 
the various provincial governments for 
the purpose of having uniform company 
acts for the whole Dominion.

Supports London Move.
Norman Harris, financial editôr of the 

Toronto Saturday Night, spoke strongly 
in support of the London resolution, 
and said the London Chamber of Com- 
morce have the honor of being the first 
public body in Canada to put forward a 
plea for a “blue sky" la w. The result of

Quebec. The public, he said, should 
not disregard the fact that flu at­
tacked all the organs, and frequently 
resulted in the death of the persons 
who were ill or in weakened condition 
when this disease attacked them.

Dealings 
here, however, lacked volume as com­
pared with yesterday. Opening quota­
tions, which varied from unchanged to 
%c up, were followed by slight gains 
all around.

Corn and oats were a trifle firmer, 
helped by wheat strength. Corn start­
ed unchanged and then hardened a 
little.

Oats after opening unchanged to a 
shade off held close to the initial range.

Japanese alliance; but the speaker 
found merit in the declaration in favor
