He also spoke of the ‘‘fake
Ir which, purporting to be
a Catholic publication, goes out pro-
curing advertising on the strength of
1ts name, injuring the genuine Catho
lic Press and foisting itself an imposi-
tion upon the public Rev. Father
J. T. Roche, LL.D., of the Extension
Magazine, author of the ‘‘Ought-to-
Be's'' and other series, and perhaps
the best known essay writer on
the Catholic Press of the Continent,
is as strong a speaker as he is a
writer, and his enfire personality ra-
diated virility and power as he spoke
on the necessity for the organization,
proving the same by reference to the
number of Catholic papers and the
limited support given them.  Sixty-
five English-speaking Catholic week-
lies are published in America and vet
the Catholic paper goes into only
one of every ten Catholic homes.
The papers must go out and get cir-
culation, and, too, they must go out
and get advertising. Catholic socie-
ties must be asked to pass resolu-
tions to deal with those who discrim-
inate against the Catholic newspaper
in the matter of advertising. Not
the Catholic paper alone, said Father
Roche, but all religious papers, are
discriminated against in this way
The societies should be asked to as-
sist In the matter Outlining the
scope of the Catholic paper, Father
Roche said, ‘‘Never was a cause S0
low and disreputable that the Catho-
lic Church or the Catholic Press can
afiord to be unfair to 1t.
The Rev. speaker also cited John
Burns and Keir Hardic as men who
had done great good for the laboring
classes aud who ought to be credited
with so doing.

John F. Byrnes, editor of the Colum-
bian and Western Catholic, Chicago.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

The framing and hanging of pictures
has become an art. They «re an im-
portant decoration of a room In
hanging pictures, a study of sur-
roundings is necessary, and care
should be taken as to wall cover-
ings. Avoid large-patterned papers.
The plain-colored or striped cartridge
papers in rather dark hali-tones are
the best backgroivnds for pictures
The walls of a room should never be
crowded, and as far as possible, all
pictures should be placed on a level
with the eve.

The framing of pictures fs so much
a matter of individual taste that it
is impossible to give rules that will
apply in all instances Oil paint-
ings, highly colored paints, and wa-
ter colors, are, as a rule, framed in
gilt. When mats are used upon pic-
tures great care should be taken to
insure their harmony. Black and
white pictures should never be mount
ed in highlv colored mats. There are
ways of mounting pictures besides
framing them. Passe-partout makes

'minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan and Alberta, excepting & and
26, not reserved, may be homestead-
ed by any person who is the sole head
of a family, or ary male over 18

years of age, to the extent of one '

quarter section of 160 acres, more or
less.

Application fer entry mist be made
in person by the applicant at a Do-
miuvion Lands Agency or Sub-agency
for the district in which t!  land is
situate. Entry by proxy inay, how-
ever, be made at any Agency, on cer-
tain conditions by the father, moth-
er, son, daughter, brother or sister
of an intending homesteader.

The homesteider is uired to per-

form the homeitead duties under one
of the followiag plans:

(1) At least six months’' residence
upon and cuitivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(3) A homesteader may, il he so de-

sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on farming land own-
ed g)lely by him, not less than eighty
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity
ol his homestead. Joint ownership
in land will not meet thi= require
m :nt.
\ (3) If the father (or mother, {i the
father is dec ised) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on ferming
land owned solely by Lim, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of the humestead, or up-
on a homestead entered for by him
in the vicinity, such homesteader may
perform his own residence duties by
living with the father (or mother).

{4) The term ‘“‘vicinity' in the two
preceding par:graphs is defined as
meaning not more than nine .«iles in
a direct line, exclusive of the width

of road allowances crossed in the
measurement.
(5) A homesteader intending to

perform his residence duties in ac-
cordance with the above while living
with parents or on farming land own-
ed by himsell must notify the Agent
for the district of such intention.

Six months’ notice in writing must
be given to the Commissioner of Do-
minion Lands at Ottawa, of intention
to apply for patent.

A War Cloud Dissipated

(Rev. George R. Northgraves.)

It is but a few weeks since the
peace of Europe was direfully threat-
ened by the disturbed state of affairs
which loomed up in Turkey, partly
owing to the great variety of inter-
ests at stake in'that always unsettled
region, arising out of its diversity
of races and religions, and partly to
the commercial and other interests
of ¢$he variouz European nations,
>vhich in the race for commercial and
fmslitary supremacy, have been the
contant occasion for outside interfer-
in the internal affairs of that

e

The afiairs of Turkey seem to be for
the present moment settled by the
great change which has been efiected
from within through the victory of
the Young Turks' party, which has
almost absolutely without bloodshed,
achieved a triumph which, should it
prove lasting, gives promise that even
Turkey has at last learned from the
vicissitudes it has passed through
during the last three-quarters of a
century, that it must fall into line
with the civilized world, or cease to
be numbered as one among the world’s
nations.

But among the great powers of
Furope there are always to be found
some which have or imagine that
they have vital interests at stake in
every country, and especially in those
which are supposed not to be able to
manage their aflairs without outside
interference, and the unexpected turn
of affairs in Turkey whereby the
Turks have shown a disposition to
form a constitutional government of
their own has not given satisfaction

everywhere. 'Yet there has been, so
far, no opportunity given for out-
side interference, which might bring

any of the European powers into con-
flict under the pretext that their
substantial interests have been inter-
fered with by the changes of govern
nent which have recently taken place.
It remains to be seen whether such
an opportunity may be aflorded in the
future

But if Turkey has removed for the
present the opportunity for the war
parties of the European States who
may be called the continental jin-

goes, the desired chance to create a
disturbance, that opportunity has
suddenly presented itself in another
quarter, and on another continent,
namely, on the extreme north-west of
Africa in the Sultanate of Morocco

Some of the semi-independent tribes
or brigands of this Sultanate, which
are tributary and nominally subject
to the Sultan of Morocco, have for
some years past been giving trouble
by making raids for the sake of plun-
der into the French colony of Algeria,
and the Spanish settlements which
lie on the Mediterranean coast. This
made it necessary for France and
Spain to send punitive expeditions in-
to the Sultan's territory for protec-
tion against the marauders, as the
Sultan declared himself unable to re-
press them. He was willing, how-
ever, to allow these powers to use
such means as they deemed necessary
for their own protection

On this permission they acted,
France sending a large force to op-
erate both by sea and land against
the unruly tribes who were deleated
everywhere with great loss, through
putting forth a desperate resistance,
which recalls to mind the bravery of
their ancestry in Spain toward the
close of the fifteerth century

The allied European forces gained
their victories, not for themselves
alone, or for their own nationalities,

but to secure the safety of European
Christians in general doing business
in Morocco; but at this moment the
Emperor of Germany intervened, as-

serting that the commercial interests
of Germans were imperilled by their
wetion, and that addition-
al gecurity should be given to Ger
mans, at least, by placing them w
der the protection of their own gov-
ernment directly, instead of commit
ting such matters either to France or

demand ng

Spain.

The Algeciras Conference was the
result of these representations, and
with the exception of Austria, the
European powers sustained the ac-

tion of France and Spain, which were
then entrusted as mandatories of
Eutope with the guardianship of Eur-
opean interests in Morocco, as  these
are the two powers most directly
concerned in the preservation of peace
in that country.

Germany was not satisfied with
this result of its interference, though
its representative at the Algeciras
Conference signed the agreement there
reached.

But the whirligig of time brings
about many unexpected events, and
such has happened on the present
occasion. At this critical moment,
Mulai Hafid, the half brother of the
Sultan Abdul Aziz, urged by the
ultra-Mahometans, who dominate
Morocco, rose up as a competitor to
the throne against the latter, who
was accused of pandering too much
to the powers of Christian Europe,
especially England, France and
Spain, and of spending his time idly
with vaudeville shows, automobile
riding, t rget practice, and the like
amusemenis. A bitter war was thus

waged between the two claimants to |
the throne at the very nm 'ment while

France and Spain were en . aged in at-
tempting to bring the country to a
peaceful state.

The German Emperor, in the mean-
time, was placidly contemplating the

France was not prepared precipit-
ately to agree to this announcement,
but declared her readiness to do so
provided it were made clear that Mu-
lai Hafid was really desired as Sul-
tan by the people of Morocco gener-
ally, and that he himself would guar-
antee the treaty rights of Europeans.
Otherwise she declared that the re-
cognition of Mulai Hafid would be

The lower band and upper
section of walls have been ornament-
ed with well drawn Gothic bands, in
colors harmonizing w~ith the wall
cologs, the whole giving an ellect of
refined and subdued harmony, em-
phasizing the jewel-like eflect of the
beautiful windows, In the beautiful
sanctuary the color scheme is of
ivory and gold. The groined roof
panels have gilded relief crnaments
of crockett bands springing from the
cornice line and growing upwards in
conformity with the soaring tendency
of Gothic art In the narrower
apsidal panels are painted figures ~f
angels in adoration. The other ruct
panels having subjects illustrative of

the Mysteries. Below these are
scrolls lettered with suitable in-
scriptions in church text. Under the

windows, the spandrils within enclos-
ing foliations, have selected symbol-
ic devices in gold shaded. Below
this the panels flanking the high al-
tar have relief Gothic tracery gilded,
giving opportunity for four subjects;
