THE SECRET OF THE POWER OF

recent National Council of Congregational
Churches, at New Haven, was that of Rev. W.
H. H. Murray, of Boston, on the question,
*How can the Gospel be most efficiently
preached to the masses P In the course of bis
remarks we find the following eloquent tribute
to Metliddiem :

‘We have seea in this country and in our own
age a great denomination, in force and effici-
ency perbaps the greatest that has appeared,
grow up and evolve its power before our
eyes; the prime and motive power of its suc-
cess being the preaching of the Gospel and the
interpretation of God to human hearts, not in
harmony with literary finish nor with theologi-
cal exactoess ; but preaching it and interpret-
ing him out of the fullness of an experience
and emotions born ot the operations of the
Spirit in buman bosoms. By the fervency and
fire of their exbortations, by the giving forth
of what the Spirit bad ministered unto them,
witheut reliance upon learning, their testimoay
made by their rude and untutored eloguence,
they nevertheless made such a proclamation of
God that wickedness went down before it as
rotten trees, trembling to their tall, go down
before the gale.

American culture, they bave captured largely
of the wealth and culture of the land. In the
West their preachers, like Gospel scouts, bave
trodden the prairie grasses into paths with the
burrying of their feet, preaching as they ranm,
and with the sword of the Spirit, almost blaz-
ing a trail of Gospel influénce through the for-
ests that stretch to the setting of the sun.
Other powers have been theirs. A talent to
organize and construct bas grown with their
growth. But the great power of the Metho-
dist organization bas been the power of their
preaching, born of experimental religion.
That which their preachers felt they made
others feel, and the cross, with its agonies and
its peace, which they loved—for it, with the
belp of God, they made others willing to die.

We cheerfully accept this statement as a
comprebensive and substantially correct ac-
count of the rationale of our grand success,
and, indeed, as a remarkably just and appreci-
ative outside view of the heart ot Methodism.
If we were dirposed to criticise it we might
suggest that it is chargeable with the common
fault of our non-Methodistic admirers, that ot
undervaluing the ** theolegical exactness,” and
« literary finish,” aod ** learning,” and elo-
quence mot ‘* rude and untutored,” and ori-
ginal *‘talent to organize and construct,”
which have always exerted great pewer among
us, and which can never be called in question
s0 long ag the names of the Wesleys, White-
field, Watson, Clarke, Gletcher, Asbury,
Emory, M'Clintock, and a bost of their worthy
compeers, are embalmed in our history; men,
one ot whom is credited by Macaulay with
baving ** a genius for government not inferior
to that of Richelieu,” and is called by Southey
« the most influential mind of the last century
—the man who will have produed the greatest
eftects centuries, or perbaps millenniums,
bence "—and another of whom ‘is styled by
Rev. Dr. J. W. Alexander, of the Presbyteri-
anjChurch, ** the greatest theological systemat-
izer since Turretin.”

We do not care, however, to emphasize this
criticism, for we think Mr. Murray bas stated
the essential truth on the sabject he bas in
band, in an impressive and manly way. That
truth we Metbodists have need to remember
and to make emphatic by all the means in our
power. Wherever, whenever, and just so far
as we forget it, we are shorn of our Samson-
locks. Tbe genersl ignoring of it would be
our death-knell. Delilab’s shears are our
great enemy. Wherever wealth, or fashion,
or culture, or anything else, is nﬂ'ondtodu.ll
the edge of a fervent, conscious, joyful, '.'h'
gious experience, there Metbodisin is devital-
ized. Metbodism was born in the hour when
Jobn Wesley's beart was ** strangely warm-
ed.” It cannot live in this cold world unless

personal religious experience. It has gone
every where, proclaimiog to all men, even the
worst, the entire practicability of salvation now
—a salvation wrought in the soul by the power
of God through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ,
and witnessed to the individual by the direct
testimony of the Holy Ghost ; salvation from a
bell which is no mere sentimeatal conception

of a remote and barely possible inconvenience, |

but & yawning and awful abyss into which the
sinner’s next step may plunge him; salvation
to a boly heaven just shead, the free gift of
God to such only as believe in Jesus and stren-
ously strive to be boly.

If our great and rapidly increasiog wealth
and intellectual culture, our advancement on
the social seale, or our ambition to run the
race for the prize of popularity with ¢ the
best Churches up town,” seduce us from the
simplicity ot the Gospel, lead to the decay of
class-meetings and love-feasts, and make our
preachers remarkable rhetoricians and elegant
elocutionists, but not persistent proclaimers of
peace with God and earnest exhorters to imme-
diate repentance—then farewell to the one
great secret of our power.

Other denominations bave long been trying
to copy our methods and catch our spirit. A
very prominent minister of the Protestant
Episcopal Church rccently said to us that
many in that branch of the Church are trying
bard to bring back inte it ‘‘ an element which
the Church of England insanely drove out, that
is Methodism ;" referring to the ** protracted
meetings,” which the Protestant Episcopal
Church and its balf-sister, the Romish Church
have been multiplying in the receat years,
under the name of ** missions.” Earnest Chris-
tians in all the Churches bave come to see (and
our success has widely taught this lesson) the
need of more direct and earnest appeals to the
masses of men burrying to death. Tbey feel
that the old methods of moral reformation and
of slow instruction in divine truth must be pre-
ceded and vitalized by the precious [call to an
instant surrender to God and a radical spiritual
transformation.

Let us not forget the lesson which we bave
taught to others. Let all pastors preach chief-
ly on themes relating directly to personal ex-
perience. Let us throng our prayer-meetings
and love-feasts; we would we might add as
hopefully a3 we do earnestly—and our class-
meetings also. Above all, let us go often to
our closets to saturate our souls with the
* words which the Holy Ghost teacheth,” to
rekindle our experience by reading the best re-
hgious biograpbies, and to call on God for the
transforming power of his Spirit to fall on our
selves, on the Church and on the unconverted.

MEMORIAL STATEMENT OF DR.
EDDY'S CLOSING HOURS.

BY GENERAL CLINTON B. FISK.

Sunday, midnight, October 4th, Dr Eddy's
physicians advised me that be must die, and
suggested that [ should impart this information
to him, which I did as best I could. He re-
ceived the intelligence with great calmness,
bat said be thought his medical attendants must
be mistaken. His exact words were as fol-
lows :—

¢ Clinton, it does not seem possible that
this can be my fatal illness. There is too
much work to be done that | should sccom-
plish. I am just in the prime of life. I koow
how to work for Jesus, and I love to work for
His cause. Does it not seem strange that I
should be called bome from the vineyard when
there are so many laggards in the field whiten-
ing for the barvest? Nevertheless, God's will
be done. It I am to die now there are certain
items of business ] must adjust. Sit down bere
with the tamily, and I will dictate my wishes.”

After deliberately disposing of his every in-
terest in this world, he dismissed all thought
of his earthly affairs, and summoned us to pray-
er at bis bedside, in which service be was him-
self the most fervent. In the most touching
manner be spoke to each member of his family
present, and left messages of love aod earnest
words of iovitation to holy living for absent
ones. From this hour—2 a.M. on Monday
morning—auntil daylight, the scene in the

He left messages for his associate
secretaries, for his Conference (Baltimore,)
tor the Missionary Society, and the Cburch at
large.

Preaching Cbrist is the only
work which brings sweet, perpetusl content-
ment. Dying is a fact—that takes care of
itselt. Faith in the great bereafter through
Christ is my strength. [ am nmow in a most
sweet state of mind, nearing the gates. Tarry
not, O Lord, but come now.

Love, rest, aad home—sweet, sweet home ;

At five o’clock Monday morning the Sacra-
ment of the Lard’s Supper was administered
by Dr. Chapmsn. The entire housebold, visi-
tors, attendants, nd servants, were summoned
to his room. As Dr. Chapman was beginning
the communion service, Dr. Eddy sat up in bis
bed, looked areund the room, and said, ** Wait ;
tell Annie to come, too” (Aanie is the colored
cook, and wasa great favorite of the doctor’s.)
Annie was specially called, and on ber arrival
at the bedside the most impressive communion
service I ever witnessed began. ’

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The eatire morning was made glorious by
bis utterances. Nearly every wakeful moment
gave us some gem of religious thought. Mon-
day and Monday might and Tuesday thus pass-
ed away. Tuesday night and Wednesday
morning be marched rapidly to bis end, a
shouting victor all the way. In response to
words of mine, suggesting the great loss our
Missionary Society would sustain in his death,
be said. .

** Clinton, I must quote to you the la:t text
{1 preached from: ** My God shall supply all
your need, according to His riches in glory,
by Cbrist Jesus.”

*‘ To Bishop Janes he said. *‘ I am resting
in Jesus, O so sweetly; a poor sinner. saved
by grace— buf saved, God be thanked.”

For more than an hour ot his last night be
uninterruptedly spoke of the great needs of
the Church, and the imperitive demands upon
our Missionary Society to take advanced
ground. *‘ Forward is the word-no falling
back; we must take the world for Christ. Say
80 to our people. God calls us louder than
thunder on the dome of the sky; the Lord
strikes the hour; we must throw down our
gold in the presénce of God. Amen.”

More than a score of times be called upon
us who stood beside him to see to it that the
Charch be roused to its plain duty to possess
the world for the Master. His face was beau-
tiful, as the light of the gates of the celestial
city flasbed upon bim.

One very pleasing incident, before losing
power of speech, was that of stretching bis
bands over the beads of his weeping family and
pronouncing the benediction. How empbatic
were the words,

*“ The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be
upon, ahd abide with you evermere. Amen.”

About one o'clock, on his last morning, he
lifted bis trembling bands, and endeavoured to
clasp them jn ecstasy. He was so weak they
passed each other, scarcely touching; but he
clearly shouted,

¢ HarreLoa! Harievuma! Havceovm

His last words were,

‘“ SING AND PRAY—ETERNITY DAWNS !”

We gathered around the rejoicing, triam-
phant saint, and sang, '

“ Jesus, lover of my roul.”
The Rev. Dr. Tiffany led us in praver, and we
continued to sing for an hour, during which
time he manifested excveding joy; he was fill-
ed with glory, trying in vain to speak.

Just before his last moments I said to him,
*“Dr. Eddy, is the way still bright and joyous ?
Is Jesus very precious to you now? 1f you
understand me, aod cannot speak, please raise
your hand.” He raised his hand as if voting
at 8 Conference, and beld it up until the ebbing
pulse grew fainter and fainter. In a few mo-
ments it was still, and the soul had rest in the
bosom of the Saviour of mankind.— Christian
Advocate. '

ADJOURNED SYNODS.

The Synod of ‘the Presbyterian Church of
the Lower Provinces met in James Church,
New Glasgow, at 10 o'clock on Wednesday,
the Moderator, Rev. P. G. McGregor, preach-
ed a very able and appro priate discourse, from
Eph. 4: 12.

After arranging the hour of meeting and the
order of business, the Synod adjourned till 2
o'clock. The attendance 1s large, especially
of ministers. The day is very beautiful, and
New Glasgow looks its best and prettiest.

The Synod met again at 2 o'clock. After
devotional exercises the returns on Union were
called for and ordered to be classified, the
thanks of the Synod were tendered to the Mod-
erator for his sermon, and he was requested to
publish it in the Record.

The Report of the Commission to Harvey
was read, showing that the Commissioners bad
used due diligence in the discharge of their
work. Prof. Macknight was unable to be pre-
sent on account of sickness in his tamily. The
Rev. Mr. Benoett had joined the Deputation,
aod his assistance was cordially acknowledged.
The Depaties had gone thoroughly into the dif-
ficulties of the case and made rcommendations
adapted to allay jealousies aad party spirit. The
present condition in Harvey is a bad resuls of
old divisions in the Presbyterian family. On
motion of the Rev. James Maclean, seconded
by Rev. Thomas Cumming, the report was re-
ceived and the diligence of the Deputation ap-
proved.

Rev. N. McKay submitted the report ot the
returns on the subject of Uoion, as follows :—

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND SYNOD. |
This Synod met in St. Andrew's Cburch, |
New Glasgow, at 10 o'clock, Rev. Mr. Duncan |
presiding. The attendance was large. The
chiet subject under consideration was the Union. |
The New Brunswick aod P. E. Ialand congre-
gations were unanimously in favor of Union,
The Synod passed a resolution giviag a delib-
erate seat to the members of the othber Synod.
On Thursday morning Rev. Mr. McCuna
moved a resolutioa to the effect thst in view ot
the sentiments of our congregations it is inex~
pedient to enter union with the other Presby-
terian bodies. He supported the resolution in
a temperate and friendly speech. The difficulty
with the people is that they think their con-
nection with the Cburch of Scotland will be
changed. Convince the people that there is tp
be no chaage in relation to the Church of Scot-
land, and all oppositicn will cease. Rev. Mr.
Duna seconded the motion.

Rev. Mr. Herdman moved an amendment to
the effect that the Synod do net proceed to
consummate Union as that might wreck the
the Synod, but adopt a Mutual Eligibility
scheme, and thus prepare the way for Union.
He declared himself most sincerely for Union.
He quoted the precedent of Dr. Candlish and
and the Free Cburch.

Rev. D. Macrae moved an amendmest in
favor of consummating the Union. The Synod
bed five times umanimously approved of the
Union.  Three-fourths of the congregations
bave approved of it with practical unanimity.
He eloqu3ntly and with close logic and fervent
appeal supported his motion. Seconded by
James Cumming, Elder. Rev.J. Fraser Camp-
bell and orhers supported the motion of Mr.
Macrae. The speaking was earnest and elo-
quent, all the speakers realizing the solemnity
ot the crisis. Mr. Coull aod Mr. Dunn spoke
in opposition to the Unigg, approving of the
principle, but deferring to the people in Picton
County.

Rev. Thomas Duncan sympathized deeply
with the Pictou brethren. He spoke of the
futility of the obiections now brought forward.
The Synod adjourned at 1214 p. m.

By Telegraph—Friday, 1 p. m.—In the
Church of Scotland Synod Union was carried
by a vote of twenty-sixth to seven. The minos-
ity will not resort to extreme measures. A fine
spirit pervades the whole Synod. A confer-
ence of the two Synod's was held this forenoon.
The Synod of the Presbyterian Church of the
Lower Provinces marched in a body to St.
Andrew's Church where the Church of Scotland
Synod was sitting. An hour was speat in
prayer, praise’'snd short speeches, and appro-
priate resolutions were adopted. The meeting
was exceedingly bappy. The Synods will close
to-day. The next place of meeting will be ap-
pointed after full conference with Churches in
the Upper Provinces. -Pres. Witness.

‘“ BROTHER MOODX.”

The same correspondent who bas furnisbed
the sketches of the revival in Scotland (Mr.
Charles T. Collins,) gives this interesting de-
scription of Mr. Moody himselt :—

An analysis of Mr. Moody’s power over the
Scottish people is no easy matter. To say that
his power lies iy his reputation is no solution.
His power lies greatly in the force of movelty
—style, language, argument are all novel. The
Scots have not been Gospel hardened to such
preaching, and it storms them where the de-
fences of sin are weak. But this power con-
sists not merely in the fresh garb of his thought
—the thought itselt springs out of a revival,
real, fresh apprebension of Christian truth by
bimself. He talks ot the Bible as though be
had lived among its personages, been present
in its events, and as though every word was
a felt word of God. To esrnestness and per-
sonal magnetism be joins a wonderful insight
into buman nature, and this gives him remark-
able success with inquirers, while it enables
him to sway all who labor with him. Where he
works, he rules, and the forces conceotrate
themselves. Forgettul of names, he remem-
bers faces a long time and bhas a wonderful
power of recalling the spiritual condition of
those who come to bim, so that after months,
meeting an inquirer, be astonishes him with a
poioted and pertinent question. Bat all these
are secondary causes. The great primary
cause of success is that God's spirit is working
with him. It rests on the man himself. Those
who have been constantly with him do not de-
tect inconsistencies in bis life, and universally
testify that he bears himself with perfect ha-
mility. Fawned upon and flattered, meeting
with a success which would intoxicate an or-
dinary speaker, ode can detect no enthrome-
ment of selt upon this success, nor even the
momentary flash “of selfish pride. Doctor
Andrew Bonar, the gentle biographer of Mc-
Cheyne—a man whose sensitive spirit would
feel intnitively anything springiag from pride
—spoke to me the other day in great admira-
tion ot Mr. Moody's ** wonderful bamility.”
It is not possible that ose should keep his bal-
ance in this way unless God’s spirit were upon
him. No trickster at words, no bypoerite in
teeling, no one working for and out of self,
could stand for months in the full light before a
whole nation and not fall into contempt. When
we turn from the man to the work done by
him, the same power is seen. A mere excite-
ment would expend icself, but after months of
a revival the full deep tide of this religious life
still flows on.” Both ia the work and in the man
we see then this power of the Holy Gbost, sad

This busivess, as is'well known, has been fos-
tered and encouraged in the United States to
such a degree, and the amount of capital and
labor invested in it there are so large, as to
rival all other parts of the globe in the produc-
tion of this domestic necessity. Whilst some
of the machines made have established for
themselves, by especial merits, a reputation as
meeting the requirements of the age, others
have been brought prominently before the pub-
lic in consequence of having marks of distine-
tion conferred upon the founder, or Company
by some Ruler in Continental Europe, and
whilst for a very laudable cause, it is sought ter,
no doubt, for advertising purposes, and bas
been very successful indeed. But the great
prize that all have coveted bas been to stand
first in the English markets, where merit alone
in the article exhibited is appreciated, and
where, in all cases, the best judges are select-
ed, te test thoroughly and decide between the
several competitors. Then a prize becomes
most valuable to the winner, because the piece
of workmanship has been found to have some
special merits of its own ; and although he may
be loaded down with bonorable Orders and dis-
tinctions, includieg Grand Crosses, etc., the
American mannfacturer's greatest ambition is
to achieve success at some English tair or exhi-
bition, and not a stone has been left unturned
by our enterprising neighbors in these contests
to carry off the honors. We, therefore, feel,
an especial pride at any time to have to record
any Canadian success in Great Britain, and are
pleased to note that, s few weeks ago, at Dar-
lington, England, amongst a large oumber of
masufactured goods there exhibited, the sew-
ing machines of the world formed the promi-
neut feature, from the fact that the Sociery of
Arts and Industry had offered a silver medal
for the most useful and best constructed family
sewing machine adapted for all kinds of work.
After much scrutiny, the real test came be-
tween two kinds only: the *‘ Singer,” man-
ufactured in the United States, and the ** Web-
ster,” made in Canada.

These two were taken to pieces and carefully
examined by experts, and on their decision the
medal was awarded the ** Webster,” amid the
applause of a large number of scientific spec-
tators who had taken a deep interest in the

We hope that we
may see other manufactured goods, as well as
sewing macbines, win such practical honors;
snd now the various manufactures he re are be-
coming important elements, and enhance the
value and interests of our shows and exhibi-
tions, both Provincial and local, we would re-
mind the Societies that it would be well if as
much pains were taken in the selection of the
most competent judges of msnufsctured arti-
cles as they evince in selecting judges of stock,
and the public would not only get the benefit
of it, but a much larger display of all the new-
est and best itventions. Let the publio of
Cacada understand that at all Fairs everything
is adjudged on its merits alone, and prizes
awarded without fear or favor, whether it be
for an agricultural implement or a sewing ma-
chine, and it will be soon be found that we
can compete in both with our neighbors, and
the success of the ‘* Webster ” has showa that
we have no reason to fear results against the
world in that line of business.—Iamilton

to subscribers. These rationalistic papers do
very well as long as people look to them for
nice stories, sentimental poetry, good editorials
on questions of general interest, and graphi-
cally written descriptions of persons snd
things ; bat they fail utterly and miserably as
Christian newspapers when any attack is made
on the essentials of our religion.

the inevitable fact, and then, calmly settling
his affairs, placed himselt and his family upon
the revealed promises of an unseen Saviour,
and is filled with indescribable peace and joy.
He bids bis loving and weeping circle individ-
ually farewell, with an apostolical benediction,
comforting them with the Gospel that sustained
him; he catches visions of the comiang glory
as he advances into the valley and shadow ot
death; be talks of what he sees and feels, with
his friends by his bedside, as il he were walk-
ing by the sea-shore, or looking upon some
charming landscape ; be calls for a triamphbant
song as the gate opens, and dies with a shout
upen his lip.

We miss them from the homes, the street
and the congregations where we so frequently
met them, but we believe our loss is their gain,

The first to depart was Abner Myers, aged
75 years, who died July 9th after a brief ill-
ness. Bro. Myers' growing infirmities pre-
vented him from so frequently attending the
public means of grace as be felt to be desirs-
able, yet in private conversation he frequently
expressed himselfl as anxious to be ready for
death, which be felt must soon come to him.

He remembered the disadvantages under
which the community labored in early time,
and was always interested in every measure for
the intellectual and moral improvement of the
country, and often mourned bis inability to do
more personally for the cause of Christ. His
last ytterances indicated the peace of mind with
which be met death.

The second was Alfred Torey, son of James
and Aon Torey. He died July 16:h, in the
26th year of his age, after a rapid decline.
Never very strong, and baving suffered from
severe illness & few years since, this last sick-
ness soon exhausted his remaining strength.

He connected bimself with the chureh in
1872. Want of education prevented him from
being a more active helper, yet surrounded by
many temptations, he commanded the expressed
admiration of magy observers by his constant
christian manner.

I saw him frequently as the end approached,
sod found bim always calm and hopefal, pati-
ently waiting until God would permit the
spirit to be free and the body to be at rest.

The third was Richard Ross who died Sept.
10th, in the 79th year of his age. When a
boy be received what education could be ob-
tained in the common schools of his day, and
through life continued to read aad think, so
that perbaps few men of his age and position
possessed more general knowledge than be.

Bro. Ross gave his beart to God at a com-
paratively early period of bis life, and joined
the W. M. Church when the late Rev. William
Smith laboured on the Guysborough Circuit.
He was a regular atteadant at the means of
grace, and strove not only to direct his family

by good instruction, but also by a consistent
christian example. When death came it found
bim, through faith in Christ, prepared for an
entrance into rest. Truly I may say be died
well, for never did I see one so rich in patient
bope and confident expectation awaitiog his
end. -

Sevex Days Aprirr 1N A Dory oN Graxp
Baxk Wirtnour Foop,

—

(From Cape Ann Advertiser.)

Two of the crew of schr. Marathon, of
this port, Geo. M. Roberts of Yarmouth,
N. 8., and James Austin of Liverpool, N.
8., left that vessel ou Grand Bauks at half-
past four on the afternoon of the 7th inst.,
for the purpose of visiting their trawls.
Soon after it commenced to breeze up and
a thick fog set in. A dory in which were
two of the crew, was paid out from the ves-
sel to their assistance, but the warp proved
too short, and the fog became so thick that
they soon lost sight of each other. They
could hear the shouts of their companinns,
but all efforts to reach them proved una-
vailing. It soon commeunced raining, and
the two mea made up their miads to do the
best they could through the night, in hopes
to fiod their vessel iu the morning. For-
tunately there were three trawl tubs on
board, and two of those were made fast to
the painter of the dory, and did- most ex-
celleut service as drags, keeping her head
to’the sea. The night passed drearily, and
they were glad enough when morning
dawned. The fog still contivued to envel-
ope them, and they concluded to row to the
westward. It cleared up occasionally, but
they saw no vessel, and night: came oun
ngain. The next day was also foggy, and
they lay to drag all day, drifting to the
eastward. Took watch and watch this
night, in hopes to catch a glimpse of some
light from a passiog vessel, but their hopes
were disappointed. It rained during the
night, aod they were fortunate enough to
catch a good supply of water in their re-
maining tub. Of this they draok sparing-
ly, and it served to appease the fearful
pangs of thirst and hunger.

Oan the third day they rowed to the
uorth-west, in bopes to get into the track
of the steamers. The fog still coutinued,
and no vessel was seen, and they pussed
another night in suspense. The men were
by this time getting discouraged, more es.
pecially Mr. Austiu, who bhad cootracted a
severe cold the first vight out, and was
troubled with such severe shaking of his
limbs that he could not sleep. The mor:
ing of the fourth day was clear, aud it cou-
tinued moderate through the day. This
gave them courage, and although quite
weak, they rowed to the westward, keep-
ing an anxious lookout for some welcome
sail, and doiog their best to keep up each
other’s courage. A shark came alongside
duriog the day, end they endeavored to
catch him, as they would gladly have pai-
taken of anything eatable ; but they were
unsuccessful. When the sun went down
that night, the poor fellows felt their hearts
sink within them, and they thought their
chances of being picked up were rather
slim. Roberts was enabled to pas3 some
of the weary hours in sleep ; but this boou,
for the most part, was denied his compau-
ion.”

MANITOBA AFFAIRS.

Wixxieee, Oct. 10.

This bas been a year of unexampled pros-
perity in Winnipeg. Labor was fully em-
ployed the last three months in the erection
of Government buildings and a number of
first-olass brick stores and warehouses, and
tae years footing of trade is more rsatisfactory
than in any past year, tbough fiom the in-
creased number of commercial travellers v sit-
ing Oatario, Quebec and St. Paul, this may
not soem likely to some suitors for trade in
the North-west.

The settlement of 1,200 Menonites on their
reserves near the city has given au impetus to
every interest that was simply remarkable,

P the first bateh of 300 baving spent $10,000

in one day at the stores of Winnipég, a not-
able exasmple in the aggregate of the benefits
accruing from even individual emigration.

A Mennonite hotel is being erected in
Winnipeg for the accommodation of these
people by one of themselves, and every - day
the road from their bome to the city is alive
with their ox-teams,laden with lumber, stoves,
groceries, and the thousand and one wants o
a new settler.

The profits of transportation on' the Red
River have been enormous during the past
season, the International steamer having
cleared 850,000, the Selkirk, $30,000, and
Cheyenve a like sum for their owners, be-
sides the innumerable flat boats that convey
lumber, grain, flour, and merchandize for
private parties.

The gradiog of the Pembina branch rail-
way to Poiot Dougles, opposite the city of
Winnipeg, will be completed this fall if the
seagon is an open one, ss seems likely, 500
men aod 140 teams are employed by the con-
tractor.

Notwithstanding the ery of grasshoppers,
the average orop of wheat will show fully 25
bushels to the average sown ; oats and barley
was mostly destroyed. Vogetables will be
about a balf a orop.

The warm weather of the late open fall is
now hatching out the young broods, to be
destroyed by the frosts of winter, so that no
fear may be felt as to their visitation next
year.

Six handsome brick stores and offices have
been erected on the main street, and two first.
olass botels opened this summer, and a post
office. Merchants’ Bank, and some six or
seven stores—all to be of brick—are being
prepared for during the coming winter.

Municipal matters bave thriven nnder the
experienced administration of Mayor Cornish,
and large improvements have been undertaken
and prepared for. - Some six miles of sidewalk
bave been laid, and a steam fire-enzine pur-
chased, ard water tanks laid down at the
principal centres. A loan bas now been
authorized for the constuction of water works
and a complete system of drainage next rum-
mer, and altogether matters look exceedingly
bealthy in the Western Dominion,

Real Estate operations bave beeu unusual-
ly active the past three months, and bave
shown a steady advance of about sn average
of one hundred per cent. the past summer.

Now that ove
innovation is tolerated in the egg trade, we
may bope that the long needed improvement
of selling eggs by weight may be considered.
Nothing is more absurd than selling eggs by
count, as some are twice as heavy and ‘werth
twice as much as others. Weighing the eggs
would be more just.—American Agriculturist.

A savE TeTHER-PIN.—The Agriculturist for
October illustrates s simple device which® we
infer any one is at liberty to make and use
without fear of infringiog on any patent. A
strong iron rod, say five eights or balt an inch
in diameter, is sharpened at one end and bent
inte a corkscrew-like spiral. The unsbarpen-
ed end is bent into a ring large enough to re-
ceive a good-sized rope. It is easy to screw
such an iron into anything wortby of being
called a soil, using & stick, it necessary, after
the manner of an augur bandle. Sucha tether-
pin as this will dety the efforts of the strongest
animal to pull it up, and with the ring at the
level of the ground it is impossible for the rope
to be twisted around the pin. This device is
likewise serviceable in a hundred other ways
about a country bouse, or, indeed, ;wherever
the stirface of the earth is mot covered by a
natural or artificial pavement of stones. It will
hold guy-ropes tor sheers, or the lower block
of hoisting tacle, or tent-ropes, or indeed, any
rope which is to be firmly beld at the surface
of the ground, and the great beauty of it is
that it does not get battered to pieces by being
bammered down every time it is set in & Dew
place.

Cows.—There are probably, $500,000,000
invested in cows in the United States. Unfor-
tunately a great deal of this money is not well
used. It does not bring in the yearly interest
which it might and ought to yield. The aver-
age profit which the ordinary farmer receives
trom his cows is quite small. But they ought
to pay well. If they do not, it shows either a
lack of skill or glse of care and attention on
the part of their owners. A great, perbaps the
greatest, cause of loss is, most farmers keep
poor cows. A poor cow bardly pays, while a
good one pays a handsome profit. It will cost
but little more to keep & good cow than a poor
one. The farmer will make from six to eight
pounds of butter per week for torty-two weeks,
