Boston will be pushed ahead with all possible speed now that
Governor loss has signed the Southern New England Rail-
way Bill and all legal prelimmaries had been satistied.  The
actual route has not yet been fully located, but preliminary
surveys are completed.

After July 15th next
musical instruments by all railway companies in Canada, and
carried at second-class rates. Hitherto they have been car-
ried only at first-class rates.  An order of the Railway Com-
mission. issued June 120 declares that eramophones are musi-
cal instruments and must come under the lower rates quoted
in railway tolls for this class of goods. )

—On the next sailling from New Zealand for London of the
New Zealand Shipping Co.’s boat Rimutaka, there will be
sent to Monte Video a consignment of 2.000 cases of apples.
It has been officially stated that orders for 20000 cases for
the Argentine have already been received. Th's is a new
outlet for New Zealand produce. Tt is a cold weather voy-

age. all that is required is good ventilation.

At the annual meeting of the Dominion Express Co.,
~une 13, the usnal dividends were declared and satisfactory
reports presented. The followng were re-elected directors:
—Sir Thomas (. Shaughnessy, R. B. Angus, Charles Hosmer,
R. Paton McLea and W. 8. Stout. At a subsequent meet--
ing of the directors, Mr. W. 8. Stout was re-elected presi-
dent and Mr. R. Paton McLea vice-president.

—The French Chamber of Deputies has passed a Bill ad-

mitting wheat free on condition that an equivalent weight of

flour is exported from France by the importer w'thin three
months, or an equivalent weight of Dbiscuits within four
months.  The high price of wheat and its scarcity have been
causing considerable apprehension in France. and it is believ-
ed that this action will temporarily relieve the market.
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—Tremendous outlays are projected by the C.P.R. this
year. Nineteen million dollars are going into equipmezt at
once, the main line is to be double-tracked from Winnipeg to
the Rockies, a new terminal depot is to be built at Quebee,
and the expensive work around the Viger Station, the Wind-
sor Street annex to the depot, the doubling of the big bridge
at Lachine are to be rushed to completion, as are also the
big docks at Vancouver.

—The following cable despatch has been sent to TLondon,
Eng., by the (anadian Western Natural Gas Light, Heat and
Power Company: “Fifty mues maim pipeline and nine miles
main in Calgary already constructed.” 'The London manage-
ment was also advised by mail that nearly all the ppeline
has already been despatched by the manufacturers, and that
the contractors are doing splendid work. The company's
available gas supply from its own wells is now 119 750,000
cubic feet per day.

—The Niagara Falls Power Company has applied to the
Public Service Commssion for authority to issue $3.567.000
bonds (including the remaining $335.000 of $1,021,000 author-
ized by the Commission on February 18, 1910, but not yet
issued), or, at the option of the company, to issue $3.567,000
stock instead of bonds. The proceeds are to be used for
proposed construction by the Canadian-Niagara Power Com-
pany, construction now under way, and to capitalize expendi-
tures out of earnings between January 1. 1909, and April 1,
1912.

—All the Nova Scotian vessels of the Bank fleet are home
from the spring trip, and have been very successful, the total
eatch being 50,199 quintals. The number of vessels engaged
was 61, which will give an average of 823 quintals per schoon-
er, is a high average, probably higher than for any previous
spring season.  Prices wo not rule as high as at this time
last year, but are still high enough to pay handsomely.
Some cargoes have been sold at $5 per quintal. but the price
has not been firmly set. as the market values in the West In-

dies are stai uncertain.

—There was an increase in the number of accidents sus-
tained by workmen in the course of their employment report-
ed to the wepartment of Labour during May. Altogether,
ninety fatal accidents and 241 resulting in serious injuries
were recorded as against sixty-two fatal and 227 non-fatal
during April, and a still smaller number, fifty-two fatal and
121 non-fatal during May a year ago. ‘lhese figures show
that forty-two more industrial accidents were reported in
May, 1912, than in the preceeding month and 158 more than

in the same month of the preced’ng year.

—An analysis of the figures of immigration from the Unit-
ed States into Canada for last month shows that about thir-
ty-eight out of the forty-eight States of the Union contribut-
ed to the swelling tide of American citizens pourmg into the
Dominion. Of the 21,494 arrivals from across the border
during May over 13,000 took up homesteads, while hundreds
of the others purchased land outright. Kach arrival brought
an average of over $£1,000, either in cash or eflects, the aggre-
gate wealth actually represented being est. mated at over
twenty-five million dollars. The border States were most
largely represented.

—Accord ng to United States Customs reports the value
of the diamonds imported in the last nine months was $30,
500,000, representing a total of $41,000,000 for the whole year,
thus exceeding the record of any earlier year, except 1910;
when the total was nearly $48.000,000. and 1907 when the to-

tal was $42,500,000. Uncut diamonds amount to about one-
fourth of the grand total. Cut diamends are chiefly drawn
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from Europe, though the product in most cases of the African
mines. 0Of the $7,500,000 of uncut diamonds imporied to the
State, $5000,600 worth was from the United Kingdom, and
$1,000,000 from Belgium.

—The suceess which attended the sale of New York city
bonds is lenaing enouragement to others, it 18 understood
that the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company in financing its
subway building operations will authorze an issue through
a new company which it will organize and control, of about
F100,000.000 i bonds. Of these bonds, $60,000,000, it 18 un-
derstood, will be used to secure the issue of $60,000000 of six
year 5 per cent notes which it is proposed to sell. 1t is
probable that holders of these notes will have the privilege
of exchanging them for the bonds which will be lodged as eol-

lateral security for the notes.

The Britsh Kngineering and Mining Journal has been

investgating the curious weposits of recently discovered pot-

ash in California. The facts as -set out point to these de-
posits becoming of poss:bly great commercial value. They

are unlike any potash hitherto discovered, masmuch as, in-
stead of lying in beds, they are in the form of a solution un-
der a strata of soda crystals. In the absence of railway
transport it 15 thought that the solution could be advantage-
ously piped to tide-water and there treated. But it is also
stated that the owners of the deposits are prepared to build
a railway themselves, and i this is done, there would appear
little doubt wat a considerable potash industry in California
will be initiated. which will make the Umted States inde-
pendent of Germany.

- A $7,000000 corporation, kngwn as the Canadian United
Lumber Corporation, nas been formed by British capital. It
will operate sawmills in British Columbia and lumber yards
on the pra‘rics. The company takes over the Pitt River
Towher Co., the Monarch Lumber Co.. at Savona, the Sov-
ereign Lumber Co., at Sicamous, and the Mc¢Bryan Lumber
Co., at Shuswap. T'hese companies own 42 lumber yards on
the prairies. It will erect two large saw mills on the west
ccsst of Vancouver Island. with the object of engaging in
thie cxport trade following the opening of the Panama Canal-
The tolal timber limits owned by the company aggregate
200 square miles,  The head office will be in Vancouver,
witl a sub-office in Calgary. Tt is one of the largest saw-
noill flotations ever subseribed for by the British investor.
Canadian and American capital is also inberested.

He
had a marvellous memorv, and never failed to supply
a quotation from the great authors when occasion de-
manded it Many a time his precizion corrected a
wrong quantity or word, and he was the natural ar-
biter in such matters to a wide circle of acquaintances.
Fall of the jov of life. he added to the pleasure of any
tociety where he was to be found, Some of his dearest
friends were made in the course of journevs to  the
mother land. or on tours through noted cities and re-
sorts in Furope or elsewhere.  He was also an excel-
lent and correct musician, heing a master of the violin,
and delighted in gathering a select circle of friends
about him for musical evenings when classical master-
pieces only were attempted by his fellow artists and
himself. It was characteristic of the man that all
was to be of the hest. and that each contributor should
perform in a manner. not simply his hest. but perfect.

“As far back as the years before Conlederation the
late Mr. Foley was a journalist in old Quebec, which
he left for the position of confidential sceretary to the
Hon. Wi, Dougall, commissioner of (rown  Lands.
After eleven vears” tenure of that office he came to
Montreal as founder and editor of the *~Journal of
Commerce.”  He had the faculty ol associating in-
fluential men with his undertakings, and among other
well known in the world of commerce. who occupied
somewhat similar poxitions, was Sir Francis Hincks,
associate editor for the ten years anterior to his death.
Mr. Foley wielded an able, caustic pen, and his con-
tributions to financial and commercial journalism al-
ways attracted attention.

He had been ailing for some time past. though al-
ways presenting a smiling face to his associates.  For
the past few months he has heen confined to his house,
and last Monday, surrounded by his family, he peace-
fully passed away.

Mr. Folev married in 1365 Mizs Ellen Leonard, of
Oshama, and in 1874 Miss Marcarct Anne Jane Mae-
dougall, who survives him. He i also survived by
six_children: Mrs. Louis Lacoste. Mr. E. W. Foley,
P. N. Foley (present manager of the “Journal of
Commerce™), Miss M. A. Folev, Mr. A, M. S, Foley,
all of Montreal, and Mrs. 1. T, Wilkins, of Detroit.
Three brothers, Mr. Wm. (. Folev, president of the
Foley and Williams Manufacturing Co., of (hicago;
Mr. D. F. Foley, of this city: Mr. Henry Foley. of
Hamilton, Ont.: and three sisters, Mis. Margaret
Savage of Odell, TH.; Mrs. (. (ostello, Westover,
Ovt., and Mrs. P. Gavin. of Freelton. Ont ., lament his
loss.as do a wide circle of friends in this citv  and
clsewhere .” . .

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THE DECLINE IN CONSOLS.

. At a recent banquet in London, attended by repre-
scitative British bankers, the Prime Minister was led
to talk upon the always interesting subject, the declire
iv the price of Consols. There was little that isnew
te be said, or indeed anything which would sound un-
familiar to readers of the “Journal of Commerce.” But
Ilon. Mr. Asquith has the great gift of simplification,
and in this case that attribute invests his address with
pecul ar interest.  The application of the last part of
Lis speech to the whole subject will not escape those
interested in national investment stocks.  These are
cspecially interesting in the face of the late reduction
in the German discount ratei—

“1 am dealing particularly just for a moment with
the topic to which the chairman in very courteous and
considerate terms invited my attention—mnamely, the
fall in the market value of what are called gilt-edged
sceurities, and in particular of our premier sceurity—
Consols. Gentlemen, I will he very careful not to
trespass in this somewhat delicate matter upon contre-
versial ground, but 1 will ventwre in connection with
that topic, as the chainman has opened it, to make
three observations: In the first place. as no one knows
better than you, there has been an enormous imcrease
during the last 20 years in the area which has legally
opened and which s taken advantage ol by trustees
for the investment of Tunds.  That arca is now esti-
mated (o amount to something very nearly approach-
ing two thousand million sterling. In the text place,
we cnnot ignore—unfairly and foolishly ignore—the
deniand for a higher yield in rate of interest which al-
wavs accompanies an era ol trade activity, particu
larly when it is the case, as it is the case now. that we
are witnessing every year the opening up of new ficlds
in all parts of the world, hoth for investment and for
exploitation. I am going to a perhaps still  more
complicated aspect of the subject, one w hich, since the
chairman has challenged e, is one from which I must
not =hrink ;and 1 ask you to observe the fallin the va-
lue of Government securities which has taken place,
and markedly taken place, during the series ol years
when Parliament has made provision, at a lar greater
rate than ever known before, for the reduction and exs-
tinction of our capital labilities. 1 am not going to
trouble you with many figures, but I am just going to
quote one or two. During the six years March 31st,
1906, to March 3lst of the present year, the aggregate
gross liabilities ol the State in this country were ve
duced. in round numbers, from 789 millions to 2S5 mil-
lions, or by 64 millions sterling—in other words, at an
average rate of 10 1-2 millions a year. 1 agree en-
tirely with what the chairman has saidasto the desir-
ability of making provision in time of peace for t he
aprlication of our sinking fund for the reduction of our
capital liabilities, and a consequent increase in- the pos-
sible margin of credit, if and when a time should come
when we are again obliged to borrow.  But in that
period—a period of six yvears—we have reduced  the
gross liabilities at the rate of 10 1-2 millions a year,
and T think we can sav. without undue arrogance or
self-complacency, that our position and our action

compare very favourably with that of any other Bu-
ropean State.  (Hear, hear.)

What has happened elsewhere during, roughly. the
same period—I say roughly becausel do not think the
complete figures are available beyond the completed
year 1910—the debts of France and Italy have been
reduced respectively by 17 millions and eight millions,
while that of Germany has been incressed by 83 mil-
lions and that of Austria by 112 millioms. I do not
think, therefore—IL will not enter into any controver-
sigl topics—but 1 do mot think, if we are compared
with any other country, we have any resson to feel
ashamed. Lammnot in the least urging thatasa rea-
son for slackening or relaxing owr efforts, for ] am one
of those who hold, and I think showed L beld, when I
was Chancellor of the Exchequer, that the reduction
and redemption of debt in time of peace was one of
the first duties imcumbent wpon a  Government.
(Cheers.)™

It is not difficult to believe that Gemany is begn-
ning to fear a very serious drop in the valie of its na-
tional securities. It is quite an event for the Imper-
ial Bank of Germany to lower its rate of discount.
7or nine months it has been at 5 per cent, the finan-
cia! world understanding thoroughly well that Berlin
really requred to attract gold, owing to its immense
capenditures on paval and military accounts, and also
in part to the withdrawal of French fuonds from the
counlrv.  Tle German Bank rate hasstoodatb per
cent since September 18, 1911, on which date it was
advanced from -4 per cent, the mte for the preceding
even men‘l=,  Since the establishment of thed per
cent rate by the Imperial Bank of Germuny lagt fall
the Bank of France has reduced its rate from 3 1-2to
3 per cent on May 16 of this year, and the Bank of
Iongland has lowered its rate from 4 per cent to3 1-2
per cent on February 8 aud to 3 per cent on May 9.
[{ is understood that the redudion ww ordered in
Berlin is not by any means indicative of asier money
¢ ondlitions, but probably results from a feeling that
{le maintenance of the 5 per cent rate would be a
confession of weakness in.view of the lowering of rates
by the other two great banks named. Foar per cent
isa low rate for the Geman Bank. andamong the rea-
cons given i friendly quarters why money ordinanily
rules higher in Berlin than in London and Parisis
that the bankers of Bastern Turope are accustomedto
Arw heavily on Germany. A 4 per cent rate is a
confession of need at the present junchure, quite ex-
cuahle under the circumstances, but nevertheles re-
flecting ereatly more seriously wpon the condition of
the mational credit than does the present quotation of

Consols upon England’s standing.

_Alntreals cviedebt is now $5.000,000, but another four
or five millions will shortly he added as the result  of com-
templated public works.

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EEEP CANADA OUT OF MEBEXICAN TANGLE!

Itis hard to say what authority the Mesican news-
pipers had for their statement that the Province of
Chihuahua, Mexico, had an assurance from C(anadian
benkers that aloan could be floated for that section in
this Dominion, We find it difficult to believe that
any such assurance bad ever been given, or that there
was the lesst authority for any such statement. On
the contrary, (anadian banks have some of the best of
reasons for keeping well away from Mexican business
of every sort. It is true that a considerable sum of
Canadian cash has found its way into Mexico, and that
many public utilities have an interest for our fnan-
ciers,  But we do not incline to the opinion that
therefore, the interpal or national quarrels of the
couniry have the lesst interest for our bankers. In
fact, it is pow considered to be unmnecessary to follow
Canadian investments to Mexico with branches of our
bunks.

The rveasons for our concern are found summed up
in the following quotation, which is worthy of some at-
tention —“Advices received by the State Department
recently reported that the Mexican rebels nnder Gen-
erel Orozco had met with ascrious defeat at the hands
ol the Federals and were retreating upon Jimines.
The report has not been confirmed.  The rebels, on
the other hand, claim they have the Federal army of
General Huerta bottled up between Chihuahua an
Torrecon and starving, subsisting on horse meat and
dscussing sarrender,  The Chihuahua  lLeegislture
has passed a special Act authorizing the issuance of a
million dollars’ worth of bonds to tfinance the revolu-
tion. In tne event of the success of the revolution
General Orozco promises that these honds shall become
national obligations.  T'he Mexican Federal Govern-
ment declares that Chihuahua cannot legally issue
bonds.  Senator Nelson in the U.S. Senate has in-
troduced a long resolution directing the Foreign Re-
lations Committee to make a thorough inquiry into
the statements that the uprisings both in Cuba and
DMexico originated and were financed in the Uniu
States. Senator Nelson declared that U.S. Sugar
interests furnished the funds for the Cuban inswrec-
tion in the interest of annexation which would remove
the duty on raw sugar.  Mining interests, he declar-
ed, were seeking the annexation of Northern Mexico”

There may he some U.S. reasons behind the rumour
we quoted in arecent isue of the “Journal of Com-
merce” respecting Canadian implication in  Mesican
affairs.  That our hands would have part or lot in
financing a rebellion which mav or may not turn out
to be a revolution is too ridiculous. We do not be-
lieve anything of the sort.  Canadian interests and
sound financial interests do not incline in that direc-
tion at all.  Loyalty to the British Empire requires
that we let severely alone, all which might bring the
so-called Munro doctrine upon the carpet prematurely.
From these, if for no other reasons, we dishelieve the
story, and sincerely hope that no one has undertaken
to affect to represent Canadian momey, or opinion, in
8o important a matter.  Canada must be kept well
out of such muddle as has arisen in Mexico, since the
withdrawval from its management of the strong hand

of ex-President Diaz, Canadian banks have official~
ly no connection with the Chihwabuan bond issue, nor
as a revolutiopary matter will they have any th
do with it. ’

U.S. CEMENT TRADE.

No one has ever expressed any doubt of the incréas-
ing importance of the cement business. Within the
past ten yesrs its use has been enlarged many degrees.
Its portability has been greatly in its favour, making
it imposible to give all the advantage of the most dur-
able stone to places far remote from quarries, and to
positions in foundations, and under water where stone
itself could not possibly be introduced.  And its com-
parative chea press has helped to give it the very widest
applications in the constructive trades. The develop-
ment of the cement manufacturing industry in Can-
ada has not kept pace with the needs of the communi-
ty.  Nor has the business grown uniformly through-
out the country as: was hoped would be the case when
Sir Sandford Flemming and Sir Max Aitkens bent their
energies towards establishing an immense merger to
control the production of the Dominion, It is said
that Calgary and ome or two other western points are
to make cement upon grand scale, but for the present
the Western Provinces have been driven to declare
that they must depend not upon themselves, but upon
the United States for their supplies .

Cement production, consumption and exportation
have shown remarkable increase in the statistical re-
cords of the United States, asshown by fignres of the
Bureau of Statisties, Department of Cormerce and La-
bour, while inmportations shows an equally remarkable
decline.  The quantity produced, according to fignres
of the Bureau presented in its Statistical Abstract,
just issued, has grown from 8,000,000 bbls. in 1890 to
17,000,000 in 1900 and 78,000,000 in 1910, the value
having increaed from $6,000,000 in 1890 to $13,000,
000 in 1900, and $69,000,000 in 1910,

Meantime, the figures of imports and exports show
equally striking changes. The quantity of cement
exported has grown from 76,055 bhls. (of 380 Ibs.)
in 1900, valued at $163,162, to 2.971.474 Dbbls. in
1911, valued at $4.319.290; while the figures foxr the
nine months ended with March indicate that the total
for the fisecal year 1912 will considerably exceed, in
both quantity and value that of 1911, and will probably
amount to more than 3.000.000 bbls, or 40 times a8
much in 1912, asin 1900, with a value of more than
$5,000,000, as against $163,162 in 1900 . On the 1m-
ports side the decline has been as rapid and striking
as the increase on the export «ide.  The: quantity of
cement imported in 1907 was 1,123763,604 1bs., but
by 1911 had fallen to 93.297,749 lbs.,, and in the fiscal
vear 1912 seems likely to fall helow 50,000,000 Ibs,
orless than one-twentieth of the imports of 1907,

The Tnited States is leading the way in the produc-
tion of cement for industrial purposes.  The latest
figures available in the Bureau of Statistics with refer-
ence to production in various parts of the world .places
the production in Germany at about 30,000,000 hbls,
or considerably less than half of the Tmnited States,
and that of England, slightly less than 20,000,000 bbls.
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THE DECADENCE OF NEW ENGLAND.

Itis a good many years now since the blight of Wes
tern development fell upon farming industry in New
Englaind.  The impossibility of competing with the
new fertility of the prairie States, effectually enticed
or drove the agriculturists from the worn out lands of
Vermont, Maine, Connectient, and New Hampshire.
For a lomg time now the disused, neglected farms of
these States have been usel “to point a moral, or
adorn a tale.™ .,

But there was the hope that the ingenuity and in-
dustry of the populace, joined with the proximity  to
deep water ports, and their connection by rail with
all parte of the Tnmion. would for ever preseryve manu-
facturing to these Ntates. They had the plants, the
aperatives, the money. and might well hope to con-
tinue to he the fextile manufactnrers of their great
and fast-growing country . It was allowed that ow-
ing to the large working population  the. Southern
States would alwavs be the producers of sugar, tobac
co. cornand cotton, hut it wasnot thought that clima-
tic condition or {he position of the Tahouring classes.
chieflv colonreld. would ever enable them to develop
manifactories,

jut this s just what has occnrred,  The southem
plinters have hecome edicated tothe fact that trans-
portation & King of trade and commeree fo-day. If
thev can save the hanlage of the raw cotton to New
Toolnd, and of the manufactured cotfon hack from
thenee o great deal will have heen accomplished  to-
wards Tuilding up manufactures of their own,  The
coxt of the transport would alone give the South all
the plant it needed .

But if domestic needs conld e met that way, why
not all the trade of the country 2 Why is it neceszary
to vemove the raw cotton at all”  Why not manufac-
tire it. right on the fiells as it were? Since the cli-
matic difiulties have heen overcome, and the mative
Tahour has heen found suitable there hagbeen no sound
answer tom {hese arguments, The development of the
cotton goods industry in the south iy of course, des-
{rictive to the esdablished facories in New England.
So dearly is this seen, that the manufacturers there
are themselves etablizhing plantz in the  Southem
States, to meet the compelition of new rivals, of ten
financed withe British tunds. It requires no prophet
to foresee the dizastrons results for New  Englhnd.
Nordoes ane need fo oo far alicld to jul];_’p of the of-
foet upon certain railroad <,

\We nake the following extracts from an article wup-
on another side of thiz subjoct in the last number {o
sach us of the Textile Mercury, the valualle organ of
the fextile industrios of North England, in which are
cnfained sorne personally collected and donbiless en-
tirely reliable statistics —

000, for manufacturing fine yarns from carded and
combed American and Egyptian cotton; and a 20,000
spindle and 500 loom plant, capitalized at $500,000, for
manufacturing cotton cloth,  These are but a few of
the principal enterprises, and are mentioned as show-
ing the extent of investment and the character of
zoods decided on.

From Jannary 1st to March 31st. of 1912, there was -

more aclivity in Southern mill progress than during
any three-months period for several vears past. In
the first quarter of this year eleven established com-
panies announced their plans for adding a total of 62,
000 spindles and 700 looms, while three new companies
were organized and announced their plans for install-
ing 25,000 gpindles and 450 looms.  That is a total
of 87,000 spindles and 1,150 looms—calling for an in-
vestment of not Jess than $2:000,000, all hut $500,000
of that amount heing for the additions by the estal-
lished companies.  Thus again it isseen that the ex-
perienced cotton manufacturers of the South are the
ones who are making the largest investments in cotton
nanufacture in the cotton-growing section . The
largest plant ineluded in the foregoing is one of 15,000
spindles and 450 looms, capitalized at $300,000, while
the largest addition is 20.000 spin(llvs and 500 loons,
costing $500,000 .

Im 1880 the Sounth had 637,000 spndles and 15,000
Loors, and it worked up 112,000,000 b of cotton, In
1890 it had 1.720,000 spindles and 39,500 looms, and

consunmed 280000000 1L, of cotton . In 1900 it had
1500000 spindles and 113000 loowms, and used 750,
000,000 b, ot cotton. In 1910 it had 11.000,000

spindles and 237,000 Tooms, and wed 1,120,000,000 1b.
ol cotton. In 1912 it had 11,330,000 spindles and
240,000 looms, and worked up L1 13,000,000 1b,  of
cofton.

The loregoing particnlars show that the South’s
aclive spindles inerased hetween 1880 and 1911 by
1,50 per cent, and its looms by 1.520 per cent, while

its con=imption of cotton i the willy increased Dy
PDuring 1911 the Southern mills con-

sumed 19 per cent of the South’s cotton crop, 16 per

90 per cent.

cent being consumed by mills in other parts of the
country.  The other 65 per cent was shipped abroad,
the greater portion of it heing purchased for the mills
of Kngland,  The significance of these facts from the
point of view of the Inglish industryis so obvious that
it need not be insisted upon.™

The movement of this great manufacturing business
is significant. It shows the danger of a too rapid
scttlement of a country, without opportunity for the
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normal placing, or development of its industries. It

also makes it clear that heavy losses are likely to fol-
low attempts to Jocalize any great national business at
set points, when immense territories have to be provid-
ed for, unless there are natural advantages such as.the
immediate proximity of raw mater:al, supporting them.

There appears to be mo fear of Canada’s requiring
to be taughtany suich lesson, for the tendency in this
country is towards following settlement along with
factories. as soon as the population allows. But the
decline of the industries of New England are worthy

of close attention for many reasons.

SIDELIGHTS ON HIGH PRICES PROBILEM.

The probability that the inereased production of
gold has lowered the purchasing value of the metal,
has been debated by able minds until the opinionseems
to have been manifested that there is nothing in  the
reason thus arrived at for the high costof living.  The
“reductio ad absurdum™ was supplied by the question
of a theoretical financier in the British House of Com-
mons, who took the Government to task for putting up
the price of silver by imposing an import duty upon 1t
in India, thus increasing the cost of living.  Patient
studv is making it plain that there are other deeper
reasons for the increased price of food, at any rate than
the enlarged gold production.  The matter is resolv-
ing itself into the old problem of supply and demand.
Things are dearer because there are, comparatively
speaking, less of them,

For instance, to turn for a moment to the place
where so many curious problems are being worked out,
“aceording to the census of 1910, the figures of which
have just been made public by the Census Bureau,
there are no less than 229 cities in the United States
with a population of 25,000 or over. This extraor-
dinary showing indicates the extent to which the coun-
tryv is hecoming a nation in citiex,  Greater New York
is given a population of 4,762,000, while the popula-
tion of the metropolitan district is 6,500,000,  Great-
er Boston has passed the million mark, and the Phila-
delphia total ix nov 1,549,000, while (“hicago is fast
approaching 3,000,000, Pittshurgh and (leveland
cach have passed the half million mark, while San
Francisco hasa total of 4+16.912 despite the earthquake
of 1904.

Lven cities of the second class are rapidly  rising .
Detroit now has 465,766 ; .\Iinnv;l])ulfs, 301,408: Den
ver, 213.381 ; and New Orleans, 339,075. Baltimere,
like Cleveland and Pittsburgh has passed the half mil-
lion mark with a total of 558485. Indianapolis and
Lousville, Ky., are close rivals, with totalz of 233,650
and 223,928 ; while Providence, R.1.. is only just be-
hind the above towns with a total of 207,214 . Seattle,
thanks to the Alaska trade, has goneahead of Portland
and now has a population of 237194. The lake trade
is also a powerful stimulug to growth, and Milwaukee
has risen to the dignity of 373,857, while Buffalo has
423.015.

‘What gives special emphasis to the growth of urhan
communities is the number of towns in cach State with
over 25000 population. New York has twenty-six

¢ities above this low limit, while (alifornia has eight
and Washington has three.  Large States, like Penn-
sylvania, Ohio, Illinois and Muassachusetts also stand
high on the list.

Health seekers have made Lios Angeles a town of
319,198 population, while politics and statesmen have
raised Washington to the dignity of a city of 331,069,
There is a neck and neck race between St Paul, Minn,,
and Kansas City, with totals of 214,744 and 248,381,
respectively .7

Alongside this array of figures comyiled by the Ame-
erican Banker, place the tollowing fact derived from
another set. of U.N. (ensus statenments which shows a
wheat acreage of 4,462,592 in 1909, as compared with
32,088,074 acres in 1899 . We ought toadd that the
production of wheat was slightly larger in the last
year than at the time of the previous census.  Buf
the advantage was not great, though the value of the
wheat from thisacreage in 1909 was 77 per cent great-
er than that of ten years previously, being $657,565,-
80110 1909, and $369,945320 in 1899,

Taking all the cereals en masse, the total acreage of
1909 was 191,359,963 and in 1899 it was 184,982,220
acres . The aggregate yiell of all grains was: In
1909, 4,512564,465 bushels, against +,438,857,013
bushels in 1899.  With the production only slightly
larger, then, it appears that the value of the grain
ctops in 1909 exceeded that of 1899 by no less a sum
than $1,182,000,000. The increase of population
during the ten .years was 21 per cent; the increase in
grain production only 1.3 per cent. In 1909 the
capita production was only 49.1 bhushels, in 1899 it
vas 58.4 bushels. It ought to be pretty clear by ths
time why food prices have increased in the States,
Wemay add that no portion of the community has in-
reased the value of its property s amazingly in ten
vears as have the farmers.  In 1910 the farm lands in
the States were valved at $40,991,449.090. against $20,-
139901164 in 1909. In other words, the farm lands
have doubled in value in ten vears owing to the extra-
vagant prices the people of the States have been comv
pelled to pay for their food .

FISHERIES.

1Tpon every salmon river in Bastern Canada a close
watch is being kept at the present moment, to catch
the fivst sight of the home-coming of the lordly “salmo
silar.”  The very ace of the sport of angling, do
these vagabonds of the deep :lil‘ol'd, as they come back
lusty and strong from their winter trip to salt water,
In fact, he knows nothing as vet of the highest flights
of gentle Walton’s art, who has not fought a fresh
run salmon in such strong waters as make no ignoble
homes for the cleanest, gumest of all the fish, King
Salmon, himself, Sportstuen are  gathering  from
various parts of the earth for the angling season om
the Cascapedia. the Grand River of Gaspe, the Sague-
nay tributaries, and any another noted breeding place
of the fish.  Time was, before cities turned our crys-
tal waters into open drains, when salmon bred. and
returned year after year up the St. Lawrence as far
as to Niagara Falls, and along the Ottawa probably to
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the foot of Parliament Hill itself. Those days, our
vicious system of stream pollution have banished for
ever, for the salmon is too self-respecting fo swim in
defiled waters.

The Government of Quebec has good reason to ap-
preciate the Providence which has put our greates
preciate rivers out of reach of such spoliation. Their
rentals make no inconsiderable addition to the income
of the Province, as readers of the “Journal of Con-
merce” will remanber.  Until Ungava was added to
its domain this year, Quebec had no sea coast fisher-
ies, properly gpeaking. Our private information leads
us to believe that its new northern salt-water connec-
tion is fo be excredingly valuable as soon as transpor-
tation facilities make it possible to develop its fisher-
ies . No doubt salmon and trout waters abound in
the new territory also, but ils deep water resources
are probably worthy of very serious attention. — In
fict, it is a soutce of continued surprise to business
nen [rom Iurope that so little money has found its
way Lo the «developng of our fisheries, considering
their vast cconomic imporfance . Canada has not yet
larned the value of a heh dict. owing to its compara-
tively hich cost . The transportation end needs expert
development . doubtless, but no doubt that will come
with enlarged production and demand.  With meats
mounting rapidly in price, and all supplies becoming
ganticr, owing to the increasing cost of Jabour, there
will be o ready acceptance no doubt of fish. In fact,
the time appears to propitions as possible for look-
ing into this question, and investing it under proper
On the Pacific Coast, the

wit ers feem with valuable food fish, as do the famous

advice, and management .

Allantic “hanks™ and “grounds.”” Hndson Bay and
Tnaiva Bay are the natural preserves of herring. mac-
kerel, cod and halibut . Our great inland waters have
also their finny resources, for the relief of the interior
of the country. We ought, in short, to be afforded
the oppo-tunity of using the natural food bounti fully
prepaved for us. Wenunderstand that some enquiries
have been male by two British firms into our native
resources with a view to engaging in active operations
for the European ¢hilleld fish trade.  There ought to
Bbe room for Canadian enterprise in it alko. as there
certainly i€ a demand for more fish  throughout  the
smaller fowns and country parts of the Dominion.

The following table from combined British and
other souvces gives some rongh idea of the value of the
fishing industries of the world. and of the share our
country already hasinit.

0UR CROPS.

A bulletin of lhe Census and Statistics Office has issued
reports as L ollows: —Throughout the greater part of Canada
the spring this year has been cold, wet and backward. Con-
tivnous ryoins, especitlly in Nova Scotia, New Brumswick and
Qutbee, hive greatly interfered with the Spring seeling, and
at the end of May large areas in these three provinces, par-
licularly on Jow-lying lands, were still unseeded. It is im-
possible, therefore, to base upon the data at present, avail-
able complete estimates of the areas sown to this year's prin-
cipal field crops, and the following are consequently prelimin-
ary figures subject to revision at the end of June, when fresh
returns afler completion of the seeding will be made by cor-
respondents  of the office. The area under fall wheat, de-
ducting that which was winter killed in Ontario and Alberta,
is placed at 181,000 acres. Spring wheat occupies 9,145000
aeres, and the total wheat area amoumts therefore to 9,926,-
(00 acres.  Oatsshow an aven of 9486,000 acres and barley
1,420,000 acres. Rye, peas and mixed grains have a total
acreage of SOLO00 and the area of hay and cdover is 7,904,000
acres, alfalfa is sown to 112000 acres.  Condition at the end
of May, as measired aga:nst a standard of 100 representing
the promise of o full crop, is high dfor all the products re-
porled on, excepting fall wheat, the per cent condition of
which, viz, 71.46.is lower than that of any of the three pre-
vions years at the same date . This erop suffered from the
exceptionally: severe winter in Ontario and from the lack of
sutlicient snow protection m Alberta, whilst the coll wet
sbring has been adverse to recovery and good growth. The
condition of spring wheat is .21 against 96.69 last year,
vits 91L.GT agninst 94,67, barley 01 .08 against 93.49. 1ye
A7 .24 against 90.26. peas 83.83) against 93.15, mixed grains
87 .72 aga st 93.84 ., The condition of hay and clover is
N compared with 74.63 at the end of April and 91.45 at
the end of Maw. 1911, Alfalfa, where grown. shows this
vear an averige condition of 90.65. For the three North-
West Provinees the areas are, as estimated as May 31. wheat
9,122,000 acres oats, 5,007,000 acres and barley 837000 acres.

The condition of these cereals in the North-West provinces
is over 05 per cent of the standard. except for fall wheat in
Alherta where it is 76.62 per cent.  Tn Saskatchewan the
area nnder fall wheat is estimated at 53.000 acres, and its
per cent eomdition on May 31 was 93.28.

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CANADA’S 1911 PULPWOOD CUONSUMPTION.

The Forestry Branch of the Department of the Interior has
finished the compilation of the statistics of pulpwood con-
sumption for 1901, and will shortly publ-ish the vresults as
their Bulletin No. 30.

The consumption of pulpwood showed an increase of 73.801
cords (or 12.3 per cent) namely, from 598,487 cords in 1910
o (72,288 cords in 1911. The average price per cord ($6.45)
wvas the highest paid since these statistics began to be com-
piled in 1908. The increase in the production of pulp -was
22.229 tonms, viz, from 474,604 tons in 1910 to 496,833 tons in
1911 (an increase of 4./ per cent). Ifty four firms sent
in reports, an increase of three.

Quebec mills, 28 in number, consumed 38 per cent of the
total quantity of wood used; Ontario, with fourteen mills
used almost one third; the four mills in New Brunswick took
(.8 per cent of the total and Nova Scotia’s seven mils about
lalf that quantity. The actual quantit'es of pulp consumed
are as follows:—Quebeec, 390,426 cords; Ontario, 213.667
cords; New Brunswick, 45,824 cords, and Nova Scotia, 2Z2-
221 cords. rulp manufacture in British  Columbn is still
in the experimental stage.

The effect on the price of pulpwool of Quebec’s prohibi-
tory regulations as to export of wood cut on crown lands

Jas been awaited with interest. The concdusion to be drawn
from the figures of the bulletin is that an inaease of almost
one dollar per cord has resulted. The average price paild

for pulpwood in Quebec in 1911 was 97 cents per cord greater
than that paid in 1910. In Ontario the pree fell twenty
cents, while New Brunswick and Nova Scotia show increases
of twenty to thirty cents per cord.

Spruce is still far in the lead as a pulpwood. over four-
fifths of the total consumption was balsam fir, and poplar
and hemlock each furnished less than one per cent of the to-
tal. The proportion of balsam fir used for pulp is constant-
Iy increasing.

Only four species—namely, spruce, balsam fir, poplar and
hemlock— were used for pulp in 1911, Quebee used all four,
Ontario and Nova Scotia all but hemlock, and New  Bruns-
wick only spruce and balsam fir. The proportions of the
two principall woods to the total consumption in the various
provinees were as follows:—Quebee: spruce 75 per eent, bal-
sam fir, 23.8 per cent; Ontario: spruee, 90 per cent, balsam
fir. 9 per cent; Nova Scotia: spruce, 81 per cent, balsam fir,
18 per cent; New Brunswick: spruce. 96 per cent, balsam fir,
4 per cent.

Of the processes the mechanical leals; sixty per cent of
the pulp manufacturedl was made by this process. Thirty-
tvo per cent of the pulp was roduced by the sulphite pro-
cess, and about eight per cent by the soda process.

Quebee leads in the production of mechanical and — soda
pulps. and Ontario in the manufacture of sulphite pulp.

The proportions of the different woods used in each pro-
7nce are as follows:—

In 1911, 72.9 per cent of the pulp made was produced by
the mechanical process. Nova Scotia used this process ex-
clusively, and over half of Ontario’s pulp is produced by this
method. New Brumswick, on the other hand, manufactures

eighty per cent of its pulpwood by the sulphite process, with
the remainder diviled equally between the other two pro-
cesses. ’

The annual consumption of pulpwood per mwill in the Do-
minion was 12,450 cords, almost the same as that for 1909
(12,442 cor(.ls) and quite an increase over that for 1910 (11,
735 cords) . Ontario gives the highest average cut per mill,
viz., 15,262 cords.

The aggregate export wo-od-p‘ulp was 259514 tons, of which
291 107 was mechanical pulp and 38347 chemical pulp. The

total value of the pulp exported was $4,902.862, an average
value of $18.89 per ton. In 1910, 328,977 tons of pulp, va-
lued at $5.694,806 were exported. The mechanical pulp was
worth $3,43(,670, or $15.54 per ton, and the chemical pulp
$1,466,192, or $38.23 per tou. The mechanical pulp thus
formed 85.2 per cent of the export, and the chemical pulp
14.8 per cent. I'he United States received 99.1 per cent of
the mechanical pulp exported, and 99.8 per cent of the ex-
port of chemical pulp; the United Kingdom, 0.9 and 0.2 per
cent respectively.  ‘Lhere was practically no export to any
other country .

While exports of wood-pulp decreased by 69,463 tons, the
quantity exported to the United States increased over that
taken in 1910 by 3,103 tons, that country taking almost 52
per «nt of Canada’s total product. In transatlantic mar-
Kets it seems that Scandipavian and German pulp are suc-
cessfully competing with Canadian pulp, probably ow!ng to
the lower cost of labour in these countries and perhaps, also,
to the fact that smaller profits may be satisfactory to capi-
tal. The home market, also, has increased its production
by some forty per cent since 1908, when it took 34 per cent,

.4 in 1911 took almest 48 per cent.

Canada mow supplies approximately half of the United
States import of pulp. Liess pulpwood in the unmanufac-
tured state was exported n 1911 than in any year since 1907.
The decrease is confined to Quebee, which sent to the United
State over 0,000 cords less pulpwood than in 1910; Ontario
and New Brunswick, on the other hand, have both increased
their imports to the United States. Still, of the 1,520,227
cords of pulpwood produced in Canada in 1911, considerably
ever half (nearly 56 per cent) is exported unmanufactured,
fhe quant’ty being 847.039 tons. The total value of the
rulpwood produced was $9,678,616. that of the pulpwood
manufactured in Canada $4.338.024, and that of the export
reing $5340592.  Had Canada manufactured into pulp the
milpwood she exported she would have received, instead of
the $5.340,592 she actually got. approxmately $15.000,000.
The pulpwood thus exported would have supplied sixty-eight
mills of tne average size of those operating in Canada, and
the Dominion, instead of having fifty four pulp mills. would
thus have a hundred and twenty-two; Quebec could supply
with her export forty-fire mills of the average size operating
in the provinee. and New Brunswick could double her number.

ITmports of wood-pulp nearly doubled in value. namely,
from $49,000 in 1910 to $94,000 in 1911.

RAILROAD EARNINGS.

Total gross earnings of all’ United States railroads report-
g 1o date for the first week of June, according to figures
compiled by Dun’s Review, agaregate $06.144.552. an increase
of 2.6 per cent as compared with the earnings of the same
roads for the corresponamg period last year. While this
compuiison. on the whole. is fa'rly satisfactory. the exhibit 18
noi so favourable as that for the first week in the preceding
two months, the gain in May amounting to 7.4 per cent and
in April to 5.7 per cent. In the following table are given
the gross ewrnings of all United States railroads reporting
to date for the first week of June, and the gain as compared
with the eaming of the same “roads for the correspond ng
period a year ago; also for practically the same roads in the
two preceding months, together with the percentages of gain

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CANADIAN AGRICULTURE.

That well proven friend of Canadian agriculture, Dr. James
Robertson, chairman of the Committee on Lands, of the Con-
servation Commission, has the following to say upon the pro-
gress of Canadian farming in a blue book just received from
Ottawa. In the course of an interview with the Parliamen-
tary Committee on Agriculture, Dr. Robertson, said:—

“Canada last year had ficld crops of the total value of
$565,000,000 at the places of production. That is a great

deal of wealth called out of natural resources by the labour
of farmers. That is different in its effect on the welfare of
the people from the increase of money values by holding real
estate. The wealth represented by the crops was created
out of otherwise chaos by intelligent management and labour.
It is here, with us, to go around. I appeared before this
Committee some fifteen years ago. to speak on a theme that
was then, in my judgment, and 15 now of great importance to
agriculture. viz,, the advantages of local illustration stations
or farms for the service of surrounding farmers. At that
time (1897) as nearly as one could obta n information, Can-
ada produced field crops of the value of $270.000,000. Now
we produce crops of the value of $3565,000,000.  That inerease

of 109 per cent in fifteen years would have been exceedingly

creditable to our management and our ability 1f we had not

increased oupr acreage under crops. And part of the in-
crease in value is due to advance in prices. The increase

of acreage has been. of course, mostly in the three prairie
provinees of Manitoba. Saskatehewan and Alberta. The in-
erease in them amounts to 11,836,000 acres. and the imerease
in the acreage under erop ecast of the Great Lakes amounts
to about 3.000.000 acres in the same period, The increase
in the value of the field crops from the three prairie provin-
ces from 1897 to 1911 is, in round figures, $200,000,000 This
increase does not inelude revennes from live stock or dairy
products. It refers to field crops only. The west is cer-
tainly an tmportant portion of the agricultural area of Can-

ada; and it has become a very important part of the agri-

cultural life of Canada. Last yvear its field crops had a va-
lne ($228.033.000) (-qn;nl to forty per cent of the whole pro-
duction. 1he Committee will see that the questions of con-

servation. the questions of utilization of agricultural lands,
are questions affecting the prosperity. the stab lity, of every
material interest m Canada.  Every one carrying on busi-
ness or following an occupation in Canada 1s to some extent,
divectly and indirectly. affected by the progress, or other
wise, of the agricultural industry . Perhaps | have already
referred at more than sufficient length to those sal’ent fea-
tures, I have done so m order that you might be with me.
as to the point from which the guestion should be viewed,
when considering and discussing means whereby  we can do
better hereafter than we have heen doing. Farming is not
ouly an oceupation to be followed by individuals for profits.
hut it is also a great national interest. having a dominating
bearing on the fortunes of the nation. in all mportant
wars in the character of its population. in the possessions
ad prooperity of its eitizens and in the permanence of oppor-
tunities tor all its people to earn satisfactions in all lines of
activity.™

Dr. Robertson is, however, not blind to the danger before
Canadian coviculture owing to the depletion of soil by con
tinous cropping without rotation or fertilization. e s
insistent on the need of everything which will prevent impov-
erislnaent of the ficlds, In this connection he draws at-
tention to the fact that the ¢rop of wheat on English farms
was about 26 hushels to the acre 400 yvears ago.

“Then it went down until some of the records 1 do mot
know whethep the records are wholly reliable--pont to  a
rate of between 8 and 10 bushels per acre some 200 years ago.
From that time on they began to make improvements and
progress: on some cstates it hecame a rule that a farmer
must follow a syvstematic rotation of crops. The  chief
means for restoring and improving English agrienlture was

a rotation of crops with a clover or a bean crop in between

the grain crops.  Now the rate of yield in England is from
32 to 34 bushels of wheat per acre.  That ‘s a glance at ex-

perience spread over a period of four hundred years. From
want of a good system of farming, the yield per acre went
down to an exceedingly low level, and by the adoption of
good systems and methods it has been raised to a high level.

From the long cultivated lands in Germany. there is a yleld
of some 10 bushels to the acre more than there was 30 years
ago, as the result of the application of more intelligent me-
thods and better management. In Hungary, on one of the
large estates of which correct records have been kept, the in-
erease in the vield per acre has been remarkable. Between
1851 and 1860 the yield of wheat was 10.9 bushels to the
acre. and between 1891 and 1900 the average yield of wheat
was 30.3 bushels to the acre. During 1851-1860 the yield of
barley was 14.7 bushels to the acre; during 1891-1900 it was

43.9 bushels to the acre. The yield of oats was 17.1 bush-
els to  the acre, as against 51.3 bushels to
the acre. The vield of Ind’an  corn  was 21.3

bushels to the acre during the former period. as compared
with 41.6 bushels to the acre during 1891-1900. 'This has
been brought about by intelligent and ‘ntensive cultivation

instead of by following primitive methods.

RATLWAY WAGES AND (COST OF LIVING IN THE U.N.
AND EUROPE.

The Bureau of Railway Economies at \Washington, has
completed the second of its comparative studies of railway
conditions in the Unitea States and the principal countries
of Europe. Tiis relates to the wages paid rallway employ-
ces and the cost of Lving. and is based on the latest years
for which comparative data are available.

The average daily compensation of railway employees of
all classes for the vear 1910 was in the United States, $2.23;
in the United Kingdom, $1.05; excluding supplementary al-
lowances negligibly affecting the average. it was in Prussia-
Hesse 81 cents, and in Austria 89 cents. The lowest paid
railway employee in the United States. the ordinary track-
man, receives a greater compensation than many of the rail-
way employees of France, even those of higher grades and
with responsible duties.  The compensation of railway em-
ployees is from two to three times as high ‘n® the United
States as in ltaly.

A recent report of the knglish Board of Trade on railway
wages shows that the average weekly pay of enginemen in
the United Kingdom in 1907 was $11.17; of firemen, $6.67.
In the same year enginémen on American railways received
an average weekly compensation of $25.80. counting six days
to the week, and firemen $15.24. Recent returns make 1t
clear that in 1912 enginemen and firemen in the United Ntates
are compensated at rates of pay for specific runs  that are

two. three and four times as high as the corresponding rates

on representative English o railways. The annual compen-
sation of enginemen in the United States, as reported by

two representative railway companies. now ranges from $1.-

100 in switching service to over $2.800 in passenger service.
and of firemen from $700 in switching service to over $1.700
in passenger service.

For Continental Europe official returns in requisite  detail
are not available for a latey year than 1908 Ihe salarvies
and allowances of the typical engineman ‘n Germany amount-
ed for that vear to $646.88. in Austria to $370.30: of a fire-
32.03. The
annual compensation of enginemen on two of the principal
railways of France ranged in 1908 from $505.66 to $906.91,
324.24 to $395.98. In Italy enginemen
received in 1908, salary and allowances included. from $381.10

Tr: these Continental countries the maximum compensation is
reccived only after many years of service.

The average annual compensation of enginemen in the
United States in 1908, on an estimated basis of 300 days’ ser-
vice, was $1.335: of firemen. §792. In this country the rate
of compensation to these employees does mnot depend on

length of service.
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In Belgium enginemen received in 1907 from $23.16 to
$38.60 a month; firemen, from $17.37 to $23.16 a ~month;
conductors and stat’on employees, from 46 cents to 96 cents
a day. In the United States, in the same year 1907, en-
ginemen averaged, on the basis of 25 days’ service, $107.50
a month firemen, $63.50 a month; conductors, $3.69 a day;
station employees, from $1.78 to $2.05 a day.

The rental of a three or four room house or flat is almost

as high in Berlin, Paris,
States, but in England and on the Continent :t generally runs
from +hirty dollars to ninety dollars a year less.

bles the fact of an ordinary postecard. This is for the bene-
fit of travellers by railway, steamship, etec. After they

have obtained their “postcard poliey” they simply sgn it
and send it off home, and then, in the unfortunate event of
catastrophe overtaking the insured. his representatives are
in a position to supply evidence in support of a claim with-
out delay.  We understand this new form of policy has been

suggested by the recent terrible disaster to the “Titanic.”

It is only too probable that the families of many of the vie-
tims who had had the forethought to take an insurance for
the voyage would lose the compensation which ought to have
been theirs because the only means of proving the existence

of a policy was irreparably destroyed.

STRIKr. RECORD.

The number of labour disputes in existence in Canada in-
creased considerably during May; conditions. however, com-
pare favourably with those of the corresponding month last
vear. There were twenty-mne strikes reported to the De-

partment of Labour. as compared with nineteen during April

and thirty-four during May a vear ago. About two hun-
dred firms and four thousand emplovees were involved in

these disputes. the loss of time to employees being approxi-
mately sixty thousand working days as compared with a loss
of 100,000 working days during the preceding month and a
loss of 299,400 during May last year. Few disputes of im-
portance as from the point of view of the number of work-
ers thrown out of employment commenced during May, only
two occurring which involved more than two hundred em-
ployees, As neither of these disputes lasted for more than
a week, it will be seen that the strike situation generally
was much more favourable than during say. 1911 in which
month seven disputes commenced, each of which threw out
of employment more than two hundred men, besides n'ne-
teen involving a smaller number of workmen . Numerous
disputes commencing during May were the result of » failure
to reach a new agreement as to rates of wages, and in many
cases the stoppages of work were only of short duration. nor-
mal conditions being resumed without much loss of time.

PRICES OF COMMODITIES.

According to the latest estimate of the Department of La-
bour, the continued rise in prices was maimtained  during
May. thourh no* to su:h a marked extent as during the pre-
ceeding month.  The Department’s index number, which went
rp omore than o point during April, reached the highest point
in the record of ‘e Department during May, when it stood
at 136.9 as cempared with 135.4 in April and 126.1 in May a
vear ago.  1'hs rise ¢f nearly ten points in one year consti-
tutes 2 record in the history of the Department. and it is a
noticeable feature that during the last vear the lowest point
was recordel drving Mav and June, while the figures for
May this yvear show an advance over those of anv yrevious
month. Anmmnls and meats advanced to unprecedented Jev-
els during May. an unusual feature of the market heing that
all Tow grades have advanced as steeply as the choice grades.
Grains and fodders showed an increase during the month, as
also did fruits and vegetables. Deereases on the other

hand. were recorded in the case of dairy products and fish.
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BUSINESS DIFFICULTIES.

Judging from the insolvency returns, liquidators and offi-
cial receivers are more likely to be in difficulties than mem-
bers of any other trades. ‘tnere is no failure of more than
second rate importance on our list for the week. Last
week’s fallures for the Dominion numbered 29, only 7 of
them being for amounts of over $3,000. corresponding
week last year, 25 insolvencies and 9 of them for over $5,000.

In the United States, Messrs. Dunn report 233 failures last
week, 83 of them for over $5,000.

PETROLEUM’S GROWING CONSUMPTION.

The Department of State at Washington has prepared a
translation from German authority regarding the production
and increasing use of petroleum. This German review of
the petroleum industry covers a wide field, and is usful as in-
dicating the opinions of German authorities regarding the in-
creasing use of petroleum throughout the world. This
translation, as prepared by the State Department, is as fol-
lows:—

The LEnglish coal strike has brought up the question of how
and to what extent coal can be replaced by liquid combusti-
bles or other sources of power. The most tavoured coun-
tries in this respect are probably the Scandinavian, possess-
ing, as they do, in their waterfalls a great source of power.
Lately it has been found that the method worked out by a
Swedish inventor of firing locomotives with pulverized peat
is practical and economically just as advantageous as coal.
However, the use of these resources, water power and peat,
is confined to certain countries. It is different with petro-
leum, which is one of the gencrally available products of the
world.

The total production of petroleum in America in 1911 was
approximately 83,000,000 barvels. In Russia the slacken-
ing of the output of the wells in the Baku region became de-
cidedly apparent last year, showing a decrease from 478,000,
000 to 427.000.000 pouds (57.382.953 to 51.260,004 Dbarrels).
The total production of Russian petroleum as compared with
1910 by 28.000,000 poods (3,361.345 barrels).. and amounted

to 554,000,000 poods (66,506,603 barrels. Roumania produe-
ed in 1911 somewhat more than 1.500,000 tons (10,785.000
barrels), and exported about 700.000 tons (5,033.000 barrels).

As is well known, the industry is carried on almost exclu-
sively with foreign capital, only 10.000,000 of the 280,000.000
marks ($66,640,000) employed being Roumanian. (iermany
controls 58 per cent of the total capital.

If coal shali be replaced by petroleum to a considerable ex-
tent it is clear that energetic measures will be necessary to
provide suitable ships for the colossal transportation which
may be expected. In England there are being built at pre-
sent not less than forty-five tank steamers with 800.000 tons
loading capacity, but the demand for petroleum is increasing
to such an extent that it hardly can be satisfied. England,
for instance, imported last vear 343.000.000 gallons (3.166.667
bharrels). or 22,000,000 eallons (523.810 barrels) more than in
1910.  The way in which tnese increasing amounts of petro-
feum are heing used may he gathered from the fact that the
imports of illuminating oil have decreased 20 per cent, where-
as the imports of petrolenm for power purposes have increas-
ed 150 per cent. The largest imports come from America,

Russia heing second. and Roumania third.

The planing factory of the Jones Hardware Co., Lindsay,
Ont., was gutted by fire June 13. Loss $3.000; partly in-
sured.

The Mitchell saw mill, Berkeley, Ont., was destroyed by
fire June 14. Loss will be heavy.

The large warehouse at Port Colborne, Ont., used by the
Robinson Bros. cork cutters, for storage purposes, was gut-
ted by fire .June 14.

FINANCIAL REVIEW.
ontreal, Thursday Afternoon, June 20, 1912.
As will be seen by our tabular statement, the markets are
far from being without incidents of interest, even of excite-
ment these carly summer days. A free circulation of money
is just the thing for a rising market, with occasicnal depress-

ed spots, such as we have been enjoying.  How good a mar-
ket it is, cannot be realized without comparison. A glance

at the “Journal of Commerce” for the corresponding week’s
last year, and the year before, ought to send brokers straight
to thanksgiving, so favourably does the difference this year
stand out. It is said, that the banks have hinted discourag-
ing things to some of the option speculators, among the real
estate men, and that for the future they will not be helped
to tangle themselves up in heavy deals. But we have not
found any evidence of money from the real estate crowd on
the Street, though nowadays pretty nearly everybody is do-
ing something in land somewhere.  The losers are not to be
found either, so that it is not easy to see why the declining
in real estate should be the object of warfare by the banks.
There are those who hold that land speculation is not greatly
worse than stock speculation from most points of view.

With Rio following Sao Paulo upwards in a regular burst
of speed, Winnipeg rails climbing also, and Toronto doing
well, the group of Toronto manipulators acting the part of
“Bunty” have had good reason to be satisfied with-. them
selves. We have fancied that Rio was to do this thing for
some time past. '

Our local group, which operates in R. and b., Quebec Rails
and Cement, has not been as happy recently, but we do not
believe that tne first two have materially lost much ground,
if any, and Cement is a good thing any way; a little water-
logged, but fairly certain to clear all right.

C.P.R. is picking up in Berlin, and under the vigorous
policy outlined lately by its President, is certain to go up
when it is fully realized that new stock issues—more plums
for shareholders—will be necessary.  Soo is not as popu-
lar as it mignt be, but is nevertheless a good purchase. Steel
Corpn, Power, the Pulps, the Cottons, and most of the elec-
tric Rails have been moving upwards in many cases.

Banks nave been fairly busy.  Montreal has carried
through its potential increase of Capital to $25,000,000, which
makes sure of its supremacy once again, and also of a steal-
thy harden ng of price in the hope of further issues.  Bran-
ches are being started in several directions by this, and most
of the other banks, and the prosperity of the country gives
good reason to look for, at least, no reductions in dividends.
There is an inclination to consider some of these stocks as
something better than ordinary investments.

Bonds are being picked up by some of the insurance and
other investing houses, and generally have to be paid for at
advances. Quebec’s have been the exception, but a check
has been put upon the ueclines again.

About Quebec Railway, there is a pretty ‘general feeling
that the new company, with a steam plant to build and
maintain, will hardly be lkely to make a success of what
the Quebee. with a hydraulic power of immense value, and
a railway and factory franchses as well, is rather wildly
said to have made a failure of. We shall “have to be
shown™ the superior management which can make all the dif-
ference in the matter.

Montreal Tramways is moving a little, but is beheved by
some to be overloaded with a hydro electric plany dependent
upon an antagonized Government.

until recently, and anticipate no difficulties’ from the merely
temporary check caused by the chilly damp June. Mills are
all actively employed, the only difficulty being some shortage
of operatives in certain sections. Cotton prospects do not
promise cheaper raw materials, rather the contrary, and the
Spring clip of wool in the United States is bringing higher

prices. The great factor in influencing quotations is thé™
production cost which is by no means declming. The Mont-

real garment workers will probably not gamm their ends, but
no doubt their wages will for the future make slop goods all
the dearer. Sugar has declined ,again, and is about the on-
ly article on our list of which as much can be said, except-
ing hay and fodder. The crops are not unpromising, hay
is to be a tremendous crop, which will be of the greatest
benefit to the whole community, as tending to reduce the
cost of beef in the future by encouraging the rearing of cat-
tle. Last year's wheat crop is passing out at good prices,
and the fields are in fine condition for this year's yield. Eu-
rope is paying good rates for our cheese also. but has taken
absolutely no butter. the domestic demand keepng it too
high. Boots and shoes are dearer. and so is leather. but the
situation has not fully developed. we believe, as yet, being
probably stronger than is thought.

BACON AND HAMS.—The cool weather of the present
season is said to be the cause of the slow business in hams
and bacon, and no improvement is expected until the warm
weather sets in. All quotations are unchanged. as fol-
lows: — Hams, extra large sizes, 28 to 45 lbs., 141,¢; large
sizes, 20 to 28 lbs.. 1514c; medium sizes, 17¢; extra small
sizes, 171,c; breakfast bacon, boneless 17 to 22 1bs., 17c;
Windsor bacon skinned (backs), 1814c¢; Wiltshire (50 Ibs.
side), 181,c; cottage rolls, small, about 4 Ibs., 16e.

BEANS. —Owing to continued small offerngs from the
West. a very firm tone prevails in the local bean market, and
prices are strongly mainwained. Quotations by the carload
are $2.5214 to $2.65 for hand-picked; $2.55 for 3-1b lots

and $2.45 for 5-1b. lots.

BUTTER.—Owing to tne continued poor demand from all
sources the large amount of stock on hana and the inereas.ng
supplies being received, the market is in a state of compara-
tive quietness. and prices are slightly weaker. At present.
choicest ereamery is quoted at 2414¢ to 243 seconds, 24c
to 241400 aairy. 21c¢ to 22Y,c: rolls, 22¢ to 23c.

There have heen no exports of butter to FEurope so far

this year, while the shipments up to this date last year am-
ounted to 8518 packages. This is due. no doubt to the
higher prices ruling in the market this year, as compared with
those in 1911,

BRAN AND FEED GRAIN.- Shorts and middlings are in
cood demand at steady prices. but hiu®hess in all other lines
is  dull. We quote as  follows: Bran, per ton,
$22.00; shorts, per ton, $26.00 to $27.00: middlings, per ton.

CHEESE.—The local market has developed an easier feel-
ing, and prices show a further decline of 14c per 1b.

DRY GOODS.—The cotton crop statistics in the Southern
States are evidently unreliable, and traders would bhe wise
to leave all speculations abowt future prices to the “talent.”

likely to advance than otherwise, owing to increased cost of

production. Wholesalers in Montreal are completing stock
taking, and find that the past six months' trade has been
successful as could have been anticipated.

being received at present. No clianges are reported, nor are
any expected for some little time to come. The transport
“trouble has greatly delayed deliveries, but this week there s
a decided mmprovement in this respect. Woollens are in
large request for the fall trade, orders received from the
road being very encouraging. New York advices say that
the underwear and hosiery men, who have now fully started
their campaign for spring 1913, are unable to say as yet just
what the course of business will be. Some sales nave been
made in the large Western jobbing centers on a scale that
promises good things. This does not inspire all the trade,
Lowever, as many of the orders given were for standard
lines that would be taken in any season. Hosiery prices
are steady, with only a slight tendency manifested to force
prices  higher.

WHAT TOADS ARE WORTH.

Science offers a new solution for the
bug problem. It is to employ in its
professional capacity, so to speak, the
tod—the ordinary hoptoad of the field
and garden—as an insect destroyer.

In this business the humble toad is
unequalled by any other living animal.
He is the greatest bug exterminator in
the world. It is entirely practicable
to utilize his services on an  extensive
scale, employ'ng him  systematically as
an ally to keep in check  the insects
which Tevy an annual tax of more than
$8,000.000 upon our agricultural resour-
ces.

There is no reason why the farmers
of the country should not hateh and
rear their own supply of toads for local
service. With a pond or even a small
pool insured against dryng up during
late Spring. the creatures will breed of
their own accord in any desired numbers
up to the limit of the food supply avail
able n the shape of insects. But one
thing absolutely essential is that they
shall be protected against their natural
enemies, and by no means the least de
structive of their enemies  are  smali
hoyvs., who through more thoughtlessness
kill toads whenever they get a chance.

It is estimated that an average toad
is worth to the farmer £5 a yvear for the
cutworms  alone  which it destroys.
But this is only one item.  The amount
a tond will eat is astonishing. A large
specimen has been known to devour a
hundred rose beetles at a single meal.
One toad needed seventy-seven myria-
pods—the common  houschold centipede
to satisfy his appetite. another fifty five
armv worms ard yvet anot her sinty five

eypsy moth caterpillars. Still another

toad was seen to eat thirtyfive large’

full grown celery worms in three hours.
while another accepted cighty six flies
fed to him in less than ten minutes.

Tt is a common thing when the occu-
pants of an ants’ nest are swarm'ng and
the insects are emerging in large num-
bers to sce an enterprising toad sit at
the entrance of the burrow and snap up
every ant that comes out. The slaugh-
ter he accomplishes under such circum-

stanees is frightful. But of course
