I came to Coleraine ‘in 1832, the year of the
cholera. It seemed as if"God were pouring out

the error of their ways. To some, the impression
then made became the decasion of new and spiri-
tual life; but when the Almighty’s arm was stiy-
ed, and the fear of immediate punishment for
their sins had passed away, many returned to
their * wallowing in the mire.” It was so with
me, although I had been formally connected with
a body of Christians, and had been a Sunday-
school Teacher.

“ My first great error was to abscond from the
person to whom I was apprenticed. 1 went to
Belfast ; but the Society there, to which I most
inconsistently sought admission, properly refused
to admit me as a member until I should return
and serve out my time.

world, the flesh, and the devil. I went, alas!

1
had, indeed, gone on a previous evening to a
meeting in the fair-hill, and disturbed the con-
gregation by my blasphemy and disorderly be-
haviour. I returned home quite drunk from
Portrush, to frighten, annoy, and keep my wife,
who had long been a Christian woman, from pub-
lic worship. The following week I actually was

drink, and in striving to drown some good feel-
ings, that at this extraordinary season had begun
to arise within me ; partly from the circumstan.ce
of my son being under conviction of sin, »nd
partly from afterwards hearing him pray earn-
estly and perseveringly for my conversion. I
was, however, strange to say, now several times
induced to take part in family-worship ; though
still generally under the influence of drink, and
lending myself to ridicule and mislead those who
were inclined to become serious and *escape
out of the snare of the devil,’ until the most god-
less became ashamed of me.

“ One’ Thursday morning I got up from bed
at three o'clock. This was a very rare occurrence
with me, as I generally slept half the day follow-
ing, from the effect of drink the night before.
My brain was still reeling. Under some sort of
unaccountable impulse, I took up a book, and
put it in my pocket, but without any object or
purpose. Indeed, if I had noticed what it was,
I should most likely have thrown it aside. 1
wandered out of the house somewhat in the state
of a person that walks,in his sleep; and, not
knowing or caring whither I went, I came to the
garden of an acquaintance at a short distance
from the town. Here I sat down, and took out
from my pocket the book, which I found to
be a Church of England Prayer-Book. It open-
ed at the fifty-second Psalm. 1 began to read
it, without any particular interest; but God was
pleased at this hour to open the eyes of my un-
derstanding, and to display to me, in its full
danger, and ‘feal colours, the ruin which my
wickedness had prepared for me. At the sixth
verse, ‘ Therefore shall God destroy thee for
ever; He shall take thee, and pluck thee out of
thy dwelling, and root thee out of the land of the
living,’ it seemed as if the words had been writ-
ten for me ; for they went like an arrow to my |
heart. 1 knew that such a judgment as this
would be just. I shut the book, and said to |
myself, * All is lost ; there is no way of escape,
if Ieven sought to find one. The harvest is
past, and the summer is almost ended ; and what
remains but the vintage of wrath ? 1 have gricv-
ed and quenched the Spirit of God ; and what is
left but weeping and gnashing of teeth ?’

* Having come to this conclusion, I determin-
ed to drink until I should kill myself; and, re-
turning to town, I knocked up a tavern-keeper
at four o'clock, and drank, all alone, until reason
and thought were again drowned, and conscience
was once miore completely silenced. I was then
taken home, and lay till I got sober; and  again
repeated the dose, and did the same on Satur-
day. In the evening I endeavoured to dissuade
three - young men from attendance upon the
means of grace. * Two withstood my efforts ; but
the third yielded, and we went to a public-house,
and sat smoking, drinking, and engaged ir: wick-
ed conversation until eleven o'clock at night.

No one can be more droll or
witty when he likes ; and indeed, he is often ne-
cessarily so, whether he likes it or not. He can
hardly open his mouth without saying very un-
usual things ; and can excite an audience, and be
unconscious of the effect he has produced. As
a speaker, Dr. Cooney is distingulshed for bril-
lancy and great command of language ; his volu~
bility is without let or hindrance ; and his imag-
ination is of the most gorgeous and discursive
character. The boldness of its flights and gyra-
tions are beyond deserption. They must be wit-
nessed to be appreciated. These are allowed
their utmost latitude on the platform, but are re-
strained in the pulpit.

Specimens of his style, and the topics he de-
lights to dwell on, with his mode of treating
them. may be seen in his “ Autobiography of a
Wesleyan Missionary,” a book that will amply
pay perusal. Let it be bought and read. He
wrote the * History of New Brunswick,” a work
referred to by subsequent historians as a stand-
ard. Part of his pre-ministerial life was Fditor-
ial; he is also a unique and popular lecturer.
having in former years, done a great deal in that
line, in the the several cities where he has been
stationed. He is a thorough sound hearted Wes-
leyan—an ardent admirer of our laws and usages
—deeply versed in our connexional theology—
and only needs to be known in order to be loved.
{ Though literary and oratoricol, his pulpit minis-
| trations are often distinguished by great simpli-
city and power—is more of a business man than
he seens to be ; is habitually anxious for the
prosperity of his charge ; and to the extent of
his abilties faithful in the performance of his pas-
toral duties. Dr. Cooney may be about 60 years
of age ; perhaps not so much.—8t, Cath. Pap.

Walker, and Mr. Morrison, with an escort of
five King’s Dragoon Guards, and four sowars,
started for this purpose, leaving the remainder
of the party, which consisted of Mr. de Norman,
Mr. Bowlby, and Mr. Anderson, who command-
ed the whole escort, and fifteen sowars, in Tung
chow, to await our return, when we intended to
look for a suitable residence for your lordship.

The yamun in which we were lodged was in
the western suburb,
the road to Maton wa: through the eountry, and
not through Tung-chow, which road we had been
brought in by the previous evening. We dd-
vanced at a quick trot, and as we approached
Chan-kia-wang, we observed many detached
parties of matchlock men and cavalry hurrying
to the front. As we passed through Cang-kia-
wang the numbers increased, and became massed,
as if being moved forward to take up certain
positions. Observing a large body of men to
our right, I rode across a field, and found about
five hundred cavalry dismounted in a dry water
course. Being joined by Mr. Parkes, we pro
ceeded along their front until we came to a vitlage,
through which we passed, and suddenly found
ourselves in the middle of a battery of twelve
guns in position, and commanding the very
ground on.which it had been agreed the night
before that our troops were to encamp. Altho’
somewhat surprised st our sudden appearance
amongst them, they merely told us to go on to
the road, where we joined Colonel Walker and
the escort. We had now arrived on the ground
decided on for our camp. A narrow stream of
water runs close ap to the road from the east-
ward, an embankment or bund running st some
twenty yards distance from it. This bund was
lined with matehlock men, extending to the left
as far as we could sce. We rode a short dis-
tance along this bund. In front of it, at about
100 yards distant, was a long line of cavalry
skirmishers, extending the whole length of their
position, which appecared a sort of semicircle.
Mr. Parkes asked some of the men where their
General was, and was told he was many miles
distant. We held a consultation on the threat
ening appearance of affairs, and Mr. Parkes at
once decided on returning to Tung-chow, and
find out from the Prince of I the meaning of
the Chinese force occupying our position, while
Iwas to pass through their force to give the
General as early intimation as possible.

goon Guard, and seventeen sowars, and myself, |
twenty-four in all. We proceeded at a sharp
cauter. After proceeding half-way, we took a
wrong turn to the left ; this, however, did not
delay us five minutes, saud we made straight for
Chang-kai-wan, the streets of which place we
found full of soldiers. .As we cleared the town
we heard the guns open, and saw the smoke of
gune on both sides, at which time we were with-
in half a mile of being clear of the Chinese line.
As we went at a canter, a body of cavalry ranged
up on either side, began blowing their matches,
and getting their matchlocks and bows and ar-
rows ready. As this had rather the appearance
of flight on our part, and as the cavalry might
bave opened a cross fire upon us at any moment,
we halted to consult. Thé Chinese cavalry, about
three hundred in number, then drew up in front,
and on either flank, supported by a large body
of infantry. They said civilly enough that as
fire had opened we could not pass through their
‘linee without an order from their General, who
was close by. We had to consider whether we
should attempt to force our way through this
body of men, and some 3,000 who Were beyond
them and between us und our army, or act as
this officer proposed, and go to the General, by
which course we should not forfeit the protection
of the flag of truce. Mr. Parkes said he would
go to the General, and asked me to accompany
Lim ; taking one sowar to carry the flag of truce,
we galloped off in the direction indicated. As
we turned the corner of a '%g,of millet, which
hid us from ‘our escort, we found ourselves in
front of about 150 infantry, who rushed forward
with their matchlocks pointed, and had it not
been. for a Chinese officer, who knocked them |
up, we should have been shot down. {
These infantry were on the bank of the small
stream I have before referred to, beyond which
we saw several mandarins on horseback. We
pushed through the infantry; Mr. Parkes ad-
dressed one, who he was informed was Prince
San-ko-lin-sin, and asked for s safe pass for our
flag of truce, but he only received abuse in re-
ply. After afew words, Mr. Parkes turned to
me and said, “I think we are prisoners.” At
that time we were surrounded by men, who
seized both us and our horses. It was hopeless
to resist ; we dismounted, our arms were laid |
hold of and twisted behind us. In this position
we were taken across the stream, over a bridge
formed by a boat, and shoved down onm our
knees in front of San-ko-lin sin. 1 was knock- |
ed forward and my head rubbed in the dirt. |
San-ko-lin-sin spoke to Mr. Parkes with much
vehemence. He accused Mr. Parkes of being
the cause of all the difficulties that had arisen, and
of the action that was now taking place. He |
then ordered our being taken to the Prince of I,
and sent en officer to tell our escort to return to
Chang-kia-wan. We listened anxiously for any
firing or signs of resistance from that quarter,
but heard none. ;

1. The support of Ministers. That they
should be supported, we priesume, will not be
denied by those who take the Bible as the only
guide of both their faith and practice : But it is
unnecessary to particularly refer to the decisions
of the Word of God, on this subject, until we
come to enforce the claims of the Church.

This support, however, is not to be given or
received in the light of a mere gratuity ; but as
a moral right, grounded on the principles of
common justice, and the infallible declarations of

God. St. Paul could say, ** Who planteth a

who feedeth a flock, and eateth not of the milk
of the flock > Say I these things as a man ? or
saith not the law the same also?” He argued
not only on the principles of human justiée, but
proved that the same truth is recognized in that
divine rule which is indicative of the intentions
of the divine mind. It is written in order *that
he that plougheth should plough in hope, and
that he that thresheth in hope should be partak-
er of his hope.” He that labors in the Gospel,
should do so with a mind undiverted from the
great end and object of his labor, with mingled
desire and expectation, and unalloyed with secu-
lar anxieties ; and, having tciled through every
kind of exertion,—from breaking up the fallows,
to gathering in and threshing the ripened har-
vest,—from preaching Christ to the World, to
building up the Church,—then to be partaker of
those fruits of fuith which he has been instru-
mental in reising. The strict righteousness of
such a return is most obvious.

As the pecuniary support of the Wesleyan
Church is principally volunturily ; how are he:
ministers supported ? To this we answer, part-
ly by class and ticket money, public collections,
subscriptions and donations; and partly by the
Contingent Fund.

The mere mention, or insinuation, that the
financial system of Weslevanism is not wholly
voluntary, may surprise somc, and induce others
to question the position. To such we add, the
payment of class und ticket 1oney is obligatory
on every member of the Chu:ch, except in cases
of extreme poverty. According to the strict
letter of the Wesleyan law it is one of the con-
ditions of membership. Mr. Wesley's own
words, relative to this subject, are, “ every
member contributes one penny weekly, (unless
he is in extreme poverty,) and one shilling quar-
terly.” This, he asserts, ‘- was our original
rule.” He also commanded every Superintend-
ent to enforce it, and explain its reasonableness ;
and it is still one of the rules of the Society,
which ought to he more strictly adhered to than
What is, then, absolutely ob-
ligatory. unless in abject poverty, cannot be
voluntary. The payment ol ciass and ticket
money is therefore a right, and such a right,-as
should not he withheld from the ministers of the
Church, who receive members not by compulsion,
but by their own free choice. ~And when mem-
bers refuse to pay class and ticket money, from
resistance, or neglect, of ecclosiastical authority,
or law, they certainly place themselves in a false
position, if not in direct antagonism to the Church
of their choice.

'jeisure. The care of the stock und the accumu-
lation of wood for future use, include nearly all
| of the outside work that can be done, unless, as

'in some cases, corn remains to be husked or grain

be threshed.

There is, however, work that can be done i
this month as necessary to s perfect system of
farming as that af either spring-time or har-
vest.

It is a review of the last year's work, and the
formation of plans to govern the work for the
year to come.

A careful and unbiased examination of every
operation performed on the farm, accompanied
by, as uear as possible, accurate caleulations of

the fertillty of the soil, will, in many cases, give
new ideas in regard to the profit or loss, sustained
by the farm in question. Such a review will
often suggest changes in plans for work that
would otherwise be unthought of.

This is the season of the year in which to ae-
termine whether the crops now grown are best
suited to the particular soil of the farm and to
the best development of that soil ; whether the
crops on which the main energies are expended,
may pot (taking the whole into consideration)
be likely to become unprofitable in the long
run.

The subjects of manures and implements
should now receive careful attention. Manure
is undoubtedly the main stay of all the best farm-
ing. Many of the readers of this article may
have lands which, from their unparalleled fertility
seem likely never to need maunures. Thorough
and deep cultivation will, on some soils, produce
results that seem to be the limit of production.
But it is not wise to let any opportunity for the
gathering and saving of manure pass, even un-
der circumstance like these, though there be not
the stern necessity of husbanding everything on
land like this

It has been proven that no laud wo well repays
the farmer for manuring as those rich prairies
and dry bottom lands of the West, which a dis-
tinguished authority has claimed contain food
sufficient for more than one hundred wheat
COrps.

First in order should come the examination of
the tools on hand. All repairs needed should
now be made ; these should extend to the renew-
ing or strengthening of any parts much worn and
likely to break.

I was
induced to try the bome-dust this spring on a
single row of potatoes, putting about half a gil
to each piece. The row came up some days
earlier, and the stalks and leaves are larger and
greener than those covered heavily with stable
manure.—-G. H. Bruen, Newark, N. J.
