LATE PRISONERS
VERY LOW TYPE

'Sixteen Out of Seventeen Were
the Product of Slums of Some
Rhenish Citv—French Generals
Loud in Praise of Austrians

PARIS, Dec. 27.—As I returned yes-
terday from a three-days’ vigit to the
French front between Rheims and
Soisscns, I regretted cincerely that it
is impossible to send all of France to
the front for a similar trip, as well as
numerous representatives of all
neutral countries chiefly affected by
the war through their territorial
proximity to the belligerents as 1 feel
sure all would return as 1 did, deeply
impressed by the confidence felt at
the front.

This confidence is not merely one
to withstand any effort of the Ger-
mans to break through, but it is a
confidence that it is the French
armies that are now permanently on
the offensive. Furthermore, it is felt
that a steady offensive movement is
steadily bringing to perfection means
of attack suitable to trench warfare
and which the Germans are failing to
meet by parallel defensive improve-
ments.

On just such a visit as 1 made, a
part of Swedish representatives,
most of them distinguished individu-
als, recently went to the French
frent. Although such a party was
sure to contain sympathizers with
Germany, and might very well have
contained German agents, the mem-
rers were allowed to see everything,
and it was no secret that they re-
turneG home with a greatly changed
itopression of the French st.ength
and one not at a'l s.milar to that
created in Sweden the German
pr.opog,anda.

One of the most interesting inci-
dentg of our visit was the capture of
17 prisoners the day before our arp
rival by French soldiers. They were
found lined up awaiting examination
as we automobiled into certain hear-
quarters. A German-speaking Swiss
correspondent, who was with us, was

with one exception, degenerate and
stunted youths, between 18 and 2§
years of age, but appearing to be be-
tween 15 and 17. They were the
product of representatives of a Rhen-
nish manufacturing town, and belong-
ed to the class of 1915, and had beem
transported to the front.,, When no-
body was apparently watching them
furtive and vigorous scratching be-
trayed a verminous condition. Letters
from home found on them described
a scarcity of food. One letter said:
“There is no oil and no butter even if
you have the price to pay for it.” An-
other of the letters seized was written
by the bearer, but had been stopped
by the regimental censor, and was
still in the writer’s possession. The
words: ‘“We had terrible losses,”
doubtless caused the letter to be stop-
ped. Their regiment had participated
during September in the German de-
fence to the French offensive in
Champaign.

Another party of prisoners captur-
ed earlier than these were busily rak-
ing the headquarters garden. They
were decidedly suprior in physique to
the first 17 we saw, fellows who were
the undersigned dregs of a manufac-
turing city.

Roumania

ROM the very outset of the war,

Roumania has been in the pub-
iic eye, yet few people seems to
understand the position of this
aon-Sclavic nation. In Bucharest,
its capital, a diplomatic game has
ceen fought similar to these
fought out in Athens and Sofia,
>ut of far greater importance to
‘he contestants. For Roumania
ould bring to Russia and her Al-
tes an army of 300,000 splendidly
‘'rained soldiers, with large re-
serves, with an open road to the
Sulgarian frontier and thus a land
ipproach to Constantinople. To
‘he Russian armies in Galicia Rou-
nanian intervention would mean
1 flank attack \upon the Austrians
ind’ the retreat of the Hapsburg
torces from the Trans-Carpathian

| front.

Had Roumania intervened on
he side of the anti-German Allies
‘ast spring the  Russian disaster
vould probably have been pre-
ented, Serbia would not have
reen crushed, Bulgaria would not
1ave ventured into the war at all
inless on the anti-Teutonic side:

Like Greece, Roumania is pre-
ared “to rush to the succor of the
ictor” in the present war. Like
sreece, Roumania is still divided
n its views as to which force will
rove victor. Like the Greeks, the
{oumanians, as 1 people, are pro-
foundly sympathetic with the Al-
'les, and as a rule hostile to Ger-
nany and Austria. Like the
areeks, they fear the Bulgars,

{ "aving joined the Greeks in plun-

dering Bulgaria. It is exeeeding-
v doubtful whether the Crown
Prince possesses influence enough
to throw the Roumanian army to
‘he Central Powers. King Char-
‘es desired to do this, and was
‘orced by his ministers to abandon
he project in order to keep his
‘hrone. So the deadlock in Rou-
mania, as in  Greece, has been
naintained, on the whole, to the
wdvantage of the Central Powers.

Roumania is a comparatively
soung country. Carlos, or Char-
‘es, its first king, is only recently
lead: his wife, under the name of
~armen Sylva was well known in
the literary world.

Racially and linguistically the
Roumanians  form a Romanic
Island in a Sclavonic ocean; and
those who have an acquaintance
with Latin and the Romance
Languages can readily understand
the language of the Roumanians.
The Roumanians are of entirely
different physique from their
Sclavonic neighbors, being small,
wiry, and alert, whereas the Sclavs
are large-bodied, heavy and phleg-
matic.

The first thing to be learned
about the Roumanians is that dur-
ing the first century after Christ
the Eastern provinces of the Ro-
man Empire were frequently rav-
aged by incursions of powerful
In 101 A.D. Tra-
jan, the Roman Emperor, led in
person a large army against the
‘Dacians and conquered their
country. Rome created a large
military settlement.in Dacia on
the lower banks of the Danube:
and the modern Roumanians are
the descendants of these colonists.
They have never adopted either
the Sclavonic language or cus-
toms, and they have no racial af-
finity with.either Bulgaria or Rus-
sia. -They are a Romanic people,
akin .to the Italians and the
French; but their
