He wanted to follow the master 
watch, John Kelloway, who had gone 
on ahead, and I wanted him to go 
back to the ship. I said to him we 
have all the seals scraped together 
and that if the heavy rough ice we 
were travelling over stretched abroad 
we would not be able to get back to 
the whelping ice.

What He Expected.
He replied that “if we did not go 

on and Kelloway killed seals we 
would get hell when we got aboard.”

I said suppose wè go on and come 
across them too, and the storm comes 
on, we will be smothered killing 
seals. After some more remarks I 
said.“go on, I’ll follow you.”

We went on till we met Kelloway 
but killed no seals. At 11.45 we 
started for our own ship ; it was 
pecking snow then and we kept on 
till we reached the Florizel. It was 
snowing thick when she picked us
up.

To Warren, K.C.—I did not speak 
to the Captain because I met his 
brother and spoke to him, thinking it 
was just as good as if I spoke to the 
captain. I made no attempt to find 
the captain. I had not gone to look 
for Samuel Kean.

Reply He Got.
When I spoke to my ice master 

about the weather the only reply was 
if it came to all we could get aboard 
the Bonaventure. He did not ex­
press any opinion of his own about 
the weather. I did not say coming 
on the train last night that I would 
hang Capt. Kean.

I did not know the position of the 
Newfoundland on the morning of 
Tuesday. I did not know how' far 
she was from the Stephano any time 
tliat morning. I did not know whether 
the Newfoundland was jammed or 
not that morning.

I only saw the smoke of a ship in 
the sky that morning and won’t swear 
it was the Newfoundland. I could 
not say what hour our ship burned 
down on Wednesday night. 
Thursday morning early I remember 
seeing the Newfoundland. It was 
short’y after daylight when I saw 
her.

Arrangements Made at Public Meet 
ing to Take Collection for 

Widows and Orphans of 
Lost Sealers.

The managing committee, Messrs. 
McCawley, Dr. Sullivan and Patton 
selected the following gentlemen to 
assist them in taking up collections 
all over the town, apart from the 
collections to be taken up in the 
mines. These gentlemen, together 
with Mayor Harrington, P. J. O’Leary, 
J. P. Kent and J. R. Dinn (and the 
mine collectors) are the ONLY per­
sons authorized to receive any’money 
for the Newfoundland relief fund:

(Glace Bay Gazette.)
The meeting called by Mayor Hai 

riugton, Thursday evening, to consid­
er ways and means of contributing 
to the relief fund in aid of the wid­
ows and orphans of the men who 
met death in the recent Newfound­
land sealing disasters, was attended 
by a large number of citizens from 
different parts of the town. On ac­
count of the stores being open, many 
business men who would otherwise 
have attended, were unable to do so.

The meeting was called to order by 
the Mayor, who explained its ob­
ject. On motion of Dr. Sullivan His 
Worship was appointed permanent 
chairman of the executive, and on 
motion of A. B. McGillivary, P. J. 
O’Leary moved that J. P. Kent be 
appointed secretary. Both motions 
were seconded and carried.

Take Subs, at Mines.
Mayor Harrington suggested that 

a committee consult General Manager 
McDougell of the Dominion Coal Co. 
and find out if subscriptions could 
be taken up in the pits, machine shop 
and other departments, and also to 
try and arrange to have all stoppages 
subscribed by the workmen made 
through the pay office. The mayor’s 
scheme, which was the one uanimous- 
ly agreed upon, was that men be ap­
pointed to go through all the pits 
with books or cards and ask all the 
workmen if they would contribute to 
the relief fund. When a man volun­
teered . a subscription, the amount 
would be taken down, also his name, 
check number and where he was em­
ployed. The books or cards could 
be passed into the Coal Co.’s office, 
the deductions made and the total 
amount paid over to the treasurer, 
J. R. Dinn. The mayor said he un- 
destood that as a general rule the 
company were not very much in fa­
vor of the idea of taking up collect­
ions in the mines, but thought that in 
such a needful case as they, they 
would relax their customary rule re­
garding collections.

W. R. Tobin suggested that the 
treasurer acknowledge collections 
through one of the local banks or 
through the Gazette. *

Stuart McCawley spoke about the 
collection take up some years ago 
for the victims of the Fennie disaster.

All the above gentlemen are re­
quested to meet in the council cham­
ber of the town hall at 7.30 p.m. on 
Monday, April 13, for the purpose of 
organizing. The clergymen, rabbis 
and Salvation Army officers of the 
town are also asked to -attend the 
meeting.
