Russo-Roumanians Compel-
led To Retreat Before
Foe at Several Points

Petrograd, Aug. 20—Austro-Ger-
man forces are making vigorous at-
tacks on the southern Roumanian
front. The war office announcement
of today says that stubbern resist-
ance is being offered by the Russians
and Roumanians, who, however, were

forced back at several peints. On the :
’ l‘.nu-asi:w front, where the Russians

recently took the offensive, a further
large advance has been made, a ser-
ies of villages being captured. The
communication follows:

““Russo-Galician front:

“In the direction of Riga, the en-
ciny trained liis aruiéry fire agdin-
st our trenches west of the Riga-Mi-
tau road. Roumanian front:

“The enemy yesterday made per-
sistent attacks in the direetion of
Onna and Onecati. In the morning
the enemy attacked the Roumanians
in the direction of the River. Slan-
ic. Towards evening the enemy,. af-
ter a stubborn and uamterrupted bat-
tle, succeeded in occupying a portion
of the Roumanian trenches, pushing
back the Roumanian troops to the
southwestern outskirts of Ocna. In
the morning the enemy also made a
stubborn attack in the region of Gra-
zestchi and the factory at Staker-
lere. In the course of the day he
forced his way into the factory. An
engagement is in progress.

“In the direction of Fokshani yes-
terday morning the Germans, after
artillery preparation, undertook an
offensive on both sides of the Fok-
shani-Ajud railway. By midday they
succeeded in occupying our first line
trenches west of the railway,; but a
counter-attack drove itnem out and
the position was restored. East of
the railway the Roumanians- under
strong enemy pressure were compel-
led to retreat to the southern ap-
proaches of the village of Maras-
echti.

“Caucasian front:

“In the direction of Kharput the
Turks on Saturday undertook attack
against Mount Merdaungah. Towards
evening after stubborn fighting they
succeeded in occupying a portion of
our trenches. At dawn the following
day a counter-attack drove them out
and the position was restored. In the
region south of Pelmir Balumer our
troops advanced and occupied a ser-
ies of villages on the Agred—Mount
Limos—Vagudjik— Memban front.
In the direction of Peudjoin our
scouts, advancing toward Lake Kerij-
bar, captured prisoners and arms.

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THE SITUATION.

It was the German plan to seize
Paris as an early step in hostilities,
and to put the French nation out of
the struggle in short order. In the
Franco-Prussian war they did that in
seven months and with the tremend-
ous additional preparations they ex-
pected to accomplish the same thing
in equal time, or perhaps less. Well
the struggle has entered upon its
fourth year and the French, besides
holding th\eir own after the initial
rush, have just recorded a tremend-
ously successful drive on the Verdun
front. The notable victory took place
on a front of eleven miles and enemy
defences were taken on both sides of
the Meuse River, together with the
capture of much material and over
four thousand unwounded prisoners.
Many important points have been
taken and the Crown Prince and his
armies have received a staggering
setback. /

Italy is once more making a meost
determined and aggressive effort in
the direction of Trieste, the most
important seaport of the' Austrian
monarchy, and the most considerable
trading centre on the Adriatic. The
Austrian lines have been pierced
along a wide front and thus far over
7,000 prisoners taken and many
guns. The fact must aga.inAbe borne
in mind that the natural difficulties
of this fighting ground are very sev-
ere and that any rapid forward move-
ment is an utter impossibility. How-
ever, the Garibaldians have mani-
festly made an excellent start in this
instance.

On the British front the “tanks”
have scored a notable achievement
by taking a number of important
positions north of St. Julien. These
unwieldly looking, but effective ma-
chines, constituted the chief offensive
weapon and the outcome has once
more demonstrated their great value
as an effective fightirg instrument.

In pretty nearly all directions Pet-
rograd reports Teuton advances, al-
though they are not of so marked a
nature as those which attended the
carlier disaffection of the Russian
roops. Engagement results contin-
ue, however, to end in the one way.

Aus-
tro-German troops reached the sou-
thwestern outskirts of ‘the important
Moldavian town of Dona, 75 miles
southwest of the porvisional Rou-
manian capital, Jasey. In the direc-
tion of Fokshani the Germans took
the offensive along the railroad. ad-
vancing on both sides of it. A coun-
ter-attack west of the railway re-
sulted in restoration of the Ruso-
Roumanian positions.

On the Northern Russian front,
increasing activity s reported. The
Germans are bombarding heavily the
Russian trenches west of the Riga-
Mitau raiload.

The new Russian offensive on the
Caucasian front has resulted in fur-
ther victories. Capture of a series of
villages south of the Pelmir-Balumer
sector is reported by the’ Russian
war office. The Turks made an at-
tack in the direction of Kharput and
gained initial successes, but subse-
quently were expelled from the cap-
tured positions. .

Italian guns were energetically pro-|
ceeding with the work of destruction’
of the new positions taken up by the
Austrians, endeavoring to blast a
road through the defences in order to|
make more easy the march of t-ie
Italian troops toward Trieste, Aus-|
tria’s principle seaport, lying at the;
head of the Adriatic Sea.

5,000 Guns in Action

The special correspondent of the
Cologne Gazette on the Isonzo front
has telegraphed as follows to Berlin:

“The artillery concentration for
the last Isonzo battle surpasses all
earlier preparations. The roar of
over 5,000 cannon in uninterrupted
lactivity' can be heard deep into the
Tyrol. The presence of a great num-
ber of British and French gins of
the heaviest calibre has been es-
tablished.”

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Enemy Defences on Eleven
Mile Front About City
Are Taken

4000 HUNS CAPTURED
Petain’s Airplanes Play A
Brilliant Part (n Great
New Drive

Paris, Aug. 20—A smashing
Frénch victory on the Verdun front
is recorded in the official report is-
sued by the War Office to-night. The
French have captured the enemy de-
fence§ on both sides of the Meuse
over a front of more than eleven
miles, penetrating the German line
at divers points to a depth of a mile
and a quarter. More than four
thousand, unwounded German prison-
ers have been taken.

Text of Statement.

The text “f the night statement
reads: ¢

“On the front north of ‘Verdun our
troops captured on both sides of the
Meuse enémy defences on a front
of 18 kilometres (11 miles) and to
a depth which exceeded two kilome-
tres at certain points. On the left
bank of the river we hold in particu-
lar the Avocourt Wood, ‘the two
summits of Le :Mcrt Homme, Cor-
beaux Wood and Cumieres. On the
right bank we have occupied Talou
Ridge, Champ, Chammeuville, Hill
344, Mormont Farm and Hill 240,
nort of Louvemont.

““On-the right our troops have ad-
vanced considerably in the Bois des
Fosse and the Bois de Chaume.

“The number of unwounded pris-
oners taken is mere than 4,000.

“The Germans carried out violent
counter-attacks in the Avocourt
Wood and against Le Mort Homme
and Hill 344, but our fire everywhere
broke down their efforts and inflicted
heavy losses. Our aviators took a
brilliant part in the battle turmng|
their machine guns at a low height;
against enemy concentrations and
contributing also to the repulse of
counter-attacks.

RE DRAFTED PLAYERS

Cincinnati, O., Aug. 21.—The en-
rolling of ball players in the Unite:l
States army and navy will have lit-
tle effect financially on those clubs
desiring to purchase or obtain by
draft the players in leagues of low-
er classification.

OLD: HOW

Grey and Yellow Mist of Death in the
Trenches Officially Described by Sir
John French, Former Commander-
in-Chief ' of British Forces — Victims
an Appalling Sight

It was the Germans who brought
back the use of gas into modern war-
fare. German thoroughness did mnot
balk at the wholesale destruction
caused by this form of offensive, but
there is, at the same time, no credit
due the Germans for originality in
the matter.

For the use ok deleterious gases
back to the days before Christ; there
is a record of that fact, as early as
from 431 to 404 B.C. in the histories
of the Peloponnesian wars. It is no-
ticeable, however, that even the an-
cients forbore to make use of it cx-
cepting in siege warfare.

In the Middle Ages, again, there
was much recourse to what was cowm-
monly known as ‘“Greek fire”’; a
liquid the constituents of which are
now unremembered, -but which was
squirted through the air for the pur-
pose of setting fire to buildings or
places attacked—never, it is to be
noticed, with the prime idea of burn-
ing down ranks of men.

This “Greek fire” served largely in
sea fights, too, in order to set fire to
the ships of the enemy, and the
Byzantine Greeks made free use of
it at the sieges of Constantinople in
the years 1261 and 1412.

Sir John French Describes Gas

The gas fighting which the Ger-
mans have evolved, however, is some-
thing tremendously more sweeping
and noxious. Let alone all imagin-
ative descriptions of it (and almost
every English author and journalist
now serving 4t the front has at-
tempted to picture the gray and yel-
low mist of death as it rides across
the trenches), it is enough to take
the official notes sent in to the Bri-
ish War Office by Sir John French
himself, in his report dated May 3,
1915:

“The gases employed have been
ejected from pipes laid in the
trenches, and also produced by the
explogion of shells especially manu-
factured for the purpose. The Ger-
man troops who attacked under cov-
er of these gases were provided with
especially designed respirators.

“The effect of this poison is mnot
merely disabling or even painlessly
fatal; those of its yicfims who do not
succumb on the field and who can
be brought into the hospital suffer
acutely, and in large proportion of
cases die a painful and lingering
death.

“Those who survive are in littl2
better case, as the injury to their
lungs seems to be of a permanecnt
character and reduces them to a con-
dition which points to their being
invalids for life.

These injuries, as a matter of
fact, are the result of a sudden and
retching contraction of the lungs so
severe as to tear their 'tissues and
the connecting bronchial tubes. The
effect is not only sanguinary, say
physictang who have served at the
front, but permanently paralyzing.

Victims an Appalling Sight.

A British ambulance officer gave
this aecount, printed in all the Lon-
don papers:

“When we got to the hospitals we
had mo difficulty in finding in which
ward the gas victims were, as the
noise of the poor devils trying to get
breath was sufficient to direct us.
We were met by a doctor belonging
to our division who took us into the
ward. There were about twenty of
the worst cases in the ward on mai-
resses, all more or less in a sitting

position, propped against the walls.
Their faces, arms and hands were

of a shiny gray-black color, with
mouths open and lead-glazed eyes, all
swaying slightly backward and for-
ward trying to get their breath. It
was a most appalling sight, all these
poor black faces, struggling, strug-
gling for life.”

Dr. J. S. Haldane, F.R.S., was sent
out to France to study the effects ol
these gases and to suggest the best
possible method of protection against
then(. His statement said:

“The symptoms and other facts so
far ascertained point to the use by
the German troops of chlorine and
bromine for purposes of asphyxiation.
There are also other facts pointing
to the use in German shells of other
irritant substances, though ‘in some
cases at least these agents are not of
the same brutally barbarous char-
dcter as the gas used in attack on the
Canadians. The effects are not those
o1 the ordinary products of combus-
tion of explosives. On this point the
symptoms described left not the
slightest doubt in my mind.” z

Chlorine Used in Attacks.

In some attacks, again, the gases
used were known to have been a
mixture of chlorine and sulphurous
acid. The former is green, the latter
a dense white fog, and both. are so
much heavier than air that they
could be relied upon to creep along
the ground. Both of these gases.
too, can be generated cheaply.and
with little labor by comparatively
simple means right in the trenches.
They are both asphyxiating in effect_,
‘even when in a diluted state—ana
when inhaled without too much air
dilution could be calculated upon to
produce exactly the effect upon the
lungs already described.

As regards the method of genera-
ting these gases, the sulphurous acid
gas is probably made in the trenchses
by the simple process of throw{mg
sulphur into open braziers contal'n-
ing charcoal or coke fires, whﬂe
chlorine is brought to the trench line
compressed under five atmospherfzs
(or 76 pounds) into quyid form, in
large steel cylinders sixgxlar to those
used for compressed oxygen and
hydrogen cases. The Engllsh,_ now
forced to retaliate with a _snmlar
warfare, bring up their gases in huge
steel drums.

Having brought a sufficient num-
ber of these cylinders of compressed
chlorine forward, it is merely neces-
sary to insert a delivery pipe through
the ' outer wall or parapet of the
trench, to connect this to the cyllin-
der, and then to wait for a favoring
wind before turning the tap and per-
mitting the gas to escape from the cy-
linder under its own pressure. The
most modern trenches are now be-
ing equipped with electrically spun
air fans which whirl the gas away
under artificial draughts.

Sirice the liquification pressure of
chlorine is very low, a large numbear
of gas cylinders are required  to
transport a fair sized volume of gas
to the enemy trenches, but this would
not prove an insuperable obstacle to
an army well provided with motor
trucks.

PULPWOOD IN WAR TIME.

One of Canadian industries which
has gone on increasing rapidly dur-
ing war time is the production of
pulpwood and the manufacture of
pulp. The total quantity of wood
manufactured into pulpwood in Can-
ada in 1916 was over a million and
three-quarters cords, compared with
one million, four hundred thousand
cords in 1915. The value of the
pulpwood made into pulp in Canada
and exported for making pulp
aboard was nearly twenty million
dollars. Very much more woods is
now n‘lanufartured into pulp in Can-:
ada than is exported in the log form
to be manufacturea info pulp in ot-
Her countries. A few years.ago the
reverse was the case. All the es-
sential facts about the pulpwood and
pulp industl;y in Canada in"1916 are
shown in a bulletin issued at the
Forestry Branch of the Departmient
of the Interior. Copjes of the same
may be had free upon application for
the “Pulpwood Bulletin” for 1916”
to the Director of Forestry Ottawa.

STEAMER AFIRE

New York, Aug. 20.—The Nor-
wegian steamer, Christian Boors, of
4,076 tons, was damaged to the ex-
tent of $1,000,000, by fire early this
morning, while lying at her dock in
South Brooklyn.

MARRIAGES CHANGED

In Future Wife Will be More

Independent And Self-

Reliant '
Geffrey Six{gleton writes from Lon-
don, England:

From the day Great Britain set
500,000 women of all degrees work-
ing at munitions prophets haveé an-
nounced that marriage was done for.
A little prematurely, they declared
that the women of after-the-war

would be economically independent
and would not need to marry. They

.| said she would choose her husband

where she liked and keep him as long
as she chose and no longer.

Their chief mistake was in for-
getting that neither men nor women
live and love by themselves. They
said that women were earning their
own livings and, therefore, women
were liberated. And they forget that
all the money in the world never lib-

jerated a woman from loving the right

man nor did it emancipate her from
a longing for children.

After hearing a great deal of talk
about the free woman I went to a
certain munition factory and looked
up the matron-in-chief an old friend
of mine. Her experience in establish-
ing social centres at munition plants
had taken her all over England since
the war began; she had made friends
with thousands of girls and had been
their mother-confessor; she knew
many hundreds of married women
who had come into the factories to
make Bill and Bert a useful present
in the shape of a shell. I asked her
what effect munishing would have on
the women of England.

Marriage not a ‘Washout”

‘“Listen,” she said. ‘“You take a
vear’s holiday and wander through
the factories—really, do. Then on
the day when you find one of my
girls crooning a lullaby to a fifteen
inch shell or putting on her best bib
and tucker for a box of cordite come
to me and I will answer your ques-
tion. I will tell you then that mar-
riage is a ‘“washout’, as the lads say.
But not till then.

“Not but that it won’t make a dif-

ference. I was talking to a woman
yesterday; she’s very good, really.
and earning near 30 bob a week. Her
separation allowance amounts to 25
more—she has several children. Of
course, it’s no use comparing that
with pre-war money when you think
of prices and everything, and it might
not appear much to you Americans
—not quite $15 eh? But the fact is
that 55 shillings a week is nearly
twice as much as her husband used
to earn and—well, now that he’s at
the front she says there’s one drinker
less in the family.
Learning What Nuisances Men Are.
“You see, she’s just found out what
a nuisance Alf was. She had to get
up half an hour earliér to make Alf’s
breakfast, and she had to set aside
so much for Alf's beer. Alf was a
good chap, and ail that, but he came
high. For the time being Mrs. Alf
is quite content to have Alf in Hesa-
polonica. At least, she says that’s
where he is.

“Well, a lot of our girls have seen
the difference and when they marry
they’ll know their rights a little bet-
ter than this generation knew them.
You don’t realize that a good part of
the population of England has been
brought up in thé fear of'its broth-
ers. ‘He’s a boy used to excuse every-
thing a young hopeful did, and a girl
never got a chance, I think that’s
going forever. :

Better Husbands and Wives.

‘“And when mothers stop crying
over a girl baby and wishing it had
been a boy, the children will make
better husbands and wives. You
don’t know how bad it has been
here. Why, only a few days ago I
heard some of the women talking
about a girl who died in the neigh-
borhood. The only thing they found
to say was that it was a mercy Frank
hadn’t been took because it was bet-
ter for the girl to go.

“Better marriages, perhaps later
marriages, because our girls won’t
rush in just to get away from a pov-
erty-stricken home. That you can ex-
pect. But if you ask me whether the
wdr will uproot marriage or turn it
topsy-turvy, the answer is, No, my

The Jews are instinctively the
most “assimilative of peoples. Well,
until the French revolution there
were no self-conscious nations in
perhaps a rudimentary form, in
England and Holland.

Now and again a poet like the
famous Judah ha-Levi (12th cen-
tury) would sing of the past glories
of Israel, but he evoked no practical
echo., Occasionally a pseudo-Messiah
would appear on the scene, but he
found few followers. The relative
success of the sensational appear-+
ance in the Levant of Sabbathai Zebi
(1660) on the heels of the horrors
of the Thirty Years’ War, 1618-48,
which evoked the general belief that
the reign of Christ on earth was at
hand, and of the frightful massacre
of the Jews in Poland (1655) was
rather due to the revival of Messi-
anic than of national hopes and
tendendcies.

When Volney, Condorcet, Carnot
and' Gregorie formulated the modern
democratic doctrine of nationality.
not only did the Jews remain abso-
lutely unattracted by the new doc-
trines, but they hastened, on' their
own behalf, to refuse to profit by it.
They only asked for the rightdo be
incorporated with equal rights as
citizens of the new nations.

This aspiration was formally sanc-
tioned on behalf of the Jews of
France, Italy, Holland and South
Germany by theé great Sanhedrin,
summoned by Napoleon I. in 1806
On the basis of that solemn declara-
tion by the Rabbis and Jewish not-
ables of Bonaparte’s empire, which
was confirmed by rabbinical confer-
ences held, the one in 1845, in
Frankfurt-on-the-Main, Germany,
the other in 18 in Philadelphia,
the whole battle for Jewish emanci-
pation in the western world was
fought.

It was only in the beginning of
the ’60’s when the so-called prin-
ciple of nationalities was revived by
Napoleon III.,, that a faint manifes-
tation of national sentiment was no-
ticed in the Jewish community. 1t
took the form of a pamphlet, “Rome
and Jerusalem” (1862) by the “So-
cial-Democrat, Moritz Hess (1812-
76), in which the re-establishment
of the Jews as a nation in Palestine
was advocated. The opuscle met

with a significantly cold reception;
