If there is in his account very 
much Shaw and very little hockey, 
those who know him best can assure 
us that he is making a very generous 
and unusual concession in not giving 
us all Shaw. The following is what 
he gave out for publication, concern­
ing a hockey game which he witnessed 
in the Dominion :

“I am, whenever I care to be, a 
Socialist. Consequently, when I heard 
that seven young men were somewhere 
banded and sworn together for a com­
mon purpose. I started out to search 
for them, feeling gratified that the 
wide reading of my plays in Canada 
had implanted some notion of com­
munism. In England whenever more 
than three are gathered together, the 
police scent conspiracy and read the 
riot act. Being utterly ignorant as to 
the extent to which Canada is blight­
ed by this characteristically British 
fair play, I was not without appre­
hension that my expedition might be 
dangerous.

It is at’ Moose Portage, two days’ 

journey by trail from Lesser Slave 
Lake, that wé made the acquaintance 
of the pioneer white woman of the 
district.

One naturally expects a pioneer to 
be, at least, middle-aged, a little stern 
and weather-beaten, with homesick 
lines apparent anl wistful eyes that 
seem to be forever looking for some­
thing missed. Lo and behold our 
Mooses Portage pioneer is in the 
twenties, a round, rosy, slip of a 
thing, with beautiful braids of hair, 
and more dimples than there is any 
call for. She is a proud pergon, proud 
of her husband, of her three-romping, 
sturdy youngsters, of her msition as 
leading lady of the place. pity she 
will have none.

“No, I didn’t lose my grip, and I 
didn’t whine for my folks—-or even 
for neighbors. I knew they’d come. 
My man said to me often .an’ often, 
‘Can you stand it, Polly?’ an’ I gen­
erally answered with a laugh. It’s a 
good way to answer a man, ’specially 
if he’s kind of down in the mouth. 
What gives most women homestead­
ers the blues is thinking about their 
own loneliness, and pitying- themsel­
ves. The only way to do is count the 
cost before you start, and never look 
behind. My man and I came out to 
make a home and get well-to-do. 
We’ve the home already, the well-to- 
do-ness will come after a while. Sure 
thing.

“It’s worse than useless for any 
woman, 'specially any young mar­
ried woman, to try life in the wilds 
unless heaven’s given her a lot of 
hope and courage.

You see, 
it’s a time when a woman is natural­
ly nervous—and nervousness is catch­
ing. The man gets it, too. I’ve seen 
more than one homestead abandoned 
about this time. The couple trek back 
east ând lose their chance, all 
through crossing bridges they’ve not 
come to yet. The watchword I give 
to every settler’, wife who passes by 
is: ‘Look ahead, and laugh.'

“Do I like it here? I wouldn’t live 
anywhere else if I could. I’m proud 
of our settlement—oh, yes, we’ve a 
settlement now, and neighbors, and a 
postoffice, and lots of things. We’re 
going to have a school. They’re bound 
I’ll be trustee, and I guess I will, 
just by way of example. It seems 
fair and proper that the women that 
help make neighborhoods, and raise 
the kiddies that fill the schoolhouses, 
should take a band in running things.

“Four years ago we gave a Christ­
mas dinner, and all the persons we- 
could drum up to eat my perfectly 
good wild turkey was a half-breed 
trapper, and old man Powderfàce— 
who couldn’t relish any bird that had 
been plucked before roasting. 
Christmas I’m giving a feast to the 
white families, and I’ve thirty-oné 
acceptances. How’s that for a grow-

déon—that’s going some. I see where 
I’m going to be a busy woman. Say,” 
with anticipatory relish, “I wish you 
could be at our pioneer party.”

So do I. I would like to make the 
acquaintance of the settlers, the hunt­
ers, trappers, freighters, _ farmers, 
with their vgves and bairns who will 
make up that party ; like td hear their 
experiences. Would like to see the 
table with its weight of cheer ; above 
all would like to watch the play of 
the Pioneer’s dimples.

“Look ahead and laugh”—it is a 
pretty good motto.—Jean Blewett in 
Canadian Courier.

The mode gf fishing prevalent

Social and Personal Notes and Other Items. Sutherland’sLORD HARDINGE WAS KING ED- 
WARD’S OWN DIPLOMAT.\

The Ruler of India, Who Was Wound­

ed In Delhi Recently, Accompan­
ied the Peacemaker on His Cele­
brated Tour and Later Did Im­
portant Work In St. Petersburg— 
Entered the Ser\ice In 1880.

The steady improvement in the 
health of Lord Hardinge, Viceroy of 
India, who was wounded by a mal­
content while entering Delhi in state 
recently, is a matter of congratulation 
throughout the British Empire.

Lord Hardinge became Viceroy of 
India in 1910 in succession to Lord 
Minto. As Sir Charles Hardinge, he 
had already made for himself a great 
reputation in diplomacy. He was the 
Minister chosen to accompany the 
late King Edward on his famous 
peacemaking tour of Europe in 1903, 
and later, as Ambassador at 6V. Pet­
ersburg, he played an important part 
in the settlement of Anglo-Ruesian 
disputes and the creation of the exist­
ing . entente between the two coun­
tries. ,

Son of the second Viscount Har­
dinge, brother of the present holder 
of the title, and grandson of a former, 
Governor-General of the great Depen-, 
deucy, Charles Hardinge was born 
in June, 1858, and is. therefore, in 
his fifty-fifth year. After a brilliant 
career at Cambridge he entered the 
diplomatic service in 1880, his first . 
appointment being to Constantinople, 
where he had the good fortune to 
serve as private secretary to Lord 
Dufferin, then Amabssador. Berlin 
in 1884. Washington in the following 
year, and Sofia in 1887 were his next 
steps, and as Charge dJAffaires he 
negotiated treaties at Bucharest. Af­
ter three years in Paris he became 
Secretary of Legation in Teheran, 
where he added to his mastery of the 
Turkish language a knowledge of 
Persian.

of Embassy at St. Petersburg, to 
which he was appointed in 1898, ho 
was recalled in 1903 to take up the 
position of Assistant-Secretary for For­
eign Affairs.

In the following year the young 
diplomatist was created K.C.M.G. and 
K.C.V.O., and returned to 8t. Peters­
burg as Ambassador to the Russian 
court. His appointment to a position 
of such importance at the age of forty- 
five was probably unique. But his 
qualifications for the post were also 
exceptional. They were referable to 
his previous experience oi the Rus­
sian capital and of Paris and Tehe­
ran, as well as to his intimate asso­
ciation with the master diplomat; 
King Edward. The sequel to his Am 
bassadorship was the agreement con­
cluded three years later, by which 
Great Britain and Russia composed 
ancient and dangerous differences 
concerning their respective spheres ol 
influence in Asia.

In February, 1906, Sir Charles sno 
needed Sir Thomas (now. Lord) San­
derson as Permanent Under-Secretary 
of State for Foreign Affairs. In thi 
same year he accompanied King Ed­
ward on the visits to Athens and 
Friedrichshof, and was also-his Ma- 
jeety.’s Minister in attendance in 19Q) 
at Wilhelmshohe and Ischl; in 1903 
at Copenhagen, Stockholm,- Chris­
tiania, Friedrichshof, and Ischl; 
while in February, 1909, he was again 
called upon to attend the. King dur­
ing his visit to the. German Emperof 
in Berlin. On his; appointment to be 
Viceroy of India, Sir Charles, who has 
been the recipient of a great many 
titular distinctions, was raised to the 
peerage as Baron Hardinge of Pens- 
hurst.

There-is only one case on record of 
the actual assassination of a Viceroy 
of India—the Earl of Maya-being fat­
ally stabbed' by a prisoner in 1873 
during a visit- to a Convict settlement. 
The murder had no political motive, 
but during recent years', as a result of 
the unrest which foi towed the parti­
tion oi Bengal,- the) life of a Viceroy 
has been aimed at on more than one

How Jeweler^ Are Combining to Fight 
the New Criminal.

The craze for jewel snatching on the 
part of armed men in motor cars has, 
as everyone knows, spread recently 
from Paris to London, and most large 
jewelers are spending anxious hours 
over the question of securing the safe­
ty of their stock.

Security devices of all sorts have 
been fitted up literally by scores with­
in the last two or three months, and 
any bold bandit that thinks that there 
is still a big harvest to be reaped by 
simply snatching jewelry from the 
counter and waving a revolver behind 
him would—at any rate, in any of the 
large London jewelers—soon find his 
mistake.

The device that is being most gen­
erally adopted :is that of a safety bolt, 
worked either by a button below the 
counter or by a lever pressed by the 
foot. With the latter, particularly, the 
door to the safety of the street can be 
silently barred’ without rousing the 
slightest suspicion on the part of the 
most observant operators.

Nowadays, if a jeweler is showing 
you trays of rings for your fiancee, 
and if, when putting one aside, he 

not at first get the count right, 
it may'give you rather an eerie feel­
ing -to reflect that you are a prisoner 
till he does.

The beauty of this electric safety 
bolt is that not only can the thief be 
kept in, but any accomplice can be 
prevented from coming to his assist­
ance.

A eimilàï safety device is a button 
arrangement connected with the slid­
ing curtain which has taken the place 
of the old shutter'system. A touch 
on flhe button, and there is am iron 
wall between the bandit and car that 
is waiting for him at the curb.

Many jewelers are adopting the 
street-gong system. The button in 
this instance not only works the safety 
bolt or iron curtain as the case may 
be, but sounds a large gong on the 
outside of the shop—a warning that 
police help is urgently needed within.

It is not to be" supposed, however, 
that jewelers were helpless in the 
hands of the jewel thieves before the 
four motor bandit outrages took place 
in London recently.

Many big jewelers have long had— 
ever since the window snatching epi­
demic of some years ago, indeed—'safe­
ty window-shelves, which, the moment 
the glass is broken, sinks,cut, of sight 
and out of reach of grasping hands. 
And, if you have noticed, few jewel­
er’s counters have overhanging rims 
nowadays. The change dates from a 
very clever trick that brought big 
hauls many years ago.

The thief, well dressed, would walk 
in, and look through some rings. At 
an opportune moment he would slip 
one of the finest out, an<j casually fix 
it to the underside of the overhanging 
rim, either with a blob of wax or a 
simple staple. In a second or two its 
absence would be noticed, and the 
customer challenged. Indignantly he 
would demand to be searched. Natur­
ally, he went scot-free, or got, at most, 
a few hours in the cells.

Meanwhile, a confederate would 
have strolled into the shop, ten min­
utes after the incident, on tire pretext 
of making some small purchase, and 
walk off with the ring.

So jewelers’ counters seldom over­
hang nowadays. Jewelers, as the 
next motor bandit will find, soon 
learn.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN 
NORTHWEST LAND 

REGULATIONS.
ANY person who is the soie head 

>1 a family, or any male over 18 
years old, may nonicst -1 a quarter 
ec.tion of avauaoie nonunion land in 

Manitoba. Sasitatchewan or Alberta. 
The applicant must appear in perron 
at the Dominion Land Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry 
by proxy may be made at any agency 
on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughte-, brother or 
-ister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence up- 
>n and cultivât" ">n of the land in each 
of three years. A homesteader may 
live within nine miles of his hotne- 
stead on a farm of at least 80 acres, 
solely owned and occupied by him by 
by his father, mother, son, daughter 
brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader 
n good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter-section alongside his home­
stead. Price- $3.00 ,per acre. Duties 
— Must reside upon the homestead 
or pre-emption six months in each of 
six years from date ot homestead 
entry (including the time required to 
earn homestead patent), and culti­
vate 50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right, and cannot ob­
tain a pre-emption may enter for a 
purchased homestead in certain dis­
tricts, price $3.0C per acre. Duties— 
Must reside six months in each of 
rhree years cultive. fifty acre» and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

The office of Lord High Admiral was 
revived far the Duke of Clarence in 
1827, but a year later he was told by 
the Duke of Wellington that he would 
h»ve to go, witii the option of resign­
ing. ft is true there is no Iron Duke 
in the present Cabinet—nor is one 

. wanted. “Royalty Campbell,” one is 
reminded, is the name borne by one 
distinguished officer in the service, 
because be is a close friend of the 
present King; but even his enemies 
can detect no unseemly leaps and 
bounds in his advancement. Those 
who best knew the King’s attitude to­
wards the navy are the last to en­
courage the idea that he would ever 
let personal predilections weigh in 
the matter of promotion.

Royalty is not so easily moved in 
such matters as is sometimes suppos­
ed. When the late Duchess of Teck 
was approached in the interest of her 
friend Miss Helen Hemticker, who 
wanted the post of lady-in-waiting to 
H. R. H„ she answered—in allusion 
to her own and the candidate’s bulk— 
“I should be delighted, but no car­
riage ever built could carry Helen 
and myself.” That was neatly turned; 
but His Majesty’s' method of replying 
to the hints of his friends has been 
found rather mote abrupt. In no case 
has Prince Louis profited by his title 
—rather the other way. The briefest 
description of him is that he was born 
a Serene Highness, but has lived it 
down. But he has done more than 
live down a title ; he has built up 
another. And now, as the First Sea 
Lord, he hylds a post that never, like 
that held by his friend at the Admir­
alty1, raises a smile.

97 Years In One Family.
Sixty-five years in the service of 

one family is a remarkable record 
standing to the credit of Miss Mary 
Ann Lancaster, who remained all that 
time as “maid and friend" with a 
Stoke Newington family, and recently 
died.in her 83rd year. But it is not 
exceptional. Mr. William Sly, 
retary of the Domestic Servants' 
evolent Institution, of which Miss 
Lancaster wars a member, stated that 
the books contained hundreds of 
names of servants who had remained 
in the same employment for 50 years 
and upward. "A servant at Lisburn 
who passed away in January, 1909, in 
her 107th year," he said." had seen 
97 years’ service with three genera­
tions of one family.” A number of 
servants have, out of their hard earn­
ed savings, contributed to the funds 
of the institution. In gifts from serv­
ants the institution has received near­
ly £500, and in trust funds £2,365. 
One supporter, a butler, left a suffi­
cient sum to provide for a pension 
of £23 per annum to the oldest fe­
male beneficiary. Another servant left 
£1,000 in trust for two pensions of £20 
and £15 for needy servants. One pen­
sioner has attained the age of 101 and 
has received benefits 
£366.
