The witnesses were equally defin­
ite in condemnation of any system of 
monopoly in shipping, whether at the 
hands of the government or private 
companies. Thus, as one witness hu­
morously pat it, “When the Grits are 
in power the Tories can use loading 
platforms, and when the Tories are 
in the control, why the Grits can use 
the shovel.” The recognied value of 
a government system of elevators was 
the making possible of an ideal sam­
pling market. Such a market 
put different classes of buyers in com­
petition with each other for different 
qualities of grades.

The Royal Marly Infantry 
and Artillery and naval representa­
tives came next with the military at­
taches of the foreign embassies, the 
officers of the headquarters’ staff of 
the army. The field marshalls and 
massed bands playing solemn funeral 
marches, the great officers of the 
Royal Household of England headed 
by the Earl Marshall, the Duke . of 
Norfolk, were followed by a non-com­
missioned officer of the Household 
Cavalry bearing the Royal Standard.

Stand by Posts and Save Lives of 
Many on Wrecked Steamer.

Kansas City, Mo., May 18.—The ex­
cursion steamer Uncle Sam collided 
with a said barge in the Missouri^ 
River at the foot of Grand Avenue this 
afternoon and sank. One hundred and 
fifty passengers, 25 of them women, 
had narrow escapes from death. Their- 
llves were saved by the heroism of 
Roy Taylor, the engineer, and W. L. 
Thompson, the pilot of the boat.

When the sand barge punched a 
hole In the stern Of the boat and she 
began to sink, the engineer put on full 
steam and the pilot headed her for 
the shore, while, the passengers, panic 
stricken, ran screaming from one side 
of the deck to the other. Within ten 
feet of the shore, the boat sank to the 
bottom and tipped over until her decks 
were at an angle of 46 degrees. All 
had left the lower deck for the upper 
and even there the water drenched the 
limbs of the men and women on board.

The new text book o na basis of 224 
pages will be sold at 8% cents.

“There will also be a discount of 
30 per cent, off the retail price of 
the new books.’
It is also to be noted that the big 

departmental store concerns are not 
the only ones quoting low prices on 
school books. The Robert Simpson 
Company received the contract for 
the arithmetic; the Holland Linen 
Paper Company and the Gage Com­
pany received the contract for the 
grammar.

Why is this? Because the publish­
ing trade has realized that if it de­
sires to get any of the Ontario school 
book contracts it must bid for them 
at low prices. It is significant that 
one never hears of the name -of Mor­
ang in connection with cheap school 
books. Perhaps that firm’s binding is 
a little too dear for the other provin­
ces. By the way, Saskatchewan must 
pay Morang prices for the next eight 
years. I 1

Lord Rosebery it has reaffirmed this 
decision.

WE REPAIR WEAK MENCbt Olest Regina Will Add Greatly to Municipal 
Work in Thia Direction.

At the regular meeting of the works 
committee of the city council Thurs­
day evening, a proposed scheme of 
sewer extensions was taken up, as sub­
mitted by the city engineer. Mr. 
Thornton reported that the board of 
works of the city had a surplus to its 
credit standing over from the last 
year’s estimates, ,a balance of 15,- 
383.47. With the additional estimate 
of $10,000 already granted by the bur­
gesses of the city this year this de­
partment of the city has at their dis­
posal a grand total of $15,383.47 for 
expenditure on sewer extensions in the 
city during the present season.

The engineer submitted his recom­
mendations to the committee for the 
extensions which he considered ad­
visable this year, and with two ex­
ceptions the board adopted the report 
in the following detail:

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Chief Justice Siftoo to Be 
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Edmonton, Alta., May 24.—As indi­
cated yesterday, the Commission of 
enquiry into the Alberta and Great 
Waterways contract will not conclude 
its labors by Saturday and will, in 
consequence, rise for an indefinite 
period.

Whatever the results of the commis­
sion may be when Its report is pre­
sented and studied by the public, it is 
the general concensus of poinlon that 
the Rutherford Government cannot 
much longer remain in office. There 
is no hope of uniting the two Liberal 
factions in the Legislature under the 
leadership of either Mr. Rutherford oi 
Mr. Cushing.

In view of these circumstances It It 
quite apparent to a close observer that 
the Government forces are not in e 
position to meet the House on the 
26th, and, therefore, it will not be at 
all surprising It the resignation of 
the Premier is not at presept in the 
hands-of the Lieutenant-Governor, or 
will be tomorrow.

It is generally understood that Chief 
Justice Sifton will be called upon tr 
form a Government in the place of 
that of Mr. Rutherford. What mem 
hers of the Legislature will be asso­
ciated with him is not definitely 
known. '

The Calgary Albertan prints a re 
port to the effect that Mr. Cushing 
will not be included and at the same 
time adds that Mr. Sifton will only 
accept office on the understanding 
that those "associated with him wil' 
agree to the cancellation of the Grea* 
Waterways’ contract. Any other con 
dition would be fatal to his or anj 
one else’s prospects of forming a gov­
ernment. Thaï, at least, is the cur­
rent opinion in the hotels and on the 
'streets.

Politicians in close touch with the 
leaders of both factions of the legis­
lature agree that when the cabinet 
is announced it will nof include the 
names of any of the present ministers. 
As to who will be selected to take 
their places there are various rumors, 
one of which is to the effect that Mr 
Bennett may take office under Mr 
Sifton. Neither of these gentlemen 
care to give any expression tha! 
would indicate their intention in view 
of the positions they *t.present hold 
That Mr. Bennett would accept office' 
or that he would be invited to do 
Is very imifrobable. He described 
himself in the legislature on March 
2 as a “stern Conservative,; .and hie 
being so would not make him accept­
able to the Liberal party which Is 
ceptlonally strong in Alberta. In pro 
vinclal politics, however, party lines 
are not very deep, but with only two 
or three exceptions every member of 
the present legislature is a Liberal 
and it is the Liberal party that con­
trols the situation, and in all prob­
ability will continue to control It for 
some considerable time to come.

Tomorrow the decision of Mr. Ruth­
erford will no doubt be made known 
to the lieutenant-governor. Already 
the various groups of members are 
getting their heads together. If f 
proclamation is issued tomorrow pro­
roguing the session it would not be 
surprising. On the other hand if the 
government faces the house there will 
be a fight of exceptional virulence 
which would prolong the present 
satisfactory sate of affairs.

Some refreshing comment on the 
sempiternal subject is made by Mr. 
C. A. Magrath in his little book on 
“Canada’s Growth,” in which he dis­
cusses a number of our immigration 
problems. He does not dwell on either 
the Englishman’s virtues nor his 
weakness. “We are alb-prone to the 
latter," he remarks, “and frequently 
not overloaded with the former.” He 
finds a certain amount of “bumptiops- 
ness” natural in the son of a great 
country like England. “But,*1 he says, 
“the Englishman plays the game fair­
ly, and therein he has occasion to be 
satisfied with himself.”

As a citizen of the Canadian West 
for a great many years, Mr. Magrath 
testifies that he has yet to come in 
contact with the man to whom “no 
Englishman need apply.” However, 
he admits that Englishmen have not 
always been successful in rising to 
the demands of the Western farmer. 
His opinion of the cause of the trou­
ble he puts in this paragraph :

England has an immense urban 
population who, naturally, 
densely ignorant of farming meth­
ods. The Western farmer—the pio­
neer—has neither the time nor the 
means to pleach bis help the rudi­
ments of farming. He can only af­
ford to secure help when he abso­
lutely requires it, and then needs 
“in the worst kind of way” the best 
kind of help.
Nor does Mr. Magrath content him­

self with pointing out the evil. He be­
lieves “it^hould be feasible to work 
out some plan whereby a few weeks’ 
training in the care of stock, as well 
as the imparting of some knowledge 
of the use of agricultural tools, could 
be given to those whose physical and 
moral condition would permit them to 
enter Canada.” He would have the 
training-school in Great Britain, so 
that the culling process .«could take 
place there; and then he would have 
a central station In the Canadian 
West^ti^ which the selected workers 
could go direct from, the Old Country 
and from which they could be distri­
buted to the farms where labor was 
required. There has long been reason 
for believing that some such plan as 
Mr. Magrath suggests -should be put 
into force. It is not sufficient that the 
Government should persuade Immi­
grants to come to Canada from Great 
Britain. It is not enough to see them 
dumped on our shores to drift whither 
they will. The Government should see 
that they are selected carefully and 
then it should follow them to their 
destination in Canada and assure 
them a fair chance of success in the 
new conditions of life upon which 
they are entering.

The first thing to do will be to well

BUSINESS

Prominent Miller and Elevator 
Man Claims That Storage 
Will Not Pay—Expects 
Many Mills in i his Province.

Moose Jaw, May 23—The first series 
of sittings of the Saskatchewan Eleva­
tor Commission closed here tonight, 
and the commissioners leave the city 
tomorrow to resume their enquiry in­
to the grain problem of the province 
at the town of Weyburn on Wednes­
day afternoon.

The Moose Jaw meetings have prov­
ed intensely interesting and instruct­
ive and businesslike. The methods of 
Professor McGill and his fellow cbm- 
missioners in extracting useful and tel- 
ing facts in the form of evidence from 
voluntary witnesses has very much 
impressed the local public. Four wit­
nesses in all were neard today, but 
the evidence of C E. Austin, manager 
of the Saskatchewan Flour Mills, was 
the feature of the session.

Enlarging on his evidence of Satur­
day, Mr. Austin said that if the eleva­
tor^ of the Saskatchewan mills was 
used for storage purposes only and 
not In connection with the mill it 
would not pay. Mr Austin undertook 
to put figures illustratin his point be­
fore the commission. Answering Pro­
fessor McGill on the prospects of the 
growth of the milling industry, Mr. 
Austin considered there would be a 
gradual growth of the industry in the 
province for a limited time and then 
he would expect to see a decrease 
That was the experience of Minnesota, 
Nort& Dakota and South Dakota, 
where a number of local mills were 
going out of existence. In a measure 
the same was true of Manitoba.

He expected to see an increase in 
moderate sized mills in Saskatchewan 
dufing the next twenty-five years in 
order to take care ot the western 
trade, but these would not compete 
with eastern or foreign markets be­
cause of power and cost of labor and 
of the heavy freight rates. The dis­
advantages of the establishment of a 
milling industry in the province were 
these three causes, allied to an in­
ability to draw from the terminal 
market.

The advantages were, on the other 
hand, the ability to supply the -west­
ern market and to select wheat at 
first hand from the farmers.

In the locating of the mill terminal 
storage is largely a factor and termin­
al storage within the province would 
lead to a larger milling industry in 
the proviùee.

Answering further questions of Prof. 
McGill relative 'to n sample market, 
Mr. Austin said that wherever there 
is a large milling industry the market 
is bound to develop into a sample 
market in^effect, whether i^ is one in 
name or not. He quoted Minneapolis 
and Winnipeg as exaihples of his 
statement.

There is nothing to the statement 
that farmers could get better treat­
ment if the grading system was abol­
ished and a sample market introduc­
ed The farmer submits his wheat to 
the disinterested party, it is graded 
and he gets for it What it is worth. 
The millers in Winnipeg select the 
best of the wheat which passes 
through there. Theoretically then, 
that which is exported is not the best 
of Canadian wheat, but the amount 
absorbed by milling companies west 
of Fort William is very small and has 
little or no effect upon the standard 
grade,

Mr. Austin, stated further that he, 
prefers federal grading to local be­
cause that would put all grading on a 
uniform basis. In reply to a question 
of Prof. McGill as to how the best of 
Saskatchewan wheat compares with 
the best of Minnesota, he said that 
from the millers' standpoint Minneso­
ta wheat was superior for milling pur­
poses and would command higher 
prices than Saskatchewan. To the eye 
Saskatchewan wheat appears better 
and it weighs more per bushel, but 
when put through the milling test it’s 
inferior. They are dissimilar wheat 
and command entirely different trades. 
An exporter would realize that Minne­
sota wheat had better qualities than 
Saskatchewan wheat and that he 
would purchase it for different pur­
poses, difference was due to climate 
conditions. If an absolutely pure 
sample of Canadian Red Fife could 
be secured the difference between it 
and Minnesota No. 1 would not be so 
pronounced but if the same wheat 
wqre grown in the same countries al­
together different types would be pro­
duced.

A government system of elevators 
would mot in his opinion, pay at 1% 
cents, and if competitive elevators 
were retained there would be a ten­
dency on the part of companies to cut 
rates for the time, eventually return­
ing to a reasonable charge when un­
able to hold out longer.

Further questions were asked by 
Messrs. Langley and Green as to dock­
age, etc., in course of which Mr.’Aus­
tin declared that Saskatchewan 
likely to have the trade name attach­
ed. Even now, he said, in Europe 
and in the eastern provinces dealers 
were charging more for Saskatchewan 
flour and oats because they were pro­
ducts of Saskatchewan.

BAD FIRE AT CARLETON PLACE.

Ontario Town Almost Destroyed by 
Bad Fire in Business Section.

Carleton Place, Ont., May 18.—Fire, 
which started In -McGonigle’s butcher 
shop, Bridge street, shortly after mid­
night from a cause unknown and was 
tanned by a strong southwesterly 
wind, rapidly spread and at the time 
writing was still burning fiercely and 
had done damage estimated at fully 
$200,000. The best- business section of 
the town is in ashes and t?he finest 
residential district has been gutted 
and the handsome new Presbyterian 
church, recently renovated at a cost 
of $20,000 is burned to the ground. 
Shortly after the fire started it was 

that the local fire brigade wereseen
unable to cope with the flames so a 
call for help was sent to Almonte, 
which responded by sending down 
their fire engine manned by a compet- 

These, in addition to theent crew.
two local engines, did their best to 
stop the spread but to ho avail, a high 
wind carrying cinders and burning 
embers in all directions. Starting in 
McGonigles’, the flames destroyed the 
adjoining store belonging to J. Fraser, 
and the Singleton Block. The wind 
then swept the course of the fire along 
Bridge street towards the C. P. R.

Zion church was one of thetracks.
first buildings on this street to catch, 
and the magnificent edifice was soon 
the prey of the all-devouring flames. 
Its value was estimated at about $40,- 
000 and nothing now remains but the 
ruins. Pçom the church the fire leap­
ed to the Masonic Hall, a flimsy struc­
ture, which soon went. The new 
beautiful residence of the late Jas 
Gillis, valued at $15,000, then caught 
and was soon destroyed, in the rear 
of Zion church the manse was on fire 
several times, but hopes are enter­
tained that it may be saved, 
roller rink next followed with the ad­
joining curling rink.

SIX DROWNED.

Bad Boating Accident on Lake Nipe- 
gon.

Port Arthur, May 19.—The finding 
of an upturned canoe with a small 
amount of personal effects leads to the 
belief that six men have been drowned 
on Lake Nipigon, though the facts 
cannot be clearly established until the 
conclusion of the investigation being 
made by search parties which left Nipi­
gon this afternoon on receipt of news 
brought by an Indian who found the 
canoe.

Those reported drowned are Roy 
McGillivray, George Grants fire rang­
ers in the employ of the Ontario gov­
ernment, and four woodsmen of Whom 
the only name so far obtainable Is 
that of Johnson.

The two fire rangers, who were 
working on the shores of Nipigon 
lake, are said to have consented to 
use their canoe to transport the four 
woodsmen across the lake from Point 
Alexander, a distance of 12 miles, so 
they could come out.

Sheep Breeders’ Association Will Ship 
Pure Bred Sheep Into Province.

The Saskatchewan Sheep Breeders’ 
Association decided at their annual 
meeting in March that the great scarc­
ity of sheep for breeding purposes and 
the unprecedented demand for them 
makes it desirable that two or three 
car-loads of pure-bred sheep should be 
imported from the East and sold by 
auction in November or December 
next at a number of important points 
in Saskatchewan. Before engaging in 
so important an enterprise it is de­
sirable that the farmers who are in 
the market for breeding stock should 
express an opinion as to the quantities 
they require, the breeds they favor, 
and whether or not they would bt 
prepared to endorse this action by the 
Sheep Breeders’ Association. Corre­
spondence is therefore invited from 
persons desirous of purchasing sheep 
for breeding purposes as well as from 
those -in the province that have them 
for sale, as the Association does not 
wish to take any step that will pre- 
duice the interests of any sheep breed­
ers.

The Secretary of the beep Breed­
ers’ Association is F. Hedley Auld, 
Regina, and Mr. Auld will be glad to 
hear from Saskatchewan farmers in 
regard to this question.

Drainage.

they may be grown on any good 
strong soil that is not likely to dry 
oue easily. For this reason they may 
be planted where they will receive 
some shade, but' care must be taken 
that they are kept well mulched, and 
the tops kept well openei so that mil 
dew does not find a congenial foctging 
place. This Is especially true with 
the European varieties. It is true 
that these fruits will stand some ne­
glect, and yet bear some fruit, but It 
is also true that there is no fruit 
grown that will respond more quickly 
and abundantly-*o good treatment.

Both of these fruits are easily pro 
pagated by cuttings. These are made 
in the fall from well-ripened wood of’ 
the current season’s growth. Select 
good, strong shoots and cut them Into 
pieces of six or eight inches in length. 
These may be tied In huches and 
.hurled with the top end down until 
spring, when the ends will he callous 
and ready to take root, or they may 
be placed immediately Into a trench 
five or six inches deep, the cuttings 
being placed four to six Inches apart. 
The trench is then filled, care being 
taken to firm the soil well around the 
base of the cuttings. They should 
then be covered with a mulch of 
coarse litter during the winter to pre 
prevent heaving out. Cultivate well 
during the next summer, when they 
will be ready to transplant Into the 
permanent location.

These plants start to grow quite 
early in the season, hence they should 
be transplanted asearly as the ground 
can be worked. It would be better to 
have the ground plowed the previous 
fall. In fact the plants can be set opt 
in fall just as well, In which case they 
should be protected with coarse litter.

For garden culture, four feet apart 
'each way will do very well, but for 
field culture the rows, should be five 
to six feet apart.

Keep the plants well cultivated dur­
ing the first year or two, then give 
them a good, heavy mulching with 
stable manure, which should be re­
newed every year or two. Some have 
had good results on a small scale by 
using coal ashes simply as a mulch. 
This mulch is for the purpose of keep­
ing the soil cool and moist.

These fruits both grow naturally in 
the bush form, new wood being formed 
every'ySSf in the shape of branches.

The prize list for the Winnipeg In­
dustrial Exhibition for 1910 Is now be­
ing distributed. The copy to hand 
shows very fine work in the cover, the 
lower half of the title page being oc-

The Saskatchewan Department of 
Agriculture, through the statistical' and 
crop reporting service, has completed 
its estimate pf the acreage sown to 
wheat and oats in the province this 
year. The estimated increase in 
acreage sown to wheat,is 557,000 acres 
or 13.6 per cent. This compares with 
an increase last year of 381,000 acres, 
or 10.3 per cent. The estimated area 
"under wheat in 1910.18 4,642,000 acres.

The estimated acreage sown to oats 
shows a decrease of 137,000 acres or 
6 per cent. In 1909 there was an in­
crease of acreage sortfn to oa: J of 467,- 
000 acres or 26.3 per cent. The area 
under oats is estimated to be 2,103,000 
acres.

There is a widespread tendency this 
year to neglect oats in favor of flax, 
wheat and barley. This movement Is 
almost entirely a reflection of the 
prices that have been obtainable for 
the various grains during the past six 
or eight months. Oats have been com­
paratively low in price, while the 
other grains named have commanded 
satisfactory prices. Other causes tend­
ing to a decrease of oats acreage are 
the early spring and the presence in 
many districts of large surplus sup­
plies of oats of crop of 1909.

Estimates of the acreage under 
barley and flax respectively are in 
course of preparation, and will,be pub­
lished when the seeding of these 
grains is completed. It is expected 
that barley will show a slight, and 
bax a very material increase in acre-

These Useful Fruits.
Whie currants and gooseberries are 

not so universally used now by the 
average housewife as other species of 
small fruit, they occupy a very im­
portant place, and generally command 
good prices in limited quantities.

There are four species of currants 
known to the botanist, hut only one 
is commonly grown for Its fruit, viz.: 
Ribes rubrum, which furnishes all the 
red and white verities ; two species 
which produces black fruit, but they 
are grown only. In a small way and 
the yellow flowering species, which is 
generally grown as an ornassent.

Only two species of gooseberries are 
commonly cultivated. One of these is 
a native of North America (Ribes ex- 
yacantholdes), and the other (R. 
grossularia) is a native of Europe. 
Pale red and Hougton are good ex­
amples of the first, and Crown Bob 
and Industry of the second.

The currant and the gooseberry are 
natives of a cool climate, hence their 
cultivation is confined for the most 
part to the northern portion of the 
United States and. to Canada. A cool, 
moist soil Is best suited to their na­
ture, although for garden purposes

For a garden reclaimed from an average 
sired city yard the following would make 
a good and sufficient list with which to 
stock Five to 6 shrubs, 100 early tulips, 
100 late tulips, 150 narcissus, 100 Spanish 
iris, 150 crocuses, Sparge peonies, about 
6 rose bushes, 2 dozen daffodils, 3 dozen 
German Iris, 1 dozen columbine, 3 bleed­
ing hearts, with a few nasturtiums if it is 
desired to have some flowers in the garden 
through the late summer.

There are also many vegetables which 
will grow quite as well in a city back yard 
as in any country kitchen garden. To­
mato vipes, young onions, young carrots, 
beans, peas, radishes, parsley, lettuce, 
rhubarb—all these could be made to yield 
a useful amount of pin money to the en­
terprising girl who can make an arrange­
ment with her family to keep them sup­
plied with fresh vegetables at regular 
grocer’s prices. From the proceeds of the 
vegetable plot one year enough should be 
realized for many new shrubs and plants 
for' the beautifying of that part of the 
garden which is devoted to the cultiva­
tion of flowers alone.
