How it Keeps 8 Watch on Carless Letter
Oarriers.

There is a little green card in use by the
post-office deparbment that is a terror to

oarrier. A reoord is kept by the chief of
the oarriers, and if that little card does not
turn up with the other mail with which it
is due, it isolearly tobe seen that the
oarrier has not taken the mail from that
partionlar box.
