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A question that has long puzzled cein col-
lectors is-the weaning of the letters “CAL'
punchmarked on a rare variety of the gold
quarter eagle of 1848. The enswer has just
been discovered.

Numismatists have long associated the coin
with California, which was not a difficult
deduction from the letters ‘“CAL' and the
date 1848, and yet they have not RQeen sure.
Some collectors included it among the plon-
eer or private gold colns of Callfornia and

In & letter to Brig.-Gen. R. Jones, Adju-
tant-General of the United States Army, with
headquarters at Washington, dated September
10. 1848, Col. R. B. Mason, commanding the
military department at Monterey, Cal., stat-
“ﬁ" he was sending samples of gold re-

ool from a dozen or so persons, dmong
wh was Capt. Sutter, in the care of Lieut,
L. Loeser, who on August 30, with the origin-
aliof the letter, had sailed on the schooner
Lambaycana for Paytu, Peru, on his way
:;:und Cape Horn and thence to Washing-

In addition to these specimens of gold, the
letter went on, the Lieutenant carried a tea
oaddy containing 230 ounces 15 pennyweights
® grains of gold. This was purchawed at
San Francisco by Col. Mason’s ordeps, “‘and
is sent to you as a fair sample of the gold
obtained from the mines of Sacramento. It
is a mixture coming from the various parts
of the gold district.”

Gen. Jones upon receipt of the tea caddy
evidently turned !t over to the Secretary of
War, Willlam L. Maroy, who sent & to the
Director of the Mint at Philadelphia in care
of Lieut.-Col. Cdoper, who bore a letter to
the Direstor dated Decembar 8, 1848. In
this letter the Secretary stated that the tea
caddy was supposed to contain 230 ounces 16
vennywelghts 9 grains ‘‘of what is presum-
ed to be gold.”

This metal, he wrote, had just been for-
warded from different localities in Califor-
nia, and doubt was expressed by several per-
sons as to its aotually being the precious
metal. In the event that the metal proved
So bo gold, Secretary Marcy requested that
‘the two medals ordered by Congress’'—
what these were is not at present known,
but they probably had to do with the Mexi-
oan war—be struck in it, that a pound of the
pure metal be returned by Co. Cooper, and
that the remainder, with the exception of
one or two small bars, be coimed and sent
with the bars to the department.

He sald that as many persons might de-
sire to procure & specimen of coin made from
Olmornln'xold by exchanging other coin for
it ho would suggest that the metal be made
into quarter eagles, with a distinguishing
mark on each, if any wvariation from the
ordinary issués of the mint would be proper

could be conveniently made.

Jamee Ross Snowden, Director of the Mint
at Philadelphia, on December 12, 1848, wrote
o Mr. Marcy acknowledging the receipt ofV

e gold, which he sald had been deposited
40 the name or the War Department. He
. \rther sald that a portion would be reserved

-3or the medals and the rest coined, subject
%o his order. The gold in the caddy after
frefining amounted to 211 ounces 46 penny-
‘Jeights of gold, of a fineness of .894%, and
‘was valued at $3,910.10.

It is easy to infer that the distinguishing
mark placed upon the coins, in accordance
\$%th the suggestion of the Secretary of
War, was the letters ‘‘CAL.”” A ochange
in the design of a United States ocoin can-
not be acoomplished quickly, and therefore
-it is remsonable to suppose that the Direc-
tor resorted to the simple expedient of punch-
marking the three letters on the quarter
eagles struck from this first lot of Califor-
nia gold.

It the Director followed out the plan out-
lined by him in his letter it is probable
that the number of quarter eagles bearing
this mark was between 1,000 and 1,200.

It may seem odd, in view of subsequent
evcnts and of the fact that for a long time
after the date of the letter of the Secretary
of War California was the greatest gold
producing region in the world, to think
that persons high in authority should re-
gard with euspicion the first gold from Cali-
fornia, and yet many of the samples spoken
of by Col. Mason did prove to be utterly in-
nocent of the presence of the preclous metal.
The mint assayers, Eckfeldt and Dubios, in
whope hands all the first samp s of Call-
fornla gold were placed for assay and valu-
atlon. etated In one of their reports that
‘“the first sample of ore was sent to us by
an officer in the army during the Mexican
war, and In advance of the wonderful
rumors, but so perfectly exempt was this
considerable invoice of stones from anything
llke precious metal that we might be for-
given for having joined in the general in-
credulity by which so many have been de-
celved and some belated. Other specimens
have since been forwarded for examination
by the Hon. 8ecretary of the Interfor, most
of which were equally unproductive, disprov-
ing at least the common Iimpression that
everything in the gold regicn is gangue for
&old.

While it is possible that a thousand and
more of the quarter eagles in question were |
originally coined, still it is lkely that few
arn now in existence. Collectors do not con-
sider their series complete unless their cabl-
nets contain a specimen of this variety, and
as much as $36 was this year pald for a
specimen In uncirculated condition.

Smokestack Arsenic.

Thousands of tons of arsenic are wasted
annually in the fumes that pour from the
stacks of the great smelters of the United
States, says the Unmiced States Geological
Survey, yet notwithstanding thls waste, or
perhaps becavse of it, 8,000,000 pounds of
arsenic or arsenic compounds, costing about
$373,0600 werz imrorted by us in 1903. In
that year our domestic production of arsenic
was only one-sixth of the quantity imported,
of the value of only $63,460.

France, England, Germany, Portugal, Spain,
Turkey, Canada and the United States are
the principal arsenic producing countries.

In the United States, as also in England,
the great bulk of the arsenlc produced f{s
from smelter fumes. English smelters are
not allowed to pour arsenical fumes into the
air. forcing them to make money out of the
white arsenic saved. In the United States
only two smelters have plants for saving it,
one at Anaconda, Mon., and the other at
Everett, Wash,

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FIREMEN MEET DEATH |

IN BALTIMORE FIRE.

Three Killed and Sixteen [,

Injured.
Portland, Me., City Hall

Burned Down.

Million Loss-—700 Per-

sons Escape.

Baltimore, Jap. 27.—Fire early to-day
took heavy tolls of the members of the
fire department of this city, three being
dead and sixteen others more or less ser-
jiously injured, including Gus. Hoston,
chief of the fire department, who is in
a serious condition. He has a badly lacer-
ated scalp and internal injuries.

The dead are: Lieut. Frederick Har-
man, William B. Pugh, an unidentified
man thought to be Emil Morrin.

The financial damage is estimated at

£
$400,000.

The blaze, which is the worst that has
occured in this city since the ealamity of
1904, started on the third floor of the
building ov tho southeast corner u.f Hol-
liday and Saratoga streets, occupied by'
the J. Regester Sons’ Co,, plumb:_‘ra
supplies. Other occupants of the build-
ing were the Baltimore Bell & Brass Co.
and the Wm. L. Hollingsworth Co., the
machinists. Upon these three the heavi-

cst losses will fall. “The fire had appar- |

ently been burning some time before it
was discovered. A strong northwest
wind and a very low temperature made
the work of fighting the fire more than
ordinarily difficult. In incredibly short
time after the blaze broke out on the
Saratoga street side of the Regester
building, and without warning, a large
section of the north wall of the building
fell.

It was this that scattered death and
injuries among the firemen who were
working close to the building. The rain
of bricks also put out of commisgion an
extension ladder truck npoa which some
of the men had been. working. For a
time it seemed that the fire would sweep
diagonally through the block to Gay
street, and a number of people living on
that thoroughfare moved their effects.
Changes in the wind, however, enabled
the firemen to confine the damage, in
addition to that already mentioned, to
the plants of the E. B. tead & Sons Co.,
printers, and the Flynn & Emrich Co,,
machinists, locuted in a five-storey build-
ing on Saratoga street, in the rear of the
Regester buiiding, the Lonhardt Wagon
Co., Saratoga street, opposite the build-
ing in which the fire originated, the old
City Hall building %".d the Zion school
Mbuilding.

While responding to an alarm a hose
wagon and a fire engine collided, and
five of the men on the engine were in-
jured, one of them scriously.

MILLION DOLLAR FIRE.
Lucky Escape ot 700 People From Burn-
ing Building.

Portland, Me.. Jan 27.—A fire which
caused a property camage of $1,000,0600
carly to-day destroyed the City Hall
and police buildings and endangered the
lives of more than 700  persons, Al-
though known as city hall, the build-
ing was divided between city and coun-
ty offices while the police building shel-
tered the supreme, judicial and muni-
cipal courts in addition to the police
department.

The fire was the worst in the state
since the great conflagration in Port-
land im 1560, when the city’s business
and residential sections were almost
completely wiped out.

Death was absent from the fire; a |

fact considered very remarkable as
there was more than 700 members of
the Western Maine Knights of Pythias
jubilee gathered in the auditorium of
the city hall when the flames were dis-
covered. OUnly a few persons were hurt.
Chief Engineer Melville Eldridge the
ouly one known to be seriously injured
was able to direct the fight against the
fiames throughout being supported by
two assistants.

The financial loss is estimated at $1,-
060,000, but this sum will not eover the
loss of the papers and dcecuments in the
registry of deeds where everything was
destroyed. Other cil;‘ departments were
swept clear of everything by the fiames,
with the exception of the city clerks
and the city wreasurer's offices. The
wioney and secwrities ia the latter are
Lelieved to he intact.

TO SPLIT ON SOCIALISM.

The New Labor Movement Already

Launched in England.

London, Jan. 27.—There are signs
of dissatisfaction among the trades
unions at the declaration in favor of
Socialism made by the Labor Con-
gress yesterday, and a split in. the
Labor party on the question is pre-
dicted. According to one report, a
new movement has already been in-
augurated to form.a Labor party in-
depéndent of Bocialism. The leaders
of the movement, it is said, confident-
ly believe that a majority of the trades
unionists will support it, They de-
clare that the vote of the congress
was a snap one, and that at least
one great trades union, the Amalga-
mated Society of Railway Servants,
with & membership of 70,000, did not
have an opportunity to instruct its
delegates on the gquestion.

Mr. Steadman, M.P., secretary of
tha Parliamentary Committee of the
Trades Union Congress, said, in an
interview, that the vote would not
bind the trades unions. It was a
mere expression of biased opinion.
Spcretary Appleton. of the General
Federation of Trades Unions, spoke
in a similar way.

An_Ottawa despatch: A fine point in
law was raised in Hull to-day in the
case agairst Revillon Bros, of Mont-
real, charged with having 400 beaver
skins illegally in- thier possession.

The case opened this morning be-
fore Magistrate St. Julien. Mr. Bros-
seau, K. C., at the opening of the
case, said the intention of the defemce
was to fight the prosecution on the
ground that the Indians from whom
the skins were bought bad the right,
under an old treaty from the Do-
minion, to kill and dispose of beaver,
and that, therefore, the provisions of
the provincial law were ultra vires as
applied to Indians.

ALL ABOARD.
Missing Passengers of the Steamer
Amsterdam All Safe.

RUSSIAN NAVY.

Czar's Programme Opposed by
Douma and High Officials.

8t. Petersburg, Jan. 27.— The conflict
between the Emperor and the Douma
over the naval plan which entails an
expenditure of $500,000,000 is steadily
developing in a direction unfavorable to
the realization of the Emperor's ambi-
tions.

The scheme, which M. Kokovsoff, the
Minister of Finance, Privabely declared
spelled ruin to Russian finances, has
met opposition in unexpected quarters.

At a meeting held last week of the
Council of Imperial Defence, under the
presidency of Grand Duke Nicholas Nich-
olaievitch, representatives of the army,
opened the regular campaign against the
programme. The Grand Duke himself
declared that in his opinion the navy
was in an anarchical state, and a hotbed
of mutinies, unworthy to be entrusted
with such enormous sums for new con-
struction.

The Cabinet, which unanimeusly oppos-
ed the naval programme, has privately
passed the hint among the Conservatives
in the Douma, encouraging the fullest
discussion against the programme in or-
der to influence the Emperor, whose
mind hitherto has appeared to be set
on ite fulfilment.

GROWTH OF A CENTURY.

Manyfold Increase of Mission Work and
Givings.

A Toronto desp-tch: The growth of
Christian missions was strikingly shown
by Rev. Dr. A. B. S8impson, of New York,
founder of the Christian and Missionary
Alliance,at last night’s meeting of the Ali-
liance convention in Zion Congregational

‘| Church. Less than $75,000 was the whole

income of all missionary societies in the
world a hundred years ago; to-day their
combined income amounts to $20,000,-
000. A hundred years ago there was
scarcely a convert; to-day there are
1,500,000 communicants in the mission
churches, and 5,000,000 nominally friends
and adherente of Christianity.  Then
there were perhaps fifty translations of
the Scriptures, and comparatively few
cogies of each in circulation; to-day the
Bible is cireulated in more than five
hundred versions, and more than 500,
000,000 copies have been scattered among
the missions. A ecentury ago there was
just a handful of missionaries; to-day
10,000 British, American and contin
ental missionaries are at work, besides
80,000 native workers, nearly 100,000
workers in all.

LABOR IN CANADA.

LABOR GAZETTE GIVES REVIEW OF
THE YEAR 1g07.

Outlook for 1908 Regarded as Favorable,
in View of Railway Construction,
Etc.—Hundred and Forty-Nine Trade
Disputes in 1907.

Ottawa, Jan. 27.—This month’s issue
of the Labor Gazette contains an ex-
tended review of the industrial and la-
bor conditions throughout Canada dur-
ing the calendar year 1907. The condi-
tion of industry and of general employ-
ment is descrivel in the opeaing para-
graph of the article in part, as follows:

During the first nine months of 1907
the general prosperity of trade and in-
dustry and the very active conditions of
employment that were more pronounced
in 1906 than in any previous year in the
history of the Dominion were continued
without abatement. Prices and wages,
which went steadily upward in 1906,
reached still higher levels-in the spring
and summer of 1907.

With the close of the summer season,
however the growing stringency in the
money markets of the world began to
be felt in Canada in the way of check-
ing the rapid increase in production and
equipment, which had been uninterrupt-
ed for some time before. The yield of
wheat and grain in the Northwest Pro-
vinces, and in Ontario also, showed a
falling off as compared with 1906, and
although the Atlantic fisheries and coal
mines had an exceptionally. busy year
throughout, with labor in active de-
mand, and though the volume of traffic
and the earnings of the railway com-
panies were the largest ever recorded,
the output of manufactured goods and
of the various metals was less in the
closing months of the year than in the
corresponding season of 1906. The lum-
bering industry both in British Colum-
bia and in Ontario and the eastern Pro-
voinces was also quiet throughout the
autumn, with preparations under way
for a smaller cut than last year.

With the close of the season of out-
door activity, more than the usual num-
ber of unemploycd were reported in cer-
tain of the larger centres, though the
prolongation of mild weather in western
Canada enabled an unusuall large
amount of land to be prepared for the
season of 1008. During the closing
weeks of the year there was a notice-
able improvement in the general tone of
the labor market and in industrial and
commereial circles following upon the
somewhat easier financial conditions.
The outlook for 1908 was regarded as
very favorable in view of the large
amount of railway construction and
other work in progress, the vast extent
of land still unoccupied in western Can-
ada, and the prevailing opinion that the
money shortage would be overcome.

The issue also contains a special re-
view of the trade disputes occurring in
Canada during 1907. Altogether, 149
trade disputes, affecting 34,604 work-
people, and causing a loss of 613.986
working days, occurred in 19Gr, com-
pared with 138 disputes affecting 20,014
workpeople and causing a loss of 480,775
working days in 1906.

A PORTUGUESE PLOT

TO ASSASSINATE PREMIER AND
OVERTHROW THRONE.

It Was Nipped in the Bud—Forty Ar-
rests Were Made—Many Officers in
Lisbon Garrison Are Disloyal.

Lisbon, Jan. 23 (by courier to Bada-
jos, Spain, Jan. 27.—An abortive at-
tempt to overthrow the monarchy and
proclaim Portugal a republic was
nipped in the bud last night by the
prompt action of the Government.
The plot was organized by a small
gronp of advanced Republicans. As
near as can be ascertained. the plan
was to assassinate Premier Franco,
and then depend for success. on street
risings, supported by secret, Republi-
can and Labor organizations, armed
with bombs and revolvers.

The conspirators intended to take
advantage of various festivities to
carry out the ‘coup deo’stat. The Royal
family were at Vila Viscosa enter-
taining the Duke of Abruzzi. Most
of the army and navy officers who
were in the city were attending a gala
performance at the theatre, while
many of the chief functionaries -of
State were present.at a magnificent
bal! at one of the Legations.

The police discovered what was in
the wind early in the evening and
surrounded and raided a house where
th. ring-leaders in the plot were con-
ferring. When they broke in the doors
the lights were extinguished, and in
the confusion that followed most of
the conspirators managed to make
thoir escape. Several of them, how-
ever, were captured, including the
leacer, Joaa Chagas, a Republican
lgurmlist, whe was prominent in the

epublican revolt of 1891 ; Franca Bor-
ger, editor of Omundo, and a mer-
chant by the name of Crendella. A
caso of revolvers and bombs were
found in the cellar.

By to-night about 40 conspirators
had been arrested. The police have
secured evidence of another revolt
planned to take place Jan. 27, the an
niversary of the Republican revolt at
Oporto, if last night’s plans failed.

The general political situation is
marked by increasing activity on the
part of the Republicans and the Mig-
uelites. Senor Miguel has announced
that his programme includes the rec-
ognition of Parliament’s right of as-
semblage, abolition of the death pen-
alty, and all excesses of absolutism.
Owing to the political situation the
premium ou %t))]d is rising rapidly.

The Diario Popolar prints a sensa-
tional article to the effect that many
officers in the Lisbon garrison are
under suspicion of being implicated
in the consg\imcy to overthrow the
Government.

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS

I. Nicodemus coming to Jesus. “The
presence of Jesus in Jerusalem, and es-
pecially the excitement produced among
the rulers of the Jews consequent upon
the purging of the temple, ‘together with
his increasing fame as a teacher and
worker of miracles, which had reachéd
Jerusalem from the hill country where
Jesus had been, led to this famous in-
terview.” Nicodemus was not ready to
accept Jesus as the Messinh until he had
seen and heard him. With the greatest
solemnity Jesus turns abruptly from
things temporal to things spiritudl. His
firet sentence was too deep Tor ‘the wise
councillor. The great plan of salvation
was disclosed to him. Nicodemus was ig-
norant of epiritual things. “How can
these things be?” was the true index of
his darkened mird. “It was mot teach-
ing he needed, but the ability to under-
stand teaching; not more Tight, ‘but
sight.”

II. The new birth. “Ye muet 'be born
again” (v. 7). There is no other way to
be saved. Flesh cannot be justified
(Rom. 3. 20). “By no process of evolu-
tion can the natural man develop into
a.spiritual man; by no process of de-
generation can the spiritual man deter-
ierate into the natural man.

London, Jan. 27.—The rate of distount

The xe-'
duction of the bank rate was a fore- |
gone conclusion, owing to the rapidly
improving financial conditions prewailing
everywhere. which caused the market
for discount rates to fall to 3% per ccent.
The returm of cash from the m
considerably swelled the reserve,

will be increased in the near future by
the receipt of gold from Egypt and Aus-:
tralia, as well as bar gold en route ‘o
London. This will include five million
dollars’ worth of gold, which bty
will be secured by the Bank of and
on Mofday.

Other influences tending towards the
reduced bank rate are the im?rond ‘oon-
ditions prevailing on the continent, fore-
casting early reductions in the bank
rates of France and Germany, and the
likelihood of a return of gold from Am-
erica or the shipment of gold from Am-
eriea to the Argentine Republic, thus
relieving the demand on London.

The announcement of the bank rate
had a favorable effect on the Lendon
Stock Exchange, where the reduction
of & half per cent only had been antici-

ted. Consols improved 5-16 to 847,
‘:me rails and ffirs were marked
higher, and Americans, which opened
around parity, improved half to eome
point for active issues.

HAPPY CHILDREN

WITNESS NEW YORK CENTRAL
PARK TRAGEDY.

Young Salesman Pumps Five Bullets Into
His Brain While Little Tots, With
Whom He Had Been Playing, Flee in
“Terror.

‘New ‘York, Jan. 27.—Seated in the
niidst. of .a. throng of children on the east
drive of Central Park yesterday after-
noon .James Kinkelstein, a neatly clad
young salesman of 232 East Tenth street,
put five bullets in his brain and fell
dead at the feet of a fainting nurse.

Policeman -Steinert, who was near,
learned from the maid and children
who had witnessed the suicide that the
young man had been strolling among
them for an hour before he killed him-
self.

He left a little fair-haired girl he had
been talking to.and walked slowly to a
bench. Bitting, ‘he removed his hat and
lnid on the bench. Then he pulled on
his gloves and buttoned them. His actions
had begun to attract attention when he
drew from his overcoat a revolver. He
exploded five eartridges quickly, blowing
a great wound into the side of his head
before he tumbled from the bench.

Policeman Steinert and two mounted
policemen were on the spot immediately.
The suicide still elasped the revolver in
his hands, and the ambulance surgeon
who was summoned from the Presby-
terian Hospital said four bullets had
been poured into the man’s brain, and
one of which would have caused instant
death.

The dead man was identifiel from
cards and letters found in his pockets.
In a pocketbook there was $4.60.

Two letters found, one written in
German and the other in English, did
not throw any light on the suicide, the
police say.

A DIGNIFIED SETTLEMENT.

British Press Praises Canada’s Agree-
ment With Japan.

London, Jan. 27.—The British press
is not overlooking the lmperial aspect
of the agreement arrived at by Canada
and Japan, and expresses the greatest
pleasure at the dignified and friendly
settlement of the immigration question.

The Morning Post points out that t_he
conciliatory attitude of Japan was in-
spired largely by her friendship for Bri-
tain. ‘The Daily Graphic observes that
it would be impossible not to contrast
this dignified termination with the hu-
miliating spectacle presented by the
treatment of British Indians in the
Transvaal.

The Times says the passage in which
Mr. Lemieux' turned to the broader
aspect of the immigration question,
touching on the British alliance with Ja-
pan, thus showing that he appreciated the
solidarity of the British race in matters
relating to the rest of the world, should
awaken a responsive thrill throughout
the empire. *“[he negotiations,” it says,
“were admittedly concerned with a ques-
tion of the utmost delicacy and import-
ance, but even this quesiion sinks into
insignificance comapred with the prin-
ciple enumerated by Mr. Lemieux.”

The Times adds that Canada is now a
developed nation, and can talk to other
nations of the werld with an assured
voice and almost on an cquality with
them. It is a cheering sign f her sense
of dignity and reality that she should
thus begin her career us a separate fac-
tor in the world by remembering that
her strength and honor are bound up in
the strength and honor of the wmocher
country.

BRUTAL MURDER.

THROWN INTO STREET NUDE, HE
/APPEALS TO POLICE.

Tells a Plausible Story—Russian Au-
thorities Ask: His Extradition as
‘Cold-Blooded Assassin, )

Milan, .Jan. 27.— The Corriere ‘della
Sera has ‘recéived the following telegram
from Bucharest: About a month ago, in
a small village of Upper Moldavia, a
short distance from ‘the Russian frontier,
& young man, €legantly dgessed, presented
‘himself at the only tavern in the plaee.
He carried in 'his 'hands a bundle, from
the ends of which zppeared :the hilt and
point -of -a sword.

The stranger, who spoke with a Rus-
sian accent and was very impatient,
asked for a lodging for the might, and
was conducted te a small room, which
served as a dormitory. There he was
left alone, and was soon sleeping tran-
quilly.

During the night, hewever, he was
aroused by strange mnoises, and found
himself surrounded by the family of the
innkeeper, and some other arrivals, who
had laid hold of his clothing and the
.bundle, which contained a wvaluable
sword, many pieces of jewelry, a few
diamonds, and some money. The stranger
asked, but in vain, that at lcast his
clothes should be left him. He was
thrown out into the street with only his
shirt on, and wandered about all the rest
of the night, shivering with cold, until
he reached the office of the commissary
of police, where he related his adven-
ture.

He stated that he was the son of
Admiral Rataschievitch, commander of
the imperial yacht, adding that he had
fled from Russia, as he had been a
participator in a political plot. Soon,
however, the Russian authorities, asked
the Roumanian Government for the ex-
tradition of the fugitive, who, they said,
was guilty of a monstrous crime. Ratas-
chievitch, it was alleged, had led a vicious
and irregular life at Kishineff, where
he was an officer of Cossacks. Impelled
by the necessity of getting money some-
how, he agreed with a friend of his,
named Romanoff, to murder the latter
father, who was a wealthy landed pro-
prietor. -

He repaired one night to the country
house where the elder Romanoff lived,
and was let in by the son, who hid him
in an atlic, awaiting a propitious mo-
ment for carrying out their design.
After a week’s waiting, some guests
having been sent away from the house
by a strategem, Rataschievitch armed
himself with a hammer, and, assisted
by his friend, cautiously entered the old
man’s bedroom and battered his head in.
Having thus accomplished his crime and
collected some valuables, Rataschievitch
fled to Roumania, while the parricide,
Romanoff, embarked for America.

Yesterday Rataschievitch, after hav-
ing confessed -his horrible crime to the
Roumanian police commissary, tried to
escape by jumping from a window on
the first floor of the palace of justice.
He was, however, soon recaptured and
taken back to the prison.

KLONDIKE CASE.

Canadians to Get Over $500,000
From Eetroiters.

Windsor, Ont., “Jan. 27.—On a mo-
tion by A. R. Bartlett, Joseph Boyles,

solicitor, Judge Riddell has decided
that the Canadian Klondike Mining
Company, in which Boyle holds a
third interest, is entitled not only to
the half million dollars verdict award-
ed at the Sandwich tri:l last fall,
but also to interest on the amount
for three years. No rate of interest
has been decided on, but it probably
wilt be at 5 or 6 per cent. Thy ad-
ditional amount the Detroiters are re-
quested to pay accordingly will be
about $25,000. With the original ver-
diet and the $58,000 since paid over in
settlement of a new claim, this means
they will have to hand over a total
sum of $568,000.

PRIEST FIGHTS BURGLARS.

Surprises Band About to Rob Church and
Assails Them,

Lisbon, Jan. 27.—A band of bure-
glars has carried off a large quu:

TRAGEDY IN A STORE

WOMAN SHOT A MAN, THEN COM-
MITTED SUICIDE.

Mary B. Clark Killed Frank Brady in
Restaurant of New York Department
Store, Then Shot Herself— Had&
Three Revolvers With Her.

New York, Jan. 27.—Several hun-
dred persons, most of whom were Wo-
men shoppers, witnessed a murder and
suicide in the restaurant of a large
Broadway department store to-day.
Frank - Brady, an advertising solicitor
for a newspaper was shot five times
and instantly killed by Mrs. May
Robeits Clark, a manicurist, of 21
West 133rd street. The woman t
shot herself and died in the hospital
which she was taken.

Mr. Brady was sitting at a table t?
the restaurant on the eighth floor o
the department store, and the large
room was crowded with shoppers and
employees of the store, who had gone
there for lunch, when the woman ap-
proached the table where Mr. Brady eat
and fired five shots from a revolver into
his neck, face and chest. Drawing an-
other revolver from her muff, the wo-
man quickly fired three shots into her
own breast and fell backward on th
floor. Her action was so sudden a
unexpected that witnesses of the shoot-
ing sat transfixed until the last sho$
wags fired. - Brady was dead when they
reached him, but the woman was still
alive, and was hurried to a hospital,
where she died within a short time.

Besides the two revolvers used in the
shooting, a third revolver, fully loaded,
was found concealed in Mrs. Clark’s
muff. The shooting was the culmina-
tion of a series of violent quarrels, and,
according to the woman’s intimates, in
fulfillment of a threat to murder him in
a public place “before the world” unless
he renewed the attentions she claimed
to have received when he was less pros-
perous and she in a position to befriend
him.

GIRL BABIES DROWNED.

Rev. Mr. Hess Tells How Frequently He
Found Bodies.

Toronto, Jan. 27.—“I never travelled
a hundred miies in China without fln?i-
ing the body of a girl baby floating in
the river, because her lllnoltlher did hnot
want her to pass through the same hor-
rible experiences as she has had, or be-
cause her father and mother did not
think her worth the rice she would eat.”
Such was one of the statements made
by Rev. Isaac Hess, of Lancaster, Pa.,
lately returned on furlough ~ from
W i prevince, South Ohina, in hie
address yesterday afternon at the
Christian and Misionary Alliance con-
vention in Zion Oongregational Church.
Mr. Hess told also of the cruelty he
had seen practised on prisoners. A man
is not executed for a crime until he con-
fesses it, but in order to make him con-
fess it the most excruciating tortures
are inflicted, Mr. Hess himself seein
one man who had received a hundreﬁ
strokes of a scourge with seven lashes
each studded with bits of iron. Another
man had a channel burned in his leg
to the bone, others had their backs
burned, and were compelled to walk on
red-hot iron. “And did you confess to
stealing?” one was asked. “Yes, but
didn’t steal.” The opportunities of
present day in China, the opening of the
country to missions, and its rapid de-
velopment, laid heavy responsibilities,
eaid Mr. Hess, upon Christians o give
the Chinese the Gospel.
