At a recent meeting of Toronto Presby­

Your Committee alter carefully considering the 
suggestions to Presbyteries contained in the circular,

THE WAR IN SOUTH AFRICA.

Friday, Jan. 4.
London, Jan. 3.—A Constantinople de­

spatch says Turkey is indisposed to ap­
proach Russia. Austria, Germany, France, 
and Italy all admit the principle of seperate 
negotiations, but claim a voice in the final 
settlement.

Though Earl Carnarvon, whose con­
ciliatory speech yesterday was telegraphed 
last night, is one of the peace party in 
the Cabinet, his statements will be gen­
erally accepted as determining in the 
affirmative the only important question 
hitherto unsettled, namely, whether Eng­
land will consent to the principle of 
separate negotiations between Russia and 
Turkey. All other signatories of the 
Treaty of Paris took advantage* of the op­
portunity afforded by Turkey's circular 
note to announce their determination on 
this head. They admitted the claim of 
Russia to begin and carry on separate 
negotiations, but resérved their rights as 
co-signatories, and for protection of their 
own interests, to participate in the final 
settlement. The following language of 
Lord Carnarvon’s speech is susceptible of 
th*e same interpretation ;—•

“ I hope sincerely that the Russian 'Government 
and people will remember that many of the ques­
tions arising at this moment are questions not for 
settlement by the two belligerents alone. They in­
volve European interests. They are European 
questions, and we as a member of the European 
family have not only the right to be heard upon
them, but it is very important that we should have a 
distinct voice in the final decision of them. I do 
not feel any difficulty in reconciling these two views, 
provided only there is reasonable management and 
moderation on each side."

The Times to-day says :—
u Once more in thé midst of disquieting rumours, 

we have the satisfaction to report the reassuring 
Statement by one of the Ministers, and at the present 
moment it ought to be regarded as finally deciding 
the position assumed by this country. We may in­
terpret his words as meaning at the least as 
much as they say, and as an unmistakeable 
expression of the present view of the Ministry. What,

The reports of disagreements in the Cab­
inet have caused a decided sensation in 
London, and the matter is the subject oï 
general discussion.

Trade In the Netherlands.
Washington, Jan. 4.—The Consul at 

Rotterdam reported that owing to the very 
cheap labour in the Netherlands and 
neighbouring countries, a great part of the 
articles manufactured in this country, and 
indeed in Europe, even though raw mate­
rial may be imported, can be produced for 
rates that will compete successfully with a 
like article of manufacture in the United 
States. However, the American manufac­
turers of various cotton fabrics are pre­
pared to compete successfully with Eng­
land and France, and already the people of 
the Netherlands are beginning to receive 
the benefit of this competition. The im­
portation of Indian com into the Nether­
lands is gradually increasing, though many 
ways in which that cereal can be utilized 
are not yet fully understood, or it would 
be more generally used. Facilitating in­
ternational exchange by free trade seems 
the only method to develop commerce and 
industry.

He was Minister of War in the 
Cavour Ministry in 1849 and 1856, and 
commanded a division sent to co-operate 
with France and England in the Crimea, at 
the close of the war receiving the order of 
the Bath and the Grand Cross of the Legion 
of Honour.

The Standard announces that Colour- 
Sergeant McCarthy and private O’Brien, 
sentenced to life penal servitude 
in 1866, have been released on ticket 
of leave. Corporal Chambers, undergoing 
a similar sentence, will be released next 
week. The prison governors, however, 
have received no intimation concerning the 
release of O’Meara, Condon, and Melidy, 
undergoing sentence for conspiracy in 
the Manchester murder, nor of the 
probable release of the other prisoners 
detained for complicity in the alleged 
Fenian outrages, but who were not 
convicted of treason, felony, ox any military 
offence.

Despatches have been received confirma­
tory of the report that two hundred lodges 
of the Indians who broke away from 
Spotted Tail’s and Red Cloud’s bands on 
the way to the new agency, have joined 
Sitting Bull.

A Cuban has been sentenced to death 
for firing into an hotel at Port au Prince. 
The Spanish consul has protested against 
the sentence being carried out, and threatens 
to bombard the place if his protest is not 
heeded.

Four vessels have cleared from Nor­
folk, W. Va., for Liverpool with twenty- 
five thousand bales of cotton, valued .at a 
million and a half, the largest shipment 
ever made in one day from a Southern 
port.

The Wine and Spirit Traders’ Society of 
the United States intends organizing the 
retail dealers into a party, for the purpose 
of electing such Senators and Assembly­
men as will agree to protect the liquor in­
terest.

Several thousand workingmen marched 
to the office of the Mayor of San Francisco 
yesterday, and demanded work or bread. 
On being told to go to the benevolent 
societies they held a meeting, and speeches 
were made, declaring they mnst resort to 
force to obtain food if other means failed.

The report of the United States Com­
missioner of Agriculture shows the past 
season fo have been unusually good for 
wheat, the heaviest production having been 
in the sections where the yield in 1876 was 
the lightest.

Discharged Female Prisoners.
The Gaol Committee of the Women’s 

Christian Association, with other benevo­
lent ladies and gentlemen of Toronto, have 
for some time been considering the advan­
tage of establishing what is known in the 
Inetropolis and other cities of Great 
Britain, as a “ Prison Gate Mission.”

The principal object oè the Committee in 
organizing this mission is to extend sym­
pathy and assistance to the female prisoners 
confined in our city gaol, immediately upon 
their discharge. This the Committee ex­
pect to accomplish in several ways :—

1. By opening a “ Lodging house” in 
Berkeley street, in a neighbourhood not in­
conveniently distant from either gaol or 
treet cars.

2. By visiting the prison daily at an 
hour to be appointed by the Sheriff or 
Governor of the gaol, thereby becoming " 
personally acquainted with every female 
prisoner before her discharge.

3. By securing situations, if possible, for 
those who have been convicted of petty 
oflences, by urging the aged and feeble to 
enter the House of Industry, and the 
vicious and depraved to seek an asylum in 
the Home at York ville.

The lodging house will be plainly fur­
nished, and the cost of daily maintenance ■ -

without solicitation, and the managers of 
the Women’s Christian Association have 
donated bedsteads, mattrasses, and furni­
ture sufficient for six bedrooms, and various 
other articles have been promised by in­
dividuals interested in the project.

While those interested in this department 
of Christian work would desire to bestow 
Sympathy, kindness, advice, and spiritual

Your Committee after carefully considering the 
suggestions to Presbyteries contained in the circular, 
begs to submit the following resolutions (1) That 
instead of holding special meetings for parents and 
teachers to be addressed by members of ÿne Presby­
tery it would be preferable meantime, and would 
make sure of reaching a much larger proportion of 
our people, were an exchange of pulpits 
throughout the bounds of the Presbytery arranged 
for and the ministers occupying the pulpits 
on that particular Sabbath to press upon parents the 
responsibilities and duties resting upon them :— 
First, to read the Word of God daily with their chil­
dren ; second, to read carefully, and in all cases 
possible to explain to their children the Bible lesson 
and the Shorter Catechism to be taught in the 
school on the following Sabbath, and, third, that 
while striving to discharge home duties to their 
children, they also avail themselves thankfully of 
the assistance of the Sabbath school teacher, and 
to evince both to teachers and children the interest 
they take in the work ; (2) that the Presbytery re­
commends each minister to organize a class in his 
own congregation for the purpose of training our 
teachers how to discharge the duties of their office 
in the most interesting and efficient manner, and 
also for the purpose of ' studying the lessons of the 
day, and for enlisting and developing the latent 
abilities of our young people in the prospect of their 
ultimately becoming teachers^n the family or the 
Sabbath school, and thus securing their counten­
ance and co-operation in connection with the Chris- 
Çîan training of the young at an early age when, 
proverbially, it is most difficult to retain them ; 
and (3) that deputations of elders or laymen, taking 
a deep interest in the work, be appointed to visit— 
wherever practicable—all the Sabbath-schools with­
in the bounds and report to the Presbytery as to the 
state of the schools.

The Perth Expositor has a letter from 
Mr. Samuel Stephens, of Vankleek Hill, 
who says that he would do almost any­
thing to relieve Canadian butter of the ill 
repute of being sold in England for soap 
grease. We have to marvel, indeed, how 
the system is kept up by which large quan­
tities of Canadian butter, for which store­
keepers and dealers have paid from fifteen 
to twenty-five cents, is sent across the 
Atlantic and sold for grease at half or one- 
third of its original cost. Who finds the 
money that is yearly sunk in this losing 
business ? Mr. Stephens says that the best 
remedy for this state of things is the estab­
lishment of creameries or butter factories, 
from which butter of uniform appearance 
and quality can be turned out, butter that 
wholesale buyers can send to any mar­
ket, with the certainty of its bringing a 
good price. We may mention that it is 
important besides that something be done 
to expose and stop the practice of selling 
inferior American butter as Canadian, so 
that we may not suffer in England for the 
shortcomings of our neighbours, as well as 
for our own.

Shocking Accident of Halifax.
Halifax, Jan. 6.—A shocking accident 

occurred here last night. A young cab­
man named John Wilson, about nine 
o’clock, took two young women named 
Flora McDonald and Ida Boutilier for a 
sleigh ride. They went towards Point 
Pleasant park. About five t o’clock this 
morning the horse was found to a street at 
the south end of the city cut and bleeding, 
and the sleigh much damaged.

age, saved their uncle, Gardner Nicholl, 
from drowning. A correspondent who was 
an eye witness to the heroism of these two 
boys, says that Peter succeeded without 
assistance in drawing hie uncle out of the 
water, making wise use of his skates and a 
pole ; his brother in the meantime carry­
ing him poles, &c. It occurred in Mud 
Lake, opposite the Indian village.”

A letter from Fort Benton, dated Dec. 
13th, charges Major Walsh, of the Cana­
dian police, with crossing the border and 
compelling some Gros Vintres to surrender 
a Nez Perces woman whom they held and 
were about to turn over to the United 
States officers. The Gros Vintres had pre­
viously scalped five or six Nez Perces. 
[Note—This probably refers to the butchery 
by Assinoboines recently reported, together 
with their maltreatment of two Nez Perces 
women, one of whom was rescued by 
Major Walsh.]

A rumour having been recently circulated 
that Mr. Charles Stiff, Superintendent of 
the Great Western railway, was about to 
vacate his position, it is stated on the very 
best authority that there is not the slight­
est ground for any such rumour. On the 
contrary, Mr. Staffs relations with the 
General Manager are of the most satisfac­
tory and cordial character, and at the re­
cent half-yearly meeting the President’s 
remarks, referring to Mr. Stiff and other 
officers of the company, were of the most 
appreciative kind.

Rev. T. V. Roy, the Brahmin priest, 
was tried at Brantford on Jan. 5 before 
his Honour Judge Jones. The prosecuting 
attorney, Mr. VanNorman, refused to pro­
secute on the ground of false pretences, as 
there was no case. On the count of con­
verting to his own use property belonging 
to others, that could only be tried in the 
County of Wentworth, as the alleged sale 
was made in Hamilton, but under the in­
struction of the plaintiff, the case was not

Sursued further. The prisoner was imme- 
iately discharged, but there are rumours of 

prosecution for false imprisonment.
The St. Catharines Daily Review thus 

tells how a poor man got a farm very cheap­
ly through the negligence of county officials: 
“ On Saturday last (Dec. 29) a sale of lands 
for taxes took place at Welland, when it 
was discovered that, through some over­
sight, the authorities of the County of 
Welland had permitted some acres of the 
lands owned by the County to be sold for 
taxes, and that so far as the legal status 
goes, the County stands in no better posi­
tion than an individual, the law applying 
to all equally alike.

published a series oh interesting letters de­
scribing his experiences daring the siege of 
that town.

An experi­
mental crushing of quartz has, it is repre­
sented, yielded $18 per ton, and an assay 
has been obtained from the Bonanza ledge 
of $90.23 to the ton at a depth of fifty feet 
from the surface. Quartz mining in Aus- 
taalia xrill pay xrith a yield of less than 
*rPer fo“, and there are quartz ledges in 
Sierra county which have been profitably 
worked for years xrith a yield of only 
about $3 per ton. The price of labour in 
Canboo is no greater than on the Corn- 
stock, and low grade ore ought to be pro- 
Stable to work there. Of course, much 
xnti depend on the xridth of the ore body 
and the ease which it may be crushed and 
the gold amalgamated. The Victoria pa­
pers state that one of the ledges discov­
ered has been traced for a distance of five 
miles, and is of an average xridth of eigh­
teen feet.
