A FEARFUL HOLACAUST.

Fire in a Sisters’ School at Belleville, Iil.
St. Louis, Jan. 6.—The 1institute of the
Immaculate Conception of the Sisters of
Notre Dame at Belleville, IiL, was destroved
by fire last night. There wers sixty pupils
in the institution, all girls from ten years to
aduit age, with several teachers and
other inmates. After the fire started
an attempt was made by the Sis.
ters to extinguish ' it, which failing,
efforts were made to remove the pupils. The
flames spread so rapidiy that no order sounld
be preserved, and a panic sezed both child-
ren and Sisters, and a8 wild confused rush to
escape eusued.

MEETING OF THE LOCAL LEGIS-
LATURE. ,

AT a meeting of the Provincial Cabinet
held reeently it was decided to call the
Local Legislature for the despatch of busi-
ness on' Wednesday, the 23rd January
instant. Our readers may anticipate a
very lively and interesting session.

THE DECISION IN THE QUEEN
V8. HODGE.

ANOTHER desperate attempt to misin-
terpret the decision in the Queen vs
Hodge Jeaves the Grit organ even worse
off thani before. In order to make a point
the organ says :

** What is the main point at iflsue between
the Federal and Provincial Governments?
Here it1s, as put 1n  the mouth of the Gover-

nor-General at the opening of Parliament
last year :(—

Council, delivered lasy June on the appeal of
Russell versuas the Queen, goes to show that in
order fo prevent the unrestrained saie of intoxi-
cating liquors, and for that purposetoresulatethe
granting of snop, saloon, . and tavern licenses,
legislation by the Dominion Pathameat will
be pecessary.” '

There are two replies to this, both con-
clusive. .

L That the speech of the Governor-
General did not and could not form part
of the evidence submiited to the Appeal
Court, nor was it made part of his argu-
ment by Mr. Kerg—Mr, KERR is a lawyer
and knew better. 5

2. That the speech of the Governor-
General states no more than the truth.

The decision in the Queen v. RusseLL re-
cognized the supreme authority of the
Dominion Government to deal with the
subject as one of trade and commerce,
This involves the sole right to issue licenses
~—that is, in the language of the speech. to
regulate the granting of them.

——That the supreme power of dealing
with the sale of\liquor as a matter of
trade and commerce is in the Dominion
Parliament, is a question settled beyond
dispute, That was the decizion of the Su-
preme Court of New Brunswick. That
was the decision of the Supreme Court of
Canada. That was the decision of the
Court of Queen’s Bench and of the Court
of Appeal in Ontario. And that was the
decision of the Privy Council in the two
cases of Russell and Hodge. Let us quote
the cxact language of the judgment in

ina v. Hodge 3

“*“ Their lordphips consider that the
** powers intended to be conferred by the
“ Act in question, when properly under-
¢ stood, are to make requlations in the na-

““ ture of police or municipal requlations of
g5 “amomdarmt’orthegoodgov-

‘“ernment of taverns, &o., licensed for
¢ the sale of liquors by retail, and such as
¥-are calculated to preserve, in the muni-
‘¢ cipality, peace and public decency, and
** repress drunkenness and disorderly and
“ riotous conduct. -As such they cannot
“¢ be said to interfere with the general regu-
¢ lation of trade' and commerce which be-
* longs to the Dominion Parliament, and
¢ do not conflict with the provisions of
¢¢ the Canada Temperance Act, which does
“.not appear to have as yet been locally
¢ adopted.” y
If anything could be clearer than that
we should like to know it. It is notice-
able that the Globe fights shy of these and
similar damaging opinions in the judgment.

Our reply will be specific, so that there
need be no mistake ' as to our meaning or
as nﬁrdl the points at issue.

1 Mr. BerHUNE's speeeh, as' reported
in the Globe of 1876, has been quoted in
TaE M1y at least 8 score of times since
Beptember, 1882, when it was first called
to our notice. No aitempt has ever, be-
tore this, ‘been made to explain it,
gua]i.fy it, or deny it. Our contemporary

oes not mnow state that
BeraUNE’S guthority for its denial.

2. Mr. BETHUNE'S langyage, as reported
in the Globe of 1876y was as follows : *“ He
¥ thought it was clear that this (TLogal)
*“ Haouse eould not abolish saloon or shop
 licenses, though it was a misforfune
¢ that they gould pot, He also believed
¢ that _this (Loeal) = House
‘“no. more  limit the number of
¥ shop licenses than they. could limit the
¥ nuniber of dry goods stores. ‘He cited
* cases to show that this was the law, and
‘¢ that the Dominion Gevernment had al-
¥ ways claimed the jurisdiction in these
* matters. The House had the right to
“ make police regulations, but could not
‘‘ prohibit the sale "of liquor in these
*¢ places.”

In fact Mr, BETRUNE'S opinion was just

the opinion entertained bv Sir Jorn Mac-
poNaLD when he saw the necessity of sup-
plying some prcmpt means of controlling
the opening of piaces for the sale of liquor.
Mr. BErHUNE has not during the year,
and more that we have been (%uobing his
words, made any attempt to explain
‘them away. Aud we de not believe he
wWill make the attempt now. In the mean-
time, it is very obvious that our contem-
porary is wrong in denying that Mr.
BETHUNE'S position is antagonistic to the
constitntionality of the Crooks Act. The
fact that he took a brief in 1ts favour does
not alter the case atall. Mr. BLARE was
one of the counsel for MoLaReN, and gave
an opinion in favour of McLAREN'S
views, unless we are mistaken. The point
of honour, with Mr. BLAkE, is not deli-
cate. Mr. BETHUNE'S position is differ-
ent, In accepting a brief he was only
bound to present his client’s view of the
law ; the point of honour was safe with
him.

THE SCHOOL BOOK JOB.

Norrivng could be more obvious than
that a gross job has been perpetrated on
the public by the Mowar Government in
this affair of the school books. The sole
object of all the disturbance and expense
to which school teachers, inspectors, trus-
tees, and parents have been put, has been,
and is, to recoup to the Neison firm (of
Edinbuzgh) the sorry investment they
made in Globe *‘ stock,” to the extent of

|'something like $200,000. . Mr.. Ngison

_purchased the Globe'** stock " for the pur-
pose of using it as a whip over the Local
Government.

With this whip—such as it was—in his
hand, he visited Mr. Mowar and his col-
leagues, obtained a favourable hearing,
and was given to understand that his books
would be authorized. He left Canada
with the most perfect assurance that his
purchase of Globe stock had given him a
chance to recoup by means of imposing his
Readers on the people of Ontario, and he
sent an agent to Toronto to provide for
their due circulation. Some of them were,
with the consent of the then Minister of
Education, introduced by the school
authorities of several places which we
couid name, for the concealed purpose of
enabling the Government to quote the
fact as proof of the “‘popularity” of the
series. -

But in the meantime a change had oec-
curred. Other books, twenty per cent.
cheaper, and in the opinion of practical
men better, than the NeisoN books, had
been prepared. These made the authori-
zation of NELSON’S alone an impossiblity.
But the NELsoN stock in the Globe must
not be ruthlessly slaughtered ; and so time
was given to Mr. NELSON to prepare a spe-
cial * Canadian” edition of this book. This
was done ; and as soon as the advance
copies of these books were at hand, and
when there were not a dozen sets. of them
in Ontario, Mr. HarDy, as acting Minis-
ter, authorized the two sets of readers,
Gace’s and Nxrson's.

This was not what the Nerson interest
(and stock) wanted ; it would take a good
deal more to make the Globe stock look
like anything else than playing ducks and
drakes with money ; but it was the best
that could be done even for ** the friead of
the faurily” under the circumstances. But
the circumstances were not ended. Mr.
Haroy bad a tmck or two left, He had
informed the agent of the NELsoN series
that the NELsow books had been placed
fipst, in the Central Committee. But when
nine-tenths of the School Inspectors (prob-
ably Mr. G. W. Ross amongst the number)
had decided against the NELsoN readers,
Mr. Harpy, at the solicitation ot
the NeisoN agent, took from the
inspectors in violation of the law,
the power which they had, and which
Mr. HarDY specifically confirmed in July
1883 (only a month before the Acts in
question) and thus prevented their views
from being carried out. This was some
satisfaction to the anxious NELSON interest
and made the Globe stock ($200,000) look
less like a bad dream.

Then the NELSON books were, without
the consent, and we believe against the
wish, of the masters, forced into exclusive
use in the Normal and Model Schools in
Toronto and Ottawa. Thig is the first
case on record it is said in which books were
forced on these institutions against the
wishes ‘of the teachers in them. But of
course when the Globe and Nerson inter-
est was going into the public mendicancy
business, any little grist that came to their
mill was welcome.

But in spite of everything that could be
done to make the NELsoN %ooks success-
ful, and the NEwsonN stock in_the Globe
look less like a vanishing ghost in a fifth-
rate tragedy, the game was not successful.
The NersoN¥ books did not take. One
series, the GAGE books, were away. ahead—
Mr. Ross will witness that fact—and the
*‘ Royal Canadian ” series was obviously
capable of making a most successful ef-
fort for a fair share of public favour.

The Nerso soul took alarm, and the
Globe stock ($200.000) began to burn with
a blue fire and assume a ** lost” expression.
Consequently Mr. Ross, whose facile
virtue was witnessed by the jingle in his
pocket of ope publisher’s money, was ap-

All the inspectors—Mr. G. W. Ross
among them-—who have been recommend-
ing one series or the other—but not the
NELsox books at all—will be diseredited.
Al the trustees who have recommended
one set of bovks will be blamed.

All the parents who have purchased new
school books since last Angust, and they
are legion, will have to buy the ** Com-
‘¢ posite series” at prices which, as each
Eublisher will - have .a monopoly, will not

e low,

And when all is said and done, the pub-
lie will know that this *‘ composite series”
is only a temporary frand and will not be
continued. It will not work, no, not even
to supply with liveliness and aetivity the
gaunt and grizzly skeleton of Globe stock
in the NELSoN cupboard.

THE ,SCHQOL-BOOK SWINDLE.

Our morning cowtemporary was most
unhappy in its defence of the sehool-boak
swindle on Saturday. In an article of a
column there were singularly few facts ;
and these—if we may be allowed the ex-
pression—were falsehoods. Let us expose
them,

The first is as follows ;

“Itis a fact so notorious as searcely to

peed tormal statement. that the pablishers
who got up the different seriea of sehoal
reader so much discussed of late did so aé
their own risk, without the slightest promise
either positive or implied, that any or all of
them would le *‘ quthorized,”
A few facis that will not he denied may
-afford the judicious reader food for reflec-
tion, and the Globe material for wrestling
with.

(a) Mr. Orooks. made it .known over
two years ago that he intended to change
the readers in the schools,

(b)) Mr, NELsoN received - from Mr,
Mowar's Government (we undersiand it
was from Mr. MowaT personally, but do
not press that) a pledge that the Royal
Readers—the Globe-Nelson series—would
,be solely autharised. - .

(¢) It was in consideration of this pro-
mise that, to aid and please Mr. Braxs
(for whom Mr. GorpoN Browx- had the
contempt felt by all practical men) the
change was made in the Glabe office.

(d) The publishers who got up the
various series of hooks were invited by
publie notice to do so, and were iuformed
officially that one or more sets would be
authorised. '

(e) It was the intention of the Mowar
Government to authorize only the Nelson-
Globe series, as per promise made to Mr,
NELSON. <~

(f) Mr. Nr1sox was so sure of authori-
zation for all his books that he sent an
agent to Toronto to aee to the distribution
of the manuals ‘

(g) When it was found that the Gaae
series was better for practical purposes
than the NBLSoN series, and cheaper too,
time was given to Mr. NELSON t0 get up a
special Canadian edition, and then the
authorization was given to Mr. NErson’s
books (at the same time as GacE's), when
not a dozen copies of the NELsON books
were to be had,

These faets cover, we think—and
smother as well as cover—all the sugges-
tions in the paragraph we have quoted
from the organ. ° Once more we read ;—

“The ‘authorization’ was fo be determined

by the merit of the production, after all the
necessary expenditure had been incurred, and
no one would have had the slightest reasen
to complain had the specimen copies of every-
one of the series been condemned and reject-
ed. Men ofeen expend large sums of mapey
in getting up an article ‘on speculation,’ bat
it does not follow that thei have any right to
be ‘recouped’ (we thank thee, Jew, for
teaching us that word)'for-they outlay, if the
article does not suit,”
We will be as specific as possible in our
reply ta those remarks also, so as to afford
the organ an opportunity to be just as
specific 1n reply—which so far it has not
been.

(a) The settlement of the authorization
question came by accident into the hands
of Mr. A, S. Harpy—a very melancholy
fact to begin with. -

(b) The agents of Mr. Nerson always
assumed that authorization would be given
them, and acted on that assumption with
‘cheerful confidence.

(¢) With Mr. Crooxs’ knowledge the
NEeLsox readers were actually introduced
in several places before they were authorized.

(d) Mr. Harpy, in givinq the authori-
zation, declared he ha m«ly carvied out
Myr. Crooks' plans—which were based on
the MowaT-BLAKE arrangement with Ner-
soN by which Mr. GorpoN BROWN was
sacrificed for the sale of the school buoks.

(¢) The idea of “‘ merit” never entered
the head of Mr. Harpy. When nine-
tenths of the inspectors had decided
against the NE1soN books, on the und
of their demerits, Mr. Harpy took from
the inspectors the powers they had under
the statute—a point to which we refer
elsewhere— ; and Mr, Nxison's agent
publigly boasted that he ‘‘ had got Mr.
‘" HARDY to cut off the heads of the in-
¢ gpectors. ” ) *

(/) Mr. HarpY’s haste in settling what
was not a yery pressing matter was sus-
picious. But it was necessary. The Globe-
Nelson books were ready—at least sampjes
were. The other books (the Gaar bootn)
were good. The Royal Canadian Series—
a purely Canadiag series—was also in the
field with favour, And the Nrisox in.
terest demanded urgency.

(9) The books were then *‘submitted”
to the Central Committee. Of the nine
members of this committee only three can
claim to possess the practical knowledge
fitting them to decide on merit in school
books—Messrs, GLASHAN, McLErrax, and
Warre ; and of these three two were
known to be not in favour of the Nensox
series. The authorization of two series

-~ THE get of misvepresentation is one in
which e Grit organ is most ambitipus.
It is nob.one, however, in which it is sue-
cessful. The position it has taken in re-
gard to the case of The Queen v Hodge
should be a warnipg to all newspapers,
and especially to.all Grit newspapers.
Legally and politically that position is un-
tenable and discreditable.

We have already placed before the pub-
lic what, we think, is the true meaning of
all the legal decisions in regard to the
business of liquor licenses. And we have
long ago made the effeet of the decision in

The Queen vs. Hodge plain to our readers.
We shall do so again in reply to the Grit
organ's feeble attempt at misrepresenta-
tion.

The organ contends that the question of
the constitutionality of the Crooks Act is
_settled, and that the MeCarthy Act of
1883 is * disoredited.” Now we turn to
the very judgment quoted in the Globe's
own ocolumns, and we find—as in previous
issues we had pointed out—that in ths first
pluce the Chief Justice in the Court of
Queén’s Bench said *

‘¢ We, therefore, enter into no general
‘¢ consideration of the powers of the Legis-
‘ Jature to legislate on the subject ; but,
‘¢ assuming this right so to do, we feel
‘¢ constrained to hold that they cannot de-
‘“ yolve or delegate these powers to the
‘¢ discretion of a local board of commis-
‘¢ gioners,” )

And again, the Judicial Committee state
the effect of the decision in the Court of
Appeal as follows :

*¢ Two questions only appear to have been
‘ disoussed in the Court of Appeal, 1st,
¢ that the Legislature of Ontario had not
‘“ authority to enact regulations as
* were enaoted by the Board of Commission-
“ors, and to creatc Wffences and annex
‘¢ penalties for their infraction ; and, 2nd,
¢ that if the Legislature had such author-
‘¢ ity, it could not delegate it to the Board
¢ of Commissioners, or any other author-
“* ity outside their own legislative body.

“ This second gqround was that on which
‘“ the judgment of - the Court of Queen's
¢ Bench rested.”

This is at once a definition of the decision
in the Queen’s Bench and a limitation of
the decision in the Court of Appeal.

And again, when their lordships state
the grounds of the appeal before them
they say: )

* The. appellant now seaks to reverse
‘““the decision of the Court of Appeal,
‘¢ both an the two greunds on which the case
¢ was discussed in that court and on others
¢ technical but substantial, and which were
‘“ urged before this' board with zeal and
‘* ability. The main questions arise on an

It will be seen by any intelligent man
that the appealgas thus stated, is limited
to the grounds in the Court of Appeal,
and these did not include the general ques-
tion of the constitutionality of the Crooks
Act.

MEETING OF THE LOCAL LLEGIS-

LATURE. -

Mz Mowar-has made up his mind to
summon the Legislature. It was a wise
resolve. Since the Legislature was elected
Mr. MowaT has had several reasons for
thinking that his control of it was problem-
atical. We have some reasons for be-
lieving that his contral of it will cease.

Mz Mowar has shamelessly broken faith
with his own party sinee February last, and
has forfeited the confidence of all the men
of independent minds who may be among
his tollowers. He may find that he is not
1 a position to claim the same slavish sup-
port that his Havs and his Fizips and
like specimens of articulate imbecility, af-
forded him during past sessions. Mr.
Mzreprrr has altered all that.

When the elédtions wéré over in Febry-"
ary last the Grit members found them.
selves committed to a poliey of violent
agitation for ‘‘ Provincial Rights.” Mr.
Mowar had declared that * Confederation
‘“ must go.” He had denounced Sir Jog~n
MacpoNaLp as “‘a traitor.” He had re-
fused to go to the Privy Council to settie
the boundary dispute. His organ had
declared that it was useless to go, and that
the Privy Council could not seitle the
question. Now, however, he will expect
all the members who howled in unison with
him in February to whisper in humbleness
their recantation, and their desire for an
immediate Privy Council settlement in‘the
most peaceful manner.

During the months since February last
Mr. Mowar's organs have beerscommitting
his friends to the proposition that Mr,
NorQuay was a *‘ Trespasser;" that all
who countenanced him were ‘“traitors” ;

PACIFIC RAILWAY PROGRESS.

TrosE who look upon a transcontinental
railway as of the first importance in the
opening up and settlement of the great
North-west will rejoice at the rapidity with
wiich the Canadian Pacific road is being
constructed, and at the excellent progress
made by the company having the work in
nand during the past year. The contract
was completed, as will be remembered, in
1881. During that year 165 miles of road
west of Winnipeg were built,- In 1882,
419 miles were added tothe line. And
during 1883, 376 additional miles have
been completed. The road now reaches the
summit of the Rocky mountaing, The
track extends for 122 miles west of Cal.
gary and for 962 miles west of Winnipeg,

There ara two rpoints in connection
with the construction of the railway well
worthy of notice. The first is the energy |
with which the work is prosecuted. The
second is the substantial manner in which
the line is finished. No railway company
‘having a half-hearted interest in its enter-
prize would go to work and build at the |
rate of three and a half milesa day. This
the Canada Pacific Railway Company has
done during the past summer. g:n forty-
two consecutive: working days it
built 134 miles of the main line,

work is well done everyone who has in-
ogwudxnuﬁﬂu.- The rcad is laid with

o best steel rails. Along the main. Jine
stations are loeated at nearly umform dis-
vances of eighi miles, and at the alternate
stavions are provided depots, station-
houses, and water tanks. At each of these
alternate stations is provided a passing
track, 2,000 feet in length, and a business
track of 1,000 feet, and each intermediate
station has a track 2,000 feet long, Divi-
sional points with irain yards, engine sheds,
coal sheds, ete., are located at mtervals of
130 miles, and at the slternate divisional
points repair shops  are provided. This
does not look as if the read was built, as
some of its opponents said it would be
built, merely to earn the subsidies, and
afterwards to be abandoned.

In the matter of branch lines the com-
pi has made much progress. It has
branches from Winnipeg to Pewmbina
mountain (100 miles), and to Gretna on
the international boundary; from Win-
nipeg to Selkirk (22 miles), and from
Emerson to the Pembina Mountain
branch (23 miles). A branch umting the
Eastern diyjgion with Lake Huron at
Algoma Mivﬁ has just been completed.
Next summer the new line of steel
stedmers will connect it with Port Arthur.
At the eastern end of the line work has
been carried on from Oallander westward.
One hundred miles from Callander have
been completed, leaving 447 to be built

Everyone
knew there would be a monster turn-out,and
therefore sll were anxious to secyre as favour-
able a position as'possible irom which to witness
the tuneral. Floating from the cupola of Bt.

surged an ocean of humanity patiently

awaiting the appearance of the cortege.

Allow the colt to run in alarge box or yard,
see that the feet are kept in proper condition,
and apply to the knees and tendons every
third day a liniment composed of tincture of
camphor, four ounces, and tincture of arnica,
six ounces. Apply about a tatlespoonful ata
time, aud rub it well into the parts. In the
spring apply a cantharadine blister, and after
it ceases to act turn the colt out to pasture,

HORSE FOUNDERED.

FIsHERVILLE.—‘‘I have a young horse
foundered in the breast. Some time ago le
becam lame in front foot, with a swelling at
first, the joint and the foot inflamed. Can
vou give me, in THE WEERLY MaIL, any
care?” )

Your horse’s ailment is probably in] the
feet. Remove the shoes, cut the heels moder:
ately down, and goultice the teet for several
days —during day-time only—with a bran or
turnip poultice. Then have the hair cut off
for four inches above the hoof, and appiy a
cantharadine blister., After tue blister censes
to act pouitice the feet again for two days,
then shoe carefully.

MILK GLANDS AFFECTED.

The
scarcity of the crop in various parts of Canada
will not materially atfect the price, owing, as
has been stated to the surplus in the States.
Thereg is one thing certain, however, that its
valag“will ‘not decline, aud by holding until
spring you will not lose anything excevt the
interest on the money you would receive by
sellifig at present,

There is frequently a difficulty at this
season of the year in ‘makinhg batter come,
owing, in many cases, to the cream being
kept in toolow a temperature, When cream,
kept in a dairy thatis more than usualiy
cold, is dash.d in & churn the warmth pro-
duced by churning will ver{ oiten cause the
cream to foam, and not form into butter

lobules. The return of milder weather may
ﬁrmg witd it butter from your cow’s product,
The woman who bought your butter had
nothing to do with the occurrence, as witches
died out long ago.

MaxrtroBA,—**1, along with a lot of my
neighbours, have a quantity of frozen wheat,
Would it be safe to use any of it for seed?

We would not recomimend frozen wheat for
seed, but the chances are. that some of the
kernels would sprout, the proportien, how-
ever, being regu ated by various causes. Ex-
periments are naw beng made here by a
practical ituriss with frozen wheat,
and when he . satiafactorily tested its

ualities for seeding purposes we will give
result.

LIVE STOCEK.

Sheep are now much cheaper than usual.
in consequence of the low price of wool and
of meats coming together, Hence this is the
time when many short-sighted Yarmers will
sacrifice tneir flocks. The ‘more sagacious
have always found that when sheep are very
low is a good time to buy.—Rural World.

Someone gives the seasonable advice to keep
sheep dry under foot with htter ; and adds
that ‘‘wet fect make a sheep sad—he pines
away and ceases to was, ou cannot put
rubber boots on him, but you can put litter
under him. This is more necessary than
roofing them. A sheep thinks more of his
feet than his head, and his head doesn’t gath-
er wool either.”

The first importations of Herefords were
made by Henry Clay in 1817. This breed
was a long' time 1n gaining favour, but now
disputes with the Shorthorn the supremacy
as the best beef-producing animal. It is un-
fortunate for the general popularity of Here-
fords that thereare no strains of tbis breed
that are good for the dairy. Many Hereford
cows do not supply mulk enough for their own
calves,

Canadian authorities have always insisted
that peas were the best and cheapest feed for
hogs.

amd wool-growers held in Philadelphia, ‘Mr.
J.L. Hays advised farmers to go ahead and
raise sheep in the best way to get the most
money for their carcases, and to les the wool
take care of itselt. Regard the sheep merely
as machines for converting grass, roots, and
grain in the shortest possible time into mut-
ton, with wool as a mere incident. Aiming
for the best mutton wiil get the best wool ;
this is the system in England—the greatest
mutton producing and combing wool prodac-
ing country in the world.

When an animal is troubled with looseness
of the bowels 1% is not always, and, indeed,
rarely, advisable to give duch dry food as
flour, which may not be digestible, or give
astringents, as alum, which are apt to make
matters worse. | What are most needed are
first a laxative medieine to clear theJbowels of
irritating matter, then easily digested food,
moderate watering, and some simple tonies,
as ginger, gentian roos, Peruvian bark, sulph-
ate of 1ron, or carbonate of iron, powdered,
in amall doses, with every feeding. Small
repeated doses are always better tuan large
single ones. A teaspooniul of any one qf
these is a small dose.

Charles Gooduight, one of the cattle kings
of Texas, thinks that *‘lump-jaw,” or * big
jaw,” in cattle is caused by decayed teeth.
A few years ago he saw in his herd a young
steer having a swollep jaw. The animal was
promptly roped,’ his teeth examined, and one
which shuwed decay was knocked ont. In a
day or two the animal recovered. Since tbat
time his men have orders to watch for signs
of ‘““big jaw,” and on its appearance to re-
sume their dental operation, He has had no
‘“big jaw” in his herd since adopting this
plan; of which those scientitic gentleman
who pry into the secrets of Nature and big
jaw with microscopes and great curiosity
should make note.

Easy sweating, swelling of the legs, dul-
ness of the eyes, rough coat and weakness of
the loins indicate disease.of the kidneys.
T'his should bz treated by gentle laxatives ;
diureties are to be strictly avoided, and the
trequent use of resin and saitpetre are too
often the cause of this trouble. Give a pint
of linseed-oil and repeat three times once
every third day; apvly a folded blanket
wrung out of hot water to the loins, binding
it with a surcingle, and keepiton for half an
hour ; then avply mustard paste to the lows
for fifteen minutes, After this wash off with
warm water and dry gently with a soft cloth,
covering with a blanket bouud over the back.
Give linsecd tea freely-and soft bran mashes,
After a week give half an ounce of calisaya
barg daily in the food. Do not work the
mare, but give her g-ntle exercise and be-
ware of cold. Exposure to cold rain will
sometimes provoke this disorder.

Poll Evil,

A subscriber ask® for a cure for poll evil,
The first thing to do is to abate the inflam-
mation, which can be done by feeding flesh
forming foods instead of fat forming, giving
purgatives and applying cold lotions to the
pirt. Blistering 18 advisable in very early
stages of the disease. This course wf treat-
ment will often be sufficient ‘o0 disperse the
tumour. But the system must not be redue-
ed too far. If the case will not vield to this
treatment, matter will form in the tumour,
and when thai is the case, better hasten its
formation by warm foreutatious or poultices,
“As soon as the tumour becomes soft that con-
dition will indicate the formation of the mat-
ter, and #he tumour should be thoroughly
evacuated, Ingert aneedle at the top of the
tumour and penetrate through its bottom,
bringing it out at tie side of the neck a
little below the absecess. In the earlier
stages of the difficulty this is often all that is
needed, éxcept  tue frequent use of warm
water to keep the part clean and avoid in-
flammation. In desperate cases the treat-
ment should be' under the direction of a
skilled veterInarian, as the insertion of ®the
seton necessitates accurate anatomical know-
ledge. — Western Rural, v

i THE DAIRY,

It is too early to discard a promising heifer
calf at 7 months old, because one of the teats
is not fully developed. When the heifer be-
comes & cow the teat may be as as any
of the others, but may be shorter, and yet it
m#y be larger than any of the others. The
teats and udder are not fully grown until some
time after the firat calf. . :

*Clover hay is more productive of milk thin
any grass hay, exceoting, perhaps, that of
orchard-grass. Sweet corn fodder, well saved
and cured. is qnite as good for producing
milk as common grass hay. Hay is all the
better for making milk, as it 1s cut esrly and
cured siowly in the cock and not scorched and
overdried in the hot sun.

It is a noteworthy fact that all the leading
dairy breeds of cows come from countries
near the sea shore and when there is an aban-
dant supply of mosture in the atmosphere.
The milking capacity of common cows may
be greatly increased by moistening their feed.
If water is always convenient cows will drink
much more, but it does not follow that water
80 taken will be assimilated with the food in
the stomach as it will where both food and
moisture are taken together,

The best roots for cows are the Lane’s im-
proved sugar beet; the nmext is the yellow
globe mangel. These require a rich so1l to do
well ; a good sandy loam is the best for them,
The seed may be sown by hand an inch to two
inches deep in drills 30 inches apart, but if
an acre if to be sown money would be saved
by using & hand seed drill costing about $7
and with which four acres can be sown by
one man. Six pounds of seed is needed per
acre,

“ Prof. Johnston says that milch cows should
have at least a tablespdonful of fine ground
bone every week. In his agricultural chem-
istry he says that a cow giving 750 gallons of
milk in a year and raising a calf whose benes
will weigh twenty pounds, will also pass off
n her m'ﬂ, as much phosphate as 18 contain-
ed in thirfy pounds of bone dust, and in her
urine as much as in seventeen pounds, mak-
ing a total of sixty-seven poundas of hone
material which are needed by a healthy cow
each year, Of course, some portion of this
18 supplied by ber food.

Prof. L. B, Arnold says it is not well to
feed a milech eow all the hay she will eat, on
account of the slow and imperfect manner n
which it digests. Farmers often boast that
their cows have all the hay they can eat, but
he says it is'a boast that does not speak well
for the best returns in miik production. He
says: *“The more I study the food of milch
cows, the more I am inclined to limit the quan-
“tity of hay to the smallest'amount which will
afiord a comfortable ion of the stomach

irrieher and more rapidly dige ted. It is the
best way to get large and paying returns,”

One reason why progress in breeding good
milkers among native cows has been so siow
is the facvthat the influence of the male is too
litt e understood. It has been the habit of
many farmers to save only heiier calves from
deep or rich milkers, while calves of the other
sex were fattened as veal. It is even yet
common for many farmers to use bulls chosen
for size, good looks or other merits rather
than dairy prepotenzy. The best breeders
of dairy stock now uuderstand that it is quite
as importaut for the progeny that the bpll be
from a gbo:d milk or butter strain as that the
mother be a good milker,

Itis often the case when a heifer has her
firss calf that the farmer thinks she wiil not
give more milk than will keep her calf in
good condition, and lets them run together to
teach ber the mystery of being milked when
she has her next calf, says ad exchange, In
this decision there are two mistakes that go
tar to spuil the cow for future usefulness,
Cows, says a contemporary, are largely crea-
tures of habit, and with their first calf every-
thing isnew and strange to them, and they
readily submit to be milked, and think it is
all right; but suffer them to run with the
calf the first season, and a vicious
habit is established that they will hardiy for-
get in a lifetime,

Packing Butter jin Crocks,

A correspondent of the Cleveland Hernld
gets at one source of poor butter, when he
charges deterioration to imperfect glazing of
the crocks in which itis packed. He says:

**The partial loss of . a crock of our own
best butter the past season, or what was about
the same, tbe loss of its th‘xgur and the con-
sequeunt old taste, His* the looking into
the matter, and the $appostd ‘perfect giazing
of the crock was found tobe pierced with a
great num er of mo#t minute holes, the re-
sult in some way of the burning, This let
the air into the mass of butter, or what was
worse, tne inside material ot the ecrock simply
acted as a sponge, and the finer aromatic oils
of the butter were absorbed througn these
minute holes into the clay and the outside
layer of butter was rumned, leaving buta core
of good butter in the centre of the crack.
No poorer article was ezer invented in which
to pack butter than a poor crock, one either
imperfectl{ glazed or a ‘second’ that con-
tains cracks, ‘blisters’ or scaied off places.
When the glazing is perfect, or giass like,
absorption cannot take place, but unless it is
perfeqt there is & grea t liability of a loss in
aroma and texture ; and what was put down
as yellow butter will be taken up with edges
bleached out and the flavour gone. If a brok-
en crock 18 examined 1t will be found tifl¢
the glazing at best is not thicker than a film
and might be easily destroyed by the action
of theuil and the acids of which butter is
composed. The geouine stone crock with
its glazing of glass makes a perfect package
of butter, but the common clay crock, with
its salt wash, or vitreous glaze, is often a de-
lusion in buiter keeping ; but what consumer
ever thought it was the crock itself that work-
ed the damage and charged 1t to this canse,”
