FIELC CROPS IN GANADA

Ottawa, June 10—A bulletin of

the census and statisties office
today states that the season this
vear has bzen favorable for field

crops in all parts of Canada, and
excellent 1eports have been re.
ceived from all the provinces. The
lowest perceatage of condition is
made for fall wheat, which suf-
fered from in adequate protection
in the winter months, and also to
some extent from ‘spring frosts
The areas of fall wheat are greater
than last year by 4.50 per cent
and of spring wheat by 13.70 per
cent. The total area in wheat is
10,503,400 acres, as compared
with 9,294,8001in 1910 and 7,750 -
400 acres in 1909. The per cent
condition of fall wheat at the end
of May was 80.63, and of spring
wheat 96.69. The area in oats is
10,279,800 acres and its condition
94.76, as compared with 9,864,100
acres and 93.95 per cent condition
last year. Barley and rye each
show a small decrease in area, but
the condition is higher than at the
same period last year. Slignt
decreases are also reported for
areas of peas, mixed grains, aad
hay and clover, with per cent con-
dition of over 90. Hay and
clover have a reported condition
of 91.45 for the Dominion being
practically 100 in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta. The
area of the field crops named is
32,051,500 acres for 1911, com-
pared with 30,554,200 acres for
1910 and 28,194,900 acves for
1909. In the provinces of Mani-
tola, Saskatchewan and Alberta
the area in wheat, oats and barley
was 3,491,413 acres in 1900,
6,009.389 acres in 1905, 11,952,-
000 acres in 1909, and 13,809,300
acres ia 1010, and it is 15,355,500
acres this year. The increase fo
these crops from 1900 to 1911
was 2,663,699 acres in Manitoba,

7,364,315 acres in Saskatchewan

and 1.835,073 acres in Alberta,.—

DED IN WEST

Weii Known Resident of Neweastle
Passes Away in San Francisco-
Pneumonia the Cause of Death,

The many frienis of John Me-
Kane will be shocked to Jlearn of
his death which occurred ~at the
St. Franeis Hotel, San Franzisco
on Thursday last, as the resolt of
an attack of  pneumonia. Mr.
McKane whe was making a tour
of the west with Mrs. McKrne,
contracted a severe cold while at
Les Angeles about two weeks ago
and after preceeding vo  San
Fiaveiseo, he developed pneumonia
and suon passcd away.

Mir. McKane had only recently
be n ona trip to England. He re-
turned to Canada with Max Aitken,
thie famous promoter and later in
confpany with  Mrs.  MeKane,
started on a tour of the west.

Mr. MeKane who was in  the
45th yeut of his age, was born iu
Dumferline, Scotland, and came
1o Canada about 25 years ago. He
lived for a time in Newcastle.
where he was connected with _the
Royal Bank, and while here was
warried to Miss Florence Sinclair,
dauchter of the late Edward Sin-
clair, of Tre Biidge. Some years
aco he acquired extensive wining
interests in British Columbia and
Nevada which proved of pheno-
menal value. After realizing a
large fortune, he sold out his min-
ing properties, and made a tour of
the world. About feur or five
years ago he took aver the interests
of the Edward Sinclait Lumber
Co., of Neweustle, and retaincd
control till about two  years ago
when he sold out to his brothers-
in-law, Hubert and William Sin-
clair, who now carry on the busi-
ness

Mr. McKane was identified with
variots other enternrises, and at
one time owned the Telegraph and
Times of St. John. He made
frequent visits to St. John and was
a venerous contributor to the
charitabie institutions of that city
and other places, as many on the
Miramichi can testify.

A man of kindly and genial

isposition he had a host of friends
who wiil regret to hear of his
death. Well educated, and an
omnivorous reader, he took a keen
interest in publi . affairs, and was a
strong supporter of the Conserva-
tive party. About ten years ago
he was nominated ty the Coa-
servative party in a British
Columbia constitue:cy for a seat
in the Federal House, but though
he put up a vigoreus fight he
failed to win tke election. Later
he was offered a nomination to con-
test the Scottish con-tituency of
Sterling against Siv Herry Camp-
bell-Bannermaun, but he declined
to run.

Besides his wife, who was with
him at the time of his death, Mr.
McKane leaves a sister- at Dum-
ferline, Scotland. His parents
are dead and he had no childreu,
Interment took place at San
Fransisco.
