COUNTY COUNCIL.

York county council opened in annual
session on Tuesday forenoon, the 17th, at
11 o’clock with Warden Fullerton, of Stan-
ley, in the chair.

Roll of councilors . returned at the late
election read by the secretary.

On motion of coun. Kinghorn, coun. W
W. Grabham was unanimously chosen
warden for the year.

Coun. Graham, upon taking the chair,
said that he was much obliged to the
board for electing him to such a respon-
sible position. It wasa pogition he did
not expect and had not sought after but
would endeavor to do the duties of the
office to the best of his ability.

Coun. Lawson moved adjournment till
two o’clock. Carried.

Adjourned till two p. m.

Afternoon session opened at2 o’clock
with all councillors present.

Committees were appointed as follows:

On secretary treasurer’s accounts : coun-
| cillors Rowley, Scott, McNally, Everett
and Mowatt.

On public accounts: Councillors Law-
son, McKeen, Lawrence,Simmons, Mur-
ray, Thompson, Nason, Cropley, Hallet,
Rowley, Pinder, and Fullerton.

On assessments: Kinghorn, 8. Inch,
Smith, Scott, Everett, Mowatt, Fisher, G.
Inch, McNally, Goodspeed, Lockard and
Boyce.

Coun. Mowatt moved that the officers
for Manners Sutton be confirmed. Sec-
onded by coun. Thompson. Carried.

After resuming work coun. Lawson,
chairman of the public accounts commit-
tee reported favorably on the following
bills:

Farmer office
L. Lawson and J. 8. Law
J. B. Hawthorne

Coun. Nason maved that the board em-
ploy one official reporter; Coun. Fisher
moved in amendment that no official re-
porter be employed. After discussion by
couns. {Fullerton, McNally, Fisher, Scott,
Goodspeed, Pinder, Nason and Mowatt, J.
H. Crockett was appointed at $20 for the
session.

Sec. Black read an invitation extended
by the young ladies connected with the
hospital aid concert to the members of
the board to attend the entertainment.

Coun. Rowley for committee of audit
reported that his committee had found
the secretary treasurer’s accounts correct
with vouchers, etc., for all payments and
that the balance on hand in favor of the
county is $2,504.01.

Sec. Black called the attention of the
board to the act of assembly dealing with
biennial elections in the mauanicipality.
Coun. McNally moved that the board pro-
ceed to take a vote on the matter, whether
the election for councillors be held each
year or each alternate year. Coun.
Fisher believed in the old law. It was
for the people to decide how long a coun-
cillor held office. Coun. McKeen was in
favor of biennial elections. Coun. Law-
son said that the board should not con-
sider their own feelings in the matter but
legislate in the interests of their parishes.
He was for the present law, and thought
every right thinking man would be the
same. Coun. Mowatt would support the
two years system as one year did not
give a new member time to get properly
initiated to the work. Coun. Nason was
for two years. Coun. Fullerton favored
biennial elections and although having
having hard contests, he was not afraid
of the result but believed so many elec-
tions were unnecessary. Coun. Thomp-
son favored going to the people each year
and abiding by- their decision. He
thought the elections would be purer
than if held for the extended time. Coun.
Everett, who made the speech of the dis-
cussion, was in favor of biennial elections,
as there was a saving in election expenses
and a saving to the people asthey did
not have to leave their work so often to
attend. Coun. Rowley said that in the
case of bis colleagues and himself it did
not make any difference as they did not
appear to provoke any opposition, but he
was in favor of biennial elections. Coun.
Kinghorn favored biennial elections as
the system would reduce expenses. After
coun Scott had declared his preference for
biennial elections the motion that bien-
nial elections be held was put and carried.
Mowatt, Lockard, Pinder, Scott, G. Inch,
McKeen, Fullerton, Everett, Murray,
Smith, 8. Inch, Cropley, Rowley, Good-
speed, Kinghorn, Lawrence, Hallet, Mc-
Nally and Nason voting for it; Lawrence,
Thompson, Simmons, Boyce and Fisher,
confra.

Moved by coun. Everett, and passed
unanimously, that the board accept the in-
vitation extended by the hospital aid
committee.

Coun. Nason then moved that the board
hoid but one session in the year.

Coun. Kinghorn moved that the board
still continue the july session.

Coun. Mowatt thought that it would be
well to go slowly asif the board abolished
the July session and it was found neces-
sary that it should be continued they
might not have, the power to establish it

again.
Coun. Nason withdrew his motion, time

being taken to consider the question.

Adjourned.

Wednesday's Proceedings.

Council convened on Wednesday morn-
ing at eleven. Coun. Mowatt moved
that the assessment for Manners-Sutton
for the year include: for the support of
poor, $275; election, $4 ; clerk, $1; chair-
man, $2; that the officers of the parish
receive the same pay as last year ; carried.

Coun. Goodspeed moved that St. Marys
assess $400 for support of poor; passed.

Coun. Mowatt brought up the question
of publishing the by road commissioners
returns in the auditor’s report, especially
those out of date, and moved that they
be omitted in next year’s report back to
the year 1887,

Coun. Kinghorn believed that the pro-
per way would be for each parish to deal
with its own affairs in that respect. Coun.
Fullerton favored cutting off the returns.
Coun. Scott said that it was a useless ex-
pense to publish them, and knew delin-
quents thirteen years dead whose affairs
are yet printed. Coun. Cropley would
support the resolution. On motion it was
carried ; coun. Fisher contra.

Coun. Kinghorn from committee of
public accounts moved that there be
assessed on the county for railways $700
and for contingencies $4,800 ; carried.

Coun. Goodspeed moved that the asses-
sors and collectors for St. Marys receive

the same as last year.

Coun. Cropley moved the usual assess-
ment be ordered for election purposes and
$50 for support of poor in North Lake;
that the assessors receive five per cent for
assessing and collecting county and school
rates, §9 for assessing road tax with five
per ¢cent for collecting. .

A bye law was moved by coun. McNally
nespectmg the mnnmg at large of cattle
in his district.

Moved by coun. Scott that accounts of
delinquent parish officers due to 1886 do
not appear in' future reports, including
those of collector.

Coun. Fisher opposed the motiou. Coun.
Everett favored the bill because it would
lessen expenses. Carried.

Coun. Lawrence moved that the asses-
sors and collectors of Douglas receive the
same as last year.

Coun. Hallet moved that the assessors
and collectors for Queensbury receive five
per cent.

Coun. Smith moved that the list of
parish officers for Canterbury be con-

Coun. Lawson moved that the assessors
and collectors of Canterbury receive the
same as last year.

Coun. Kinghorn, from committee on
administration of justice, reported that
the cigy was indebted to the county $803.03,
which amount has been paid.

Coun. Simmons moved that the list of
officers for Prince William be confirmed.

Coun. Kinghorn, from committee on
accounts with commissioners of lunatic
asylum between this city and the county,
asked for further time to examine into the
respective bills; granted.

Coun. Fisher presented official list for
New Maryland.

Coun, Fullerton moved the usual grant
of $200 towards Victoria hoepital for 1893.
Carried.

Coun. Fisher moved that the assessors
of New Maryland receive five per cent for
assessing, three per cent for assessing poor
and county rates and road tax.

Coun. Lawrence asked that list of of-
ficers for Douglas be adopted.

Coun. 8. Inch presented official list for
Bright.

Coun. Nason asked that $1 be assessed
on New Maryland.

Coun. Lawrence moved that $25 be
assessed on Douglas.

Coun. Inch asked for $300 assessment
for poor of Bright.

Coun. Simonds asked for assessments of
$150 for poor, and $10 for contingencies in
Prince William,

Coun. Lawrence moved that Douglas
assess $250 for support of poor.

Coun.. Lockard presented the list of
officers for Southampton.

Coun. Simmons asked an assessment of
$50 for poor of Dumfries; that the as-
sessors and collectors receive the same as
last year in.same parish.

Coun. Murray asked assessment of $500
for poor of Kingsclear.

Coun. Fisher moved that J. B. Haw-
thorne be summoned before the board re-
specting affairs in connection with the
jail yard.

Coun. Kinghorn introduced a bye-law
respecting the running at large of cattle,
to the effect that no cattle, horses, sheep
or geese shall be allowed to run on the
Keswick road in the parish of Douglas
between A. T.Burt’s.and North Wharf
bridge from May 1st to October 1st Sec-
onded by Coun. Lawrence and passed.

Moved by Coun. Kinghorn that $700,
previously granted to pay loan from John
Rutherford, be held and used to pay loan
to estate of Richard Bellamy.

Resolved that $131.37 be paid Luke
Lawson for supplies advanced to poor in
Canterbury parish. Coun. Smith spoke
on this resolution, that the bill was cor-
rect though the charges may be high on
some articles ; he wanted it investigated.
The bill passed.

As Mr. Hawthorne had arrived he was
heard. He explained the trouble and
there was very little in it, so the council
considered.

Coun. Hallet presented the list of
officers for Queensbury.

Coun. Everett asked thata committee
be appointed to confer with a committee
of the city council respecting the recent
increase of market rates. He said that it
might be necessary for the council to put
in scales of their own. A committee was
appointed as follows: Everett, Inch and
Lawrence.

Coun. Pinder moved that assessment
pass for $300 for support of poor in South-
ampton, contingencies $100.

Coun. Everett asked that the assessors
for Kingsclear receive five per cent for
poor and county’ rates and collectors four
per cent.

Resolved that the election for council-
lors be held bi-ennially. Passed.

Moved by coun. Lawson, seconded by
G. S. Inch, and passed, that the secretary
treasurer be empowered to petition the
legislature at its next session to pass a law
to empower the trustees of Skiff lake
school district to sell and dispose of certain
school lands in said district. -

Coun. Kinghorn asked that the com-
mittee respecting the wood used in the
office of the clerk of the peace be re-
quested to report.

Coun. Cropley asked that $2 be added to
assessment on North Lake for parish
clerk.

Coun. Fullerton called the attention of
the council to the necesgity of imposing a
prohibitory tax on all foreign peddlars.

Coun. Mowatt moved that as several of
the parishes are heavily in debt, and as
it bears heavily on those clear of debt,
therefore resolved that indebted parishes
be ordered to add thirty per cent to their
assessment for this year.

Coun. Fullerton explained that the re-
port did not show the actual indebtedness
of Stanley as two hundred dollars have
been paid in since the report was pub-
lished. Coun. Pinder whoee parish is
most heavily in debt tried to smooth over
the matter by putting the blame on the
valuation. Coun. Kinghorn esaid the
valuation was as just as possible, that
Southampton had the best soil in the
province, and believed that coun. Mowatt
should press his motion. After consider-
able discussson, coun. Mowatt withdrew
his motion to prevent ita defeat.

Coun. Fullerton called the attention of
the council to the necessity of imposing a
prohibitory tax on all foreign peddlers.

INGENIOUS CONVICT. -

How He Communicated With His Fel-
low-Convicts in Some Singular Ways.

A recently discharged convict recounts
as follows in Tit-Bits his evasions of prison
rule, notwithstanding the vigilance of
officials. It isthought by the prison com-
missioners and officers, and I believe by
the public generally, that such precau-
tions are taken to prevent criminals com-
municating with each other, that it is im-
pessible for them to do so without being
detected. It is true that two feet six of
solid brick wall divides one cell, from an-
other, that they are exercised with a yard
or two space between them — of course,
with officers in attendance—and that
they are not allowed to speak to each
other under any pretence; and yet, dur-
ing a twelve months’ imprisonment, which
terminated only a few days since, I could
have communicated with almost any one
in the prison, and did, in several instan-
ces, without discovery. I have sat in my
cell when the door has been double locked,
and whilst the officer has been looking
direct at me (although I did not know it
at the time), and have corresponded with
the prisoner in the adjacent cell to mine,
without the officer suspecting it. This
will be the more surpriging when it is
known that prisons are generally so con-
structed that quite a light sound can be
heard from one end of the building to the
other. How was it done? When a pris-
oner has earned 224 marks — possible in
four weeks — amongst other privileges he
is entitled to have in his cell

A Slate and Pencil,
and I conceived the idea that if I could
get No. 20 —I was No. 21 —to write the
alphabet on his slate with figures under-
neath, in this manner:
4, B G D, E
L% 8 ¢ &
etc., we could, by tapping the wall, con-
vey our thoughts to each other. So I
looked out for an opportunity to let him
knaow my plan, and one morning I was
put to wash the floor of the landing at a
time when No. 20 was confined in his cell.
Very cautiously, on wiping by his cell,
I whispered to him, under the door, to
write down the alphabet and correspond-
ing figures on his slate as above, so that
when evening came we might commence.
Immediately I had finished supper I
heard No. 20 get his slate, and I got mine-
My first message to him was “ Ready?”
and his first reply “ Yes.” I therefore be-
gan with eighteen taps, R being the
eighteenth letter of the alphabet, e five, a
one, d four, y twenty-five, which he, hav-
ing his slate before him, counted and
wrote down ; and so, while the officer was
looking direct at me and listening, he only
saw me using my slate, and if he heard
anything at all, it was only what seemed
to him a slight tapping, which might be
made by writing. Thus for nights we
communicated with each other, I learning
that he was a carpenter —had been in
prison
Six Times Previously,
was serving eighteen calendar monthg’
imprisonment for horse stealing, his ad-
dress, and many other particulars of him,
until, being put to work in the kitchen,
he was shifted three cells away from
mine, which, of conrse, made it impossible
for us to continue our correspondence by
tapping. However, nothing daunted, I
began to ponder the possibility of keeping
it up some other way, I was impelled to
do so, more because the officers seemed so
confident that it was impossible than by
the pleasure actually taken in the corres-
pondence. If a prisoner is ill; it often
happens that pills are given him from a
pill box exactly like those supplied by an
ordinary chemist. These boxes, however,
are not generally left with the prisoner —
but the officer will leave the pills only,
except when he obliges the prisoner to
swallow them in his presence — which
most officers insist upon. One of these
boxes, with lid complete, I found in the
warder’s bedroom, where I daily made
the bed. It had evidently been thought-
lessly thrown aside by the warder on
the night previous. I concealed it about
meé, and conveyed it to my cell. That
night, looking at the box, I remembered
that years before my father had brought
home a “toy telephone ” — probably the
reader has seen them — two parts exactly
like pill boxes, joined together by a
Long Plece of Thread
by whispering into one end of which any
one in the next room applying the other
end to the ear could distinctly hear all
that was said. I therefore thought it
possible that if I could procure the thread
I could, by some means or other, yet con-
verse with my late neighbor. I thought
and thought about it, and detergned to
take the thread out of my coat seains, here
and there, at different times, to avoid sus-
picion, and then ask my officer for a
needle and thread to repairit. I antici-
pated just what happened, that more
thread would be given me than I should
require, and that the surplus, and that
which I obtained from my coat, would
suffice to connect my cell to No. 24, to
which my friend had been shifted. I
joined the pieces of thread and soon had
my “telephone” made, which, until I
could use, I concealed in my salt box,
coveriug it with the salt. Ihad yet, how-
ever, to acquaint No. 24 with my second
plan, and this I found most difficult,
as he was engaged nearly the whole of the
day in the kitchen, and I rarely had an
opportunity of seeing him, much less of
speaking. However, “patience and per-
geverance accomplish all things,” and
having every morning to dust the doors,
gas-pipes, railings, etc,, on the landing, at
a time when most of the prisoners and of-
ficers were exercising outside, and when
No. 24 was out also, I found it quite easy
to enter his cell and write on his slate,
“Telephone in your salt box, thread lying
along floor, join and put to your ear ex-
actly at 6.30 this evening.” Turning this
to the wall so that if a warden

Entered the Cell

he might not notice it, I discolored the
thread that it might not be conspicuous
when on the floor, and laying one end in
No. 24 cell, I stretched it close under the
wall to my own cell, No. 21. At 6.30
o’clock that same evening I connected my
end of the thread with the lid of the box,
and at once began whispering. Again we
were successful, and many a half hour
was beguiled in this way, and many a
laugh I had at the way we were “doing”
the authorities. It was necessary, how-
ever, that the thread should not lay along
the floor all day, so I finished up our
first evening by telling my friend to take
off his box that I might gently draw the
thread to me, which being done, I rolled
it up and again concealed it in my box.
I sent messages to him, too, in another
manner. Prisoners’ meals are served in
two tins, one holding about three pints,
and another about one pint. The latter
is made to fit into the former, thus form-
ing a lid to it, and at the same time serv-

1 ing to hold the bread or potatoes which
could not be put into the larger tin. He
informed me through our “telephone”
that he always washed these tins as they
were brought back to the kitchen,and I
have often, when unable to lay my
thread, lightly scratched a message on
the bottom of my tin, which he, after
reading, has rubbed off. This is quite an
easy matter, as, after a prisoner has
finished his meal, he retains possession of
his tins until the officers return from their
meals. Other criminals, too, have amused
themselves in this manner—as last Easter
Sunday, looking at the bottom of the tin
which my porridge had been served, I
saw scratched there, evidently by some
one who wanted to amuse himself, “ Cheer
up, my lad. Time is on the wing, and
we shall soon be fre agen.” That a com-
maunication could be thus carried on may
seem impossible, but what I have written
actually took place between January and
April of last year.

CARE OF LAMPS

As there are so many more homes in
which the inmates depend upon kerosine
lamps for their nightly cheer than upon
gas, a few suggestions on the care of lamps
may not come amiss. There is no neces-
sity of sitting beside a sputterirg, flicker
ing lamp, with a smoked chimney, “in
gloom and half obscurity, if we only under-
stand the management of our lamps. To
insure a clear, mellow light, the brass of
our lamp burners must be kept perfectly
free from smutch and stain. An old
blackened burner is however hard to be
cleaned. Itis a good plan to boil them
in strong soap suds. and if this does not
brighten them, to scour them with brick-
dust, polishing off with whiting orsoda.
Never cut your wick by turning it just
above the tube, but take the stub of a
match and rub off the charred wick;
by this method you will ensure an even
flame. When the flame runs up the
chimney it is an indication that the screw
of the burner is worn out ; it is unsafe.
Cast it aside and buy a new one. Empty
your lamps occasionally, and wash the
inside with suds, care being taken that
they are well dried before refilling them.
Do not wash flint-glass chimneys too often
in soapsuds, as it hasa tendency to make
them brittle, but rub them out with a
piece of clean flannel. Lamps thus man-
aged will give a brilliant light, and amply
repay one for their trouble.

TWO THOUSAND BURNED.

A Canton correspondent sends this ac-
count of a terrible disaster in a county
town about 50 miles from Canton, which
occurred early last month and resulted
in the loss of nearly 2.000 lives. A band
of robbers made a raid on the village of
Kam Li, in the Shin Hing district. They
first levied a tribute of several thousand
taels on the priests of the temple. The
latter had just received large offerings
from the people, who were celebrating a
holiday with a dramatic entertainment
under a big shed temporarily erected in
front of the temple. The angry robbers
applied torches to the shed, and the peo-
ple in a panic rushed into the temple for
refuge. The main entrance of the tem-
ple,which. was of wood, caught fire from
the flerce heat of the burning shed, and
over 1,400 men, women and children wera
either burned, smothered or tramplep
under foot. Most of the fatalties resulted
from suffocation, as a strong wind drove
the smoke into the temple. At the time
of writing the roll of missing numbers
1,940, and it may be that some of these
were burned beyond recognition. The
disasteris the worst that has occurred in
South China for several years.

ENGAGED COUPLES IN FRANCE

FARM AND FIRESIDE.

Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and
His Household.

—

CARDING THE COWS

"R YEAR

This ought to bea daily winter duty of
every farmer who aims to give all animals
in his keeping the best possible care.
The cows, the oxen, and young stock
enjoy having their hair combed and
brushed as much as human beings, es-
pecially when they are tied up and can-
not roam at will and “ lick ” each other.

Every man knows that he can do bet-
ter work, and do more of it, whether
mental or physical labour, when he is in
perfect health—when no part of the
body draws the attention of the ind
to it— when really he forgets his m :ntal
and corporal self. This is the.result of
following the laws of cleanliness and
health.

Animals are like human beings in some
respects. To obtain from them the best
product, they,like men, must be in per-
fect health and condition, so that their
whole being may be devoted to the ob-
Jject for which it is designed. The cow
can be coaxed easier than she can be
driven. It is not enough to give the cow
merely enough to eat and drink ; she
must be kept clean, and her body kept
absolutely at rest.

The card is one means of accomplishing
this result. A cow may be milked and
she will not stop chewing the cud, but
often when the card is applied she stops
chewing ; her whole attention, if it may
be called that, is given to the process that
relieves the body or skin of the little
itching “ kinks and snarls. ”

On a large farm, where the cows and
young stock do not leave the barn from
November till May, there is a regular
carder. As the stock /8 carded regularly
every day at about the same hour, the
cows look for the coming of the carder,
and become uneasy if he does not appear.
Aud when he does come, how the cows
enjoy it ! The carder is gentle and sym-
pathetic, and “rubs the cows where they
want to be rubbed. They have a way,
understood by the carder, of making
known where the application of the card
will give the most pleasure. It would be
cruelty to keep these cows and these
frisky heifers tied up a twelve-month
without a regular carding. Itis a ques-
tion if there be not some cruelty prac-
ticed as it is, but the carding supplies a
Jpart of what all stock must have to thrive.

" CAUSE OF WOOL-BITING

This is never noticed while sheep are
on pasture. They are in the most healthy
condition then, and hence it is believed
that the cause of itis too exclusive dry
feed in winter, which begets indigestion,
or a tendency in that direction. The
American Sheep Breeder is inclined to
this view also, a8 will be noted in the
following : —

“ There will sometimes be noticed a
sheep whose wool is ragged along the
sides, with little Tocks pulled out and
hanging, sometimes long seams showing
in the fleece where the wool was wholly
parted from the skin on the surface of
wrinkles and fallen off. In searching
for the cause of their loss of wool, the
shepherd must first assure himself that
there are no sharp edges, points, pins, or
nails about the racks or sides of the stable.
Then let him watch the ragged-looking
sheep and see if it is not addicted to the
vice of wool-biting. It is thought by
many shepherds that this is caused by
an eruption and itching of the skin,
produced by ammoniacal vapours and
the heat of fermentation in the manure.
The following facts may be set down as
established respecting the habit of wool-
biting : 1, young sheep are seldom ad-
dicted to it ; 2, sheep on grass never pull
out their wool ; 3, sheep fed in winter
on laxative feed, such as fodder, roots,
wheat, bran, etc., are less inclined to the
habit than those kept exclusively on hay
and corn. Sulpher in the salt mitigates
tosome extent its manifestations. Never-
theless there are some sheep which,
whether it is a vice like ‘ cribbing ’ with
a horse or theresult of a thin and s
sitive skin, are so addicted to wool-biting
every winter that they ought to be dis-
missed from the flock. ”

WHAT IS A FAIR BUTTER TEST ?

Replying to this question, Prof. Henry.
M. Alvord, director of the Maryland
Station, who has had much experience
in testing cows, says :

Butter should be the only standard.
It seems plain to me that there can be
but one object in testing butter cows,
and that is to ascertain how much genu-
ine butter can be made from the milk
produced by them in a given time. It
seems to me useless to determine the
quantity of butter fats by chemical tests
(alone), or of these fats collected by
churning, and mixed with more or less
curd and serum. The butter should be
the only standard for comparison of results,
and by this I mean a good merchantable
article, such as everyone recognizes as
butter ready for table use. Accordingly
the process of manufacture must be com-
pleted, the curd and whey must be sep-
erated from the fats as far as possible,
most of the water also must be removed,
and the butter must be “ salted to suit the
taste.” Fresh or unsalted butter can be
made as firm and as high in its percent-
age of fatsas any salted, and if this were
the usual form of merchantable butter in
this country it would be the proper stan-
dard. But American markets require
salted butter, and although there is a
constant movement towards lighter salting
than formerly there can be no doubt that
for the general market or average taste
the old ratio of one ounce of saltto a
pound of fresh butter, is still the accepted
standard.

THE COLT'S FEET.

The care of the colt’s feet for the first
three years of its life has much to do with
its future usefulness and value, but few
fa.mers seem to understand this. The
feet are allowed to grow long during the
winter, which causes them to splitat the
toe or break at the sides, causing crooked
feet or ankles, thereby laying the foun-
dation for unsoundness in feet or legs.
This could be avoided by taking the
colt to your smith to shoe at the proper
age, and your colt has learned two val-
uable lessons — first, to lead ; second, to
stand quiet to be shod when shoeing be-
comes a necessity. Any smith would
rather keep the feet in good shape for
nothing than to have a three-year-old
como to the shop to, be broken and shod
and have to patch up aset of bad feet
and then bear the blame for bad shoeing
when the horse goes wrong in the feet
or legs, when the fault is much more the
farmer’s than the smith’s.
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A GROSS LIBEL.

Tue Gleaner, for which no respectable
man with any regard for his reputation,
can be heard to say a word of approval,
showed its true character and its utter
disregard for all decency on Friday night.
In itsrabid desire to spin out its old song
against the attorney general, it openly
attacks the honor and integrity, not only
of that official, but also of the chief justice
and the twelve sworn jurors,who tried the
McMichael case. It plainly inginuates
that the verdict and the sentence were the
results* of a deliberate design on the part
of the attorney general to advance the
professional interests of Mr. Hughes, the
prisoners’ counsel. It will strike the
average reader as somewhat strange that
Mr. Blair could be able, even if he so
desired, to induce the twelve sworn jurors,
made up of every class and creed, and of
every political faith, to fall into line with
him for such a purpose. The inference
that he also succeeded in inducing the chief
justice to assist him, even to the giving of
the sentence, which the judge had entirely
in his own hands, is such a gross and
scandalous libel on his honor as to warrant
the attention of the proper authorities.
In order to lay a foundation for his whole-
sale indictment of judge and jury and
crown counsel, the editor of the Gleaner,
who probably never heard a word of the
evidence, agks the public to believe that he
knows more about the facts of the case than
the twelve men who heard the evidence
from beginning to end, and puts his con-
struction of the law of murderabove that
of the chief justice of the province. The
duty of the men who are called on to act
as jurors in grave criminal cases is not a
pleasant nor profitable one, but when they
discharge their duties conscientiously and
well, according to the evidence as it has
been laid before’ them, they should be
protected from attacks at the hands of
a malicious scribbler, who, in order to
stab one man would wilfully destroy. a
dozen others.

WE are living in a century of surprise.
The following comes from editor Stead, of
London, who, a celebrated man in his
profession, has created quite an excite-
ment and awake ~d anxious curiogity by
the statement that “He believes the pos-
sibility of communicating with the dead
will soon be established by scientific
proof” And Mr. Fowler, the erudite
editor of The Arena, in the January num-
ber of that magazine, dealirg with
psychical phenomena concludes that
“from the evidences already adduced we
are on the threshold of a new world of
knowledge.”

TrE result of the murder trial seems
to meet with general approval. The
evidence for the defence showed such a
strong case of provocation, and other ex-
tenuating circumstances, as to certainly
justify the jury in reducing the crime to
manslaughter. The statement of the
chief justice who presided at the trial,
that he entirely agreed with the verdict,
and the lightness of the sentence be im-
posed upon the prisoners, shows that full
justice was done in the case.

The
right hand of a coal ring is the monopoly
of all railways to the coal region ; and the
C.P.R. cannot get this in Nova Scotia
without gobbling the Intercolonial.

Tae Ottawa Free Press says that the
New Brunswick papers report that judge
Tuck has been making speeches praising
the new dominion premier. Possibly the
judge expects to be Tucked into the vacant
seat on the supreme court bench.

COUNTY COUNCIL.

[Continued from first page.]
Thursday's Proceedings,

Coun. Pinder introduced a petition that
a ferry license issue to Alonzo McNally for
five years, passed by the board without
question as to the fee.

Coun. Fullerton moved that the legis-
lature be petitioned to give the council

power to impose a license fee on foreign
peddlers, and in case the legislature re-
fused giving the council power to pass
such a law, that the legislature pass such
a law with respect to York county.

. Coun. Mowatt asked as to ferry license
fees, if they were paid. Sec. replied that
he had received one dollar only for such
fees. 4

Coun. Kinghorn moved that deben-
tures be issued to the amount of $1,300 to
pay off existing debentures, the former
debentures at six per cent to be paid by
the new at four and a half per cent.
Passed.

The question of a new valuation having

arisen, coun. Pinder moved that the
present valuators continue in office. It
was decided to postpone the question till
afternoon. The county was divided into
valuation districts as follows:
St. Marys, Douglas, Stanley and Bright;
New Maryland, Kingsclear, Manners-Sut-
ton and Prince William ; Southampton,
Dumfries, Canterbury, North Lake and
Queensbury ; each district to nominate
one valuator.

After roll call, coun. Everett presented
a resolution expressing sympathy for
coun. McMullen, who had been called
home by the illness of his son, and that
the young man might be restored speedily
to health.

Coun. Lawrence presented a resolution
as follows:

Whereas, It is the opinion of this board
that the bye road money can be -more
carefully and economically expended by
the commissioners appointed by the
council, therefore resolved that the sec.-
treasurer be empowered to petition the
legislature to dispose of the bye road
grants in the way heretofore employed,
seconded by coun. Nason.

Coun. Fisher said that his parish had
had the full amount of bye road grant
and it had been well expended and he
had no fault to find, and would oppose
the resolutiofh.

Coun. Fullerton said’that in his parish,
Stanley, the whole amount had been put
into the hands of one man, a professional
gentleman, who did not know anything
about roads, or very little at least, and he
would support the resolution; that the
road plow was used on the best roads and
the poor roads left without any grant.
Coun. Scott said that Dumfries was very
hardly dealt with. Coun. Goodspeed
said that everything was satisfactory in
St. Marys. Coun. 8. Inch said that Fisher
had everything his own way in his
parish, as he had managed the plow and
put the money in his pocket. Coun.
Fisher replied “That he had no con-
nection whatever with the plow.” Coun.
Kinghorn said that Douglas had been
fairly treated, all they could expect and
there was no dissatisfaction there. Couns.
McNally, Murray and Pinder spoke to
the resolution, but their speeches would
not interest the intelligent public. Coun.
Goodspeed said that under the old system
the small parishes had too large a grant
and now the apportionment was more
nearly equal, that Dumfries could not ex-
pect to get as large a grant as South-
ampton or Stanley. Coun. Lawson de-
tailed a wrrible state of affairs which will
be strange news to the people of Canter-
bury. He told of the holes in the road,
of neglected culverts, etc., and wound up
with a description of the speed shown by
the trotters over the same roads. As
Canterbury has good roads several of the
councillors were somewhat astonished.
Coun. Mowatt said the old plan was fol-
lowed in Manners-Sutton ; that his com-
missioners got the grant and spent it and
used the road plow to good advantage.

The bill was then put and carried.

Coun. Everett reported for market com-
mittee, that he had conferred with the
chairman of the city market committee
and was told that as the funds out of
which the caretaker of market was paid
were low, the county council could not
hope for a reduction of the market fees.

Committee on nominating valuators for
the county reported as follows : :

For district No. 1, Wm. McBean ; No. 2,
Byron McNally; No. 8, John Campbell,
the latter to be chairman. Passed.

Coun. Fisher presented a bill for care-
taker’s wages to the amount of $10, refer-
red to public accounts committee. They
cut it down to $7.50, when it passed.

Coun. Fullerton moved that the council
adopt the law that there be no July ses-
sion. After considerable discussion the
bill was withdrawn, as a majority of the
board were against it.

Coun. Simmons introduced a bill, that
an act be passed separating St. Croix
from Dumfries pariegh and McAdam from
Prince William and making these into a
new parish. As it was considered by
several to be too late in the session for
such a bill, it was given six months hoist.

The councillors then gathered up what
stationery was left and adjourned, sine
die.

Council Notes.

One amusing feature of the late session
of the county council was the neat way in
which the sec.-treasurer’s bill for work
was hidden. By looking at another
column you will see the bill for $86.50 in
the centre of a list of charges. It was re-
ported correct by coun. Lawson for the
committee and passed the board without
several of the councillors knowing it. In
fact some were expecting it till the last
hour of the session, when they found that
they had been “euchred” badly. It is
only $36.50 higher than the council paid
for similar work last year, and perhaps
this was the reason why Mr. Haining’s
bill for work on the building was re-
duced $3.50. This may be characterized
as financing.

Another little incident that conveys its
own moral was seen in the air of quiet
majesty with which Mr. Pitts buttoned
his robe around him, shook the dust of
the council from his gaiters and left the
room, when the official reporter was ap-
pointed. Herman was not well treated
in other respects. His back took a
peculiar curve, resembling an angered
feline when a councillor would shake
his hand and say, “ Hello! Pitts, how-are-
you?” It wasonly to be expected that he
looked for the title “honorable,” and it was
too much when it came to plain, very
plain “Pitts.” Hedeparted and was seen
no more.

While the discussion on the bye road
grant was going on, a councillor remarked
to another that “there was no need for
kicking, if the councillors had asked for
the bye road grants they would have got
them.” This appeared to be the whole
trouble, they had behaved so badly that
they were ashamed to ask for the grant.

Next morning after the warden’s sup-
per a councillor in searching for a jack-
knife pulled out a pair of nut crackers.
He was asked by a colleague: “Why
did you not take the spoons too, I took
mine?”

Coun. Mowatt made some of the coun-
cillors squirin when he moved his resolu-
tion that pariehes in debt add thirty per

cent to their assessment for the year. He
showed how his constituents were being

robbed each year and also those of other
parishes who were clear of debt. He
showed that his parish is paying twelve
per cent interest on a debt while they
have money to theircredit. For instance,
Manners-Sutton has $52 credit in the
secretary’s hands and the people are
losing six per cent on that as it is out of
their possession, and at the same time
they are paying six per cent on their pro-
portion of the county’s indebtedness, or
about nine dollars for this year, making a
payment by them of twelve dollars,which
the ratepayers of Manners-Sutton are un-
justly obliged to pay. The councillors
for indebted parishes did not seem to
care, and rather than have the motion de-
feated, it was withdrawn.

About the official reporter; coun. Scott
knew from experience the powers of the
chosen one to report a speech so that the
speaker himself would not know it, and
as the speeches of several of the coun-
cillors read better when treated in that
way, & very good choice was made. It
would look too cold blooded to present
the speeches of couns. Scott, Pinder, Mc-
Nally, Nason, Inch and Murray to the
eyes of a criticising public as they are de-
livered and if the rough corners are filed
down and more or less sand paper and
soft soap used the public must not find
fault. We may in a fature issue give an
illustration, but for the present forbear.

More useful measures were brought up
this session than ever before. The coun-
cil have decided that they have affairs of
their own to attend too, and that the
legislature will carry on 1its share of the
work. Besides the debt of the county is
conslantly increasing so that now the
council are in a dilemma and have all
they want to dc to devise means to lessen
the expenses.

There appear to be some “typographical
errors inserted in a malicious spirit,” in
the auditor’s report that will receive at-
tention in a future issue.

JaN.17.—~Now that the Christmas season
is over with, things have resunied their
usually quiet appearance, therefore news
is somewhat scarce in this locality.

Some of them seem to have lost consider-
able of their old time enthusiasm in re-
gard to the national policy, and we trust
there will be more who will see the error
of their ways.

‘We are glad to see the manner in which
you are pressing on certain companieg the
necesgity of & better accommodation on
the river during the summer months.
Only a very few years ago this place was
booming with tourists from the states and
different countries, and its fame as a sum-
mer resort was becoming widespread
through the efforts of R. B. Humphrey,
who at that {time was manager of the
river steamers.

On
the arrival of the dugout Bellisle in St,
John one evening, one of our humorous
American friends who had been a passen-
ger that evening, called the attention of
some of the lookers on to an old gray
headed man standing near. “Gentle-
men,” said he, “that was a young man
when we left Fredericton; and, in fact, I
have been on her so long that it appears
like home, and I feel sad in having to
leave her.” As anemblem of our present
administration, she ought to have the
letters N. P.stamped on her in conspicaous
places, as we think her a good representa-
tion of the national policy.

A Pictou Bigamy Case.

Stipendiary Magistrate Gollon, of Pictou,
has an investigation of a bigamy case on
hand. A man by the name of Daniel Hen-
driquin was arrested there on Thursday, 12th
inst., charged with having married one Em-
ma Connell at Pictou, in the month of Sep-
tember last, a former wife Cecil, to whom
he was previously married;at Charlottetown,
Prince Edward Island, on July 17th, 1890,
being then alive. The information was
given by the former wife, who, on being in-
terviewed gives her maiden name as Cecil
White, a French lady, but speaks English
quite intelligibly. She says that when she
was coming home from her work by the
way of Charlottetown, she agreed to marry
this man. She furnished him with $16 to
defray expense. She was married by a
Scotch minister in Charlottetown, whose
name she does not know ; neither does she
know the house in which she was married.
She says a lawyer gave them the papers for
marriage. She is a Roman Catholic, but as
he professed to bea Protestant, she assented
to be married by a Protestant minister.
He lived with her in Georgetown, P. E. L.,-
until last spring — nearly two years— when
he left her. She had one child by him,
which died. Hearing he was in Pictou she
went there about two weeks ago.

Dairymen and Farmers.

30 SAYS THE COURT..

The McMichaels Sent to Dor-
chester for Two Years.

Geo. A. Hughes Complimented
by the Chief Justice.

Older Prisoner Thanks - the
Court.

The trial of the prisoners Odber and Chas.
McMichael, which has been one of the chief
topics of discussion for the past three months
began on Tuesday morning before his honor,
chief justice Allen. Attorney General Blair
appeared for the crown and G, A. Hughes
for. the prisoners. A grand jury composed
as follows was sworn :

The chief justice in a very clear and forci-
ble manner detailed the evidence upon
which the prisoners were held, dealing par-
ticularly with evidence respecting the shoot-
ing and the words used by the older prison-
er on the occasion, * Let him lie there and
die.” He believed it was the duty of the
jury to bring in a true bill for murder
against both prisoners.

The jury then retired and having heard
several witnessees, taking up most of the
afternoon, they returned a bill for wilful
murder against the prisoners.

On Wednesday morning the prisoners
were placed on trial before a jury composed
as follows :

The attorney general in addressing the
jury said that they would have very
direct evidence as to how Titus came by his
death, and that the evidence was conclusive
that the prisoners Charles and Odber Mc-
Michael being annoyed by Titus and Atkin-
son, fired the shot. It was for the jury to
decide whether the case was one of murder
or manslaughter.

Ran. Staples, the first witness sworn, gave
similar testimony to that given by him at
the preliminary investigation. He detailed
the wrestling in McMichael’s shop, the
quarrel that arose and of the older prisoner
attempting to tear Titus’ eye out. That
about seven ¢’clock he heard a shot and on
going out doors he saw Titus lying on the
street; that when he asked Odber Me-
Michael “who did it,” he replied, “ my son
Charles and I told him to do so, let him lie
there and die, damn him ; I would shoot the
Queen ; I would shoot anybody.”

Cross examined by Mr. Hughes — He said
that Titus was quarrelsome when drinking.

Alex. Atkinson, who had been with Titus
in the quarrel, testified that he with Titus
had yisited McMichael’sshop and that Titus
and Charles McMichael had a wrestling
match ; he said that stones were thrown by
both Titus and McMichael when the second
row took place. The crossexamination did
not produce any material facts.

William Blane, sworn — Renrember the
5th October ; heard the row at McMichael’s
shop and went towards the shop; saw the
man with Atkinson crouching down beside
McMichael’s window and throw something
at the window; saw Odber McMichael
throw a bottle out through the window;
saw Titus and Atkinson go away and return;
heard Odber say “ bring out the gun” and
saw Charles bring it out to the street. Titus
| then _approached from the alley with his
hand drawn back as though he had some-
thing to throw ; he was almost in front of
Staples shop when Charles fired the rifle
and Titus fell.

Peter Hughes told about the wrestling in
the shop; had helped to quell the row and
then had gone away; went back in the
evening and heard the shot; saw Titus on
the street; heard Odber say he would shoot
the Queen if she interfered with him.

Henry Flemming sworn — Described the
throwing of the stone through the window
by Titus; that Odber came out with bottles
and threw them at Titus and Atkinson ;
that Charles came out with the gun and
fired holding the rifle to his shoulder. 0d-
ber said, “I did not do it, my boy did itand
I told him to.” To a juror he said, did not
see Charles take aim, saw him put the rifle
up and fire, could have taken aim himself
in the same time.

W. E. Vickery sworn — Was in a house
when heard the report of a gun ; going out
saw & man lying on his back on the street;
heard Odber say “ we went for him and got
him. I'd shoot anybody, I'd shoot the
Queen if she interferred.”

H. F. Dayton sworn — 8aw Odber shake
the gun at Atkinson; saw how Titus was
stooped over just before the shot was fired ;
saw Charlescome out with the gun after the
shot was fired; heard Odber say, “let him
lie there and die.”

Isaac Winn said that he was present when
the prisoners were arrested by Phillips and
had brought the rifle to the police court.

Paul Phillips told as to the arrest of the
prisoners; that he found the gun loaded
and other cartridges in the shop.

Wm. Atkinson sworn —said between six
and seven o’clock heard Atkinson say * youn
struck me and I'ye got it in for you”; saw
Titus go towards McMichael; was on the
opposite side of the street; heard the re-
port of the rifle and saw Titus fall; heard
Odber say ‘“my boy did it”; he said he
would shoot the Queen if she interfered
with him,

Cross examined — Said he did not see any

Mr. Estabrooks testimony was similar to
the others given ; he had telephoned for the
police and for a coroner.

Dr. Coburn described the wound made in
Titus’ head ; it was three-quarters of aninch
wide and from two and a half to three
inches long; he was breathing heavily with
brain oozing from the wound; the injury
the man had received caused death.

8. Dayton sworn —Saw Titus and Odbur
in a clinch on the street, then Charles and
Atkinson got into a row; in the evening
heard a shot, heard Odbur say, “I didn’t do
it; my boy did it and he’ll stand his
ground.”

Rev. Mr. Manzer sworn — Had seen the
row on the street in the afternoon ; saw the
crowd gathered in front of the shop in the
evening ; heard Odber tell Atkinson that if
he did not go away that he would shoot;
heard the glass break ; saw McMichael come
out with the gun; saw the shooting; am
positive the gun was not held to the
shoulder.

Mr. Lewis sworn —8aw Titus throw a
stone at McMichael; had gone to Mr. Esta-
brooks and told him there would be trouble
unless interference was made.

Walter McFarlane said that he saw Titus
come out of H. Edgar’s with a stone, about
a pound weight, in his hand, and let it drive
at McMichael’s head as he stood on the sill,
then the McMichael's came out and threw a
stone and some bottles at Titus.

John Hawkins saw Titus and Atkinson in
front of McMichaels; they said they would
have satisfaction before morning; heard
Titus tell Atkinson to take away his arm so
that he could fire the stone ; saw McMichael
1n the door with bottles and a gun.

James Hazen sworn, said that he saw the
two men fighting on the street; that Titus
threw something at McMichael and it went

| inside the shop; heard” McMichael say

“look at my face.”

On opening for the defence Thursday
morning, Mr. Hughes read authority on the
right people had to protect their homes.

At half past two o’clock Mr. Hughes,
council for the prisoners, announced that

the evidence for the defence was all in He
then immediately proceeded to address the
jury, speaking for about two hours and a
half. He reviewed all the circumstances
of the case from the row in the afternoon
until the affair terminated in the tragedy of
the evening. He argued that the facts and
circumstances adduced by the evidence
justified them in using the extreme measures
they adopted to defend their lives and
property. The severest construction would
reduce the crime to self defence.

The words of the old man after the shoot-
ing could not be taken as an indication of
malice (cites authorities). They were
rather the ravings of an unduly excited
negro, who in his frenzy did not know
what he said or did. A murderer with
malice in his heart would not talk that way.
He would keep his thoughts to himself,
and be very careful not to publish to the
world what he had done or would do. The

‘old man’s actions instead of showing malice

proved the reverse, and sustained the con-
tention that at the time of the shooting he
was excited beyond all reason.

In closing Mr. Hughes placed the case in
the hands of the jury with the prayer that
if they expected mercy themselyes when
called before the judgment bar at the last
great day, they would show mercy to the
prisoners in the verdict they would give.

The attorney general followed on behalf
of the crown in a calm and able address.
He felt that he must pay a just compliment
to the young counsel for the prisoners in
the way he had fought the case, and partic-
ularly in his address to the jury. He had
represented the crown in many important
cases and he could truly say that he had
never heard a more able, logical and elo-
quent summoning up of the defence than
he had heard this afternoon. He then re-
viewed the evidence and contended that the
argument of the prisoners counsel that the
shooting was justifiable was not substanti-
ated by the evidence. He dwelt on the cir-
cumstances of the shooting at some length
and left it to the jury to say whether they
considered the evidence construed in the
light of the law, as it would be explained to
them by the judge, justified the higher
crime of murder or reduced it to man-
slaughter. He had every confidence that
the twelve men he saw before him would do
their duty fearlessly and conscientiously.

The chief justice charged the jury at some
length explaining to them the difference be-
tween murder and manslaughter and justi-
fiable homicide. If they thought sufficient
provocation had been made out to rebut
the idea of malice they should find man-
slaughter. If not it would be murder. In
either case the father was cqually guilty
with the son. He warmly complimented
the prisoner’s counsel in the remarkably
able way he had conducted the case for the
defence. He had done everything he
thought that mortal man could do, and had
made the best out of whiat looked like a
very hard case. He had never seen any
counsel, young or old, do better and he was
pleased to say so.

The jury retired to consider their verdict,
and about seven o’clock returned into
court and announced that they had agreed
upon a verdict of manslaughter against
both Odbur and Chas. McMichael. The
judge said he agreed entirely with the ver-
dict and sentenced the prisoners to two
years each in Dorchester penitentiary, the
lightest sentence he could give them under
the law.

The elder McMichael then arose and
briefly addressed the judge, expressing sor-
row at the position he was in, but said he
was willing to defer to the sentence. He
had had a fair trial and his honor had
treated him as an honest and upright judge.
He thanked his counsel for his efforts in
his behalf. On his representing to the
judge that he was suffering from heart
disease his honor took off that part of the
sentence requiring hard labor.

Deputy sheriff Hawthorn will take the
prisoners to Dorchester on Monday.

Everybody who was present at the
court honse on Thursday afternoon and
heard George A. Hughes’ address to the
jury in defence of the McMichaels on
trial for murder, will agree with well de-
served compliments paid him by the judge
and the attorney general. It was the
first important criminal case in which Mr.
Hughes had appeared, and it is not too
much to say that by a single stroke he has
established for himself a reputation that
might be the envy of much older and
more experienced practitioners. Mr.
Hughes’ handling of the case all through
deserves the warmest commendation. He
had small ground for his defence ap-
parently, but with the materials at hand
he presented a chain of evidence, and
supported it by an able argument that car-
ried conviction to the minds of the jury.
Mr. Hughes’ address lasted over an hour
and was delivered with a clearness, force
and decision that delighted thejaudience
which thronged the court house. He
clearly dissected the testimony put in by
the crown; showed its weak points;
dwelt on the provocation to which the
prisoners had been subjected, and through-
out made an able and eloquent plea for
his clients. Both the learned chief
justice and the attorney general warmly
complimented Mr. Hughes on his effort,
and his friends present took the earliest
opportunity of expressing their delight at
his trinfiph. While Mr. Hughes has
rapidly come to the front in civil cases as
an industrious and successful advocate, he
has in the conduct of his first important
criminal suit shown that he has in him
the material that will undoubtedly com-
mand a leading position as a criminal
lawyer at the bar of this province at no
very distant day.
