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Premier Warbubton delivered 
his budget speech Ust night. It can 
not be said that it was a brilliant ora 
torical effort ; it had one good qual­
ity, however, it was not too foog. It 
is not very surprising that Mr. War- 
burtou should not cate to dwell at 
any great length on out depforàble 

- financial condition. We have not 
space this week to make any length­
ened remarks upon the financial 
statement. The estimates of expen­
diture previously tabled amount to 
$279,884.^ This is $21,867.89 less 
than the expenditure of last year ; 
but it is upwards of $7,000 more than 
the actual revenue of last year. The 
Premier’s estimates of receipts fall 
short of the estimated expenditure by 
about $15,000. That is to say he 
admits at the start a deficit on the 
year’s transactions of $15,000. 
Among the reductions in the estim­
ated expenditure and outlined in the 
budget speech, is the amount of 
$6,000 for exhibitions. There are to 
be no exhibitions this year. We feel 
sure our agriculturists will be sorry 
for this. There is also to be spent 
on roads upwards of $8,000 less than 
last yeai. Next week we shall go 
in to these matters more fully.

Nothing very definite regarding 
the progiess of the war has come to 
hand since our last issue. The au 
thorities at Washington have re 
ceived advices from Commodore 
Dewey confirming the news of hit 
victory at Manila. Considerable 
rioting and insubordination to au 
thority is reported from Spain. The 
loss of the battle at Mauls seems to 
bave caused some of the people

that the water commissioners would 
be eligible for election as sewer com­
missioners. This seemed a reason­
able way out of the difficulty ; but it 
did not carry. Finally the vote in 
favor of the bill as amended by the 
Legislature was declared carried. It 
certainly seems, on the face of it, an 
arbitrary proceeding to deprive the 
tax payers of the right of electing 
commissioners to expend the large 
amount of money they will have to 
raise for the construction of sewers.

The United States 
authorities are massing troops and 
sending them forward towards Cuba 
For several days past, it was expected 
the Spanish fleet would show up in the 
vicinity of Porto Rico, and a big bat 
tie between them and the United 
States ships would take place. As 
matter of fact reports were current 
on Monday that a battle had likely 
been fought in mid ocean on Sun 
day ; but this rumor has never been 
confirmed. It is now said the Spar 
ish ships, lately in the vicinity of the 
Cape Verd Islands, have returned" to 
Cadiz, Spain. In consequence 
this, it is said the United States’ 
ships will, at once, commence the 
bombardment of Havana and Porto 
Rico. Some skirmishing between 
batteries at Havana and United 
States cutters has taken place during 
the week; but nothing serious has 
resulted. Some insignificant cap­
tures on either side are said to have 
been made. This, in brief, is about 
all that can be said with any degree 
of certainty.

Pursuant to notice given by his 
worship, Mayor Warburton, at the 
request of a majority of the City 
Council, a public meeting of the citi­
zens of Charlottetown was held in journed. 
the Market Hall, on Saturday even­
ing last. The meeting was called.for 
the purpose of taking into considera­
tion certain amendments made to the 
Sewerage bill, elsewhere referred 10 
in this issue. The framers of the 
bill considered it a usurpation of the 
privileges of the citizens, for the Le­
gislature to so amend the bill as 10 
take from the tax-payers of the city 
the right to elect commissioners of 
xewers and water supply, and instead 
to legislate the present water commis­
sioners into office for the purposes 
named, with a salary fpur times as 
large as they are now receiving. On 
the other band the advocates of tfe 
bill as amended by the Legislature, 
held that the City Council, in fram 
ing this bill, had no right to legislate 
the present water commissioners out 
of office. Here were the two ex­
tremes of the case, and the meeting 
was called with a view of ascertaining 
which bom of the dijemma a major­
ity of the citieens assembled would 
choose. The meeting was addressed 
by several of the City Councillors 
and other citizens, as well as by Bon.
D. Liird, chairman of the wa'er 
commissioners. It seemed quite 
plain from the view* expressed that 
the action of the Legislature was not 
free from party politics, as an actu­
ating motive. When the vote on the 
amendment was taken in the Legisla 
tore all the government members 
and supporters, except the Premier, 
supported the amendment complain­
ed of by the framers of the bill. A 
complaint was made at the meeting, 
by those who backed up the action 
of the Legislature, that the Council 
should have submitted the bill to a 
public meeting of taxpayers before 
•ending it to the Assembly. It wse 
also said that the deadlock could 
have been avoided by the bill being 
so framed that a salary of $900 would 
be assigned to the commissioners of 
sewers, leaving the present salary at 
$300 to the water commissioners.
This it wh shown would leave intact 
the privileges of the water commis­
sioners and would not increase the 
amount of salary provided in the bill 
for commissioners of sewers and 
water supply. To meet this demand 
an amendment was introduced em­
bodying these particulars and stating

present Provincial Government 
and their supporters in the House 
are past-masters. It was five 
weeks yesterday since the present 
Legislative session opened ; a suffi­
cient length of time, in all con­
science one would surely suppose, 
to do all the business that pertains 
to vnr Provincial rulers. It would 
not be unreasonable in view 
of the deplorable condition of our 
finances, if-on no other account, to 
expect the Government on the 
score of economy to.jpdsh the ses­
sional business through as quickly 
as possible. Then again, it is 
serious inconvenience and loss of 
time to the greater number of the 
representatives. This is the sea­
son of the year that demands their 
personal attention to their ordin­
ary avocations. But such reasons 
count for nought with the Govern­
ment They fritter away the days 
with perfect indifference to public 
expense, inconvenience and waste 
of time. It is said that the busi­
ness of the session has been kepi 
hanging for the convenience of Mr. 
Frederick Peters, who desires to 
take his seat in the Assembly be 
fore the end of the session, but 
who found it inopportune to leave 
British Columbia till a few days 
ago.

On Monday and Tuesday of last 
week, the house sat less than two 
hours each day, and nothing of 
importance was introduced by the 
Government. The Opposition, 
however, made an effort to obtain 
certain information which they 
hadalreadyreqnested and had been 
refused by the Government. On 
Monday Hon. Mr. Gordon moved, 
seconded by Mr. Shaw, that an 
humble address be presented to 
his Honor the Lieutenant Gov­
ernor, asking for all papers in con­
nection wifb tbP new Prince of 
Wales College, and the new addi­
tion to the Hospital for the Insane, 
and also in connection with expen­
ditures at the February term of 
the Supreme Court at Georgetown, 
and the Trinity Term of the Su­
preme Court at Charlottetown, as 
well as expenditures charged to 
roads in the three counties, 
shown in the public accounts, and; 
expenditures op Souris Beach, to 
which we referred last week. Mr. 
Shaw pointed out that, in con­
sequence pf the Government’s re­
fusal to bring down these returns 
repeatedly asked for, the Opposi­
tion were forced to this course.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
In the House of Commons on Mon­

day the 2nd. Hon. Mr. Foster again 
brought np the subject of the vacancy 
in Bagot. Premier Laurier wanted 
Hon. Mr. Foster to eay whether he de 
aired this election to be held on the 
liste of four years old. Hod. Mr. Fee­
ler replied promptly that he thought 
the election should take place promptly 
and he thought that the lists that were 
good enough for West Prince would be 
good enongh for Bagot. Replying again 
to Hod. Mr. Foster, Premier Laqrier 
aaid-he had received no communication 
from Mr, Mclnnes of Nanaimo respect­
ing the letter’s resignation of his seat. 
Hon. Mr. Borden brought down an an­
swer to the motion for correspondence 
between the Canadian commander in 
chief and the imperial government re­
specting the defences of Canada. The 
answer stated that the correspondence 
is of a confidential character aod could 
not be made public. Mr, Martin of 
East Queens moved for a return 

correspondence respecting the 
branch railways in this province. He 
went over the question of the financial 
relations from Prince Fjdward Island 
46 the dominion, and eorreeted both 
the government returns and the state­
ment» of the Toronto Mail by showing 
that all railways in Prince Edward Is­
land were constructed at the cost of the 
province Ottawa. Mr. Martin pointed 
out that Sir Louis Davies had njade 
.trongr aijway promises in his own 
province, but he did not appear to 
be doing anything to carry them oat. 
Mr. Martin had not finished 
hie speech when recess changed the or., 
der of business. Mr, Richardson 
brought np again bis bill to provide 
that the salaries of civil servants may 
be garnisbetd. The bill was supported 
by Mtssrs. Fortin, Casey, bpronjn and 
others, and opposed by Messrs. Blair, 
Quinn, Tisdale and other member-. 
The hill then went through committee, 
but the second reading waç postponed 
to next sitting. The noose then went 
into committee on Casey’s bill for the 
protection of railway employes. This 
bHI was postponed at a previous sitting 
to give Mr. Blair a 1 opportunity to 
look into it Mr. Blair explained that 
the minister of justice had not given an 
opinion in the constitutional aspects ol 
the question. Mr. Blair himself wag 
not satisfied that the bi|l was within 
the power of this parliament 

Premier Lanrier said that the minis­
ter of justice had been called home on 
account of a deetfi tq fit* family, and 
suggested that the bill be allowed to go 
through committee. If the minister of 
justice should report against the meas­
ure, action could be taken on the third 
reading to give effect to his objection. 
The hi!} was reported, and the third 
reading stands for a future day. The 
house adjourned at eleven o’clock.

On Tuesday the 3rd, Hon, Mr, Fisher 
moved the second reading of the pieb 
iacite bill. The minister of agriculture 
recited the various resolutions passed 
by the house since 1889. He quoted 
the resolution of the Ottawa convention 
constituting the platform of the liberal 
party. The bill before the house was 
the fulfilment of this pledge. He did 
not think it was wise to disease in this 
debate the question of prohibition. 
That issue had been transferred to the 
hustings and would be fought ont 
there. The only question before the 
house was whether it was wise to ap­
peal to the people for their opinion on 
this question. Speaking (or the gov, 
ernment, Hon. Mr, Fisher said that if 
the bill was carried the day fixed for 
the vote would be the earliest time pos­
sible. Replying to Hon. Mr. Foster,

Premier Laurier — 1 
means nothing of the kind ; it only 
means that tbe- government will take 
such steps as will effect the popular 
will.” Mr. Laurier went on to say that 
Mr.^Foeter was seeking to obtain party 
advantage and was professing to be 
disappointed with the government be­
cause it did not give a definite state 
ment as to what action would be taken

“Whilst writing these lines I hap­
pened to see in the London Church 
Missionary Society Intelligence of 
1892 a letter of the Protestant mis­
sionary, Harford Battersby, of the 
Niger Mission, who gives an account 
of a conversation with a native 
prince in the great city of Bids: 
As I spoke to him of tbe sin of adnl- 
try ard like sins, he was very muob 
astonished that we considered them 
to be sins; such is the impression 
which onr countrymen have given 
to the people of this country. Shame 
upon us that it should be so. Other 
things he Said about the English 
which 1 will not repeat, but it should 
make one blush that ’such things 
ehonid be able to be said by • Moslem 
of those who bear a Christian name. 
As regards the relative suooese of 
the mission in Ceylon, the tale may 
be told in a few words. _In the year 
1800, the native Catholics who, un­
der the Dutch rule, had embraced 
and still tdhered to 'Protestantism, 
were 130,000. Toleration was 
granted to the Catholic Church in 
1806, bat ro farther recognition was 
extended to it. On the other hand, 
the Anglican and Presbyterian 
Churches were officially established 
and richly endowed by tha British 
government It wae only in 1881 
that the disestablishment of these 
ohnrches was decreed. Haeckel, 
writing in 1883, gives the Protest- 
ants of all denominations as 60.000, 
being chiefly Europeans or of Euro­
pean descent, the native Proteetsnte 
having almost all relapsed into pa­
ganism . The > Historical Church 
Atlas,’ published in 1897 by Ed­
mund McClure, for the London 
Tract Committee, gives the number 
of Roman Catholics as 260,000, 
whilst tbe Anglicans are reckoned 
at about £6,000, of whom 8,000 are 
represented ae oomnaonioapts.

It is a topical Spanish church, rich in 
interior ornamentation and, notwith- 
standing à similar claim ia' made by 
the San Domingo Cathedral, this Ha­
vana one boasts that the great di»' 
coveret’s ashes tie in its vaults ; and 
a splendid memorial to his memory 
has been recently erected in the 
church. Tne Cathedral is not the 
oldest Havana Church. San Augus­
tin antedates it by nearly fifty years, 
and Santa Clara by a dozen. One 
of the handsomest churches in the 
episcopal city, which baa a very large 
number of them, is La Merced, which 
datas from 1746 and possesses some 
superb paintings. This is tbe church 
wh_er< the fashionable folks worship 
The Church of San Catalina, which 
stands bn O’Reilly street, possesses 
relics of two of the early Roman mar 
tyrs, enthroned in life size images of 
rare beauty; and the Convent of 
Santa Clara and the Monaatery of 
Belen are two religious establishments 
which always attract tbe attention 
of visitor». The Havana churches 
have no pews ; the people kneel $n 
the floor where they chance to be, 
but sometimes small stools or cushions 
are brought by the wealthier worship­
ers.

Oatholio Cuba.

The Island of Cuba, whose people 
are practically all Catholics, has an 
ecclesiastical history which goes hack 
to the days of the earliest Europeao 
settlement on this side of the Atlan­
tic. Originally the whole Wand waa 
included in a single diocese, the Bish­
op of which exercised jurisdiction 
over the Spanish settlement» of Flor­
ida and other placeklAlong the Gulf 
coast. It waa from Cuba tb|t the 
first missionaries toeVkogelize many 
a place along that coast came. It 
was Cuba which gave New Oi)eana 
its first Bishop, Mgr. Fedhlver y Car­
denas, who, by tbe way, waa also 
mentioned "for the Havana See when 
it was first erected. The records of 
the Cathedral pariah of St. Augustine, 
Fla., which re* organized in 1565, 
from that date on for a Dumber of 
years, are now in the archives ot the 
Havana Cathedral, whkher they, were 
taken in 1763, when Florida passed 
from Spsoish control. Half a mile 
north of Bishop Moore’s episcopal 
city, where the chapel of Our Lady of 
Milk stand*. Father Rodrigue» % 
Montes, O.S.F., was in 1597 slain by 
the Indians ; in the same year Father 
De Auoon met. * similar fate pear 
the present Fernandins; earlier still 
the Dominican Father Cancer iron a 
martyr’s crown neat Tamp*. Santi­
ago de Cuba was the first Cuban dio- 
cese, whole limits were gradually con 
traded until it embraced only the is­
land itself. Its first Bishop was a 
Dominican, Bernardine de Meta, who 
waa appointed in but who, for 
some reason or other, never took pos­
session of the see. Neither did his 
immediate successor, who was named 
ie 1522, and it ru not until 1526

Santiago de Cuba, ike metropoli­
tan city, lies on thç southeastern 
shore of the island, and its churches, 
if less numerous than those of Hav­
ana, have the same general Spanish 
characteristics and beauty. Other 
prominent places in the island are 
Gardenia, which ahowa a good statue 
of Columbus iu iti main square ; 
Matanzaa, Batabano, Puerto Principe, 
Trinidad, Cienfuegoa, C mcha, Ban­
co*, Paso Real, and San Diego de 
jos Banos, famous for its minéral 
•prings and hatha. The valley of the 
Yumuri, near Mataczas, is one of the 
chief sights of the island, and on one 
of the highest hills surrounding it 
stands ttie Church of pur Lady of 
lÿontserrat, named after Spain-’a fam 
out shrine, whiph is a favorite place 
of pilgrimage. Within its vener­
able walla are said to have been 
wrought many wonderful cures, and 
there are glasg gases filled with the 
quaint offerings laid at Our Ladyls 
feet by the afflicted, who sought and 
secured rèljef through her intercession 
at this shrine. The church is of stone, 
surmounted by a cross, and in front 
of it, under some tree* tbst shade the 
entrance, ' stand four statues bekring 
the inscription^ of Gérons^ Barcelone, 
Ledida and Tamagons^ meaning* per­
haps that they were presented to this 
Cubain chnrch by the cities whose 
names they show, ffqndretjs of feet 
below stretches this beautiful valley of 
the Yumuri, through which a river of 
the same name rgoe, seeming but a 
brook in- the distance, while off to the 
east lie* Matanxas, with the bay be­
yond it an the caves off'Bella Mat.

daily to the streets. He resolved to 
do his utmost to establish at Man- 

our daisy an asylum for their maintenance 
and the alleviation of their sufferings.

Bishop Simon bed for some dine, 
desired to effect something of the 
kind and had addressed the authori­
ties on the subject, offering to provide 
* staff, free of cost, and undertake the 
management of such an institution. 
All that tbe government could do was 
to grant the tix acres of well situated 
land for a site, but there were 00 
funds to turn it to account. Father 
Wehioger set to work to raise the 
funds, appealing to all classes, Euro­
pean and nayve, in Burmab, for help, 
and at the end of 1891 there was suffi­
cient to make a beginning on a small 
scale. The first building gave accom­
modation for twenty lepers ; two were 
admitted, and in four days the ward 
was full. Two other structures gave 
room for sixty inmates. Lepers daily 
sought admission, and eventually ac­
commodation was provided for 150 
inmates, but still it was necessary to 
turn away applicants for want of 
means to maintain them, though the 
cost was kept aa low as possible. Six­
teen healthy children of leper parents 
were boused apart, and every effort 
made to protect them from the dan- 
get of contagion; Tbe utter neglect 
of tbe afflicted before admission had 
reduced many of them to hideous 
physical ruin. A French lady, Sister 
Anna, volunteered to care for tbe lep­
er women, and two Burmese Chris­
tian women did the same. None 
of them received anv salary and all 
three ate of the simple food piovided 
lot the lepers. A French priest, Fa­
ther Martin, came to help the found­
er in ministering to the patients; they 
and Sister Anna are at once the doc­
tors and the nurses of the lepers.

The medical treatment adopted is 
that of Dr. Ludwig Kuebne, of 
Leipsic, which aims at alleviating the 
disease by means of steam baths and 
carefully regulated diet and the 
system seems calculated to cure 
patiewta in tbe earlier stages, when 
the digestion and the akin functions 
are capable of restoration and the 
vital powers are still capable of some 
exertion. Dr. Samoa, who studied 
leprosy in Sweden with a view to the 
application of Paateur’s method ol 
desling with diseases caused by mi­
crobes, has undertaken to visit the 
St. Jqbn’s Leper Asylum—for that 
ia the name by which tbe Burmab in­
stitution ia known—and to apply the 
system there. Want of funds has 
seriously crippled the asylum, the 
resources being very inconsiderable 
in relation to the work to tye done. 
A debt of j.oogr was incurred to 
building the simplest structures, and 
it was necessary to make an appeal 
to the public in India and in Europe. 
For this purpose Father Wehinger 
was provided with letters of cordial 
recommendation from Sir Alexander 
Mackenzie and many" officials in 
Burmab, who bore the highest testi­
mony of the value of the disinterested 
work accomplished, and it is to be 
hoped that the institution in Mo-Now- 
Yamao, Royal Garden, Mandalay, 
may be enabled to minister to the 
cause of humanity jo Upper Burnish 
on a scale adequate to the need.—
