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Political Complications
in the Home Land.

The prediction of Mr. John Red-
mond, the leader of the Nationalist
party, is highly significant. He pre-
dicts an election next month. The
significance of the prediction lies in
his ability to bring it about. It will
be remembered that Premier Asquith
has 274 followers; Balfour, 272; Red-
mond,. 70; Barnes, 40; O’Brien, 10.
The Budget is by no means popular
in Ireland. There is a clear cleavage
of fiscal feeling between the Liberals
and Laborites on the one hand and
the Nationalists on the other, which
may have sensational effects in the
not distant future.

The only cementing influence be-
tween them is the possibility of united
action directed towards the curtail-
ment of the powers of the House of
lLoords. On the success of such an ef-
fort depends in the opinion of the Na-
tionalists the feasibility of putting a
Home Rule: Bill through the House of
Lords. But on the so-called Veto
question the 274 followers of Premier
Asquith appear to be hopelessly di-
vided. There is a powerful party in
the Cabinet which insists on reforming
the constitution of the House of
lords as a necessary adjunct to a
settlepent of the relations of the
House on financial and other legisla-
tion. A large section of the Liberal
party, however, object to this course,
on the grounds that such a course
will complicate the issues, that it may
add popularity to the House of Lords,
and end in making it more formidable
than it is at present. The differences
of the schools of thought among the
Liberals are being accentuated by ar-
ticles which are appearing in news-
papers and magazines which reflect
the attitude of the sectionaries. W,
T. Stead has serious misgivings as to
the effect of the pressure which is be-
ing polemically exerted on the King.
He believes the electorate at large
will resent it, and that the Liberals
are stupidly making a present of the
Crown as an electioneering asset to
the Tories.
