THREE DEAD, FOUR MISSING AND 

PROBABLY DEAD. — DOGGED 
LUCK WINS THE DAY.

London, June 14.—In a Daily Mail 
special despatch from Tromaon, a har­
rowing story Is told by the survivors 
of the luckless Schroeder-Stranz Arc­
tic expedition, three members of which 
are dead, and four missing. They say 
that from the outset friction was rife 
in the expedition, and still continues 
between the survivors.

Their ship, the Herzog Ernest, 
which was well provided with food, 
was frozen in at Treurburg Bay, Spitz- | 
bergen, in August, 1912. They held 
a council and unanimously decided to 
leave her, ang on September 23 all 
quitted her. But after a short march 
the Norwegian members of the ex 
pedition returned. The German mem­
bers of the expedition pushed on for 
i’olehjem on Mossel Bay, but found 
the travelling difficult because of the 
snow and fog.

The Germans broke up into two de­
tachments, Dr. Betters and Dr. Mos- 
sers determined to make for Advent 
Bay, while the others decided to re­
turn to the ship. Nothing more was 
heard of the two doctors. Both of 
them must be dead. Capt. Ritscher, 
leading the other party, with Dr. 
Ruediger. Barren, Rave. Eberhardt, 
Sterneson and Ravold and one dog. 
finally decided to make for Advent 
Bay. They marched five days and 
reached a hut, where they shot four 
reindeer. They rested for three days 
Here, Dr. Ruediger, who was suffer­
ing from frostbite, had to be left with 
Rave, while the others pushed ahead 
to obtain medical aid. Rave gave the 
only sleeping bag remaining to Dr. 
Rucliger and made another of salted 
reindeer skins. For seven weeks 
Ruediger and Rave waited with nei­
ther aid nor news. Their food dwin­
dled until they had only one meal a 
day of wildweed, oats and salt meat. 
Their last shirt was used in making 
bandages. At last they abandoned all 
hope of relief and were forced to 
make a last effort to reach the ship.
Dr. Reudiger’s foot was so frostbitten 
that it was crumbling away bit by 
hit. Although his own fingers were 
frostbitten anil caused him great 
agony,- Rave- made a wonderful me­
chanical boot for him with fragments 
of leather and cloth from his pocket 
and the wood of a ski.

Grimly Determined.
With this Dr. Ruediger could just 

totter along. For food Rave made a 
cake of scrapings from barrels of 
spoiled flour and dried meat. Their 
only protection from the cold was the 
sleeping bag. They travelled four 
hours at time, - and then rested. 
Gradually as their food was con­
sumed. and they were in darkness 
starving and crippled, but their. only 
chance was to march on and reach 
Polejcm or die. By their grim de­
termination they gained that place on 
November 27. There they found some 
mouldy biscuits. Of these Rave 
made soup, and after they had rest­
ed for three days and had recovered 
some degree of strength, they decided 
to accomplish the last stretch and get 
to the ship In a final dash. Rave car­
ried Ruediger along, and they suc­
ceeded in gaining the vessel on De­
cember 12. Rave behaved splendidly.
He amputated the forepart of ,Dr. 
Ruediger’s left foot and the first joint 
of his fourth fingers.

Meantime. Captain Ritscher and his 
party marched on for eight days, ar­
riving at an old trapper’s hut. They 
stayed there five days, making slédges 
and then struck inland, but were 
driven, back by furious blizzards and 
compelled to wait until they had the 
light of the moon. ' Such terrible 
weather prevailed they were still fur­
ther delayed another month. They 
started once more and gained the 
head of Westfjord. Here Eberhardt 
was so exhausted that he declared he 
would rather return to the ship than 
< online the journey. After a con­
sultation Stenersen and Roolde de­
cided to return with Eberhardt. Capt. 
Ritscher and dog struggled on in the 
blind weather, living in the open with 
no shelter* and their rations onjy a 
handful of barley a day for a wee 

After that they had no food. They 
gained Thordesf none the less and 
tried to make for the observatory, but 
cculd not reach it. Suffering from 
weakness, exhausted and starving, 
Captain Ritscher and the dog leap­
ed upon a sheet of young Ice floating 
in the water.
through it twice and hit right hand 
and both feet were frozen, yet- this 
condition, with desperate determina­
tion, he crossed the new _ice and 
reached the Arctic company’s houses 
at Advent Bay. He was delirious and 
famished.

City of Queer Trades.
England's Birmingham- Can Furnish 

Almost Anything.
It is extremely doubtful if there is 

another city in the world in which so 
many out-of-the way trades are fol­
lowed as in Birmingham, England. 
For years it has been proudly boasted 
that the city is capable of suppling 
anything’one may want from a pin to 
a steam engine. For example, it has 
been the principle source of the 
world’s supply of Jew’s-harps for the 
last sixty years.

Another survial is the trade of gold 
beating, which it is claimed is one of 
the oldest in the city. The work is 
done entirely by hand, and the cus­
tomary sign to the outside public of 
he existance of the shop isjthe pic- 
ure of a gilded arm bearing a ham­
mer poised for a blow. The leaf is 
hammered out in small home work­
shops from 24 carat gold, costing §>21 
per ounce.

The city has probably a larger share 
than any other centre in the equip­
ment of policemen. In regard to po­
lice whistles it is known that one 
Birmingham firm just outside the 
jewelry quarter has equipped more 
police forces in all parts of the world 
than any firm elsewhere. Great quan­
tities are sent to South America, In­
dia, Canada and the colonies. Hand­
cuffs, manacles and other instru- ' 
ments of detention have for many „ 
years been a specialty of Birmingham 
manufacture.

The manufacture of artificial eyes 
is distinctly a Birmingham industry 
and it has been brought to great 
perfection. A stock of 5.000 eyes is 
regularly kept by the most important ; 
firm in the industry. One family has 
been engeged in this art for genera­
tions. Eyes are sent to all parts of 
the World, and British hospitals are 
especially good customers. Generally 
a patient can be equipped for about 
a couple of guineas. An enormous 
buisness, too, is done in human hair - 
and one firm alone imports annually 
many thousands of pounds worth of 
hairâfrom France, Spain. Germany, 
Russia, Brittany and China, a con­
siderable trade being done in the im­
portation of Chinese hair for the 
manufacture of watch chains and j 
bracelets.

the facilities it offered were not a 
sufficient check. Lord Kitchener 
turned to his Indian experience for a 
remedy. He had a share in passing 
the Punjab Land Alienation Act, and 
knew how invaluable that measure 
had proved. He has now been in­
strumental in passing in Egypt the 
Five Feddan Law, which exempts the 
holdings of small farmers from seiz­
ure for debt. Ills Cantonal Justice 
LaV is a reform which will give an 
effect to local usage and provide the 
peasantry with swift access to jus­
tice from their own notables, with­
out recourse to the elaborate proce­
dure of larger courts . He is estab­
lishing rural savings banks upon 
methods which are encouraging thrift 
because they make it easy to save.

Developing Natural Resources.
“He has become a roadmaker, and 

Egypt will soon become covered with 
a network of good roads .and no long­
er be chiefly dependent upon her rail­
ways and her waterways for means 
of communication. Above all, he has 
perceived that Egypt's dependence 
upon cotton must be lessened, and to 
that end he is stimulating the de­
velopment of the other resources of 
the country . Lord Kitchener’s report 
on the progress of the Anglo-Egyp- 
tian Sudan is equally encouraging. 
The Sudan is now very nearly self- 
supporting; in four years its exter­
nal trade has increased from under 
two to over three millions sterling, 
and the great Gezira triangle between 
the White and Blue Niles should soon 
be producing large quantities of ex­
cellent cotton.”

per annum, the taxes paid by the peo­
ple, in the shape of water and sewer­
age rates and coal duties, amount to 
onlq $120,000 per annum, or say 40 
cents per $100. Elsewhere the city 
taxes average from one to two per 
cent. The comparison is, however, 
not exact, because we are under no 
expense for either police or schools, 
which are generally Inchifled in mu­
nicipal expediture elsewhere, but al­
lowing for these differences, our taxa­
tion is very light compared to other 
cities.

For 
reasons given above, I think it utter­
ly hopeless to expectlefflciency under 
our present system, and in another 
letter I propose to describe a system 
of municipal government which has 
been adopted by hundreds of cities in 
the U. S. and Canada with very satis­
factory results, and to- discuss its ap­
plicability to our own needs.

tlve, and unfortunately we have no 
leisured class here upon whom we can 
call to perform the duty, of governing 
the city as a labor of love; also It 
may be said that every man in the 
city who is worth employing has 
plenty to do, and no matter how well 
disposed has no time for altruistic 
work. Efficiency, which plans and 
performs, continuously and tirelessly, 
is worthy of Its kind. Let us sup­
pose for an instant that St. John’s 
was a large public joint stock com­
pany in which we were all sharehold­
ers^ would we offer $150 a year to the 
men we elected to manage it and ex­
pect it to be properly conducted ?

I do not mean to cast any reflection 
upon the present or former Municipal 
Councils, as I am of opinion that If 
the Councillors were paid such an 
amount as would enable them to de­
vote themselves to the work of the 
city, they would perform their duties 
.faithfully. We are also to be con­
gratulated on one point in connection 
with our city government; we have 
not had to contend, as have had -"so 
many cities in the U. S. and Canada, 
with corruption and dishonesty. *

To put it tersely, therefore, the 
Municipal Council has no power of it­
self to make improvements, no money 
to pay for them, cannot levy taxes, 
and the Councillors are paid fifty 
cents a day. How can wè expect a 
clean, healthy, well-governed city?

I have stated the Councillors’ sti­
pend in terms of daily pay, because 
it seems to me.-that it is daily work, 
that we want. We want men who will 
be on the job all the time, not to meet 
for a few hours a wee.k, to discuss 
trivial matters of detail, and twit one- 
another with endeavoring to catch 
votes.

Thermometer
By H. 1. BANK. Lord Kitchener is the official repre­

sentative of British rule and Influence 
in the land of Egypt, and his annual 
report of the economic progress of 
the country has just been published.

Dependence Upon Cotton.
“The prosperity of Egypt,” says 

the Times, in summarizing this re­
port, “depends upon cotton and the 
price of cotton. The production of 
Egyptian cotton had been doubled by 
1894, but the country was no better 
off, because prices had falleu greatly. 
At the end of the last century prices 
bounded upward, the value of cotton 
exports doubled, and money poured 
into Egypt. It was largely wasted in 
the period of inflhtion which ended in 
the "boom’ of 1907, with is subsequent 
disasters. Only a continuance of 
abundant crops and good prices has 
enabled Egypt to emerge successfully 
from that time of trial. There are 
other precarious aspects of this de­
pendence on cotton. Egypt is fight­
ing the common boll-worm, which 
has been ravaging the crops, and 
she has now become aware of the 
presence of a pink boll-worm which 
threatens to be a menace. The cul­
tivators are greater enemies to their 
crops than are these insects. Their 
wilful adulteration of their cotton has 
been damaging the high reputation of 
Egyptian cotton. Legislation is now 
checking these suicidal practices.

“Again, the variation In the flow 
of the Nile is an important factor. 
For several years the Nile has been 
comparatively low.

Among the exhibits are toys, such 
as the familiar stuffed lambs which 
bleat when pressed down on the bel­
lows to which their feet are glued. 
For fixing the wool on to the toy, 
painting it, fixing a ribbon around 
the neck, and attaching It to 
the stand the manufacturers pay 8 
cents a dozen. It is impossible, it 
is said, for a clever worker to finish 
more than foùr dozen in a working 
day of ten hours.

There are also lampshades, which 
are given out in pieces and finished 
for 4 cents a hundred, the maximum 
going being 20 cents for a ten-hour 
day.

Brushes are shown which are 
made up at the rafe of 10 cents a 
thousand bolée, or "22 cents à day.

The dressmaking department is 
particularly instructive. For a bodice 
which takes a whole day to make, 12 
cents is paid. A man’s waistcoat, 
sold to the public for 55 cents, is 
made up for 20 centimes, or 4 cents, 
of which 4 centimes is deducted for 
thé cost of thread. Ten of these are 
the maximum which can be finished 
in a long day’s work.

The flags with which the Parisians 
cover their houses on days of public 
rejoicing carry off the record in this 
competition of industrial slavery. 
Those who sew and mount them are 
rewarded at the rate of 87 cents for 
sixty dozen, representing ten days’ 
work, or about 8 1-2 cents a day.

In the centre of the exhibition 
hall is spread out a sweated woman’s 
dinner, consisting of a morsel of 
stale bread, 2 cents worth of cheese, 
a hard-boiled egg, and a jug of 
water. .4

The organizers hope by arousing 
public indignation to force the au 
thorities to bring a complete change 
in conditions for this sort of work, 
and abolish the present exploiting 
by middlemen and consequent 
starvation wages.

Luxuries In Prison.

Exhibits of The Sweat 
Shop Will Stir 

Parisians.
Paris, May 12.—Popular feeling 

is being stirred up by the opening 
this week in the commercial quarter 
of Paris of the Sweated Labor Ex­
hibition, 1 A Museum of Economic 
Horrors,’ as it is called by the 
organizers. The main object of the 
exhibition is to show the conditions 
under which the poor women work­
ers of this city live and the increase 
in prostitution which is asserted to 
be a logical ccmequence of the im-

How Convicts Get Odds And 
Through Wardens.

Ends

The conviction of a warden at 
Portland, England, for supplying 
prisoners with tobacco soaked in 
rum, contrary to the Prison Discip­
line Acts, has drawn attention to 
the possibilities which occur of 
trafficking with wardens. It is 
generally acknowledged that our 
penal laws are severe. A man, once 
sentenced, has to undergo his punish­
ment, which ipcludes the depriva­
tion of luxuries to which he has 
long been accustomed. The “good 
square meal” is, of course, out of 
the question. But the bitterest of all 
is the absence of tobacco and alchol. 
The sudden cutting off of these 
things is often more punishment 
than the confinement and silence of 
the prison. Letters and news of the 
outside world are also ardently de­
sired,

All of them are still obtainable in 
some convict prisons. Warders are 
paid at a low rate, and are subjected 
to discipline almost as severe as that 
of the prisoners themselves. Wealthy 
relatives of convicts occasionally find 
warders willing 10 convey messages 
and smuggle luxuries to prisoners. 
They are paid, of course, and gener­
ally in gold. One man who has serv­
ed three terms in penal servitude 
made it his boast that he had never 
gone a day without a “chew,” 
and be adird, “the cost to my 
frien Is would have provided a whole 
colony with tobacco for a genera-
ion,'

Portland, despite the vigilance of 
guards, offers the greatest fecities 
for smuggling unlawful goods into 
the prison. It stands on a bleak 
headland, and the convicts work 
during the daylight in the open 
quarries. Civil guards, armed with 
rifles, stand at deflate intervals. But 
many an ounce of twist tobacco is 
concealed beneath the stones, and 
by a sort of Morse code the convicts 
for whom the luxuries are intended 

find them. All man 
have been smuggled 
long ago a prisoner 

“local” jail showed evident 
signs of intoxication, and inquiry 
showed that a warden had given 
him capsules containing spirits, but 
the case did not come befoie the 
courts.—Standard.
