All’s Well.

For some days past there has been
very little detailed information of
what is going on along the extended
line of battle in France. We are now
getting little more than a general
statement that all is well along the
]ill'e. This should content us, for it is
but reasonable to suppose there are
good reasons for the suppression of de-
tailed information. It has already
been found out that the Germans have
been obtaining information by means
of spies and buried cable lines.
Moreover it must not be forgotten that
information published in the press of
their enemies contributed largely to
the intelligence which enabled the
Germans to smash the Austrians in
1866 and the French in <1870. It
therefore behoves those who have
charge of the operations of the Allies
to take most effectual steps to pre-
vent information being given out to
satisfy the natural curiosity of their
own people, which may aid the enemy
in upsetting their plans and which
may contribute to their own defeat.
While our heroes are giving their
lives and limbs, while others are
training to step into the breach, it is
little to ask from us to rest content
with the little detailed information
that is forthcoming. We must rely on
the assurance “That all .is well along
the Potamae,” and amuse ourselves
with looking at the humorous side of
it. In this connection, the story is
told of a London newsboy, offering a
newspaper to a prospective purchas-
er with the enticing remark: Latest
Edition of Kitchener’s Silence, Sir!”
As we have pointed out frequently,
the Germans are not pregressing
anything like so well as they did in
1870. In that year the war opened on
July 19th. On August 4th the French
were defeated 'at Weissenberg; on
August 6th, they were again defeated
at Worth; from August 16-18, followed
the great disasters at Vionville and
Gravelotte, and on Sept. 1st, the
crowning disaster of Sedan. By Sept.
15th the Crown Prince was beginning
seige of Paris and the only armies left
were in Paris, eventually surrounded,

and the army besieged at Metz, Fifty-
eight days from the commencement of

the war, France was crippled, as she

had no army left to relieve those be-
sieged in fortified cities. In that war,
time was not a predominant factor.
In ‘this war time is almost everything
to ‘the Germans. To gain time, they
saeriﬂced their honor, 'tore up' trea-
ties. and risked war with England  to
get to Paris before the Russians
codd mobilise in , overwhelming
strength They were going to dine in
Paris before the middle of August.
By the 29th of September they have
b&n driven away from Paris and back-
fram the Marne to the Aisne, where
they have been endedvoring for more

THE ADMIRALTY REPORTS.

The Admiralty issues the following
statement concerning the sinking of
the three British cruisers by German
submarines in the North.Sea:

“The facts of this affair cannot be
better conveyed to the public than by
the attached reports of the senior offi-
cers who have survived and landed in
England.

“The sinking of the Aboukir was, of
course, an ordinary hazard of patrol-
ling duty. The Hogue and the Cressy,
however, were sunk because they
proceeded to the assistance of their
consort and remained with cngines

stopped, endeavoring to save life; thus |

presenting an easy and certain target
to further submarine attacks.

“The natural promptings of human-
ity have in this case .led to heavy
losses which would have been avoid-
ed by strict adherence to military

considerations. Modern naval war is
presenting us with o many new and

strange situations that an error of

judgment of this character is pardon-
'able. But it has been necessary to
point out for the further guidance of
His Majesty’s ships that conditions
which'prevail' when a vessel of a
squadron is injured in a mine field, or
is exposed to submarine .attack, are
analogous to those which occur in ac-
tion, and that the rule of leaving dis-
abled ships to their own resources is
applicable, so far, at any rate, as
large vessels are concerned.”

A SERIOUS LOSS.

“No act of -humanity, whether to

friend or foe, should lead to neglect
of the proper precautions and disposi-
tions of war, and no measures can be
taken to save life which prejudice the
military situation. Small craft of all
kinds should, however, be directed by
wireless to close on the damaged ship
at full speed.
" “The loss of nearly sixty officers
and 1,400 men, would not have been
grudged if it had been brought about
by gunfire in_an open action. But it
is peculiarly distressing under the
conditions which prevailed. The ab-
sence of any of the ardors and excite-
ment of an engagement did not, how-
ever, prevent the display of discipline,
cheerful courage and ready self-
sacrifice among all ranks and ratings
exposed to the ordeal.

“In view of the certainty of a pro-
portion of ‘misfortunes of this char-
acter occurring from time to time, it
is' important that this point of view
should be thoroughly appreciated.
The loss of these three cruisers, apart
from the loss of life, is of small na-
val significance. Although they were
large and powerful ships, they ' be-
longed to a class of cruisers whose
speed has been surpassed by many of
the enemy’s battleships.

COMMANDER NICHOLSON’S RE-
PORT.

“The report on the sinking of the
Cressy, signed by ‘Bertram W. L.
Nicholson, Commander of the Ilate
H.M.S. Cressy,” follows:

“‘Sir:—I have the honor to submit
the following report. in connection
with the sinking of H.M.S. Cressy, in
company with H.M.S. Aboukir and
Hogue, on the morning of the 22nd-of
September, while on patrol duty:

““The Aboukir was struck at about
6.25 a.m. on the starboard beam. The
Hogue and Cressy closed and took up
a position, the Hogue ahead of the
Aboukir and the Cressy about four
hundred yards on her port beam. As
soon as it was seen that the Aboukir
was in danger of sinking, all the boats

An ofﬁc'er, who was standing along-
side the gunners, thinks that the shell
struck only floating timber, of which
titere was much about, but t was evi-
dently the impression of the men on
deck, who cheered and clapped heart-

ily, that the submarine had been. hit.

“‘Captain Johnson thén manoeuvr-
ed the ship so as to render assist-
ance to the crews of the Hogue and
Aboukir, About five minutes later

to the starboard and remained steady.
The time was 7.15 am. All tHe
watertight dcors, deadlights and scut-
tles had been securely closed before
the torpedo struck the ship.

“‘A sgecond torpedo fired by the
same submarine missed and passed
abut ten feet astern. About a quar-
er of an hour after the first torpedo
had hit, a third torpedo, fired from a
submarine just before the starboard
beam, hit us under the number five
boiler room. The time was 7.30- a.
m. The ship then began to heel.rap-
idly and finally turned keel up, re-
maining so for about twenty minutes
before she finally sank at 7.55 a.m.

THERE WAS NO PANIC.

A dense
black smoke was seen in the star-
board battery, whether from coal or
torpedo cordite, I could not say. The
upper deck was not blown up, and on-
ly one other small explosion occurred
and we heeled over.

“There was no panic of any sort,
the men taking off their clothing as
ordered and falling in with hammock.
Captain Nicholson, in our other cut-
ter, as usual, was perfectly cool, and
rescued large numbers of men.

Patriotic Association
Met Last, Night.

A largely attended and epthusiastic
meeting of the Patriotic Association
was held at the C. L. B Armoury
last night at which His Excellency
th¢ Governor presided.

Mr. F, J. Morris, on behalf of
the Nominating ‘Committee, reported
that 45 branch associations had been
formed throughout the Colony, with
some 300 persons whose names had
been handed over to the Secretary.
His Excellency reported that Andrew
Wilson, Esq., and J. O'Reilly, Esq.
had been added to the Association.

Mr. Montgomerie, for the Recruit-
ing Committee, reported a total en-
roiment of 970 men, of whom about &
565 are in camp. Recruiting from all®
sources has been discontinued since
Saturday last. The Committee hava
not yet received final approved drafts
of the conditions and terms under
which the men are to be sworn, so
that nothing has been done in this
connection.

His Excellency said that Bell Is-
land was worthy of special mention

because more recruits were enrolled

from that place than from any other
place outside St. John's.

Mr. W. H. Rennje on behalf of the
Musketry Committee, reported that
ten squads of recruits, numbering ia
all 468 had been been instructed at
the rifle range. Though : weather
cenditions were bad results werse
quite satisfactory. About five per
cent of the recruits showed no apti-
tude for rifie shooting and are con-
sidered unfit for service. Fifteen per
cent need further practice. On the
whole the average was about fifty per
cent which is considered fair. Equip-
ment such as revolvers, binoculars,
ammunition, etc.,, had been received.
The instructors are now at Pleasant-
ville giving instructions in musketry.
With regard to the rifles, the Govern-
or announced that five hundred Ross
Rifles had beén secured in Canada
and were on the way since the 19th
inst. Only 100 Iece-Enfields were
ceming, the order for 500 having
been cancelled, though the contractor
demanded that- the bayonets and
trenching tools ordered with them
should be taken. Thiss was done,
and they have been handed over to
the War Office.

The Quartermaster, Mr. H. Outer-
bridge, reported that the work of his
department had been seriously inter-
fered with by storms. After the first
storm eleven bell tents were order-
ed, and a shed capable of holding
about 150 men had to be built, at an
estimated cost of $200. An officers
mess room was also erected, as the
tent used for that purpose was totally
destroyed. The military great-coats
have arrived, and slouch hats are ex-
pected by the Mongolian.

The medical report, submitted by
Dr. Macpherson, showed that in-
cluding re-examination which volun-
teers had asked for hoping to be
pessed “fit,” the total number exam-
ined exceeded 1,000. The Commit-
tec had received the co-operation of
the medical profession in the citv
and outports. Dr. Paterson has been
in residence at the camp hospital
since it started, and Dr. Wakefield
has lived at the rifle range.

During the past century or more,
the Newfoundlander was to be found
in the front ranks of danger and ex-
perience during the various wars that
occurred at certain periods. During
the first decade of the past century, a
poor Newfoundland fisher-boy joined
the ranks of the British Army, and by
his daring and intrepidity rose to a
very high rank in the army—was
knighted on the field of battle in the
Peninsular War, and became Sir Hen-
ry Pynn. In the American Civil War
we had scores of Newfoundlanders,
both in the army and navy, principally
the latter, who always rendered a
good account of themselves.: We had

them also in the armies and navies

of Chili and Peru, and in the Ten
Years’ War in Cuba, we knew of many
who held responsible positions during
that great struggle. It was the same
in the late war in that country which
Resulted in its Independence.
Many of our countrymen fought for
the flag during the Boer War, and
some of them held positions in the
mounted forces in South Africa pre-
vious to that event. But. never be-
fore have the Newfoundlanders ral-
lied to the Standard as they have dur-
ing the present terrible crisis. We
have already sent off one hundred
men to the navy, and five hundred
volunteers will proceed to the front
in a few days, to joint the Army, at
present engaged in driving back the
German legions across the boundaries
of France. In a short time “our
boys” will take their plaee in the
ranks of the British Army in defence
of the Empire against the Butther
and Firebug of Europe. We feel con-
vinced that all will do their duty to
King and Empire, as well as uphold
the glorious traditions of the sons of
Newfoundland for daring, pluck, per-
severance and hardihood. It is not
alone those in Newfoundland that we
should well feel proud. In active
scrvice we have have already a How-
ley and many others, and a most un-
usual instance of patriotism is dis-
played, wherein four brothers of the
one family, Newfoundlanders born
and bred.

The Dardanelles have been closed
to navigation, according to a despatch
from Constantinople. The duration
of the closure is not sta,ted.

NO CHANGE IN SITUATION,

: LONDON, To-day.

Furious fighting continues in North-
ern France. Beyond admitting this
fact the official statements are vague.
Few details of the struggle which
may be the turning point of the West-
ern campaign, have been given public.
One sentence there is “no change in
the situation,” epitomizes official re-
ports from London, Paris and Berlin.
The Allies claim to have made slight
advances here and there, notably in
the heights of the Meuse. The Ger-
man official statement, however, de-
clared that the reports concerning
the victorious advance of the enemy
are untrue. Both British and French
officials refer to the violence of the
attacks- made by Germans who seem
to have redoubled their efforts in an
attempt to hurl back the allied line.
Reports indicate however, that French
and British have ‘given no ground be-
fore the onslaught of the invaders.
Very rigorous censorship has evident-
1y beén imposed at virtually all points,
particularly .in Leondon regarding
operations at the front, as very little
news is being permitted to come
through; War Officials doubtless fear-
ing to raise hopes .of people without
some decisive result having been at-
tained, and second that the publica-
tion of even the smallest details of the
operations might be of aid to the Ger-
mans. The Austrian Government has
confiscated Canadian Pacific Railway
Company’s securities and the. money
deposited at Vienna, according to a
report, as well as the Company’s ob-
servation cars running on Austrian
railroads. This is a result, it is said,
of the refusal of the Company to pay
the dividends of Austrian sharehold-
ers. Word from the front describes
the encounters. On one occasion, the
French and British held positions
within a quarter of a mile from the
German front, where. they were not
in danger from heavy Germany artill-
er)" and were sheltered from machine
guns, unless they came into the open.

One of the most furious German as-
saults turned upon the trenches oc-
cupied by British regiments, which
with admirable  coolness awaited the
onslaughts of .line after line of Ger-
mans, meeting them with sustained
rifie and machine gun fire and some-
times at the point of the bayonet,
which did great execution. The Brit-
ish, however, did not by any means
bear the whole brunt of the fighting,
for the French troops also faced the
prolonged attacks which were deliv-
ered with great fierceness; they drove
their adversaries off with unfailing
success. The reason for the recent
determined attacks by the Germans
along Somme, is credited in French
military circles to the desire of newly
appointed German Generals who have
taken the place of these removed by
the Emperor to carry out some daring
exploit. The centre of the battle -line
to-day again became the scene of
heavy fighting here. The Germans
have most of their big guns, and they
also brought much infantry into ac-
tion, but their efforts proved inéffec-
tual.

News received from the left wing is
favorable. In the centre our troops
opposed with success violent German
attacks.

During
the last three days of fighting the
Prussian Guard has been destroyed.
Strong companies of 250 men are re-
duced to 100. The officers command-
ing since the beginning of the war are
all killed or wounded. Two battalions
were completely annihilated. A Franco-
British  expedition, supported by
cruisers, notably the British warship
Cumberland and the French warship
Bruix, landed in Camerun, the capital
of which surrendered unconditionally.

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GERMANS BOMBARD FORTS NEAR
ANTWERP,

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-Day.

An official communication given out
by the Belgian Government'is contain-
ed in an Antwerp despatch. It says:
After bombarding Malines, 14 miles
southeast of Antwerp, the Germans
under cover of night re-entered the
unoccupied town but have now resum-
ed their march therefrom. Germans
have directed the fire of - their heavy
artillery on the forts of Wavre, St.
Catherine and Waelpem, about ten
miles from Antwerp, but with result
not justifying the great expenditure
of ammunition. Our forts replied and
bombardment ceased between ' the:
Dendre and Willebreck Canal, west of
Waelpem. The offensive movement of
the enemy was promtply checked. The
forts inflicted serious losses on the
enemy and completed his retirement.

A despatch from Capetown says that
in the course of a speech, addressed
to five thousand people at town of
Bank in Transvaal, General  Botha,
Premier of South Africe, emphasized
the necessity of loyalty to the British
Empire, declaring that the policy of
neutrality was absolute nonsense.
