It was a feudal age. But the revolu-
tion of 1868 totally ‘'demelished the
system and four hundred thousand
two-sworded professional fighters lost
their jobs. Thereafier they were for-
bidden by law to carry swords; and
when Japan was fairly opened to
foreigners, those weapons found their
way to the curio shops.

Different causes brought about a
like situation in China, where ‘the
mandarin of to-day goes about with
an umbrelld instead of carrying the
sword of his grandsire. Thus great
numbers of Chinese swords, many
of them exquitite works of art, have
come into the possession of “foreign
devils” with an enthusiasm for col-
lecting.

We have read a good deal about thé
famous swordmakers of Milan, of
Toledo and of Damascus, but their
vivalry was mild compared with that
of the old Japanese and Chinese ex-
perts in ‘this art.

Serious Outlook
in the Seal Fishery.

The failure of the seal hunt this
year is a matter for grave concern,
and the future of the ipdustry is ex-
ercising the minds of ‘the business
community and the seal hunters alike.’
The cptch has declined heavily each
year since 1916, when the number of
seals caught was 241,302, and ' has
touched its lowest level in the pres-
ent season, when the seals caught
numbered 33,985. Newfoundland’s
fishéry year opens with the seal hunt,
and if that is successful'it influences
the spirit of the fishing population
generally and encourages” the mer-
chants who own and finance the
boats. The original fleet of wotden
steamers is steadily diminishing ow-
ing to wear and tear, and the steel
vessels which were employed for a
few years were not sufficiently satis-
factory to warrant their re-purchase
from the Russian Government, to
whom they were sold by order of the
British Admiralty to carry miunitions
and supplies to Archangel 'in the
early days of the war. As yet no sat-
isfactory type of ship has been devis-
ed to replace the wooden vessels that
have carried on the industry for the
past fifty years. Although only nine
boats took part in the seal fishing this
year, it is stated that the cost of out-
fit was $300,000 approximately, this
being nearly twice as much as was
required ‘to fit out twenty-two steam-
ers in 1900. The loss to the Domin-
jon resulting from the small catch
this year is placed at $800,000.—
United Empire Journal.

| count of a dream.

Almost all the great characters of
the Greek historian Herodotus be-
lieved that dreams were of superna-
tural origin. Kings resigned their
sceptres, Cambyses assassinated his
brother, priests attained great powers
as commanders, cities which had been
destroyed were restored by men who
changed their plans and performed
these acts because warned, as they
supposed, in dreams, and with the {n-
vasion of Greece by Xerxes such night
visions had much to do.

Fenelon relates that when the fa-
ther of Plato wished to have his son
educated he took him to Socrates,
who, by some strange coincidence,
had dreamed the night before that he
bore in his bosom a young swan which
as soon as the feathers came upon it
displayed its wings, and, singing with
inexpressible sweetness, raised itself
into the highest regions of air, soar-
ing with intrepid flight. Socrates never
doubted jhat the swan typified Plato
and the boundless fame he was destin-
ed to enjoy.

Plato and Socrates belleved In
dreams, and Aristotle admitted that
they might have a supernatural origis.

Some Remarkable
Contests.

From the dawn of tfme man has
delighted in contests, whether be-
tween individuals who match their
strength and skill, or between ani-
mals.

Some of these contests are decided-
ly quaint, as, for instamce, the cock-
crowing matches of Belgium, where
specially~bred and trained fowls are
matched to see which will crow the
greatest number of times within a
certain time Iimit.

The lark-singing contests of Eng-
land are far more musical, these con-
tests being promoted and conducted
by an association hdving a ' good
membership. The birds are kept for
some time in a dark room, and then
placed before a mirror in the light.
Imagining his own reflection to be a
rival, the bird at once bursts into
song, a careful record being made of
the length of the song.

There used to be in Hamburg a fa-
mous collection of wild animals which
included a number of giant tortoises,
each weighing several hundred
pounds, Children would mount upon
tl;e backs of these strange steeds, and,
holding a lettuce leaf on the end of a
stick just beyond the reach of the
tortoise, coax them into an amusing
race toward a fixed goal.

Much more exciting are the turtle
races which may be witnessed in some
of the South American countries.
Turtle fishers select a number of the
great sea turtles, and, attired in
bathing costumes, mount their backs,
grasping the forepart of the shells
with both hands. The turtles are
then released and at once make for
‘he sea Ordinarily the ‘turtle would
plange with his rider to the bottom
of the sea, but this the jockey would
‘prevent by throwing his weight on the
back part of the shell and at the same
time pulling the forward part up with
his hands, which keeps the animal's
head above the surface.

«“+Mr. Thos. Feilden, Editor-in-Chief
;ot the Empire Mail, who is ac-
companying the Imperial Press Con-
ference Delegates to Canada is under-
‘taking, on behalf of his paper and the

His first literary effort was
A paper written in his own hand, and

‘school he attended, when only about
‘seven years of age. At 14 he ran a
‘monthly magazine, very well printed
and edited, called “The Excelsior
Journal.” In this connection it is in-
teresting to note that the late . Sir
Leander Starr Jameson, of “Raid”
fame, and afterwards Prime Minister
of South Africa, was his colleague at
the Godolphin School, Hammersmith,
Avhich they both attended, and was the
first literary contributor to Mr. Feild-
“en’s little paper. Subsequently Mr.
‘Feilden produced a weekly newspaper
‘in West London called “The Comet,”
which had a meteoric existence, flash-
ing across the sky for a few strenuous
weeks, and then disappearing inio

/;ids first trade paper “The Manufac-

: turer and Inventor,” which was sue-

ceeded by “Trade and Industry,” pro-
duced for the engineering industries
during the great engimeering “lock-
out” of 1897-98. At the end of that
year Mr. Feilden met Sir Robert
Leicester Harmsworth, M.P. for Caith-
ness, (then Mr. R. L. Harmsworth),
and started a famous paper in its
time under his own name—“Feilden’s
Magazine”—which was promoted to
accentuate and carry forward Mr.
Feilden’s previous efforts on behalf
of British trade and industry. It had
a wonderful career for some years
and was the only real .competitor,
and a very successful one, to the
American invasion of “Cassier’s Mag-
azine,” which had secured a consider-
able foothold in Great Britain. He
was BEditor-in-Chief of this remark-
able paper, which did great service to
British commerce, under his diree-

tion. ' Owing to a difference with the
principal shareholder, however, whose |
views did not fit in with Mr. Feilden's
ideals as to how the paper should be
run, he retired, and was subsequently
Editor for a year or two of “The Elec- '
trical Magazine.” In 1908 Mr. Feild-
en was invited by the late Mr. Mober~
ly Bell, the famous Managing Director
of “The Times,” to join the staff of
that great newspaper, and was re-
sponsible for “The Times” Engineer-
ing Supplement,” which Mr. Feilden
byought to a high state of efficiency
and success. He subsequently Jjnit-
iated “The Times” Trade Supple-
ment,” which was equally successful.
During the period that he was at “The
Times,” Mr. Feilden was responsible
for the propaganda work in connec-
tion with the majority of the great
Issues brought out by “The Times.”
His visit to Canada on behalf of “The
Times” in 1911 will be within the
memory of many people in the Domin-

i tion. The British Government, act-

announcements, which were after-
wards published in the Empire Day
number of 1911, and circulated the
world-over. He was the most suc-
cessful man in this connectiyn ever
sent by “The Times” to Canada.

In 1917 Mr. Feilden retired from
“The Times,” and at once started on
the promotion of what might be fit-
tingly termed his “piece de resist-
ance.” His great idea at that period
was to produce a real Empire paper
—a paper that would have no touch
of politics attached to it, and which
would . represent everything that is
best in British ideals and British
trade and industry. He considered
that the fitting time to produce this
paper was in the middle of the Great
War, in order to assist in the con-
struction of a National trade policy
before the aftermath of the war pre-
sented itself, and, in the meantime, to
keep the British trade flag flying in
the markets of the world, whilst the
manufacturers of the United Kingdom
were engrossed in the production of
munitions of war. To this end he
gathered round him a band of earnest
workers, secured the co-operation and
financial support of some twenty of
the greatest captains, of industry,
bankers and commercial men of the
country, and founded an association
of interests under the title of the Im-
perial Trade Propaganda Organiza-

ing under Orders in Council, would
not permit a new paper to be started
at that time, Mr. Feilden therefore
very heavy.

The ng’s Touch
of Healing.

According to James Fraser, in the
“Golden Bough,” the healing touch at-
tributed to many kings dates back to
the time of the magicians from whom
kings in general were evolved and who
retained some magical functions for
& certain length of time,

The first king to whom suffering
superstitious humanity, thronged for
surcease from pain was Cloyis of
France, in the misty days of Christ-
lanity, who by theé laying on of hands
cured those who were afflicted with
the king’s evil. His efficacious touch
is vouched Jor in the “De Mfrabili
Strumas “inando” of Laurentius,
physician to Henry IV. of France. The
healing power also was used by the
pleasure-loving Louis XIV. of ex-
travagant tastes and -amorous pro-
clivities as well as by numerous other
French kings. Louis dispensed his
gifts with royal generosity, touching,
it is' asserted, sixteen hundred per-
sons, who came to him on Easter Sun~
day, 1686, to be healed.. To each he
said, “Le Rei touch; Dien te guerisse,”
after which he handed each one 15
sous.

The “Gift” in England.

English authoritieg -say -Bdward the
Confessor was the first ‘king upon
whom was bestowed the God-given

hancde; and furthermore that this gift
was used by sovereigns of England
for many cepturies.

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Trinitj Past and Present.

Following the waterfront on <'the
town side of the Harbor of Trinity,
from the quiet and deserted location
of the late Slade and Kelson, going
north, -it is refreshing to find on al-
most the next portion of the-shore a
new seene of increasing busy activ-
ity, and the bare, jagged rocks that
have been .washed and polished by
the tides of centuries, are now being
covered with buildings. This is being
done by Mr. Archibald Christian in
the fishing interests of Harris & Son,
Grand Bank, and no less in the in-
terests of those in Trinity to whom
the catching, curing and shipping is
entrusted, and -all others who benefit
by the circulation of the money
earned. This waterside property, to-
gether with the land in the rear of it
belonged to, and forty years ago was
occupied by Capt. Nicholas Facey.
The dwelling house that has recently

been taken down, was, at the time it!

was built, one of the finest residences
in town. We regret that the honour-
able name of Facey is no longer on
our list of citizens, though it is cred-
jtably represented by Mr. Robert
Facey at St. John’s, and his sons,
Rev. Dr. Facey of Queen’s College,
and Rev. Hugh Facey, Rector of Kel-
ligrews.

The store, wharf, and residence of
Mr. Hussey, are reminders of another
name, well known to us some forty
years ago, but now. extinct—the name
of Stoneman. Though not in the run-
ning with the larger business firms of
the town, George  Stomeman -had a
well-defined place amongst those who
catered to.the needs of the fishermen;
and to them as to all others who had
dealings with him, Capt. George
Stoneman was well known and high-
1y respected. Seventy years ago he
superintended the building of vessels
in his own dock-yard, and then sail-
ed them to foreign ports and return;
and to the old people his name is still
associated with the brigs ‘Catherine,’
‘“Times’ and ‘Henry Thomas.’ All his
property was kept in best repair, and
always presented a clean and tidy
appearance, as it does to-day. In
shop and store supplies, such was his
careful selection of the practical re-
_quirements of every day life, that
when some little thing that would be
required, could not be found .any-
where else in town, you would be
gure to find it at George Stomeman’s.

The fact that the main road at that
time wended through the Churchyard,
and led out to the shore, suggested
the point of outlet as a good business
location, and influenced Mr. Stoneman
to build his shop and store there.
With the present road going in an-
other direction, the main reason for
Mr. Stoneman having built there is
entirely lost sight of.

Following the waterfront going
north, passing Candlestick Point (so
called because the man who stole the
candlesticks from St. Paul’s Church
threw them from this point into the
water), we come to a part of the
shore on the old Spence property,
where the conditions referred to on
the Facey property have been revers-
ed. Here the waters of the Harbor,
in a line with the Narrows, run con-
tinuous riot over jagged rocks and
slimy boulders, that once were the
foundations of two fine stores that
constituted a well known business
premises, though known only by re-
port to the present generation. James
Lockyer was the last'successful agent
in connection with this premises. He
was so successful that William Kel-
son reported him to headquarters at
Poole, as a dangerous rival, and sug-
gested that they get rid of him by
buying him out; “They acted upon the
suggestion by offering - Mr. ,Lockyer
a fancy ‘price ‘for his:-stock ‘in trade
and a .position g8’ clerk in the office
of Slade and Kelson at Trinity. Mr.
Lockyer accepted the ferms and held
this position. for & year. Then.he re-
signed it to - become storekeeper at
Garland’s, which position he held till
somre years before' his death, and was
sucgeeded by his son George, who,
first as a cooper, and then as store-
keeper served on the premises under
Garland, Brooking, and Bremner for
sixty years.

Rounding the Neudic Point, we
come into that part of the Harbor
front which has witnessed the great-
est development of the fishing indus-
try in the town. In- what is still
known as the Doctor’'s Cove, ' old
premises have disappeared, and new
ones have been established. This
part of the shore was called the Doc-
tor’s Cove, because Rev. John Clinch,
who was a doctor of medicine lived
there a hundred years ago. The house
in_which he lived, and in which his
chijldren were born was an old house
sixty years ago, and.  has, long since
disappeared. The Crockers, the

y
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Hagens, the Whites, the Fields and
others have all died out, and new
names are now associated with the
old homesteads. The present prem-
ises of Mr. Joseph Morris, on which
he has done business for over fifty
years, was at one time a scene of the
busiest business activities, under the
ownership and administration of Mr.
Vallance. Later it passed - into the
hands of Mr. James Verge, who with
his limited knowledge of practical
business requirements, failed to make
good. To-day Mr. Joseph Morris and
Son are using the premises in such a
way as to constitute it an essential
and useful part of the present busi-
ness outfit of Trinity.

The greatest of all the premises
ever built up in Trinity,. and that
which had most to do with the build-

!ing up of Trinity, is that which now

belongs to Ryan Bros. This property
takes us back to the hoary past, and
is immortalised' by the names of
Brooking, Garland, Lester, Draw-
bridge, Lockyer, Ccle, Hepburn and
others, who were either owners or
agents of long years ago. Here we
have a group of fine buildings, which
because of many unavoidable changes
are larger and more in number than
present requirements demand. As
they stand to-day, however, they. are
effectual reminders of better things
long ago, and silent witnesses to a
glory that has departed. The one
building of the group, known to-day
as the pork store, is the oldest build-
ing in Trinity, as it alone escaped the
fires of the French, when, during one
of their whirlwind raids on Trinity,
they tried to burn the whole premis-
es:. The little building in which the
storekeeper does his clerical work is
also used as a retail powder house.
For years this building had a high
wall around it, in which was a gate
(with a massive lock and heavy bar).
This gate was opened and closed with
a little ceremony, and because of
this wall the building was known as
Jerusalem. Although the wall disap-
peared years ago the name still sticks.
My father, as the storekeeper, used to
mystify some of the'old fishermen by
telling them that he had spent forty
years in Jerusalem, and they respect-
ed him accordingly. When we think
of a premises of this kind as it was in
Garland’s time, and then remember
that another of the same extent and
standard of efficiency, did duty at the
same time for Slade, and that both
outfits were absolutely necessary for
the looking after, and the taking care
of the annual local harvest of the
sea, we get an idea of how greatly
that. harvest has changed. Even
though we remember that  the re-
sources of well nigh the whole of
Trinity Bay were then brought to
Trinity for collection and shipment,
even that does not greatly lessen our
realization of the many changes that
have come to us—that, “The times
are changed, and we are changed
with them.”

R

Owing to the failure of the fishery
in Trinity Bight, many~of the young
men have given it up, and have gone
to work at Grand Falls, Millertown,
Badger, and other places.

We wigh to  thank the American
Consul at St. John’s for recommend-
ing Trinity as a summer resort, to
the American visitors.
