Traitor in 1914.
HONOR NOW VINDICATED.

Guy de Maupassant in his most 
powerful tales Of the FranCd-Prusflian 
War of 1870 does not attain the height j 
of simple tragedy Of the pitiful story j 
of Jules Stimelle, the village black- j 
smith of Boussols, who was wrongly j 
shot as a spy on the ramparts of Mau-1 
beuge in 1914, and whose Innocence 
was proclaimed last iveek after eight 
long years of sorrow by his widow.

It was September 14th, on the very j 
eve of the fall of the fortress, that i 
Stimelle fell from the bullets of his 
own countrymen, who believed he was 
a traitor to France.

Sttmelle’s smithy was situated In 
the little village of Bonssoie, on the 
outskirts of Maubeuge, close to the 
fort bearing the same name. On Sept. 
1, the village was bombarded by the 
enemy. All the men of military age 
Were gone excepting Stimelle, who. 
because of his utility to the military! 
was kept working at his forge. Women 
old men and children were hiding In 
cellars; Suddenly the soldiers from 
the fort saw amidst the bursting ’7*?Si 
two pigeons rise from the smithy. s

That was enough for them. A fèw 
moments later three soldiers rushed 
the smithy and seized Stimelle and 
dragged him before the military ot- 
flvers. Stimelle was a spy. They had 
seen the pigeons released from bis 
house while he was the only living 
being above the ground. Only one con­
clusion was possible. He must die the 
Ignominious death of a traitor.

MOBBED BY POPULACE.
While Stimelle was being dragged 

through the streets of MaUbeuge hy 
the excited soldiers—three territor­
ials who had lost their heads com-, 
pletely under the strain of events— 
the furious populace fell upon Stim­
elle, and when he reached the military 
headquarters It was as a shattered 
man-handled wreck, bleeding from 
countless wounds, hardly able to 
stand up apd with one of his eyes 
gouged out.

Stunned and hardly conscious of 
what was happening, Stimelle was 
unable to say a word in his own de­
fence, even to deny the accusation 
brought against him. His silence was 
considered an admission of guilt, and 
three days later, on the eve of the 
fall of" Maubeuge,x the unfortunate 
smith tell, riddled with bullets of the 
firing squad.

The 
calumet was between two and three 
inches long, and the stem rather than 
the bowl was the object of the Indian’s 
reverence. The stem was of reed, ar­
tistically decorated with women's 
hair or eagle’s quills. Among the 
Western tribes the pipe bowl was of 
red catlinite, a fine grained stone of 
deep red color found in Coteau des 
Prairies, west of Big Stone Lake, in 
South Dakota. The Indians of the 
South and East, made the bowl of 
white stone pierced with several holes 
so that several stems could be used 
at the same time. The calumet quar­
ries were regarded as neutral ground 
among the warring tfibes and there 
were many sacred traditions connect­
ed with these spots.

The 
foundation on which it stands, and 
without which it would fall, is the 
falsehood of the unilateral guilt of 
Germany in provoking the world war,

how can the world admit that Wilhelm 
II. was not responsible for the declar­
ation of war in 1914? Facts have prov­
ed that Germany entered into the 
campaign after elaborate preparations 
spread over a lengthened period, in­
tended to secure for that country an 
overwhelming victory. If, he says, the 
war had been plbtted by the Allies, 
the attitude and actions of Germany 
in 1914 would denote on the part of 
that country a stupdity quite unim­
aginable. He fears that the resolution 
of the German Freemasons does not 
well serve the cause of the people who 
were the victims of bad shepherds.

A DOMINATING FACTOR. .
The recent political contest resulted in the defeat of a large 

number of my Liberal supporters, and has left the Opposition 
Party In a minority of fifteen members, eight of whom are repre­
sentative of the F. P, Union. The Union is thus a dominant fac­
tor. "Under ordinary circumstances I would have readily accepted 
a situation, that the fortunes of political warfare had brought 
about, but, in the light of the Union President’s self-pronounced 
disloyalty and policy, an Intolerable position has arisen so far as 
I am concerned. I have been rendered powerless to direct and 
guide the policy of the Liberal Party, and I am not prepared to 
aid the policy of the President of the F.P.U. which he had de­
clared to be the seizure of the Government of this Colony by the 
Union over which he presides. It has to be remembered that the 
F. P. Ü. has closely associated with it trading and manufacturing 
concerns incorporated for the carrying on of a business and is 
only incidentally a political entity. Now in the year 1900 a cor­
porate body having large and varied business interests, the Reid 
Newfoundland Company, endeavored at the polls to obtain con­
trol of the Government of the Colony. I led a party in opposition 
to them, defeated their design, and kept them in their proper 
place, during my term of office of nine years. In my opinion it 
would be no less objectionable for the corporate business concern 
known as thé F.P.U. to "secure the reins of power,” and while 
I am prepared, as I clearly evidenced in my correspondence with 
the President of the F, P. U. in my Manifesto of October last, and 
in my platform utterances during the election campaign to up­
hold the right of the F.P.U. to a fair and proper representation in 
party Government, I Shall strenuously oppose any attempt on 
their part or on the part of any other corporate business concern 
to seize the Government of the Colony. Government should be 
made the most efficient instrument for bettering the actual con­
ditions of life among all classes who make up the Country and 
should not be converted into a inere machine for advancing the 
interests of any particular body of individuals.

The Reason Why Ho Is Kept In 
The Background.We append to-day an extract from the letter of resignation 

which first apppeared in the columns of The Evening Telegram 
on January 10, 1914, in which the Right Honorable Sir Robert 
Bond warned the country against the ruinous consequences that 
would follow from the plane of Mr. W. F. Coaker to control the 
affairs of the Colony through the medium of tllfe Fishermen’s Pro­
tective Union, and in the interests of that organization and none 
other.

One has only to read his 
letter to realise with what true, patriotic vision and statesman­
ship he discerned the trend of events, and the consequences that 
would ensue if Mr. Coaker succeeded in his design to subordinate

Russia Defends
Grain Exports

Fisherman’s
AS PEOPLE STARVE.

MOSCOW (Associated Press). —. 
Russian Ships loaded with grain for 
western Europe may steam out of 
Soviet harbors at the same time that 
American ships, likewise laden with 
grain for the Russian famine suffer­
ers, steam into Russian ports, unless 
present plans of the Soviet Govern­
ment are changed. The Russian 'au­
thorities, largely interested at this 
time in the building up of future ag­
ricultural and industrial possibilities, 
anticipate' that they will be able to 
export even more foodstuffs than 
they are asking such foreign organi­
zations as the American ' Relief Ad­
ministration to import. They ex­
plain the apparent inconsistencies of 
this plan by the statement that the 
outgoing foodstuffs are private pro­
perty, and that, to be considered in 
their new policy of permitting private 
initiative, they cannot confiscate this 
food for famine needs, even though 
they have to request that food be sent 
into Russia to prevent thousands of 
deaths from starvation.

PEASANTS HAD SUBPLÜÇ.
The grain for export, they say, is 

the property of various co-operative 
societies accumulated by them from 
individual peasants who, in some 
fruitful regions, had a surplus above 
their own needs. This surplus was 
consigned to the societies to be ex­
changed abroad for implements and 
other articles which the peasants 
must have, but cannot secure in Rus­
sia. Asked why the government does 
not help its own people when there 
is sufficient food in the country to 
feed the entire populace, instead of 
continuing to plead for American and 
other foreign aid, one official said

non TOIiP FOB THE FUST 
TIME.

L NHW YORK,—(Canadian Frees.)— 
I Prince OeUelo Caetani, In a recent 
\ address here, recounted for the first 
il tbnê detaUs of hts famous war ex- 
£ ploit—the blowing up of the mount­

ain Col di Lana, the "eye” of the Aus­
trian army, in 1916. Addressing the 
American Institute of Mining and ^ 
Metallurgical Engineers, Ambassador ■ 
Caetani, who was graduated from 
Columbia and obtained his first Job 
as a "slag car pusher" in the work­
ings of the Daily West Mine, Park 
City, Utah, spoke modestly of his 
feat. He said two other engineers, 
Bonflolo and Grimeldi, had contriubt- 
ed equally to the success of the min­
ing of Col di Lana, a cone-shaped 
mountain in the Dolomitic Alps, 9,- 
000 feet in height. "Col dl Lana was 
the eye of the enemy," he said, “that j 
spied every road of access, that look­
ed over our defenses and our rear. 
We were called upon to blind that 
eye. An assault ,was ordered. And 
in the attempt to scale the bare and 
precipitous flank of the mountain, 
10,000 of our bravest men met death. 
“Col di Lana had the voracity of a 
Jaw crusher.” Then Prince Caetani, 
an officer of engineers, was sent to 
the sector to replace an officer who 
had fallen in the assault. He joined 
the Italian party on the mountain­
side, but------“We had almost reached
the peak; we hung with our fingers 
and shoe nails on the ice cliffs, but 
try as we might we could not make 
that last step,” he continued. "Time 
and again our plucky little men tried 
to rush the gap, but machine-guns 
mowed them down and their bodies 
remained in a frigid No-Man’s-Land. 
“One day Colonel Perelli asked me 
what I thought could be done. I told 

| him we ought to get underneath them 
and blow ’em off. And so the mine 
was started, the thirteenth of Jan­
uary. “We worked three months. 
There were two engineer officers, 
Bonfioli and Grimaldi, besides myself, 
and eighty picked miners. We start­
ed surveying the position, a difficult 

Xask, through loop holes. Finally we 
started tunnelling towards the center 
of the peak. We bored 160 feet, then 
drove a 42 degree raise with the in­
tention of getting close to the surface 
under the enemy’s first line trench. 
Upon the suggestion of two of our 
miners we had an 18-foot sectional 
wood-augur forged. The rock was 

Tpoft and decomposed. From the roof 
i of the raise we drilled almost verti- 
acally until we broke through to the 
^«urface. By that time the Austrian 
gentries were feeling our blasts un- 
»#er their feet. They notified head­
quarters that we were mining the 
Austrian position. Headquarters 
Answered not to get causelessly ex- j 
cited ; that the Italians were probably , 
only mining for shelter. They lost 
three days phoning up and down, and 
to this we owed our success. To-, 

rewards the middle of March the enemy 
started counter-mining. We had 

, started again drifting horizontally 
and were gaining depth. On the 
seventh of April the enemy blasted 
its first counter mine, but the shot had 
been placed too high and was some­
what off lines. The shock, however, 
was very heavy and part of the ceil­
ing of our tunnel caved, burying 
Bonflolo and four soldiers. We got 
them out alive and started again. The 
enemy then sank three shafts to loc­
ate us but we had gained further 
depth and passed under their shafts 
at not more than three feet distance. 
We could hear them walking and 
dragging bags full of dirt. April 15 
wo. loaded five tons of 95 per cent, 
gelatine in two chambers about 
thirty feet apart and tapped the gal­
leries. At 10 p.m. April 17, I went 
up for the last time in the raise and 
connected the electric wires. I was 
alone,, and in the silence of the un­
derground world could hear someone 
picking hard and hastily above my 
head. That same night a prisoner 
told me that they would have fired 
their counter mine three days later.
Ai 11 p.m. all our garrison was with- 
dr. vn into the several galleries. The 
la1 sentries were retired shortly af­
terward. Our 1 en dies remained for 
a moment completely deserted. Bon- 
fioiv, Grimaldi and I and another of- 
fic r were seated at the entrance of 
a nailery, 300 feet from the center of 
the mine. At 11.30 we received orders 
and pulled the strings of the detonat­
ors. There was a dull noise, a slight 
tremor. I thought the mine had fail­
ed and rushed to the nearby entrance, 
Illuminated by the white glare of the 
moon, when suddenly all became 
da’ k. A cataract of earth and rock 
fell. When the stones stopped falling 
I crawled out of the half obstructed 
entrance. The snow cap of Col dl 
Lana had become black. The whole 
topography had changed. Every­
thing was silent, deserted, dead. Our 
soldiers crawled out of the galleries, 
walked quietly up to the peak and 
occupied the huge crater. Col 11 
Lana was cure I"

The arrangement made by the High 
Commissioner in London last year for 
conversion of the $24,000,000 Ruman­
ian trade debt to Canada into a 40- 
year obligation at reduced interest is 
working well. At the time the ar­
rangement was made Rumania was in 
arrears, not only in principal but al­
so in interest on the debt. She agreed 
to earmark a portion of her export 
taxes as security for repayment and 
it is understood that although three 
months of the financial year are still 
to run there are already funds avail­
able in London to pay the coupons on 
the bonds for 1924.

The High Commissioner recently 
interviewed the Greek minister in 
London in connection with the repay­
ment of the smaller Greek debt The 
correspondent understands that 
Greece is still unable to take any 
steps towards repayment of either the 
principal or the interests, although 
she expresses a willingness to do so 
when economic conditions permit.

A SACRED THEE.
The first thing, then, that we notice

in this symbol of the acacia, is that 
it had always been consecrate from 
among other trees of the forest by the 
sacred purposes to which it was de­
voted. By the Jew, the tree frôti 
whose wood the sanctuary of the tab­
ernacle and the holy ark had beèn 
constructed would ever be viewed as 
more sacred than ordinary trees. The 
early Masons, therefore, very natural­
ly appropriate this hallowed plant to 
the equally sacred purpose of a sym­
bol, which was to teach an Important 
Divine truth In all ages to come.

Having thus briefly disposed of UUS 
natural history of this plant, we may 
now proceed to examine it in its sym­
bolic relations.

First. The acacia, in the mythic 
system of the Immortality of the soul 
—that important doctrine which It is 
the great design of the Institution to J 
teach. As the evanescent nature of 
the flower, whch “cometh forth and is 
cut dttWh, reminds us of the transi­
tory nature of human life, so. the per­
petual renovation of the evergreen 
plant, which uninterruptedly presents 
the appearance of youth and vigor, is 
aptly compared to that spiritual life 
in which the soul, freed from the cor­
ruptible companionship of the body, 
shall enjoy an eternal spring and an 
Immortal youth. Hence, in the Im­
pressive funeral service of the Order, 
It Is said that "this evergreen is an 
emblem of our faith In the Immortal­
ity of tha soul. By this we are re­
minded that we have an Immortal 
part within us, which shall survive 
the grave, and which shall never, 
never, never die.” And again. In the 
■cloeing sentences of the monitorial 
lecture, of the Third Degree the lame 
sentiment is repeated, and we are 
told that by "the ever-green _gnd ever- 
living spring” thb Mason la strength­
ened "with confidence add composure 
to look forward to a blessed immortal­
ity.” Such an interpretation of the 
symbol la an easy and natural one;
It suggests Itself at once to the least 
reflective mind; and consequently, In 
some one form er another, Is to be 
found existing In all ages and nations.

According to Dalcho, 
the Hebrews always planted a sprig 
of the acacia at the head of the gravé 
of a departed friend. Potter tells us 
that the ancient Greeks “ha* a cus­
tom of bedecking tomba with herbs 
and flowers.” All sorts of purple and 
white flowers were acceptable to the 
dead, but principally the amaranth 
and the myrtle. The very name of the 
former of these plants, which signifies 
“never fading,” would seem to Indi­
cate the true symbolic meaning of the 
usage, although archaeologists have 
generally supposed it to be simply an 
exhibition of love on the part of the 
survivors. Ragon says that the un­
dents substituted the acacia for all 
other plants because they believed it 
to he incorruptible, and not liable to

The sprig of acacia, then, in its 
most' ordinary significance, presents 
Itself to the Master Masdn as a sym­
bol of the immortality of the soul, be­
ing intended to remind him, by its 
ever-green and unchanging nature, Of 
that better and spiritual part within 
us, which, as an emanation from the 
Great Architect of, the Universe, can 
never die. And as this is the most or­
dinary, Jhost generally accepted 
signification, so also is it the most 
Important; for thus, as the peculiar 
symbol of immortality, It becomes the 
most appropriate to an Order all of 
whose teachings are intended to In­
culcate the great lesson that “life 
rises out of the grave." But incidental 
to this the acacia has two other inter­
pretations which are well worthy of 
Investigation.

Secondly, then, the acacia is a sym­
bol of iMoeenee. The symbolism here 
is of a peculiar and unusual char­
acter, depending not only on any real 
analogy in thé form or use of the sym­
bol of the Idee symbolized, but simply
