HBdward Kemp’s firm in Tor-
onto a shipment of ﬂummn wire
ware, manufactured in Toronto. Ship-
ment was made via New. York and the
Panama Canal and the goods are now
in the Customs House at Vancouver.
The Customs Department has just rul-
ed that before releasing these goods
the Woodward Company must pay 35
per cent. duty plus six per cent. sales
tax, or a total of forty-one per cent.
If the shipmeént had been routed west
all rail via a Canadian or American
Railroad and through = Canadian or
American territory the Customs De-
partment ‘state that the goods would
not be subject to duty, but because
those goods went through the port of
New York and used the cheap water
transportation of the Panama Canal,
our Government at Ottawa wants to
treat the goods just as it they origin-
ated In a foreign country.

In plain language, Ottawa insista on
collecting the duty in defiance of the
laws of common sende; in deflance of
the laws of economics, and in deflance
of:the Canadian Constitutton, clause
121 of which reads as follows:—

All articles of growth, produce or
manufacture of any one of the pro-
vinces, shall, from and after the Un-
ion, be admitted free into each of the
Hon. Jacques Bureau, Minister of
Customs, is in Vancouver to-day. His
department on the advice of himself
and certain of his colleagues has con-
sistently refused to Inter-Canadian
business the right to use cheap water
transportation via the Panama Canal
on the theory that our railroads would
suffer. S

The facts are that to-day the whole
Dominion suffers. Instead of recog-
nizing the necessity 'of developing
short rail haul transportation to and
from tide-water an Atlantic and Paci-
fle, our raflroads, supported by Otta-
wa, seemed determined to pile on the
backs of Canadians the burden of ob-
solate all-rail transcomtinental traffic.

Such a policy, instead of encourag-
ing the West and British Columbia to
buy eastern goods, is forcing us to

" buy in United States and Europe.

_So far eastern manufacturers have
not awakened to the sityation, but re-
gardless of what attitude the East as-
sumes, Briish Columbia as an integ-
ral part of this Dominion, will not
stand for such national stupidity and

My dearly beloved Brethren:

struction of the new. Palace, as well
as an outline of the plans whereby it
is hoped to provide for the heavy
outlay which this work will involve.
In the first place, I would wish to say.
that the plans of the new Hpiscopal
Palace were prepared with the ut-
most care; a great deal of thought
was given to the design and  finish
of the building, and it was only
after a long period of = consultation
and consideration that the final plans
were adopted. In coming to a de-
cision in this important matter, three
considerations had to; be kept in
view. In the first place the actual
requirements, present and prospec-
Secondly,
the harmonizing of the new structure
in its architectural lines, and the ma-
terial of construction with the Cath-
edral and surrounding - buildings;
and thirdly, the financing of the work
in the difficult and depressing con-
ditions of the present time. Having
given due weight to all these con-
siderations, I am pleased to be in a
position to inform the people that a
building is now in course of construc-
tion which will meet our needs and
requirements at a minimum of ex-
| penditure, and will be. at the same
time, it is hoped, not unworthy of the
old Palace, which it succeeds, and
| of the splendid pile of Ecelesiastical
| buildings amongst which it will soon
| take its place.

| THE FINANCING OF THE WORK.

The cost of the new building when
fully finished and ready for ocecu-
pancy wili; on a careful but liberal
estimate, not exceed $150,000. To raise
such a large amount at one time by
‘means‘ of public subscriptions would
| be obviously out of the question, just
as it ‘would be unfair that the hurden
of financing this work should be laid
altogether on the present congrega-
tion. Hence in arranging for the
raising of funds for this work my. ob-
ject was to extend the financing of
the building’ ovér many years. With
this end in view, I have made ar-
rangements for obtaining a loan of
the amount required, re-payment on
which will extend over the next ten
or twelve years. The basis of the
loan which I have been able to secure
is a weekly payment from the Sun-
day Offertory collections of the
Cathedral, as well as an annual pay-
ment from the collection which will
be held throughout .the. Archdiocese
each year for this purpose. The prin-
cipal and most stable security, how-
ever, which we had to offer—a secur-
ity upon which mainly we were en-
abled to obtain  the loan—was the
Sunday Offértory collections of the
Cathedral. As you are_ all aware, a
large proportion of our Sunday e¢ol-
lections is already set aside to provide
interest and sinking fund in connec-
tion with an issue of Corporation
Bonds made some years ago. The re-
mainder of the collection is now to
be hypothecated as against the Palace
fund, and will only partially meet our
obligations under this "head., It -is,
therefore, essential that our Sunday
collections should be substantially in-
creased, and with a view to bringing
this about, I-am making an appeal to
the people to-day—an appeal which is
addressed to each,and every member
of the congregation. A work such
as the building of the Palace—the
raising up of a great Catholic monu-
ment—is one that concern& every
person in the congregation. It is mot
8 work for the few, but for the many,
in which every one should have a
share and bear a proportionate part
of the burden. The appeal I am
making presses.heavily on: no -ene,-
but bears fairly and equally om all.
A small increase in the amount con-
tributed on Sunday by each individual
will mean a substantial increase
in the aggregaté collection, and en-:
able us to mest euﬂy our woekly
obligations.

THE CATHEDRAL REPAIRS.

In addressing this appeal to _the
people to-day, I would ask them to
bear in mind that in addition to tl&
building of ‘the Palace, we lil.Ve ‘also
on hand the very large work  of - the
Cathedral repairs.

The Approach of Mars

At present Mars appears as a mod-"

erately bright star, and may be found
in the early morning slightly to the
south of due east. It is. worth while
to find Mars now, for it will be pos-
sible to ‘watch him from time to time.
and see the planet gradually grow
brighter as the months pass and the
Earth gets nedrer and neaper. Our
world is actually racing after Mars.
It is a long race; it will be nearly ten

; months, during our world will travel

about two hundred and forty million
miles after him, before the Earth in
her orbit will “draw level” with Mars
in his.

This will be about August 22 and
23next year, when the Earth and
Mars will come exceptionally close to
each other, and little more than thirty-

! five million miles will separate them.

This will be closer than anyone liv-
‘ing has ever seen Mars and closer
*than he will be seen for a hundred
years to come. The last time that he
approached nearly as close as he will
come next year was in 1845. At pres-
ent Mars is about two hundred and
twenty-five million miles-away, far be-
yond the Sun; but every day the
Earth reduces this, speeding at eleven
hundred miles a minute, whereas Mars

! does on an average only nine hundred

miles a minute.

TU. 8. AND BRITAIN WILL SHUT
* OUT SMALL SCHOONERS.

| Small schooners have had their day
on “Rum Row,” off the American
coast, is the opinion of local Cus-
toms Officials, if the contemplated ar-
rangements between Great Britain
and the United States, whereby the
three mile limit is extended to twelve
miles, are put into.force. So far as
the local Customs have yet been ad-
vised, the twelve mile limit is not
specifically mentioned in the conven-
tion now being prepared between the
two countries, but the distance un-
der which a vessel under the British
flag carrying contraband‘liquor for
the United States may be safe against
seizure by the/ Americans is the dis-
tance of one hour from the American
shore This means if a British boat
was sufficiently fast to elude its pur-
suer for one hour it might be twenty-
five miles from the shore, all accord-
ing.to its speed.

This regulation will practically bar
the small sail vessel. As to its effect-
iveness in lessening the amount .of
liquo¥ smuggled into the United
States, there is a grave question
damong men who have become fairly
well acquainted with the rum-run-
ning trade. It is believed that the
