Know - Nothings.
This is what the New York Tribune 

says about the enquiry now going on 
at Ottawa:—“So far, the Canadian 
Railroad scandal, as pursued by the 
Royal Commission,has baffled inquiry q 
The latest reports show that the 

witnesses ara not only unwilling, but 
resolutely determined totellnothing 
if they can helj/fàSDbey all concur in 
blankly knowing nothing of any ar­
rangement between the Canadian 
Ministry and the Allan party by 
which the former were to render 
any service to the latter for their 
liberal subscriptions of money to the 
election fund. Yet, it is shown by 
at least one of the members of the 
election committee that Sir Hugh 
Allan did subscribe altogether £4U, 
0O|) for election puroses.
