GOSSIP AT THE CAPITAL. BOfiN, MAEBIEB1SD DIES was a slight increase in the number of 
deaths ; from diarrhoea an increase of 20 per 
een^..over 1879; and from scarlet fever an 
increase of nearly 60 per cent. Measles 
caused 266 deaths. During the three pre­
vious yearn—1877-78-79—there were only 
29, 6 and 67 deaths respectively registered 
as from this cause,. 143 deaths were from 
small pox, 97 of which were in the county 
of Canton.

THE AVERAGE AGE
of all who died was 31 2 years ; the males 
living a fraction longer than the females. 
Those counties which returned a high mor­
tality from consnmptioh show a length of 
life above the average, with the single ex­
ception of Hastings.

WHAT PEOPLE DIE OFF.
Of all the deaths recorded nearly 23 per 

cent, were under the age of 1 year, rod 
14.6 per cent, were between 1 and 5 years 
of age ; over 37 per cent, being under the 
age of 5 five years ; over 38 per cent, of 
the deaths were of those undei 20 years of 
age. The greatest monthly death record 
was in March, and the smallest in June. 
There was the usual high point in the 
mortality in March, chiefly from tang 
diseases and heart diseases, and another in 
August principally from diseases of the 
bowels and stomach and largely amongst 
infants.

^ he largest proportion ot adults in the 
year were as usual caused by consumption— 
or 11.2 per cent, of the totals. Many more 
females than males died of this disease, more 
especially in the period of maternity. In 
some counties two or three times as many 
died of it as in other counties. Id Lennox, 
Addington, Leeds, Grenville and Prince 
Edward counties the mortality from 
sumption was higher, while in Grey, 
Muskoka and Parry Sound it was «lowest. 
Next to consumption, in the proportion of 
deaths, came old age and infantile debility, 
but it is stated that with “ more- careful 
diagnosis and greater precision in certify­
ing the causes of death, inflammation of 
the longs would probably be second in the 
list as to the height of its mortality. This 
disease now stands fourth. Next cornea 
diptheria, canting nearly 50 per cent, 
more deaths in ,1880 than 1879, rod 
being as usual much more fatal in rural 
than in urban districts.

Following this come, in order, heart dis­
ease, convulsions, bronchitis, croup, and 
congestion of the lungs ; from this last there 
were 50 per cent, more deaths than in 1879.

ALARMED AT THE EXODUS

Getting up a Long List of Ontario Farms for 
Into.

On Saturday a deputation composed of 
Messrs. A. H. Campbell, W. H. L. Gordon, 
H. S. Howland, Sutherland Stayner, K. M. 
Wells, M.P.P., and J. R. Adamson waited 
on the Hon. A.-S. Hardy, provincial
tary Mr. Campbell explained their object
He first drew attention to what he termed 
the “ alarming exodus" from Ontario to 
Manitoba at present going on, and the 
public necessity for Ontario to do aome- 
thing to offset the emigration. The large 
number of farmers leaving the province 
must necessarily, he pointed out, be a very 
great loss to an agricultural community. 
In order to meet this the Canada west and 
land agency company had been formed to 
undertake the sale of farm lands, to pro- 

» mnlgate information regarding Ontario, ann 
to circulate a list .among intending immi­
grants of farms for sale. Since its forma­
tion they had placed on their list pro­
perty to the value of $1,600,000, for which 
upwards of $1,300,000 represented farms 
in Ontario. To find purchasers for these 
was the object of the company.

Geo. Hazael, the winner, was born in 
London, Bog. in 1845 and is 5 ft 6£ inches 
high, and weighs 132 pounds. Previous 
to the present contest, his last six day score 

500 miles made in Madison Square in 
September 1879. He is the recognized 
champion runner of England, from six to 
fifty miles, and had the following best-on- 
records, made in six-day races prior to 
this contest :—Four hours, 33 miles 1,650 
yards ; 5 hours, 40 miles 1,100 yards ; 6 
hours, 47 miles 1,210 yards ; 7 hours, 54 
miles 935 yards, all made Anril 21, 1879 : 
and eight hours, 61 miles 880 yards ; 9 hours 
68 miles 880 yards ; 10 hours, 75 miles 440 
yards, made on May 9, 1881- The second 
man, Patrick J. Fitzgerald, is an 
Irishman and is 36 years old, 5 ft 10J 
inches high and weighs 165 pounds. 
He began as a pedestrian in Canada when 
12 years of age. He first tried a sixty-day 
work in the initial competition for the 
O'Leary belt, in Madison .Square Gardens, 
October, 1879. In the first hour he ran 9 
miles 416 yards, then the best record per­
formance at this style of contest, and led for 
five horns, but then fell back, and retired 
with a badly swollen knee and something 
over 85 miles to his credit. At the Ameri­
can institute, Dec. 26-31, in a six day race 
gotten up by John Ennis, Fitzgerald eclips­
ed all previous records with-a score of 582 
miles, 55 yards.
