Ireland.

Our esteemed contemporary, tbe Balti­
more Herald, in a true spirit of enterprise 
bas an agent in Ireland, who it especially

I do not think that a most eminently gener­
ous act of Mr, Townsend Trench would be 
graciously received. The father wrote a 
book called The Realities of Irish Life, 
which is curious lore, and from that poiut 
of view worth reading. He first came into 
charge of the Kenmare estate during the 
famine of 1849, or a little before. In his 
book he says of the famine time: “At least 
5000 people must have died of starvation 
within the union of Kenmare. They died 
on the roads and they died in the fields, 
they died on the mountains and they died 
in the glens, they died in the relief works 
and they died in their honses. So that 
whole streets or villages were left almost 
without an inhabitant, and at last some few, 
despairing of help from the country, 
crowded into the town and died at the 
doors of the residents and outside the union 
walls.” When he got control this is what 
happened, according to hie own statement 
in this book of his: “In little more than a 
year 3500 paupers had left Kenmare for 
America, all free emigrants, without any 
ejectments having to be brought against 
them to enforce it or the slightest 
put upon them to go. Matters now began 
to right themselves. Onlv fifty or sixty 
paupers remained in tbe house, chargeable 
to the propei ty of which I had the care, 
and Lord Lxusdowne’a estates at leng'h 
breathed freely. ” There is a delightful in­
nocence about these statements. “No 
ejectments were brought;’’ il 
that the tenants would remain long enough 
on the estate to afford an opportunity for 
such action if they oonld avoid doing so.

Who believe» Mr. Trench when he de. 
dares that “not the slightest pressure was 
put upon them to go ?” Besides, there are 
yet living witnesses who know that these 
“3500 paupers” were in many cases "forced” 
on board the ship. How they fared on that 
remarkable voyage if told on the hillsides 
of Kerry to-day, and the tradition* of the 
place keep alive tbe story about the Lan» 
downe ward in the New .York hospital, 
where many of these ill-starred emigrants 
fell victims to disease and. death. Is it any 
wonder that the tenants on the Kenmare 
estates are distrustful ?
MThe Trench emigration schemes are not 
popuhr in Kerry, as may be imagined. The 
famous nun of Kenma-e, Miss F. Cusack, one 
of the listers of tbe convent of Poor Clares, 
in Kenmare, “a lady,” Mr. Runell «ays, 
“not less known for her active benevolence 
than for htr literary work,” wrote to Arne:-
