$5600, Hastings & Todd, card board, for
$5000. Many of the firms paid Branscom
from $100 to $400 in change. A tele
gram to one of the parties whose names
were forged disclosed the swindle. The
books would have been published in &
month and Brarscom would have been
paid $111,000 cash with which it is al-
leged heintended to skip, leaving unpaid
debts to the amount of $40,000. The loss
has been so great and the books are said to
have such genuime merit that a syndicate
of creditors has been formed to carry tue
work to esmpletion.

ARMLET OF SWEET THAIS

e

BAUBLE OF AN ODaALESQUE FOUND
ON THE BANKS OF THE OXVS,

B aammnad

Goldsmiths of the Oiden Time and Their
Open-Air Work—Jewels of the Anelent
Greeks and Komans. 2

A writer in the London Telegraph
dreams in a very interesting manner, vide:
A beautiful gold bracelet, which was
lately foand on she batiks of the Oxus and
bought by the Kensington museum for
£1000, is supposed to be more than 2000
years old. The finding of this jewel car-
ries my imagination back to some of the
most stirring of ancient days, and fancy
that the ornament was perhaps worn by
the lovely Thais, whon she held her
court in the very place where the bracelet
has lain hidden for some centaries. Asa
specimen of ancient goldsmith’s work, it
is of great valuc; for though antiquity
was profuse in personal ornament, we
have but little left to assure us of the
woundrous taste, the surpassing -skill of the
artist goldsmiths of Asia, Greece or Rome,
That they were magnificent in their works

all history assures us, but the surviving
jewels are all too few to give any adequate
idea of the taste and- richness of their
handicraft. In shape, the present armlet
is a plain “bangle,” having at the
ends two - winged sphinx -like figures,
but with eagles’ beaks and twisted horns,
pointing probably, to Assyrian influence,
as the eagle is not a Greek ornament,
though common in Yinevite art, Origin-
ally it was enamelled, but the lustrous
material has all vauished, leaving ouly suf-

ficient discoloration to prove that it wa«
once there.. That the bracelet was Asiatic,

and not European, in its origin is probabie,
and there is reason, ‘perhapa, for supposing
that it was part of some. spoil taken by
Alexander as he swept eastward, emptying
the treasures of imperial capitals, and
plundering and cities. Who made
this pretty bauble that has come to Eng-
land after all these years ? Fancy finds this
question as easy toansweras the other? Who
wore it. Nor, remarking now many fash-
ions and patterns in ancient jewelry go
back to the banks of the Ganges, and how,

in the old deys of magnificence in jewelry,

famons gemsmiths, masters of their craft,

traveied like princes from court to court,

and were passed on by the personal invi-

tation of kings from palace to palace, is it
beyond the possibilities of fact that this

armlet was the work of some Ayrian arti-

ficer. In primitive countries the goldsmith

works in the open air; theé customer comes

and sits to watch his jewels being made.

There is not light enough within the shop,

so the smith squats upon his carpets,

spread on the raised platform before the

door, and there, in the bright sunshine,

with histastefully formed implements abour

him, melts the metal and moulds it, en-

graves and begems it, allin full sight of
the busy street, Lotterersstop and watch,

They tell each other it is for so and so,

The goldsmith there has no secrets, His

weights  ave public property, a8 it Wﬂﬂ:‘
his work proceeds under the eyes of all his

neighbors. To the western mind the sim-

plicity of his processes, the apparently

rude apparatus with which they work,

raiges a smile; but when the jewel is com-

plete all the world confesses its beauty,

and scornful Eurcps does not hesitate to
adopt the pattern. So that the pattern of

Thais’ armlet, dropped on the bank of the

Oxus, survives, through the “armilla” of

Rome, in the bangle of to-day; and the
plain gold band, with tantastic little crea-
tures of mythic form as ornaments at the
ends, just such as Alexander’s favorite
wore, may be seen any day in the jewelers’
shops of our own metropolis.

- This armilla or psaillon was especially a
favorite ornament with nations of Mesope-
tamia, where meu wore it as well as wo-
men. The Greeks considered it effeminate
for men to do so, and the Romans imitated
them, though the dandies of both nations
might sometimes be seen with bracelets on
the arm, As a military reward the armlet
was highly valued, snd a massive coil of
gold twisted six times round the snldier’s
arm was as honorable as the Vietoria
cross. The jewel to which we are referring,
however, is too daiuty in its design for any
but & lady’s arm, and though of course if
may be all that is left of some handsome
young Persian who carried his lady's love
favor into fatal fight, it is far more legiti-
mate to suppose that it belonged to the
sex whom such ornaments best adorn.
Who she was the werld can never know;
but the place of its finding, and the date
that is assigned to it, carry us back to the
days of Darius and Alexander. Each of
these great captains, as was the custom of
tne times, took with them en their cam-
paigns the favorite ladies of their courts,
and with such circumstances of luxury
that they were able ata moment’s notice
to reproduce in any spot, whetuer desert
or wildervess, the refinements and pleas-
ures of their palaces; so that both
in the Persian and Macedonian
camps there were jewels enough,
and to one or the other belongs
probably, the armlet that has just been
discovered. It may be that some fair
Persian’s almond eyes kindled out of their
voluptuous dreaminess into momentary
anger when the slave came to tell the
petted odalesque that her bracelet could
not be found. Or it may be that some
quickly angered Athenian was the sauf-
ferer by the loss and—alas for the manners
of Greece !—that some poor Clytemnestra
of & maid went away weeping from the
tent conscious of boxed ears ! Yet, what-
ever it may have been, we have got the
armlet, and imagination can do with it
pearly asjit pleases,

2d, While
regretting that the child was placed in soli-
tary confinement, still your committee does
not:think that the master did not do so for
any other reason than for a good effect on the
gchool. Still your committee feel that it wou'd
have been preferable if he had exercised his
authority and suspended her, believing that
this course would have produced better re-
sults by having the inspector deal with the
case, which seems to have been of an excep-
tionable nature. .

Edward Meek
prosecuted on behalf of Hanson.

Ope Brander, aclerk in the employ of
Havson & Co., was the first witness
called. He said his employers carried on
an employment agency iu the regular way

They were authorized agents for Hendrie,
Symmes & Co., raiiroad contractors. They
had never engaged in any scaly transac-
tions with men looking for work, as The
World alleged.

Hanson was then put in the box and de-
nied in toto the allegations in Tnoe World.
He also explained his connection with
Henry Z nder & Co., a reputed “‘emp'oy-
meny’ firm of 16 Greeawich street, New
York city.

In cross-examination Hanson declined
to state why it was he left Huddesfieid,
England. He admitted that there had
been three or more changes in the employ-
ment burean firm within three months,
First it was Rice, Hare & Co. Rice wae
forced out because he was extravagant.
Next came Hare, Hanson & Co. Harve lit
ont and swindled Hansom out of $2000.
Now it was Hanson & Co.,” though Han-
son was the only partner, There were
generally four parties in these labor deals:
the New York labor bureau that sent the
1aborers on, the Toronto firm that received
them, the railway companies that carried
them and the contractors that hired them.
The New York labor agency, Henry Zan-
der & Co.. and the Toronto labor sgeucy
got percentages from the railway com-
panies on the fares, and the contiactors
paid them also. Hanson deciined to say
what were the perceatages he got from the
railways.

Mr. Maclean pressed Hanson to say
what percentage he received from the
railway compspies and he still declined.
The magistrate remarked that if the case
