The average 
salary for High School male teachers in 
1904 was (976; in 1907, (1,174, and in 
1910, (1,387» while the averages for 
female teachers were (692, (815, and,(95i 
respectively. The averages for Public 
School male teachers tor the same years 
were (465, (547. and (660 and for female 
teachers, (324, (369 and (449.

A town that never has anything to do 
in a public way, is on the way to the 
cemetery.

The school children who have received 
honors and firsts and general proficiency 
certificates, and are to be promoted in 
the fall, all deserve their success and 
their holiday, for they have all worked 
very hard at their tasks, both in school 
hours and at home lessons. The home 
lessons indeed are to-day quite a tax up­
on the child, for what with Latin and 
French, arithmetic, spelling, grammar, 
history, geography, and what not, they 
often consume evening after evening. 
Besides congratulating the boys and girls 
who have passed, we offer a word of 
cheer to those who have failed. If it 
was not their own fault they need not be 
down-hearted. As the old jingle goes : 
It at first you don’t ^succeed, try, try, 
try again.

IT is a frequent occurrence for busi­
ness men of Watford to be compelled to 
remain in their places of business until 
midnight on Saturdays. On a recent 
Saturday night trading continued until 
after the electric lights were out, and 
lamps were brought into use. Often the 
last persons to buy goods are those who 
have been in town for several hours and 
could have ordered earlier in the even­
ing. The merchants should be fair to 
each other and agree upon a stated hour 
to close, and close promptly at that time.

No goods should be delivered at the mid­
night hour. Town buyers should order, 
their supplies earlier in the day. It would 
save worry and relieve the hard worked 
clerks. Some of the ladies, too, make a 
practice on Saturday night of doing their 
shopping after ten o’clock, and even sam­
ple goods without buying. Of course the 
Guide-Advocate has no business to say 
when people shall buy, bet honesty and 
fair treatment of ever-obliging business 
men, clerks and delivery boys should 
urge buyers not to trespass upori time 
that should be held sacred. Remember 
the Golden Rule.

Mach interest is being taken - by 
the people in different places along 
the lakes by the erection of the 
Dominion Topographical survey 
towers. These towers are being 
erected all along the International 
border by the American and Canad­
ian governments for the purpose of 
securing an accurate survey of the 
altitude of the country. There is a 
great deal of wonderment and spec­
ulation on the part of the farmers 
as to what they are for, one farmer 
giving as his opinion that they were 
erected so that one farmer could see 
what the other farmer was doing. 
They are being erected from 20 to 
30 miles apart, and the survey will 
be taken in the night time with 
lights. It will also be possible to 
communicate from one to the other 
with heliograph instruments.

The Apple Crops.

The prospects for Ontario apples 
have changed very little since last 
month. The bloom was excellent, 
but of a very short duration. The 
wood growth has been ample, with 
fewer pests than usual, with a few 
local exceptions. Only Nova Scotia 
reports a full crop in early, fall and 
winter apples. On the other hand 
no district reports a failure. The 
aggregate of the crop, therefore, is 
likely to be larger than would appear 
from a casual examination of a few 
orchards. The most noticeable 
shortage will be in Baldwins and 
Spies in Ontario ; but Greenings, 
Duchess and Ben Davis appear to 
be fairly good or excellent every­
where. The prospects for peaches 
are still good. Early varieties are 
showing particularly well. The 
Crawford varieties will probably be 
quite short. The Yellow St. John 
is a medium crop or slightly above 
it ; the Smock is also good ; El- 
berta is somewhat better than last 
year. The crop will be very light in 
British Columbia and will not supply 
the local market.

I» a Measure, e World­
wide Menace.

The teerlble bubonic plague, which 
appeared In Hongkong in 1884. spread 
from there to Bombay and In the next 
twelve years carried off more than 
6,000,000 victims, has been almost qui­
escent for the past few years, but In 
1910 It appeared in a virulent form in 
Harbin, has since spread to other cib­
les and is now a worldwide menace.

More alarming than the reappear­
ance of the disease In Manchuria Is 
the discovery of the disease in the 
eastern coastwise counties of England, 
where several deaths have occurred.

Until 1906 little was known regard­
ing the mode of propagation of this 
terrible disease, although the disease- 
Itself Is as old as history. In 1906 
the Indian plague research commis­
sion definitely traced the spread of the 
epidemic to the fleas on the black rats 
of the coentry. The rats themselves 
have the disease. A flea which suck»] 
the blood of the rat takes the germs 
Into Its stomach.. If the flea bites a. 
human being within a period of three 
weeks the germs are transferred and 
the human being contracts the disease.

Until recently it had been supposed 
that only the black rat Is susceptible 
to the plague and that only the flee 
known as Pulex cheopis could trans­
fer It Later discoveries, bowever.i 
have shown that the common brown 
or Norway rat la also liable to the dis­
ease and that It may be transferred by 
the ordinary rat flea. -»

Still another matter of great interest1 
has been disclosed by the cases In 
England, which are not the bubonic, 
but the even more deadly and more 
dangerous pneumonic plague. The bu­
bonic form, In which the lymphatic 
glands swell and suppurate, is trans­
ferable only through some such medi­
um as the rat and the flea. The pneu­
monic form, on the other hand, is di­
rectly infectious.—Youth’s Companion.

The Great Waite That Comee With 
Meking Up Their Bed».

In logging operations the felling of 
one of the big trees requires much 
skill In order that it may not be bro­
ken In the fall, as such an accident 
means perhaps the loss of fully $500, 
owing to the value of the wood. As 
yet, however, the old method prevails 
of cutting It part of the way through 
with the crosscut saw worked by two 
men, the ax being used for an Incision 
on the opposite side, the trunk being 
felled by means of wedges.

In felling the tree, a number of 
smaller ones are frequently cut down1 
to form a bed on which It may fall so 
that it will not break on account of 
Its weight. Here is a great waste, 
since the felling of a fir 150 tons In 
weight may require the sacrifice of a 
group of other trees which at matu- 
sity would equal It In size. In the!

her of years but afterwards united with 
Bethel Chnrch, of which he was a loyal 
and consistent member, showing especial­
ly in the latter y*ars of his life a beautiful 
faith and reliance on the goodness and 
love of God. His kindness or disposition, 
honorable and upright dealings, won for 
him a most affectionate regard from 
friend» and neighbors. Although he took 
such a keen interest in the work of his 
own chnrch his sympathies weré not con­
fined to that field of labor alone since it 
was he who gave the land on which was 
built the first Congregational church in 
these parts, known as Zion. Geùerous 
hospitality in Mr. Anderson's home was 
always accorded the ministers of that 
church, especially in its early history, 
while he and his family otten liberally 
assisted in the social and religious affairs 
of the church.
