Canada’s Naval Act.

The Act reads as follows :
His Majesty,

House of Commons of Canada, enacts
as follows:
1. From and out of the consoli-
dated revenue fund of Canada there
may be paid and applied a sum not
exceeding $35,000000 for the purpose

ive naval forces of the Empire.
1. The said sum shall be used
and applied under the direction of
the Governor-in-Council in the con-
struction and equipment of battle-
ships or armored cruisers of the most
modern and powerful type.
3. The said ships, when construct-
ed and equipped, shall be placed by
the Governor-in-Council at the dis-
posal of his Majesty for the common
defence of the EXmpire.
4. The said sum shall be paid,
used and applied, and the said ships
shall be constructed and placed at
the disposal of his Majesty, subject
to such terms, conditions and arrange-
ments as may be agreed upon be-
tween the Governor-in-Council and
His Majesty’s Government.

Ontario’'s Births in 1911.

The report of Dr. John McCulloch,
deputy registrar-general of Ontario, has
just been printed for the year 1911. )
During the last year there were regis-
tered 57,235 births, 25,807 marriages,
34,341 deaths, making an increase of
1,364 births, 1,771 marriages, and 802
deaths over 1910.

The tables submitted in the report
show that mixed marriages are on the
increase. In 1910 there were 7,351 Ro-
man Catholics married. Of this number
5,482 only married in their own religion,
leaving 1,509 mixed marriages. In 1911,
7,266 Roman Catholics married, and of
these 5,747 married in their own religion,
and there were 1,519 mixed marriages.

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The Foot and Mouth Disease.

An English board of agriculture
handbill states that *“in the early
stages of the foot and mouth disease
the animal frequently smacks its lips
and shows by the movement of its
tongue that the mouth is the seat of
suffering, and the saliva flows freely
rom the mouth.

“An examination of the mouthshows
the existence of vesicles on the tongue
and on the inner part of the upper
lip and en the pad. These vesicles
show themselves in the form of a
tough white skin which can be easily
stripped off, and a red, raw surface is
found beneath. Thé animal seldom re-
fuses food, but rolls it about in its
mouth and often drops it instead of
swallowing it. In most instances the
feet are affected as well as the
mouth.”

The Horse's Hoofs.

If the horse's hoofs are hard and in-
clined to be “shelly” do not let anybody
put oil or grease en them, for this only
clogs the hoof material, which should
absorb water instead of repelling it.
Such hoofs are best treated by soaking
them several hours together in warm
water slightly salted or by turning out
the horse at night in a pasture where
he will have the hoofs wet in the dew.

Choice butcher cattle and steers had an
active market here to-day, while trade
in the commoner grades was not so
good and in some cases was slow. Hogs
were steady to firm at last week’s closing
quotations of $7.80 for fed and watered
stock and $7.65, f.o.b. Sheep and lambs
were also unchanged. The run totalled
144 cars, with 2,652 head of cattle, 158
calves, 1,215 sheep and lambs and 1,284
hogs.  Choice butcher cattle went at
last week’s ruling prices of from $6.60
to $7.25, with quotations higher for
Christmas beef of the best sort. Choice
heavy steers had a brisk sale, some few
selling at $6.90. There is no improve-
ment in prices for medium and common
beef ; in fact the market is all for cattle
for the holiday trade. Cows were sold
at $3 to $5.25 and bulls ranged at the
same figure, while canners and cutters
remained at $2 to $3.50. Calves sold
steady at $7 to $9 for choice stock. Lambs
changed hands at $6.75 to $7.25, light
ewes at $4 to $4.50 and heavy ewes at
$3 to $3.50. Hogs sold at $8.

At the Western cattle market trade
was good, with a light run of five cars,

with 50 head of cattle and 98 sheep and
lambs.

family endured all the trials and hard-
ships of the early seetlers, it being many
years before enough of the woods was

cleared away to enable them to raise
their own bread. In the year 1855 Mr,
Luckham was mariied to Miss Jane

Thomas, a daughter of the late Enoch
Thomas, another old pioneer of this
township. They built a log house on
“Pioneer Farm” which they occupied
till 1879 when the present spacious brick
house was erected. Together they labor-
ed for over half a century with great
courage, resoiution and industry, bearing
their share of all the priyations and
difficulties of those pioneer” days which
has helped, to make Warwick on§ of the
best townships in Ontario. Thg deceas-
ed was a great lover of trees and flowers
and his expansive lawn was resplendent
with beautifully trimmed evergreen trees
of various shapes and flower beds which
blossomed profusely from early spring
till late fall. The wilderness had been
converted into a veritable spot of beauty
which was a ‘joy forever’ to himself and
to all passers-by.
