How to Destroy the Cabbage Worm.

A correspondent of the Fruit Recorder
writing from Port Haron, Michigan, says
that he commenced a series of experiments
for the purpose of discovering something
that would kill the worms and yet not be
poisonous to human beings, and finally
found thata solution of common alum,
made by dissolving one pound of alum iu
three gallons of water, would kill the
worms,

His mode of proceeding was to dissolve
the alum in a small quantity of water by
heating the water and then add sufficient
water to make the whole three gallons.
When this was cold he put it into a com-
mon watering-pot having arose spout, and
sprinkled his cabbage and cauliflower
plants, keeping up this sprinkling as long
as any of the insects werc about. from the
time that the white butterfly began to lay
her eggs. He says that he watered them
almost every evening, and thus kept the
cabbage and the caulifiower perfectly clean.
He also tried the alum solution on kis cur-
rant bushes and with eqnally successful
results, and commends it for washing the
trunks of young fruit trees, for the reason
that it is cheap, effectual and non-poisonous
insecticide, acting instantaneously on the
worn or caterpillar by means of its astring~
ency, and so contracting their tissues that
they cannot breathe,

Paper Bedclothing.

A paper making firm in New Jersey bas
for reveral weeks been turning out coun-
tcrpanes and pillows of paper. No.1 man-
ila is used, two large sheets being held to-
gether by a slender twine at intervals of
three or fourinches.

QUEEN vs. EDWIN GATES.

Examination taken before Justices
Frederick Leavitt and Edwin Berteaux, at
the Court House, Annapolis, Thureday,
16th July inst , the ®aid Edwin Gates,
being charged with having on the 1st July
last, past, made an assult and did wilfully
obstruct one Reed Blair, then being acting
1n the aid of a Peace officer, in the due ex«
ecution of his duty.

W. B. A. Ritchie, appeared for the
Prosecution, and J. M. Owen for the
Defence.

Mg. Gars pleaded ¢¢ not guilty.”

A. W. Cogprrr first called. - Know Mr,
Edwin Gates. Don’t know Reed Blair,
constable, Remember 1st July. Enow
Salter’s hotel, Only got down as far as
Pickles & Mills’ store, while the people
were in front of the hotel. Did not notice
Mr. Gates in the crowd.

CarisroruEr D. Proxies called. Know
Edwin Gates, Know Reed Blair. Recol-
lect 1st July. Saw a crowd or disturbance
in front of Salter's hotel. Heard loud,
angry words, occasionally, from where I
stood. Did not see Mr, Blair there, I
saw Mr. Gates at his own stable, Did not
see him at the hotel.- I heard Mr. Gates
say, ¢ Let's go and clear them out,’ or
words to that effect. Don’t know to
whom these words were addressed. This
was in the forenoon,

Cross-examined by Mr. Owen. When I
heard Mr. Gates speak my attention was
called to the crowd. I can't give the
words Mr. Gates used. 1 heard him say
¢« clear them out.” I have told you exact-
ly what I bad to say. :
Orex Pixg called. I know Mr. Gates.
Know Salter's hotel. Remember 1st July.
Recollect being in the vicinity of Salter’s
botel—say ten or eleven o'clock. Was a
small crowd near the hotel, but not just
at the hotel, I was up at Mr. Shannon’s,
I walked down the street as far as Mr.
Gates’ stables which are nearly opposite
Mr. Salter’s. I saw Mr, Gates at his stable.
He came down the street while I was at
his stable. I did not hear him say any-|
thing. Ithink he was attending to his
pusiness about the barn: Don’t know
what he did after that. I don’t remember
seeing Mr. Gates at the hotel. Not much
of a crowd—cannot say how many. Re-
mained but a short time. Went up the
street. I stood about the stable when
there. Nobody was standing in Salter’s
front door. Not acquainted with Mr.
Reed Blair. Think I remember seeing
him. (Counsel suggests he be introauced
to witness.) Did not see Mr. Gates touch
Mr. Blair.

Xmd. by Mr. Owen, All I know about
Mr. Gates is that I saw him going into the
stable.

Mimes McMmran called. Know Edwin
Gates. Know Reed Blair. Remember
being in the vicinity of Salter's hotel on
the morning of the first July. Was quite
a crowd there when I went down—pro-
bably fifty or more. Saw Mr. Blair there
before [ left. Was there the best part of
an hour. Blair was coming out of the
door when I first saw him. He came out
the door in & kind of hurry. When he
came out he landed on the platform.
Taylor, colored fellow, gave him kind of a
shove, and landed him out in the middle
of the street. Three or four others sur~
rounded him. No one touched him that I
gsaw. I saw Mr. Gates at his own stable.
Did not see Mr. Gatvs touch Blair. Last
I saw Mr. Gates he went into the gate into
the back yard. Was standing first on Mr.
Gates’ platform and then went over to
Capt. Pickies’ store. Did not hear Mr.
Gates call out anything. There was a
hubbub at the door.

James Carcanp called. Koow Salter’s
hotel. Remember 1st July. Went from
my own place down there that morning.

went down. Was there about twenty
minutes. Were a few people there. Saw
Mr. Blair there. Don’t remember seeing
Mr. Gates there at that time. Blair was
standing in the hotel door. I saw Mr.
Parker there. Was no disturbance. Then
went to my house. Remained home about
ten minutes, and then went down to Mr.
Salter’s hotel again. Mr. Armstrong and
Mr. Parker were searching the house.
There was a crowd outside. I saw Blair
pulled out. Mr. Gates had bhold of him.
Mr. Gates pulled him out through the out-
side door. Nobody else bad hold of Blair
Taylor, a colored man, step-
ped in front of Blair and shut his fist at
him. I did not see him strikehim. Blair
picked his hat up from the ground and put
it in his coat pocket. He then left. Some
of the crowd were singing out ‘* bring
them out.” Saw Gates first in his own
barn. - Next saw him coming through the
door of the hotel with Blair. I saw Gates
go into the botel, but whetber-it was the
first or second time, I don’t remember. I
saw the crowd make a rush on the hotel.
Don’t know where Mr. Gates was at
time. The rush was before Gates and
Blair came out of the botel.

Xmd., by Mr., Owen, I saw the
smoking room being searched by Mr.Parker
and Mr. Armstrong. Saw Parker take a
hatchet from his pocket and open the
bar room door, Gates came from the
inside to the threshold of the door. He then
turned about quick and caught bold of
Blair. Gates had no coat on. (In the
course of this cross-examination Mr,
Owen succeeded in getting witness some-
what muddled.)

The court then adjourned for dinner
Upon re-assembling—

Epwarp H. ArusTRoNG was called. Saic
he resided in Granville, and was a con
stable. Went to Salter’s hotel and enquir
ed for Mrs. Salter. Did not see her at that
time, Enquired which was Mrs, Salter’s
room.

A colored
man that works with Gates was there.
Mr. Gates then arrived. Don’t know that
be addressed  himself to me. Parties
were addressing themselves to me. Isaid I
would give them all into the bands of Mr.

My
object in placing Blair at the door was to
keep out the crowd and see that Mrs Salter
did not run out, so that 1 could arrest
her.

reporter offered to procure from the estab-
lishment of ¢ X and Z” as many certified
girls as the committee might name deliv-
ered anywhere to their order, There
being some hesitation about the acceptance
of this proposition, the reporter, while
the committee was in session, went -to a
procuress and ordered a pretty girl, four-
teen years of age, certified by a physician
to be good, to be delivered to his order as
« agent fora gentleman of sixty.” The
madame accepted the order, and in a short
time produced a girl certiffied. The re-
porter inveatigated the child’s history and
ascertained that her father was dead and
her mother was & poor working woman.

Tar Genegar's Run.—Among the uns
published incidents of the rebellion was
one which at the time created perhaps
more sensation and amusement than any
other during its course. It happened on
the last morning of the Batoche fight, and
is wellknown among the men as‘t The
General’s Run.” That morning General
Middleton had, for some reason known
only to himself, wanted to see either a
priest or some one else who was in the
priest’s house, which steod between the
loyal and rebel lines, four hundred yards
from the former and only two hundred
yards from the latter. Accordingly he
started out without a word to anyone,
dressed in civilian’s clother, except that
he wore a hemlet. Capt, Young, Brigade
Major, saw him start out with much ap-
prehension, and was on the point of order-
ing a guard to attend him, but feared that
doing 8o would be much more likely to
attruct the attention of the enemy. The
general reached the house in safety, and
was met at the door by the man with whom
he had to converse. The interview ended,
he started back, but bardly got twenty
yards ‘rom the door wher pop-pop-pop
went the rebel rifles, and bulletafter bul.
let sped by the General's person. This
was the more remarkable as the corpulent
body of the General offered a good round
target to the enemy. The Commander-in-
Chlef thought it was time to get out of the
way, bat be was no longer an athelete,
and his fat legs were hardly capable o
carrying their load at any great pace. d{!
however, did his best, and with a motion
more like a waddle than a run increased
his speed. His wind was no longer good
and soon began to give out, and as he
waddled along the puff-puff-puff which
came from{his panting frame was audible
in the lines of his men. The rebels still
kept pouring leaden hail after bim, but
whether their aim was bad or his waddle
disconcerted them it will perhaps never
be known. At any rate they missed him
every time. Capt. Young, as soon as he
saw the predicament of his chief, called for
volunteers to go out and draw the fire of
the rebels away from him, and accompani-
ed by Major Kirwan, Lieut.Helli’well (who
was three hours afterwards badly wound.
ed), and two others started out. They
succeed in their design, and probably sav-
ed the General’s life, He kept on his
way, panting, puffing, and blowing until
his face was as red as a beet, and com.
pletely pumped out, he eventually reached
the lines in safety. He must, however,
have acquired much additional respect for
his powers of pedestrianism for as he fell
exbausted on his camp bed he was heard
to mutter—¢¢ I dida’t know I could run so
fast before,”’

Good Coffee Easlly Made.

It is one of the simplest things in the
world to make a good cup of coffee,
and this can easily be accomplished by
applying alittle common sense. If
you put boiling water on coffee and do
not let it boil you bhave all the good
qualities preserved. One reason dys-
peptics cannot drink coffee is because
it is boiled. The style of coftee pot is
just a matter of fancy. I have made as
good coffee from an old tomato ¢an as ]
have ever sipped from a cup filled from
the finest French ooffee urn. We
should take lessons in this matter from
the Turks and Arabians, who grind
their coffee to a fine powder. When
the coflee is ground as fine as possible
putitin a little bag of unbleached
muslin, which should be tied tightly
enough to prevent the escape of the
grounds. 1f you use a’cup of unground
coffee you can make over a quart of
very strong, black coffee. In making
coffee many people sacrifice flavor for
strength. Bitterness comes from boil-
ing. When boiling water is placed on
the bag of ground coffee it should
stand at least three minutes before

Glass for either is better.

All ccoking utensils, including iron
pots, should be rinsed after washing
and carefully wiped on the ipside with
a clean, dry cloth. A soapy or greasy
dish cloth should never be uSed for the
purpose.
