Biller Betel (Me Feng,
A New Fish Product

A company has been organised in Hali­
fax, with a capital of $200,000, of which 
30 per cent, has been paid in, for the man­
ufacture of steam-oompreesed codfish. The 
process is thus described in the Halifax 
Herald:

The fish are taken in the cellar, are 
•kinned and thoroughly washed : The skins, 
fins, and tails are utilised in the manufac­
ture of glue. The fish are then elevated 
to the top story, where they are cooked by 
•team in compartments. Next the bones 
are all taken out and the fish passed through 
blanketed rollers, under which process the 
moisture is all extracted. Then they pass 
into the • shredder ’ on the third filoor, 
where they are reduced to a fibre, having 
the appearance of fine wool.

Thenoe by means of an endless band, it 
paw. to the dry box, where It is partially 
dried by steam and fan bbuL From tbia 
box it descende through a abuts to a large 
drying drum on the second floor, where 
the drying process fa completed. After re­
maining in this dram, heated 120 degree., 
about an hoar, it is retaken by bucket belts 
to the floor above, and packed by machin­
ery into one pound cardboard packages. 
These pasteboard boxes are lined with 
paper so as to render them impervious to 
moist air. These package, are labelled 
after the style of a lobster can and shipped

twelveMeteorology of Last Week.

The work-a-day week which lay between 
Sunday the 16th instant and Sunday the 
23rd, was, as a whole, much tbe coldest 
week of the winter of 1839-90. At Anna­
polis Royal the mercury registered ' from 
about 10° beloW the cypher to about the 
same number above it, during the time 
named, and thé river and basin which had 
been previously nearly bare of ice, soon 
began to be enveloped with vapor, and 
icc-flo«es commenced to multiply in number 
with the ebb and flow of every tide, until 
fears were entertained that, if the cold spell 
should be much extended, there was danger 
that the ice bridge of three years ago would 
again shut out the town from its seaward 
communications. But this was not to be. 
The intensity of the cold culminated on 
Friday night, and the temperature became 
gradually milder. So severe was the cold 
and dense the vapor in the neighboriug bay 
that the steamer Monticello was compelled 
to remain at Digby from Wednesday even­
ing until Saturday morning, though the lit­
tle Evangeline pushed her way daily 
through the ice and storm of the week 
without missïbg a trip.

One special good has resulted from this 
universal attack of Jack Frost—sufficient 
snow has fallen to make lumbering opera­
tions possible in the woods, aud sleighs 
have been placed on the highways instead 
of wheeled vehicles, which, by the young 
people, is looked upon as a great change 
for the better.

Murdoch, that the ac­
counts of the Commissioners be audited and 
reported on at the next annual meeting, an 
amendment to which was moved by C. 3. 
Willis and seconded by A. J. Drysdalo, 
that the auditing be done now, and reported 
on at an adjourned meeting to be held a week 
from to-night at the same hour and place. 
Said amendment having been put to the 
meeting was carried by a large majority of 
the rate payers present, and the original 
motion lost.

It was then moved by Mr. O. T. Daniels 
and seconded by Mr. John Hicks “That the 
Commissioners’ books, vouchers and all 
other papers connected with their expendi­
ture of moneys voted by the town for con­
struction of water works and sewage, be 
forthwith handed over to the auditors 
to audit at a place to be selected by 
said auditors,” which on being put to 
the meeting passed unanimously. Both 
at the meeting on the third instant 
and at the present meeting a dis­
cussion over the rights of the town and 
the claims set up by Charles Marshall to 
take the eastern springs into the reservoir, 
(up to the present the town having had one 
only, and the smallest spring of the several 
we are empowered to take) took place. 
Marshall proposed to sell to the town 17 
feet ot land—the town already owning throe 
feet over the pipe line, and which Marshall 
has been paid for—along the west line of his 
farm, and on which the springs, reservoir 
and pipe line are situated, and to allow the 
eastern springs, which originally aud nat­
urally run into the reservoir—but which he 
has diverted into another channel—to be 
turned into said reservoir, all for the sum 
of $250.00, and he, Marshall, to take the 
overflow, which sum the rate-payers might 
possibly consent to pay Mr. Marshall, but 
for his further exorbitant demands, which 
are that he must have the right to cross 
and re-cross for all purposes, and at all 
times and places the land he sells us, and 
the right to tap the water main on his own 
land, and have free water for over and for 
bis grantees as well, for domestic,stock and 
farming purposes, in case the overflow 
should fail him. The water commission­
ers and Mr. Marshall could scarcely expect 
the town to consent such a one-sided 
bargain. In truth, and in fact, this contract 
would be nothing more or less than to buy 
and pay full value for our privileges and then 
give, them all back to Marshall, or at least, 
so much of a claim on them and control over 
them, as to amount to a complete surrender 
of our rights. It was proposed at one time 
to arbitrate the matter between the town 
and Marshall, as provided by the act ; but, 
it is claimed by the town that Marshall 
burked this, and urther legislation has to 
be sought to compel an arbitration ; and in 
view of the fact that our commissioners 
are not a unit in this difficulty with Mar­
shall, the rate-payers are strong on the 
point that arbitration is the proper method 
»> settle the business, it having been a
f.xed question ever since the water was 

1“ id on.
It was then moved by the secretary and 

seconded by E. Ruggles, Esq., and Resolved, 
“ .ha; the Legislature be applied to at its 
present sittings to amend the present 
Water Supply Act by adding to section 
fourteen thereof, after, the words “ third 
arbitrator” on the 17th and 18th lines of said 
section, the following words “aud incase the 
two arbitrators shall not agree, as to the 
appointment of a third arbitrator, the 
Judge of the County Court for District No. 
3 shall appoint a third arbitrator,” and that 
section 15 ef said act he amended by adding 
thereto, after the words “ fourteenth sec­
tion of this act” on the seventh line thereof, 
the words “and amendment thereto.” The 
chairman having put this resolution to the 
meeting it passed nem. con.

After remarks by O. T. Daniels, Esq., it 
was moved by him and seconded by John 
P. Murdoch, and resolved as follows : “In 
order to encourage the manufacturing in­
dustries of this town, that all the factories 
therein whore steam is the motive power, 
have the use of the water necessary for 
manufacturing purposes free of charges for 
the next five years. ” After a free discussion 
of the matter for a time, it looked as if the 
resolution would have passed, if put to the 
meeting ; when at this juncture—the hour 
being late—an adjournment was moved by 
Mr. R. Shipley, and seconded by Mr. E. 
Ruggles, That this meeting stand adjourned 
over to Wednesday evening, the 26th inst., 
to meet again at Dennison’s Hall, at the 
hour of 7 p. m. Passed.

This was a large and influential meeting 
of the rate-payers of the town.

Lumbering.—Owing to the general mild­
ness of the winter, and the almost entire 
lack of snow, it may be thought by many 
unacquainted with lumbering operations 
that hut little could be accomplished dur­
ing the past three months. Such, how­
ever, is not the case, as, with the exception 
of one or two short spells, there Has been a 
sufficient quantity of snow in the woods to 
make work "easy and profitable. Now, that 
a large fall lies on the ground, it is reason­
able to suppose that extra activity will be 
manifested as long as it remains, and that 
many of our lumbering concerns will take 
advantage of the opportunity by putting in 
additional teams to haul the logs already 
yarded, to the streams from which they 
will be driven to their destinations. In 
conversation with one or two of our lead­
ing lumber magnates operating extensively 
in this County, and gentlemen who are 
thoroughly versed in the enterprise, we are 
credibly informed that a very successful 
winter's work has been accomplished,—one 
firm alone, that of James P. Mitchell & 
Co., operating on the waters of Lake Alma 
and its tributaries, will put in some seven 
million feet. The next largest operators 
are the well-known firm of E. Davidson & 
Sous, who will place at their mills, on the 
Nictanx river, some four million feet. 
Among others may be added the Round 
Hill Wooden ware Co., John G. Morrison, 
of Springfield, and J. B. Leslie, each of 
whom will put in a million feet. Many 
small concerns prosecuting this industry 
seem in excellent spirits at present, and it 
is to be earnestly hoped that a favorable 
opportunity for driving will present itself, 
in order that quick returns may he obtain­
ed by these energetic and industrious ben­
efactors.

Annapolis Notes.

Rev. H. De Blois Is in town to-day.
Splendid sleighing. Everything in town 

out yesterday.
Mr. A. M. King and family arrived on 

Saturday after a very pleasant visit to the 
States.

We regret to learn of the sudden illness 
of Mr. R. J. Uniacke, of Annapolis, on 
Sunday evening last ; but are pleased to 
learn, by late advices, that he is out of 
danger.

Messrs. Scarborough and Mawhinoey 
left on Friday for Quebec, from whence 
Mr. Scarborough will sail for England. 
While here they both made many friends, 
who regret very much their departure, and 
hope they will return next season. We 
might remark that the “ rabbits,” as well 
as apples, grew beautifully less during their 
stay with us.

On Thursday last a collision occurred be­
tween the S. S. Evangeline and the Mon­
ticello. It appears that as the Evangeline, 
with Capt. Corbitt at the wheel, was leav­
ing Digby pier, the Monticello, which had 
been cruising about in the harbor trying 
to get into the pier, was noticed by Capt. 
Corbitt to be coming straight for the Evan­
geline. He, with great presence of mind, 
brought the Evangeline around so that the 
Monticello struck her at an angle, near the 
stern, doing considerable damage, but not 
as much as would have been done had it 
not been for Capt. Corbitt’s presence of 
mind.

The same performance was gone through 
to show the grade one in twenty. The 
majority of the members considered that it 
would be advisable to have the one in 
twenty grade, and no doubt that it will be 
decided at the meeting to-night.

On Monday afternoon quite an excite- 
mcn was caused here, in which a well- 
known citizen took a prominent part. He 
had been for the last few days in a very 
questionable condition, and on Sunday acted 
disgracefully at his home. The constable 
arrested him, and on their way to the jail 
the prisoner ran away over to the island, 
where, after an exciting chase, he was cap­
tured.

In his annual letter to the congregation 
of 8t. Martin’s Church, Montreal, the rec­
tor, Rev. G. Osborne Troop (formerly of 
8fc. Paul’s, Halifax), brings before them the 
grave question of the advisability of mak­
ing all the sitting in the church free from 
the tax of rental. His own convictions, he 
says, upon this point were well known to 
them, for he had given open expression to 
them from the pulpit. He honestly be­
lieved that it was morally wrong to çent 
sittings in God’s house. The sense of this 
wrqng had troubled him ever since he on- 
tored upon the ministry of that parish, and 
his conscience refused to allow him to en­
dure the reproach any longer. He could 
not continue to minister among them unless 
all payments towards the support of the 
church were left to the voluntary offerings 
of the people. He suggests in place of the 
present system that all members of the con­
gregation should oontinue to occupy by 
common consent their accustomed sittings, 
that mutual Christian courtesy should take 
tho place of legal right in the occupancy of 
the sittings. That eacli member of the 
congregation be asked of his own free will 
to contribute a definite sum, varying in 
amount according to ability, towards the 
necessary expenses of the church. That as 
far as possible this sum should be presented 
in weekly instalments through the offertory 
as given to God. He proposes that the 
voluntary system be adopted on trial for 
one year, and at the end of that time, if it 
should turn out a failure, the pew rent 
system could be re-establishod, and in that 
event be would resign the rectorship. The 
debt on the church might possibly be con­
sidered an obstacle in the .way of the new 
system. He understood, indeed, that there 
might be a clause in the mortgage binding 
the pew rents as security. But if it was 
right in the sight of God to make the 
church free, let them do it without fear, 
and a way would no douait be opened to 
transfer the mortgage should it be found 
necessary. Finally, he calls a public meet­
ing of tho parishioners on tho evening of 
Monday, 24th Inst., to consider tho ques­
tion. The feeling generally in the church 
is in favor of adopting the rector’s views.

President and Honorable Gentlemen
of the Legislative Council :

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the House of
Assembly ;
1. I have much pleasure in meeting you 

ou your assembling to discharge your Leg­
islative duties.

2. I rejoice that I am able to congratu­
late you on the large measure of prosperity 
that our Province has enjoyed during the 
past year. Our fishermen in some locali­
ties did not share in that nrosperity as fully 
as other classes, but good prices in some 
degree compensated for short catch. In 
most branches of industry there was grati­
fying activity. A good harvest rewarded 
the labors of the farmer, coal mining oper­
ations were extensively carried on, gold 
mining was prosecute» with much success, 
the condition of business throughout the 
world gave prosperity to our ship owners 
and revived our ship-building industry, and 
trade and commerce generally were much 
improved.

3. The work of constructing tho several 
railways subsidized by the Province bas 
been diligently prosecuted. I announce, 
with much satisfaction, the opening of the 
Nova Scotia Central from Middletown to 
Lunenburg, an enterprise that cannot fail 
to be of great advantage to tho important 
section of the province which it serves.

4. Arrangements have been made by my 
Government for subsidizing a line of rail­
way connecting the Intercolonial Railway 
with the Iron Mines of the East River of 
Pictou county, under conditions which 
give assurance that the work will be pros­
ecuted immediately, and that at an early 
date these valuable deposits of iron will be 
opened, and smelting operations on a large 
scale carried on.

5. While considerable progress is being 
made in the work of railway extension, it 
is much to be regretted that several import­
ant sections of our Province are still unpro­
vided with those railway facilities which 
at the present day are almost essential to

Messrs. Bogue and Costa, 
whose abduction was previously announced 
are still detained by bandits in the moun­
tain fastnesses. The bandits demand 
heavy ransoms, and negotiations are in 
progress to that end.

Unconscious Beside a Corpse in New 
York.—New York, Feb. 23.—Thomas 
Rendrigg, a Scotchman, 30 years old, was 
found dead in bed this morning at 448 
Canal street where he rented furnished 
rooms. Capt. B. E. Yorke of the schooner 
Jessie D., from Nova Sootia, lay uncon­
scious beside the corpse. Late last night 
the two men left Dinwoodies saloon, where 
they had been drinking hot Scotch whis­
key. The captain accepted Rendrigg’s in­
vitation to remain with him. They unin­
tentionally left tho gas turned on. Capt. 
Yorke is now in the Chambers street 
hospital and will probably revive.

The Extradition Treaty.—Washing- 
town, Feb. 19.— The extradition treaty 
makes the following crimes extraditable in 
addition to those specified in the treaty of 
1842. Voluntary manslaughter, counter­
feiting or altering money, putting the same 
in circulation ; embezzlement, larcency, 
fraud by bailee, banker, agent, factor, 
trustee, director, member or officer of any 
company made criminal by laws of both 
countries ; perjury, rape, abduction, child 
stealing, kidnapping, burglary, piracy by 
the law of nations, mutiny at sea, wrong 
fully sinking or destroying vessel, attempt­
ing to do so, assault on the high seas, 
crimes and offenses against the laws of both 
countries for the suppression of slavery and 
slave trading^-- Ei 
for political offenses, nor shall any person 
surrendered be tried for any other offense 
than the one for which he is extradited. 
The treaty does not apply to crime com­
mitted before the ratification.

43 ; cost of living, $416,99. Males with 
dependents, tenants, wages $455.52 ; cost 
of living, $427.06. The bare cost of living, 
it will be seen runs painfully close to the 
amount earned, leaving almost nothing for 
church and charities, vacation, doctor bills, 
funeral expenses, etc.

—The distress among the 6,000 anthra­
cite coal miners in the Pottsville, Pa., dis­
trict has now extened throughout the 
entire hard coal mining district of Pennsyl­
vania.

—The deaths during the last year in Bos­
ton numbered 10,250, compared with 10,- 
196 in 1888, making the death rate for the 
year 24.24, reckoning the present popula­
tion of the city at 420,000. Of the 10,250 
deaths during the year, l,96f are due to 
causes which are generally classed under 
the head of preventable diseases. There 
were 1,431 deaths from consumption, 933 
from pneumonia, 440 from bronchitis and 
789 from heart disease. Diphtheria was 
the cause of 564 deaths, and 450 occurred 
from cholera infantum.

Itket’* Corner.THE LADIES!Whatever may be the practice of our 
farmers in regard to the management of 
their orchards, there is one general princi­
ple upon which all can unite and all admit 
in theory and practice, and that is that 
every producer needs to be fed in propor­
tion to its product. It doesn't make so 
much difference whether the rule is applied 
to a hill of corn or potatoes, a cow or sheep, 
or an apple tree. The same general princi­
ple applies to each. While certain condi­
tions in the case of the animal result in 
comparatively speedy effects, in the case of 
the vegetable, or more particularly that of 
the tree, the same principle holds good al­
though somewhat obscure in its application 
and less speedy in its results. But the 
whole matter of feeding our trees may be 
stated thus : Producing apple trees and 
apples, depletes the soil and diminishes its 
ability to keep up a proper growth of wood 
and fruit, hence, some, at least of the con­
sumed elements must be restored, or pro­
ductiveness will decline, or, in other words, 
the apple trees must be fed or they will 
cease to work.

Then the question naturally comes up— 
What shall we use in fertilizing the orchard? 
It is often urged by farmers that all the 
available dressing of the barn has to be used 
for their cultivated cereal crops and vege­
tables, and if fertilizers are to be applied to 
the orchard, the supply must come from 
some other source. Now to meet this diffi­
culty let us inquire what are the substitutes 
that are the most available, or at least that 
will come nearest to meeting the require­
ments of the orchard, and yet be within the 
means of the average farmer. Swamp muck 
is the cheapest generally speaking, as it can 
usually be had upon the farm for the haul­
ing, and on some soils, would no doubt, be 
efficacious in many ways applied to the 
orchard ; but we can hardly reckon on this 
wholly as a substitute for barn-yard man­
ure. Ashes or potash and lime come next 
and on most soils are not only helpful but 
absolutely a necessity in the requirements 
of the bearing orchard. Then we have the 
phosphate of lime in the various prepara­
tions of bone, guano, etc., nitrogen, or 
ammonia in the various forms in which it is 
used. We question whether the phosphate 
or either of the special fertilizers named 
above could be directly applied with profit 
to the bearing orchard.

But we think there is a method that 
might be adopted by the farmers of Maine 
to keep up the fertility of the bearing 
orchards, and entail, perhaps, as little ex­
pense as any which could be adopted. We 
refer to the sowing of some crop to be 
plowed under when green ; and for this 
purpose should take red clover. Bone dust, 
or any of the special manures, narited above, 
will increase the growth of both the trees 
and fruit, by supplying the inorganic con­
stituents of the soil, such as potash, phos­
phoric acid, lime, etc., and these are what 
the bearing orchard particularly needs a 
supply of. And the question is, how to 
supply the demand with the least expense. 
On the whole, we believe it will not do for 
the farmer to, by concentrated fertilizer, 
keep his orchard up to a desirable state of 
fertility ; he must do it mainly from his 
own resources obtained from the farm. Let

London.

It is not generally known that two of the 
daughters of our new Lord Mayor are 
totally deaf, one having been born so, 
whilst the other lost her hearing in infancy 
through a severe cold. They were sent to 
Rotterdam to be educated on the oral sys­
tem when aged respectively five and seven 
years, and profit ted so well by the teaching 
of Mr. Van Praagh that they can now join 
in ordinary conversation, enjoy a visit to 
the theatre, do their own shopping, and fol­
low the words of a preacher All this is 
done by lip-reading, the movements of a 
speaker's lips giving to their trained intelli­
gence as clear a comprehension of the words 
used as if they had heard them. They 
never communicate by signs, do not know 
the finger alphabet, and make very little 
use of writing for the interchange of ideas. 
Sir Henry Isaacs gave evidence as to the 
value of the oral system before the Royal 
Commission on the blind, deaf and dumb, 
etc., in 1887, and was instrumental in in­
troducing the system to England in the 
year 1865. He mentions in his evidence 
that his daughters can understand him per­
fectly, even though he wears a beard and 
moustache, and that it is not necessary for 
him to assume any particular position in 
the room when conversing with them unless 
it be twilight. Association with ordinary 
people has greatly increased the facility 
with which the Misses Isaacs can follow a 
speaker. They labored under the disad­
vantage of being compelled to learn Dutch 
before they could learn English, but, never­
theless, speak and understand English per­
fectly, though their speech is * not so musi­
cal or flowing as in others. The Lord Mayor 
naturally takes a lively interest in the sub­
ject of the education of the deaf.—London 
(Eng.) paper.
