The latter is eutitled to
special consideration en account of 1ts isolated
position, being over 2,500 miles from any
other region or bedy of anthracite. Easy of
access, on the liae of the Canadian Pacific
Railway, and being equal in value to any of
the American or Welsh anthracites, its min-
ing and distribution must. seon become a

All coals west of Winuipeg, alse south-
west and nerthwest, belong to the cretace-
ous formations. A general law of valae
includes them all as follows, viz: These
coals imcrease in value in some ratie of
distance from the mountains. In other
words, the poorest are farthest from the
Rocky range. This rule, however, leaves

the great region or domain of the plains, in
the enjoyment of the same class of lignites
without auy material variations for very
great distances. For instance, the lignites
of Nortuwest ' Dakota, Souris River. and
Medicine Hat, several hundred miles apart,
