ho has been labouring in tho apread of the Gospe!
among the tribes of Uit sultry and sickly region.
Compelled by prostrated health to geek Yolief in a
morse genial climo, ho bas rotdracd to his native
land for 2 time ; .and though on a wission of health
noW, heis also bero labouring in the mission of
Afrita by endeavouring to awakea or revive tho
aympathios of the Clurch, = -

Tho Rev. Mr. Scott, tio missionary to whom wo
refcr, who has been ovidently suffering from the
cffocts of a tropical climato, addressed tho stadents
of the General Thaological Seminary on the Aftican
Mission, scd gave a lusid 2ad ioteresting statewent
of tho wantsof Africa. Mr. Scott, without enterin
into auy details of the history of the Missien, limite
his remarks chiefly to facts that came under bis own
obsorvation, sinov the year 1853, which he designa.

But ns if to show that the operation of the Gospel
is non (Imited to yoars, Mr. Scutt stated also tho
case of & young man from one of the tribes, who,
after reosiving somo education in tho Miasion school,
folt an oarneat desire to retura to his tribo and tesch
thom tho Gospel, and try to turn them from their
sins. He was allowed to go, ard ho bega. imme-
diately ¢0 teach, and, in teaching, to tell them of the
Lord Jasns Christ.  Tho efirot was boyond all
expeotation happy. Christ was made kaown by this
young man, 80 that his poople profosesd tho Gospel
and believed. His influcnce is extoading alse
youd bis own people. Ho bas been the means of
recniting two hostile tribus, and that “solely by
teaching or talking to them about the Gocgo!. His
way is 20 settlo matters by making thom Christians.

Anotber ramarkablo instance of conversion is that
ofcu old woman, who, Jike the denda.men, had
beea » vatary of iyiog superatitions, and who fnally
becamo arrested by a conviction of her past wicked
lifs, end has since been serving God, instead of tho
devil and his works, whelb, with others of ker race,
sho has renounced in Baptism.

Thus & deeply interesting work has been going on
in Africa, for tboe salvation of that benighted region,
that bids fair to spread its light and bleasings over
tho neighbouring countries in the interior. The
Africans theniselves scem to bo awakening to the
neosesity of the great moral revolution contemplated
by Christian Missions. They are inquiring and
asking for more instruction and light, in order to be
able to provide their own roissionaries, and to send
proachers of their own race. Thero nover wasa
timo sben tho prospect of success was greater, and
itisto bo hopcg that the dovoted men, whe have
been hararding their Jivos for that work of the Lord,
will not bo allowed to make their appeals to the
gympathiss of tho Church in vain. They aro entitled
to our Jovo and gratitude for their self«denying
labour, and we trast thoy will not fail to have our
carnest oboperstion —N, Y. Churchman,

Before proceeding to the account of the great bell
for the Palace of Westminster, wa abould, perbaps man-
tion that the Chinces have been repressnted as pos.
seqsing bells next in sixe {0 ths two we Lave already
doscribad. It is ssid that one of the bells of Pekin is
upwards of twelve fest bigh, and forty-1wo feet 1a cur-
cumfereace, and waighs upward of 12¢,000 pounds.
We did not insart it in our list, becauss wo lLave no
wery geod antbority for its weight.  All travellers,
kowaver, agres that the Cbiness bells are far inferior
o our Lells in tone, they are not so musical, por

The great
Bell for the clock-towor of Westminater, whieh comes
moxt in ordsr, was cast oo the 6th of August lst, at
the little village of Norton, near Siockton-oc-Tees.

Oorp Faxr.—Cold foet are tho avenues to death
of multitudes every yoar; it is « sign of imperfect
cicaulation—of want of vigor and constitution.. No
one can be well whoeo feet are habitually cold.
When the blood is equally distributod ta every part
of the body there is genoral good health.  Ifthere
be lesa bivod ab ono point there is & ooldness ; and
uat oaly ao, there must be more than is natural at
some part of 53 system, and thero isa fover, that
is, unnotural heat or ommuion. In the case of
cold foet, tho amount of blood wanting there collscts
at some other part of tho body \Vbiohilppom to be
woakest, to be leust ablae to throw & barricado against
the inrushing encmy. Hence, whon the lungs aro.
weakest, tho extra blood gatliers therd in the ahaps
of a common cold, or often upitting blood,  (lergy-
men, other publio speakers, aud aiogers, by impro«
per cxposuro, often render the throat tho weakesy

rt; to such, cold feer give hoarsoncss, or a raw,

urning feoling, et folt at the bottom of the neck,
To others again, whoso bowels aro weak through
overeatings or drinking spirituous liquors, cold foot
F’lve various degreos of derangement, from common
oosencss up to diarrhoon or dysentery ; and so wo
might 20 through the whole body, but for tho prosent
this is gufficient for illustration.

part of your fest foels as dry as your hand ; then

On goiog to bed at nigbt?l:nw off your stockinga
and hold your fect to tho Sre ten or fifteen minutes,
till porfoctly dry, and goto bed. Thisisa most
pleating operation, and fully ropays for the trouble
of it. No one can slesp well or refreshingly with
cold foot.” Al Indians and hanters sleop with’ their
feet to the fire.

Never atop from your bed with the naked foet on,
an uncarpeted floor. I have known it to be the ex~
citiog cause of months of illnese.

Wear woollen, cotton, or silk stockings,whichever
keops the feat most comfortabls ; do not let the ex.
perionco of snother be your ﬁuide, for diffurent per~
sons roquire different artioles; what ingoodé:a
person whoss feet are naturally demp, can not be
ﬁood for ous whose feet ava dry. The donkey who

ad his beg of ualt lightened by swimmiog a river,
advised hiscompanion, who was Joaded down with a
sack of wool, to do the sams, and having no more
sense than & men or woman, he plueged in, aed in,
a moment the wool absorbed the water, inereased
the burden many fold, and bore bim with it to the
