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ONG-LOOKED for and
hanging for years in doubt-
fui suspense, the boon of
international copyright
has at last been won in
the United States. A few
days after. I had written
in the last number that
there were good grounds
for hoping it would be
won, the measure n which
it was formulated was car-
ried. It will corne into

V \ operation on the first of July next. A
drawback which the Act has in the eyes of
English publishers, is that it requires-the
deposit at the office of the Librarian of Con-

gress of two copies of the book to be copyrighted, the said two
copies te be printed from type set in the United States.
These copies are to be delivered not later than the day
of publication in tne United States or any other country.
This clause is in the interest of United States publishers
and printers, as, if the author goes te the expense ofhaving type set
in that country to print two copies, he will of course hbve at least a
full edition run off there. And since he bas te do this as soon as he

publishe!. in any country, the probability is that he wi'l do it first in
the United States, and print his English editions from plates sent
from the United States.

The virtual effect of this is to give the United States tht monu.
poly of publishing works written in the English tongue. It seems
impossible, if England does not legislate correspondingly, that it
should fail ta give the United States one supremacy :n the English-
speaking world, namely, that of publishing books written in the
Englhsh language. Thus the act is r'ot frendly to the English pub-
lisher. If the English Parliament should further nodify the Act of
1842 by requiring as a preliminary from both subjects and aliens
that two copies of any work sought to be copyrighted should be
printed from type set in England, then the author would be unable
te use the United States plates, and his work would have ta star
from initial publication in each country. Tht English law already
requires the publication of a few copies as a condition of copyright,
but publication has been practically taken in a broad sense that did
not include printing. If England should so reciprocally legislate,
books would be made dearer thereby.

One thng is clear, and that is that the Canadian book trade will
gain by the passage of the United States Act. Every English book
publisbed in that country, will, except through default of its author
te take out copyright, be the legitimate property of the concern
whose imprint it bears. It will nut be a pirated work, got up in
feverish haste ta anticipate the arrivai of a shipment from England,
or the output of some other United States bouse. The competition
of pirates is like any other excessive competition, it degrades the
wares t touches, for ta make them cheap it has te make them nasty.
Now that book piracy is illegal, we may look for a great improve-
ment in the books and an attendant improvement an prices. The
booksellers are apt te follow pretty closely the bookmakers. If the
latter make for the destruction of profits, the former are forced to
sell in the same way. If the latter make books that are a credit to
publishers they will want to get the value for them, and so will book-
sellers. We shall have a better class of books, better made books,
and better prices.

*

A local movement which had about culminated in union among
the jobbers te inaintain prices when BOOKS AND NOTIONS went te
press last month, has, I reget ta say, not issued as hopefully as it
seemed te promise. An association was not forned, but two other
outgrowths of the movement, each in its way and degree benefi::ial,
did come to something. In the first place, an agreement was signed
as to what rate on the shilling English volumes should be sold at,
and in the second, the wholesale booksellers and stationers of this
city become a section of the Toronto Board of Trade.

The first matter, that of agreement as to the prices cf English
volumes, is sinply this year's renewal of an old attempt that has
been annually made for a long time. Jobbers have signed this
agreement every spring, but as they were never all in it at once,
what was sought te be dont was aever perfectly dont by the agree.
ment. Some would always refuse te sign because they held that
others who signed would evade the provisions of the contract. This
year the contract has been made more binding by the insertion in
it of a penalty clause, whereby an infraction of any of the rules
agreed upon can be punished. Yet that did not assure everybody
that the thng would hold, and again somfe of the jobbers stand out.
side of the agreement. Those who signed are determined they say
te carry out what they engage, no matter if the recalcitrant ones do
undersell them.

When agreement as te prices subsists among jobbers, there is
a better feeling of security among retailers. There is less mistrust,
and consequently less hammering at quotations te get thern lower.
The trader feels that the prk:es will not vary for one customer from
those offered another, and he supposes they do not vary among the
jobbers. In these circumstances there is not se general an on-
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'Jauglit on pricc, and jobbcrs can do busi.
ness wi h morceae. Mistrust that some other
retailer can dIo better ilian hiîmself is art the
botton of liait the haggling that delays busi-
ness. Ifa sohld agreement, comprehending
ail the jobbers, were once set up, therc would
be morc dispatch and less rasping at prices.

The Whlolesale Stationier!' and Book-
sellers' section of thie Toronto Board of
Trade will probably have little direct ocar-
ing upon the prosperity of the retal trade.
In the first place it will not include ail the
wholesale stationers and booiksellers, as the
advantages arc not obvious that would re.
pay the outlay of tie 52oo fce which it costs
ta become a mcmber of the Board of Tradte.
There ought to be such a section of the
Board of Trade, but the considerations that
would lead to its formation are not chiefly
those that would lead ta an Association be-
ing formed. The council of the Board of
Trade is an excellent medium for the setle.
ment of differences, and it may give more
steadfastness ta the agreement that exists
amaong the jobbers.

Of trwo tendencies, thereire, which were
apparently on ic threshold of fact when 1
wrote last, one-tlie United States Inter-
national Copyrig ht Act-is now a reality, the
other-t.nion among the wholesalers-is less
cmbryottc than it vas then, and niay result
in more genuine benefit ta the trade before
long. As ta our own Copyright Act of 1889,
it is yet in suspense, but the royal assent to
it may be acceleratcd by the passage of the
Act in the United States. Since the effect
of that Act is ta shift to the United States
thle centre of gravity of tle publishing inter-
Cet of thie English speaking part of the world,
the United States editions of Englishi works
arc about certain to be thc onlv ones sold
here. Themefore, thc only income the author
can look for fron Canadian readers must bc
through our Customiis department, by which
the royalty of 12 4 per cent. in favor of the
author is collected. Btt English authors
sav the i ustas department never collects
this, or, collecting il, never paysthen. Hence
tlcir mnterest is manifestly best served by
supporting the Canadian Act whose allow-
atnce is now pending. The authors, indeed,
are commng ta sec the matter in this light,
but of course the English publishers do not.

THE TRADE IN FIELD SPORT
GOODS.

This year there wvili undoubtedly be the
usual vohime of denand for field sport
goods. Base balls, gloves, masks, bats, etc.,
will flot likely be in nearly Sa strong request
as they were a year aga or tIwo years ago.
The failure ta form an international Reague
will tell adversely on the trade in base ball
supplies. The Icague fornerly gave quise an
impulse to tI.e news trade, as nearly every
boy wlo could real would buy or urge his
parent ta buy' a daily paper that be might
note how the struggle went among the
teais. The saine cause also made the
playing of the gane universal wherever
enough boys could get together ta iake a
match. It was not specially their fondness
for base hall. but their admiration for the
heroes of the gaime, and the highest forn of
admiration is imitation. The young tellows
plaved base bail as they would play any
game over wvhase %otaries they had become
sa enthusiastic. But the withdrawal of the

nourishing example which the Leaguie kept
every day before the eyes of the juveniles
will probably be followed by a general de-
cine in school boy base ball.

Lacrosse gonds will probably bc wanted
more thian they wee. The gane is being
put on a better footing by the Association,
and mnuch of the roughness that estranged
public patronage has been condemned and
penalties have been made for the restraint
of brutal tendencies. There is quite a boom
in lacrosse circles at present, new clubs and
new leagues being formed. In Ilamilton,
Toronto and Montreal there is a big lacrosse
revival. The famous lacrosse player will
now become the youngsters' hero, and the
schoolboy will be forlorn who bas no lacrosse
stick. The substitution of lacrosse for base
bail ought to be satisfactory to the trader, as
everybody who plays must have a stick,
while a few pieces-a hall, a bat, a mask, a
glove-would suffice for a whole club of base
ball players.

Cricket is growing in favor. A team can-
not be made in a year, hence the gane is
apt to bc resuned every season for some
time after any body of players starts it. As
it suits middle-aged men very well, and as
the fondness for outside sports is ganing
ground, cricket may be expected to become
a stronger favorite. Clubs are forming now,
and already a good many newcomers have
been heard from.

Football is a staple game, and as it bas
not been dragged in the nud by any "man-
agers," at will be as popular as ever. It
comes n Rater than the other games, though
the tendency bas been mn late years to prac-
tise it an early summer.

THE EASTER CARD TRADE.

The trade in Easter cards and booklets
becomes smaller everv year. This year it
was of little account. The vague reason that
the custom of sending such missives is " go-
ing out" hardly suffices to explain this, be-
cause il is a reason that dissolves into other
causes. Why is it gong out ? Customs go
out fromi sheer caprice on the part of those
who set the mode, or they go out for some
other reason. The usage of sending Easter
cards was probably based less than mosi
forial usages on respect for authority in
the fashionable world. Therefore, caprice
is not likely ta have issued the decree which
banislied Easter cards. Other guesses minght
be made which bring tus closer ta the truc
reason. The custoin may be considered too
expensive. the nearness of Christmas and
New Year's day may have thrown a chilling
shadow over it, or dealers may be lukewarm
in the matter of workng up trade. The in-
fluence of what is generally referred ta as
evangelism may be at the root of ther atter,
as Easter cards may savor too much of High
Church notions. Still, the custom of deck-
ng churches with flowers at Easter scems ta
be growimg, and that saine time ago was
popularly more objectionable from the saine
standpoint

The Willard Tract Depository lias re-
ccived the second volume of Isa'ah, by Geo.

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PROPOSED EXPORT DUTY ON
PULP WOOD.

A deputation of paper manufacturers from
different parts of the country waited upon
the Ministers of Customs and Finance and
asked that an export duty be placed on pulp
wood. It appears that by the McKmnley
tariff pulp wood is on the free list, while
pulp has to pay a very heavy duty on enter-
ing the States, so much so that our pulp
makers cannot place it on the market there
at remunerative prices. Meanwhile Amert.
cans are buying thousands of acres of pulp
wood in Canada and shipping it into the
States, where it is converted into pulp. The
Canadian pulp and paper manufacturers
think this is a grievance deserving a drastic
remedy.

COMMERCIAL TRAVELLER.
So inany things have been written about

the Commercial Traveller, some true to hfe,
some unreal and impossible af occurrence.
and some tinted with ail the varied shades
Vaf the prismatic brain of the penny-a.-liners,
that the really truc knight of the road feel-
his soul shrinking at the bare idea of reading
an article headed by the subject of his avo.
cation.

Those who have read the works of that
great and wonderful genius, Balzac, whose
scalpel laid bare the deepest and most re-
pulsive wottnds of the social world, high and
low, and whose writings display such a pro
found knowledge of the human heart .nd an
extraordinary range of knowledge, and who
painted life far deeper and more truc to
nature than even George Sand or Rousseau,
will pleasantly recall the scene from his
" Provincial Lite," and see n the 'llustrious
Gaudissart " such a picture of a commercial
traveller of his day as to make one marvel at
the writer's erudition and prescience. In
order to give those of our readers who have
not read the works of the great Fr ach
novelist a glance at the commercial traveller
as portrayed by him, we think it pardonable
to reprint such of bis opinions as can be
clipped from the story and still prove inter.
esting, instructive and reflective reading, and
we feel sure our readers will admit that
Balzac's description, thouRh written over
fifty years ago when the commercial traveller,
as an indispensable part and parcel of the
commercial world, was still an infant, though
happily out of his long clotnes, showsa won-
derful pre-knowledge of his subject, and most
of his observations are applicable to the
traveller of our day. In reading "'The lîlus-
trious Gaudissart" one feels as if Balvic
were still in the flesh and a regular reporter
on one of our progressive dailes, so familiar
is his picture to us.

Waiving any further remarks on this sub.
ject on our part, for time and space would be
nadequate ta exhaust it were we nclned to

enter upon the task of adding to the litera-
tort of the "road." Let us set what Balzac
writes :

"The Commercial Traveller, a personage
unknown to antiquity, is one of the striking
figures created by the manners and customs
of our present epoch.'

How familiar and commonplace this
sounds to us, as if clpped from last evening's
paper.

"The Commercial Traveller ! Is he not to
the realm of ideas what our stage-coaches
are to nien and things? He is their vehîcle,
he sets them gong, carries them along, rubs
them up with one another. He takes from
a luminous centre a handful of light, and
scatters it broadcast among the drowsy popu
lations of the duller regions. This human
pyrotechnic is a scholar without learning, a
juggler hoaxed by himself, an unbelieving
pnest of mysteries and dogras, which he
expounds ail the better for h:s want of faith.

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Curious being. He bas seen everything,
known everything, and is up in ail the ways

of the world."
How truc this is of some of the niewlings

who start out with a head full of knowledge
and ideas, and come in at the end of the trip
with a dearth of orders and much smaller
opinion of himself and his abilities and a far
greater respect for the knowledge of " Old
Smith " up North.

" Jester and jolly fellow, he keeps on good
ternis with all political opinions, and is patri-
otic to the botton of his soul. A capital
mimic, he knows how to put on, turn and
turn about, the smiles of persuasion, satisfac-
tion and good nature, or drop them for the
normal expression of his natural man. He
is compelled to be an observer of a certain
sort in the interests of his trade. He must
probe inen with a glance and guess their

abits, wants, and above all their solvency.
To economize time he must come to quick
decisions as to his chances of success-a
practice that makes him more or less a man
of judgment. Blest with the eloquence of a
hot-water spigot turned on at will, he can
check or let run, without floundering, the col-
lection of phrases which he keeps on tap,
and which produce upon his vîctims the ef-
fect of a moral shower-bath." (Called by us in
the vernacular " the gift of the gab.") " Lo-
quacious as a cricket, he smokes, drinks,
wears a profusion of trinkets, and never per-
mits himself to be ' stumped'-a slang ex-
pression aIl bis own. Activity is not the least

surprising qualhty of this human machine.
Not the hawk swooping upon its prey, not
the stag doubling before the huntsman and
the hcunds,nor the hounds themselves catch-
ing scent of the game, can be compared with
him for the rapidity of bis dart when he spies
a 'commission,' for the agility with which he

trips up a rival and gets ahead of him, for
the keenness of bis scent as he noses a cus-
tomer and discovers the spot where he can
get off his wares."

" Howmanygreat qualities mustsucha man
possess. Vou yull find in aIl countries many
such diplomats of low degrem - consummate
negotiators arguing in the interests of calico,
jewels, frippery, wines, and often displayîng
more truc diplomacythan ambassadors then-
selves, who for the most part, know only tht
forms of it. No one in France can doubt the
powers of the commercial traveller. that ins
trepid soul who dares al, and boldly brings
the genus of civilization and tht modem
inventions into a struggle with tht plain
common sense of remote villages, and th
ignorant and boorish treadmill of provincial
ways. Cati we ever forge tht skilful
mansuvres by which he worms hinmself intc
tht minds ofbhe populace, bringing a volumc
of mrds o bear upon the refmctory, remind
ing us of the indefatigabe worker in marbît
whose file eats slowly into a block of por
phyry ? Would you stek to know the utmos

poe r of language, or the strongest pressur
hat a phrase can bring to bear against re

belhous lucre, agaînst the miserly proprietoi
squatting in the recesses of his country lair
Listen to one of these great ambassdors o
industry as he rwolves and works and suck
like an intelligent piston of the steam engini
called speculation."

" Let us walk around the Commercia
traveller, and look at him well. In the firs

place, -at an acrobat, what a circus, wha
a battcry, aIl in ont, is tht man hinîself, hi
vocati>n, and his tongue! Intrepid marinei
he plunges in, armed with a few phrases, t
catch five or six hundred thousand francs i
tht fd en ses, in the domaint of tht re
ladians who inhabit tht interior o! Franci

The rovincial fish will not rise to harpoons
and t=cbs it can only be taken with seines

and nets and gentlest persuasion%. The
traveller's business is to extract the gold in
the ccuntry "catches," by a purely intellect-
ual operation, and to extract it pleasantl
and without pain. Can you zhink without
a shudder of the food of phrases whirb, day
by day, renewed each dawn, leaps in cas-
cades the length and breadth of sunny
France?

"You know the species; let us now look
at the individual."

Balzac then goes on to describe the "lîlus-
trious Gaudissart." Lack of space and time
prevents our describing in detail ail the
qualîties of this famous traveller, and we must
ask our readers to look up the works of this
renowned Frenchman and revel in the grand
portrayal for themselves, but we might cur-
sorily glance at "this incomparable com-
mercial traveller," tbe paragon of his race,
a man who possesses in the highest degree
all the qualifications r.ecessary to the nature
of bis success, and hold the mirror up to the
faces of our own "knights of the grip."

" His speech" says Balzac "is vitriol and
likewise glue to catch and entangle his
victim and make him sticky and easy to grip,
vitriol to dissolve hard heads, close fists, and
closer calculations. His line was once " the
bat," but his talents and the art with which
he snared the wariest provincial had brought
him such commercial celebrity that all
vendors of the "article Paris" (small wares
of all kinds) paid court to him, and humbly
begged that he would deign to undertake
their commissions."

A description then follows of how he was
wined and dined on his return home trips,
and how his renown, his vogue, and the
flatteries showered upon him gained him the
naie of" lllustrious."

All things smiled upon our traveller, and
the traveller smiled hack in return. Simîlia
similibus-hebelieved in om<opathy. Puns.
horse-laugh, clothing, body, mmnd and fea-

turcs, al pulled together to put a devil-may-
care jolliy into every incb of bis pehson.
Free.handed and easy going, the man wbo

jumps lhghtly to the top of a stage-coach,
gives a hand to the timid lady who fears to
step down, jokes with the postilion about
his neckerchief and contnves to sell him a
cap, smiles at the maids, gurgîes at dinner
like a bottle of wine and pretends to draw
the cork by sounding a fillip on bis distended
cheek ; plays a tune with his knife on the
champagne glasses witbout breaking them,
chaffs the timid traveller, contradicts the

1 knowing one, lords it over a dinner-table
and manages to get the titbits for himself
A strong fellow, nevertbeless, he can throw
aside all nonsense and mean business wher
he flings away the stump of bis cigar anc
says with a glance at some town, ' 'il set

what these people have got in their pockets
AIl things to aIl men, he knew how to accos
a banker like a capitalist, a magistrale like a

r functionary, a royalist with pious and monar

rl chical sentiments, a 'bourgeois' as one o
f themselves. In short, wherever he was, he

was just what he ought to be, he left Gaudis
sart at the door when he went in, and picke<
hitm up again when he went out.»

" In his close relation to the caprices c
t humanity. the varied paths of commerce hai

enabled him to observe tht windings o th
s heart of man. Ht bas learned tht secret c

r, persuasive eloquence, the knack of loosenin
o the tightest purse strings, the art tif arousin
n desire in the souls of husbands, wives, child
d ren and scrvants, and wbat is more bie kne,
d ow t satisfy it No one had greater faculi

than he for inveigling a merchant by the
cbarrns of a bargain, and disappeanng at the

instant when desire had reached a crisis.
Full of gratitude to the haît making trade, lit

always declared that it was his efforts in be-
haif of the exterior of the human head which
had enabled hm to understand its inter-or,
he had capped and crowned so mar.y people,
he was always flinging himself at their heads,
etc. His jokes about bats and heads were
irrepressible, though perhaps not dazzling."

Who of our readers that bas had any ex-
tended experience with commercial travellers
will not catch in the graphic description of the
great French philosopher a living echo of the
" lllustrious Gaudissart " in the person of our
own travellers. Truc, the Gaudissart of the
latter end of the nineteenth century bas be-
come more settled, stable and less flighty
and more given to solid business, while
horse-play and kindred amusements of
Balzac's bero have been relegated to the
shelf of forgetfulness. There 1s not wanting,
however, that perfect and intuitive know.
ledge of human nature without which no
traveller can be said to be successful. He
may possess geniality, dress well, deport
himself becomingly, but unless he bas the
faculty of worming himself into the inner-self
of his customers and creating in them the
desire to buv where no desire exists, or at
best is but weak, in other words, unless he
can hypnotize his subject be will not be " on
the road " long. One might travesty Horace
