I beg that you will convey to your Synod my very sincere thanks for the resolu-
tion unanimously adopted by it. at its lute_session, and conveyed by your Lord-
ghip to me in your letter of the 29th of June, which hus reached me here on
visitation. '

It is o gratification to mo personally to roceive such a communication from one
of the most aged and consistent defenders of the fuith of the Church; and it will,
1 am sure, be both comforting and encouraging to the Church in this Province to
hear that its trials and distresses have awakened interest in the Church of Canads,
and that earnest prayers ave offered in its behalf. The return of the deprived
Bishop to the scene of his former labours, and his claimn to the allegiance of the
devoted Clergy of the Diocese of Natal, will serve to shew how greatly those prayers
are needed, tﬂat we may neither shrink from the maintenance of the trust com.
mitted to us by our Lord, nor yet be moved, in the course which we may feel it
to be our duty to adopt, by any other spirit than that of true charity towards him
who has so deeply fullen from the faith ance for all delivered, and is so recklessly
secking to disturb the peace and well-being of the Church,

REPORT OF THE DEPUTATION TO THE INDIAN MISSIONS ON
MANITOULIN ISLAND.

At the urgent request of the Reverend Sccretary of the Church Society,
sanctioned by the Loid Bishop of the Diocese, the Ven. the Archdeacon of
Toronto, and the Rev. Dr. O’Meara, agreed to act as a deputation to the mis-
sionary stations of the Church of England on Manitoulin Island ; it having been
represented that considerable uneasiness prevailed amongst the ludians on that
island in regard to views proposed by the Proviucial Guvernment for their
removal from certain localities, in which a considerable number had been for
some time settled, to other parts of the island designated by the Government.
On this, as well as on other points connected with the future well-being of the
Indians, the views of the Government had been recently expressed in the course
of & most satisfactory interview of a deputation from the Church Society wit1 the
heads of the department which has charge of Indian affairs, at Quebec. 1t was
hoped that such a visit would be attended with goud effects, as it would iwpart
confidence to the Indinns; and as suggestions, only to be gathered from circum-
stances on the spot, might be offered, which would cunéuce to their temporal
benefit as well as relizious improvement.

It was subsequently proposed that the deputation should extend their visit to
Garden River, near Sault St. Marie, as interests were pending there which it was
most important to aid with the best and most influential counsel that could be
obtained. With the impression that this would cause only an absence of an
additional week, the proposul was agreed to.

The deputation accordingly left Toronto on the morning of Thursday, the 5th
of October; but the steamer ‘ Algoma,” instead of leaving Collingwood at
2 p.m., of that day—the usual hour for starting—did not sail until 5 p.m. on
Friday. What with touching at Owen Sound, a heavy cargo, a severe thunder-
storm on Saturday morning, with a fresh bieeze ahead, it was half-past six on
Saturday evening before we reached Little Current.

Our arrival was not expected, as the letters announcing the intended visit of the
deputation had not been received; yet we were promptly received in the house of
Mr. Burintt, the schoolmaster and catechist at that place, and very kindly and
comfortably entertained.

Saturday, October 8.—~The Rev. Mr, Sims had been expected down the
previous evening, us it was his day for service at the Little Current; but, as
we afterwards discovered, the violence of the wind, directly ahead, prevented
him from effecting his purpose.  There being no roads, the only mode of travel-
ling here is by boat; and this, on many occasions, becomes & very uncertain, and
not always safe, method of prosecuting a journey.

¢
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The deputation, however, were able to supply his place, and Dr. O’Meara
having read the prayers in the Indian language, the Archdeacon addressed them
in ashort discourse, interpreted by Dr. O'Meara. Several of the Indians responded
during the service ; and the singing, led by a young Indian girl, was very credit-
able.  After the service the Archdeacon addressed them briefly on some matters
connected with their temporal interests. Allusion was made to the report that
the Government, intending to throw open this spot for settlement by the whites,
would compel them to leave it, offering them lands in another locality. The
minutes of the conversation between the recent deputation to Quebec and the
Commissioner of Crown Lands having been read to them, the uncomfortable
feeling thus engendered was allayed, and they were further assured that the
Goverment would make or propose no change that was not for their benefit;
that their acts were dictated by & friendly spirit; and that all the provisions of
the treaty which affucted them would be interpreted in the most liberal manner
by the Government.

The deputation were subsequently informed by Mr. Dapont, the local superin-
tendent, that Little Current was one of the places which his former instructions
from the Government had directed him to reserve, in accordance with the treaty
for purposes of gencral settlement; and that with this view it had been surveyeé
end divided into town lots, and was intended soon to be in the market. It was
designed, however, that the Indians at that place should be indemnified for any
improvements they bad made; and if they desired to become purchasers them-
selves of the soil on which these existed, they would be accepted as such on the
usual terms. He admitted, however, that his instructions, received since the visit
of the deputation to Quebec, stated that the Indians were to be removed only with
their own consent. But these instructions he felt he must decline acting upon
till further correspondence was had with the department, as they would complicate
and perhaps nullify arrangements entered into under his previous instructions as
he had interpreted them.

There is no doubt that, conjoined with the object stated, there is a weighty
reason for the removal of the Indians from Little Current in the temptations to
which they are there exposed from intercourse with the whites. The steamer
touches there twice a week, and after these occasions, a genersal demoralization is
stated to be visible amongst the Indians, as spirituous liquors are by some means
or other always vbtained. There is no doubt that, on this ground, their removal
to sowme place where they could engage in agricultural pursuits would be most
desirable ; but to maintain their friendship and confidence, it must be managed
with great tact and discretion.

In the evening the service, with the exception of the lessons, was read in
English for the benetit of the white population; so the prayers were read by the
Archdeacon, and Dr. O'Meara preached, In the morning twenty-seven Indians,
old and young, were present, and about the same number attended the evening
service,—a few Indians being mixed with the whites, The attendance was stated
to be smaller than usual, as several of the Indians were absent at their gardens
some distance off, engaged in getting in their Indian corn, potatoes, and other
vegetables,

Monday, October 9.—We were this morning conveyed by Mr. Ironside, the
Government interpreter, in his boat to Manitouawning, twenty-five miles distant—
he having very kindly waited from Saturday night to accommodate us. It wasa
mild day, at times quite hot, and we had a gentle breeze, for the most part fair.
In about six hours we reached Manitouawning. This is a considerable village,
and very pleasantly situated. The ground runs to u considerable height from the
water; and the very neat church, on the highest eminence, is seen distinctly
eleven miles off  We were hospitably entertained by the Rev. Mr. Sims.

Tuesday, October 10.~—At three o'clock to-day, after a long preliminary
conversation with Mr. Dupont, in the course of which several poiuts in connection
with the removal of the I[ndians were discussed in an amicable spirit—we met a
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considerable numher of Indians in the church, notice having been circu-
Inted the evening before. We firat bad Divine Service, the prayers being read by
Mr. Sims, and a short sermon addressed to them by the archdeacon, interpreted
by Dr. O'Meara. It should here be remarked, that great credit is due to Mr.
Sims for so speedily acquiving the Indinn language. He reads the service
fluently, has made considerable and mdeed wonderful progress in the ability to
converse with the Indiuns in their own tongue; and his sermons, being first
written 1n Bnglish, and with the help of his interpreter rendered into Indian, are
delivered in 8 manner quite intelligible to his audience. 1 his rapid acquirement
of the Indian languace increases very much his prospects of usefulness; for
although he has an interpreter, Mr. Aundrew Jacobs— brother of the late mis-
sionary at Manitouawning—there is nothing like being able to converse with, and
directly to address them, in their own tongue.

After the service, the Archdeacon took the opportunity of addressing the
Indiaus on their secular affuirs, through the mterpreter, Mr. Jacobs He referred
particularly to the wish expressed by many of them, and in fact acted upon, of
removing from this place to Shegwunandaud, 1n a small bay about eighteen
miles distant, and about seven miles from Little Current. IHere is a considerable
tract of good land, which the Government were willing to assizn to them. At the
same time he stated that, 1f they preferred settliug themselves in the neighbour-
hood of Manitounwninz, the Government would cheerfully nssent to their doing
80. They left the choice to themselves; only 1t must be made within o limite
time, and the migration, if determined on should be general. He represented
that it would be unwise to live in small and scattered bodies; while the Govern-
ment, in assigning a tract of land, would also object to this. An important
advantage of their settling in a body, would be that they could thus more effec-
tually obtain spiritual 9id. " It could be arranged that the missionary should reside
at the new abode selected for them ; whereas, 1f they were scattered about, his
ministrations to ench would he ditlicult, in some cases impossible.

Their leaving their excellent church at Manitouwaning, and the happy asdocia-
tions connected with it, would certainly be a great trial; but it would be useful
for the inhubitants who might hereatter setile at that place, and would no doubt
be occasionally supphed ; while etforts would e made to furnish them with as
good a church where they are going.

Dr. O’Meara followed n an address to the same purport, telling them that he
fully concurred in the views and opinions expressed by the Archdeacon; and
though his own opinion was that they would more wisely have selected their land
in the neighbourhood of their church, he thought it right that they themselves
should be the principal selectors of their future, and, as he trusted, permanent
location. Dr. O’Meara, out of fuirness to all parties, spoke also by an interpreter.
We then asked the chief (Meshequaingo), a mild and honest old man, to state his
views ; whereupon he declaied that he and the other Indians had made up their
minds to remove to Shegwunanduud ; that they were thaukful for all the good
advice given them, and would try to act upon it. Mr. Dupont also briefly ad-
dressed them, corroborating the statements we had made, and renewing the advice
we offered. We concluded with promising that we should visit Shegwunandaud
the following day, and would hke to meet as many of them there as possible.
After this talk, the third part of a box of very fine tobacco,~the kind gift of Mr.
Preston, of Toronto,—was distributed to the Indians who were present; the other
two parts being reserved for distribution at Shegwunandaud and Little Current.

Wednesday, October 11.—About noon to-day, we left for Shegwunandaud, in
Mr. Dupont’s comfortable and capacious boat. We were a large party,—Mr.
Dupont and his three sisters, Mr, Sims, Mr. and Mrs. Burkitt, and ourselves.
We had another smalier boat for the luggage. The day was mild, and at first the
breeze was fair. It veered, however, to N.N.E,, as we neared our destina-
tion, and heavy rain began to fall, with a freshe‘ning wiut'i and increasing sea. But
we reached our stopping-place without much inconvenience, and encamped for
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the night,—Mr. Dupont being amply supplied with everything necessary for the

urpose. The larger tent was assigned to the ladies, and used also for our meals;
and the smnller one was the sleeping apartment of the gentlemen. Large fires in
front of the respective tents were kindled, and another, at o little distance, for
cooking purposes. Thauks to the provident kindness of Mr. Dupont, we fared
very sumptuously. It rained heavily till about 8 o'clock : then the clouds dis-

ersed ; and, by and by, the moon shone out brightly in her declining quarter.
Riany complained of being cold during the night; Dut. nobody seemed the weorse
for it, and all bove the little inconveniences cheerfully.

Thursday, October 12.—This morning was bright, and soon grew warm; snd
the wind lulled tv a gentie breeze. We met the Indians by agreement at a neigh-
bouring house,~some 15 in number,—and we had much the same conference as
on the day before. They repeated their intention of emigrating to this place;
and another chief, besides our friend who spoke yesterday, expressed the same
views. Having expressed themselves as very grateful for the assistance given
them last year, through the means of the deputation which then visited them, by
which many of them had been kept from absolute starvation, they craved the
assistance of the Government and the Church in erecting a church, a school,
parsonage, and village, on the site that had been selected for their location. We
assured them that every effort should be made to secure to them here the same
relizious advantages which they hud enjoyed so long at Manitouwaning.

We then walked round to the propos.d site of the villaze; nearly in the centro
of which, on an elevated bluff of land, a spot for the erection of a church, parson-
age, and school, was, with the concurrence of the Indians, selected,—to compre-
hend in all 15 acres. We all azreed that it would not be right to take more from
thig portion of land, but allow the glebe proper, say 100 acres, to be chosen
somewhere contiguous amongst their own farming lots The Indian custom of
living in villages, and having their farms or gardens some little distance off,
though it may be adverse to agricultural success, is rather advantageous for mis-
sionary purposes. Two or thiee graves were shewn us ou this height, which indi-
cated the great care shewn by the Indians for the places of their dead. We
re-embarked for Little Current between 2 and 3 o'clock, and reached it after a
}%Ieaf_ant sail, between 6 and 7,~—being all hospitably received by Mr. and Mrs.

urkitt.

Firiday, October 13.-—~We now began to look out for the steamer in which to
return to Collingwood ; as we were forced, from the long delay, to give up the
visit to the Sault. The interruption of the regular trips of the steamer,—for she
should have been on her way back to the Sault on the previous Wednesday,—
made it impossible for us to carry out this intention. Had we done so, our ab-
sence would have been protracted nearly another fortnight,—a delay which nei-
ther member of the deputution felt himself justified m making.

We endeavoured to improve our leisure by a cousultation with Mr. Dupont
regarding the Garden River Indians, and the well-known dispute about the road
through our missionary station there, which, fur access to the river, the Romish
Jesuits in that neighbourhood were striving to accomplish.  After some delihera-
tion, we all came Lo the conclusion that the moust reasonable and equitable mode
of terminating the dispute,—the same it is believed which was proposed by Mr.
Chance before the recent troubles commenced,—would be to surrender about 20
feet of the space claimed for that road, thus avoiding trespass upon the mission
buildings and burying ground, 2ud ubtain a corresponding quantity off Tegoosh’s
farm lying contiguous. This, Mr. Dupont thought, was a very fair proposition,
and he seemed to think that it would now be readily accepted by the Jesuits. He
felt, at ail events, that if such were proposed, the influence of the Government
would be exerted to have it carried out. We also took the opportunity to-day of
having an agreement drawn up with George Ahbetahsowa,—in whose house Mr.
Burkitt lodges,—stating that he should continue there until the 1st of June next,
at the rate of two and & half dollars per month. This agreement, duly executed,
was placed in the hands of Mr. Dupont.
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To this gentloman the deputation are under great obligations for many sorvices
and kindnesses during their visit to Manitoulin, a3 also for much useful informa-
tion and vatuahlo suggestions. In hisdesire to promote the weifare of the Indians,
he has shown himself very anxious, as also to forward the interests of the church
in earryin out her missionary efforts among this people. The value of these
efforts can only be duly ascertained by personal observation of the habits and dis-

osition of the Indians, liven for their worldly welfaro and happiness, it is all-
important that they should bo brought under a strong Chiistian intluence : andas
no people are more susceptible of religious impressions than this simple people,—
none more docile and contiding,—the Church would Le recreant tv her duty in
neglecting the opportumty before her of humanizing, and benefitting them for
time aud eternity.  She should put forth her best energies to do so, and enter upon
the work at once with more earnest heart and liberal hand than in past times.
Another missionary could be protitubly employed on Manituulin Island; and occu-
pation could be found for & zealous minister of vur Church at LaCloche, on the
north shore. The Bruce Mines, about which a Iarge population is gathoring,
ourht at once to have a resident clergyman; and gomg past thel‘éuult Ste.
Marie,—which, with Garden River, is already supplied)—a missionary might be
advantageously placed at Michipocoton, and anuther perbaps at or near Fort
William, on Lake Superior. With such a chain of zealous and devoted labourers,
—presided over by & Bishop, residing at the Sault,—we should have the realiza-
tion of the plan go wisely suzgested by our venersble Bishop many years ago, and
one which it is the unquestionable duty of our church to endeavour to carry out.

Considerable funds would, no doubt, be required for effecting it ; but anappeal
to the five Dioceses within the Province of Canada could not fuil to be attended
with largze results ; and if extended to the mother country, would certainly engage
the sympathy ot our great Missionary Sucieties there, and obtain a warm respouse
from every Christian heart in the United Kingdomn.

Saturday, October 14.—We embarked at Little Current in the steamer for
Collingwood, and reached it at an early hour the fullowing morning. We spent
the Sunday there, aiding in the services of the church; and reached Toronto by
train on Monday, at 11 o’clock,—thankful for the favourable weather, which, so
late in the season, we were permitted to enjoy,—much refreshed and encouraged
by what we saw, and full of hope for the future.

J INDIAN MISSION, MANITOWANING.
MaxrTouriy Israxp, Lake Hurox, September 30, 1865.
To the Rev. S. Givixs, R.D., &c., Hon. Sec. Ch. Soc’y, Diocese of Toronto.

Dear Str,—T had anticipated the pleasure of a visit from you and some other
members of the Church Society ere this, but as I doubt not other important mat-
ters, besides those connected with this mission, have prevented you from coming,
1 now procced to lay before you, in this my quarterly report, the state of affairs
here at present. You are quite aware that the Indians have, for some time, been
looking forward to a final location: this has been deferred from time to time,
much to their annoyance and discomfort. Last winter, the majority of our people
here, expressed a wish to remain; and several others at Little Current expressed
a readiness to come to this place, if the mission were finally settled here, and the
Government would give them their lands in the vicinity. In the spring, however,
they totully changed their minds, and said they did not wish to remain here ; that
there was not sufficient land for them: and that they would prefer going to the
Sheguaindah. The Little Current Indians absolutely refused to listen to any per-
sunsion having for its object their removal from that place. The Indians at
Sheguaindah requested the Superintendent to allow them to select their lands
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thora. Thus you see that Indians themsclves have actually had their own way.
Mr. Dupont told me, previous to my writing my last letter, that his instructions
from tho Government were, to locate the Indians as speedily as possible, in order
that the surveyed lands on the Island might be put into market at onco. The
Little Current Indians are to be alluwed to remain where they aro till next spring,
when they will be required to remove. Mr. Dupont held a council at Seguaindah,
a short time since, and located twenty.seven families. As I gave youthe particu.
lars in my last communication, I need not repeat them here. I would, however,
urye upon the Society the necessity of making every provision for keeping up the
Church Services at Little Current; of maintaining the school there; and of
making preparation at once fur the permanent establishment of the Indian mission
at Sheguandah. Three familics from Little Current will settle at Sheguaindah—
1 fear, no more. They say, if they are compelled to leave Little Current, that
they will go to the United States.  Of course all this gives me much anxiety ; but
there is no help for it. These poor, shortsighted people, will have their own wa
if they can; and the difficulty is to get them to understaud that what we wis
them to do 1s for their own benefit. I feel fully cunvinced thut they will never
become an agricultural people. Their roving habits are opposed to such a mode
of life. They will not work stendily and constantly. An Indian will perhaps
hire for 8 month, or a week, or even a few duys; but it is very rare that he will
fulfil his engagement. He gets tired, and warts to do something else. Notwith-
standing all their fuults, they nre a church-going, church-living people; and in
their general behuviour at, aud their attention to, the means of grace, they actually
gut to the blush many of our white country congregations. For example, yester

uy, being the Festival of St. Michael and All Angels, I held servico, asI usually
do on such occasions, and no less than twenty-nine were in attendance, twenty two
of whom were Iudians ; and, be it observed, that these all came from their gardens,
where they had been, and were at the tine, busily engaged in hushanding and
housing their corn : some of them walking nearly three miles in order to be pre-
sent. I cannot but hope and believe that some of these at least are actunted by
right motives. Both at Shesuaindah and Little Current, the stated services are
also well attended. The schools are still going on as usual. During the summer
and autumn months, the attendance is small. The Indinn women take away their
children to the main-land to pick blue-berries : when this is over, the cranberries aro
ready for gathering ; then t{;e gathering, housing, and drying of their corn have
to be attended to. These things, added to the fact that the Indian children, as a
rule, dislike to come to school, on account of the close confinement, and that the
gnrents will not exert themselves to promote their children's educational interests

y seeing that they do attend, make it a matter of surprise that any of them really
gain any knowledge at all. The fullowing figures will give yua an idea of the
attendance at both schools:—

MavirowaNING.—Boys in attendance from 1st January to 1st July, 1865, 18;
girls, 3; total, 21; average of boys, 9; girls, 2; total average, 11, ~Reading in
Fifth Book, boys, 2; in Sequel to Second Book, 1; in Second Book, 2; in
Indian Primer, 8; in feuers, 6; total, 18 in reading. In letters, girls, 3. Grand
total, 21. In New Testament, and Abridgment of Houly Scriptures of Old Testa-
ment, boys, 4; in Arithmetic, boys, 10, In this school, 16 children know the
Lord's Prayer by heart (10 of whom are Indians), and 10 know the Creed (6 of
whom are Indians), 6 know it in English—the restin Indian only. In Geography,
bois, 2; Grammar, boys, 2.
