Tuis country, like all countries, has within its
borders men that are unreasonably dissatisfied with
things as they aro, things beyond them are better
than things around them, distance to them londs
enchantment to their view. To such living in
Canada it would be well to read the facts as pre-
sented by Erastus Wiman—the somewhat illustrious
advucate of cummercial union between Canada
and tho Umted States,  Should it be said: Perhaps
he 1s one of the class mentivcned above, our reply
would be: Surely not, fur (1) he sees aud appre-
ciates the advantages of his own country. (2)
Upon exammation his statemonts are found to
present facts. Abuut a year ago (Feb, 25th),
when speaking of Canada, before tho Chicago
Commercial Club, he said:

¢ Canada 18 forty times as larae as England,
Scotland and Wales, tiftech times the size of the
German Lwpire, and three times the extent of
British India. Its fertility 1s owvsurpassed, its
extent of mineral wealth beyond estimate, its
forests of lumber the greatest on the globe, its
5,000 miles of coast-lino fisheries — tho most
valuable, its coal beds equal to 97,000 square
mles, 118 means of water communication unequalled,
and 1s water power suaflicient to drive the whole
machinery of thoe world.”

And in a recent dato of tho North American
Revtew, (cupied and favorably commented upon by
the Christiax Standard), he writes:

¢ In Canuda and upon its borders is found more
than one-hali of the fresh water of the entire globe,
Qanada is a larger country thao the United States,
m fact it has few equals in extont, noue in riches
of resource, in accessibihity and oase of inter-com-
muication, and nono superior to her in the advan-
tages of clumate. The Dominion has a greater
wheat-preducing area than has the entire United
States; tho soil of this wheat area is richer, will
last longor, and will produce a higher average of
botter wheat than can be produeed avywhero elso
on tho continent. Moreover, in the maticr of
fisheries, Canada stands unrivalled; no country in
the world possesses so much iron as Cauada, in no
land is it 30 casily mived, and nowhere is it quito
8o accessible to manufacturing centres, While no
conntry in tho world needs fortilizers more than
largo portions of the Umted States, no country is

bottor able to supply them than Canada. Lead is
abundant; the deposits of salt are the lurgest and

the purest on the continent, and the supply of coal *
is inexhanstible, ote,

Durixe the past month we oenjoyed a visit
from Bro. G. E. Barnaby, of Bozeman, BMon-
tana. The mention of his name awakens pleasant
memorics among the older brethren in these parts,
aud, therefore, will give a fow items of intoreat.

Bro. J. B. Barnaby, soujor, was born in Corn-
wallis, N, S. At tho ago of ninetoon he was
baptized in the Rivor Herbert. By whom baptized
wo are not ablo at this writing to answer—some of
the friends thought by David Harris or Theodore
Harding, others, by his cousin, I. E. Bill. After
laburing a number of years for the Baptists, his
viows wero somowhat changed by the preaching of
a Brother Howard, which lod to a separation from
that body. He preached in wmany parts of Nova
Scotin and New Brunswick. The building of the
church at Lord’s Cove, Deer Island, was one of the
results of his earnest efforts, He died Septombor
17th, 1858, and was buried at Lord’s Cove.

Sister Barnaby is now in her 73rd year, and from
her appearance and activity, you would never
1wsgine that she had reached, say nothing about
passing, the “‘three-acore-years-and-ten.” She was
a Masters, of Scotch Village, Hants Co., N. 8.
Hor paronts were Calvinist Baptists. She was
married by a Mr. Pops, a Methodist preacher, on
the 12th of May, 1836, Of twelve children, seven
ara living—four boys and three girls, Her boys
are far away, but the girls, though married, are
near at hand—-within a few minutes wallk of each
other,

Bro. G. E. Barnaby, as stated above, is living at
Bozeman, Montana, He was baptized February
18th, 1868, by a Baptist preacher, by the name of
Lawson, and united with that body of people,
meeting in Carloton, St. Jobn, N. B. In the fall
of 1868 he went to Boston, After a careful study
of the scriptures, he learned, to use his own words,
the way of the Lord moro perfectly snd walked
theroin, In 1875 he arrived at the place he now
calls home. Aftor becoming somewhat acquainted
with the people and the place, and finding a few
scattered brethren, he wrote to Bro, Streator, who
was preaching at Helena—distant about 98 miles.
Bro. Streator, in responso to the letter came, and
ns aresult they have now sixty membeis and &
church building worth §5,000.

Bro. Barnaby was on a visit to his mother and
sisters, living in Carloton, He preached for us on ’
sovoral ocensions, giving us mavy words of en-
couragement; and should he comio this way again
wo'll b moro than glad tuseo him.
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CRURCII AT WESTPORT.

My last lettor left us in Westport, where we ro-
mained i}l anothor week., Before wo loft, how-
over, wo assisted the brethren somewhat in making
arrangements to secure the labors of Bro. H. E.
Cooke, for about oight months of the year. Bro,
Cooke will have begun his labor thero before this
reaches your readers. 1 believo this movo a wiao
one, and feel very confident that both the church
and Bro. Cooke wil! prolit by the arrangement,
Our stay in Westport during those five weeks was
very enjoyable. True, thero was much sickness
and death whilo we were thero, which made tho
heart sad; but there was so much that was pleas-
ant, that our visit was indeed a happy one.

The church in Westport 1s now among our best
working churches i this province. It has good
oflicers, who are supported by brethren strou:
and truo. I canuot, at this distance, remember
the exact date of the orgamzation of this church;
but it must bo now mnear 30 years. This church
was orgamzed by Bro, Geo. Uurri'ty. But the firat
preacher who presanted the ‘‘tncicnt order of
things,” us preached by the disciples, was our muoh
respected Bro. Crawford, tho editor-in-chief of our
own sweet tempered paper.

Botween thurty and forty years ago, Bro. Craw-
ford, who, if I am not mistaken, wus sent out as an
evangelist, came to Dighy County and preached
the word of life to the peuple. In many parts of
the county the prople heard the guspel fur tho first
timo, so that thoy could understand 1t.  Of course
they had all heard much preaching, but such preach.
ing as only tended to darken counsel. But when
Bro. C. pressnted to them the simple guspol, in his
own clear and forcible manner, the Bible was hike
a new book to many, and sume oven thought he
had another Bible, and not the old one they had
heard preached frum these many years,

After preaching in different parts of the cuunty,
such as Weymouth, aud at certaiu puiats on Digby
Neck, he weat to Lunyg Islaud, and from that to
Westport. 1t would take a volume tu tell the story
of this misston as 1t has been told mo by Bro,

Crawford, and by the becthreu who stili live, and |

well remember the stirring vvents of thuse days.

But during ali 1h1s tune, though Bro C. preach-
ed considerable at Weatport, thers wers nune whe
wero ready to cutmo vut and obey the truth, On
Long Island a nuwbur had fully takeu theie stand
on the “‘ancient vrder of things.”  But the seed
sown was taking ruut.  The wutk was devoloping,
and the Lurd was preparing the way for the estab-
hshing of a chutdvin that tuan, to bo called aftor
His own namu. A mecting house had been built
which was to be open to all who preached Christ.
This, too, grow out of the preaching of Bro. Craw-
ford. A number of the people who had heard the
gospol so plainly set forth, had broken loose fromn
their old associatiuns, and were studying the scrip-
tures to “‘see if thuse thiugs were true,”

Whon things were in this conditivn, Bro, Geo.
Gacrity camo t) Westport, being sent out by a fow
brethren in Multun, nho gave hiw a certain sum of
money, and tuld him to go and labor where he
thought he could dov the mest goud,
missiun he came to Westport, aund found a tiold
already for the harvest. He beguan at unce to
preach the ancivnt guspel, and the peopls came to
hear 1n guudly numbers,  Aud all who have heard
Bro. Garnty kouw how plainly he could present
the truth, Tu this day I have ncevor heard a mae
who, I thought, could presvut the gospel more
forcibly, or moro clearly. As a resalt of this meot-
ing, quite a8 number wore’ baptized, and with a
number of thuse who had beeu already taught by

With this i

Bro. Crawford, organized a oburch, to bo known
as the Church of Christ in Westport,

Both Bro, Crawford and Bro. Garrity are held
in loving memory by tho older mombers of the
church. Since this timo this churoh has enjoyed
the preaching of themost of our preaching brethren
who have labored in these provinces. Tho first
preacher to setile among these brothren was Bro,
J. B. Knowles, this good Brotherwas there, I think,
somo four years, during Which time quite a num-
ber woro added to the saved. His health failing
him he left and went to tho States  But ull who
remomber Bro, Knowles love him doarly.

Next followed Bro. J. A. Gates, who also did
good work, and brought quite a number into the
church., He labored there some three years, and
left for his presout fiold, Southville, respected and
boloved by all.

The writer of this followed Bro. Gates, and lab-
ored with this church for fifteou yoars. During
this timo, if wy memory is not at fault, botween
sovonty and eighty were added to the church at
Westport, and over vno hundred at Tiverton. ]
would not be doing justico to even a sketch of the
history of this church, were I to omit the name of
Bro. Iloward Murray. During all, or nearly all
tho years that.I labored in those parts this brother
to mo very dear, has assisted me much, 'The many
happy meotings wo have held with thy churches at
Westport and Tiverton will never be forgotten.
These were happy days. Thore is no man moro
beluved by the brothren on these islands, aud whom
they are more pleased to see and hear than Bro.
H. Murray.

As I now look over this church aud note the
changes since I first know them, feelings of sadness
and also of juy take pussession of o, Of sadness,
because of the mauy whom T loved in the ttuth,
who have possed away. Of joy, because Iseea
smail army, must of whom came into the church
aader my puor laburs, who are guod aud true, and
who, with the oncouragement of thuso who are
ulder 10 the work, are destined to do grand work
for the Master in  Westport,

When I began this lettor I intended to speak of
our visit tu Tiverton, on vur return hume, and also
|gvoan ontline uf the histury of the chuich there.

But I havo taken so much spaco to say just a few
of the things that might be said in the interest of
tho causo in theso parts that I must leave what 1
; have to say ot Tiverton fur my next letter.  Suflico
| 1t tu aay at this time that though our visit to Tiver-
ton was all tuo shourt, yet we enjuyed tho association
of the dear brethren very much, and left them
feoling sadly, kuowing, that even though our lives
shouid be spared to visit the sceues of vur juys and
surruws again, sume to whom we spuhe the goud
byes, will not be there. This was vur experience
in leaving both Westport and Tivertun,

I feel encouraged, though, for the future of these
churches, Bro. DeVos, who is much liked, boing
already settled in Tiverton, and dving a good work,
and Bro. Cooke just about settling with the
brethren in Westport under very favorabls circum-
stances.

I wanted, too, to tell a little abuut Curnwallis;
all abuut the hearty welcume the brethren zave us
on our return hume afier an absence of six weeks.
And abuut the company who met at our home the
vvening of our return; and of the many good
chings thoy brought, And about the culd anl
sturmy night that prevented thuse from a distance
coming, and ho v they have been bringing in their
ufferings over siuce.  But I have no rvom fur all
this, su will have to letit go. I wanted to toll,
tuo, about a very pleasant visit we had up to Bro,
Dwyer's, whon the biethren, wishing to show him
how much they enjuyed his preaching while I was
away, and how glad they were I went away, so
they could havo tho chance to unjoy it, presonted
him wih sonie $10 in cash, and .ther things which

are always accuptabls in a family., And I wanted
to toll, tuo, all about the nice little speech Bro, G.
N, Wood mado when he prosented this offering
from the brothren, and also aboul Bro. Dwyer's
reply, ote. But you see, my space is more than
taken up, so you must excusoe me this timo.

DAVID'S CONFIDENT HOPE.

T'hou shalt guide me with Thy counscl aud afterwards
receive mo to glory, —Pa. Ixaii. 24,

Wo aro permitted to know something of the past
and can speak somowliat coniidently of the presout,
but what can wo know of the future? Although
much the largest portion of our skill, caro and
auxioty rofers to the future of this life the greatest
uncertainty hangs over all our purposes, and we
know not what a day may bring forth. Uur hfo
itsolf is oven a vapor that appeareth foralittlo time
and thea vanisheth away.—Is. iv. 14,

But here is 4 man confidently describing all his
course through life, a course unchanged through 211
the changes and temptations of time, with ita ter-
minus in ovorlasting glory. What peacocan com-
paro with this well grounded hope for both worlds!

Although David was a man after God’s own heart
he was in a world of temptation and siu, and like
other jzood men had his imperfections. He some-
times wont astray. On the present occasion he had
gono 8o far as even to decrade his mauhond and
jmitate the beast. He was ignorant, envious and
foolish. He looked at the things seen, and not at
the thicgs not scen. He saw the godly in sorrow
and poverty and disappointmentand concluded that
those afllictions were peculiar to them, while theo
wicked had full cups of happiness. They wore
proud and defiant, yet they escaped the sorrows and
poverty of the righteous. ‘Lhey even defied the
Almighty and were happy—had more than heart
could wish. ¥rom these reflections he concluded
that all his care and self-sacrifice were worse than
useless, that the wicked man was better off than he
was who had labored to gerve God aund do the right,
He might well compare his ignorance to the beast.
How could he tell what real trouble or happiness
the wicked hadi He mistook the present sced time
for the future harvest and made man’s enjoyment
and not his duty the rule of life. He was fast ap-
proaching the precipice of destruction and his feot
had well nigh slipped. He had not our privileges.
He had none of the New Testament to consult and
vory little of tho old, and in that little scarce a ray
of light on the future life. Since then light has
been increasing until He came who has .Solished
death and brought life and immortality to lighi
through the gospel. How many under the whole
blaze of gospel hfe feel and act as David did in his
ignorance when ho ‘‘was almost gone and his feet
had well nigh shipped,” they will not think of God’s
claims upon them; they will not look to the harvest.

ButDavid wentiuto the sanctuary of God and there
ho saw the latter end of the wicked, They had
happiuess, but 1t was sinful and short. They wore
stewards who had embezzled their Lord’s money,
and he saw them cowning to theic final doom. They
Jaughed, but it was the laugh of the mariac on tho
sinking ship, the higher they rose in the honor of
the world the deeper would be their plunge into
hopeless ruin, ‘‘As o dresm when one awakest, so,
O Lord, when Thou awakest Thou shalt despise
their image; but it is good for me to draw near to
God, I have put my trustin tho Lord God.” How
swest be felt his Creator's regard for him, how
blessed to havo communion with Him; ““Thou art
ever with me.” Earth's pleasures which I deecmed
po great ate not to he compared with Thee  Iven
Heaven's highest enjoyments are to be with Thee.
Fur without Thy presenco and Thy smile living is
tribulation and ctornity is undying dis-satisfaction,
#Whom have I in heaven but Thee and therv is

Oh, that they would stop and ask Poter’s
question, “Lord to whom shall wo go,” and return
to the Lord with their whole heart with David’s
resolution, Thou shalt guide me.

We have a strong propensity when wo feel our
need of a better guide to seck humau guides, It
is quite natural to have a high opinion of our par-
ents and forefathers, and we feol like following
them in tho journey to heaven. ff I dvas well as
my father has done who is now in heaven it will be
all right, is the language of many, for we are apt to
think that our fathers kuew more than we do as
they wero not only better, but groater men than
we aro. But admitting they were superior to us
both mentally and morally it will not folluw that
they should be our guide, for our advantages are
so far above theirs. Would wo consent to bo puid-
ed by them in temporal marters? Woold the farmer
take his father or grandfather as an example and
insist on cutting his grain with the sick'e brecause
they did s0,and on the grouad «f their superior
strength and wisdom? Certainly not, for ho feols
weli assured thatf his forefathers had the modern
reapers they would have yladly used them. Not-
withstanding all this thero is an impressiun that
wo should not deviate fro.n the example *hat our
forefathers have sot us in religion, becauss we con-
sider them grod, and if we dov as woll as they did
it is all that will be required of us, Let ussee how this
rule will work, If it is wrony for us to deviate fron,
the religiou of our immodiate patents it was equally
wrong for them to deviate from the religion of their
immediate parents and sn on to tho rewotest gen-
erations in the past.

ing. When Ho shéd light on David’s pathway He
filed that bight with such astonishing gondness that
it dried up all his surtows and put a tew song in
his mouth, ¢ven praise to our God; He drew him
with what the prophet calls *‘the cords of a man.”

MORE WAGES.

We nbtite in the February nttmber of Tar
CHristiak a kindly eridcism, from our respected
Bro. D. M.

The reader will notice, by reading carefully, that
out brother objects to the position I took, in regard
to Panl being *“‘uirder wages,” He thinks the word
*undet " implies that Paul was hired to preach,
which he claims is not true, as Paul was never
‘“under wages,” nor even hired to preach. Wo
fail to see any differenco between *¢ taking wages
and “ under wages,” and oven if thete was any
tilﬁ'orence, it would not deatroy the fact in the tase,
i. ¢, that Paul received “ wages.” To avoid the
force of this, our brother tells us that wages meaus
¢ contributions,” 1 notice that the N, V. has
wages, The Living Oracles and alsy James Mac-
Knight have it the samo. This leads me to con-
cludo that ** wages " is correct.” 1 turn to Web-
ster's dictionary, and [ tind that wages means
*“ hire or reward or compensation, given to hired
persone.” I am not prepared to say, with theso
facts bofure us, on what authority it can be said,
that Paul did not receive pay or wages for his
labor. It 18 certainly just and worthy; as the
Master huself snid, ** The laborer was worthy his
hire.”

Bro. M. oLjects to the idea of Paul receiving
wages or bemny hired, because that would constitute
him an * hweting.” I never looked at 1t in this
light before.  List us consider it carefully. *‘Hire"
means price, reward or compeusution, paid or ¢.mn-
tracted to be given. *'A recompense paid for
personal labor.” The man, therefure, who receives
wages or a compensation for his labors, whether i
be in weekly 1natallments or i annuval dunations,”
cannot be an “‘hirehing.” W read 1 the twentieth
chapter of Matt., *‘tho kingd m of heaven is hke a
man , who Jured laborers 1 his vineyard.”
This cannot possibly wean that these laburers were
hirelings, because they were hired. An hirehing,
according to Crudens, is one who *‘ueglects the
fluck and mims only at his own advantage.” He is
one who secks the flcoce rather than the good of
the sheep. I um suro that our esteemed brother,
in the goodness of his heart, would not sy that the
man who gets a fow sup ilated dollars for hig Jabors
1n the gospel, is seeking any earthly advautage or
is in any sciiptural sense an hireling.  Our pro-
vincial brethren, who aro devoting their lives to the
cause, arv must certammly free from this charge,
becaugo if thoy were hirehngs and thus sceking
their own earthly advantage, they wonld **flee ” to
the States, as an *¢ hirehuy fleoth, because he isan
hiveling.” (John x. 18).

Bro. M. also informs us that ‘ there was no
middle party who received the funds to expend at
discretion.”  “*That 1w parties contnib taee pave
W Lo Hiois whu wolo Wanuy the woik. ' Here s
-another stranger. Let us entertain him a moment,.
Turn to L. Cor. xvi. 3, herv wo find that whoever
the church at Corinth approved “‘them Panl would
send to bring their hberuhity unto Jerusalem.”
This lovks very much like a ‘‘middle” wan or
wote correctly a trewsuror, But it muy bo urged

that every church choose its own treasurer, to lovk
aftor ita owir mission funds, Wo will see by read
ing IT. Cor., viii. 1Y, that tho brothar who was sent
with Titus was *‘chusen by the churches.” Here is
o *‘middle” many chusen to take care «f the funds
of the churches, and according to 11, Cor., viii. 18,
he was a first-class man, just about such a man as
the one we have to haid our mission funds. The
idea of a *“middle ¥ man as o treasurer, is strictly
seriptural and absolutely neceasary. It iaiapossible
to uccumnplish any co-operative work without a
treasurer.

The more we investigate the workings of the
.apostolic church, the more forcibly we aro improssed
with the unity, harmony ard co-operation of all
the churches in every goud word and work. And
herein we find the wonderful success of the cause
in primitive days.

THE CREED FOR WHICH CHRIST
DIED.

“And the High Priest atood tp in the midst, and
asked Jesus, saying, Answerest thou nothing? Whatis
it which these wituess against thee? But He held His
peaco and answered nothing. Again the High Priest
asked Hiw, and suid unto Him, Art Thou the Christ,
the Sgil o(t; 3the Blesred? And Jesussaid, I am.”—Mark
xiv. 61—63.

Jesus 18 the Christ, the Son of God. This is the
truth for which He died, 'The Eigh Priest rent his
clothes, and called it blaspheiny, No further wit-
ness, said the Jows, was needed, and they con-
demned him to death. No truth is blasphemous.
Ouly 1f Christ’s claim was falso conld their charge
be true. This claim Christ sealed with His bluod,
and enforced by His resurrection, It has been and
is tho faith of myriads of men and women, and
centuries have not weakened its hold on humanity.
That Jesusis tho Christ, the Sun of Gud, is a divine
proposition. If it bs divinely demonstrated it is
the world’s higher. truth because it gives divine
sanction to all that Jesus said snd did, onforces His
woral toaching, and renders His commauds obli-
gatory. I Christ is what He claimed, if He is that
for which He divd, then He is the oud of the law for
rigxhteousuness, Ho is the beginning and the end of
the way of salvation.

1st. Thia truth was the creed of the apostolic
church. When Jesus asked, Who do men say that
I ans, Peter answered, Thou art the Christ, the Sun
of the living Gud, Jesus then said, On this rock I
will build My church, 1t #as asiguificant promise,
a prediction of the beginning and character of Hs
new kmgdom. Sirangely and in an unearthly way,
in a way quite heavenly was that prediction fu.filed.
A shurt winistry marked by truth and love; the
crucifixiun , the resurrection; tho commuission; the
Pentecust; on that day Peter’s sermon pruving the
resurrection of Jesus, aud that Gud had made Him
both Lord and Christ; three thousand converted
and buuud together in this now, transforming faith
—such, bricfly, wero the successive steps by
which Christ built His church, Tho basis of it all
was the proof of His claim to Christhoud, and f
Sonship toward Gud. Thav this Peter and Jumes
and John and Paul knew no other creed. luto that
faith were baptized tho c.nverts of Jorusalem, and
of Samaria, and of Autiuch, of Ephesvs, and
Philippi, and Cori -th, and Rome. Saul the hauzlny
phar:sve; Curnelins the Ruman centurion; Lydia
the seller of purple wares; the Ethiopian officer;
the Philippian jailer; Jew, Gentile, Rowan, Bar-
barian, any oue, all were converted by aud to this
creed.  Tho a, ostles anl thals convers hiew it
wy uf our modern *‘tams,” and *‘olagies,’” and
“oxien.” Except by tho spuit of prophesy they
conld nover have Creamed of our creeds and con-
eutions, our systems snd symbols, our scieuces,
theologivs, phisophies, and fictions. Whatever
yood muy bo m any of these lut it be matter of
opivion nud not uf dogina and followship.  But te

us as to the apostles lot Jusus he Christ for ever
more, Su may all Christians find tho one thing in
common that mdkes them brethren,

Dr. Sohaff tays: *‘Christ is the contro of the
moral universe, tho Holy of holies of history,
Christ in the gospels, in the church, in the pulpit,
in the school, in theology, in poetry, in art, in the
soul, in holy lives of men and women devoted to
the welfare of the race—wherever we meet Him, Ho
appears the purest, highest, loveliest objeot of con-
templation, atid-commands above all human beiags
our affection aud veneration,—Christ is far higher
and deoper and broader than all Christologies. No
single mind, no church or sect has ever exhausted
the fullness of His divine-huwan personality. Every
ogo must grapple anew with * the great mystery of
Godliness’ and wmake it alive aud fruitful for its
own intellectual and spiritual benefit.” lmmedi-
atoly upon this assertion of the fullnoss and per-
manency of our Lord he quotes Tennyson:

“Qur little systoms have thoeir day;

They have their day and cease to be;
They are but broken lights of Theo,

And Thon, O Lord, art more than they.”

2nd, For the truth of His claims Christ died
Though He stood against the world He did not
doubt Himse!f. He had planned His life on this
high basis, and .refused tu descend from it though
He did not refuso to die. Not the least among Hia
miracles was Christ’s faith in Himself. If He had
been a mere man why should He not have deserted
Himself in those trying hours, and why should He
not have cunsented to season His diviue plana with
some grains of human policy? Buat no. He pro-
claimed His truth unto death oven as Heloved and
forgave unto death. This 18 the more remarkable
a8 His whole schemo was new, and before antried
in the world. His way was through a pathless
wilderness where His own disciples refused to fol-
low Him, believing that all was lost; yet Ha went
constantly onward as though Hs had previously
surveyed that untried path, and as though He knew
whither it would lead. Aud He did know. The
centuries have proved that l{e was right and His
opponents wera wr. ng, and the proof is as increas-
ingly cumulative as the multiplying years in which
the trial is made. Christ was faithful to Himeelf,
and faithful nuto death. .

What 8 wan is willing to dis for is of conse-
quence, at least to the dying one. Compared with
that fur which Jesus died the world is full of truths
that are unly tnfles. At the cloge of the reign of
terror 1 Fiance the firat man of the Directory pro-
pused a new reiigion called Theophilanthropy. He
explained the matter to Talleyrand, and asked his
opinion upun it. The latter answered, “I have but
one vbservation to make, [a order to found Hias
religion Jesus Christ was crucified and raised again;
yuu ought to attempt as much.” Theuphilanthropy
was not worth dying for. Cumpared with the truth
as it is in Christ it was a trifle, and the world has
suen fittolet 1t die. Talleyraund’s answor to it lives,
but Theophilanthropy does not. So with deism,
and atheism, aud materialism, and agnosticism,
and pusitiviam, and spiritualism, and humanitarian-
ism, und tho whole host of isms; as isma thoy are
not worth dying for, thercfore they are nutfit to
live; sowo of them aro dead; uthers are dying,
somo of their better elements may live but the isms
will die. In the long race-course of truth only the
fittest shall survive. The truth that is scaled with
the bluod of its martyr has a long lease of life.
The truth that is scaled with the b'oud of Christis
oternal,  Lieaven aud eurth shal s away, but
this tiuth shatl not pass away. ‘ritles, we said &
mowment ugu! The news of the day, volumes of
history, tues of philusuphy, hand-books of scionce
waterial truths, mere temporal tiuths, however
trus they may by, aro as nothing compared with
this truth,—*Tho Word of God was mads fiesh,
and dwelt among mon; aud wo buheld His glory
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the clory as of the only begotten of the Fathor.”
So much of our poor human teaching perishes, It
cannot stand the test of time, much Jess that of
etornity. Thevries, theuvlugies, sciences, philoso-
phies,—falling on the tides of tune, thoy are like

*“T'he anow-fliko ou the river; .,
A moment white, thea lost forever,

But here in Christ is a truth rovealed, establish-
od in our history, knowo to us, and made precious
by oxperience; a truth that defies the hour-glass
and the grave; that keaps ever in advance of our
progress; that runs like the circumfocence of a
circle round the outor margin of all that is gond,
ard old, and new, and true among men; that
touches at once tho two oxtremes, humanity and
divinity; a truth that relates to our sins, brings us
to holiness, and prepares us for God. It is true
that Jesus is tho Christ, the Son of the Blessed. It
is true that He is vur Brother and our Saviour. In
Him there is revealed the divine way of living. In
martyrdom to His own claims He made atonement
for our sins. Through the veil, that is to say, His
flesh, there is opened up the way into the holiest.
Through life we may go gladly, following Him.
Through the grave we may go peacefully, trusting
Him, Beyoud tho grave ‘‘there is nothing but
equal nothings”? Ah no; beyund the grave thero
is life; this is a pact of the truth that Jesus is the
Christ. Jn tesrimony of Himself, of the resurrec-
tion, and of the life ecernal, He died. Art Thou the
Christ, the Sun uf the Blessed, said the high priest?
1 am, said Jesus, and by that cunfession He sealed
His death warraut,

8ed. Why should Jesus die for clinging to sucha
blessed truth? Tha question may startle, but the
answor is easy. In this depraved and beastly world
a wan may go jovially on with his crowd, loving
what his fellows love, hatin: what they hate, swear-
ing by their caths, and twkling their whims, and
so they will never cast a stone at him. Butlet a
man be a man, let him reprove and rebuke as
Wendell Phitlips did, as Lincoln did, as Luther
did, as Paunldid, and choy will throw at Him bul-
lots, bad eggs, and mnd, It is most natural that
in the Devil'a part of the world a man should suffer
for being a saint. Judas can live among his fellows
for all they caro; he may perchance hang himself,
but he can never be a martyr at their hands. Josus,
however, by bainy righteous became offensive, and
Ho died the death Swords and staves for the
man of lainb hkeinnocauco; armed Roman soldiers
to take the unarmed Nazarene; all Judea and the
power of Rome invoked to crush the man whose
only crimes were that He preached heaven's truth,
and loved the people, and hoaed their dissases;
crowns for the worid’s rayal sinners; crosses for its
rayal reformers; palaces for prodigals; persecutions
for prophets—it is the old story, the w rid's way of
dealing with its boloved sinners and its unwelcome
saints. DMartyrdom, martyrdom! that werd tells
the whole secrot of Christ’s death. A man like
Jesus in an ago like that must of necessity suffur,
Had He not have suffered Ho would have been no
more worthy of our love and remembrance than
any chance onv of the rabble that huoted around
Him. Had He not have suffered He would not
have been Christ. Had He not havo died He
would not have been imwortal. ““Yes, says one,
Plato was truly inspired when he aflirmed that
moral perfection, if it shonld appear on the earth,
would auroly draw dwwan upon it all the resistance
of our nature, and that in a world like ours, iv-
famy aupremo would be the distinetive sign and
tho reward of supremeo sauctity.” In Joans thore
appeared thy porfect morality, and Plato’s pr phesy
was fulfilled, The infamy supromo that gathered
round the cross is the proof of the sanctity supreme
that hung upon the cross.

A lagt word: Ts it warth our while to live in the
t}ugh for which Jesus died? Mauany of us have

nnswered the question with our lips, and ave trying
to answor it with our lives,. Some uf you have not
evon tried to apawor, We bid you atop and think,
This is Heaven's truth intonded for man’s good. It
cannot furevor bo ignured, noer can you forever
strivo against it, Every knoo shall bow, and every
tungzue shall cunfess that Jesus is Lord to the glory
of the Father, You may confess 1t now gladly; if
uot you must sometime confess it in sadness, 1t is
too great and precious to be forover mistreatod, A
city on a hill cannot be hid.

““Thore sre flashes struck from midnights;

Thero are fire flames noundays kindle;

While just this or that poor 1mpulse,

Which tor once had play unstitied

Seoms tho whole work of a lifotime,

Which away thorest had trifled,”

This truth is a flash from the world’s midnight
darkness. It 18 fast becoming the world’s midday
sun. May it kindle in all our hearts a flame that
can nover bequenched, » kindhing of now hifo worth |
the work of our whole hfetime hore.

BAPTISM IN THE CHURCII OF ENG-
LAND 340 YEARS AGO,

In tho first prayor bovk of Edward V1. printed
m 1549, aud tho second printed m 1552, wo have
an account and deacription of baptism as practiced
s those days, I find that no provistun has beon
wade for the bapusm of adults, in either of thoso
books. But as they were tanght the duty of having
infants baptized as woor: after birth as pussible, it
was probubly considered that all would by 8o bap-
tized, I use the word baptized in its proper meat-
ing.  As tho reader will see, the child was dipped
in the water.

Ina time like the present, when wany ia the
Church of Ensland are returning tu the practice of
that church as it was at the beginning; it is well to
know what that practice was. [ will quote from
the tirst buok, which differs hittle from the second,
excepting that in the second, the priest does not
undertuke to cast the Dovil out of the child bufore
baptism. When the priest received the name of
the child from its godfathers aud godmothers, he
wade the sign of the cross on the forehead and
breast of the child. After various prayers and cere-
monivs, t00 Bumerous to mentton, he lovked on the
children, saymy: ““I command thee, unclean spirit,
in the vame of the Father, of the Son, aud of the
Holy Ghost, that thou come out and depart from
theso infants, whomn our Lord Jesus Christ hath
vouchsafed to call to His holy baptism; to be made
members of Hisbudy and of His holy cungrogation.
Therefore thou cursed spirit, remomber thy sen-
tence, remember thy judgment, remember the days
to be at hand wherein thou shalt burn in tire ever-
lasting, prepared for thee and thy ange's. And
presume not hereafter to exercise any tyranny to-
~ards these infauts, whom Christ hath bought with
His precious blood, and by this His holy baptism
calloth to be of RHis fluck.” Then after pntting a
number of quustious to the child, through the god-
fathers and gidmothers, the “Priest shall 1ake the
¢ child in his hauds, and ask the name; and nam-
** ing the caild, shall dip 1t in the water thrice.
*¢ First, dipping tho right sido; second, tho left side;
*¢ the third time dipping the face toward the font.
*¢ So it be discreetly and warily done, saying, 1
¢ baptizo thes in the name of tho *Father, and of
*¢ the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.' And if the
* chitd be weal, it shall suftico to pour water upon
¢ it, saying the aforesaid words. Then the priest
‘“ shail anoint the infant on the head, saying:
‘¢ Almigh'y God, the Father of our Lord Jesus
¢ Christ, who hath regencrated thee by wator aud
* tho Huly Ghest, and hath given unto theo remis

** sion of all thy sins; vouchsufe to anoiut thes with

¢ the unction of Thy Holy Spirit, and bring thee to
¢¢ tho inheritanco of everlasting life. Amen,”

In the socond prayer buok, I find that tho ohild
lwns only to be dipped once. But the same pro-
vision was made for woakness, by alluwing pouring
water instead of dipping. Physical woakness must
have increasol at an alarming rate, if we compare
the present generation with thoss who lived 340
years ago. Now they cannot bear oven pouring,
Is the disvase roligious hydrophobial

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PROGRESS.

Wo aro commanded by the Apostle Peter “‘to
grow in grace and in knowledue.” This makes the
law of *‘progress” divine and a duty second to none
in importance. That progress is lifo, all will admit,
Progress is living th ;ught and this only has power.
Sume cno hus truly said, ‘*The past is reul now,
only 80 fur as it lives in the present.” Henco a
truth of the past has weicht und power vnly when
it is made present and becumes tho end of the
future only throngh the law of progress. Progress
therefore is not to grow away from tho truth, but
to develop the truth, and to have a better know-
ledgo of it. This cloarly implies that we do not
now have a porfect knowledgzo of the truth, It is
impossiblo to grow in that in which we are already
perfect. This does not mean that wo do not now
know anything perfectly, but that there are many
things yet to learn. Here is whero our progross is
acon— in adding to our faith knowledge. Our rule
is *‘to speak when the Bible speaks.” But this
does not imply that we have yot learued all the
Bible has spoken, but that we should speak only
that which the Bible has spoken, and that we should
progross as fast but no faster than the Bible leads
us. The cause of 8o many failures in the progress
of divino knowledge, is in making other men’s
ideas of divine truth our %e plus wuttra. The folly
of this is seen in the fact that the very best of men
have much more to learn of tha word of God, A
good brother who was at Bethany Cullego in the
days of Bro. Campbell told me he heard Bro.
Campbell say in one of his sermons, *‘that he had
learned only the alphabet of the Bible.” He was
conscious of the fact that with all his knowledge
there was yot an ocean of undiscovered truth. To
accept of any theology, true or false, all ‘‘cut and
dried, put up in convenient forms, tied up in neat
parcels and arranged in logical order,” is destruc-
tive toall progress. Using the words of Professor
Drummond, of Scotland, *There is no worse
enemy to a living church than » propositional the-
ology, with the latter controlling the former, by
traditional authority. TFor one does not then ro-
ceive the truth for himself, he accepts it bodily,
He begins the Christian hfe sot up by his church
with a stuck-wn-trade which has cost him nothing,
and, which though it may serve him all his life, is
just oxactly wortn as much as his bolief in his
church, This pussession of truth thus lightly won
is given to him as infallible. Ic is a system,
There is nothing to add to it. At his peril let *im
question or take from it. Men peirfcrm one great
act of faith at the begiuning of their life then have
done with it forever. All moral, intellectual and
spirivnal effort is ovor; and a cheap theology ends
in a cheap hfo.”

In the progress of the knowledae of truth we-do
not mean to say that truth isnew, for as Lyman
Abbott has anid, “No truth iz new.” Itisonly
man's approhension of it that is new. A new
theology«does not mean n new Bible, but a botter
undersianding of the old Bible. Progress is not
the work of guing beyond the Bible, but rather
going beyond the crudo and tabulated ideas of the

past, coneorning the Bibla, Wy tejoice in the

progress of the sciouces, Wo all admit that won-
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derful advancement 1s boing made in the scionce of
astronomy; but who would snppose that this meant
tho diacovery of new plancts! s it not rather new
discoveries concerning the old platiets, This is the
great want of the ago, a botter knowledge of the
old Bible. The trend of the currout reformation
is not & movement sway from the Bible, but away
from human traditional anthority, and towards the
fountain of all Christian faith, the word of God.
Tho progress mado is plainly seen in the spiric of
“original, individual investigation and independ-
ent thinking,” In the words of aunother, “The
roformation denies all human authority over be-
liefs. It throws humanity back upon itself and
drives it to an indepondent study of the truth,”
In view of this onward movement in the know-
ledge of divine truth it becomes us to be very
modest in our Eenunciations of othors who have
not received the truth, least we condemn in othors
what we allow in ouraslves, We cannot condemn
ourealves for not obeying a truth that wo have not
yot discovered, but for wilfully rejecting what weo
know is truth; henco the saying that wo take the
**Bible and the Bible alone for our rule of faith
and practice,” does not compell us to assume that
we have discovered all the truth in the Bible, bat
that we will not accopt more than we have dis-
coverad. H. Murray.

In order to receive answers to our
prayers, we require wisdom in petitioning the
throne of graco. James, the inspired writer, says:
If anv lack wisdom, lot him ask of God, that giveth
to all men liberaily and upbraideth nut; and it
shall be givon him. Again, we are to ask in faith,
nothing wavering. I am inclined to think that
many of us are wavering, becauss we do not get all
we ask for. God knows what is best for us. From
this time forth we would usk the prayers of God’s
people on behalf of the work in Halifax. Let the
effestual fervent prayers of thuse who are interesied
in the upbuilding of Christ’s kinglom pray that
His work may bo blessed to the saving of many
souls in Halifax,
