GOVERNiIENT SAVINGS BANKS.

The Ottawa correspondent of tie Mail has
taken up the cudgels on behalf of the exist-
ing system, and in a recent number com-
bats in detail the statements made by us
respecting government savings batnks. He
certainly handles the subject better than the
writer in tie same paper whose wonderful
theory we gave to our readers some weeks
ago, but ve fear his arguments arc in the
main scarcely less unsound.

He entirely ignores or misunderstands
the main arguient we made use of,
whicl forms the strongest reason against
the existing system ii the minds of practi-
cal ien.

The position is simply tiis. The
government, by various methods more or
less akin to banking, witidraws fromn com-
mercial channels a very large sun of money
and employs it in fixed expenditure. If
this money vere left ils the natural channels
its effect would unssdoubtedly be to reduce
the rate of interest, and so stiniulate and
mace possible enterprises whiclh now ]an-
guish, not for want of capital, but becanse
the cost of the capital is greater than the
profit of the enterprises will bear.

It is no argument to point ont that the
country has so nuch increased l wealth
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that its cash resources are, greater than
they were ten yearas ago. The readers of
the Jona see this every month, and the
fact is constantly before us. Its effect.on
the rate of discount witliin the past iix or
nine months is known to alf the comnner-
cial world. What thn? Because we are
for the time being fully supplied (but not'
so fully as to lead to a further break in
rates) shall we be content to let things alone ?
On the contrary, now is the tiine to put riglt
anything wrong' in our financial iethods
sinee a change could, be inaugurated and
graidually broujght about wi th the least in-
convenience to the Government, and without
the risk wlich in imore stLîngen'tiines niight
attend the ncessary action.' But hie cas'e
or stringency of inoney lhas iothing vhat-
ever to do with the question. Whetlier it
be plentiful or the reverse, the additidn of a
round suni to the general loan'g fund of
the banks could have but onc offect; to
lower rates. If noney were easy it 'would
become casier; if it wvere stringent, hie
addition would n a'ce it more plentiful.

It is gravely urged that the more fact that
the Banks have at present large balaicd
abroad at once disposes of any idea thit
they are short of funds or thàt tley
want the deposits held by the' Govera-
ment. We "have already pointed out
that financial case lias nothing'to do with
the matter, but, apart fron this, it dighfito
be well eriough known that banks at all
times keep a large amount of inoney loaned
et call, to be available as a réerve in case
of need. Since the practice of loaning on
bank stocks vas abandoned 'thie channels for
the employment of call noney in 'Canada
hae' beeri exceedingly limited, and th'ae
funds naturally gravitate to Nev York. Tlie
rates there are no 'so enticing tlïat they
would draw away money ?iroi desirable
business here, but reserve funds eîiploïrd
in Ncw York have the additional adventaÏe
(as we lhave iore than once poirited~ ot)
that they are eutirely outside of the circle &f
local disturbances which migiht impeiil le
convertibility of reserve funds employed at
home. Heavy balances abroad are therefoie
compatible with a condition of very moder-
'ate ease in mony here.

We muet also take exception to the state-
ment, or inplication rather, that thé bariks
begrudge the people who deposit in the
government savinge banks the interest they
obtain from the government.

We are not the champions of the banks
in this matter, and indeed it is quite prolia-
ble they would disapprove of a course 0hiich
has in view a further reduction in the rate
of discount. What we sec, and have siiid
in plain words, is that tie business d&ih-
munity is paying higher rates for the capital
it needs in order that the depo3itors in the
Sarings Banks inay-get four 'per cent, ànd

that the course of the goveranientin Wa far
as it increases the interest paid by produôers
for the use of capital, lessens productiòn,
and so, by diminishing the'dmandifor labor,
injures the laboring classsto ;a far greater
degree than any petty interest on ther por-
tion of the deposits could possibly offset.

Then,as to what constitutes a savings bank,
and what can fairly be called savings. Great
ingenuity is exhibited to 'prové -that the
Governiment savings banks are analogous
to, the ordinary savings banks in the United
States. But what of that? Or rather- is
not that an admission that we .are right?
We have-no objection to savings'-bank in
gencral. They fulfil a worthy and useful
office, ithout injury ta the body commercial,
for their deposits still flow through business
channels. Our objection is to the Govern-
ment absorbing deposits, and, as far as their
value to the community, as capital iB con-
cerned, utterly destroying them by spending
them in unproductive works, or in works
that will return then as active capital again
only after many years.

Finally, it is actually urged that since the
larger deposits are in the Maritime Provinces,
OPtario and Quebec are not effected by the
continuance of the savinge banks-there. -Io
it supposed that mnoncys received by the
Maritime banks in .excess ·of local re-
quirements are locked up in their safes till
called for? We feel that an aplogy ought to
be made for mentioning the fact that Mont-
real is the financial -centre of Canada, and
that any excese of money in any part of the
country, fromn Manitoba to Nova Scotia, flows
here as naturally as water seeks the lowest
level, from here'. to be distributed to 'the
places where it is need. The money absorbèd
by the Governnent in the Maritime pro-
vinces is withheld from any business that
might employ it, anywhere, it rnight almost
be.said, -within this wide Dominion.

The Mail correspondent refers us to the
paper read at the meeting of the British
Association by.Mr. Cunningham Stewart,
for an analysis of the classes .who make up
the depositors in the Government savings
banka.

Mr. StewartVs thonghtful aud carefully
prépared paper*is' marred by-miuch -special
Plëading, arid in this particular liehas
tliéorized beyond 'the facts.'- His main cda'-
teiitión is thif sin e farinera, -and not bisi-
ness men, are the chief depositors with the
Government, the business of tli bianks is not
interfered with.-If his conclusion were correct
it would be a very forcible argument, but it is
just the reverse.of true. Thegeneral rule is
that farmers and others not in business make
deposits, and business inen use them.We have
already discusseàl' thispÔ òt'in * a pirevius
article, and shlówn thatthe fi-ïnirlg corti-
nity supplies' the ióist nunfrdds ais Well

as'the best-class of- deposits held7by. banksg
and need not further-enlarge here.,.

We had almiost overlooked the fear ex-
presed'by thé Mdil that anîy reduction'of
irterest by Hie 'Go ernment night 'drive
deosits-where? To Maine and Massàchu-
sette and NeW Yoilr savings bankWli ' The
Waimt of knowledge of the 'stability of the'se
assàciations night' 'be no ebdr'to 'sulha
catastrophe; 'theposibility'tlat the déposits
might'be repaid in silver»dollais worth' about
seventY:eight 'cents apiecë inight-not deter'
the eager seekers for p profit; but we take
courage when we reflect that, although thèse
savings banks are authorized to pay 5. per
cent, they ý don't sinply because theyl are
not able to make it Seriously; is itto 'be
supposed that witlh untold'millions:of money
soeking emîploymênt ini'thec'Eastern States,
any borrowers'who could offeisuoh secirity.
as would attract Canadian depositors .would
be obliged to pay 5 per cent? .- ý

We commend :this .matter to the new
Finance Minister, as one affecting the entire
lisiness comnunity. --It will require some
courage to grapple with it, biit he could, not
ündertake a.more important' wbrk.

Foulards, waist linings and sateens, in-
ished in iinitation of Slater's cainbrics, are
now mnade lere in ail colors, to Lake the

place of goods formiierly inported; and
pocketings, shoe drills, and etriped tickings,
are now abnost entirely of Canadian nianu-
facture.

Another new departure in Cotton mxanu-
factures this year is shown in the reversible
Jacquard rugs, which are tade in two
sizes, in a great variety of colore ; they are
copied frot Germian rugs, and will, it is ex-

pected, prove a cheap and favorite article, as
Lhey sel from» $1.7r to$2, or about 25 cents
inter the price of the woollen 'article.

Tie general nanufacturing situation is
what nay naturally bc expected towards the
close of Lite year, althougi in maany respects
it is an improvenent on tite condition of
things a year ago. Most maills, in viewt
of the faet that prices of goode are close
down to Lite cost of production, have pursued
a cautions policy during tite past twelve
nionths, not only in studying Lite inprove-
tent and economiy of their business but aiso
in carefully avoiding, ae far ie possible, any
large accumulation of stock. Hence their
stocks are now in better shape tian for
sorme years past, and they are not under the
necessity of foruing hinediate sales. Of
course there is a tendency to acciumulation
in comne lines of fabrics, as is usually Lite
crise at this season, but ià is only slight, and
the demtand front the trade for spring busi-
ness is so iear at hand tht it has no weaken-
ing eflect upon tite views of sellers. Ou
all iands great enterprise lias been shown,
both in the nanifacture of novelties and in
te extension of existing lines, and prospects

for next year ire aditted to be favorable.

THE REPORT OF T-HE SECRETARY
OF TH1E3 TREASURY.

We reviewed last week Lte report to Lite
United States Coigress of Lite Comtptroller of
Lite Currency. 'That of the Secretary of the
Treastry, which now lies before us, is
largely occupied on a simlilar sibject,
ntaiely, ctirrency reforai.

The views of Secretary Manning tue
equally sounîd witi those of Lite Coiptroller,
and tis muith more itmiportait as his position
imîplies. It is a somîewiat remaarkable fah,
thougl quite consistent with the muethod of
governiment which prevails in tie United
States, that the President, the Secretary of
Lite Treasury, Lite Treasturer of Lite United
States and the leading subordinatte ofilcialis
lin tie fiancial branch of Lite G overitnment,
should bc unanimtonely opposed to Lite coin-
age of standard silver dollars, and yet there
is a strong possibility that.their opposition
will be fruitless.

Mr. Manning approaches the siibjeet with
due cotideration. He affirmus that a re-
view of the laws governing this niatter and of
Lite ,business position of the country iiatni-
feste tie grave need of refori in Lite cir-
rency and in the existing schemae of taxation.
B oth are legacies of war, and their continu-
ance ias been iade possible by Lite pros-
perity which has,in spite of then,prevailed,
but whici iow shows signs of abatemuent.

The disorders of Lite cuirrency lie ascribes
to Lite Act of Februîary 1878,.-which calls
for Lite coinage of $24,000,000 of silver per
annut, and Lite Act of May, 1878, which
postponed Lite redemtption of Lite nrotes of
Lthe Uiîted States tieit outstanlinig. The
conditions Oi which refori of tite currency
cati be carried out are tdeait witlL in detail
they mîay bc suinmarized as follows :

No disturbance of trade ; no alteration of
Lite intrinsic value of Lite nonetary unit; no
loss to publie reditors; no reduetin of Lite
voluime of curreicy, or' hindrance to its in-
crease against gold, dollar for dollar, in tie
Treasury; conttiued reduction of the publie
debt ; no increase of taxation ; tto sale of
the silver boiglt and coined since February,
1878; Lite use of the present stock o f silver
dollars and of the present stock of coined
gold, without discount on Lite one or pre-
mîiumn on tite other ; and withouît prejudice
to ait international bi-netallic union.

These conditions fully cover all the re-
quireinents of the present case, and it le at
anîîy rate a gain that Lite Secretary should
deliberately bring forward so full and
clear a stateiment of Lite conditions of Lite

probleim to bc grappled with, and invite
Congress to deal wi it it. Whether lie will
accoiipiisl the desired end ls openx to doibt.
His speciflic recoimimtendations are, the repeal
or the clause requiring Treasury purchases
of btiion, which woild iean the entire
cessation of silver coinage, and Lite repea of
Lite Act imatking Treasiry issues and re-
issues of legal tender notes comîxpulsory.

Mr. Mantiingcleary sets forLt Lite disad-
vantages of unlimiited bi-mtetallisinand shows
how coitierce with foreign nations is affected
by having two standards. But lie recog-
nizes Lite fact, as one that has to bc borne
with and imade the best of, that the United
States have 215,000,000 slver dollars that
wili not go abroad, nior be withdrawn for use
in tie arts lt Ioie, since in eiiier catse a
loss of 20 or 25 per cent would have to bc
borne, comipared to the value nomninally
afixed to tite by their legal tender quality.
I IL is not to bc expected," lie says, " that
Cotngress will witlidraw fromn tiese 215,000,-
000 silver dollars their full legal tender
quallity ; iL is iot to bc expected that Con-
grecs will redeen and mtirelt tiheu and seli
the mtetal."

Tie section on raono- and bi-ietallisei,

curiously headedI "Metallisn-Mono and
31," though ivritten in a very turgid and

involved style, so inuch so as to justify the
suritîse of i New York daily that it was
wrLei by ite iiibrent lhind fromn the rest,
contains i useful abstract of the colnage
laws front 1792 down. It is not wel put
together, but the facts can be got at with a
little-care. As regarde civer, te coinage 0f
silver dollars containing 371.25 grains of
pure silver was free to ail corners, front 1792
to 1873. Duîring those years no great amîoxunt
was coined, notwiLtstanding that they were
full legal tender, and tihe coins were rapidly
exported,owing to tie botter value given silver
in the French axint as comipared wivth gold.
Siice 1873 Lite dollar has contained the saine
atiiount of silver as before, and with a short
interval it ias had the legal tender quality,
but Lite coinage is no longer free to ail cotm-
ers. Tie Act of 1873 witldrew the latter
privilege. Tie Revised StattiLes of 1874
contained (it is said throuigh ait error of Lite
revisers) al clause that silver coins shouild bc
legal tender for any anont not exceeding
five dollars. Tie Act of 1878 restored tihe full
legal tender quality, but conftned the coin-
age to about $24,000,000 per annuie, of
bullion purchasei by Lite init.

The secretary points out the diflicilties
thait beset various courses that are open for
adoption. A continuanceof the coinagemiust
lead to a preiixumt oui gold, and would be a
direct hindrance to any international union.
Tie proposition to put muore silver in the
dollar (i. e., to inace it an hontest dollar) is
also open to Lite latter objection, and las,
besides, tie enortotus disadvattage that it
woutild be imtpossible, with a new dollar cou-
taining a iuidred cents worth of silver, to
keep Lite 215,000,000 already in existence
froua depreciating, to say nothing of the faet
thiat the rise or fail in tie value of silver
would necessitate a constant change in tie
weigit of the coin. Tite onîly rexnedy is to
cease co ing silver at once and absolutely.
He repeas over aiid over again tihe belief
which we have ourselves expressed on pre-
vious occasions, that tie 216 millions
already coined can bc kep nt atteir nominual
value, if no imore are added, by absorption
into Lite currency of the country as a con-
venient token coitage; aud that tite cessa-
Lion of their coinage is a full remxîedy for all
existing difilculties.

On Lite whole, the report, althougi con-
taining nothing very new, places this inipor-
tanit question in a clear light before the
cotntry, and, reinforced as it ls with the
President's strong endorsemnent, and tie
support of the baiters tand financiers of Lite
country, it should have somte weigit in Con-
gress. If wise ieasures prevail there cin bc
little doubt that a nev cra of prosperity,based
on souîntd fluanîcial and currency conditions,
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will at once set in, and, as Ilis will ie Iore

or less rellecuted in Canada, we are very
directly interested in the settlement of the
question.

On the subject of flic reforni of taxation
the Secretary is somewhat hazy. He de-
votes considerable space to the discussion of
difliculties which embnarrases the cistons
in the collection of revenue, and kiidred
topics ; and generalizes on the injury done to
somne industries by Loo high a tarifl, but hO

does not go into any dôtails whatever.

THE BREAD QUESTION.

An imporilnt meeting of c itizens
of all classes, lay and clerical, manu-
facturers and consuners, interested in the
question of cheaper bread in Montreal was
lield in the long room of the Mechanics
I nstitute last Monday. Alderman Fair-
bairn ably filled the chair, bringing the re-
suIts of long experience to bear upon the
subject. Mr. Jolin Wason, who is taking
nu active part in, hfle novenent, cited a
ilniiber of figures . showing the possible
aggregate saving to t le people through l re-
duction of froim 2 lo 4 cents per 4 lb. louf.
'T'le flour miîenl and their' cistomlers, the
bakers, were stot.ly represented, and natur-
ally controverted the statemients put forth,
claiming tlat it wans impossible to make
bread any cheaper-that bread could lie hlad
here as chiapi as anywhere else--tlit their
flour cost more flthani tliat eniployed .in west-
eri cities-that a Co-operative balkery such
as that siggested would ruin the baikers and
bring itself also to grief. One of the bakers
tlrenteinel .haf they would redice the price
of breadi as low as tlie proposed co-operaftive
biakery in order to destroy it ls anii f ivest-
ment. This reduction is just whiat the citi-
zens wanit., and if the bakers will onIly hegin
at once, there will be iChe less need for the
eiteripiise proposel. Ii the est.imates given
ini che Ju oi Com i: we have Ickept
witliii reasoabiiLile boniuls. One baker, who,
by the way, explained his presence and
ilictlatorial di'eieaioir by sayiig tilat le me
to sell out, adiitted liat C.he nIIImbîer of 4
lb. white loaves obtainable froi a barrel of
flour, varied from 62 lo 64. It will be re-
meimbered Ilint our estimate w'as based on a
60 loa yieli. One of lie flour imerchants
present oieli.ity siated tlat lie sold Aieri-
cin ilour to a certain lbaker' lit froi $6.50 to
$6.75 ; the baker ou lis side aidmitted that
with ole barrel of such flour he mixes two
barrelsof cheaper grades. Another baier
confessed thaiit lie sed tlireo qualities f'or
lis mixture, and we can testify to the excel-
lent quality of lis br-ead. Assiiuminîîg this ais
correct, the followiing table would not be fi
fromi tlie mark, based on a daily conver-

ioni of ten barrels:-

W ater ....................................... 0.00
Wages of 5 mon lit $2 eaci, including

fuel, delivery, horses, waggons,
cleiglis, rent, insurance, etc.........

At the stated number of loaves per barrel,
this gives 11. cents as the price of the 4 lb.
white loaf, whiclh is retailed lit 18 cents.
Reckoning the cost of the ingredients thalt
go to mîake the 6 lb. " brown " loa ait $1
per barrel less, the cost of that. loaf, at the
adinitted quantity of 42 loaves per barrel,
-would be 15 cents, and this retails at 20
cents. The boasted superiority of Montreal
bread to thait made in Toronto, Hamilton,
London or Ottawa is not quite borne ont by
the statenents of those of our citizens wlio
visit these cities.

We were glad to notice at Monday's imîeet-
inîg two or thrce gentlemen recenîtly froi
England whose stateients coincided with
the remarks recently made in these articles.
The weiglt in, tht country varies but little,
if any, froi tLhe standal, as it is customary
with dealers (o mîake of it, a " leaîdinîlig lile"
to influence custoli ; and althouglh tlie flour
whereof it is made is derived laîrgely fro
the United States, and which bakers say
is deatrer than the Canadian .article, the
price of tlh 4 lb. wlite loaf thiere is 6d. or 12
cents. The case agaiinst the bakers is not
weakened, as far as we may judge by the
vehîemîent assertions of thieselves and
their lenclhmîen lit the receit imeeting. A
comnittee was appointed to investigate
furtlier and report lit a future meet.ing.

It las been suggested by way ofC inîterimîî
experiienht liaf arrangements l made with
the railway or express companies to ship
bread froi western points ho Montr.îe'al. IL
is askdCl why shouîld there not be coiuiniîis-
sion mîen for bread as well aIs foi' flour, etc.
If bread eau be made in Toronto or ofier
western cities fromi 30 to (;0 per cent clcaper
thanl in Montreal, it is claiied that there
shoudld be somte proflt in shipping if to supply
a known niumber of customîers. We give
the idea for wlaît it imîay be worth.

The following estimate of whîat. a succdss-
ful co-operaîtive baker'y imiglitdo is furniisled
by the writer of' the colmml I ni ication else-
wliere:

AN INSURANCE DIFFICULTY.

Tlie principal topic of discussion .at the
recentgeneral mîecting of the Fire Under-
writers' Association at Ottawa is still a vital
question withl flie companies. One of the
ablest and most influîential inembers in
''oronto becailme manager also of a " stock
inutuial " recently, aud it soonî becaime appai-
ent to others that here wis an inconsistency
whiclh could not be tolerated-that the
memiber in question, could not well serve
two uiasters--maintain the tarif l'obligations
as m onager of a regular stock company, and
lit tie samne tim e ignore or oppose thîei as
imnager' ofa company whioîe inethods were

coildeniied by the rut les òf the association
After mualy days' iliscuission of tle dificul-
ties tlus evoked, a possible solution was pro-

posed. IL was thiouiglît Oun sole liands~tlat
there could bc nio objection to allowing ii-
tuai colmpanies gcîeerally te become members
of the association. Tlie principal condition

proposed was tlnt "stock" uintuals should
assess to a certain amnoint per aiiumiu, equal
to the tarifl'îiow in vogue aImong regular comn-

panies, and that they mniglht return the profits
propor'tioalitely to the policyliolders, sonIe-
wlat afer tlic mainer observed by life insur-
ance compaies. Witl itlie view ofdiscuîssing
the fleasibility of the proposal, n.delegation
of maagers froin Montreil visited Toronto
sone days ago, but evidently wOitout
accompîîîlislhinîg umîîîch. Oi the ne hand
the stock îiiutuals 'earled tlat such assess-
ments could lot be eadily enforced ; on the
oflier hand, t.he joint stock compalies flt
that they were yieldinîg too muncl to the
imutuails, if fthey admittei then on any other
terins. A compromise alis been suggested
tirouîgl whici the uulil and mlixed uiuifuial
comlpanies may becoie uîueimibers of tle
association,-by takiing a note for four
timîîes the tariff rates and assessing there-
upion 20 peur cent, cash in advance, the stock
mutuals to remîain as first stated.

B3ANK OF OTTAWA.

Wc publish elsewliere the report of this
thriving institution, whici exhibits quite a
successfuml issue to the year's business. The
initerests of the bank lie iainly in the valley
oftlhe Ottawauand with fe luiber trade cen-
tred there, the only branch outside ofit being
that Lt Winnipeg, of the working of whicli
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under Mr. Mathewson (an old Montrealer)
we lear very favorable reports. The uin-
lier business for tie year bas been fairly
successful, and its working is no doubt re-
lected in this stateient. The net profits for

the year (after providing for haid and doubt-
ful debts) shows 12.30 per cent on the capi-
tal, a result wlicl in these tiies should l'e,
and no doubt is, emsinently satisfactory to
tie shareholdois. Last year the profits were
12.08 per cent. In other respects the stateient
this year shows a quietly growing business,
the deposits and other iteis exhibiting

ioderate increases. Ont of the earnings this
year $50,000 were added to the' rest,' mak-
ing it.now 21 per cent on the capital. We
coiiend the prudence of the Board in keep-
ing to their 7 per cent dividend, bu have
little doubt that, under Mr. Burn's pru-
dent administration, a hiighier rate will before
iany years be paid.

A NEW INVENTION.

Those of our readers who are concerned
in the growth or manufacture of flax will lie
interested to iear that a machine for schutch-
ing flax lias been recently invented at Lille
wlich is likely to double the production of
hackled flax. The new invention .reduceS all
the complex and separate operaitions nîow in
use to asingle and non-iiterrupted one, the
flax straw entering the machine after the
retting and coming out admirably hackled. A
hsandful of flax straw is tisken, locked up in a
holder, exactly the saie as in the usual
hackling machine, and attached to a slide
'which is slowly mîoved by a continuous
chain. The flax is iniiediately attacked by
steel pins, whicl, msoving backwards and
forwards, interlace one another so as to

pierce the straw placed in theim. The straw,
being pierced by the pins, is divided into
very smnall particles, and fails off' like powder
from the fibre. After this first performance
the iandiiful of flux comses out ahnost cleared
of the straw, the few particles attaclied to it
being beaten off by the blades of the fans in
the next process. It then enters into the
third part of the machine, which is no other
than a hackling machine, pretty like the old
systen, but vith, fewer hacdes than are
usually seed.

The results have greatly surprised all con-
cerned in the trade, as by this process the
saine quantity of flax straw will, it is esti-
iated, give as much haclcied flax as it has
hitherto given ofscutched flax. Thus a flax
that by the old nsethlod gave 20 ilbs. of
scitchied flax or 12 Ilbs. of iackled flax for
100 ibs. of straw will, wien treated by this
machine give 20 Ibo. of hackled flax. The
importance of this result is readily under-
stoctd and tie spinners who have tried it
claim that it will reduce the price of liackled
flax et least 40 per cent.

. THE OUTLOOK ABROAD.

The news by the last English m'ail is
somiewhat ineagre. A continued withdrawal
of gold for the continent was reported,
inainly to Gernsany, sonething over £2,000,-
000 sterling having gone in Septenber, Oc-
tober and Novensber. From Iater cable news
we leari that at the niecting.of the directors
of the iBank of England oi Thursday, the
ofiicial miimum was increased froi 3 to 4

per cent. An increase was undoubtedly
looked foi, but soimething less than this
strong imeasure. If a drain lias to be
stopped, however, it is clear that a strong
imeasure is the best in the end. The N. Y.
Chronicle, in conimenting on the imarked dif-
ference between the noney markets in London
and New York, says the rise in Erigland is
due to the fact tiit the Bank of Ensglanud is
steadily losing gold to Germsany and South
Ainerica, and that the hardening in the street
rate is possibly due to the operations of the
bank, since the conercial demand for
inonsey is very liglst.

The mioney mnarket in New York is cer-
tainly casier. Calil lans on first-class colla-
teral have been made at li per cent, and the
surplus reserve of the associated banks in-
crensel dusring the past week nseairly three
million dollars. One of our exclanges
iotes, as a further sign of the timses, a loan
on reail estate by a Savings bank et 4 per
cent.

In the face of this diiniîîislhed employnment
for ioney it is hard to believe in, the great
iiproveient in general business. which is
generaIly claimîed, but other evidences that
the two conditions are compatible are not
wanting. The returns of the varions clearing
houses which are justly regarded as the best
test of the volume of business being done, still
show the steady increases which have hither-
to characterized themi, and that apart froin
the figures in New York, which nay be in-

finîenced more by ieavy speculation on the
stock exciange than by logitimîate trading.
The retnrnss froin the clearing houses outside
of New York are heavier at prosent than
ever before.

Many mîerchants comnplain that trade is
being done witl ai entire absence of profit,
viich is no doublt true, as well of Canada as

of the United States. But the consensus of
opinion is certaily that business, as a rule, is
muiisci better. The N.Y. '1 ribune quotes an
important statemnent made by the general
manager of the Aierican Iron and Steel
Association respecting the business in that
line. He says " A gratifying indication of
the inprovemuent of business in this country
is founds in the fact that the steel-rail compan-
ies, which it will be reinembered made, a
compact at Long Branch last stiuer to
lisit their output to what theu secmed likcly

to equal the wants of tie ràilroads for 1886,
have already, hefore the beginning of the
year, so nearly sold the whole of that esti-
nated total thsat they have nlow incrensed
the stipulated output by 225,000 tons,mssaking
the present limiit for 1886 1,000,000 tons."

The business on the Stock Exchange in
New York would, it was expected, suffer
naterially by the denth of Mr. Vanderbilt,
but not even the stocks in which lie was
iainlyinterested appear to have lecnu shaken.

SuIcI a tact indicates very clearly the intrin-
sic streigth of the prescnt position of good
secusrities; and also the confidence felt in the
future. Of'course Mr. Vanderbilt's coînnectioi
with the market was not that of a specula-
tor, with blocks of stocks carried on borrowed
ioney, which his denth woild have thrown

on tie airkcet. And the great properties in
which lie was the leading spirit have all
passed the speculative stage, and are in
bands strong enough to carry thein on not-
withstandinîg his death.

The exports of cotton up to the end of
last week were 1,652,778 bales against, 1,-
849,239 to the saine date last year. There
is a faliiig-off in shipiments to Great Britain
of cnarly 200,000 bales ; those to the con-
tinent reiain unchanged. Tlie quality of
the crop has proved to be miuch better than
was expected, and it is reported that miuch
is being held back for better prices. As
conpared with last year prices are 2e per
ILb. lower on average grades. Grain ship-
ments are still practically nil, but large
exports of sugar arc again being made to
Europe.

TIIE DOMIN[ON TRAVELLERS' ASSO-
CIATION.

The Dominion Commercial Travellers Asso-
ciation, which numbers in its ranks doubtless
many of the mcin who are to direct the tide of
commerce in coming years, held its eleventh
animal meeting on Saturday, the 11th ulto.
The prosperous state of its affairs shows that
the characteristic energy and push of the com-
mercial traveller has exteinded to its managers,
and lias cnabled then to steadily increase the
assets and to show the largest mîembership.
ever yet lad uipon the books, in spite of duit
tinies and the quiet state of tradfle at large
The aniual report states that the total
meinbership is now 1513, an iicrease of 60
over last year and the statement of tth
treasurer shows that the receipts of .the year
exceed the expenditure by $,678.60,while the
total assets reach the respectable figure of $43,-
240. The elections for the principal oflicers
resulted in the choice, by acclamation, of2>lr. R.
B. Hutchison as President, Mr. R. C. Simpson
as Vice-President, and Mr. A lex. Gowdy, (re-
elected) as Treasuîrer ; and amongst other
ci:iges it was decided that in future tho
Association would provide for accident and
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deth claimîs out of its own funds, and iL, was
aIso recoeneiided by lie retir'inigoficers, liai
lthe by-iaw authorizing sick benefits bc abro-
gated, and ltat lthe amotunt of mtortuary bente-
fit, should, instead, be increased to $1,000.
The con tintied prosperity ao' tihis Association

is a fair index ofits-elliciency and value to the
commercial worid i and il is gratifying to note
tit, lit spi te of d ill times anid the IlLte epide-
mttic, it continues to gain grounid steadily.

Dean Sîmî,-The citizenss of Motitreal will be
glad ta se the work of the "B13read Coi-
mittee," just foried, result lit a decided de-
creuse in the price of lie iStaff of Life."
Our bakers hlave iad ticîr sovereign sway too
long, and, if a co-operative bacery can be
worked up successfilly, that is about the only
way these gentlemen of the dough can bd
brhtght tu terms. lut we muit bear in mind
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that, unless the new scheme is put upon a
liri and lasting basis, we shall be left in the
lurch again, and the price of brend will go
back with a rush to ils present figure or lighier.
$1 0,000 is not enough ta establishl a reliable
Go-operative Society. It ouglt ta bc $20,000
or over, and with powîer ta icrease its capital,
so -that a back-down need not be feared.

Permit rai ta suggest as a menas of solving
the oft-ieieated stateient of bakers about
diflfrence i quality between Montreal bread
and thîat of other cities, that Our comnittue
shoiuld order fromt Ieading bakers in thu Wrest,
ai' elsewiere, sauples of the brend supplied ta
their custoners, and let a notice bc puit in
the papiers inviting the People of Montreal ta
inspect and compare the loaives, and prices;
tiei we should sec for ourselves whether there
is any truth in this theory. I know fromt
observation that Ottawa bread l as good as
ours, and it is four cents cheaper on the four
Pound loif-..and bakers don't starve at that
price either.

Agaii, our bakers groau over the losses they
have to iake througlh bas] pay, and tell is
they have ta make this up by charging a
higher price than they night othierwise do.

What is that to those who do pay? Do
mrchants charge their good. custoimers for

losses by badl ones? Of course not; that goes
fo prolit and loss accoiunt-and if they canî't
Iiake lcad way, they faîil.

Rally, ye brcad-eaters, and save this need-
less outlay of 4c a day or $14.60 a year Il
