THE CITY CHARTER AMENDMLNTS.

There can be no question that the success of the

| group of aldexmen, interested in increasing the bhorrow-

ing powers of the city,hefore'the Private Bills Commit-

) RS s
tee imposes a_very serious responsibility upon the Pro-

e ]
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vincial Legislature since it practically calls upon it fo
decide whether the pledges given by the city to its
creditors, when negotiating past loans, shall be main-
tained or not. Every time that the policy of extrava-
gance, to which the City Counecil appears to be com-
mitted, required a further appenl for fuuds, stress has
been laid upon the fact that the horrowing powers of
the city are so carefully eircumseribed by law that the
sceurity for intending investors could not possibly be
tampered with. This has always been the leading
argument in placing new loans upon the market. It
has appeared in every prospectus, and been reiterated
in every advertisement and article intended to influence
possible purchasers. Yet, the moment fresh supplies of
money are needed [fo meet the expense of new *im-
provements® for the ¥ast-end, our civie fathers 'seem
inclined to disregard the pledges they have given, and

to weaken the security on the strength of which they .

secured thelr previous Jloans by obtaining permission
to.extend their borrowing powers beyond the limit laid
down by law.

This breach of faith upon the part of the city must
naturally affect its credit abroad. Investors will be dis-
posed to handle with caution a loan whose securiby is a
moveable quantity. They will not pay the same price
for aloan hased upon a limit which the exigencies of
extravagance may abt any moment extend, as they would
for one of undoubted security. The result will be that,

as in all cases of bad faith, the consequences will recoil”

upon ourselves. The taxpayers will be obliged to as-
sume the responsibility of the acts of their representa-
tives. The burden of interest will become larger, taxes
will have to be increased either directly, or by the in-

direct method of increasing fhe assessed value of pro-

perty within the city limits, and in addition to this our
civie eredit will be depreciated and our civic honesty
impugned. The city stands precisely as a wmerchant at-
tem) ting to secure a fresh loan on securities already
pledged, and unless it be urged that what is question-
able in an individual becomes legitimate in a corpora-
tion, it is performing an equally reprehensible act. It
would be well if our aldermen kept this in mind ; for
even if a corporation have no soul there is no reason
why it should be equally destitute of conscience.
Unfortunately there is no body of men so impatient
of criticism as our civic fathers, and they become especi-
ally sensilive when any remarks thal apply to the
cligne who sway them—who really decide the fiseal
policy of the city—are made. When Mr. G. W, Stephens,
M.P.P., drew attention to the fact that the Street
Railway Company employed seven of the aldermen as
contractors for its power-house, and five more on its
office-building, he was shouted down. The referances
to recent deals, and contracts, and the pavement history
made them almost hysterical, and the “race” ery was
at once brought in to offset such influence as a plain
statement of the facts might have upon their constitu-
ents.

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VITALITY ~GAINS.

Actuaries who question the desirability of dividing
vitality gains base their arguments Jargely on the fact
bhat the conclusions fairly deducible from mortality
fablos are not those which govern the whole decrement
of a life insurance company. They point ouf that in
morkality tubles the only withdrawals are those by
deabh, while in an ordinary insurance company the
canses of decrement are threefold—death, lapse and
surrender. ‘This means that the body of policy-holders
changes much more rapidly than the lives on which
bhe mortality tables are based, and as the average dura-
tion of a policy is not much, it any, in excess of seven
yeurs, bhe deductions from the mortality tables lose
much of their force.

On bhe obher hand the companies have all the benefit
ot u carefnl selection of risks by medical examination
and, as ib fakes From four to seven yewrs for the effects.
of seleckion bo wear off, the death rate among new lives
is wlways favorable.  Fven admitting that in six years
the Full mortality rate may be expected, so long as the
company is increasing ibs business, (as the majority of
compaities are), the l(‘ ss from this source will be more
than offset by the'gains of the insurances of less than
bliwt age. 16 is only when w company has reached its
culminabing point, or is rebrograding, that the division
of vitaliby gains is nndesirable, and in the first of these
two hypotheses the balanee of chances are in favor of
the company continuing i, When the number of new
risks entering balances the number of withdrawals for
a berm of years, it may be argued that the company's
Hmit of growth is reached, and that its number of
policy holders will remain tolerably constant. 1In this
case the death rate should wlso become stable, and the
rabio of actual deaths approuch expectation. But, even
under these circumstances. ib is reasonable to suppose
thab something ean be realized from vitality gains ; as,
if the lives have heen carefully selected, the chances
arc all in Eavor of the company. Bub it is ditferent in
the case of a company whose business is on the down-
wird eurve.  Here the neeessiby of hushbanding any
gains from \'IL.Lllt,y becomes imperabive, sinee all the
mlllu.’ncua of adverse seleetion ave ab work. Tt is the
unheatbhy and undesivable risks that rewmain with the
company, while the sound risks withdraw. [ence an
increase of the actual over the expected risks may be
lobkul for, and the fewer the risks become and the
l.n‘rm ‘the lll(,lLd.\(, will be.

Thisis the punup.tl argument hrought forward by the
actuaries who consider it only prudent fo prepare for
bl excessive losses which are always liable to oceur
during the decadenece of a company. And yeb ibis
doubtful whether it is not muple time to commence-the
accunulabion of vitality gaius ufber it becomes certain
thab the company has 1eally reached its turning point.
The rate of retrogression is usually so slow thab the
provisions necessary to ‘meeb the inereased loss ratio
can be made with’comparative certainby, and ean usually
be meb by a reduction of the volume of expenditure and
hy lowering the dividends.  Worbuuately but few com-
paties doing business in this connbry have yeb veached
the maximum growth. Most are still stretehing u]i-
ward and onward in the vace for risks. Lo urge upon

Ehose fhe husb: wding of vitallty gains would be un-
neeessary.  They nt_ul no such safeguard in the face of

inéreasing business with its concomitants of the con- .

stant entnnce of new and desirable usks, and the use
of these gains in increasing the inducements they ean
offer to pohcy holders is the truest form of economy.
It enables them to hold their own against the com-
petltlon of their rivalsandjthus strengthens rather than
weakens their position by still further extending the
fime at which they shall have attained their maximum
of growth.

THE LIBEL ACT OF 1804

The Act respecting the law of newspaper libel, intro-
duced by Hon, I'. Chase Casgrain, our able Provineial
Atborney General, and which passed its second reading
on the 27th November last, was naturally opposed by
certain members of the legal profession. These made
a combined effort to eliminate the clauses which stipu-
late that the aggrieved person shall recover only the
amount of the actual damage caused to him by the
article complained of, providing it appears at the trial
that the article was published in good faith, that there
was reasonable ground to believe that it was inserted
for the public benefit, thatit did not involve a crimin al
charge, that the publication took place hy mistake or
throngh a misapprehension of the facts, and, finally,
that a full and fair retraction of any statement therein,
alleged to be erroneons, was published either in the
next regular issue or in any rvegular issue within three
days of the receipt of the notice and in as conspicuous
a place and type as the arbicle complained of. In the
case of libels against candidates for public office re-
traction must be made, editorinlly, ab least five days be-
fore the election.

This clause, which forms part of Section 3 of Hon.
M. Cnsvmin’s Aet llu.hlll"l.Uy cuts the vround t‘rom

- whom tlu, A LLomey-Gbneml Lefft-,ued as malung a busi-

ness of searching the news and commereinl papers in
the hope of finding some paragraph which ean be
twisted into grounds tor an action for libel. If they
are sunceessful bhey communicate instantly with the
person supposed to be aggrieved and offer to take up
the easc for him, often upon terms suvoring strongly of
champerty. Instances are within the knowlege of more
thith oue publisher in Canada of the existence of this
practice, and it is admitfedly one of th: serious disadvan-
tages under which any paper desirous of giving the
latest and brightest news in the commercial world is
compelled to sulfer. This clause, then, freeing them
from this legal persecution providing that the article
be printed in good faith, and that it be fully and fairly

retracted if proved bo be incorrect, removes an incubus

bhat has long stifled enterprise and compelled publishers
in solf- defence to withold items until everybody in town
lknew all about them through henrsay.

The Act will have the result of providing the mer-
cantile world with brighter and fresher news than has
heretofore been deemed pradent, and 1t will put an end
to the swarm of pebby snits brought solely for the pur-
pose of forcing a compromise from the papers by which
both the fawyer and his client should benefit equally,
One newspaper in Montreal is reputed to have actions
for lihel entered .w.nmf it aggregating over a million
dollars.

[n his views.upon the reporting of public meetings
Hon. M. Casgrain agrees with Siv Bdward Clarke, Her
Majesty's Solicitor- General, that, providing a fair and
accurate report’is given of the meeting, the paper should
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not he held responsible for auny libellous statements it
may contain. If an orator, speaking at a public meét-
ing when he believes, or has reason to believe, that his
words will he reported for the press, fakes that oppor-
tunity of speaking slanderously of an opponent, Sir
Edward Clarke holds that he should by law be made as
responsible for it as if he had instructed the reporter to
publish it. ton. Mr. Casgrain holds in addition that
to impose upon the press, as the law reads to-day,
the liability of an action for libel for publishing in the
conrse of a fair reporbof a public meeting some de-
tached sentences which may he of a libellous character,
is not only to act unjustly to those who are doing a
areat public service but is to mistale the position and
undervalue the services of the press generally.

Tt must be remembered that the public demands to-
day full and exact accounts of every important meeting,
trial, failure, or other event having a bearing upon
business or politics, and demands them too, almost
simultaneously with their occurrence. No time is
allowed for eareful serutiny and painstaking investiga-
tion. The news must be given at once, aad in the full-
est possible detail as well. As Hon. Mr. Casgrain
points out it is impossible under these circumstances
that every ifem should be given in every instance with-
oubmatters heing sometimes mentioned derogatory to
individnals, and he holds that, while the publisher who
permits his eclumns to become the vehicle of private
malice, gossip or detraction is justly liable to punish-
ment, care must be taken to proteet the one who gives
his news in good faith, in the pursvance of the public
demand, in the regular course of his business, and ob-

tained from sources which he has reason to consider
reliable,

“Phis 1s o coneession; for which the press of the
Province will be justly grateful. Bub it is not all
that they are entitled bo. Section 9 of the Act, which
provides that a paper may’ demand security for costs
from persons taking actions against it for libel, is cer-
tainly inndequate. The plaintiff is only required to give
security to au amount, not o exceed $50, ab the dis-
cretion of the judge. This certainly is no safeguard
against trivial or frivolous actions. And, in the case of
actions involving a eriminal charge, no security for
costs can he demanded ; unless the circumstances enu-
merated in sub-seetion 2 of section 3 of the Act, entitle
the paper to restrict the damages to the actual injury
sustained.

This is a meagre concession. Yeb if the * Libel Act
of 1804" succeeds in passing the Legislative Couneil
without hopeless emasculation, it is certainly a step, and
a long one, in advance. Butitis only a step. It re-
moves some of the more glaring injustices to which the
press of this Province have long been liable; but it
does not remove them all, Still it is an earnest of bet-
ter things. It shows that, abt last, the necessity of
emapecipating the peess from its fetters has been re-
cognized by the government, and that in the Hon, Mr.
Casgrain the modern palladium of liberty has an elo-
quent and able «xponent of its rights;

BRITAIN'S CARRYING TRADE.

Those who venture to believe that the statement thab
Britaunia rulés the waves is based more on sentiment
than on solid facts will be undeceived by the exhaustive
review of the carrying trade of the world compiled by
Mr. M. G. Mullhall, the eminent statistician. This re-
view, which embraces solely the sea-going trade and
excludes coasting traffic, shows that Greal Britain con-
trols 56 per cenb. of the ocean going vessels of the
world, that her seamen carry more werchandise per man
than those of any of the other nations, that the annual
loss of British ships by disaster is only half the annnal
loss of other nations, and that the trade of Great Britain
and her colonies is growing far more rapidly than the
sea~going trade of the rest of the world.

In fact Great Britain holds bhe same preponderance
af sea to-day that the Phanicians enjoyed in the earliest
era of commerce and the Genoese in the middle ages,
and that preponderance is steadily increasing.
1840 the sea-going tonnage of John Bull has increased
from 3,310,000 to 10,239 000 tons, while the tonnage of
all the other flags combined has only increased from
6,070,000 to 12,670,000 tons. This means that Great
Britain’s tonnage has trebled during the past half cen-
tury whiie that of the rest of the world has only
doubled. Even this gives an inadequate idea of Bri-
tain’s preponderaney. The number of steamships in-
cluded in these figures is fur greater in the case of the
tight little island than in those of her competitors, and
allowing for the fact that each steamer, owing to its
ability to make move trips per year, is held o possess
four times the carrying capacity of a sailing vessel of
equal bonnage, Great Britain possesses a merchant fleet
with a carrying capacity of 27,720,000 tons us against a
total earrying power of the rest of the world of 21,120,
000 tons. In fact, her nearest competitor, Seandinavia
can only hoastof one-seventh of her maritime power,
while the United States has to be contented with one-
seventeenth.

Since-

There are two other points equally encouraging in

the report with that of Bribain's naval sapremacy. The

first is the rapid growth of trade hebween the mother

country and her colonies. Never was the prineiple
that the trade follows the flag so emphatically borne
oub by experience as in Ghe case of Greaber Britain.

The trade of Kngland with other countries, and even -

that of her own ports, lags far behind that with her
great dependencies.
finds her strength. Steadily the volume of trade has
expanded until it is safe to say that to-day the eolonial’

trade is the most important of all the far-reaching

branches of th: greatest commercial nabion in the
world.

The second point is the remarkable proof that the.
- efficlency of the British seamen excels that of his

foreign rival. e can do more and better work than
any other seaman ; for a carefully compiled table of all
the seagoing vessels of the world, ineluding all steamers
over 100 tons and all sailing vessels over 50 tons,
brings out the fact that in all maritime countries taken
together there is an average of 28 tons register to each
seaman, while in the case of Bngland the average is 88
tons per man. Practically this means that the lng-
lish sailor is'40 per cent. more efficient than his foreign
competitors. Another corroboration is the fact that
the ratio of shipwrecks to tonnage is 2.4 per ceut. only

[tis in the colonies that Kngland
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for Great Britain, while for the United States it is 0 S
per cent, and For France 1.5 per cent.  In fact the in-
exorable logic of stafistics shows that not only has
Grend Britain beld her position us the greatest merean-
bile naval power in the world, bub that she is steadily
inereasing that supremacy und daily widening the gap
between herself and fer neawrest competitors. ‘While
obher nations are, ab hest, only holding their own, she
is progressing slowly bubuniformly.  Already she con-
trols more than half the entive earrying power of the
workd and, unless some unloreseen cause tends to check
her advanee, anobher deeade may see her position still
more powerful.

FIRK INSURANCE BUSINESS, 1894,

As far as we have been able to ascertain, the five in-
surance husiness in Canada daring 1894 shows as a
vule, hub litkle tmprovement compared with that of
1898 Fluctuabions are much greater, and for this
ghere is some reason, which we must postpone enlarg-
ing npon it ab presenb.  Paking the companies in the
order in which they appear in the Government Reburns,
we find that the British Americh shows a loss ratio
differing  for the bebber from that of the previous
year, The precise ligures are nob yeb to hand. The
Basbern, which has heen undergoing some changes in
organizibion in the c;u-]y part of the year, has no figures
ready as yeb, but it is only proper to say here that the
osses in Montreal during Mr. Bdwards® incumbency,
Jare reniarkably favorable.

The Liverpool,
London & tiobe shows loss rabio of about 60 per cent.
and expenditure about the normal rate. T'he North
British & Mereantile shows loss ralio of 59 per cent. and
pxpendibure of 229 per eentyor about 12 per cent. to the
good, and this'too on a kurge bhusiness. I'he Royal shows
loss ratio and expeudibure combined of 110 per cent., or
a botal loss on Lhe year of about $50,000.
mated wshort bime sinee that this company would show
prolits ol about §15,000 on premivms-of $500,000, hut
these figures have been changed menntime. 'Phe Seot-
tish Union and National shows loss vatio and expendi-
ture together of 90 per eent. The Union Insurance
Socieby shows loss rabio of 55 per cent. and expenditure
of 28 per cent., also on o larger business. The United
lire shows loss ratio of 69 per cent. with tlie normal ex-
penditure.  The last four months of this company
show & murked improvement in business and exemp-
tion from foss.

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THEY ARE NOT ADULTERATED.

There is probably no article of ordinary use against which
so many baseless charges of adulteration and sophistication
have been bronght ascigarettes. Statements have been made
and reiterated, until many people believe them, that the
tobaceo in them is composed of old cigar stumps shredded and
flavored with opium, and that the paper in which they ave
rolled contains lead and arsenic. Nome of these statements
are true. It would he impossible 2 get the fibre neeessary to
manufacture cigarettes from old cigar stumps and, owing to
the cost of opium, to put it in cigavettos would he unprofit-
able. Besides this, even a minute quantity of opium would
spoil the taste of the tobacco and make the smoker sick. It
has been claimed that the paper around the cigarette contains
arsenic and lead. This idea probably orviginated from the
fact that minerals are sometimes put in certain paper to malke
it weigh more ; but paper such as that nsed in cigarettes, is
sold by tho sheel, and not by weight, and the object is to get
the piper as thin and tough as possible. Tt is well-known .
among cliemists that the addition of a mineral would defeat
this purpose, and consequently make the paper less salable.
Arsenic is said to be used in the paper to bleach it. Arsenic
has no bleaching power whatever. It is sometimes used in
colored or glazed paper, bub is never used in the manufac-
tare of white paper of any kind.

£ paper containing mineral substances be burned, the ash
is heavy and preserves its shape because the mineral sub-
stance is incombustible and remains after the paper is con-
sumed. The paper of a cigaveite burns to a very small
white ash which is less then 1 per cent. The only poisonous
substanco in the cigavetle is the nicptine and this is ravely
more than from 0.9 to 1.3 per cent. in the ftobaceos used for
this purpose and, as it isa volatile alkaloid, most of this is
driven off in the act of smoking. The deleterious effects of
cigarelte smoking are not perceptible in the moderate smoker.
It is only when they ave used to excess and the smoke inhaled
and.relained in the lungs that they affect the heart’s action.
One thing may be safely relied wpon. They are not adul-
terated in any way.

AN ALTERNATIVE SCHEME.

Mr. Henry Clews, the well-known financial expert, in a
lelter to the chaivman of the committee on banking and cur-
reney ab Washington, advocates the issue of $497,660.000 in 3
peor eont. gold bonds (not coin bonds), the interest not to exceed
3 per cent., $346,681,000 to be issued at the discretion of the
Sceretary of the Treasury, with the consent of the President,
to provide for absolule needs of the Treasury from time to
time, in connection with and for the protection of the out-
standing greenbacks. The remaining $150,979,000 of these
bonds to be pledged and held in the U. S, Tle'lsuly against
1he outstanding $150,974,000 Sherman Law Treasury notes, to
be redeemed at the rate of $2,000,000 a month from the avails
of thosale of the honds, the sale of bonds and redemption of
theso notes to be made simullaneonsly each month, commen-
cing July 1st, 1895. These bonds could be sold in all proba-
bility ata premium, making them vquivalent to 2 per cent.
interest bonds.  The object in postponing the date to J uly
1st for the commencement of the liquidation of the Sherman
notes is to give ample timoe meanwhile to formulate a more
liberal Natioual bank note system, which will admit of the
issue of such notes to tako the place of the notes redeemed.
This will permit @ contraction of the currency. The Sherman
notes being provided for as above sef forth, this will leave all
the bar silver stoved in the U.S. Treasury to protect the
Bland silver notes. The holders of these notes should be
.given the option, atter Jannary Ist, 1896, to send them in

for redemption in blocks of $5,000 or §10,000 in exchange for
bar silver at the markel price, not, however, to exceed $ ,000,-
000 inany one month, all rcdeemed notes to he cancelled.
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FEEDING WHEAT TO CATLTLE. .

The long expected reports have been received from corres-
pondents in Illineis, Indiana, Olio, Michigan, Kentucky,
Missouri, Kansas aud the Dakotas on the extent to which
wheat is being fed to cattle. Tn some parts of Tllinois wheat
has been fed largely, esperially fwhere the markets are not
easily veached ov wheve other feed erops ave short. In other
parts, however, Iess has been fed than in some other States,
apparently beecaunse of the ease with which the markets are
reached, and also because no other farm product is fonnd so
salable. So a good many counties report little or no wheat
being fed.

Indlmn is feoding probably ‘a little lavger proportion, and
in some counties a thivd of the crop w;ll be disposed of in
this way. Obio is eating the crop freely, and in localities
movre wheat than corn is being fed. Over a large part of the
state half of the crop will ,be marketed in the form of live
stoelt, and there are counties where the proportion of the erop
fed will be not less than 70 per cent.

In Michigan the amount fed varies greatly. Some coun-
ties are feeding none and others nearly all of the wheat
crop. Reports of 30 and 40 per cent. being fed are quite
common.” Kentucky reports large quantitics being fed.
Montana reports a like condition. Kansas and Nebraska are
feeding very largely, the low price there making it a very
economical food.

In some counties in Iowa it is being fed largely, even up to
half of the erop, but in other counties it is receiving little
attention as a food. In Wisconsin, Minnesota and the Dako-
tas considerablé is being fed, bul the practice is far from be-
ing universal.

STOCK YaRD STATISTICS.

In spite of the great railway strike and the terminal
charges which kept Texrscattle away from Chicago and sent
them to Kanses City, Omaha, and other points, the volume of
business done at the Chicago Stock Yards in 1894 exceeded in
some.respects that of 1893. With the exception of. the re-

" ceipts of cattle and calves, the record thus far exceads the
receipts of the previous year, while the shipments of catile,
hogs and horses ave heyond those of 1893. The cars veceived
and sent out are in excess of the number used in 1893. The
receipts are as follows for 1894: Cattle, 2,930,917 read; calves,
161,574 head; hogs, 7,352,105 head; sheep, 3,036,208; horses,
95,975 head; cars, 282,480, and the shipments ave : Cattle,
945,009 head ; calves, 11,400 head ; hogs, 2,416,111 head;
sheep, 821,052 head; horses, 78,838 head; cars, 83,122, “'The
valuation of stock is Agured at $252,000,000, as against $249,-
542,375 for 1798, The total for twenty-eight years and up
to 1893 is $5,950,795,102. The average weight of hogs re-
ceived ab the yards_up to December is fignred at 285 pounds.

RAILWAY CONSTRUCTION.

‘The record of railroad construction fou the year now rapid,
1y drawing to its close is not unfavorable so far as this con-
tinent is conceined. Depr eesed as the railroads were by the
stowly lifting depression of 1393, tinsettled by the aclion of a
radical revision of the tariff, excited by what practically am-
ounts to a revolution in the political sentiment of the country
and disturbed by the laber troubles which eulminated in the
great outburst of anarchy at Chicago, it wonld not have been
wonderful had the work of construction been totally aban-
doned. 1t is therefore encouraging to find that, up to the
present, in spite of all the difficulties and discouragements,
new track fothe extent of 1919 miles has been laid in the
United States and 322 miles in this country. It was only to
be expected that the new mileage of 1894 should fall under
that of its predecessors, but the fact that it is the smallest for
the past twenty years is not so encouraging. Ever since the
culminating year of 1887 when nearly 13,000 miles of new
track were laid, the falling off in construction hasbeen steady
and marked. In 1590 the amount of new track had dropped
to 5,670 miles. In 1891 it was 4,282 wiles. Tn 1893 it was
2,685 miles, and finally this year it is 2,241 miles. These
figures show how continnous the reduction has been until it
reaclhied the apex of the descending triangle during the pre-
sent yoar. It is to be hoped that this is the lowest point that
construction is destined to fall to, but at present the indica-
tions of a vevival of railway building are few and far be-
fween, and it is to be feared that the figures for 1895 will
show very little improvemeut over those of 1894, '

THE RUSSIAN THISTLE.

1t is now evident that the Russian thistle, which the dry
season of 1894 permitted to extend over a territory of 200,-
000 square miles in North and South Dakota, Minnesota,
Nebraska, and the Canadian North West, is destined to be a
factor in determining the grain crop - of the future. Owing
to the drought, no correct estimate of actual damage by Rus-
sian thistle can be formed. In the Dakotas thousands of
fields of grain and ilax that wounld have yielded a partial erop
were abandoned. No harvester or thresher has been found
able to handle a crop infested Dby this pest. It clogs the
machinery, fouls the grain, and renders fall plowing impos-
sible. The land must be cleared of thisiles before it can be
plowed. If thistles are plowed under, even when partiaily
matured, they will spring up mnore thiekly than ever throngh
six inches of soil.

‘T'ho tresless, wind-swept prairie stales are the home of the
thistle. T is distributed by the wind, which volls the full
arown ball-shaped plants, from one to six feet in diameter
and each holding from 20,000 to 200,000 seeds along the
ground. Like the tumbleweed it bounds over the prairies
traveling hundreds of miles, lcaping over fences, carrying
five before the wind, and endangering property by aceumu-
lating in heaps of inflammable material. Horses or cattle
caunot be driven across a field rankly grown up with thistles.
No animal will eat it after its myriad of sharp spikes appear.
Yet it is spread is solely the result of carelessness. 'Ihe Rus-
sian thistle can bo easily stamped out. It is only an annual,
and if the plant be prevented from rolling by strong fences
A vigorous effort would soon
oxtirpate this formidable scourge ; but it wmust come seon,
or it will have secured too strong a hold {o be driven out.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS
Thursday evening, Jan. Srd. 1895,

The secoal week of the holidays hus
caused the usual tull in wholesale cireles,
which will prevail to some extent through-
out the week. The seasou, which is an
appropriate one for taking stock, finds
merchants looking rather to its nccomplish-
ment, and preparing for the new year than
concerned for the time abont actual trans-
actions. Reports received from interior
points in this province and Ontario indicate,
with few exceptions,a fairly satisfactory
holiday trade; many expressing themselves
more pleased from the fact that they had
m.xﬁiciputerl a4 considerable falling off on
account of the “depressed” feeling which
had inhabited the air of commerce during
the past season.  An agreeable feature of
the sitiation is shown by the comparatively
light stocks held,as a rule, by retailers
throughout the Dominion. Uhere are few
changes to note in values for the woek,
from the causes before mentioned. Sugar

Is.at a practical stand still even in face of

low prices ruling, but supplies ave not
wanted in the country for some weeks, A
decided drop is reported at Halifax to meet
the inrounds of the Gormam granulated.
Dry goods travellers are again on the
road. Remittances during the week have
not been up to expectations, but an im-
brovement is oxpected for the coming
week, following holiday receipts. Hard-
ware continues dull, particularly for the
heavier metals,block.tin being nowquoted at
1%7¢ and strip at 18e, while sheet zine shows
somewhat stronger. The counfry roads
are badly drifted in some sections which
interferes with traffic, Retail trade in this
city has kept up exceptionally well during
the week, owing in ameasure to the con-

tinuance of cold weather and plenty of
Snow,

Butrer —The position of the market is
lifeloss, and dealers report the past week’s
business the smallest they have exper-
lenced for some years. Outside of a light
call from city grocers for an odd fancy tub
of Iresh creamery, or finest sweet dairy
that is pleasing in quality, there has been
nothing whatever doing, and the larger
portion’ of the receipts have gone into
store, adding 1o the already long accumu-
lation of stock that is being carried by
most dealers, As well as being lifeless,
the market seems to be in a demoralized
state on all qualities under very finest,-
and buyers are not to be found for straight
lut's, notwithstanding that they are being
offered at extremely low prices. We hear
of some in the trade offering good Western
dairy at 12 cents without any business re-
sutlting. "This shows ' that thore 1s no out-
let f.'or the goods, and it is nseless trying
to force sales by reducing prices, as no-
body seems to want the Duiter no matter-
