A MEMORABLE DEMONSTRATION.

“The Church in Wales is an advancing
Clureh, an Active Church, & Living Chureh,
and, | hope very distinetly, o rising Churel
from clevation to elevation,”*  These words
spoken but Lo years ago by Mr. Gladstone, wory
uppermost iy wmind, as o a long-to-bo re
membered duy—Tuesday, May 16— Teast my
eyes over the vist mudtitude of upturnod, enrn-
est fuees of men and women, gathered togother
in their thousandy, in solemn protest aguingg
the pussing into law ol a Bill which has boen
regurded theoughout the Jength and breadth of
the land by religions-minded poople of nll elasses
as one of the most anjust, w3 it is certainly one
of the most unpopular, mensures, avor laid
upon the table o' the British Ilouse of Com-
mons, Indeed, it may be said with truth that
no Bill, within living memaory, hus been intro-
duced into the Iouse which has mot with such
widespread, nay, such universul condemnnation,
by friend and foe ulike, as the so-called Welsh
Suspensory Bill.

In a provious number of this fevicw I gave
it a8 my opinion that this Bill would bo the
menny of spreading u beuter knowledge of tho
Church and its worth amongst tho people, in
which case few of us would rogret its introdue-
tion, 1 have not abated my opinion one jot. [
am moro firmly wodded 10 it to-day than ever;
for 1T am persunded that the introduction of
this mensure has opened the cyes of thousnnds
of thinking men and women to a much clearer
undemtanding of the designs of the Liberation-
ists than they over possesned before.

To tho most cusunsl chserver this wus no or-
dinary nssemblage, First thore was, us many
no doubt observed, an absence of all attempe at
artistic offect or display. Thoso brightly gleam-
ing banners and dovicos which had been so im-

osing a fenture at the Anti-llomoe Rule meet-
ing, hold in the same Hall but a fow woeels bo-
fore, were conspicuous by thoir sbsonce. No
decoration whatever wus employod save that
afforded by a single chasto and eflictive band
of many-hued flowors and paims that edged tho
platform, but which was so artfully contrived
ug not to hide those who occupiod it,. The ab-
sonzo of ull colour, exeept thul produced by
tho dresses of the ladies, intensified, if possible,
that thorough earnestness of purpose which was
visible on many a fuco. Clearly this’ wns no
fostivo ocension, and yet one which was grati.
fying to all prosent alike. It was, indeed, n

rront  gothering for businoss purposes. The

tfovernment of the duy hud thought it to bring
its forces to boar againat & portiun of the oLp
Church of the lund, thut portion which it had
thouglit was its woukest point, wd it found,
probubly to its amuzement, if not to its dismay,
thut English Churchmon, and Jngiish Church-
womon too, whon onco they understood the
danger, wero ready enough to stand shoulder
to sﬁouldor with tﬁ’eir Welsh brethren the bet-
tor to protect thoir most blessed earihiy inherit-
fanco.

‘When the Charch Defence Institution firsg
devoted its enorgies to o plan dosigned to bring
beforo thoe nation the rexl meaning and scopo
of tho now utterly diseredited and disroputablo
Suspensory Bill, it was felt that more thun one
important mosting of Churchmen in the metre-
polis might woll bo organised at which the
monsure could be discussod, and if the sudionco
wore 80 mindod, donounced., Theroupon the
prosidont of' the Institution, with that raro and
commendable fovesight which llis Grace pos-
sossos, immediately formulated o schome by
which at ono of theso mectings, and that of
course tho most important nnd influontinl of all,
a thoroughly represontative gathering of the
wiiole Chureh, including the Archbishops and
Bishops, the members of the anciont Houses of
Convocation and York, and the modern ouses
of Laymen of both provincos; churchwardens
olocted from cach archdeuconry, (und to which
was aflerwards added such members of the Cen-
tral Council of Diocesan Conforonces us wore
not included undor the abovo hoads), should bo
assomblod,

Tho next question was whero should this as.
somblage be held ?  St. Jumes's 1llall was pro-
nounced oo small, HExeter Hall, much moro
dingy, wa little largor; clearly nothing ro-
mainoed; thorefore, but the Albort Hall; the
largest building probably undor ono roof in the
world, capable, its oficials said, of holdmﬁ, ata

possible I” Tho sequol shows that all things
are possiblo to those who throw thomselves
heart and soul into what thoy undertako.
Whatever, if any, misgivings troubled those
ongaged to organise this gront and important
demonstration at the outset, ns to the possibili-
ties of securing un audienco sufiiciently numer-
ous to fill so vast a space as tho Albert IIall
presents, wore soon lofl bohind, for ns tho days
wore on, and they wero all too fow for the ac-
complishment of the work, it bocame ovident
that the lurgest building in London was all too
small to accommodate those who wished to se-
onre soats in any part of the building whore

there was a chance of hearing the words of the
speakers. Many were in consequence greatly
dissppointed at not being able to securo such u
position, and many also on the day of the meet-
ing were unable to get in at all, because they
had not troubled to provide themselves with
tickets beforehand, .

The organization of the mésting, it should be
observed, fell to the Rev. H. Granville Dickson,
Goneral Secretary of the Church Defence Insti-
tution, and to Mr. Sidney Flamank, Secretary
to the Church House. None better than myself
know how they and.those associaled with them
worked. They were well rewarded by the
splendid results of their labours.

The day came, the meeting was held, every
itom in the (somowhat as it appeared to mo too
long) programme was carried out, the rosolu-
lions were affirmed by everyono present, (not
o single hand or voice being lifted up uguinst
them), tho announcement being accompanied
by a burst of prolonged applause, which those
who hoard it will not readily forget,

Takon as a whole, it may be suid that the
Albert Hall Demonstration will go down to pos-
terity ns one of the most importunt and striking
events of the Nineleenth Century,  Important,
beeause, guthered under tho dome of the largest
hall in the world, a representative body of
Churchmen from all parts of the country as-
sombled themselves togother in their thousands
to protest in the most solemn and woanimous
manner against n grosy act of injustice premedi-
tated against the Church by the Government of
the day. Striking, bocause o the dullest intol-
leet, such o speetacle, vo vast, so dignitied, and
8o imposing, must havo afforded additional
proof; it such were noeded, that the old Natioun!
Chureh of the land possesses u fur deeper hold
upon mankind than some would have us be-
lieve, and that you have only to sufficiently
arouse her ndheronts to a senso of their danger
to tind out that sho is, indeod, & power to be
reckoneod with,

But the Albort ILall Demonstration, however
successful, nny, glorious as it most certainly
was, will have been held in vain if the peoplo of
Bnglund end Wales do not recoive a permancut
benofit from tho occnsion. 8urely it ought not
to bo regarded as the final crushing blow to an
ill conceived, unpopular and abortive Parliamen-
tury moasure ! It was all this, porhaps; but
far moro thun this, Ifitis to bo of any real
use and bonefit to tho Church and nation it
must bo rogarded ouly as & fivst step, as indi-
cuting o new era in Church defonce, tho inau-
guration of n policy the aim and purpose of
which shall be to bring before the people of this
country, in a way never bofors attompted, the
cnorm)us benefits of o Church which, while it
can cluim an antiquity oldor by fur than the
monarchy, is to-day caleulated to adapt itsolf
more perfoctly, more thoroughly, and more of-
foctivoly to the religious, morn), socizl and in-
telloctual wants, aspirations, and feelings of
mankind at large, than any or all of the dissent-
ing communitios in the world put together. It
is the peculiar value of the Church to the Na-
tion, the irreparable loss which the peoplo
would suffer by and under disestablishment and
disendowmont, which ought to be everywhers
tanght and indsted upon, Every child in school
should recoive instruction in this most truly im-

ortant and necessary matter, Ilad this been

one, say five and-twenty years ago, can it be
imagined “that ¢ disondowment” would have
been to-day within the range of practical poli-
tics ? It is late, but wo venture to hope not too
lato to remedy this defoct in our school life
But above and boyond this, the coming autumn
aud wintor months should be utilised to the
full. Lvory village should have its reading
class, Hvory workingman’s club in the land
slhould be abundantly supplied with Church De-
fonce literature. The people us a nation know
nothing about the Chureh, its history, or ils
work. . It should be the duty of every parish

priest, every iatelligent Church worker, to put
the facts clearly before those with whom they
come in daily contact, Never was & better op-
portunity than now, and those who have the
welfare of Church and peoplé at heart will do
well not to miss it.

THE FUTURE OF THE SCOTTISII
ESTABLISHMENT.

(From Religious Review of Reviews, June 15,
1893.)

At the present time no Churchman can af-
ford to be ignorant of certain ecclesiastical
movements which are rapidly changing the
whole aspeet of Scottish Presbyterianism. It is
a great mistake to rank the Established Church
of Scotland with the anti-episeopal dissenters in
England, The difference is not ono of position
morely—though ostablishment certainly has
tended to preserve s certain subtle element of
dignity, lacking in voluntary bodies—but it
consists of an entiroly different tone of worship

and ot teaching.. So thoroughly has this spirit
pormoated the Presbyterian clergy in Scotland
that the old attitude of antagonism to Episco-
puey is rapidly disappearing, and the duty of
considoring our futnre attitude towards this
friendly Church becomes more and more press-
in

’gl‘he difference between the “ Kirk"* of to-day
and of fifty years ago is not only in the “list
o' whistles.” Organg are now almost univer-
sal, except in remote country parishes. Along
with organs thore appeared some twenty years
ago a saciety of ministers and laymen called the
 Church Servico Society,” the chief object of
which was the study of ancient liturgies.
KEvidence of what muy bo called o more
eatholic focling among its mombers immediately
began tonccumulate, The “ Scottish Hympal”
is practically the work of this Society, and bears
the first traces of an observance of the Christian
year. The hymnal is authorized by the General
Assembly, is used in the great majority of the
churches, and represents the stage at which the
lay mind has arrived, All over Scotland the
Christian year is being thus observed, in a
moagre fashion it is true, but in a way that
promises well for the future, For, given 8 min-
ister with * High Church” leanings—and Eng-
lish Churchmen have no idea how many such
thore are—it is possible for him by committing
to memory suitable collects, reading swtable
lessons, and preaching suitable sermons, to
train his people to a complete appreciation of
the meaning of the Christian Year. Many min-
istors use & hturgy of their own compiling, and
in some cases it is boldly read, instead of being
committed to memory, In general, it may be
said that the long extempore prayers have prac-
tically disappeared, and the service generally,
in the towns at least, has approximuted to the
Anglican model. The prejudice against tho
uso of a Liturgy is fast disappearing ; and, in-
deed, it is important to remember that the his-
torical scene in St. Giles, Edinburgh, when

" Jenny Geddes threw her stool at the Dean’s

head, was a protest, not against Liturgy qua
Liturgy, but against the enforcement of
“ Popish Mass” (thus was Archbishop Laud’s
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work stigmatised) in the place of John Knox's
book, which had hitherto been read in St, Giles,
I believe I am correct in-saying that the * Book
of our Common Order,” lately published by the
Church Service Society, is substantially based
on Knox's work. This publication seems
searcely meant for popular use as n Liturgy—
it would be a great pity if it everdid come into
use—but a8 & guide for ministers in conducting
gervice. The Litany from our Church Servico,
and many of our Collects, are transported
bodily into this volume, for reasons which are
known only to the members of the Society.
Now it is significant that the Society, consist-
ing, be it remembered, not of a few enthusiasts,
but of almost all the leading ministers, and u
strong contingent of laymen, should have drawn
on our Liturgy to the extent they have done.
Onr inimitable Collects are regularly used by
many ministers; and, half-unconscivusly, the
Presbyterians of Scotland are getting more and
more familiar with the externals of Anglicun
ritual.  The position taken up by tue majority
of those who are conscious of the change is suthi-
ciently indicated in & remark I once heard:
“We don’t see why England and the Episcopal
Church in Scotland should have the monopoly
of good Church musi¢c and beautiful prayers,”

If the movement towards Cutholicity wore
likely to end with this result, it would not be
worth my while to occupy the reader's attention
furtber, Buf, being in a position of special
knowledge on this subject £I was formerly, be-
fure coming to England, a Presbyterian) I ven-
ture to assert that we have here only the be-
ginning of & movement which, unless English
Churchmen are disposed to repeat certain his-
torical blunders, cught to place us ultimately in
communion with the great majority of Secottish
Christians,

The ‘* Church Service Society,” which existed
chiefly for the purpose of studying liturgies, does
not seem to have satisfied some of its most ad-
vunced mombers.

Last autumn there was founded a new So-
ciety, which took the name of the “ Scottish
Church Society.” The leading spirits of this
Society are Dr. Milligan, of Aberdeen, and Dr,
J. Macleod, of Govan, near Glasgow. The first
named is known to many of our clergy as the
author of gome very helpful books ; but the per-
sonulity of the latter is of a much more strik-
ing nature, Dr, John Macleod is a cousin of
the famous Norman Macleod. Govan Parish
Church, of which he is minister, is a beautiful
building in the slums of the Glasgow ship-build-
ing district; and it is generally acknowledged
that he has been conspicuously successful with
the working classes. Holy Communion is ccle-
brated frequently, the repetition of the Creed
and Lord's Prayer, and the singing of the Can-
ticles, form integral parts of the services. Morn-
ing and evening prayer is said daily in a side
chapel; and the teaching given from the pulpit
is of 4 character such as many of our Church
would strongly object to—uncompromisingly
“ High Church.,” In a less degree, the samo
course is followed at other churches in Glasgow.
The Cathedral, which for long was the scone of
an old fashioned Presbyterian service, is ad-
vancing in the same direction. Close by the
Cathedral is the magnificent new Barony
Church, of which fgr. Marshall Tang,
the prosent Moderator of the Church of Scot-
land, is minister, Hers we have a similar type
of service. Let it be noticed that this move-
ment seems to flourish quite as readily in the
gluns as in the West-End. But nearly
alithe West-End churches have caught the con-
tagion, so far as the externals go; and I doubt
not but that, in time, Church teaching will fol-
low the imitation of Church service. To s less
¢xlent, this movement has taken possession of
Edinburgh also, Vistors to the northern capi-
tal are generally surprised, on entering the
beautiful cathedral of St. Giles, to notice the
internal arrangement of the building. Dr,

Cameron Lees, the present minister, is, how-
ever, scarcely likely to be found in company
with the more ardent spirits. IHe is & man of
strong individuality, which amounts, in his case,
to independenco of view, e is scarcely likely
to be of much use to any “society.” On tho
other hand Dr. A. X. H, Boyd has slways im-
pressed his Anglican sympathies on his own
parish, on his fellow ministers, and on his literary
work, In Aberdeen much useful work in the
same direction is being done by Dr. Jumes
Cooper. He is » ripo bistorieal scholar, and
“every inchan ecclesiastic” iu personal appear-
ance. In common with most of the new school
he hus earned a reputation for honest, hard,
parochinl work.

Such are some of the leading men and char-
acteristics of Seottih Preshyterinnism at the
present time, It way ubundantly evident at n
recent meeting of tha Presbytery of Glasgow
that, though many of the ministers held aloof
from the newer movement, tho general feeling
among thom is one of sympathy with its
pioneers. What we must specially noto is not
the measure of support given to the leaders of
tho movement, but the extent of opposition to
it. The movement is led, not by young blood,
but by some of the oldest and most tried of ithe
ministers, Will thoy attract the younger men ?
or will they be opposed by them, or ignored by
them ? 1f they succeed in escaping opposition
of a particular kind, the object they have at
heart will be attained with great rapidity. Op-
position on the part of tho younger mon will not
be on the ground of disloyalty to Presbyteriun-
ism, That ground, I think, will bo largely left
to the laymen, especially to old-fashioned * eld-
ors,” who are generally conservative by nature,
and particularly joalous of anything that threat-
cng their office.  The opposition which is to be
feared is that which is based on a spurious in-
tellectualism in religion. And the traming of ull
the Presbyterian ministers of the Established
Church is almost exclusively intellectual, Thero
is no very strong foeling in favour of Presby-
terianism. **For Presbyterinnism, per se,” said
Prof. Story, in the General Assombly last your,
‘t I care nothing at all.” )

Among the youngor clergy there is not any-
thing corresponding to the “ Church viows,"” bo
they high or low, which are characleristic of
our newly-ordained curates, 1t generally takos
the young Presbyteriun minister some time to
acquire an intorest in ecclesiastical matters. If
he can bo Inbelled at all during the ourly years
of his minisiry, it would be as n “Brond
Churchman.” That at all events is what he
would call himself, What the new Society
should do is to nttack these young men on the
intellectual side. There should bo presented to
them, both in print, and still viva-vece, the prin-
ciplos of the Society. 1t must be madeclear to
them that the roturn to Church teaching is pro-
gross, not retrogression. The uncortain fuctora
in the problem of ultimate union with us are,
in fact, only two in number, the attitude of
these younger clergy, and the political fute of
the Kirk itself. . .

It is yet too early to speak with certainty on
cither hand. IFf the teaching of the S. C. 8. on
suchsubjects a8 The necessity of a vzg.hd or-
dination,” “ The restoration of Holy Cormmf;
nion,” “ The historic continuity of the Chl’l'rch,
tThe gbaervance of the Christian year,” ecte.
takes hold of the youth of the country, lay an
clerical, the strong probability is that the
present attempt on the part of the leadors of
ihe S. C.S. to show that their teaching is com-
patible with the root ideas of Presbyterianism
will come to be regarded with some impatience,
and the country as a whole will be ripe for
union with the historic Episcopate.

On July 1st the Dominion Day colebration
wisd groat success.  Over 2,000 people paid
admission to the grounds,and the various booths,
stalls, games, ote,, were well patronized, Tho
diligenco of the workers was well rowarded by
tho addition of 8650 to the Church Bulding
Fund, During the soven yonrs pastorate of our
Rector, Rov. W. C. Wilson, the Church has made
great progross. Sovon yoars ngo it was sadly
usual to agsemble in the old church with a con-
grogation of about a dozen, but now wo crowd
the large hall in our Parish ouso evor Sunday
evening,

Almost all the mombers of our cangroegation

aro poor and none are wealthy, but they give
very liborally. During the pastorato of our
Rector the contributions, otc,, have incroased
at least 400 J)or cont. When ho took chargoe
there was « debt of $1,600 on the RRectory, and
some of the congrogation advised the saio of it,
as it seemed hopeless to attempt the clearance
of the dobt. What hath God "wrought? The
debt is paid.

The }?‘arish House, built and opened ast year,
hus o reading room well suppliu(l with dailios,
weeklies, and magnzines, There are rooms for
orchestral club, games and smoking, Indios’
guild, committoeos, cooking school, kindorgnrten,
and large lecture hall capablo of seating 350
Yorsons, which is used at Prusomt for sorvices,

t is woll furnished and adaplod for its various
purposes. It is n centro of uetivity. Tho kin-
dergarten und cooking classes are o greut suc-
coss, largely owing Lo the ability und cnergy of
Miss Pugh, the Principal.

The Cottage Hospital will he ready for open-
ing on Noyombor 1st. The furnishings will be
first-cluss, und thero will bo accommodution for
15 beds. ~Almost ull the money necossary for
the building and furnishing lins been raised Ly
the Rector amongsl his many frionds, 1t will
bo opon to all as farns accommaodation will al-
low, and it is hoped that our wealthy brethron
in the Dioceso will give liberally for the endow-
ment of tho beds und suceessful carrying on of
this “Good Samaritan” worlk, Amonpgst the
Corporators are the Bishop of the Diocose,
Rural Dean Harris, R. S, Lieckic, Easq., and A,
1. Dickey, M.D,

The new church is a perfoct gem, second to
none in tho Diocese, and will bo opened and con-
sccrated on All Saints’ Day, Nov, 1st. Woowe
nnew church, parish house, and cottago hospi-
tal, almost entirely to tho oxortions of the Ree-
tor., Wo have dono whalt we could for the
building up worlk, but that amounts to little,
barely enough to build the foundutions and sent
the cl}:urch. Sinco the beginning of the year
tho men havo raised 8700 towards the desired
81,000 for the seating, etc., of the church, and
the woman Lave raised tho desired $350 for fur-
nishing the chancel and fittings of olectric
lights, in addition to current oxpensex,

With incrossed numbers and wenlth, wo have
grown in the spirit of giving and good works,
The most important resull of our Rector's work
is seen in tho deepened spiritual life and fm-
provement of his peopls. We lave avor 100
Communicants, Thanks 1o our energetic Roc-
tor, may there be many more like him, and
with the leyal support of his people and friends,
ws shall soon have muchinery in order for o
good and glorious, work,

May God's blessing continue with uy, and
may we be ever ready to sscribe unto him the
honour due His Name,

by Mr. A. P. Tippet, of St, John, on Childreny’
work in regard to Missions ; by Mr. J. Khaddar,
u native of Jerusalem and a convort to Christi-
unity, who deseribed missionary workin Pales-
lino; and by the Rov, J. R. Parkinson, who
urged the carrying on of such worlk upon tho
old lines within the Church and according to
the Faith onco delivered to the saints,

. C, SOCIETY!

The annual moeting of the Diceesan Church
Sociely of the Diocesemetin the Charch Hall,
TFrodericton, on July -th. under the presidency
of tho Bishop. The report of the Sscretury re.
forred to the sovoere Joss which the Society had
guftored in the doath of its beloved and revered
Prosidont, the Inte Lovd Bishop of tho Diocese,
(the Most Rev. Dr, Medloy,) who from the dato
of his arrival in New Brunswick till the closo

of his lifo Lndevor beena true nnd most genorous
gupporlerof the Sucioty. Ilow closely hoidentifi-
ol himself with its worlcis known by ull who
lenow nnything of the pust bistory ol the Churet
in Now Brunswick. During an Episcopate of
more than 47 yours ho was absent from the
annual moeetings on only four oceasions: on two,
of them when he went to Jngland to urgothe
continuanco of tho ¥, P. . assistance owing o
the financinl erisis in his Diocose, and on two
othors ho wont to nttond the Lnmboeth Couneil
in obedionce to the invisation of his Grace tho
Archbishop of Canterbury, o contributed by
wnnunl donations alone - noarly $5,000 to the
goneral purposos of the Sociely besidos furthor
gonorous oflorings in bobalt of ity special funds,

Twenty-tive yours ago the Diocese was in re-
coipt of an annual grant from the S, P, G, of
$14,000 which Luns been gradually decreasing
until now it is only about $3,000 and this wilj
probably bodiscontinued at an early date. 'The
Socioty has invested funds nmounting in the
aggrogale to nbout 8133,000, the income from
which is available for tho work of the Church
in the Diocese and of which the grontor purt is
dovoted to the work of Mome Missions. The
roport showod an oncournging increaso in the
contributions throughout the Diocose, Many
of tho older pavishes wero nobly helping the
missions which were still depending on aid,
Tho report concludod as follows:

* The moensure of succoss that has attonded
our offorts in the past ought assuredly to arouse
ovory membor of tho Chureh in tho prosent
omorgeney, Tho wissions of Albort, Campbell-
ton, Dalbonsie, Bathurst, Douglas, Bright and
Simonds are vacunt and there nre not at the
prosent time sufficiont funds (o re-open them
all, unloss the contributions to the goneral fund
oftho D. G, 8. bo largely incrorsed. The ques.
tion wo have to faceis simply this: avethe
mombora of the Church of Lngland in New
Brunswick propared to allow tho doors of the
churchos in thoso vacant missions to be boarded
up, the parsonage house doserted and tho con-

rogation scattorod as sheep having no shop-
ord ?

Roports from various pavishes wore then road,

showing generally encouraging progress in all
parts of the Province.

The Report ofthe Home Missions’ Bard read
by Mr. G. A. Schofield, Sceretary,amongst.other
things indicated an increase of communicants
during the past year :.also that the grant from
the S. P. G.for 1893 had beon reduced by £3250
and would be further redaced another 150 in
1894, leaving for the latter year the amount of
£850 only, of which £650 wounld be available
for missionary work, the other £200 being re-
qured for pensions, for whick the Board is
not responsible, In view of these facts the
Board requested the Bishop to appoint a Com-
mittee to take steps for further arrangements
for missionary work in the Diocese. Over $3,000
a yoar additional must be raised to carry on all
the work as at present srinnged. It was sug-
gested- that each mission be required to pay
$10.00 ndditionul this year. :

nonounced the npppointment of the Rov. Dr.
Brigstocke as Archdeacon of the Divcese, an
appointmont which will give very general satis-
faction and wo join out congratalations with
those, doubtless, of many friends in the Diocese
of Fredericton and throughout Canada to Dr.
Brigstoclo on his appointment to this important
and responsiblo oftico. Muy he long be spurel
to fultil its daties to the benotit of The Church
and as wo know it will be to his own honor.
The Bishop stated in concluding his address
that he rogretted to Lo compelled to say that
his medical adviser had ordered him to take a
rast, in consequenco of which he proposed to
cross tho Atlantic for a couple of months leav-
ing trom Mountreal u fortnight after the close of
tho Synod.

A GrNerovs Grrr.—Some little time ago 2
requost was made to the Chairman of the Book
and Tract Committee by the Sunday-school
Association of the Dioeeso, that there should be
procured from the Church of England Sunday-
School Institute in Bngland, copies of its pub-
lications in connection with its system of Leat-
lots, Dr. Davidson, the Chairman, wrote tu
tho Institute, and wo aro now able Lo announce
that they have sent forward as a free gift to
tho Diocese some soventy volumes (large and
small) of their publications in connection with
Sunday-school work, all of which are in the
Depository in the Synod Hall and can be secn
and examived by all interested. It is 013ly
necessary to soe these books to find how full
and complote is the assistance provided for
Sunday-school Teachers and Superintendents in
connection with Sunduy-school work. The oft-
used argument in bohalf of the International
systom, that there is no sufficient literature tu
conncction with any other is disproved by eye-
sight, and may be further disproved by exwmi-
nation of the contents of those books.

Tue S. P.C.K—We had a call last week
from a representative of the S. P, C. K. on his

return journey from Chicago, and had opportu-
nity of examining a number of the new publi-

cations which are boeing issued Dy the Society.
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He also exhibited to us a line of new Christmas
cards of a distinetly Church character, which
the S.P.C.K. is about to issue at very moderate
prices.  We are glad to learn that an order has
been given for some of these in behalf of the
Book and Tract Committee of the Diocese, and
it is hoped that samples may be out early
enough to exhibit and take orders from Suaday-
schouls throughout the Diocese. We also un-
derstand that considerable addition will be made
1o the books in the Depository. Turther infor-

ORDINATION SERAMOX.

PREACHED BY TRE DEAN OF MONTREAL AT
Trintry Cnurci.
On Sunday, July 2nd, on the occasion of the
Ordination service at Trinity church, the Very
lev. Dean Carmichael preached the following
sermon, taking his text from II Timothy, 4th
chap., 2nd verse: “‘Preach the Word"” :—

T'his, according to the polity of the Church of
England, is a command given to the priests of

the Church—to those who possess the right to
preach, as distivnguished from the deacons, who
preach not by right of office, but by permission.
To you about to be priested these words will be
said to-day, “Take thou authority to preach

the Word of God,” words, you may be sure,
that in some shape will meot you face to facein
the day of Judgment, when you stand before
the Great White Throne. 1t is a fearful thing
tofall into the hands of the living God.” [
know something fully as awfu! ; itis a fearful
thing to become (as you are becoming to-day)
4 mouthpiece of the living God—God's echo—
rehearsing his message in churches, in conver-
sations, in schools, in classes, in sick rooms, and
todying men and women, who look to you, in
their extremity, to tell them what God may do
for them, how God can helP them, and whut
they can do to reach Him. There arc times that
will come to you, as they will come to all who
bear the weight of this awful misistry, and who
think of it seriously, when the most awful, foar-
ful thought of your whole life will be this very
ministry, Why are you cut off largely from
other men? Why are yon allowed to enter
yuoms shut and barred against all save those
who minister to dying bodies? Why are you
to receive into yonr keeping secrets known to
none save those who hold them ?  Why are you
selected for these awful privacies of men’s souls,
and men’s sins, and men's lives ?  Your brains
may be weaker than your patient’s, your edu-

cation may be inforior, your knowledge of the
darker shades of life fur less; and yot to you,
in study ov sick room, or on quiet roadway—
lips, souls, hoarts will ask you with burning,
yet whispered, intonsity, What must I do?
What are you that you should ever be placed in
this position ? 1 will tell you, You are God's
echo,  “*Talko thou authority to preach the
Word of God.”

When I go back, for example, for guidnnee to
the first preaching of the Word, what o [
learn? Tho first sermon concentrated its whole
foree in this concluding sentence: * Lot all the
house of Israel know assuredly that God hath
made that same Jesus whom yo have crucitied,
both Lord and Christ.” The sccond sermon
closed with these words: “ Unto you first God
have raised up His son Jesus, sent Ilim to bless
you, in turning away every one of you from his
niquities.” The third sermon closed with these
words: *Neither i3 there salvation in any
other, for thero is mone other namo undor
heaven given among men whereby we must be
saved." Then sermons, preachings came tfrom
muny, but we are given the koynote of them
all, ““ And daily in the templo and every house
they ceased not to teach and preach Jesus
Christ.”  Here, then, fresh from the springs of
Christian fuith and practice, is our examplo,
We preach the Word when wo preach Christ,
when we grasp the idea that wo are Christ-
bearers, bringing Christ ag prophet, priest, and
king, home to the hearts of our people, * know-
ing nothing amongst thom save Jesus Chrisg
and Him crucified,” “laborers with God,” in
building on Christ, for othor foundution cun no
man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ,
Preaching up to the cross of Christ, and out from
it, und making the bleeding burden resting on
it not alone atonement forn lost world whirling
onward to its own destruction, but for the sins
of men one by one, for brolon hearts ene by
one, for tear-stained faces one by ono, the world’s
Saviour, my Saviour, yours. Yes, preaching
Christ is prencling the Word, the message of
God, “forin Him dwelloth all the fullness of the
Godhead bodily,”

See to il then that you preach Christ,  Think
often, long and prayorfully of the terrible re.
sponsibility that rests on you, and for which,
as sure as Grod liveth, you will have to answor
God.  * Pray without ceusing” that your hearl
may be a heart true to Christ; your hewd a
head ever thoughtiul for Is interests; your
tongue, your pen, a baptized tongue, a baptized
pen, baptized by the lloly Ghost; that your
words may be true words honoring Christ and
bringing glory to His nume by bringing souls to
1lis service.  Seek not to win the praise of men
by what you speak or write ; but meele Lo win
souls to your Saviour. Iead much of the
Word, fill yourself with its spirit, gather every
weels more and more of its Divine teaching,
store your heart and mind with ils very words,
catch that measure of inspiration from it God
alloweth us to catch, and then with o hourt
full of Christ scek to fashion yeur mossage,
For whatever you do, never muke light of your
message, never undorvalue it, never think that
a glib tongue, or a fervid imagination, or n
facifo pen and poetic temperament is all you
need to malko a sermon. Thank God for these
eratches to your impovorished wealkness if yon
possess them; but remember that, after all, what
alone can give force to your message is a know-
ledge of God's Word itself, a sense of the awful
responsibility that rests on you in declaring it,
and the Iloly Spirit of Godliviag inyour hearts
and mind as you think or write, and guiding
your words as you give those words to your
people.  All else, however gond, i3 worthless, if
we have not this as preachers; fur it is the
gpirit, not your words, that beareth witness.

And here I would say, be sufficiently humble
to preach the word in the sense in which the
Church of God (rent and torn though it be) has
e¢ver preached it, Beware of novel theories

about God's word. Crude suggestions as to its
value, and above all that awfal egotism and
solf-pride which would lexl one wo put the faith
of the Christinn Church within the miserublo
gieve of one's own intelligence and sift it with
one's own hands and thon proach as tiod’s word
what remains after you have sifted, If in any
dark moment of your lifo you cannot preach
honestly from lHoly Seripture ay deseriboed in
the 6th article of your Church, cease from
preaching till light roturns ; and if it comes not
cease wholly.  Bettor far to bear in darknoss
your burden than to starve your peopls, or to
teach them to balieve in the face of your own
Chureh, and of the Chureh Catholie itsolf, that
God's word, which to-dny you are authorised to
teach is a3 precious stones hidden here and
there in a mass of rubbizh. Thoere is no prayer
moro noeded to-day, both by priest and layman,
than the simple prayer “God give me putionco
to wait.”  Think how through the long agos of
Christian history, the great messnge has been
assailed, contortod, twisted and defilod.  Thinl
how groni minds have lald themsolves ont te
rationalizo the mysteries of divino things, and
Liow weak minds following them have diod out
in darkness withont any beliof in things oternal,
Thinl of these things and the long awes they
cover, and thon think of that Word which way
assailed, contorted and defited ; greater to-day
in power, [ believe, than over it was, the same
Word, brilliant with oternal youth and vigor,
skin without sear, organ without disosse, voico
withoul weakness, stop without failure, oye
without dimness, the untouched unharmeil,
scatholess Word of Guod, think of theso things,
and a3 you thinl pray “ (sl give mo pationce
to wait.”  Wait for tho ebbing tido to flow buclk
on tho old und well worn beachos; wait for the
darkmness of the hour bofore dawn to give birth
to light; wait for the chill of early morning to
lose itself in heat of glowing sun, wait for overy
discovery, overy veritiel realily, every {ruo
hypothesis to range itselt on the side of Holy
Scripture and to cry. Forever, O Lord, Thy
word is settled in heaven.”

“Preach the word " as the Baptist proacho.l
it, “Behold the Lamb of Gol that carrieth away
thesin ot the world.,” Preach it as St Paul
proacho it, “ For ye preach nol ourselves, but
Jesus Christ the Lord, and vurselves your ser-
vanty for Jesus smuke” Preach it as St Peter
preached it, “ Ifor we wore nnt redeemod with
corruptible thinga ns silver and gold, It with
the precious blood of Chri<t.”  Proach it ns St
John preached it, “ The blood of Jesus Christ
cleanseth from all win, [le is the propitiation for
our sins, and not for ours only, bultfor the sins
of the whole world”:and preach it ns your
Chureh commands you to pronch b, ' The of-
fering of Christ once male is thit perfect re-
demption, propitintion, aml sa-ishietis tar all
the sins of the whole world, an'l thers is none
other eatisfaction for sin, but -that alone”
Preach that, for thal is preaching Clvist, and
preaching Christ is proaching the Word,

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National life what Oxford and Cambridge had
dono for England and England's life; that
Trinity was and would continue to be s broad
and many-sided as the Church of England, and
thatall loyal English Churchmen might rally
round Trinity, confident that it would bo true
to the convictions and aspirations of churchmen

The Rev. Mr, Belt spoke on the growth and
dovelopment of the University and exprossed
the hope that it would furnish Guelph with a
course of University extension lectures during
the winter.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Te will we ave =ure be matter of satistuctlon
to all Churchmen to find that the great Church
Univergities within this Leclesiastieal Province
—Trinity College, Toronto; Bishop’s College,
Lennoxviile, and King’s College, Windzor,—all
appear (o have had & very successful academi-
cal year; and all look forward with increased

hopefulness to the future. Of these instilu-
tions tho Church in Eastern Cunada may well
be prond, Iach aims at more than a mere
Divinily course, and is prepared to extend to
all students educational opportunities and u
curriculum cqual to that of any other morc
seculny inslitution. In the Divinity course
proper, the aim, as we understand it, is to turn
out men for the ministry of the Church of Kng-
land in Canada thoroughly trained and imbuned
with Ifer spirit in theology—without any purly
bias or limitation, These institutions, in their
tenching and in the course of studies followed,
aim ut being as broad and comprehensive us
The Church itself: seeking not to inculeate any
narrow party interpretution of the great formu-
Jaries and doctrines of The Chureh; aiming
not to make the men sceking their benefits
Righ or low Churchmen, but Clurchmen only in
the truest and best sense of the word,  Whilst
noble work bas been done by each in its own
spheie in the past, each has had to contend with
peculiar difficulties, and has passed through
periods of deep anxiety on account of the indit-
ference of Church people, or the active oppesi-
tion of purtisans.  We are glad to notice from
the reports received that apparently cach of
these three Church Universities has secured a
firmer hold upon tho affections and confidence
of the people, evidenced alike by the increased
number of students and the courses of study
pursued, and by at least promises of future as-
sistanco, Dlay all such promises be fulfilled,
The institutions are such ns reflect credit upon
The Church; faithfulness to Her calls for active
and loyal support, not alone by money contri.
butions, but also by sending to them—in prefer-
ence to purely socular institutions—such mem-
bers of Chunch families as may desire the bene-
tits of a UNiversiey training.

Tur Church in this Beclesiastival provines
has not confined its attention in regurd to edu-
cntion to jnstitutions for men and boys alune,
bt can number several most excellent and suc-
cessful Girls’ Schools or Colleges.  Among these
is St. 1llilda's College in "Torento, the Bishup
Strachan  Schouol, Toronto, Compton TLadics®
College in the Diocese of Quebee, and  the
Chureh School for Girls at Edgehill, Windsor,
N.S. The success of the School at Windsor is,
we think, phenomenal,  Established less than
three years ago, it has, as it were, at one bound
advanced o the very forefront in the list of
schools for girls) and now stands, we fancy, at
the head in so far as the number in actual at-
tendance or boarding within its walls is con-
cerned. No doubt the astonishing success
which has attended the School is in large meu-
sure attributable to the character and ability
of the Liady Principal, Miss Machin, and her
able staft’ of assistants. We think, however,
thal it. may in part be attributed to the lusi-
ness-like manner in which the inauguration of
tho school and its carrying on was made. It
was established by the authority and under the
patronage of the Synod of the Diocese itself and
the Synod of the Diocese of Fredericton, and
the necessury means were raised through sub-
seripiions in the nature of joint stock. This
has evidently worked well, Confidence las
been felt in the stability of the institution; the
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subscription list has increased its area of infiu-
encer, and the endorsation by the two Synods
has given that certainty as to Church character
which was essential, We are quite aware that
there sre those who think that education on
distinctly Church lines is not desirable -or pos-
sible, and further that distinctly Church insti-
tutions cannot compete with the so-called secu-
lar or non-denominational echools and colleges.
T"he sheeess, howover, which has attended npon
e Chureh Sehool at Windsor furnishes astrong
arzument  against such views. Wo sincerely
hope that all of these Church Schools for girls
may be able to increase their efficiency as is
heing done at Edgehill, and increase also their
accommodation and influence,

NOTABLE UTTERANCES.

The following excellent remarks, says the
{hureh Eeleetic occured in the addroess of the
itev. Winchester Donald to the Girls' Friendly
Society at its vecent anniversary in Boston:

“ Be very watchful that nothing shall mar
that elose union with the Church and with her
ead, wherein lies the life of your Society, 1
the temptation should come (o any one of you,
it she should Lelieve that her connection with
the Girls” Friendly Society is all that she needs
for her spiritual growth, the stronghold which
your organization has upon the Chureh would
samt choke off such a dangerous member,
Guard your helief in the Society as rooted in the
Chareh.  Be “high Church™ in the best and
lullest meaning of the phrase. For “high
Ulmreh ? should mean to all of us a deep devo-
tinn to our Lord, a firm grasp on the faith of
the Church, und a full trust in those mysteries
which he has given her to guard in the Sacra-
ment of 1lis Body and Blood, and of Baplism,
s this close dependence upon Christ, on His
Church, in His Sacraments has been the source
of your growth in the past, cling to it as you
hope for the future. Never fincy that as an
orranization you may exist when you shall have
liosened  your  grasp  on Christ and  the
Chureh.”

Alife of Dr. Adolph Saphir the well-known
English Presbyterian minister has  just been
jublished. Among the letters of interest is one of
D, Saphir in which he wriies:

“W¢ have the Communion onee in every two
months,  After the strugglo { laid down from
the pulpit the principle that like the Apostles
we onght o have it ecery Sunday. For those
who like authority for iruth, and to whom
teath is not authority, I quote Calvinand John
Owen,  1In Spurgeon’s Church they have the
{vmmunion every Sunday. But once a month
is quite common both in the Church of England
and among dissenters.  What right have we to
keep people, who enjoy the Liord's Supper as
they do prayer,ele., waiting for two months, and
in cascot sickness, ete., four to six? Special
prayer-meelings, and other self-invented ertra
sercices are multiplied, but Christ’s own insti-
wution never enters their minds as 2 means of
revival. My people are almost all in faveur of
the weekly Communion,”  *Self invenied ser
vices "' i3 significant coming from a Presby-
terian,”

Canon Body, preaching at all Saints’, St.
Margaret Street, spoke of the nccessity of 2
lite-long contrition, ~ He snid: ** We are living
ina day in which on every hand we hear a
gospel that T must call if I may do it with re-
verence agospel of sweatmeats . . . When
on every hand we hear the cry ¢ peace, peuce,”

where thereis ne peace ; a gospel which speaks
of forgiveness widlont repentance, of joy with-
out the knowledge of sorrow; and a priestin
the Catholic Church, as he utters the stern, old
gospel of the ages, feels sadly weighted.”

A correspondent of the Church Belectic, N.Y,
says: Tho Prayer Buok plainly teaches that
the Children of the Church shall be brought to
Confirmation; hitherto the use of vory many of
our ¢lergy has beon to wait for the childven to
“experienco rehgion” or signify “change of
mind, " before the slightest effort is made to
bring them to recoive the holy yite of Confirma-
tion, Ilow this Anabaptist-Mcthedist horesy
found its way into the Chureh it is hard Lo see,
but like many another tuve wmongst the wheat
it dies hard, Jven the Presbyterians are com-
ing to sec the great utility of bringing young
boys and girls into the Church before evil habits
are formed and erystalized. 1 know a Prosby-
terian minister who had his whole * Young
Peoplo's Society of Christian  Endeavour ”
“join the Chureh " in a body.

“The theory, " says Lindall, in his © Frag-
ments of Science ” “that the system of Naturs
15 under control of a Being who changes phe-
nomena in compliance with the prayers of men,
is, in my opinion, a perfectly legitimate one,
It is no departure from scientific methods to
place behind natural phenomena a Universal
Father, who in answerto the prayers of Iis
children, alters the current of those phenomena,
I therefore frankly admit that the theologian
has as good a right o place his conception at
the root of the phenomena as I have to place
mine.”

THE RELLGIOUS DIVISIONS OF
INDIA,

A little pumphlet by Sir Theodoro
Hopo, entitled * Church and State in
Indin, which has been published
lately by the 8.P.C K., contuins somo
vory intercsting religious atatistios,
It shows that the number of adher-
ontg, including Buropeans and Iura-
sinns, who compriso rather more
than one-tenth of' the whole number
of Christinns in Indin, of our own
Church and churches in communion
with it is 340,613, and of the Church
of Rome, 1,315,263, Thoe Baptists,
with rather more than 200,000 ad-
horents, are the noxt strongest, and
the Syrian comes just after them
with almost the same number, Tho
total strength of thase four bodies is
2,059,081 oul of a grand total of
2,284,172 Christitns of all  sorts,
The bulancoe of 125,083, composed of
9,352 porsons, whoso roligion was
unspecified, and at least forty-four
difterent socts! If wo deduet the
persony who refuso to discloso their
roligion, there nro upwards 115,000
adhorents to  be divided nmong
thoso forty-four bodies. This would
givo thom nn gvernge of rather more
than 2,600 adhorents apicco ! Thore
i very little doubt that tho sad divi-
sions which nro disclosed by these
figuros are the drag on the progross
O?Missionury work in Indin, It is
not unreusonable for the heathen, to
whom Christinnity is offered in such
a varioty of forms, to hesitale and
suggost the advisability of our sot-
tling our own difterence bofore he
comoes to uny docision, or even to re-
joet it without any hoesitation what.
ovor. ‘This lattor ntlitude is pain-
fully frequenl. Ono wmore point,
The strongth of the Roman Catholics
will perhaps surprire somo people.
Their ways and mothods have cor-
tuinly beon moro succossful with thoe
nutives thuan those other bodies. but
thore is geod rouson for bolieving
that thoy are satistiod with Joss vig-
orous Lests of the sineority of their
converls than most other bodies;
which, na doubt, partly aceounts for
their numorieul superiority.
