But however'slight may be 'the degree of in-
'spiation which Mr. Jowett, as a Church of
England clergyman may wish to establish for the
Seriptures is altogether too great, if it .be to:he
proved fromll the Seriptures tbemselves. Th s is
a' species of judicature, 'which may be ail very
-well for those absolut st courts, where an accused
.nîay be made to criminate himself, or where the
rack is the chief witness for the prosecution ; but
to Our British notions, as it is unlawful to extort
a man's evidence against humself, so it would be
deemed ridieulous to accept bis own testimony

for himself.
Nor is there any reason why the sacred Scrip-

tures sbould bahve accorded them what was 're-
fused to or .Divne Saviour. He testifies bis'
divinity not by. bis own alBrmation-but by his
miracles-an extrinsic testimony, and the Sacred'
Shriptures likewise, if the world must recetre
them, inust in like manner have some extrinsic
testrnony of their authenticity and inspiration.
That outside the pale of Catholhciiy this extrnsie
testmony cannot be had is true, but the want and
utte" neesst$/ of it ought - to have taught iMr.
Jowett more respect for what be calls the " in-
aginary doctrine of the infallbihlty of the Catho-

lie Churcli." In order-to prove the inspiration of
the Scriptures the Catholic points to the testi-
nony of ain infallible Church. Mr. Jowett in
order to manmain this same inspiration is oblged
to have recourse to an (exceedingiy) Vicieus
circle. -1 am inispited because' I say so."
Which of the two is the. more consistent, it must
be left to common sense to deterrnme..

But to take Mr. Jowett's own estimate of in-
spiration-tt is " Ithat idea of Scripture whiclh
we gther froni the knowledge of it." We 'vil
suppose the case of the .country bun-pkin readmg
over the abstruse laws of English jurisprudence
and acting upori such a knowledge as lie may
gather therefrom ; and we would ask, sbould his
imperfect appreciation of the law lead him ta a
transgression thereof would bis plea of misnter-1
pretation stand him iii good stead ? or would bis
misinterpretation be held to, be- law. Practice
and commoni sense a lke 'answer 'no. Neither
vli' his notions of imspirýaotin be the true measure
of inspiration, for il is asabsurd to make inspira-
tion dependent upon the degree ofi mdividual
appreciation, as it would e to render the mean-
ing of a law dependent upon individuai interpre-
tation. And in point of fact,- this idea of in-
spiration is altogether destructive of it, for if
inspiration depends upon each ones conception of
it, tien it is no definite reality, but only a relative
term without fixity, or individual eiistance-it is
mn fact a nonentity-a nothin, an adjective, and
no substantive-a " nomen sine re.? There is
such a thling as arguing backwards. Roland
Willians tells us that the Bible is " the written
voice of .be congregation." Jowett tells us tbat
inspiration Lis the idea we form of the Scriptures
fron the knowledge of it; both sonewhbat meta-
physical modes of " putting the cart before the
horse." But then how litle this matters with
such men as the reverend authors of the Essays
and Reviews,' may be understood, when we re-
member, that Roland Williams highest idea of
Scriptural inspiration, is that it is the same, as
the znspiraltion of Luther, Milton and the
dvine Shakspemae, certamnly a bold method of
adding to the sacred college of Evangelists.
How far the Christian world ivill accept tbis de-
ffnition, and consent to admit the Allegro, Pen-
seroso, the Merry Wives of. Windsor and
Othello anongst the canonical. books of Scrp-
ture, remains to be seen. This however is cer-
tain, that however difficult the Protestant world
May fiad it to 'exclude them from its bible-the
Catholic Church relying upon ber doctrine. of
I1failibility, will never lend herself to such a
blasphemy.

And if wye are to read.the Sacred Scrnptures
id the ideas only of the age in which tey were
written, we must at once give up not only the
doctrine of inspiration, but ail the fundamental
doctrines of Ohristianity--te Incarnation, Deatbi
Resurrection and Àscensian of a dromne Lord--
since the carnai Jews of the Saviour's tîme ac-
knowledged nona of thesa things. That it Ls
daily comîng to this in the Protestant world is
evident even to the most cursory observer;i and
shouldi be to the Catholic a motive for increased
confidence in what Jowett ignorantly catis " the
îmaginary doctrine cof Infalhibility. SACERDoS.

Iréand,-'by centu-
ries o the criulcst opprso i ié,rl ias
ben .rëi"dered'utterly unalae to, suPport herpo-
pulation, a great part of which bas been driven
by famine ta seek a home in the Aierncan and
Austalian wildernésses. That with' the elasti-
'city ôf'their Celtie temperament, ber sons have
espanded into great nations on both Continents,
may be a source of, congratulation ta Irisbmen
tbenselves, but can never be' aught else but a
standing meinoral of England's disgrace, who by
ber abominable oppression bas driven fram ber
confines a people so capable of lormning a mighty
nation. Disguise it as she may, tyrany and op-
pression are at the bottom ; and if the results
have been contrary to -ber expectations, and in-
stead of misery and degradation (the ordinary
fruits of oppression) Ireland bas reaped honor
and affluence, and a holi standing among the
nations, England bas no more cause ta be proud
of ber share in the transaction, than har the
Slaveholder, whose cruel and oppressive conduct
bas driven Lis slaves te the dangerou% alternative
of fight, to congratulate himself on thmeir attain-
ment of liberty on a foreign soi. The history of
ail emigration bas ever been the same. 'Tis a
severe remedy, entailing as ut does the severing
of all home ties, anid everything one olds dearl
and in proportion as it is severe, it presupposes a
severer necessity driving ta the remedy. Emi-
gration mu.t always be a stigma upon the nation
whence it takes ils rise, iuplyiug as it does either
political oppression, i eligious persecution, or a
poverty of resources in the canntry wiich ren-
ders it unable ta support its children. n the
case of Ireland, ail three causes have been at
work. The country bas been impoverished to
such a degree by both politicai and religious per-
secution, as to reduce its peasant population to a
degree of misery not inferior te that of the Rus-
sian seri, or American slave. No waonder then
that English national pride, hke the drowning
man catching at straws, sbould be glad ta disco-
ver even the most reinote cause of congratulation
in the event.

We -are toli that the failure of the potato is
the cause of the decrease of the population of
Ireland. This is triue, but it is superficial. The
potato rot may be the immediate cause, but be-
yond that there is a remote eau. The causa
causen of Irish emioration has ever been English
oppression at home. So long as' the Eughsh pea-
santry depended upon oatmeal as thîeir staff of
life, famines were frequent, as every failure of
the oat crop left tiem without an inferior crop
to falil back upon. But when wheaten bread be-
came the staple of consumption, famine vas re-
moved.a'step further. In Ireland that staple is
the potato-.ihe lowest in the scale of edibles ;-
hence a failure in that esculent necessarily implies
a famine. Now here the question arises, and for
English pride it is an humiliating one-How does
it happen that whilst in England the staple con-
sumption is at the top of the scale ot edibles, in
Ireland, on the contrary, it is at the very bot-
tom ? Have those centuries of misgovernment
nnd religious persecutior. ta which she has been
most cruelly subjected, nothing ta do with the
answer ? It may be ail very convenient for
English egotism ta assume the inferiority of the
Celtic race, as affording an easy method of ac-
countîng for tbis ugly facti; but Europe wilii
always justly look with suspicion upon those po-
litical institutions, which cannot raise the nations
under their charge out of the grasp of an almost
triennial decimation. She vil logically deduce
the alternative, either that those political institu-
tions possess not ail that their advocates would
claim for them, or that they are not extended in
their fulness to the case in question.

SAcE nos.

The Montreal Gazette bas a very excellent
article upon the Acadians whom the British Go-
vernment of last century treated se cruelly, and
indeed, unjustly. Of the descendants of these
persecuted Acadians, many are now manifesting
a desire ta settle in Lower Canada, and it is ta
be hoped that the Government wili give every
assistance in ils power ta further the good work.
Immigration from France, liowever desirable, we
look upon as impossible, seeing that France bas
no surplus population, and that the milhtary con-
scription, by preventing early marriages, acts
as a preventive check upon increase. To keep
constantly on foot an army of 600,000 men,
France requires ail her male adults, and bas net,
therefore, the stuff to spare of vhich we la Ca-
nada are rncst in ueed. lt should, therefore, be
aur abject to attract to our shores, the hardymo-
ral, andi religions descendants of the Acadians,
akin as they are m bloodi, language, andi religion,
ta the Lower Canadians.

We subjoin the notice of the Montreal Ga-
zette upon this interesting and highly important
subject:-

lute alarmn. Thé Mflon:teur endeavors te caln
the fears of the poor by a reassuring notice, but
there is, no doubt, great' discontent. among the
laboring population of Paris. Discontent in
Paris is a serbous thiig for. any French Govera-
ment, and a promise lias been made that the
price of bread in th capital shal rise no bigher
than it now is. This promise wilI io doubt be
kept ; but its meaning is that, at least for the
present, bread shail be sold in Paris a. a consi-
derable loss. That Iossmmust' fll on seme one.
Net, of course, on the bakers, who could not
sustain it for a month, probably not for a week.]
NOt bit the Government, although [t as inade'
the promise, and obtains the credit of it. The
loss falls upon the municipality of Ie City of
Paris, which hus fer m>any years past been get-
ting deeper and deeper into debt for the public
works hvtich thie Imtîperial policy lias required it
ta carry out. We have beard on good autho-«
rity that the cot of these buildings alone would
e'tiaust the mruicipal funds for more than sixty
years te core.
