Our Magnificent Water Power.
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MIDDLE FALLS.

1 The Trent River, with its innumerable Fall and Rapids, is capable of 

supplying 50,000 Electrical Horse Power within a distance of five miles on each 

side of the Town.

Healey Falls, five miles above, has a drop of 76 feet.
Middle Falls, three miles above, has a drop of 25 feet 
Stephens' Dam, one mile above, has a drop of 23 feet.
Town Dam, at Railway Bridge, has a drop of 48 feet.
Haig's Dam, No. 9, one mile below, has a drop of 24 feet.
Maple Island Dam, three miles below, has a drop of 36 feet 

Total drop - - 232 feet

1 Only a small portion of this Great Energy is now being used.

A staff of I 5 skilled and competent teachers preside with an attendance 

of 700 pupils.



Agriculture, Dairy, Etc.

^ CampbeIlford it situated in the centre of, and surrounded by, one of the 

finest agricultural districts in Canada. Our farmers are prosperous and of late 

years have given their attention to mixed farming, such as the raising of cattle, 

hogs and horses, and the making of butter and cheese. The latter is on a very 

large scale. There are within a radius of eight or ten miles 25 large cheese 

factories, owned and controlled by farmers. Their products, sold every week 

during the season in Campbellford, bring the highest prices.

Ç This County ranks with the first for fruit growing and is famous for its 

Northern Spy Apples. Nearly every farmer possesses a good orchard.
