AFTER FIGHT ON SUEZ

They Were Made in Germany
for Big Game
Hunting.

CAIRO, March 7.—The battlefleld on
the eastern bank of the Suez Canal
vielded evidence of yet another in-
stance in which Germans and Turks,
too, at the instigation of their task-
masters, violated the rules of civilized
warfare.
