well, than to give hmn whatever hitle
assistance was in our power in tho ad-
ministration of his many and laborious

duties. 1lisstature was erect, talland
imposing ; hiseyes grey and piercing ;
slight traces of pockmark somewhat
detracted from what must have been
at one time a singularly bandsome ap
pearance, and nobility of birth and
character was delineated in his every
act and movement. 1is joy scemed
unbounded at the sight of what he
termed * Heaven sent belp in the hour
of need” and his grand rich voice could
be heard resonant with gladness and
boisterous murth for severnl days after
ward ashe passed from room to roomn
in his palace. Torontodiocese at that
time extended from Oshuwa in the
east to Sandwich n the west, and from
Port Colborne 1n the svuth east to
Goderich 1 the opposite direction.
Tho barvest however, was great and
extansive but the laborers were few.
The amiable giant Father Prouls
had charge in Oshawa. But there was
no other priest found between Toronto
and Lake Huron except n very old
French priest in  Penetanguishene
named Ferne, who had given suesions
in his pative couuntry to the survivors
of the French Revolution. Tlus
singularly unselfish proncer nussionary
always refused even the smallest
donation 1n money or kind from s
Insh parishioners because, althuagh
he said Mass for them, hie could not
preach in the language they under-
stood. Anotber aged and feeble old
French priest, Father Musart, was
stationed at Niagara on the lake. II:
and Father Grattan of St. Cathanines
had charge of the whole l'vninsula
formed by lakes Ene and Untaniv, and
Niagara Rver. Fatuer Grattan, a
sturdy, robust and whole-sonled Irish-
man, had studied in France aud been
ordawned there. Ho abandoned a very
fine and lucrative pansh in Britauny
to crozs tho seas and dovote his life
and labours to missionary work in
what nas known in those days as *- the

will  and  mhosptable  shores  of
Canada.”  Hanalton m those duys
was blessed with the presence amd
charities of the great old Viear-Gieneral
Giordon, whose remarkublo hfe and

Iather Johin O Redly, who two

charge of the parishi of Dandas.  He
Was more furtanate than Bistop Power,
who bad fallen a victun o the same
fll disease from tho satue cause and
had Jdicl a artyr of chanty and epis
cupal zeal displayed in the cungrant
foser shieds i tlus cy.

Rev. Father Ryan was at that tune
w clarge of Puanis, Brantford and
Galt, winle Father Lugene 0 Reilly,
uncle to Father John of Dundas, cele-
brated Mass successively and ulter-
nately in the Gore of Toronto, 1 the
old trume church on the 5th huae,
Oakville, Albion and Culedon. A
very old priest, Father Liattigan, hved
in Adjala and wvisited Alliston, Mono
West Newmarket and Schomberg,
These were all the secular priosts,
about ten all nwnbered, who aided
Ihishiop DeCharbonuel to attend to the
spinitual requirements of his scattered
flock m a district that now embraces
the two Dioceses of Toronto and Ham-
iton. Guelph epjoyed oven at that
tine as 1t dees to day the valuable ser
vices of the Jesuit Fathers—who were
then »lso 1 charge of the [rish and
Freich Canadian populations that in-
habited Chatham and Sandwich and
neighbering towuships. There wero
no railroads in those deys; yet Bishop
DeCharbonnel visited not only every
town and hamlet, but 1t is firmnly
averred that he feft no family or log
house unvisited or unblessed by his
presence in that extensive region.

On hig arrival in Toronto he found
St. Michael's Cathedral and a residence
grand and palatial for those days,
erected and equipped by lus martyred
predecessor at an immense cost.  But
he found also that notwithstanding all
the generous subsciptions of the people
and personal sacrifices of 3ishop
Yower and his priests, a debt of 60,000
dollars yet hung over the administra-
tion. To liquidate this enormous debt
besidesmner tingall current expenditures
hie was fully determined.

He said 1n presence of the writer of

thisarticle. “Thereare 64,000 families
in sy diocese , T will visit every one of
thew: and ask one dollar from every
head of a huusehold I wall pray with
wvery fanily at night, and wherover
convement, I will say mass for them
in the morning. I hnow that I shall
retmin to Toronto with all the wuney
I require, and some to spare for my
orphans and the House of Providence
I am determined to build on Power
street.” Tha good Bishop kept his
word to the letter. Even away in
districts alinust inaceessible. by Geor-
gian Bay and Owen Sound, along the
shores of Lake Huron and Lake Line in
Esgex County are old people to be met
with who say * I remember Bishop de
Charbunnell very well, he was in our
Lious. a lung time ago, he blessed our
children and left us mefalsand prayer
books.” **

Rev. Father Schneider, a grand oid
typo of the Teuton race, was Pastor

of Gudenich and of all the surrounding
country, that now ineludes the coun-
ties of Perth and Huron. Hewas s
man of indomitable courage, iron
framo und incigive logical mind. His
unesionury journess atd work extend
ed from Berlin to Goderich, about 100
unles m longth and breadth, and in
all thut vast extent of rural district, it
may be traly said he upheld the
Caiolic Vaithi, ot only among the
Catholies of Irish and German origin
but that alsu he cumnmanded for it the
respectfal attention and homage of
Proutestante of both nationalitivs. 1le
always wore the soutane, whether o
Lot or abroad, and was neve abash

ed Ly a tumultuous crowd. H was
vn all veensions and evarywhere inde

pendent aud  fearless, and nothing
pleased lim more than to be called
upon, even by Orangemen 1n a publie
hustelry durinyg Lis travels, to defend
sume puint of Jogmatis Cathiolic Fuith.
Bishop de Cliarbonnel could not find
1 more congenial compaguon de voy-
age in hig Diocesan visitations. With
a powerful black horse attachad to a
light covered rig, they travelled all
over the western portions of the 1in-
cese, and called at «very house where
n Catholic soul could be found.

Both Father Schneider and Dishop
de Charbonnell reaclied the Patriarclhial
terin of tour score and ten. After
many years of separation like Paul and
Anthony of the desert, they met ugain
in the feebleness of old ageand died in
the bame of their birth in France
almost at the samsg time snd under the
same gkies.

Count Armand Francis Mary de
Charbonnel was born near St. Etienne
in the south of France, of noble
pareutage in the very beginning of the
present century. 1is oldest brother
was a member of Parlisment under
Louis Philippe, and sat in the Cham-
ber of Deputies in the early days of
Repubhic under the Presidency of Gen
eral Cavaignac. \When the revolution
broke out in June 1818 he fell & victim
to the fury of the cornunists and died
along side of Archbishop Affre, who
also went to the barricades and secur-
ed the blessings of peace by laying
down hig life for bis flock.

Count Armand Francis Mary studied
furthe Churel and entering the College
of St. Sulpice in Paris he was ordained
in due time and became a member of
that justly admired and justly cele-
brated Order. 1le volunteered for
the Canadian missions and was soon
an exemplary inmate and energetic
member of the Grand Seminaire at
Montreal e mastered the nglish
language thur.ughl, asto gramnmarand
pronuncition aud in a short time was
the most attractive preacher in the
city and the most sealous at the con:
fessional and luvking after the sick and
poor of both nauunalities. He was the
favounte of the Insh Catholics, whose
grievous wrongs won «il his sympa
thies, and whose crying wants he
attended to, as they landed sick and
emaciated from the overcrowded and
fet'd enngra-t sailing vessels. Soon
the emgrant fever broke out amongst
those who had cscaped the herrors of
the deadly contagion while &t sea.
The sir was filled with lamentations
anda cry of despair.  Father do Char
bonnel: flew to the temporary sheds
crected for tho sich and the dying , be
inspired courage everywhere ; he con-
fessed and anomted the dying: be
brought relicf and the balm of consol-

ing nud cheery w.rds to every bedside
It was at the vory time in Juue, 1814,
when his brother's life blood was ched
for his country in France, that Fathor
do Charbonnel for derr charity's snke
aud iu imitation of the Good Shepherd,
«xposad bis hife a hundred timesta day
in the emigrant fever slieds of Mon-
treal.

Tl gaintly Bighop Jower although
warned of Lis Janger by the attendant
pbysicians, pervsted in carrying reli
givus help and cumfort to the fever
stnichen in Torunto.  He said repeat
wily to these who dissnaded him,

The goud Shepherd layeth down lifo
for lus fluck.”  Ule succumnbed to the
dread scourge and the whole city went
wr mourning. The Sve romnainad vacant
for mure than a year when ather de
Chiarbonnddl was nominated for the
dignity.  He at firet rebelled against
acccLing any such responsibility, and
journeyed even to Rome, to cast him
self at the feet of Pope Puis IX,,
and implore his Holiness 1ot to im-
pose so great a burthen on g0 weak a
frame.  The Holy Pontiff eaid. « now
you are in Rome. I am master here.
You shall not depart hence until you
are cunsecrated Bishop of Toronto. 1
will be only too happy to impose on
you the holy chrism with my own
hands,””  When thenewly consecrated
bishop was leaving the eternal city
Pope Pius presented him with a beauti-
ful chialice. ** \What will you say now
quoth his Holiness, are youstill afraid,”
*¢ Calicem Salutaris accipiam,*” replied
the Bishop * et nomen domini in
vocabo.” I will accept the chalice
of Salvation and will call upon the
name of the Lord' (psalm 115). Be-
fore his return to Canada he visited
his almn mater College st Annoray
and obtained permission for one of
the Basilian Fathers to accompany
him. Father Molony who had been
for some years a member of the order
acceded to his wishes and in a few
weeks both reachied Toronto early in
August 1850.

A grand ovation was tendered the
new Bishop. His family title of
+« Count" r commended him to the rich
and the high stationed among the Pro-
testant denominations, and his works
of charity and self-sacrifice in Montreal
procured for bim 3 hearty and entbusi-
astic welcome among the lugh and low
of his own flock. His grand rich
voice rang out distinct and sonorous
in St. Michael's Cathedral and all
hiearts were brim full of gratitude to
God who had gent them go nohle a
Bishop to guide them and bless them.

From the very beginning of his
Y piscopa! administration Bishnp De-
Charbonuell understood the necessity
of providing ample and adequate
means for the Christian training of
the rising generation. Ho found the
Sisters of St. Toseph and theChristian
Brothers already established in Jarvis
and Richmend strects. They had
charge of the Parochial or Separate
schiools. The Ladies of Loretto under
Madame Dease, Mother Teresa, with
five nuns and seven boarders, nccupied
a uousc of diminutive dimensions at
the foot of Bay street. These were
smzll beginnings, but he was satisfied,
as he foresaw that with the increase
of Tcronto’s popnlation, then 50,000,
both irstitutions would naturally ex-
pand and graw in proportion with the
city’s growth and the country’s expun-
sion and prosperity  The wonderful

success of both in efficiency and num-
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hers a8 sér  to-day fully vorify his pro-
diotions. 1fisnext and most absorbing
objcct of anxioly wus the founding of

o Catholio college, tha only hope of
seouring for Catholics representativo
positions 1 the professionul ranks and
a native priesthood for tho Diocese.
He at outo opened commumeations
with the Besihan Fathors a4 Annonay
it Franco—undor whom he had ro-
ceived Ins early training—and in less
than two years had succeeded beyond
his fondest anticipations. St. Miclinel's
College on Clover Hill with its vener-
anblo President and competent stafl of
leerned and experienced prufessors
was the, orowning of all lus adunnistra-
tivo offorts. Its alumni are counted
to-duy by the Lundred and amunﬁ
them are reckoned ablo lawyers, note
physiciane, zealous priests, sye oven
prelates and DBishops.

Bishop DeCharbunnel having so-
cured thecollege dhien equared lumsgelf
out for a tilt with the Legislature in
favour of Cuthiolic Separate Schools.
Uader the Cartier- Ma. Gunald admims
tration Parlinmeniary sessions wero
held alternately every fuur years in
tho ecities of Toronto and Quebec.
While m Toronto all the Catholic
members, wimsters of State and offi-
cls of Freuch Canadian origin had a
germon 1 French preached to them
at & o'clock Mass every Sunday. This
was no difficult tuatter for the Bishop,
nor for lus priests, who all spoke
French fluently.  Hhisinfluence among
themn was wn conseyuence very great
wndeed. At the openng of b Parlia.
mentary session of 1854, thie Bishop
vaited personally on the Cabinet min-
isters, end madv 8 formal demand for
an extension of the same privileges to
the Catholic Separate Schools of Upper
Canada as were einjored by the Pro-
testant aunority i Luwer Canada.
The petition scemed reasonable enough
to the Catholic representatives of
the Lower I'roviuce, and a solemn
promise was obtained from the Cartier-
Macdonald adininistration that a bill
to that effect would bu introduced
before tho end of the session. The
oppositivn however of the Protestant
element was formidable, and Mr.
George Brown, its powerful leader,
made use of his organ, the Globe, to
excite public animosity against what
was termed Romish influence of any
kind. The whole Province was aroused
by its rotestant-Horse editorials, and
the administration fearing defeat on a
motion that would be negatived by a
snlid Protestant vaote allowed the ses-
sion to pass by without even a hint at
an amendment of the Catholic Separato
School law as it then stood. The
Bishop fearleas of consequences then
issued the celebrated pastoral letter in
which he denounces the Government
for its broken promises, and declared
that the Catholic members of the
Cabinet, George Etienne Cartier, in-
cluded, were unworthy of public confi-
dence, and that it would be an injury
to religion if they were again re elected
by their French Canndian constitu-
encies. This bold action on the part
of the Bishop and his firm attitude
canced 8 greatuproarinboth Provinces.
Bat at the next general elections all
his people stood by the Pastoral, and
the political partics wero 80 evenly
divided that few candidates even in
Oantario stood a ghost of a chance of
being returned to Parliament, unless
ther promised on the hustings to sup-
purt the new Catholic Separate School
Bill. 1t was carried almost enapimous-
1y in 1864 on a motion of Mr. Richard
Scott in the Parliament, then sitting
in Quebeo during the Sandfield Mao
donald and Sicotte administration.
Bishop De Charbonnel however, was
not in Canada to enjoy his triumph,
the fruit of his many labours and
personal eacrifices. Having obtained
from the Holy See the coadjutorship
of Bishop Lynch, he resigned all
authority und jurisdiction in Canads
and entered the order of Capuching
in Lyons Francee He was mado

titular Bishop of Tozopolis in 1809,
Arohbishop in 1881 and died in tho
odour of sanotity in tho samo order in
I'rance, March 26th, 1891, Divvsus.

It is theroforo a useful,
though unpretentious publication, and
Jeserves generous encouragement and
widespread patronage. Cheap publi-
cations of this sort aro a great want
in the homes of our people. Fre
quently a few costly books will ba seen
that are seldom or nover opened, and
are kept for show rather than for use,
whilst cheap Catholic publications
that would be within easy reach of our
people, and that would be at once in-
teresting and instructive, especially to
the young, are rarcly to be found.

* And now, still remaining within
the cloister, we go up another flight of
steps to the Nuns' cells. Here are
wide and long corridors with doors on
either sido opening into the dimina-
tive rooms termed cells. Many are
glanced into ; one attracts me very
much ; it i3 situate in one of the
towers, and so of irregular shape, and
perhaps a little larger than the others,
high enough up to give the occupant a
magnificent view. * What a view !
How you must enjoy it I There is
an amused smile on the Sister's face
«You don't mean to say that mortifi-
cation goes so far with you that you
do not let yourself enjoy the world
from this vantage point ?* ‘¢ That
might bo a distraction—we do not
look out of the windows, neither would
it be prudent in a large city.” 1
gilently turn to examine tho furnish-
ings of the room, which consist of a
small cabinet, a bed-——not O reader,
what you and I would call a bed, for
chancing to knock againstit I satisfied
myself as to its construction. Over
the plain boards a shect is spread and
a hard pillow is at the head. A white
counterpane covers this again —all
looking 8o sweet and restful in its spot-
less white—bul that chance examina.
tion of the condition of things below
quenched all desire to test the hospi-
tality of the austere cell. A priedieu
before a cracifix completes the room.

I can reach
as far and as casily as a Dolsarto
devotco." o was proved to me tho
convenicence of a costume 1 till then
had thought of only as emblematic
and picturesque."’

Another important sketch is that of
the late Archbishop Tache. Of the
apostolic zesl which animated the
early missionaries to the North West
wo get some iden from this passage :
* Fow could stand the rigors of the
winters, the fatigue of tho long jour
neys, the unpalatable food, for they
had anly pemmican, and, what was
severest on the constitution, the want
of shelter. Such difficulties try but
do not overcome apestolic men. Father
‘Tache counted these years as amongst
the happiest of his life, and left a very
interesting account of how his heart
thrilled with joy when at the end of
his journey he was welcomed by the
untutored savuge. Somotimes the
picture was reversed.  After travelling
fcr hundreds of miles under the most
trying difticulties, on arriving at the
expected place of meeting he would
find the tribe had left a fow days
before, and had gone further on.
Thereupon his own guides would
abandon him, seeing that his stock of
provisions was low. In order to save
his tesm of dogs he must starve him-
self for his safety depends upon them.
He starts on his return and goes days
at o time without food.”

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The Mosquito’s Surgical Instrament.

The moequito’s bill, minutely deli-
cate as that organ is, is simply o tool
box in whick are beld six separate sur-
gical instruments — miniature blood-
letting spparatus of the most perfect
pattern. Two of these inatrumenta are
said to be exact counterparts of a sur-
geon's lance; one is a spear with a
double-barbed head ; another a needle
of oxquisite finencss. A saw and o
pump go to make up this wonderful
somplement of tools. The spear isthe
largest of the six, and is used in making
the initial puncture ; next the lances
are brought into play, their work cans-
ing tho blood to flow more freely. In
caso this last operation fails of having
the desired effect, the saw and the
needlo ars carcfully inserted in a lateral
direction in the victim's flesh, The
pnmp, tho moat delicate instrameat of
the ontiro set is used in transferring
the blood to the insect.

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RECANTATION.
Mr, Marter Takes Iis Rearings and
Chauges His Course.

An Address From (ho New Leader,

At a local meoting of Qonsorvatives
held the sther evening, Mr, Georgo F.
Marter, the now leador of tho Conserv-
ativo party in tho Ontario louse,
made the most important and tho most
songational move that our local poli-
tics havo known for many a day, The
recent olection in London was tho
thomo of the addreas, and Mr. Marter
confessed to have experienced a very
sad disappointment ovcr the result.
One of the causes of failure ho agsumed
to be his expression of his caudid sont.
iments concerning Separate &chools.
Wo opposed thoe /)myire's report of his
remarks :

On tho abolition of tho separate
schools, Mr Martor said that tho vicwa
he bad started at London and elsuwhere
had been given in all honesty. It was
a pity thoy had over been introduced
into _tho Province. When holding
these views other thoughts bad come
into hia mind. After all, could the
schools Lo abolished 1

I have Leen told Ly eminent legal
lights,” said Mr. Martor, *that it is
utterly impossitle to abolish them, aud
I ask. Is it worth while keeping up
an agitation for agitation's sakel”
What would be the ultimate result the
speaker could not say.

If wo cannot abolish that which
has caused so much discussion,” ho
continued, **is it worth kecping up
agitation when that is all that can
come of it}

In the matter of teachers for the
public and suparate schools Conserva
tives wanted all to pass the same
examinations, and Romaun Catholics

‘objected to this. Mr. JMarter asked .
“JIs it our place to try and force it
down their throats §”

He went on. * We say in the Local
Legislaturo that the schools, public and
separate, should be inspected by the
public scheol inspector ; he may be
Protestant or Roman Catholic; we
want ono set of inspectors only. But
we find our friends of the church op-
posed to us. We waut the text-books
the same ; and we thought this would
at least be s movein the right direction.
But here are facts. We bave been
fighting this matter for aboat fifteon
years, and what progress has been made
on the question! I have no quarrel
with my Roman Catholic friends, and
wo should pull together, eye to eye, to-
wards the upbuilding of this province.”

Mr Marter then turnced bis atteation
to the situation down by the sca. In
Nova Scotia, for instance, where se
parate schools had no right to exist by
law, indistricts where Roman Catholics
were sufliciontly numecrous and asked
for scparate schools, the [P'rotestant
school commissioners alwayz acceded to
tho request. Roman Oatholics looked
on the matter asa religious duty, and
tho comunissioners consider the request
a natural one.

« I say I don't think it wise to keep
up an agitation on the question solely
for agitation's sake, " declared Mr.
Marter. “1 don’t want to do it. I
sm speaking for myself. ” He suggest-
ed that a conferouce be called on the
subject.

Tho Ewmpire accepts the altered tone.
Itsays:

«t These schools exist as part of the
bargain mado in good faith at Confed-
eration, and are engrafted in the con-
stitation, so that an agitation to
change the constitation is not warrant.
ed by any declarations ever mado by
she Congervativeparty inthis Province,
aud conld not be undertaken without
the consent and approval of that party.

AMr. Marter 18 wise in recognizing the
plain facts of the situation. "

Had tho Empire been able tosco tho
tho wisdom of such a course somewhat

earlier in tho day, much of heartburn-
ing might have boen saved both to the

frienduof tho Conservative purty and to
tho Oatholics of this Provinco who have
pationtly borno the burden of porsonnl
nbuse and interferonce with their priv.
ate concorns. As it is tho evil will
perhops not ecasily bo undono. The
Hawmilton Spectator, one of the most
important (‘onsorvative papers has tho
following protest against Mr. Martor's
““now light -

‘“ In tho matter of separnte schools.
Mr. Marter profusses to bave had somo
now light. ** I have veen told by om-
inent logal lights, ** aaid Mer. Martor,
**that it is utterly impossible to abolish
thom, and [ ask. la it warth while
keuping up an agiwation for agitation's
sako 1™  The answer to that question
is obvious. It isnot worth whilo keup-
ing up ngitation for agitation's sake.
Nobody Lut a demagogus would do that.
But thero are many peoplo—aud many
legal lights, too—who think that the
scparate schools vould b abohished, and
it might bo worth while to curey on the
agitation to a wuflicient length to os-
cortain  dofinitely and conclusively
whether the schools could bo abolished,
or whother they arv as firmly fixed as
the Rocky Mountains. Su soon as 1t
is definitely ascertained that the so
parato schuols cannot bu abolished, so
soon wiil the agitativn cease. Maght
it not be worth whilo to carry the
agitation to that point '

The Giooe says: ** Thero can scarce-
ly bo room for two optnions on the
suddenness of Mr. Marter's change of
anrd. 1t 18 doubtfur 1f & more com-
plote right about-face has ever Leen
recorded, and certainly tho hstory of
Canada for the past 41U years may be
vainly searched for a paraltel. The
celenity of the cbange of front would
vasily be passed over did 1t not reveal
to us what, of course, was before sus-
pected, namely, the utter tisincerity of
Mr. Marter's conduct. 1t 18 1mpossible
to credit Mr. Marter's changed attitude
to a chauge of view. Is it possible to
credit that a gentleman who has been
as long in public hfe as Mr. Marter
bas been i3 only now making up his
wmind as to the position of tho bepar-
ate School questiont Is it possible to
belicve that a gontleman assuming the
leaderahip of a great party presamed
to make o deliberate public atterance
on a vexed question of this kind while
wholly ignoraat of its elementary fac.
tora? Mr. Marter will scarcely be in
a position to complain if the public
answer theso questions in the negative.
He wili not be 1n a position to com-
plain 1if they believe he was willing to
exploit the passions of intoleraoce in
Loudon, and it is only when he discov-
ers that the people are overwhelming-
ly against auch tactics that he indulges
in 4 tardy and pusillanimous repont-
ance. If Mr. Marter had sturdily
maintained his position it would be
possible to give him credit for sincerity,
but bis hasty abandonment of his
policy after his defeat justifics the
bolief that Mr. Marter, for purely par-
tizan purposes, was quito ready to dis
turb the peace of the Province, to put
neighbor against neighbor, to plunge
tho people into bitter sectarian strife,
over o matter upon wbich he himself
had no convictions whatever."

In the South and West of Ireland
very acute distress may be expeuted
during the winter and spring.

COERCION 1IN ITALY.

Homme Accouus of ¢riapl s Methotds,

Somo littlo time ogo in referring to
tho extraordinary mensures taken by
the present ltalian Governmont to
suppreas opposition to its coorse, Mr.
Labouchers tn Truth was obliged to
make this statewent;

«If a man meroly inculcates poli-
ticnl opintone, ho is uot o (it subject
for o prison cell, provided that theso
opimons aim at political change by
legitamato meaus.  If bo socka to sub-
very tho Government of his country
by revoluttonary action, aithough he
may bo in tho right and the Govern-
mont 1n the wrong, the latter can
bardly bo blamed for punishing him.
But such pumshment vught to be
accordunce with huwmanity,”

It was the fashion before tho
tme when the tewporal power was
wrested frowmn the Pupacy, to attributo
all 1ls whatsoover that existed in Italy
to tho mnfiuence of the Church, In
theso days when whole provinces of
tho fertile and favoured peninsula are
1n a condition of the most atiject misery
wo hear a great deal less of tho story.
To mawtain the formn of unity
Lrought avout with the accession of
Victor kmmanuel, the country has
beon taxed into desperation to sup-
ply the muans for reckless extrava-
gance in raval and military mattors,
untii now tho mihitary force which is
said to be essentinl to the preservation
of peace with other nations has to Lo
diverted toward quicting the people.
At the end of Jast year and at the
beginning of tins there were disturb.
ances in Sicily. The people bad or.
gonized themselves in & society known
as the fausct ur **groups,” cach towa
and village haviug 1ts own group, the
orgamzation bemng o very looss one,
apparently without any recognized cen-
tral directorate.  The groups held pub-
lic meetings to petition the King for a
remigsion of toxation and for a moro
equitable distributicn of its burdens,
1t being a notorious fact that the
assesament for tho taxes was 80
arranged that many of the more
wealtby landlords escaped nimost co-
tirely from paying their proper share.
King Humbert and his Qucen were pub-
licly displayed as a sign that what the
agitators sought was not a revolution,
but a reform that would mako it pos
sible for the peasantry and small farm
ers to live in some degree of comfort.
Undoubtedly some of the Souialist
leaders took advantage of the move-
ment to preach their peculiar doctrines
but in the mein the movement was
not Socinlistic. The agitation found
somo echoes on the msinland, and the
Government becamo alarmed. Tho
meetings were for:ibly disporsed.

Here and there the people broke out
into riots, in which some blood was
shed. Oa the mainland about the
same timo the Socialist lesders in the
district Carrara called the quarrymen
to arws, they being at the time discon-
tented with their woges and general
treatment. Tho riots around Carrara
and the disturbunces in Sicily were re-
presented to be an insurrection, mar-
tial law was proclaimed, the reserves
of the army wero called up. Somo of the
coast towns of Sicily were bombarded
by the flect, aud tho Island was inun-
dated with troops. At the same timo
Origpi took advantage of tho general
alarm tomake wholesalearrestathrough-
out Italy, and then passed through
the Parliament a Coercion Bill that
conferred upon him powers which make
personal hberty in Italy and Sicily de-
pedent on the goodwill of his agents
and the officials,

Oge of the favorite methods of sup-
pressing criticism is to order a person
suspected of disagreement to tuko up hia
reaidence 1mmediately in some remote
part of the Kingdom or oven out of
tho Kingdom. It is not difficult to
form auv estimato of the amount of

wisery this systom causes, not only to

-

tho porson thus thrown out) of Ihis
owployment and set dowr ponniless
ond friondless in a now place, but to
thoso who aro dependent upon him for
their support. Besides this tho Italian
prisons contain thousands of political
prisonors, whoso inhumane treatwont
bos called forth tho protest quoted
from Mr, Labouchere.

Some of the political prisoners who
crowd tho fortresses aro educated meon,
mnny of theso being Socialists, who
oro charged with being Anarchists,
thongh they protest they regurd tho
party of violenco ag tho enemios of all
roform. Others are not even Social.
ists, but have committed tho unpardon-
ablo crimes of exposing the tyranny of
the tnx-gatherers and tried to organ-
iso passivo resistance to thumn among
the poorer people. Othors, agaiu, are
meroly poasants and workmoen who
Joined the Sicilian Fusci or wero present
at the meotings. .\ll these aro treated
88 c)mimon criminals, are for the most
part kept in solitary confinement, in
wretched cells, wearing the prison
dress, and with their heads shaven, in
order to wark them as guilty of crime.
In maay cases it is asserted that
from week's ond to weuk’s end thoy
aro not allowed as much air and
exercise as can be got by a tramp round
the prison yard, The fortress prisons
of Is:hia are dangerously overcrowded,
and the Government is going partly to
clear thew Ly deportiog some hundreds
of prisoners to tho islands off that part
of tho Red Sea coast which is held by
Italy. In some cages those who will
be thus punished by deportation to one
of the most desolate and deadly spots
in the world will bereal criminals, but
in o vast number of cases they will be
no more guilty thas the political
prisoners wbom tho Czar deports to
Siberia. Press offeaces, presence at
proclaimed meetings, resistanco to the
police, excited by their arbitary pro-
ceedings, thess aro the crimes which
Crigpi, the ex Revolutionist, is punish-
ing with the living death of years of
solitary confinement or with baking
alive on the the African coast.

A Catholic Scientist, whose fame,
though great, was not equal to his
merits, has juet died in England.  Ter-
rien de Lacouperic was a Frenchmar,
who all his life devoted himself to the
study of Oriental languagesand history.
He founded the Babylonian and Orien
tal Decargs  More than one of his
works woro crowned by the Institute
of France, the Unpiversity of Louvain
gave bim her doctorate of philosophy
and letters, and the Royal Asiatic So-
ciety enrolled him among ber honorary
members. By bis marvellous know-
ledge of the Chinese language and liter-
ature, with o profound atudy of Assy-
ryology, be traced the sources of Chin-
eso civilization, bitherto lost in the
mists of extreme antiquity, to their
fountain head. Lacouperis was not a
good business man. ‘He Jived modest-
ly and died poor.

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CATHOLICS AND EDUCATION,

In tho courso of his sermon whilo
opening a now church recontly 1lis
Buinence Gardinnl Vaughan spoko us
follows concorning tho position of the
Oburch in matters of education .

# Catholics had beon nccused of
beoing narrow, sectarian, and hostile to
popular cducation.  Ho desired to
address himsolf to that charge, so often
made, and his first appeal would Lo to
tho hiutory of this country, and if we
would seo what was the part tuken by
the Oatholic Church in England he
would referthom to anarticle in the cur-
rent number of the Cantenporary lecicw
entitled * School Supply m the Middle
Ages," which showed that the provision
for secondary cducation was far greater
in proportion to the population during
the Middlo Ages than it bad ever beon
since, and that cducation was in samv
form oliguitous,if not uuiversal, * It
wag within the truth to say,” the
article continued, *that there were
throughout the period of eight hundred
years moro sccondary schoo's in pro-
portion to the population than thero
have been since.”  And agaiy,
“ There wero in the Middle Ages in
Eugland four hundred grawmar schools
¢o two unllions snd a quartee of people,
t!ld contrart was hetween one gl’ﬂllllllﬁr
school for every 5,625 people then, and
thut presented at the present day when
th- re was one grammar school for every
25 750 prople.”  The contrast wus not
flatering to ourselves but, ag welearn-
ed from the artice of this review, the
Oatholic Ohurch suppiied thy vauca.
tion, supplird it most abundantly, and
that without charge, for the prople in
those days received their oducarion
gratuitously, and tho expunse of it was
not taken out of ratesand t xev, or out
of the public purce, but out of the
revenues of the Church herself, so that
apon hor ondoxrments a first charge
wag wade in overy csthedral and
collegiate church and parish church for
the education of the peapls  The
Church, therefore, not only gave more
abandant education in ber day than
wag given now, but it was given
gratuitous'y. She, therefors, was the
friend of education, as she nlways had
teen in every land, aud as she was
to-day.

THE BROAD VIEW AND bth dantuw vk,

At the present day there were two
schools or two views which were striv-
ing for the wastery 1 Eugland.  Thero
a8 what he call-d the broad school or
the broad view of education, aud there
wag also what he calied the narrow
school. By the former he meant thay
system of education which stood upon
the equare, which stood upon the four
R's and the firsy of these R's was

Religion, as being the tirst duty of man, |

and the first of these R's meant the
teaching of the children to know, to
love, aud to serve Our Lord Jesus
Christ, to embrace the religion which
Ho founded and to live according toita
dictates, and that first I3, if taught at
all, must be taught logically and
scientifically. It must be taught by
definition like every other science; it
should he taught through the Catech
ism, which, in other words, was the
putting the definitions into language so
simple that chudren could understand
it. Thia first R. of religion regarded a
man’s wolfare and happiness bere in
this life of trial and sorrow but it
regarded his happiness far moreimport-
tantly in the lifo which was to come.
Then there were the threo other R's—
« Reading ‘riting and ‘rithmetic.”
These also the broad school said must
bo taught scientifically by persons
trained, certificated and competent to
teach them. Thesa teachers should be
adeguately paid for tho noble services
which they rendered and the children
ougbt to be taught in commodious,
sunitablerooms, healthy, well appointed,
aud everythiog should be found which
would enable them to learn these four
R's. thoroughly and eatisfactorily
This was what he called the bread view

the Lrond Catholic school eduoation,
But what attitudo did this school tako
towards those schoolrooms in which it
had been found impossiblo in conse-
quenco of our molancloly roligious
divisons to teach that noblest and
grentest of tho four R'a properly. The
board Catholic school et education
said : * If you cannot teavh thesoe
properly at least teach threo R's pro-
perly.” We were not unfavorablo to
tho wurection of tho bonrd achools
wherov:r the population might find
these to bo necessary. Wo did not
wish to stint or starvo those broad
schools any more than wo wished our-
solves to bo starved or gtintod, and wo
oaid that if they could not givo fair and
full instruction to tho childron in the
four R's, let thom givo it to tho child-
ren as far as thoy could. Thoreforo,
wo #aid, lot there be two systems ; let
thero Lo o system which was porfect
and which rested upon the four R's, in
which Religion could bo taught to the
childrou ecientifically and fully—let
there be perfect denominational system,
and thea let there bo by the side of that,
if needful, the imporfoct systom, which
satisfied itself by teaching tho threo
Rs. Lst there bo provision, ample
provision, for tho two systems.

Desit - — As [ gave you an account
of the Act of Uion botween Lngland
and Ireland *+ .y last lotter, now 1
will ask. do you know what Home
Itulo means ¥ It 18 sunuply giviug the
Irish people thoe privilego of manuging
their own uffairs. At present an Irish
county can't build a 1ailread without
having to go through ali the trouble
and red-tapeism of having the watter
brought before the English Parliament
to get the conrent of that body. If
Cork or Dablin or Bilfast wantdd to
have clectnicity lighting their streets
they would have to get a bill through
the Enghish Parlinent,

Sowe years ago the Dublin Improve-
ment Act wos passed, whidki alluws
more hberty to the Corporation, /'n
passant, let us remark that the passing
of this Bill entailed a heavy expendi-
ture, but it has removed somo of the
greatest obstacles to needed improse-
ments.  An stance of red-tageism is
the followimg: The Town Commis-
sioners of Newry promoted a Bill for
improving the water supply of their
hutle town. Thoe sum estimated for
the carrying out of their scheme was
$105,000 ; the sum they had to spend
in Luidon bufure they could gt thicir
bill passed 1mnto law was $385,000, or
one-third of the sum nee’ ¢ to con
struct the works !

Even now the drainage of Dablin
city is very;.defective. The river
Lafley, whichfruns through the city
from cast to west, is merely an open
gewer, into which all the main scwers
pour their foul contents; and the
odour 18 Inghly detrimental to the
health of the city, especially in warm
weather. For fully forty years a
schieme hins been on fost to carry out
a main.drainage system for Dublin,
but with all the delays and investiga-
tious of Government Comunssioners
and Local Gosernment Buards, and
the obztructions and expense entailed
by all these slow processes, the drain
oge remains still as it was forty years
Bgo.

LA\"ow it is evident that Home rule
would settle all these grievances.
QOanada has Hon:: Rule. Our young
country had a fight for it. but our
neighbour, the American Lagle, warn-
ed off the vultures of the ** Famuy
Compuct” who were trying to devour
the land by uvnjuat laws, ruinvus tasa
tion, etc., and though the r<bellion m
a mlitary sense was a fanure, and
though some valuable lives were sacri
ficed in the struggle for Responsible
Government, Canada was ‘ictufivus
at last.

WHAT 1s HOME RULE?

1f I understand 1 correctly it is that
no power save the masses of Ireland
have autbority to make laws for tho
ancient kingdom. It 1s that the cause
which has been sanctified by the
martyrdom of Emmet and the blood
of the patriots of 1798 is pure, beauti-
ful and holy. It 1s that the people
of Ireland shall have the power
to command laudlordism—a svstem
villanous in its origin, the result of
confiscation and robbery, and anti-
christian 1n spirit - to depart from
Ireland forever. It is that an Insh
Legislature shall nave control and
mastergship over the constabulary,
over the industrial interests, over the
railroads, over the education, and over
all the internal improvements of the
nation.

Australia has Home Rule; so bas
New Zealaud ; and in Amerlea every
State in the Union has Home Rule.
The soi--disant Unionists pretend that
if Home Rule be conceded the Cathy-
lics, being so largely in the majority,
might persccute them. But they can-
not show any precedent for such a
hypothesis. When the edict of Nuntes
was revoked in the eighth month of
James the Second’s reign, and the
rebellious Huguenots were driven from

France, whero did they go? They
went to Ireland and elaimed her well-
known hospitality ; the Catholie King,
James tho Second, treated them
landly, and estublished them in Ulster.
Concermnyg tins matter 1 find the fol.
lowing eatraet from the pon of a noted
writer, 1 o work ontitled ** Ireland,
the Ceadlo of Buropean Literatare,”
by the Rov. L B, Findlay, L1.D..

* Among tbe sottloments mule by
the Huguenots w Ireland, one wes at
Lisburn, County Auntrum, where they
commenced the hinen trade, to whiofu
they had been brought up. It has
ever sinee been succossfully earned on
by their degcondants in that town and
Ulster generally.  Tlus  flounshing
trade s the result of wise furethought
on the part of Jumes and his govern.
ment. o 1685 theso Huguenots were
given a patent for conducting tho lineu
manufactare neeording Lo the customs
of their own country, and the Pustor
wLom they had brought with them
received an annual grant of £60.
Nicholas de Tachierais Crommehn,
Lsq.. of Unrradoie Castle, 18 an im-.
medinto descendant of Monsteur Louis
Crommelin, to whowm the patent wag
granted by the British Goverment.”

When the Gorman rotestants bad
to leave the Rhune region thoy went
to Ireland and settled in Limerick.

Really the only objection to Home
Rulwe is the objection of the Ligut.

Why should the people of Dublin
bave to go to the Londou Parliament
to get an Act passed to light their
streets or to drain their eity 2 The
people are as competent as we in
Canada are to transact their own
affairs.  As I mentioned Landlordism
above, frum English statistics we
learn that 90V landlords own 16,
VUL,VVD  acrea of land n Ireland ;
and that 380,000,000 ig annually
taken out of the country by those
landowners, and most of it spent out
of it also. It s not strange that Ire-
land is poor. If 380,000,000 were
taken out of our young Dominion
overy year what would Canada be in
ten years? Yet statisties, which can-
not lie, shiow that aince Queen Victona
ascended the throne of England
52,150,000,000, or twelve times the
national debt of the United States,
las been taken out of Ireland. ** Now
some cold-hearted men ask: What
has Ireland to complain of ? Not
that hundreds of hier noblest sons had
died upon the scaffold for the stainless
cause of their bleeding country. Not
that the track of the emgrant stup
from the Green Isle to America was
strewn with the whitened bones of
thousands of victimns of English land-
lordism. Not tha. the land that
rightfully velonged to the Insh people
has been four times confiscateu. Not
that while one century ago ono willion
of her people were engaged in indus-
trin]l pursuits there are now aonly
47,000."

In my last letter and in another one
[ have compared lreland to Niobe,
quoting Lord Byrons words about
Pagan Rome. It does not fully apply
to Erin, us stony despair has not
made her its prey. As you are fami-
har with the legend I need not repeat
it here. I think, bowever, that the
beantiful piece of sculpture which was
in the gallery of the Grand Duke of
Tuscany at Florence in 1811 might be
regarded as an illustration of Ireland's
sorrows. This superb masterpiece
was formerly in the temple of Apollo
Sosianus at Rome. The execution of
this interesting monument of Greek
art is by some attributed to Seopas,
while others believe it to be the pro-
duction ot Praxiteles. Pliny says that
either of the two was the author of it.
This gronp consists of a series of
figures of both sexes in all the disorder
and agony of pain and terror; while
the figure of Niobe, of colossal dimen-
rions compared with tie other figures,
clasping her youngest daughter fondiy
to her bogom forms the centre. The
bapless Niobe, in tho most affecting
attitude of supplication, with an ex-

pression of deup grief, hor eyes turnod
upward, implores tho Goda to sparo
her offapring.

Tho myth of Nioboe in very protty ns
oxplained by Voleker and othors o
physical senso. According to these
writers, the name Niobo signifies youth
or newness,  Sho 1a the daughter of
the Hlourishing One (Tantalus), wife
of the Sun (Amplion), and the mothor
of tho (Jreen One (Chloris). Niobe,
thon, 18 the young, fruitful, verdant
Linrth, the bride of the Sun, beneath
whoso fecundating beams sho pours
forth vegotation with lavish profusion.
But tho rovolution of the year is do-
noted by Apollc and Dinnn (other
forms of tho sun and moon), changing
to winter, withers up and destroys her
progeny. >he weops and stiffens to
stoae (the frosts and torrents of win-
ter); but (Chloris) tho ¢(Freen One re-
s, and Sprng cluthies the earth
anew with its verdure.

So may :t be with poor Ireland.
* Now 18 the Winter of her discon-
tent.” May it gson turn to glorious
Suminer.

Lord Rosebery uanveiled o statue to
Edinund Burke, at Bristol, Eagland,
Oct. 30th. In s memorable speech
on the greatest of modern orators, if
not tho greatest of all orators, he said
the ercction of this statue was an act
of reparation, hecnuee Bristol, one
hundred and fourteen years ago had
rejected Burke on account of his ad
vocacy of Catholic Emancipation and
Jjustico to his native Irelaud.

No, gontlemen, in my opinion
he is the one figure of that time that
18 likely nover to be a shadow. MHe
buros on the historic canvas as the
other figures faode, by his speeches,
which, as I have said, were rrad and
not listencd to. e will be remember-
ed as long as thero are readers, when
other orators on whoso lips Parliaments
and people hung have disappeared with
the tongues that spoke and the ears
that heard them. Day by day the
powerfal Ministers, whom hs could not
persuade, the great mobles, whom be
had to inspiro and prompt, the sublime
statesmen, who could not forsooth put
him in their Cabinet, wax dimmer and
less whilst ho looks stronger and larger.
Their famo rests on bills and speeches,
cphemeral bills and ephemeral speech-
es, but his is built on a stronger and
broader foundation, built on high poli-
tical wisdom, like somo noble old
castle or abbey, which, whilst it stands
is a monument and beacon to men,
wktich oven in its decay furnishes a
landmark to posterity. "

THE BALAXNCE OF POWER.

Mr. MeCarthy on the nirength of (he Irlah
Party.

Justin McCarthy, M. P., presided at
tho fortnightly wmeoting of thu Irish
National Fedoration in Dublin on
Novomber 14th. [o said, in thocourso
of his address -

“Now, I think wo havo placed

already before the country, a plan of
action which tho country will cordially
approve.  \We, of courre, havo still to
fight an uphill bate. Let no omo
here Lo led away for a singlo moment
by the idea that we have pledged our-
solves, or over shall pledge ourselves,
body and soul, to auy English Govern-
ment.  'Wo aro ns freo now as wo over
wero to declaro our torms to any
English Government. Woaro as froo
now as we over were to break away
from any English Goveramont which is
not prepared to recognize to the full the
claims of tho Irish poople. Baut, of
courso, wo do find tho advantage of
cordial allianco—zo far as it can bosus-
tainod, with the domocracy of Kogland,
Scotland, and Walea. Aud this much
I feel bound to say with regard to a
great Englishmun who is no longor in
tho field of action—with regard to Mr
Gladstono—that whatover may bappen
aftor his time, ho accomplished one
great achiovemont which should rank
him forever wmongst tho highest
statesmon and tho greatest public
benefactors of his race whon ho succoed-
ed in uniting the sympathies and hearts
of tho Englieh and Irish peoples.

¢ The wildest imaginationcan scarce-
ly conceive a condition of things aris-
ing in Parliment when the Irish mem-
bers would ceaso to hold the balance of
pover. You cannot imagino in our
time a solid majority coming up for
Liberal or for Tory 8o numerous and
80 strong as to deprive us of that con-
dition of holding the balance of power.,
You may bo perfectly certain that so
long as the Irish party holds in its
hands the balance of power, that
balance of power will be held for the
good of the Irish cause and of the Irish
people.  Then I think we aro meeting
under most favorably and most encour-
aging auspices. The present Parliament
cannot in natural courso of things last
very loog. Whether it lasts a few
months moro or a fow months less is &
matter of very littlo importance iudeod
to the Irish people.

“\Vhat wo feel is this, that even if
what now seems tho worat were to
coms to the worst, and if there were to
be—which I don't believo there is the
least chance of being—if thero were to
be a Tory msjority and a Tory Govern-
ment, we should scon let that Tory
Government know, as wo have let other
Tory Govornments know before this
time, that if they will not act for the
good of Iroland, and will nut listen to
the Irish demands and Irish complaints
they can be reduced, as other Tory
Governmouts have been reduced, by ua
to discomfiture and failure.

 Our strongth is thostrength of our
cause, and tho unity of our people.”

Addresses wero algo made by Hon.
Edward Blake, Alfred Webb, M. P. %,
Messre, Condon, Bodkin and MacNueil,
M. P. '3, and the Very Rev. Oanon
McCartan.

Among the Books.

Tt is interesting to study the vicissi-
tudes of authors. How with their
hearts set upon higher things than
this earth they have sometimes lacked
their dmly bread. Ficture Goldsmith
in o garret dnigy and squalid, adorned
with two or three bits of furniture,
turning out that imperishable novel
*“The Vicar of Wakeficld,” now a
§tandnrd work of translation and study
in France and Germany; or the boy
Chatterton, aglow with the fice of
gonius, starving in o lowly and lonely
room hemmed in on all sides by wealth
and grandeur,

Byron inherited a peerage and was
80 much less the voot, His nature

grow oynical, morose, voleaaie. Io
was an Ishmuelito in litorature with
bis laud agamnes overy man and ovory
man's hand agairst him. No, thero
was ono literary friond whom he loved
—his own Tomn Moore. Not a shaft
did o aim at his Irish {riend. Poor
Byron, notwithstanding all his weak-
nesges and faults, I love him for tho
kind things he said of Ireland, DPer-
haps if his boyhood had been more
fortunate and heopy his manhond
would have ripened into n sweoter,
richer and more virtuous noontide.

It is lhinrd to soparato genius from

ersonality—indeed it canuot be done.
Poctic gifts are invariably found no-
companied by strong Eomonulity. Art
is not technique, but personality.
Swinburno has technique, bur not
porsonality, and this is oxaotly whero
the most moelodious poot of tho nine-
teonth contury fails. Swinburno has
no heavon in his verse, not a glint nor
a beam. Ho bolongs to tho school of
Comto, Frederick Harrison and George
Elliot, and a very poor school it is.
Suob a philosopby of life never did
and never uan inspire a great poot.
Buch poets crawl along the carth and
aro of the carth carthy.

With all his faults Byron was not
of this school. His great strong soul,
darkencd ns it was by sin and glocm,
had momonts of the finest intuitions
in which faith and the Divine love in
tho universo hovered as angels by his
sido and his spirit was momentarily
caught up from tho house of clay and
the fotters of sin and gloom upon him
wero shaken off.

Byron was a true poet, who was
attracted in his soul to the beauty of
that chain of love which binds in devo-
tion the children of the carth to the
Mother of Mother of God in heaven.
Henco his tributes to tho Blessed
Virgin are ver great indeed and give
proof that way ward as was his life and
weak his nat.re, bis pootic soul was
touched by the simple faith of the
childron of Mary as he witnesced it in
prayer and devotion in the land of
Potrarch and Tasso and Dantoe.

Is this a creative or oritical age?
For myself I fecl satisfied that it is
oritical rather than creative. Not
only is this the case but nearly all tho
genius of our day has betaken itself to
invention. We have novelists in
abundance but what of them. Is it like-
ly one of them will be read twenty-
fivo yearshence ? Noliterature can or
will exist unless it has something
permanent or absolute in it. Mrs.
Southwortl, Bertha Clay and May
Agnes Fleming need not hope for im-
mortality. Their richest triumnphs are
in the present, and most of their read-
ors are persons whose tastes are
thoroughly vitiated, who prefer pickles
and green peas to a good slico of steak.

Let me here say that no poet is
worthy of being closely studied unless
he has a mesgage to deliver to the
people. Chaucer had one, so had
Sheckespere, Spenser, Milton, Cowper,
Wordstworth, Tennysonand Browning.
Learn that message and you have a
better insight into the poet than any
school or college can give, for they
frequently deal in the adventitious,
not the permanent and absolute in
literature. Tuoxmas O'Hacax,

Whilo the late Lord Ooleridge was
at Oxford, it was his duty as a fellow
to read tho lessors in chapel, and one
day ho read by mistake, the second les-
sons where he should have read the first
To concluda it in the orthodox way was
hardly correct, as it was not tho second
lesson, Lut tho first; nor could it be
well described as tho first lesson, as pro-
perly it was the second. A moment's
hesitation supplied him with the appro-
priate wori: ‘‘Here ondeth tho
wrong lesson. ”

Joly on the school question which was
last week addressed to the Montreal
Witness. The Woodstock Sentinel Re-
view belioves that Mr. Joly's arguments
are unanswerable, in view of the fact
that the Public Schools are to all
intentsand purposes Protestant schools.
1f all the schools in & country chiefly
Protestant have normal and model
gehools with publiz schools that open
and closo with prayer, whose teuchers,
professcrs and principals all are Pro-
testants if not all bigots, chen Cath-
olics who are compelled to support
them are simply persecuted for con-
science sake and the law of the land is
bound to protect them. HBow can they
as believing or sincere Catholic parents
send their children to schools in which
everything is taught except regpect for
Catholic worship or Catholic traditions,
nay in which even history is distorted
and made to do duty for prosalytism.
If the Catholics of Manitoba or any
other country are forced by law to
pay taxes in aid of such schools, and
pay still heavier taxes in which their
children may be brought in the know-
ledge and respect of their parents re-
ligion, a double burthen is imposed on
them, that men born and brought up
to freedom can scarcely endure. Hon.
Mr. Laurier pledged himself publicly
in Parliament, that if the public
schools in Manitoba were Protestant
schools, he would vote and work for
disallowance of the Manitoba Act,
which virtually closed the Catholic
separate schools. Probably if 3lr.
Laurier had made enquiries at the
proper source, while he traverred
Manitobs and addressed so many en
thusiastio meetings this fall, he would
have been thoroughly convinced of the
fact, and have made up his mind what
course to pursue.

Mr. Joly, himselfa Protestant, says:
“A school in which all Canadian
children, Protestants as well as Cath-
olics, could receive, side by side, the
same religious and secular eduzation
would irndeed be a perfect school.”
But as he points out, even the most
sanguino advocates of common schools
as opposed to separate schools, do
not gee their way w0 such a desirable
result. The difficulties, continues the
Sentinel Review, arise from the fact
that many Protestants insist on posi-
tive religious teaching in the schools.

The Bisliops of the Chureh of Eng-
land in o paatoral lottor have lnid it
down u3 nbsolutely cssontinl to the
true purpoto of oducation that thoere
ghall Lo religious teaching; and tho
Presbyterian Synod of Winuipeg 18
quoted ns taking the same ground.
Mr. Daiton McCarthy, who gavo all
tho trouble on the Manitoba School
question, and who wont through the
towns und villages of the prairie prov-
inco, preaching a crusado againat ¢ the
dunl language and two sets of schools®
oven lie with all his bluster and politi-
cal rancor declured that if he had to
choose between Godless schools, thoso
sccular schools in which there ehall
be no roligious tonching, and separate
schools, he would prefer the Intter.

Our contemporary of Woodstock
leaves the opponents of Separate
Schoola without a ainglo peg on which
to hang an argument when it draws
from the above premisos the following
inevitable conclusions *

“ With testimony of this sort -
favor of religious teaching, it is tolera.
bly clear that Protestants aro not in
favor of & secular and national systemn
of public schoole. If thoy were, thero
would be no difticulty in maintaining
the policy of the Manitoba Govern-
mont as just and reasonable, oven
m spite of the fact that it is
not a policy congenial to the
feelings of the minority there. Nor
would there have been any insuperable
difficulty in tho way of carrying out
such a system in this province. Itis
—and was—the demand on the part
of a large portion of Protestants for
religious teaching in the Dublic
Schools which makes the position of
Catholics in favor of Separate Schools
so strong, if not unanswerable. We
can see no logical standing ground
between secular gchools and o separate
scheol system. Mr. Martio, the
champion of nationsl schools in Mani-
toba, has aiways seen this very clearly;
and he has stated his views in language
which cannot be misunderstood, He
beheves that so long as pesitive reh-
gious teaching is demanded in the
Public Schools, the claim of the Ca-
tholics for schools of their own will
heve a semblance of justice at least,
if it is not irresistible.  And no system
can give peace and prosperity to a
community which does not rest on &
basis of justice to all. If the Protest-
ants of danitoba were as thoroughly
united in favor of national and secular
schools as they are in opposition to a
dual system, the school question in
that province, and as it affects the
whole Dominion, would not be a hve
issue very long. Bat itisin failing to
see the logical consequences of the
abolition of Separate Schools under
the control of the State, that the
people there are in hot water to-day.
In this Province we have settled the
question by a compromise; and 1t
may be said for the compromise that
it bas worked extremely well. It
would give universal satisfaction if
politicians with selfish aims would
only leave it alone. If we contrast
the results of our system with those
geen under a npational one in the
United States, it must be said that
the comparison is very much in our
favor.”

In spito of the fact that all tho tes:
timony is against thom, somo of
tho Mothodist journals are trymng
to magnify Fathor Ducey mnto a
martyr in the same conneot.on. But
1t must be obvious to everyono that
the object, of the Guardiau for in-
stanco, 18 not so much to exalt Father
Ducey as to degrade lus superior,
Archbishop Corrigan, m the minds of
well thinking men. Fathor Ducey
may be, for aught woe know, a well
meaning priest, who is working in his
own way for tho uplifting of the morals
of the community in which s work
is. But it seems that Ins continued
presence at tho Loxow investigation
necessorily entailed neglect of the
work to which ho was assigned by his
Bishop. For this reason, and because
Archbishop Corrigan considered the
moral atmosphere of the court such as
should not needlessly be courted, His
Grace required Father Ducey to desist
from his attendance at the proceedings.
Fathier Ducey venned a vainglorious
reply. Next day both letters appeured
in the secular press. Surely it is no
port of the business of a parish priest
to air his differences with his superior
in such a way, nor to strut about as
the guardian, by some mysterious
nght, of the digmity and honor of the
Holy Sce as thig one has. The bur-
den of just comment must tend 1n
favor of the Archbishop.

A preacher, the Rev. \V. Vrooman,
a person of some notoriety, went go
far as to charge the Archbishop with
being n member of Tammany Hall.
T'o this His Grace was moved to reply
with a categorical denisl.

But the acme of impudence was
reached in his Thanksgiving ser-
mon by Rev. R. S. McArthur, a Bap-
tist, and somectime Canadian. Irom
this discourse of thankfulness which
might not unreasonably have been ex-
pected to contain somewhat of Chris-
tian love and charity we take the fol-
lewing extract, the sentiments of which
were greeted by cheers from his au-
dience: ** Let me give you a receipt
for Tammany Hall. Select a great
caldron, presided over by three witches
representing various crimes. Kindle
the fires underncath with embers
brought from Hades. Putinintellect-
ualignorance, social vulgarity, religious
bigotry, typical thuggism, political
venality, variegated murder, and
sprinkle the whole with holy water.
After it has been brought to a boil let
the scarlet woman of the Apocalypse,
~r metropolia, dip it up into a black
bottle labled ° Political Corruption’
and the angel of truth will come down
from heaven and mark it ¢ Deadly
Poison ; Tammany Hall.' "

And so the story goes, the preachers
of vhe gospel striving to shirk respon-
gibility for a system which glorifies
Self and offers sacrificee to the Al-
mighty Doliar, by pointing the hypo-
eritical finger of scorn at tho great
Archbishop. There is no liar 30 un-

truthful as he who will deceive him-
self. And no man could look in the
face of the Archbishop of New York,

uny searco could ono look at his photo-

graph without bearing nwny somo

abiding sonsv of tho holiness, the

integrity, the uprighiness, the gentlo-

ness in good, the strongth against ovil,

imprinted by lus strong soul upon that

countonanco. To presumo to assoointo
him with organized vice is moro than

any proacher, however zealous in

dufumng the Chureh canconsoientious-
ly do. Muy wo not rather us Catholios
tako somo pride in this lotter from Mr.

Goff w declining tho candidatare for
the mayoralty., *¢ {Ionor, decouncy and
patriotism,” wrote Me. UofT, ** demand
that in tho pendmg struggle for tho
redomption of our city from the rule
of tho reckless and corrupt, the op-
preasor and the blackmailer men shall
put aside personal interest and political
prejudices and join bands in an honest
offort for the common welfare. Divi.
sion is defeat. It will dishearten the
men who, against great odds, have
been fighting the battle of the peoplo,
and destroy a most favorable opportun-
ity to atrike a telling blow for lionest
government.'

Aund way we notrather suppose that
tho sentiments of the Catholie clergy
are more accurately represented than
by the Sentnel, the Guardino, Mr.
Vrooman, Mr. McArthur, et hoo
genus omne, in this letter from a ven-
crable Brooklyn priest to Mr. Goll:
** God bless you for thoe letter that ap-
pears in the morning papers, Wu
Catholio priests are always saying the
samo thing, but vur voice reaches only
the few, and our cause and natural
antecedents gain nothung among the
people of the United States. I onco
wrote to Charles O’Connor when evil
prevailed over good in New York city,
when he stood with Tilden for the
good.

The Government of Toronto.

It is a question whether Mr. Nesbitt
did not go out of his way unnecessarily
the other day when ho deferred to
hostile criticism of his methods in 0
far as to enter upun gratuitous ex-
planation of his past work and present
in.ention. His position is one which
removes him from the ordinary staid
procedure of the law. He has a
maudato o expose iniquities which
have tended to nndermine the good of
the city. His only guiding light in
the matter shonld be that crusading
spirit whichanimated 0ld John Brown,

Went ahead and put it through.

The mass meeting held to consider
the situntion showed some elements of
prospective strength, and at tho same
time a good deal of weakness, The
selection of the membership of the long
committee scems to have been at the
same time autocratic and perfunctory
as a perusal of it will show.

The essential error made by all the
principal advocates of reform is in
blindly refusing to attach the respon-
gibility for tho mismanagement: of the
city's affairs to those upon whom it
rightly rests. After all the philo-
gophical talk we havehadabout keuping
municipal government free from parti-
zan influences, the stubborn fact re-
mains that the civic institutivas have
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been for yonra the hunting ground of
tho lodges. Anyone who recollects
Inst year's clections knows whoro the
nowminations wore mado and where the
dircotions for voting worn given.
What is the use of leaving the lodges
out of tho recloning? The lodge
oloots an alderman. The aldorman
finds places for ** the boys.” For
many yeare one socioty had o monopoly
of this kind of thing. Now there aro
two or threo of them, chowing away
at tho samo bone and snarling moro
or less.

In what Mr. Goldwin Smith vory
properly described ns a system suitable
for the administration of a village,
thore is nn utter absenco of that prin.
ciple of rasponsibility which is the
safeguard of prpular institutions. In
our Dominion system, in our Provin.
cinl system, that principlo prevails.
One result is to put men of ability in
the places of dangor; another is to
creato o spirit of emulation among
men desirous of ocoupying these posi-
tions. In Toronto it is otherwise.
Yot the annual expendituroe in the city
reaches enormeus figures. Tho plain
result of tho timorous sentiment to
which general agsent has hitherto been
given, that of {aking men without any
declarativn of policy, bas led to the
election of aldermen who have made
the City Council o means lo serve
their own selfish ends. This requires
no demonstrution other than the very
cffectual one Mr. Nesbitt is making.
And it is men of that stamp who sen-
tentiously remark, * You'll never lose
snything by being an Orangeman.”
The lodge 18 the threshold of their
opportunity.

If the business men weuld come to
recogmze candidly that in lodge rule
lies the danger of the city and would
manfully and determinedly grapple
with the eovil, more gosd would be
accomplished in a month than an
infinitude of theso annual sighings
from the depths, samples of which
were given at the Pavilion meeting.

Irish Schools.

In the course of a recent address
His Grace Archbishop Walsh of Dub-
lin was able to announce a very grati-
fving increase in tho number of those
children who participatein the advan.
tages of primary education. In the
diocese of Dublin during the period of
eight years thirty-four new schools
had been built and nineteen others
enlarged thus affording accomodation
for nearly six thousand new pupils.
Besides this there are now nine new
schools nearly ready for occupation
and plana are preparing for six others
so that at the end of a period of nine
years schools will have been provided
tor nearly fourteen thoussnd cluldren
who had not before suitable accomo-
dation.

The same work i5 in progress all
over Ireland. Taking the figuces
bearing upon school attendance for the
last eight years His Grace found that
the average for 1893 was 27,585 in
exoess of the average for the other
geven years. This capital showing is
one that offers a very effective answer
to the charge that the Church neglects
education.

A genecration has scarcely passed
since Oatholics came into the exercise

of their natural rights, but alveady tho
goed work of education is going alicad
by leaps and bounds. Ere long we
way expeot to sce Ireland rusuming
her proud place of tho ages of faith,
when she was known not alone as the
island of saiuts but of scholars as
well,

Not only is Archbishop Walsh o
zealous promoter of educational ad-
vantages but ho is evcn anxious that
u bettor systom should bo adopted than
the one now in use. Educationists in
this country will be intorested in the
following extract from His Graco's ro
marks: I have never been able to
view our State systom of primary edu-
cation in this country as very much
bottor than o gigantic mistake. T havo
ntorethanoncooxpressed my views upon
this subject to which I am referring:
It is not a subject to bo dealt with in
dotail at tho close of a speech dovoted
muainly to other aspects of the case.
But I cannot refrain from saying, at
all events, this, that the whole system
has grown up from the beginning
under the influence of tho one pervad:
ing and wholly mistaken idea that
education congiste in teaching children
a lot of information which is to be
found in books. I do not say, of
course, that our National schools
should be turned into carpenters’ shops
or smiths’ forges. DBut I do say that
the children should be taught how to
use their arms, their hands, their
fingers and their eyes. They should
be taught the importance of cultivating
their powors of observation. They
should be trained in habits of accuracy
such as can easily be instilled in them
by simple method.”

A Review of the Foundatlon of Catholle
schivuls In HRome Jadependent of

In an arti lo on the Catholic school
quuestoh o the Docanber namber of
the North Americun Review, Mgr.
Satoll makes s first contribution to
American periodical literature. lle
devotes his article to a review of the
foundation of Catholic schools tn Rome
by private funds, independent of the
Italira school system, sfter the govern-
ment had succeeded in  eluninating
Catbolic influences from the educa-
tional institutions. e says .« In
number, the Catholic schools exceed
the govermuent and municipal schools
combined. In regard to the quabfi
cation of teachers, the teat-boohs and
programme and the methods of teach-
ing, the Cathulic schools cudcg\'or to
adjust themselves. as far as possible, to
the requirements of the State. The
rei,gious corporations stopped at no
excuse or sacrifice to provide for thewr
own schools a select body of teachers,
who, being furnished with the proper
diplowas, would gain by their ability,
zeal and conduct the cunfidence of the
public. And the pontifical cominission
provided for the purposes of the other
schools, through normal colleges.
where Catholic men and women were
prepared fur their careers as teachers.
Special text-books, however, had to
be written for the Catholic schools;
but in compiling the curricula the
endesvor was wade to bring them, as
far as posaible, in hannony with those
in use in the public schools, both as
regards the division of classes and the
courses i studies.

+ In ondeavonng to conform the
Catholic programme,” says Mgr.
Satelli, * with that of the government
the fact was not lost sight of that,
althongh the siate may theurctically
and 10 ihe absir.ct be described as the
representative of the people, 3t is prac-
tically and in conerete Jominated by
a perty, and favors the system of edu
cation whichisadvocated by the party
in power, rather tha that which is
best adapted to the needs of the peo-
ple.

A very interesting interviow with
Mgr. Benham onni, Patriarch of the
Syrians, s pubashed.  The Vatriarch,
who is staying at the Minerva, began
at once by sayirg- ¢ You want to
knox what took place at the confer-
ences on re-union 1 1 understand per
sectly this curiosity in u journalist,
but alag] 1 cannot satisfy it. All
who took partin thy meetingare bound
by oath to the Supreme Pontiff and
consequently  wo can say nothing. '
With reference to the rumors spread
abroad, His Beuatitudo said : ** No onoe
knows auything  The t'ardinals, Pat-
riarchs and prelates in question are not
children incapable of keeping a secret.
For the rest, no one could possibly
have overhead what was said, for the
conferences took place in the third in-
rer room of the Pope’s apartment, the
doors were shut and nobody, not aven
the secret chamberlain on duty, could
enter. ‘This is all I can tell you. Tho
Oriental Patriarchs, ic quitting Rome,
are filled with admiration for the Holy
Father, and can find no words to ex
press adequately their recoguiztion of
his gooduess and his solicitude for the
churches of tho East. I could unever
have believed that the Pope would as-
sist personally at all tho wmeetings.
Ordinarily such atfairs were treated by
the congregations. The Holy Father,
on the contrary, notwithstanding his
numerous occuputivos, willed thas the
conferences should be held in his pre-
sence.  You cannot imagine how well
informed the V'ope is on Esastern affairs
and the conditions and nceds of our
chorches, which for a long timo past
have been neglected. The Holy Father
willrevive their former splendor. Here,
I think, I may tell youn this: With re-

At Portmagee, which is a well
sheltored locality, the coarse sea fishing
has not been up to its usaal standard at this
timo of the ycar, but the fishermen of the
district are sanguioe that they shall do
better lat-r on. Mackerel are very nume-
rous around tho coast still, and shad are still
keeping within casy distance of the shore in
the South Rerry districta, The recent heacy
fales caused much damage among nets in
West Kemry, but luckily no lives were
' endangered; the fishernien not :ttcmptil;ﬁ
to draw tho nota while;ths weather continu
bad.

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A Priest Honored by the French Academy

The pecaliar interost of tho acadomy
this year lies in the fact that the do
Montyon prizo hns beon avarded to o
prieat, the Abbe Theure, pastor of the
littlo village of Loign, in the Loire
department. M. Halevy, with more
than his customary eloquence, relnted
how this priest, during the war of 1870,
passed backwards and forwards on tho
field of battle, under a perfoct hurricane
of bullets, and by his intrepidity and
coolness saved tho lives of more than
500 French and German wounded, wlo
undoubtedly would have been cruahed
aud mangled during the night. The
following morning church and presby-
tery were crowded with wounded
soldiers, the devoted priest renouncing
everything, even in bed, taking his re-
pose on some straw in a cellar. By
the testimony of general officers, Abbe
Theure behaved with absolute heroism.
Sincethatdroadful period it has been the
work of thepriest's lifa to build a band-
some memorial church, in which should
ropose the remains of the oilicers and
wen slain on the plains of Loigny. e
succeeded in raieing 240,000 francs for
the purpose, and a decree of the gevern-
ment gave hiro authority to take charge
of the remains. At the grand man.
euvres this year, military honora were
rendered by the troops in front of the
church, which i8 now regarded as a
national mausolenm, M. Halevy spoke
of Abbe Theure as a splendid type of
virtae and heroism, and annouced that
the first prize of 2,500 francs was un-
animously awarded hiro.
